County mulls pair of airport 
runway rehabilitation projects

At its regular meeting on Monday 
at the Gray County Courthouse, the 
Gray County Commissioners’ Court 
considered the possibility o f under­
taking a runway rehabilitation proj­
ect at Perry Lefors Airport, an issue 
which the court will return to at its 
next meeting.

Commissioners are considering 
work on a pair o f runways, with 
an estimated cost of $4.5 million 
for constructions and an additional 
$415,000.

Both would qualify for a 90/10 
grant from the Texas Department of

Transportation.

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Date set in school finance trial

AUSTIN (AP) —  Texas’ school finance lawsuits arc 
set to go to trial Oct. 22.

State District Judge John Dietz signed an order Monday 
establishing the tentative trial date.

Four lawsuits on behalf of hundreds o f school districts 
statewide have been filed in response to school finance 
legislation passed by the Texas Legislature last summer. 
They charge that the way Texas distributes fimding to 
school districts is inadequate and inequitable.

Dietz, who handled school finance lawsuits in 2004, 
has consolidated the cases. Some charter schools, as well 
as a group of parents arguing that Texas’ schools are inef­
ficient, have also sought to intervene as part of the suits.

Legal fights over Texas school finance have raged for 
decades. The current suits are the eighth round of litiga­
tion filed in the state since 1968.

Great Plains hit with 75 storms
OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — Forecasters say it appears 

about 75 tornadoes touched down in four Great Plains 
states Saturday.

Greg Carbin, a meteorologist at the Storm Prediction 
Center in Norman, Okla., said Monday most of the tor­
nadoes were in Kansas, followed by Oklahoma, Iowa 
and Nebraska. The tornadoes hit during a 24-hour period 
fi-om 7 a.m. Saturday to 7 a.m. Sunday after forecasters 
warned of a “high risk” o f severe weather.

At least six deaths were blamed on a storm that went 
through the northwest Oklahoma town of Woodward and 
destroyed more than 100 homes and businesses. Dozens 
o f people were injured.

Many tornadoes hit in unpopulated rural areas in 
Kansas and Oklahoma, and Carbin says researchers are 
still collecting data.

Initial observations from spotters produced an estimate 
o f more than 100 twisters.

Possible watier a)ntamiiiation at site
AUSTIN (AP) — A lawmaker says he has confidential 

documents about possible groundwater contamination at 
a radioactive waste dump in West Texas, and is asking 
the state for permission to release them.

State Rep. Lon Bumam on Monday asked Attorney 
General Greg Abbott whether documents detailing the 
Texas Commission on Environmental Quality’s concerns 
about Waste Control Specialists’ application to build the 
site can be released.

The Democrat from Fort Worth says he obtained the 
documents using open records requests but is prohibited 
from sharing them publicly under a 2009 confidentially 
agreement.

But Bumam said they indicate that groimdwater has 
seeped into a 100-foot buffer zone around the facility.

TTie site is awaiting final state approval to open, but 
Bumam said it should not be allowed to do so until safety 
can he guaranteed.

Crime victim’s fund faces deficit
AUSTIN (AP) —  Experts have told Texas law m ak ^  

that the crime victim’s fund is-facing major financial 
problems due to a drop in revenues)

First Assistant Attorney General Daniel Hodge told 
lawmakers that court fees that fund the program have 
dropped 3 percent since 2008. The result is a short-term 
deficit in the current two-year budget and a longer term 
problem keeping the fund going.

The House Criminal Justice Committee must decide 
whether to keep funding the program, which provides 
direct financial aid to victims and also supports non­
profit groups that provide services to victims. About 65 
percent of the fund relies on court fees and fines, but 
could require more taxpayer money.

Texas lawmakers had to cut $15 billion in state spend­
ing in 2011 and expect to face another shortfall in 2013.

Teen faces murder charge in crash
PALMVIEW (AP) — A 15-year-old South Texas boy 

has been charged with nine counts of murder among 
other charges after a van he was driving crashed, killing 
nine o f the suspected illegal immigrants packed inside.

