Okla. court strikes down proposal

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) ['he Oklahoma Supreme
Court ruled Monday that a proposal that would grant
“personhood” rights to human embryos is unconstitu-
tional

T'he state’s highest court ruled that a proposed consti
tutional amendment that would define a fertilized human
egg as a person violates a 1992 U.S. Supreme Court
decision and “is clearly unconstitutional.” Supporters of

the personhood amendment are trying to gather enough
signatures to put it before Oklahoma voters on the
November ballot.

The American Civil Liberties Union and the New York-
based Center for Reproductive Rights filed a protest with
the state Supreme Court on behalf of several Oklahoma
doctors and residents. The protest-alleged the measure
would have far-reaching implications that trump the
rights of women. Opponents asked the court to stop the
group Personhood Oklahoma from gathering signatures.

The court ruled unanimously that the initiative petition
“is void on its face” and ordered it stricken.

Dan Skerbitz of Personhood Oklahoma said he had not
seen the decision and could not comment on it.

Amarillo Slim dies

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — Thomas Austin “Amarillo
Slim” Preston Jr., a poker champion whose brash style,
fast talking and love of the spotlight helped broaden the
professional game’s appeal and made him one of its most
recognizable characters, has died. He was 83.

Preston’s son, Bunky Preston, said he died Sunday of
colon cancer while in hospice care in Amarillo, where
he lived.

While Thomas Preston craved the spotlight that his
poker fame provided, his public image was sullied eight
years ago when he was sentenced to probation on misde-
meanor charges that he assaulted a young relative.

He got his “Amarillo Slim” nickname playing pool,
according to Preston’s son, and with his cowboy hat and
southern drawl, he wouldn’t have been out of place gam-
bling in an Old West saloon.

Q. I was thinking about buying
some dividend paying stocks, or a
mutual fund that invests in them, so

in interest on my savings. But now

will go up. Should I buy those

A
lot of investors have been buying
stocks to get dividend yields of 3
percent or more. That looks very
attractive compared to 6-month
CDs or Treasury bills, which cur-
rently pay around 0.1 percent!

But even stocks that pay divi-
dends are no substitute for “chicken
money,” which belongs in the bank.
Stocks can always fall in price,
and dividends could be cut in the
future. There are no guarantees.
Still, we’re becoming more aware
that money in the bank is a sure
“loser” as the value of your savings
is eaten away by inflation, running
at nearly 3 percent. You can thank
the Fed for that. And they’ve just
promised to keep rates low

“never a political fan of Mr. Nixon.”

But, ever fair, LeSure offered this
more complete portrait of the man
Richard Nixon, [ learned, “drove
his daughters’ carpool” and, as vice
president, would come out after
school to watch Julie play field
hockey. Mr. and Mrs. Nixon could
always be depended upon to chap-
erone the school dances, and he
frequently wrote notes of encourage-
ment or condolence to members of
the school community.

[his was clearly not the Richard
Nixon I had in mind. Harvey LeSure

summed: “I knew Nixon as a father,
and he was one of the best” (an
observation which could explain
Julie Nixon Eisenhower’s tireless
public defense of her father during
Watergate)

All of this came to mind after
a historian friend of mine, Steve
Bouchard, reminded me that since
1928 no Republican ticket has won
the White House that did not include
on it a nominee named either Bush
or Nixon. I am an agnostic on whom
Mitt Romney should choose as his
running mate. But unless he wants
to test 84 years of history, Romney
would be wise to take a long, hard
look at the popular former chief
executive of the biggest, critical-
ly important swing state, Gov. Jeb
Bush of Florida

I'he VP selection does in fact mat
ter. Not only have five of the last 11
presidents first served as vice presi
dent, but in 10 of the most recent 13
presidential elections, one or both
of the major-party candidates had
previously served as, or been nomi-
nated for, vice president. Of course,
before Mitt Romney decides on his
ticket-mate, he would be wise to ask
as many people as possible he can
“What’s she (or he) really like?”

Father.” Obama wrote that his
Indonesian stepfather introduced
him to eating dog and that dog meat
is “tough.”

Did Obama go on the defensive?
No, he took ownership of the tale.
At the Correspondents’ Association
dinner last week, Obama cracked
two jokes about eating Fido. In ref-
erence to Sarah Palin, Obama asked,
“What’s the difference between
a hockey mom and a pit bull?”
Answer: “A pit bull is delicious.”

And: “My stepfather always told
me, ‘It’s a boy-eat-dog world out
there.””

