Shortage Of 
Baling Wire

FORT WORTH (A P ) — Sev­
eral Tarrant County retailers 
say there is no baling wire to 
be had, and farmers may be 
faced with seeing tons of hay 
ruined.

The problem apparently was 
caused by this year’s heavy 
rains, which have produced a 
bumper crop of hay.

Charles Rollins in the county 
agent’s office said he contacted 
U.S. Rep. Jim Wright’s office 
and said Wright in tum con­
tacted the Department of Agri­
culture in an effort to get bal­
ing wire production stepped up.

Ideally, hay should be baled 
within 24 to 48 hours after it is 
cut.

Combination of rain and sun 
this year resulted in two almost 
simultaneous cuttings.

Rollins said steel manufac­
turers usually produce wire as 
a sideline and did not antici­
pate this year’s abundant crop.

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BACK LOCALS
INJURIES

A large percentage of Work­
men’s Compensation claims-- 
perhaps as many as one in four 
result from back injuries that 
are both serious and very ex­
pensive. Worst of all, they are 
often unnecessary and prevent­
able.'

For example, take the case 
of a 63-year old man employed 
by a retail store who injured 
his back while lifting cases of 
paint. Though he felt immed­
iate pain, he continued working. 
It was nearly a month before 
he went to a physician who put 
him in a hospital, Later he 
was operated on for a herniated 
disk. His claim for Workmen’s 
Compensation benefits resulted 
in the following expenses: Pay­
ments for total disability while 
off work plus settlement for 30% 
permanent partial Disability! 
$8848, hospital, medical and-- 
doctors’ fees $2378 for a total 
of $11,226.

Previously, this man.hadsuf­
fered a heart attack and, at his 
age, should never have been as­
signed to a job requiring heavy 
lifting. No check of his physi­
cal condition was made at the 
time he was employed, so his
employer had no idea whether 
the man was fit for the work 
given him.

Furthermore, this employee 
delayed getting medical attent­
ion for nearly 30 days. Num­
erous evaluations of back in­
juries have shown that immed­
iate medical attention is impor­
tant to lessen the extent of the 
problem and reduce the time off 
work.

Moreover, this man was ob­
served lifting incorrectly when 
he was injured. He was twist 
ing while setting down the case 
of paint. Apparently, his em­
ployer had not impressed on 
him the proper ways to lift. 
Now he is no longer able to do 
his former job.

It is each employer’s responc 
sibility to know his employee’s 
capabilities and health record 
before hiring. Jobs should be 
assigned accordingly and tho­
rough instruction in how to work 
safely. Failure to do these 
things can be very expensive and

Lincense Revolked
The State Board of Regis­

tration for Professional Eng­
ineers received notification on 
July 17, 1973 of the successful 
termination of the most pro­
tracted legal suit in the Board’s 
thirty-six year history.

In 1961 the Board revoked the 
license of Homer Trimble to 
practice engineering in Texas. 
This action was based on sworn 
testimony of two city officials 
at Kermit, Texas, where 
Trimble then resided, alleging 
he offered a bribe of $15,000 
in seeking a city contract. T ri­
mble then engaged in a long 
series of legal appeals, going 
several times to the Texas Sup­
reme Court. His appeals did 
not challenge the original al­
legations but were based on pro­
cedural questions of due process

Trimble, who once resided: 
at Austin and San Diego, Texas 
before moving to Rio Grande 
City, retained his license while 
his attorneys pursued legal 
maneuvers in the courts.

After Trimble failed in ap­
peals to the Texas and U.S. 
Supreme Courts earlier in 1973 
the Eighth Court of Civil Ap­
peals at El Paso issued a man­
date on June 11, 1973 ordering 
the Winkler County District 
Court to execute the appellate 
court’s order.

FARM Alert
In 1972, 2,200 persons were 

killed in work accidents in agri­
culture according to the National 
Farm Safety Council.

In eight states, 20% of injur­
ies on farms were in barns or 
other buildings. Animals caused 
one in every 10 accidents, j .l . 
Calhoun said. Calhoun is pro­
fessor of agricultural engineer­
ing in Virginia.

