Starting this (Friday) morning at around 7:30 a.m., 
County road 2391 will be closed near Hoover at the 
Burlington Northern Santa Fe railroad crossing near 
the grain silo, Paul Braun, public relations officer for 
the Texas Department of Transportation, announced 
Thursday.

“The closing should only affect traffic Friday and 
Saturday,” he said.

Burlington Northern Santa Fe operates 32,000 miles of 
track and over 1,400 trains travel upon their lines each 
day — and BNSF is doing routine maintenance.

Burlington Northern Santa Fe spokesman Joe Faust 
emphasized that BNSF  always work extended hours 
when any kind of maintenance affects people’s com-
mutes.

“Any work that occurs in any county is coordinated 
with local authorities, and we work closely with these 
entities,” said Faust.

According to TxDOT, all traffic these two days will 
be routed to US Highway 60 to Loop 171, then north to 
State Hwy 70 / Hobart Street. It will then go east on Hwy 
282 back to CR 2391.

Work on the railroad crossing is scheduled to be com-
pleted sometime Saturday evening and should not effect 
traffic Sunday or the beginning of next week, officials 
said.

Steve Van Buren
PHILADELPHIA (AP) — Steve Van Buren, the 

square-jawed Hall of Fame 
running back who led the 
Philadelphia Eagles to NFL 
titles in 1948 and 1949, has 
died. He was 91.

The Eagles said Van Bu-
ren died Thursday in Lan-
caster, Pa., of pneumonia.

The former LSU star, 
nicknamed “Wham-Bam” 
for his quick and punishing 
running style, joined the 
Eagles in 1944 as a first-
round pick. He led the NFL 
in rushing four times and finished his eight-year career 
with 5,860 yards rushing and 77 TDs.

The five-time All-Pro player was selected to the NFL’s 
75th Anniversary Team in 1994, and was the first Eagles 
player elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

“I’ve seen them all — Jim Thorpe, Red Grange, Bronko 
Nagurski,” Greasy Neale, Van Buren’s coach with the 
Eagles, told the Philadelphia Daily News in 1957, “but 
he’s the greatest.”

The 6-foot-1, 200-pound back sustained a leg injury in 
training camp before the 1952 season and retired as the 
NFL’s career rushing leader. The Eagles later retired his 
No. 15.

“On the field and off, as a player, a leader and a man, 
Steve Van Buren embodied the finest characteristics of 
our city and our sport,” said Jeffrey Lurie, the Eagles’ 
chairman and CEO. “He was a friend and an inspiration 

to generations of fans, and the model of what an Eagle 
should be.”

Van Buren set the Eagles’ single-game rushing record 
with 205 yards against Pittsburgh in 1949, and is second 
in team history with his 77 touchdowns. He also holds the 
club record for most consecutive games with a rushing 
touchdown with eight in 1947.

“Watch those old films and you know that Steve Van 
Buren was something special,” Eagles coach Andy Reid 
said. “He was special in person, too, humble about his 
own accomplishments and encouraging to others. His 
memory will be with Eagles fans for as long as this team 
takes the field.”

One of his most memorable plays came in the 1948 
NFL championship game, played in a driving snowstorm 
at Shibe Park. He scored the only touchdown of the game 
on a 5-yard run in the fourth quarter and the Eagles beat 
the Chicago Cardinals 7-0 for the franchise’s first title.

Nearly a year to the day later, this time in mud and tor-
rential rain in Los Angeles, Van Buren ran for 196 yards 
and the Eagles beat the Rams 14-0 to become the first 
— and only — team to shut out opponents in consecutive 
championships.

Van Buren was born in La Ceiba, Honduras. His par-
ents died when he was 10, and he moved to New Orleans 
to live with his grandparents. He failed to make his high 
school football team as a sophomore, but played well 
enough as a senior to earn a scholarship at LSU.

With the Tigers, Van Buren was used primarily as a 
blocking back until his senior season, when he led the 
nation in scoring with 98 points and rushed for 847 yards.

