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Tax rate extended Tuesday, city budget passed

PAMPA — With one dissenting vote,
the Pampa City Commission voted
Tuesday to extend its tax rate for yet
another Fiscal Year.

City Commissioner Robert Dixon,
Ward 3, cast the lone “nay” vote
Tuesday.

The rate will remain of 0.621027 per
$100 valuation, city officials said.

Since the tax rate remains unchanged,
any tax increases this year will only be
due to increased property values, City
Manager Richard Morris said. A note

to the public recently posted on the city
website may be confusing because it
appears to be to the contrary. But that
is because it is language dictated by the
state, Morris said.

The message says, “The city of Pampa
adopted a tax rate that will raise more
taxes for maintenance and operations
than last year’s tax rate ... The tax
rate will effectively be raised by 8.66
percent and will raise taxes for main-
tenance and operations on the average
home by approximately $24.71.”

The message has been posted on the
site for several days and was placed

there by instruction of the state before
commissioners passed the tax rate mea-
sure, according to reports.

The continuation of the tax rate comes
on the heels of the unanimous passage
of the $12,973,888 city budget for the
next fiscal year at its Sept. 18 meeting.

As stated in earlier stories, city offi-
cials have said the budget is similar
to last year’s, but does include two
new trash collection trucks, a street
sweeper, an asphalt planer and dump-
ster replacement. The city also plans
to devote $155,000 to improvements at
the National Guard Armory building on

Highway 60, city officials have said.

In previous interviews, Morris has
described the budget as “the same, no-
frills budget as we’ve had in the past.”

“We have tried to keep costs down
this year,” the city manager elaborat-
ed Wednesday. “The biggest increase
we’ve seen is personnel costs and our
utilities — electricity and gas.”

Getting the budget in shape for con-
sideration by the city commission took
some doing, Morris said. City staff went
back and cut the proposed budget sev-
eral times before it was ever submitted
to the commission.

PAMPA — Several of the Pampa ISD’s programs —
recently examined by the state — have received high
marks for their progress, officials observed Tuesday.

Pampa ISD Superintendent Dr. David Young said
two members of the Texas Education Agency vis-
ited Tuesday and Wednesday of last week. The pair
examined the ISD’s bilingual English as a second lan-
guage program, its Special Education program and its

Technical Education program.

The TEA visit, the superintendent said, was a data
validation and verification visit, which resulted in the
conclusion that all aspects of the programs meet state
criteria.

“They did make some recommendations on how
to enact the bilingual ESL and we talked about those
things at the meeting,” Dr. Young said. “The special ed
program drew very high praise from TEA in their com-
ments to us and we have some good things going on in
career and technical education that we need to build on.”

Dr. Young relayed the results of this visit to the
school board during his report to the school board at a
Tuesday evening meeting held at Travis Elementary.
Incidentally, the board last spring approved a facelift for
Travis — which included new paint and tile, as well as
bringing bathrooms up to Americans With Disabilities
Act code compliance.

School officials also made an enrollment report to
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the school board Tuesday night. That number is now a
3,690, which is an an increase of 30 students over last
year. There are three campuses that have seen what the
superintendent describes as “appreciable” changes from
the previous year.

Lamar Elementary is up 31 students — to the point
where two teachers had to be added this year, one a new
position and one a transfer from another campus that hac
seen a decline in enrollment.

Pampa Junior High School is at 752 students, up 18
children from the previous year. The other “appreciable’
school is Wilson Elementary, down 15 from the previ-
ous year and currently enrolling 436 students this year.

Pampa High School is at 949 students, three stu-
dents less than Sept. 30 of last year. Travis Elementary
has 412 students, no change from last year; Austir
Elementary is at 441, up two from last year’s 439; anc
Pampa Learning Center has 40 students, three less thar
Sept. 30 of last year.