The boy, who is not being identified because he is a 
juvenile, appeared at a probable cause hearing Monday. 
He was also charged with 17 counts o f smuggling a per­
son and causing serious bodily harm including death, and 
one count of evading.

The boy told investigators he drove the van because 
his family had been threatened, Palmview police Chief 
Chris Barrera said.

Barrera said prosecutors would decide whether to try 
the boy as an adult.

The nine killed in the rollover crash last Tuesday were 
all Mexican citizens. Barrera said the ground around the 
van was scattered with bodies.

He said the boy told them he had not done this before, 
but he did have a previous record.

Would you take a bribe? To do 
the right things? Things like saving 
and paying down your debt?

That’s part of the interesting psy­
chology behind SaveUp.com — a 
free website that lets you earn a 
shot at cash and other prizes, just 
for doing the right thing.

The concept has taken off since the 
site was launched Nov. 1, 2011. In 
less than six months, SaveUp users 
have deposited $25,752,249.51 
into their savings and paid down 
$22,278,973.93 in debt.

Priya Haji, one of the compa­
ny founders, likens the incentives 
offered by SaveUp.com to cred­
it-card rewards points and miles, 
and acknowledges in that sense, 
the incentives are indeed a bribe 
designed to reward positive finan­
cial behaviors.

But, she explains, the site is based 
on solid behavioral research out of 
Harvard, which demonstrates the 
concept of “skewed rewards” vs. 
incremental savings. That is, people 
will act when the perceived poten­
tial gains are impressive enough.

Motivation based on the small 
possibility of a big reward is similar 
to the behavior that makes people 
buy lottery tickets. Haji explains 
that the long-term benefits o f com­
pound savings returns —  some­
thing I find very attractive — is 
just not enough to get most people 
to take action to save more and pay 
down debt.

But when you post a $2 mil­
lion monthly prize, for which you 
can compete by “earning” rewards 
credits as you pay down debt and 
add to savings, then people really 
get excited. Other potential rewards

for which you can compet^ffBlude 
cash, cars, vacations, electronics 
and things such as a “makeover” 
from Banana Republic.

Each reward has different odds 
of winning. For example, the odds 
of winning the $2 million monthly 
prize are one in 1.175 million. The 
odds , of getting “double your tax 
refund” (up to $10,000) are one in 
2 million. Some drawings are held 
weekly. And there are “instant” 
rewards for some prizes and cash.

SaveUp.com can offer these kinds 
of rewards while banks are pro­
hibited from doing so. But banks 
and other financial institution part­
ners, totaling more than 18,000 
institutions, do help you link your 
accounts to SaveUp.com, using the 
secure technology created by Intuit, 
parent of Quicken.

And that’s how you get started. 
Just go to SaveUp.com and create 
your own “account” by setting up 
a username and password. Then 
you can securely link to your exist­
ing financial accounts. It takes just 
moments.

None o f your money moves to, 
or through, SaveUp. But SaveUp is 
notified every time you pay down a 
credit card or your student loan and 
add to your savings or even to your 
retirement plan at work — because 
you’ve linked to those accounts- 
And each of those positive steps 
earns credits —  which you can use 
to compete for prizes.

Yes, some of the big numbers 
above come from things people are

SaveUp.com is free to consumers 
because the brands offering prizes 
get advertising and because they 
can offer you special deals, such as 
lower-rate credit cards, through the 
website.

It appears that those already con­
nected are finding it almost addic­
tive. And recognizing that possi­
bility, SaveUp limits you to three 
“plays” a day.

That means people keep coming 
back every day, to see the credits 
they’ve earned and to spend some 
of diem on a chance at a prize. The 
site even offers helpful videos so 
members can leam more —  and 
earn credits by watcfa îng them.

Who can argue \4ith this kind of 
“bribe” —  if it gets people motivat­
ed to do the right things with their 
money. It’s a different approach, 
but clearly it works.