Political campaigns get into trou-
ble when they try to paint the candi-
date as someone he (or she) isn’t. By
being cool, Obama blew the oxygen
out of the story.

The Romney camp keeps trying

to set up Mitt
as a regular guy
who can relate
to American
families. But he
can’t do small
talk. At a recent
sit-down in
Pennsylvania,
Romney told his
hostess he had
doubts about the
cookies she was
serving. He said
they looked as if “they came from
the local 7-Eleven bakery or what-
ever.” It turns out a beloved local
bakery made the cookies.

Team Romney should give it up.
Let Romney be Thurston Howell I11.
Let him call Ann “Lovey” and talk
with his jaw clenched.

Or let him follow the Steve Jobs
model. The two men have paral-
lels. Jobs was a vegan; Romney is
a teetotaler, Both have criticized
Washington’s excessive regulations
as job killers. According to Walter
Isaacson’s biography, Jobs even told
Obama to his face that he was head-
ing for a one-term presidency. Jobs
didn’t try to pretend that he wasn’t
rich or successful. He reveled in it.

Instead of chatting about baked
goods, Romney should be blabbing
about Bain Capital’s amazing return
on investment -- an average annual

AUSTIN (AP) — A federal judge on Monday stoppeé
[exas from preventing Planned Parenthood from getting
funds through the state’s Women's Health Program — a
decision the state immediately appealed

U.S. District Judge Lee Yeakel in Austin ruled there
is sufficient evidence that a law banning Planned
Parenthood from the program is unconstitutional. He
imposed an injunction against enforcing it until he
can hear full arguments.

She said she is thrilled she
can return to Planned Parenthood to follow up.

“It’s a tremendous relief that someone is looking out
for women,” Gonzalez said Monday, referring to the
judge’s decision. “It makes me upset that these are men,
for the most part, who are making decisions affecting
our reproductive health and that they would try to shame
us.” ; .

Catherine Frazier, spokeswoman for Gov. Rick Perry,
said the state will pursue all legal options to keep the
law

“Texas has a long history of protecting life, and we are
confident in Attorney General Abbott’s appeal to defend
the will of Texans and our state law, which prohibits
taxpayer funds from supporting abortion providers and
affiliates in the Women’s Health Program,” Frazier said.

Patricio Gonzales, CEO of Planned Parenthood
Association of Hidalgo County, called on the Republican
governor to stop trying to shut down Planned Parenthood
in Texas

“No woman should ever have to fear being cut ofl
from her doctor’s care because of shortsighted political
games,” Gonzales said

The court’s decision comes after the federal govern
ment cut off funding to Texas because of the state regu-
lation excluding affiliates of abortion providers. Federal
officials said the rule violates federal law by restricting
women from choosing the qualified medical provider of
their choice.

Perry promised to make up for the lost federal funds
State health officials say maintaining the program was
cheaper than allowing it to expire, becayse ending the
program would result in a spike in unplanned pregnan
cies among poor women who rely on Medicaid, which
1s also funded by the state

Planned Parenthood won a similar injunction earlier
this year against the state’s new requirement that doctors
perform a sonogram before conducting an abortion. That
injunction was overturned by the New Orleans-based
Sth Circuit and the law allowed to stand

Ken Kramer, director of the Lone Star Chapter of the
Sierra Club, said “the only people who will celebrate his
resignation are the polluters who continue to foul Texas
air and the politicians who serve those special interests.”

Several disputed contamination cases in Texas in
which Armendariz was involved helped stoke environ-
mental concerns over fracking, a technique in which
oil and gas producers inject water, chemicals and sand
underground at high pressures to fracture rock so gas
can come out,

In one case, the EPA issued an emergency order in
2010 accusing Range Resources of contaminating an
aquifer west of Fort Worth and giving it 48 hours to pro-
vide clean drinking water to residents. Armendariz said
he went around the state because it wasn’t responding
quickly enough. The order later was withdrawn after a
state court ruled evidence that fracking had caused the
contamination had been falsified.

“He was flat wrong,” wrote more than two dozen
lawmakers in a letter to Jackson sent Friday, calling for
Armendariz’ firing

Armendariz’ speech was made in Dish, a small town
northwest of Dallas, where testing has shown some
groundwater contamination and elevated toxic air pollu-
tion after operators began fracking.

Referring to how the Romans once conquered villages
in the Mediterranean, Armendariz said, “...they’d find
the first five guys they saw and they’d crucify them.”