Two-thirds of the accidents 
in buildings involved cows. In 
12 per cent of the accidents, pow 
er and hand tools were account­
able. Of this 12 per cent, 3 1/2 
per cent caused eye injuries.

Farm machinery was involved 
in 21 per cent of all injuries; 
with tractors, wagons, augers 
and elevators being the main 
causes of accidents. Falls cau­
sed nearly one-third of all the 
injuries in the eight reporting, 
states.

Short Course
College Station— Worried- 

about soaring feed costs?
Wondering how to get more 

from your pastures and hay/? 
Concerned about protein supple­
ment costs and using urea? Con­
fused about the proper choice of 
mineral supplements? Looking 
for a way to cut the labor in 
haying?

Potential solutions to these 
and other problems will be pre­
sented at the upcoming Beef Cat­
tle and Pasture Forage Short 
Course at Texas^ A&M Univer­
sity on Aug. 20-21 according to 
Dr. Dennis Herd, short course 
chairman and beef cattle spec­
ialist for the Texas Agricultur­
al Extension Service.

Past short courses have em­
phasized the importance of pro­
per nutrition in improving re­
production and performance in 
beef cattle. This year’s pro­
gram is concerned with the most 
economic method of supplying 
the nutrition required to maxi­
mize reproduction and income 
from the beef herd. Much of 
the information presented will 
also be of interest to cattlemen 
running stocker cattle programs

The program, which will be 
held at the Ramada Inn across 
from the A&M campus, will fea­
ture talks by prominent author­
ities in cattle nutrition, forage 
utilitzation and ranch manage­
ment.

Guest speakers include Dr. 
W.C. McCormick, the head of 
the Animal Science Department 
at Tifton, Georgia, who will dis­
cuss factors affecting the feed­
ing value of several different 
types of bermuda grasses. Mc­
Cormick has worked cooperat­
ively with Dr. Glenn Burton, the 
developer of Coastal bermuda, 
and knows the “ cow”  side of 
producing and utilizing grass.
.He will also discuss research 
work with winter pastures.

Of particular interest to 
rangeland cattlemen will be a 
discussion of “ High. Intensity- 
Low Frequency Grazing Sys­
tems”  by Texas ranchers BiR 
Tullos of San Angelo and Dr. 
Percy Turner of Water Valley.

Dr. John Reagor, toxicolog­
ist with Texas Veterinary 
Medical Diagnostic Laboratory, 
will discuss grass disease pro­
blems. Information on grasses 
will be given and New mach­
inery for cutting and harvest­
ing forages will be shown. Con­
tact. local county Extension of­
fices for further information.

—were left without mates be­
cause of death, divorce or 
separation, according to Dor- 
thy Taylor, family life educa­
tion specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Serv­
ice, Texas A&M University.

Borden O i l
The petroleum industry in 

Borden County played a signi­
ficant role in 1972 in helping 
to satisfy the unprecedented de­
mand for Texas’ crude oil and 
natural gas.

Borden was one of 190 of 
Texas’ 254 counties which pro­
duced oil and gas valued in 
excess of $100,000 in a record

production year for the state’s 
No. 1 industry, according to fig­
ures compiled by the Texas Mid- 
Continent Oil & Gas Association.

The county ranked 52nd in the 
state in the value of petroleum 
produced, $33.8 million. The 
sale of crude oil brought $31.8 
million; natural gas, $2 mill.

But despite this record year, 
due in large part to nine mon­
ths of production at 100-percent 
of the maximum efficient rate, 
the nation’s largest producer of 
petroleum could not produce en­

ough to satisfy demand.
“ To furthur stimulate pro­

duction, we need a restoration 
of the open market force,”  said 
Robert A. Buschman of San An­
tonio, president of the Associa­
tion.

“ This would produce two 
much-needed effects; First, it 
would channel the state’s petrol­
eum products to the most effi­
cient and highest priority uses; 
second, it would help provide 
part of the capital needed so

desperately to build refineries 
and superports and to carry on 
expensive exporation and pro­
duction activities,”  Buschman 
added.

This study by the Association 
also shows that production last 
year in Borden County result­
ed in the payment of' $4.2 mil­
lion to royalty owners.