Van Buren is survived by three daughters.

Seven accused of fishing fraud
SOUTH PADRE ISLAND (AP) — Investigators say 

seven people have been charged with fishing fraud in a 
South Texas tournament.

Texas Parks and Wildlife Department game warden 
Jason Duke said Thursday that the suspects allegedly 
submitted a 2.6 pound flounder not caught during the 
contest.

The South Padre Island Chamber of Commerce spon-
sored the Aug. 10-12 Ladies Kingfish Tournament. Duke 
says the defendants won a $5,000 second-place prize.

Duke says warrants were served last weekend to four 
women who entered the tournament and three men. All 
have been arraigned and are free on bond.

The fraud in a fishing tournament charge is a third-
degree felony, punishable by up to 10 years in prison.

A message left with the chamber for comment was not 
immediately returned Thursday.

Man jailed, attempted abduction
RICHMOND (AP) — A Texas judge has set bond at 

$500,000 for an Illinois man who drove to the Houston 
area allegedly to abduct a girl he met online.

The Fort Bend County Sheriff’s Office says James 
Wean Jr. was being held Thursday on a charge of 
attempted aggravated kidnapping. The 49-year-old from 
Pearl City, Ill., was arrested Tuesday night in Katy.

A detective this month began portraying a 14-year-
old girl online after her parents noticed a suspicious 
exchange on Facebook. Investigators believe Wean 
planned to kidnap the girl and possibly take her out of 
the country.

A judge late Wednesday set bond and said Wean must 
surrender his passport, wear a tracking device and not 
contact the girl if he’s freed. Jail officials had no infor-
mation Thursday on an attorney for Wean.

Ex-officials sentenced for fraud
EL PASO (AP) — A federal judge in West Texas has 

sentenced a former school administrator to four years in 
prison in a public corruption case.

Tomas Gabaldon in December pleaded guilty to con-
spiracy to commit mail fraud in the bribery investigation. 
Gabaldon was also ordered Wednesday to repay $2 mil-
lion to the El Paso Independent School District.

The former associate superintendent was sentenced in 
a plea agreement related to a vendor seeking a health 
care-related contract. Gabaldon apologized during sen-
tencing.

Also Wednesday, an ex-Socorro Independent School 
District trustee pleaded guilty to conspiracy to commit 
mail fraud in the sweeping public corruption investiga-
tion. No sentencing date was immediately set for Charles 
Garcia, who faces up to 20 years in prison.

UT regents to hear bonuses plan
AUSTIN (AP) — A proposal to grant bonuses to 

University of Texas System presidents if graduation rates 
improve will go before UT System regents.

The higher pay would be based on leaders increasing 
donations and meeting other higher education goals.

The proposal, which goes before regents Thursday, 
would apply to presidents of all UT System school presi-
dents and other system executives.

Critics have raised ethical questions about financial 
rewards for meeting philanthropic goals. Other concerns 
have been raised about whether academic standards 
would be intentionally weakened so that students pass 
courses.

System Chancellor Francisco Cigarroa has recom-
mended approval, and an aide says Gov. Rick Perry 
strongly supports incentive pay.

Judge clears way for pipeline
PARIS (AP) — The developer of the disputed Keystone 

XL oil pipeline, planned to carry oil from Canadian tar 
sands to Texas Gulf Coast refineries, may condemn land 
across a northeast Texas farm for the pipeline’s right of 
way, a judge ruled Wednesday.

In an email to attorneys Wednesday night, Lamar 
County Court-at-Law Judge Bill Harris ruled that 
the pipeline would be a common carrier and that 
TransCanada has eminent domain rights to right of way 
across the farm.

Messages left with TransCanada were not returned 
Wednesday night. However, landowner Julia Trigg 
Crawford planned to appeal the decision to a state district 
court in Paris, said Tom “Smitty” Smith, Texas director 
of the activist group Public Citizen that is part of the 
coalition fighting the pipeline project.