Expert discusses problems

Some Educators Are
Failing

DR. WALLACE: I'm
shocked that you advised a
boy who was being picked
on to fight back, even if
it meant that he would be
suspended. I am a coun-
selor at a high school and
[ can tell you that hav-
ing a suspension on his
cumulative records could
cause him to have trouble
getting into the college or
university of his choice.

When a student is picked
on, he or she should just
walk away. Eventually
the harassment will stop.
You, as a former educa-
tor, should realize that
fighting never solves any-
thing; it only makes mat-
ters worse. --Counselor,
Pittsburgh, Pa.

COUNSELOR: The
boy was being physi-
cally abused on campus,
walked away, and the
harassment and physical
abuse continued. He then
went to his counselor, who
informed him “boys will
be boys,” and again, told
him to “just walk away.”
Knowing that he had
already walked down that
lonesome road, the boy
went to the principal and
asked for help. He was
promised that the problem
would end immediately.

It didn’t! And that’s
when the boy contacted
me. [ told him to defend
himself the next time he
was physically abused by
a bully. Bullies are basi-
cally cowards, and when
a bully suffers a “bloody
nose,” the harassment
usually ends.

Trust me, a suspension
is worth the peace of mind
that will be forthcoming.
[ was also a high school
administrator in Southern
California and did all my
power to curb the coward-
Iy acts of bullies. I never
told a victim to just walk
away. Bullies enjoy hear-
ing this type of advice.
Administrators, and, yes,
counselors, who use the
“just walk away” advice
that is given to the victim
are using the easy and
highly ineffective solution
to a serious student prob-
lem.

Victims of bullies suffer
both physically and men-

tally, and that’s why bul-
lying must be eliminated
from all schools. It can
be severely curtailed if
the school administrators
issue swift and effective
punishment to the bully. A
parent must be required to
attend a conference with
the principal so he/she
can understand why the
punishment was given and
what the discipline will be
if another incident of bul-
lying occurs.

Every student attend-
ing school, be it public
or private, deserves the
right to a safe school envi-
ronment where learning
can be an enjoyable and
exciting adventure. For
those students who suffer
at the hands of a bully,
attending school is a liv-
ing nightmare, and school
administrators who turn
a “blind eye” to this type
of behavior are failing in
their role as educators.

What Should I Do to
Help Her?

DR. WALLACE: A girl
entered our high school
about a month before sum-
mer break. All the guys
were going “gaga” over
her because she’s good-
looking and she knows
it. All of the girls at our
school think that she is a
snob and they don’t like
her. They all talk behind
her back on how stuck
up and boy-crazy she is.
Some girls even were
spreading false rumors
about her moral standards.

I kind of like this girl
and want to know what
you think I should do
to help her. --Nameless,
Wheeling, W.Va.

NAMELESS: Don’t
talk behind her back, and
don’t help spread false
rumors.

ALCOHOL EQUALS
MANY PROBLEMS

DR. WALLACE: You
constantly  encourage
teens to avoid alcohol and
tobacco products. 1 agree
with you 100 percent. Do
you have statistics on the
percentage of teens who
steadily use tobacco or
alcohol? I have often won-
dered about this because
none of my friends smoke
or drink and I don’t either.
--Carol, Provo, Utah.

CAROL: According to
the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco, Firearms and
Explosives, 20 percent of
all high school seniors are
addicted to tobacco and
use it daily, while 70 per-
cent of high school seniors
have used alcohol. By age

17, 50 percent of the boys
and 15 percent of the girls
could be classified as
“problem drinkers.” That
means they have been
intoxicated six times in
the past year or they have
had problems at school, at
home or with law authori-
ties because of their alco-
hol consumption.

COLLEGE LIFE
WILL PUT ON WEIGHT

TEENS: If you are just
beginning college this fall,
chances are good that you
will gain weight during
your first and second years
on campus. A study funded
by the federal government
found that males gained
an average of 5.6 pounds,
while females added 3.6
pounds. One out of six
first-year students added
10 or more pounds dur-
ing the first year of col-
lege, and 6 percent gained
a whopping 15 or more
pounds!