Deadline for BP spill settlement extended
NEW ORLEANS (AP) 

— A federal judge on 
Monday extended a dead­
line for BP and a team 
of plaintiffs’ attorneys to 
file details of a proposed 
settlement designed to 
resolve billions of dol­
lars in economic damage 
claims spawned by the 
2010 oil spill in the Gulf 
of Mexico.

The company and law­
yers representing more 
than 100,000 individu­
als and businesses were 
expected late Monday to 
present the formal terms of 
the settlement agreement 
to U.S. District Judge Carl 
Barbier in New Orleans 
and ask him for prelimi­
nary approval.

In 1521, Martin Luther went before the Diet of 
Worms (vohrms) to face charges stemming from his 
religious writings. (He was later declared an outlaw 
by Holy Roman Emperor Charles V.)

In 1911, the town of Palm Beach, Fla., was incor­
porated.

In 1941, Yugoslavia surrendered to Germany dur­
ing World War II.

In 1961, some 1,500 CIA-trained Cuban exiles 
launched the disastrous Bay of Pigs invasion of 
Cuba in an attempt to topple Fidel Castro, whose 
forces crushed the incursion by the third day.

In 1969, a jury in Los Angeles convicted Sirhan 
Sirhan of assassinating Sen. Robert F. Kennedy.

Party, Alexander Dubcek (DOOB’-chek), was 
deposed.

In 1970, Apollo 13 astronauts James A. Lovell, 
Fred W. Haise and Jack Swigert splashed down 
safely in the Pacific, four days after a ruptured oxy­
gen tank crippled their spacecraft while en route to 
the moon.

In 1972, the Boston Marathon allowed women 
to compete for the first time; Nina Kuscsik was the 
first officially recognized women’s champion, with 
a time of three hours, 10 minutes and 26 seconds.

In 1975, Cambodia’s five-year war ended as the 
capital Phnom Penh fell to the Khmer Rouge, which 
instituted radical policies that claimed an estimated 
1.7 million lives until the regirhe was overthrown 
in 1979.

In 1986, at London’s Heathrow Airport, a bomb 
was discovered in the bag of a pregnant Irish woman 
about to board ah El A1 jetliner to Israel; she’d been 
tricked into carrying the bomb by her Jordanian 
fiance.

In 1997, former Israeli president Chaim Herzog

Ten years ago: Four Canadian soldiers in 
Afghanistan were killed when they were mistakenly 
bombed by an American F-16 pilot.

Harry Schmidt, was later fined and reprimanded 
in a non-judicial hearing.) Secretary of State Colin 
Powell ended his 10-day Middle East peace mis­
sion after failing to get the cease-fire he’d sought 
between Israel and the Palestinians. A federal judge 
ruled the Justice Department couldn’t interfere with 
Oregon’s assisted-suicide law. (The law was ulti­
mately upheld by the U.S. Supreme Court.)

Five years ago: A day after the Virginia Tech 
massacre. President George W. Bush visited the 
campus, where he told students and teachers at a 
somber convocation that the nation was praying 
for them and “there’s a power in these prayers.” 
In Rome, a U.S. soldier went on trial in absentia 
for the shooting death of Italian intelligence agent 
Nicola Calipari at an Iraqi checkpoint in March 
2005. (However, a court later threw out the proceed­
ings against Spec. Mario Lozano, saying Italy had 
no jurisdiction.) Actress Kitty Carlisle Hart died in 
New York at age 96.

One year ago: U.S. Secretary of State Hillary 
Rodham Clinton visited Japan, where she expressed 
confidence the country would fully recover from 
its tsunami and nuclear disasters. Actor Michael 
Sarrazin, 70, died in Montreal.

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President Barack Obama calls his 
proposed tax on millionaires the 
“Buffett rule,” based on financier 
Warren Buffett’s claim that he pays 
a lower tax rate than his secretary. 
Obama claims that the “Buffett rule” 
asks millionaires to “do their fair 
share” by paying the same income 
tax rate that middle-class families
pay.

Despite a sluggish recovery and 
depressing job creation numbers, the 
president isn’t pushing for policies 
that would stimulate the economy 
and create jobs; he’s focusing on 
keeping his own job. On Monday, 
the Senate voted 51-45 — shy of the 
60 votes needed — on a version of the 
“Buffett rule.”