In a statement issued Wednesday night, Crawford 
said she was disappointed 
that Harris “wholly dis-
missed our entire case with 
a 15-word ruling sent from 
his iPhone.”

Crawford had argued that 
TransCanada trampled her 
property rights and that the 
project could harm Caddo 
Indian artifacts on her 
farm. Her attorneys argued 
that the Keystone XL proj-
ect did not qualify as a 
common carrier, mean-
ing under Texas law that 
it lacked eminent domain 
powers.

Harris ruled other-
wise, meaning the proj-
ect is under the author-
ity of the Texas Railroad 
Commission and qualified 
for land condemnation.

“Judge Harris’ disap-
pointing decision today 
further highlights the vul-
nerable and precarious 
position that Texas land-
owners are in,” said Debra 
Medina, a former tea party-
favored Republican candi-
date for Texas governor 
and property-rights activ-

Judge: suspect’s beard disrupts court
FORT WORTH (AP) — 

A judge has the authority 
to order an Army psychia-
trist charged in the 2009 
Fort Hood shooting ram-
page to be forcibly shaved 
before his murder trial, 
military attorneys told an 
appeals court Wednesday.

The attorneys, in a docu-
ment filed on behalf of 
Col. Gregory Gross, con-
tend that forcibly shaving 
Maj. Nidal Hasan would 
not violate the American-
born Muslim’s religious 
freedoms and said it is 
similar to “and no more 
invasive than” a judge’s 
right to restrain a defen-
dant who is disruptive dur-
ing a court-martial.

“Forced shaving is not 
a novel concept in the 
military,” military attor-
neys said in the judge’s 
response filed with the 
U.S. Court of Appeals for 
the Armed Forces. They 
cited no specific cases of 
other soldiers being forc-
ibly shaved. “Army regu-
lations expressly authorize 
nonconsensual haircut-
ting and face-shaving for 
recalcitrant incarcerated 

soldiers. ... If the judge 
has authority to bind and 
gag a disruptive accused 
(soldier), then certainly he 
has authority to forcibly 
shave (Hasan).”

Last week that appeals 
court delayed Hasan’s 
court-martial, which had 
been set to start earlier 
this week with jury selec-
tion, while it considers 
his appeal to being forc-
ibly shaved. Now that the 
judge has responded, the 
court can make a deci-
sion or choose to hear oral 
arguments in the case first.

Hasan has grown a beard 
apparently to express his 
Muslim faith. His defense 
attorneys have said he 
won’t shave since he’s 
had a premonition that his 
death is imminent, and he 
doesn’t want to die with-
out a beard because he 
believes not having one 
is a sin.

Hasan faces the death 
penalty or life in prison 
without parole if convict-
ed in the November 2009 
attack on the Texas Army 
post that killed 13 people 
and wounded more than 

two dozen others.
Gross has banned Hasan 

from courtroom hearings 
since he first showed up 
in court in June with a 
beard, letting him watch 
the proceedings on a 
closed-circuit television in 
a nearby room. But Gross 
said Hasan will be forcibly 
shaved before the trial if he 
doesn’t shave himself. The 
judge has said he wants 
Hasan in the courtroom 
during the court-martial to 
prevent a possible appeal 
on the issue if he is con-
victed.

The government does not 
believe that Hasan’s beard 
is based on a sincerely 
held religious belief, pros-
ecutors have said. Even 
so, Gross’ response also 
told the appeals court that 
his order does not violate 
Hasan’s religious free-
doms. Army rules prohibit 
beards, and those who join 
the military have agreed 
to give up certain personal 
interests over the needs of 
the service, according to 
the document.