Things get worse the
second year. At the end
of their sophomore year,
men weighed an average
of 9.5 pounds heavier
than when they began col-
lege, and women added
9.2 pounds. And since men
have a much larger body
frames, the weight gained
by women is surprising.

Doctors say that those
students who continue to
gain weight during their
college years seem to
have “learning patterns”
of gradual weight gain
that could spell trouble
way beyond graduation.
Students overeat gener-
ally because of pressure
to “ace” that big exam.
1t’s tempting to nibble on
chips and other junk foods
while studying.

Knowing that the trend
is to add unwanted pounds
when attending college, it
is important to snack on
healthy foods. On all col-
lege and university cam-
puses, there are ample
facilities to enjoy a regular
workout. It will take self-
discipline to stay healthy
and trim, but the sacrifice
will be well worth it.

Family frlendly dog breeds

Although dogs and
cats will continue to bat-
tle one another to hold
the top spot as favorite
pet, as a society we are
pet-lovers  regardless
of whether those pets
meow or bark. Statistics
from the American Pet
Products Manufacturers
Association show that
roughly 65 percent of
American families have
a pet at home — and the
numbers keep growing.

Those who are look-
ing to add a furry com-
panion to the family and
are leaning toward a dog
may have questions as to
whether there are certain
breeds that are a better fit
for family life with chil-
dren in the home. Breed
alone does not dictate a
dog’s demeanor. Every
dog is unique, and how
a puppy spent its forma-
tive months can be just as
influential on the dog’s
behavior as its breed.

There are some breeds
that are thought of as
family dogs because they
are patient, calm and
not easily provoked. But
no dog is perfect, and
it often takes working
together as a family to
develop a sense of trust
and a routine that is com-
fortable for all.

Here is information on
some of the more popular
breeds of dog.

e Labrador retriever:
Labrador retrievers are
one of the more popu-
lar dog breeds, espe-
cially among families.
Although it is thought to
be a placid dog, a Lab is
a member of the working
class of canines and will
need to be well exercised
so the dog behaves well.
Otherwise, the dog may
be too boisterous and
mischievous inside the

home.
e Golden retriever:
Golden retrievers are

another type of retriever
that are popular among
families. They were orig-
inally bred to hunt and
retrieve birds. They’re
often eager to learn and
serve and can become a
dedicated family member
if well exercised.

» Keeshond: This medi-
um-sized breed is a fluffy
ball of fur. Keeshonds
learn tricks well and
are easily trained. They
love to play and can fol-
low along in the antics
of children quite well.
Keeshonds will alert
their owners to visitors
but aren’t overly protec-

tive of their surround-

ings.
e Collie: Ever since
“Lassie” warmed the

hearts of viewers, col-
lies have been viewed as
loyal family dogs. Collies
were bred for working,
but they will eagerly herd
children as well as live-
stock.

Fed’s ‘Stimulus’ not
an economic elixir

For the third time since the Great Recession
started, the Federal Reserve System announced
that it will buy securities to lower interest
rates. This is further proof that the Washington
establishment hasn’t been able to spur a real
economic recovery.

Yet here we are, with 8.1 percent unemploy-
ment, and 23 million people unemployed or
underemployed. When will Washington and
Fed leaders get the message: The national
economy needs different medicine, a combi-
nation of less federal spending and relief from
uncertainty on taxes and excessive regulation.

Those policies are of course beyond the Fed
-- the nation’s central bank which is charged
by Congress with stabilizing the monetary
and financial system. What it can do is lower
national interest rates. Or, as with so-called
quantitative easing, it can buy mortgage-based
securities and give a boost to the nation’s
finances by injecting cash into the economy.

The Fed’s announcement was mostly well
received by Wall Street, which likes the fact
that the Fed is taking measures to boost
the economy. But unlike previous announce-
ments, the Dow Jones industrial average was
relatively tempered in its increase.