FactCheck.org looked into the 
“Buffett rule” and took Obama and 
Vice President Joe Biden to task for 
leaving the “false impression that 
many, if not most, millionaires (peo­
ple who earn $1 million or more a 
year) are paying a lower tax rate than 
the middle class. The fact is that even 
without the Buffett Rule, ‘more than 
99 percent of millionaires will pay’ a 
higher tax rate than those in the very 
middle of the income range in fiscal 
year 2015, according to the nonparti­
san Tax Policy Center.”

Tax Policy Center budget guru 
Roberton Williams figured that mid­
dle-class families pay about 15 per­
cent of their income on taxes, where-

CNN poll shows that 72 percent of 
Americans think the “Buffett rule” 
is dandy. As Scott A. Hodge, presi­
dent of the Washington-based Tax 
Foundation, observed Monday, if the 
president suggested Americans tax 
Canadians to balance the budget, that 
probably would poll well, too.

Americans love taxes that other 
people pay.

What’s the matter with taxing mil­
lionaires? Hodge watches the White 
House and hears rhetoric that “has 
had a chilling effect on econotnicA 
activity.” '

By pushing for a millionaires tax 
with no reforms attached, the White 
House has sent a message that when­
ever Washington overspends, the 
political class will squeeze the rich.

Hodge notes that while 237,000 mil­
lionaires paid 20 percent of income 
taxes in 2009, some 58 million fil­

ers paid payroll taxes but no federal 
income taxes at all. (Most earned less 
than $50,0(X).) That’s 41 percent of 
income tax filers, “the largest share of 
nonpayers since World War II.”

Personally, 1 could accept a defi­
cit reduction package that increased 
revenue, flattened tax rates, shaved 
loopholes and reformed entitlement 
spending — along the lines of a draft 
presented by the Simpson-Bowles 
commission, created by, and then 
ignored by, the president. Reforms 
should stimulate the economy.

But the “Buffett rule” represents the 
exact opposite of Simpson-Bowles. 
By talking as if  America could bal­
ance its books by squeezing the rich, 
Obama is pushing the notion of what 
Hodge called “fiw  government” -  
unrestrained entitlement spending, 
fewer taxpayers and a bigger bite 
on working families. In the “Buffett 
rule” world, a large chunk of voters 
know that no matter how big govern­
ment grows, they wem’t have to pay 
for it.

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Perry promotes budget com pact to ensure no new taxes

C

HOUSTON (AP) — More than eight months before 
the Texas Legislature reconvenes. Gov. Rick Perry pro- 
F>osed a compact on Monday that would ensure no new 

. taxes or increases to levies already on the books.
Among other things, the Texas Budget Compact calls 

for a constitutional limiting of state spending increases 
to population growth and inflation and demands a busi­
ness tax exemption for companies with annual revenues 
o f less than $1 million be made permanent.

The compact asks legislators to keep the state’s rainy 
day fund to remain strong, eliminates uimecessary and 
redundant state government programs and agencies, 
and demands “truth in budgeting” by ending short-term 
financial fixes that put off decisions to future legisla­
tures.

“This is an incredible opportunity to do what’s right 
for Texas and for Texans,” Perry said at a campaign- 
style appearance at a Houston moving company ftiat 
he said was typical of small businesses to benefit from 
the business tax exemption. “This is a conversation that 
time is ripe for us to have.”

Perry’s proposal comes one year after lawmakers 
passed a state budget that included spending cuts of 
almost $15 billion.

The Texas Legislature doesn’t meet until next January 
and Republican Perry isn’t up for possible re-election 
for a another two-plus years, but several Texas Senate 
seats and the Texas House are up for grabs in 2012, 
beginning with the primary election next month. The 
GOP controls both houses.

The Texas Democratic Party, which has held none of

Legislators told 
that victim s’ fund 
has budget issues

• AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Court fines and fees that fund 
> the state crime victims’ fund have fallen off, creating a
■ budget shortfall for the program that funds rape crisis cen­

ters and women’s shelters, experts told Texas lawmakers 
on Monday.