Military courts have 
granted exceptions to 

certain rules because of 
religious grounds, such 
as allowing a Jewish sol-
dier to wear a yarmulke, 
but Hasan shouldn’t be 
allowed to keep his beard 
because his religious 
beliefs are associated 
with the crime, said Jeff 
Addicott, director of the 
Center for Terrorism Law 
at St. Mary’s University 
Law School. Addicott, 
who is not involved in the 
Hasan case, said soldiers 
have been forcibly shaved 
in the military but could 
not cite specific cases, 
saying most are not high-
profile.

In urging the court to 
deny Hasan’s appeal and 
to allow the trial to pro-
ceed, Gross’ response said 
that his order to forcibly 
shave Hasan ensures “that 
a military trial proceeds 
without a distracting and 
disruptive sideshow fea-
turing an officer-accused 
flagrantly disrespecting 
the Army, his superiors, 
and the military judge.”

Supreme Court halts execution
HUNTSVILLE (AP) — 

The U.S. Supreme Court 
again halted the sched-
uled execution of a Texas 
inmate convicted of a tri-
ple murder less than an 
hour before he could have 
been taken to the death 
chamber Wednesday.

Justices decided to stop 
the punishment of John 
Balentine, condemned 
for fatally shooting three 
teenage housemates in 
Amarillo in 1998.

Balentine also came 
within an hour of receiv-
ing the lethal injection a 
year ago and the high court 
took the same action on an 
appeal that ultimately was 
rejected. In 2009, he won 
a reprieve a day before his 
death date.

The high court said in 
a one-paragraph ruling 
Wednesday that it was 
giving the reprieve so it 
could consider Balentine’s 
petition for a review. 
Attorneys said the appeal 
would be discussed by the 
court at a conference late 
next month. If the request 
for review is rejected, the 
reprieve would end and 
prosecutors again could 
ask for a judge in Amarillo 
to set another execution 
date.

Texas Department of 

Criminal Justice spokes-
man Jason Clark said 
Balentine, who was inside 
a small cell near the death 
chamber when the court 
action came down, was 
laughing and smiling 
when Clark approached 
him about the decision. 
Clark said Balentine did 
not want to comment to 
reporters.

Balentine, from 
Newport, Ark., already 
had a long criminal record 
in his home state when he 
was arrested in Houston 
six months after the bodies 
of three teens were found 
at a house in January 1998.

His guilt was not an 
issue in court appeals.

Balentine’s lawyer, 
Lydia Brandt, argues his 
legal help was deficient 
at his 1999 trial and in 
his early appeals. Lawyers 
failed to uncover evidence 
of Balentine’s abusive and 
poor childhood that could 
have persuaded jurors to 
sentence him to life in 
prison, instead of death, 
Brandt contends.

Brandt says Balentine’s 
lawyers, in his early 
appeals, didn’t ques-
tion those aspects of his 
trial defense and that the 
opportunity to do so has 
expired under court rules. 

She contends that a recent 
court ruling in an Arizona 
death penalty case should 
open the door for justices 
to stop Balentine’s execu-
tion and allow for a review 
of his case.

In court filings, law-
yers for the state dispute 
Brandt’s arguments, say-
ing Balentine’s trial law-
yers did find character 
witnesses but decided not 
to use them because they 
would have described 
Balentine as hostile. They 
also argue that the Arizona 
case can’t be applied to 
Balentine’s because capi-
tal case appeal procedures 
in Arizona differ greatly 
from those in Texas. They 
also note that justices 
rejected four previous peti-
tions to review Balentine’s 
case.

Balentine was con-
victed of fatally shooting 
Mark Caylor Jr., 17, and 
15-year-olds Kai Brooke 
Geyer and Steven Watson. 
Caylor was the brother of 
Balentine’s ex-girlfriend, 
and prosecutors said a 
feud between Caylor and 
Balentine led Balentine to 
kill the teens in the house 
where he once lived. All 
three were shot once in 
the head with a .32-caliber 
pistol as they slept.

Planned Parenthood awaits funding cuts
AUSTIN (AP) — 

Planned Parenthood said 
Wednesday that Texas 
clinics are operating like 
normal for now, even as 
state officials move to 
quickly freeze funding 
after a federal court gave 
Republican lawmakers a 
victory in their efforts to 
punish health providers 
linked to abortion services.