Perhaps that’s because in taking such now
familiar economic measures, the Fed risks
increasing commodity prices. The United
States has been down that road before in the
1970s, and it was not a pleasant journey for
Americans.

But the Fed is hoping that the buying of
securities filters down to consumers in the
form of lower long-term interest rates. The
Fed also said it would extend a plan to keep
short-term rates at record lows through mid-
2015, according to the New York Daily News.

This makes the cost of cash cheaper. It also
makes the dollar weaker. So why would the
Fed do this?

The reasons seem clear. The Fed hopes to
stimulate borrowing, consumer purchases and
job growth. Fed leaders hope this will increase
the gross domestic product -- the overall mea-
sure of national income.

But there is always risk when economic
activity is based on cheap money. The credit-
rating agency Egan Jones cut the credit rating
of the United States from “AA” to “AA-"as a
result of the Fed’s actions. Egan Jones, which
is recognized by the federal government as a
credit reviewer, said the securities purchases
won’t grow the economy but will likely weak-
en the dollar.

A weak dollar usually means higher com-
modities prices. That means such items as oil
and corn go up in price, shrinking profit mar-
gins for businesses and weakening consumer
demand. The Fed’s action is fraught with such
risk.

What federal leaders really need to do to
stimulate the economy is to stop going deeper
into debt, keep tax rates steady, lower or
replace them, and reduce the regulatory bur-
den on the private sector.

One thing seems all but certain: Our nation’s
elected leaders cannot depend on the Federal
Reserve alone to bail out the nation’s econo-
my.

Let us now access the
state of the free press
in this land of ... well,
of press freedom. The
assessment? Pathetic. Not
because of any govern-
ment clampdown, but
because of increasing
press pusillanimity.

In recent years, newspa-
per reporting had already
been severely weakened
by drastic cutbacks in
newsrooms  (including
the near-abandonment of
hard-nosed investigative
reporting by conglomerate
CEOs and bean-counters
more interested in upping
the corporate stock price
than in providing jour-
nalistic exposes). But
the latest decline comes
from newsroom managers
and staff who’ve chosen
to compromise on a core
aspect of good reporting:
conducting  untainted,
straightforward  inter-
views.

Those in charge of run-
ning major newspapers
and blogs these days have
gone all wonky on their
basic job of getting public
and corporate figures to
provide honest, informa-
tive answers to important
who-what-when-where-
and-why questions that

inform the citizenry.

The compromise
they’ve made is a per-
nicious practice called
“quote approval.” This
began with PR flacks for
public officials and politi-
cal candidates demanding
that reporters agree -- as
a price of being granted
an interview -- to sub-
mit any quotes they intend
to use from the interview
to the interviewee’s staff
for approval. Thus, when
Mr. Big blurts out some-
thing shocking, stupid or
actually newsworthy, Mr.
Big’s staff of bowdlerizers
can tidy it up or just erase
it. The comment might’ve
been news, but -- zzzzzzz-
tt -- it’s gone, as though it
were never uttered.

It’s not surprising that
today’s media-sensitive
political figures (including
Barack Obama and Mitt
Romney) would demand
this extraordinary right to
censor what they them-
selves said, but it’s utter-
ly despicable that media
bosses and reporters have
so gutlessly caved in to
the demand. It reduces
reporters from hard-nosed
diggers to brown-nosed
beggars, and it makes a
mockery of our democra-
cy’s need for a free press.
Yet many of America’s
major publications -- from
Bloomberg News to The
New York Times -- have
meekly surrendered to this
restraint.

And now, corporate
executives have realized
that, hey, we can emas-

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Thus, Wall Street barons,
Silicon Valley hotshots
and even the bosses of
media conglomerates are
demanding (and getting)
quote approval for stories
about their operations.