' First Assistant Attorney General Daniel Hodge told 
' two legislative committees that revenues have dropped 3 
percent since 2008 and the result is a short-term deficit 
in the current two-year budget and a longer-term problem 
of keeping the fimd going. He said the Crime Victim 
Compensation Fund, which paid out $75.5 million last 
year, would only have $2.7 million left in it at the end of

■ fiscal year 2013.
The attorney general’s office, which manages most of 

the fund, had sent out a letter warning nonprofits that pro­
vide victim services to expect a cut, but after legislators 
complained, he assured those organizations there would 
be no cuts before 2014. Hodge said the fund has enough 
money to continue direct payments to crime victims, but 
not enough to fund programs that provide victims with 
services, such as shelter or counseling.

“Both the short-term stability and the long-term viability 
o f the fimd are in jeopardy,” he said.

More than 65 percent of the fund’s revenue comes fix)m 
court fines and fees, but those have dropped off since 2008. 
Hodge said convictions are down, the economy has slowed 
and law enforcement agencies have cut back and shifted 
priorities to activities that don’t generate as much in fines 
and fees.

He said the attorney general’s office has cut expenses 
and sought to increase revenue by leading a statewide 
round-up of those with outstanding warrants. Officials are 
also working with courts to improve collection rates on 
outstanding fees and fines.

“1 don’t think collections alone, to be fi'ank to the com­
mittee, will resolve the long-term shortfall if you want to 
continue funding at existing levels,” Hodge warned.

Appropriations Subcommittee Chairman John Otto, 
R-Dayton, said lawmakers must decide whether to main­
tain current fimding fn>m the state treasury or increase it to 
keep the fund healthy.

Rep. Pete Gallego, the Democratic chairman of the crim­
inal justice committee, said the fund had enough money 
to last until the next Legislature meets in January. At that 
time, lawmakers can vote to appropriate additional funds.

Verna Lee Carr, state director of People Against Violent 
Crime, called on lawmakers to ensure that crime victims 
receive the direct assistance they need. She complained 
that, in the past, crime victims’ ftmds were spent on other 
programs.

Tone Camp, director of the Texas Association Against 
Sexual Assaiilt, said it’s critical to fund nonprofits that 
provide services in addition to making direct payments to 
victims for costs not covered by insurance or restitution.

Only 18 percOTt of rape victims report the crime to law 
enforcement, but it’s not known how many seek counsel­
ing from a rape crisis center. State law requires a victim 
to report a crime before he or she can receive funding, so 
the crisis centers are fi«juently the only resource for those 
who do not call the police.
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the statewide elected offices since 1994, immediately 
branded Perry’s aimouncement Monday “shameful.” 

“Perry is calling on his fellow Republicans to com­
mit to permanently underfunding public education and 
human services,” Boyd Richie, the party chairman, said. 
“He’s leading Texas into a race for the bottom that jeop­
ardizes the future o f both our children and our parents.” 

Perry said he understood not everyone would embrace 
his ideas.

“This is nothing new,” he said. “I’ve been involved 
in this process since 1985 and there’s been wailing and 
gnashing o f teeth and the same in 1985 as we hear now.

“Every session there are people who want to spend 
more money, there are people who want to prioritize 
their projects where they find themselves as most 
important in the state. ... We make it work. I’m sure at 
the end o f the day there will be those who say we would 
have done this differently. But our process works and I 
think our process works as well as any other state in the 
nation.”

Asked specifically what cuts he’d make in redundant 
state programs or agencies. Perry declined.

“I think this is a good time to start the conversation,” 
he said. “We’re not going to write the budget today. My 
instinct is there may be some folks in the private sector 
who can give us some ideas.”

The governor said a good chunk of the state budget 
goes to Medicaid costs, which he described as a “ticking 
tim^ bomb” that only will rise if the U.S. Supreme Court 
doesn’t throw out President Barack Obama’s health care 
law>.