The court ruling allows 
the state to cut off fund-

ing to Planned Parenthood, 
the largest provider in the 
Texas Women’s Health 
Program, while a lawsuit 
over the issue moves for-
ward. But just how fast 
Texas can sever funding 
remains unclear.

The health program 
provides family planning 
and other health servic-
es to more than 130,000 
low-income women and 
is designed for those who 

might not otherwise qual-
ify for Medicaid.

At Planned Parenthood’s 
more than 60 clinics state-
wide, nothing has changed 
yet. “But we’re also letting 
(patients) know that we’re 
not sure how long that 
will be the case,” Planned 
Parenthood spokeswoman 
Rochelle Tafolla said. 
“Because of the ruling, it’s 
jeopardized.”

Charlie Daniels: 
Mr. Daniels and the issue with Chick-Fil-A
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Dear Pat: I live in an older 
ranch house. Over the years, the 
water flow from the faucets has 
decreased. I think it has old gal-
vanized iron pipes. Is there any-
thing I can do to fix this problem? 
— Bonnie H.

Dear Bonnie: I am glad you men-
tioned old galvanized iron pipes be-
cause that likely is the cause of the 
problem. It is a strong and durable 
piping material, but it does have a 
limited life. Today, copper or CPVC 
piping is usually used for the water 
supply lines throughout a house.

It is not difficult to identify galva-
nized iron pipes. They are usually 
about one-inch in diameter and have 
a gray color, similar to galvanized 
chain link fencing. You may also see 
threads at the elbows and joints in-
stead of solder joints, as with copper 
piping.

The rough galvanized interior sur-
face of the iron pipe tends to accu-
mulate sediment and deposits that 
harden over many years. These de-
posits narrow the interior diameter of 
the pipe to the point where the water 
flow is greatly restricted. This hap-
pens most often in horizontal pipes 
between floors and to a lesser extent 
in vertical pipes.

There is no easy method to clean 
out these deposits. They may be 
throughout the plumbing system 
or isolated in just several spots, but 
you have no way of knowing where. 
If the galvanizing wears away or is 
disturbed in spots, water comes in 
direct contact with the iron. Iron and 
water react to create rust, and leaks 
can also occur.

The best solution to the problem 
is to replace the old plumbing with 
copper or CPVC piping. Since you 
do not know where the clogs are, 
replace all the plumbing throughout 
the house. If you just partially re-
place the pipes, there may be a corro-
sion problem where the copper con-
nects and contacts the old iron pipes.

Since you have a ranch-style 
house, it will be fairly easy to access 
the plumbing to replace it. At least 
you can do as much of it as you can 
yourself and hire a plumber for some 
of the tricky spots. You can plan on 
spending about $200 to $300 for the 
copper pipe and about $50 if you 
need the cutting and soldering tools.

If you have not soldered copper 
pipe before, it is not difficult to do. 
Make sure to use lead-free solder on 
plumbing. Solder with partial lead 

content is easier to work with, but 
you do not want to take the chance 
of introducing lead into your water 
supply.

The key to effective soldering is 
cleaning the pipe ends thoroughly 
and applying a thin layer of flux. 
You will be surprised how the mol-
ten solder draws itself into the joint 
for a watertight seal.

Another option is CPVC piping. 
Check your local codes to be sure 

it is approved. It is easy to saw to 
length, and the elbows and connec-
tors are glued together. Follow the 
manufacturer’s installation instruc-
tions, and don’t go overboard with 
the glue. You don’t want excess to 
get inside the pipes.

When using CPVC pipe, be aware 
it expands quite a bit in length when 
it heats up from hot water. You may 
have to enlarge some holes in the 
lumber and increase clearance at the 
ends of long runs. If not, you will 
hear it rub on the lumber when you 
use hot water.