David Carr, the media
columnist for The New
York Times, admits that
he’s also succumbed to
these demands: “Most of
the time,” he wrote in a
Sept. 17 column about
the insidious giveaway
of journalistic control, “I
push back, but if it’s (a
quote) I feel 1 absolutely
need, I start negotiating.”

Of course, it’s his inde-
pendence and journalistic
integrity that he’s bargain-
ing away -- a troubling fact
that Carr acknowledged at
the end of his column:
“Inch by inch, story by
story, deal by deal, we are
giving away our right to
ask a simple question and
expect a simple answer,
one that can’t be taken
back.”

As an exasperated
Casey Stengel asked about
the bumbling 1962 New
York Mets baseball team
he was managing, “Can’t
anybody here play this
game?”

Yes. Young journal-
ists can -- and they are.
Editors of student papers
are beginning to reassert
reportorial ethics by rebel-
ling against the absurdity
of quote approval. The
editors of the Harvard
Crimson student newspa-
per, for example, declared
in “A Letter to Our

they will no longer sub-
mit quotations by Harvard
honchos back to them for
cleansing.

Calling the shift a matter
of trust with readers, the
editors rightly noted that
quote approval defeats
the ability of their report-
ers “to capture and chan-
nel the forthright, honest
words of Harvard’s deci-
sion-makers to all those
who might be affected. It’s
time for these constrained
interviews to come to an
end.”

Likewise, the editor of
Princeton  University’s
student paper has halted
the use of email interviews
favored by chary school
officials who seek to bar-
ricade themselves from
rigorous reporting. The
prevalence of email-only
responses, he wrote, pro-
duces “stilted, manicured
quotes that often hide any
real meaning.”

Bingo! Now, if only
some of this youthful
integrity and journalis-
tic gutsiness would rub
off on the poltroonery of
America’s press elders.

If “journalism malprac-
tice” were a crime, Nancy
Grace would not be able
to keep track of all the
trials.

ABC news reporter
Jonathan Karl recently
said: “Mitt Romney ...
made $13.7 million last
year and paid nearly
$2 million in taxes. His
effective tax rate -- 14.1
percent. That’s a lower
rate than an auto mechan-
ic who made $75,000 in

Not again.

Back in January, anchor
Diane Sawyer teased
“Mitt’s  millions” on
ABC’s “World News™:
“What Mitt Romney’s
taxes really show about
wealth, taxes and fairness.”
Then correspondent David
Muir informed viewers:
“(Romney’s) tax rate? In
2010, about 13.9 percent,
perfectly legal under the
current tax code, which
allows Americans to pay
a much lower rate, a capi-
tal gains tax, when their
earnings come from invest-
ments, and not a job.” Muir
cut to a “tax analyst,” who
said: “If (Romney) were a
doctor or lawyer with the
same salary, he would be
paying 35 percent.”

It gets worse.

NBC, through MSNBC,
employs “civil rights activ-
ist” the Rev. Al Sharpton
as a talk show host. He
regularly rails against
Romney and his fellow
racist Republicans while
supporting the President
who wants to raise taxes on
the “millionaires and bil-
lionaires” who “can afford
to pay a little bit more.”
Sharpton is rich. But he
has trouble with the “pay
a little bit more” part.
According to a recent pro-
file in GQ, Sharpton lives
large, in a ritzy Manhattan
“bachelor pad.” He belongs
to an exclusive private club
where -- after a television
performance in which he
rails against the top 1 per-
cent -- he hangs with the
top 1 percent.

Though he pushes for
tax hikes on the wealthy
and demands tax transpar-
ency for Romney, Sharpton
himself has taken a respite
from paying his own taxes.
According to the New
York Post last December,
Sharpton owed $2.6 mil-
lion to the IRS and almost
$900,000 in state taxes. In
addition, his nonprofit (in
debt by $1.6 million) owed
more than $880,000 in fed-
eral payroll taxes. But we
digress.