Perry said the compact was “all about resetting the 
button on budgeting and that’s what 1 think Texans 
understand.” He also said he didn’t want the state to 
become like the federal government “that’s out of con­
trol” and other states “that have some real problems with 
their budgetary process.”

CLEMENS TRIAL

Jury selection begins in Clemens’ second trial
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Roger Clemens stood and uttered 
"Morning" to the 90 potential 
jurors who had gathered in the 
ornate, sixth-floor ceremonial 
courtroom, the one deemed big 
enough to hold them*all. After he 
sat down, he swiveled his chair, as 
it try ing to make eye contact with 
as many as possible.

Some of those looking back 
had no idea who he was. Others, 
including two who survived the 
first cut, wondered if it was a 
w aste of taxpayer time and money 
that got him to this point.

The seven-time Cy Young 
.Award winner was back in court 
Monday in the government's sec­
ond attempt to prove that he mis­
led a House committee at a land­
mark drugs-and-sports hearing in 
2008. The first trial last July ended 
in a mistrial when prosecutors 
introduced inadmissible evidence 
after only two witnesses had been 
called.

One potential juror said he felt 
"it was a little bit ridiculous" 
when C ongress held hearings on 
drug use in sports because he 
felt the government should have 
been focusing on bigger problems. 
Nevertheless, the native of Chile 

an investment officer for an 
international bank was asked 
to return, the only male to remain 
in the jury pool among those who 
were individually screened on the 
first day.

Another potential juror recalled 
the 2008 hearing by saying: "At 
the time, 1 remember thinking it 
didn't seem to be a great use of 
taxpayer money," but she was kept 
in the pool after she said she could 
be impartial.

"Even if 1 don't agree with the 
reason that you're brought before 
Congress, you still have to tell the 
truth .... If you perjure yourself 
before Congress, it's still illegal," 
said the woman, who is an execu­
tive for an environmental non­
profit organization.

But another potential juror was 
excused cffter she volunteered; "1 
don't know if that's the best use 
of government tax dollars at this 
time." She said her feelings could 
influence her ability to serve.

Clemens lawyer Rusty Hardin 
even hinted that perhaps the 
defense might challenge Congress' 
authority to call the hearing in the 
first place, but U.S. District Judge 
Reggie Walton was skeptical of 
that line of questioning. The judge 
reminded lawyers again that some 
of the jurors from the first trial 
felt a retrial would be a waste of 
taxpayer money, adding that one 
of the hurdles in the case is that 
some people think "we have some 
significant problems in this coun­
try that are not being addressed by 
this Congress."

By the end of the day — after 
the proceedings had moved to 
a smaller courtroom — only 13

potential jurors had been screened 
and just seven had been asked 
to return Wednesday for more 
screening. Clemens made some 
$120 million in salary in his 
24-year major league career, but 
it's safe to say hardly any of it 
came from the three District of 
Columbia residents all African- 
American females — who made 
the cut after saying they had never 
heard of him.

"I'm not a fan of sports — peri­
od," said one prospect, who works 
as a cashier at a grocery store.

As the clock was hitting 5 p.m., 
Walton called it a day and chided 
the lawyers over the day's tedious 
pace: "It doesn't help the process 
to repeat what I've already asked."

The retrial is expected to last 
four to six weeks, with the first 
several days devoted to finding 12 
jurors and four alternates with no 
preconceived opinion about the 
case. The vetting process began 
with Walton taking more than an 
hour to read 86 yes-or-no ques­
tions to the entire pool, including 
"Do you have any opinions about 
Major League Baseball — good, 
bad or whatever?"

Lawyers on both sides read 
a list of 104 people who could 
be called as witnesses or whose 
names could be mentioned dur­
ing the trial, including former 
sluggers Barry Bonds and Jose 
Canseco; baseball commissioner 
Bud Selig; New York Yankees prison.

Texas prosecutor trying revoke Leaf’s probation
LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) 

— The Texas prosecutor 
who brokered a plea deal 
with former NFL quar­
terback Ryan Leaf filed a 
motion Monday to revoke 
his probation and will press 
for prison time.

Randall County district 
attorney James Farren said 
his motion probably will 
be amended as he gets 
additional details about 
Leafs latest legal problem. 
Leaf faces four felonies in 
Montana after allegedly 
breaking into a home to 
steal prescription painkill­
ers, then robbing a second 
home after being released 
from jail.

"I anticipate amending 
that motion to reflect other 
pcrtcntial charges," Farren 
said.

Leaf is likely to face the 
Montana changes first. He

was given 10 years' proba- 
tas in 2010tion in Texas in 2010 after 

being accused of burglar­
izing a player’s home while 
he was a coach at West 
Texas A&M. An investi­
gation found he obtained 
nearly 1,(XX) pain pills 
from area pharmacies in an 
ei^t-month span.

Leaf is jailed without 
bond on a 30-day hold 
to allow prosecutors in 
Montana and Texas to sort 
through the separate cases. 
Leafs Texas'attorney. Bill 
Kelly, declined to com­
ment because he had not 
seen the motion.

Farren said he is fine with 
Montana proceeding with 
its case first, th o u ^  "our 
process would probably be 
shorter because revocation 
doesn't take as long" as get­
ting a case to trial.

County (Mont.) prosecutor 
John Pa ‘barker chaurged Leaf 
with two counts of bur- 
g l ^  and two counts of 
criminal possession of a 
dangerous drug. If convict­
ed, Leaf faces a maximum 
prison sentence of 20 years

on each burglary charge 
and five years for each pos­
session charge.

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The return of warm weather 
marks the return of road trips 
for millions of motorists 
across the country.

• Don’t break the law. 
Obeying the spieed limit 
might save your life, and it 
can also save you money. 
Typically, fuel economy 
decreases rapidly as a car 
reaches and surpasses 60 
miles p>er hour. According 
to the U.S. Department of 
Safety, drivers can assume 
that each five miles p>er hour 
they drive over 60, they are 
paying an additional 260 pier 
gallon for gas.

• Empty the trunk. Though 
it might be more convenient 
to keep your golf clubs in 
the trunk of your car, extra 
and unnecessary cargo in a 
vehicle’s trunk drastically 
reduces fuel economy. An 
extra 100 pxiunds in a ve­
hicle can reduce miles per 
gallon by as much as 2 p>er- 
cent, so keep a trunk free of 
items that aren’t absolutely 
necessary.

• Stop idling. Many pieo- 
ple let their car idle for sev­
eral minutes on cold morn­
ings. But today’s newer 
vehicles don’t really need to 
idle to warm up, and idling 
can be very taxing on fuel 
economy. Depiending on the 
size of the car, idling can use 
between a quarter to a half 
gallon of fiiel pier hour. If 
you still insist on letting the 
vehicle idle, a few seconds 
of idling should be enough 
to warm the engine up.

• Embrace cruise con­
trol on long drives without 
lots of stoptping and start­
ing. Maintaining a constant

Ideal tire 
pressure is different for each 
vehicle, so check your ve­
hicle’s owner’s manual for 
recommended tire pressure.

All of this takes 
time and money away from the 
associates perfonning our du­
ties in a very low-profit indus- 
try.

By leaving an unwanted 
coupon on a strae shelf for 
the next customer, Chicago 
Qipper is NOT “paying it 
forward.” She’s adding to the

pidilem. So, please, folks, 
keep your coupons in your 
purse, wallet, pocket or cou­
pon book until you get to the 
checkout line. — FLORIDA 
BUTCHER

DEAR FLORIDA 
BUTCHER: Thank you for 
pointing out to my readers 
and me some of the problems 
coupons may create. Your 
sentiments were repeated 
by many retailers. However, 
other shoppers and retail­
ers offered suggestions that 
may help to eliminate the 
problem, including: coupon 
exchanges, donating them to 
the military, posting them on 
Freecycle, Craigsiist or Face- 
book, etc. Read on:

DEAR ABBY: 1 am a cou­
pon user. 1 am also a grocery 
store employee. I constantly 
have to pick up coupons left by 
customers who are “paying it 
forward” or “being generous.”
