“I wanted to put my guitar on the ground and stomp 
it!”

That’s how one o f the regulars at the weekly Woody 
Guthrie jam session felt when he heard another gui­
tarist play. At the Woody Guthrie Folk Music Center, 
one expects to hear folk music and is not surprised by 
country, but when Jesus Amadeus Mejia picks up a 
guitar something different comes out. Classical music. 
Beautiful classical compositions, some written by the 
performer himself.

If the name Mejia sounds familiar, you probably asso­
ciate it with the bakery at Somerville and Foster. Jesus’ 
father Raul and his uncle Francisco are master bakers. 
They learned the trade from their grandfather —  also 
named Jesus — in their native state of Michoacan, 
Mexico Where the senior Mejia owned*a bakery. At 15, 
Raul’s father died, leaving him in charge o f the family 
and the bakery.

In 1994 Raul moved his family to Southern California 
where he and his brother worked for supermarket bak­
eries. Like many California residents, Raul felt there 
must be a cheaper place to live and a better place to 
raise a family. A sister who lived here told them about 
Pampa and encouraged them to check it out.

A four-day fact-finding trip proved to the Mejia fam­
ily that Pampa was the place to be. Raul signed a con­
tract on a home and went back for the family.

Having had enough of working for someone else, he 
wanted his own business like his father. He had come 
into some money recently. That provided him with seed 
money for a bakery which he and Francisco established 
on Foster near the Pampa Fire Hall. In those days, 
Mejia’s Bakery was just that —  a bakery only.

Raul’s son Jesus, or “J.A.,” began listening to classi­
cal music in third grade, encouraged by a teacher that 
saw the boy’s potential. Mozart was his favorite, the 
great master even appearing to him in a dream, exhort­
ing him to compose. He’d had some instruction in 
accordion and a year of violin lessons. He taught him­
self guitar and piano, using the read-out on an electronic

Perry, Dewhurt advocate welfare drug tests

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Gov. 
Rick Perry and Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst made a rare joint 
appearance on Tuesday to advo­
cate drug tests for Texas resi­
dents seeking welfare or unem­
ployment benefits.

A bill filed before the Texas 
Legislature reconvenes in 
January would mandate drug­
testing for “high-risk” welfare 
applicants while banning them 
from using public funds to buy 
alcohol, tobacco and lottery tick­
ets. But Perry and Dewhurst, 
who controls the flow o f legis­
lation through the state Senate, 
said a top priority should be 
expanding such rules to include 
Texans applying for unemploy­
ment assistance too.

“This will prevent tax dollars 
going into the pockets o f drug- 
users and drug dealers,” Perry 
told a news conference at Austin 
Glass and Mirror, a small busi­
ness that says it successfully

drug-tests its 
employees.

Dewhurst said 
that under the 
current proposal, 
anyone failing 
drug tests would 
be barred from 
p a r t i c i p a t i n g  
in welfare pro­
grams for one 
year —  unless 
they enter a drug 
r e h a b i l i t a t i o n  
program paid 
for by Medicaid, 
the government 
health care pro­
gram for the 
poor.

“A lot o f recip­
ients are, we 
think, Medicaid- 

eligible,” Dewhurst said when 
asked about who could get such 
treatment.

Perry added that he believes 
drug-testing will mean less 
money paid out in benefits and 
ultimately save Texas money

“because of the effect that the 
screening impact will have on 
those individuals who would be 
using drugs.”

“This isn’t all about punish­
ing,” the governor said. “This is 
also an incentive to get people 
off these drugs.”

The American Civil Liberties 
Union o f Texas condemned Perry 
and Dewhurst’s calls Tuesday.

“How sad that our state’s 
highest elected officials have 
embraced this mean-spirited 
measure that would punish 
innocent children for their par­
ents’ conduct,” ACLU of Texas 
Executive Director Terri Burke 
said in a statement. “This pro­
posal is a costly, ineffective, 
inhumane and punitive effort by 
state government based on ste­
reotypes about our state’s needi­
est Texans.”

In Florida, Republican Gov. 
Rick Scott championed a law 
that required welfare applicants 
to pay for and pass a diug test 
from July through October last

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Myron J. ‘Mike’ Porter Sr. served in WWn Government Meetings
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Editor's note. This story 
on Mr. Porter was inad­
vertently left out o f  Satur­
days special section for  
Veterans Day.

Retired Lt. Col. Myron 
J. “Mike” Porter Sr. en­
listed on March 21, 1942 
in Reading, Pa., while at­
tending college. Shortly 
after, went to boot camp 
at Fort Meade, Md. His 
next stop was Fort Jack­
son, S.C. While (here he 
went over to the Army Air 
Corps headquarters to take 
his test for pilot training. 
He scored really high on 
his test and was sent to 
San Antonio, Texas to be­
gin pre-flight training.

After six weeks training, 
he was sent to the Air Col­
lege in St. Louis, Mo. Here 
is where he started flying 
planes. He flew BT-19B 
and BT-19C there. Then 
on to Independence, Mo. 
is where he was trained 
to do combat maneuvers. 
There he was assigned 
to bomber planes which 
landed him right here in 
Pampa, Texas. Here he 
trained on twin engines 
AT-17s, 10s and 9s. While 
here in Pampa, he married 
Dorothy Stone. Next stop 
was Boise, Idaho where he 
began his crew selection 
for his airplane. He flew 
to Harvard, NE for more 
combat training. His crew, 
the 484th Bomb Group, 
125th Air Force, was fi­
nally ready for war. They 
flew to Florida to fuel up 
then headed to Puerto 
Rico, Guyana, Brazil then 
from there to Dakar, Sen­
egal on the continent o f 
Africa. Soon they moved 
to another base located 19 
miles from Tunis, Tunisia, 
on the tip o f North Africa, 
closest point on the conti­
nent to Europe.

Finally, when they were 
properly equipped and 
ready for battle, the group 
moved to Torreta Air

Mr . :

Force base in Cherignola, 
Italy. His first mission was 
April 25, 1944. The plane 
that he had been given was 
a giant, four-engine B-24 
Liberator Bomber Number 
57. He flew mission after 
mission.

On one o f his missions, 
he was to bomb the Ber­
chtesgaden, which was 
Hitler’s summer home, 
where Hitler was supposed 
to arrive. He bombed it 
and went back to base and 
thought that they had got­
ten Hitler, but Hitler’s car 
had gotten a flat and ended 
up not being there.

It was on his 43rd mis­
sion that changed his life. 
The target was Friedrich­
shafen, Germany. It was 
the largest ball bearings 
factory in Germany, so it 
was very important to the 
war effort. His plane was 
in the second position in 
the formation.

They flew around the 
northern edge o f Switzer­
land and toward Munich 
to disguise their actual 
destination, and then they 
changed directions to hit 
Friedrichshafen. They 
had already dropped their 
bomb load and turned 
back toward base and the 
flack was so heavy and 
close, that shrapnel shat­
tered the windshield onto 
his side. Metal and glass 
hit his face; his eyes and 
forehead took the brunt of 
it. He said. Thank God for 
his flack helmet. He was

knocked unconscious. He 
said, if  it hadn’t been for 
the Lord, he wouldn’t be 
here. The co-pilot had to 
take over while the navi­
gator started doing first aid 
on him. As he came to, 
he experienced “red out,” 
which means he had blood 
in both eyes. At that mo­
ment, he remembered his 
old Sunday school teacher 
once told him, “When you 
need Jesus you’ll know 
it.”

Porter recalled, “So, 1 
found Jesus that day. Here 
we were, fighting 19, 000 
feet over Germany, a co­
pilot flying with only five 
hours behind him, my air­
plane in trouble.”

He’s seriously wounded, 
but at that moment he felt 
a peace come over him. 
God was taking care of 
him. He could see a little 
out o f his right eye. He 
said he felt after that, that 
all o f his crew was going 
to make it. He said his 
navigator told him, that he 
better be OK because they 
were in big trouble. They 
had fallen out o f  formation 
and German fighters were 
all over them.

He could see the for­
mation over to the left 
and they had lost an en­
gine, and usually you are 
lost and taken over, but 
they were able to slowly 
rejoin the main body of 
Liberators, for more in­
coming fighter planes. 
He said. Liberator Num­

ber 57 made it back. He 
would tell his bombardier 
and navigator what to do 
on the instrument panel. 
They ended iq> landing at 
Foggia, Italy, which was 
the biggest airplane repair 
depot o f the entire war.

“We woiiced together 
and got her in. I got out 
and kissed the ground and 
thanked God for saving 
me,” he said.

They got him patched 
up again and he recovered 
with his eyesight still in­
tact. He flew seven more 
missions, which complet­
ed his 50 missions and was 
able to come home.

The last piece o f flak 
just came out o f  his eye 
about 10 years ago. Since 
then, for that mission spo­
ken above, he received 
the Distinguished Flying 
Cross and Purple Heart. 
His DFC did not get to him 
because he was shipped 
home, so before his 80th 
birthday, we started look-, 
ing into that and through 
his commander, that just 
happened to still be alive 
in a nursing home, Mac 
Thomberry’s office, St. 
Louis, Mo., Washington 
DC and the Pentagon, he 
was awarded his DFC 
60 years later on Dec. 7, 
2000, three days before 
his 80th birthday. In Feb- 
r u ^  2001, at Shepherd’s 
Air Force Base in Wichita 
Falls, there was a big cere­
mony for him on the base, 
where he was pinned with 
his DFC, one o f the high­
est honors in the Air Force.

When he got back from 
the war, he and Dorothy 
started a family and had 
six kids, and now have 
15 grandchildren and 14 
great-grandchildren and 
2 on the way. He is now 
almost 92 years old and he 
and our mother have been 
married for a little over 69 
years, still in good health 
and still living here in 
Pampa.

Expert: Texas bilingual heeds have skyrocketed
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) 

—  Texas has seen a sig­
nificant increase in the 
number o f its public- 
school students considered 
English-language learners 
but is cutting ftmding to 
bilingual programs vital 
to ensuring they succeed, 
an expert told the state’s 
sweeping school finance 
trial Tuesday.

Delia Pompa, senior vice 
president o f  the National 
Council o f  La Raza and 
former executive director 
o f the National Associa­
tion for Bilingual Educa­
tion, testified that from 
1998 to 2008, the number 
of English-language learn­
ers in Texas jumped 38.4 
percent. That’s compared 
to overall enrollment 
growth o f 17.4 percent 
over the same period.

“It’s a dramatic indicator 
how quickly and how large

year,^ when a federal 
judge tem porarily halted 
it. Roughly 4,000 adults 
did not have drugs in 
their system and 108 test­
ed positive — about 2.5 
percent —  though nearly 
2,500 people refused to 
take the drug test for rea­
sons that w eren’t always 
clear.

Pompa also testified that 
English-language learners 
had an 18 percent passing 
rate on the 2012 statewide 
standardized test known as 
STAAR.

N on-E nglish-language 
learning students had 72 
percent passing rates. 
English-language learn­
ers’ dropout rate over a 
five-year span for the class 
o f 2011 hit 30.9 percent, 
meanwhile, compared to 
8.6 percent for all students.

More than 600 school 
districts have sued the 
state, claiming the way it 
funds schools is so inef­
ficient and unfair that it 
violates the Texas Consti­
tution.

The school board will have their monthly meeting at 
6 p.m. on Nov. 15 at the Pampa High School Library.

At the meeting the Board o f Trustees will discuss 
consideration and action to approve the board minutes 
from the Oct 15. meeting. Monthly Financial Reports 
will be given as well as the consideration and action to 
approve the official tax roll.

Consideration and action will be given to approve the 
sale o f delinquent tax property and to approve signature 
cards for Pampa’s Junior High Bank Account. Consid­
eration and action will be given to approve TASB Poli­
cy Update 95 affecting local polices.

J[here will be discussion and possible consideration 
related to the District’s new administration building 
project. During that time there will be a presentation 
by SHW Group regarding the new project. Also con­
sideration and possible action will be given to approve 
a contract with an architectural firm for the architec­
tural, design and engineering services for the District’s 
new administration facility. Consideration and action 
will also be given to approve a delivery method for the 
renovation o f the new PISD administration building.

My father, Ray, fought 
and was wounded in 
World War II in the Battle 
of the Bulge.

This year, the Defense 
Department is commemo­
rating the 50th anniver­
sary of the beginning of 
the Vietnam War. At the 
height o f the war, both 
of my brothers, Wieland 
and Aaron, enlisted in the 
U.S. Army. As a veteran,
I understood their desire 
to serve, and I concurred 
with their decision to 
enlist. Wieland paid the 
ultimate price on June 
3, 1970, and his name is 
etched among the 58,000 
fallen service men and 
women on the Vietnam 
Wall Memorial in Wash­
ington, D.C.

We must never forget 
that freedom comes at a 
cost. As we go about our 
daily lives, our military 
men and woman make 
incredibly valiant sacri­
fices every day. In fact, 
more than 1,500 Ameri­
cans have lost a leg or 
arm in combat in Iraq 
and Afghanistan. Ac­
cording to the Defense 
Department, 50,159 have 
been wounded and 5,225 
have made the ultimate 
sacrifice while in Iraq and 
Afghanistan.

In Afghanistan, 60,000 
U.S. troops are still at 
war. Many of our brave 
men and women face 
multiple overseas deploy­
ments, traumatic combat 
experiences and years 
away from their families. 
They endure unimagina­
ble hardships so you and

I may relish our freedoms 
here at home.

In 2010, my wife, Gena, 
and I visited West Point, 
where thousands o f young 
cadets blew us away with 
how ready and eager they 
were to serve their coun­
try.

They need and welcome 
the company, and they 
must be reminded that we 
care about them and they 
haven’t been forgotten.

That’s why we are so 
grateful for wonderful 
organizations such as 
Sons o f the Flag, a non­
profit group that provides 
critical support to military 
service members, first 
responders and civilians 
who have survived bum 
injuries.

In what is certain to be 
a breathtaking show, Sons 
of the Flag has assembled 
a team o f U.S. veterans 
from every war — going 
back to World War II until 
now — that will complete 
a tandem skydive jump in 
front of the Dallas Cow­
boys football stadium on 
Nov. 18 as the Cowboys 
take on the Cleveland 
Browns in Arlington, Tex­
as. Once the veterans exit 
the plane, they will circle 
an American flag in flight. 
(That flag will be auc­
tioned off, with the full 
proceeds going to Sons 
o f the Flag.) The event 
will be broadcast live on 
the Cowboys’ Jumbotron, 
approximately 30 min­
utes before kickoff. Once 
the team has landed, the 
veterans will deliver the 
game coin.

Another incredible 
organization is TAPS, 
or Tragedy Assistance 
Program for Survivors, 
which helps families who 
have lost loved ones in 
combat. Both Sons of the 
Flag and TAPS are unique 
in what they offer and

Pray for Sandy victim s
Superstorm’s worst impact is on elderly, disabled

Superstorm Sandy, which 
in late October devastated the 
eastern seaboard from Florida 
to Maine, is the largest hurri­
cane on record.

States as far from the Atlantic 
as Wisconsin and Michigan 
were affected, and it is the 
second costliest storm in the 
nation after 2005’s Hurricane 
Katrina.

At least 193 people were 
killed along Sandy’s path in 
seven countries. Many resi­
dents in the New York City 
area are still without power and 
there are long lines at gas sta­
tions as fuel is rationed.

Living hundreds o f miles 
away from the storm’s after- 
math, we may think that much 
about what has happened to 
our eastern neighbors unless 
we have friends or family that 
live there. However, we should 
include them in our prayers, 
especially the disabled and the 
elderly, who have been pushed 
to the brink in flooded neigh-__

borhoods left without power.
In the Far Rockaway section 

o f Queens, for instance, Sandy 
disrupted the fragile support 
networks that allowed the 
neighborhood’s frailest resi­
dents to get by, the Associated 
Press reported.

Here, the catastrophe has 
closed pharmacies, kept home 
care aids from getting to el­
derly clients and made getting 
around in a wheelchair impos­
sible. The city has recorded at 
least two deaths o f older men 
in darkened buildings.

For some living in the di­
saster zone, it has all been too 
much, according to the Associ­
ated Press.

When a team o f medics and 
National Guardsmen turned 
up at Sheila Goldberg’s apart- 
ment tower in Far Rockawav__

to check on the well-being o f  
residents, floor by floor, the 
75-year-old burst into tears and 
begged for help caring for her 
85-year-old husband.

WTien the power was on, 
Goldberg said, “I could take 
care o f  him by myself and 
survive.”

But for days, the building had 
no heat or electricity. There 
were no open stores to buy 
food. Until the end o f  the week,- 
there was no water or eleva­
tors either, meaning residents 
like the Goldbergs, on the 25th 
floor, had to cart water up the 
steps themselves just to flush 
the toilet. A bad stench perme­
ates much o f  the building.

The Goldbergs’ story is only 
o f one hundreds that describe 
the hardship wrought by this 
storm.

Please keep these people in 
your prayers, and, if  you can, 
donate to a church or agency 
that is assisting the storm vic-

Is the GOP headed for the boneyard?

After its second defeat at the 
hands o f Barack Obama, under 
whom unemployment has never 
been lower than the day George 
W. Bush left office, the Republican 
Party has at last awakened to its 
existential crisis.

Eighteen states have voted 
Democratic in six straight elec­

tions. Among the six 
are four o f our most 
populous; New York, 
Pennsylvania, Illinois 
and California. And 
Obama has now won 
two o f the three re­
maining mega-states, 
Ohio and Florida, 

twice.
Only Texas remains 

__________  secure —  for now.
At the presidential 

level, the Republican Party is at 
death’s door.

Yet one already sees the same 
physicians writing prescriptions 
for the same drugs that have been 
killing the GOP since W ’s dad got 
the smallest share of the vote by a 
Republican candidate since William 
Howard Taft in 1912.

In ascertaining the cause o f the 
GOP’s critical condition, let us use 
Occam’s razor -  the principle that 
the simplest explanation is often the 
right one.

Would the GOP wipeout in those 
heavily Catholic, ethnic, socially 
conservative, blue-collar bastions 
o f Pennsylvania, Michigan, Ohio 
and Illinois, which Richard Nixon 
and Ronald Reagan swept, have 
anything to do with the fact that the 
United States since 2000 has lost 
6 million manufacturing jobs and 
55,000 factories?

Where did all those jobs and facto­
ries go? We know where.

They were outsourced. And in die 
deindustrialization o f America, the
Reoublican Partv has been a culnable

co-conspirator.
Unlike family patriarch Sen. 

Prescott Bush, who voted with Barry 
Goldwater and Strom Thurmond 
against JFK’s free-trade deal. Bush I 
and II pumped for NAFTA, GATT, 
the WTO and opening America’s 
borders to all goods made by our 
new firiends in the People’s Republic 
o f China.

Swiftly, U.S. multinationals shut 
factories here, laid off workers, 
outsourced production to Asia and 
China, and brought their finished 
goods back, tax-free, to sell in the 
U.S.A.

Profits soared, as did the salaries of 
the outsourcing executives.

And their former workers? They 
headed for the service sector, along 
with their wives, to keep up on the 
mortgage payment, keep the kids 
in Catholic school and pay for the 
health insurance the family had lost.

Tuesday, these ex-Reagan Demo­
crats came out to vote against some 
guy from Bain Capital they had been 
told in ads all summer was a big- 
time outsourcer who wrote in 2008, 
“Let Detroit Go Bankrupt!”

Yes, the simplest explanation is 
often the right one.

Republicans are also falling all 
over one another to express a love 
o f Hispanics, after Mitt won only 
27 percent of a Hispanic vote that is 
now 10 percent of die national vote.

We face demographic disaster, they 
are wailing. We must win a larger 
share of the Hispanic vote or we are 
doomed.

And what is the proposed solution 
to the' GOP’s Hispanic problem, com­
ing even fixjm those supposedly on 
the realistic right?

Amnesty for the illegals! Stop 
talking about a border fence and 
self-dqx)Ttation. Drop the employer 
saiKtions. Make the GOP a welcom­
ing party.

And what misht be nroblematic

about following this advice?
First, it will enrage (topulist con­

servatives who supportoJ the GOP 
because they believed the party’s 
pledges to oppose amnesty, secure the 
border and stop illegals from taking 
jobs from Americans.

And in return for double-crossing 
these folks and losing their votes, 
what would be g a in ^  by amnesty for, 
say, 10 million illegal aliens?

Assume in a decade all 10 million 
became citizens and voted like the 
Hispanics, black folks and Asians 
already here. The best the GOP could 
expect -  the Bush share in 2004 -  
would be 40 percent, or 4 million of 
those votes.

But if Tuesday’s percentages held. 
Democrats would get not just 6 mil­
lion, but 7 million new votes to the 
GOP’s less than 3 million.

Thus, if we assume the percent­
ages o f the last three elections hold, 
the Democratic Party would eventu­
ally gain from an amnesty a net of 
between 2 and 4 million new voters.

Easy to understand why Democrats 
are for this. But why would a Re­
publican Party that is not suicidally 
inclined favor it?

Still, the GOP crisis is not so 
much illegal as legal immigration. 
Forty million legal immigrants have 
arrived in recent decades. Some 85 
percent come fixrm Asia, Africa, Latin 
America and the Middle East. Most 
arrived lacking the academic, lan­
guage and labor skills to compete for 
high-paying jobs.

What does government do for 
them?

Subsidizes their housing and 
provides free education for their kids 
fri>m Head Start through K-12, plus 
food stamps and school lunches, Pell 
Grants and student loans for college, 
Medicaid if they are sick, earned 
income tax credits if they work and

Q. What’s changed in our 
economic outlook as a re­
sult o f the presidential and 
congressional elections?

A. Nothing. We have just 
edged a lot closer to the 
“fiscal cliff,” meaning we 
are coming closer to the 
possibility o f tax increas­
es and spending cuts that 
could destroy our fragile 
economic recovery.

These are changes that 
will affect everyone from 
the poorest recipient of 
government aid to the 
middle class, which will 
find less in their paycheck 
and more on their tax bills, 
to the wealthy, who will 
not only pay more taxes 
on income and investment 
earnings, but send more to 
the government upon their 
death.

The balance o f power 
has not changed as a result 
o f this election. The close­
ness o f the outcome means 
neither the Republicans 
nor the Democrats have a 
mandate to rule or an in­
centive to compromise. 
And, as part o f the cliff, the 
looming debt-ceiling crisis 
threatens to shut down our 
country’s borrowing power 
—  and with it, the ability to 
pay the government’s bills. 
A default on refinancing 
our bonds as they mature 
would wreak havoc on the 
world financial system.

There is no single number 
to put on the “fiscal cliff.” 
It is designed to “find” $7 
trillion over the next 10 
years, through a combina­
tion o f tax increases and 
spending cuts. But the true 
cost could be far greater, as 
the economy is affected by 
this sudden shock.

That’s the cliff. It is a 
long way down —  when 
it comes to the individual, 
national and global eco­
nomic impact. Strictly on a 
personal level, here’s what 
you’re likely to see hap­

pen if the two 
sides can’t get 
together:

—  Payroll 
Tax Hike: The 
payroll tax will 
be going back 
to 6.2 percent 
in January
from 4.2 percent, leaving 
you with less money in 
your paycheck — and the 
economy with $120 billion 
less in consumer spending.

—  Expiration of Bush tax 
cuts: Rates move up for all 
brackets, with a top o f 39.6 
percent. And capital gains 
rates jum p from 15 to 20 
percent.

—  Dividend tax increase: 
The rate will rise from the 
current 15 percent to or­
dinary wage tax rates, hit­
ting seniors trying to live 
on their dividend income, 
as well as mutual fund 
dividend distributions. No 
wonder the stock market 
isn’t celebrating.

—  Alternative Minimum 
Tax: This tax, once de­
signed to catch the wealthy 
with “too many” deduc­
tions, will return to 2001 
levels, directly hitting the 
middle class —  raising

taxes on about 26 million 
households by an average 
of $3,700.

Marriage penalty “fix” 
is eliminated: The standard 
deduction for married cou­
ples will no longer be twice 
that of singles, resulting in 
a tax penalty for married 
couples.

— Earned income credit 
is eliminated: fhe work­
ing poor will be hit hard 
by the end of this credit, 
along with the expiration of 
the 10 percent income tax 
bracket, which will revert 
to 15 percent.

—  Estate tax exemption 
drops: Exempt amount re­
verts to $1 million (from 
the current $5.12 million) 
and a 55 percent top rate. 
This impacts the middle 
class directly if you con­
sider the total value o f your 
home, your retirement ac­
counts and your life insur-

ance, if you own it person­
ally.

Surely, there will be some 
sort o f compromise worked 
out in the next few weeks, 
by the lame-duck C ongress' 
and the re-elected presi­
dent. But they had better 
be quick about it. Talk­
ing about a “big deal” to 
restructure the tax system 
won’t save us from the im­
minent changes that wilt 
take place within 60 days. 
Only swift and broad action 
through compromise can 
save us from the fiscal cliff 
and give us a soft landing. 
That’s the Savage Truth.

In Revelation 14:20 the conclusion 
o f John’s vision reads: “They were 
trampled in the winepress outside the 
city, and blood flowed out o f the press, 
rising as high as the horses’ bridles for 
a distance o f 1,600 stadia.”

Now what is under consideration is 
the judgment o f those who have the 
mark o f the beast. Remember, that 

is everyone who has 
not been marked by the 
angels with the heaven­
ly mark o f God’s faith- 
fill children.

This vision ends 
with the slaughter 
and crushing o f the 
beast’s following in a 
winepress. In a visual 
hyperbole the amount 
o f blood is identified 
so that the saints would

The amount o f blood covered the 
land for 200 miles and was 4 feet high.

The current world’s population is 
a little over 7 billion. Figured liber­
ally, the average human body holds 
about l.S gallons o f blood. That means 
to match the square blood ocean in 
Rev. 14:20 the entire earth’s popula­
tion would have to be crushed in the 
winepress 3,177 times. I f  round, 2,495 
times. Oh, my goodness.

So why such an undunkable^illus- 
tration, and a bloody one at that? 
More than anything, God wanted His 
children to know that not only were 
they saved, but that one day soon He 
would destroy their enemies for hurt­
ing them. This visual overstatement 
was written so that the saints would 
realize just how mightily God was 
going to protect them and CRUSH 
their persecutors. Vengeance truly did 
belong to the Lm'd and soon He would 
exercise it beyond imagination. And 
why? Because He loved His children 
so very much.

We usually don’t think o f love in 
terms so bloody, but in Rev. 14:20 
God did. So how loved do you feel 
now? If God so loved the saints o f the 
first century who were suffering at 
the hands o f  the Roman Empire, how 
about His faithful children today? And 
if God was going to slaughter every- 
oae in that Roman Empire who had 
dared to lay a hand on His kids, then 
what will He do to those who dare to 
persecute His kids today? Now that is 
some measurement o f the love o f God 
for His kids and o f the destruction of 
His enemies. We are so blessed to have 
a Father like that. God bless. Mike

Beating the odds by focusing on God

It’s all about perspective. If  we keep 
our focus on God, He will do amazing 
things in our lives.

That’s the message Paralympic gold 
medalist Jeremy Campbell shared 
recently at Briarwood Church. He was 
in town for Oct. 27’s Wheel Times, 
Inc. wheelchair soccer game. Jeremy, 
who grew up in Perryton, was bom 
with a rare defect and had his right leg 
amputated when he was a year old. 
He’s the first disabled athlete to break 
the 60-meter barrier. He won two gold 
medals and set the world record in the 
Pentathlon at the 2008 Paralympics.

Jeremy says he’s learned to keep the 
focus on God, and that has made the dif­
ference in his life.

“I can look at my limits, or I can look 
at my limitless God,” he said. Jeremy 
encouraged all o f  us to keep our eyes on 
Jesus, no matter what obstacles we face 
in life. We all have tough challenges and 
difficulties, but God can work through 
our “disabilities.”

As Jeremy put it, “God loves impos­
sible odds because He can show up and 
He gets the glory.”

He quoted 2 Corithians 12:7 (The 
Message version): “Because o f the 
extravagance o f those revelations, and 
so I wouldn’t get a big head, I was given 
the gift o f a handicap to keep me in con-

stant touch with my limitations.
That message really inspired me. 

I ’ve often thought I am limited in life 
because o f my own disability, living 
with cerebral palsy. But what we see 
as obstacles, God sees as opportunities. 
God uses our weaknesses to equip us for 
greater works in His kingdom.

“You may be disqualified in the 
natural,” Jeremy said. “Those dis­
qualifications cannot stop you because 
if  you are disqualified in the natural, 
you are qualified in the supernatural.”

He said most o f our problems are 
not circumstantial; they are percep­
tual. That’s why we must always keep 
our focus on Jesus. When we do 
that, our problems and disabilities will 
seem small.

We may never understand why we 
have these limitations while we are 
here on earth, but we can know that 
God has a plan and purpose for us 
because He created us, just the way we 
are. God sees the bigger picture, and 
some day it will become clear to us. 
For now, we just need to trust Him.

“Our job is to trust God and believe 
even when all odds are against us.” 
Jeremy said.

Imagine having an elec­
tion where candidates 
were criticized for cam­
paigning.

Strange, right? Unless 
it's the Bowl Champion­
ship Series.

Notre Dame coach Brian 
Kelly, who was an aspir­
ing politician before set­
tling into a very successful 
coaching career, is cur­
rently in the unenviable 
position of being the third- 
wheel in the race to the 
BCS title game.

Kansas State leads the 
BCS standings. Oregon 
is second. Notre Dame 
is third. If the Ducks and 
Wildcats w in out, they will 
likely play for the BCS 
title on Jan. 7 in Miami, 
even if the Fighting Irish 
al.so finish unbeaten.

“Nobody is jumping 
anybody at this point, bar­
ring voter epiphany or 
election fraud." said Jerry 
Palm, who analyz-es the 
BCS standings and basket­
ball RPl for CBSSports. 
com and runs Colleg- 
eBCS.com.

You see, for all the talk 
about computer ratings, 
the BCS standings for­
mula is really all about 
the polls. Two-thirds of a 
team’s grade comes from 
two polls — the USA To­
day coaches’ poll and the 
Harris poll. The voters in 
the Harris poll range from 
former players and college 
athletic administrators to 
current members of the 
media.

The sy stem is set up for 
the polls to essentially set 
the national championship 
game and for the comput­
ers only to come into play 
when the polls are so close 
there is no clear consensus

on Nos. 1 and 2.
The voters decide, but 

for some reason the can­
didates (i.e. coaches) who 
get dragged into this mess 
are looked down upon for 
publicly making a case for 
their teams.

Some coaches — such 
as Urban Meyer when he 
was at Florida and Mack 
Brown at Texas — have 
been more aggressive 
about advocating.

Others, such as Okla­
homa’s Bob Stoops, have 
been more subtle and tried 
to steer clear. Oklahoma 
State’s Mike Gundy took 
that tack last year when his 
Cowboys were Jockeying 
with Alabama for a spot in 
the title game.

Not until all the games 
had been played did Gun­
dy make a strong pitch.

“1 think that each coach 
has to make a decision 
based on what gives his 
team the best opportunity 
to play in the champion­
ship game,” Gundy said 
Monday. “1 don’t know 
that there’s a perfect time.”

While the coach can only 
do so much, a school’s 
sports information staff 
plays a big role.

Kenny Mossman. the 
former sports information 
director at Oklahoma now 
working as an associate 
athletic director for the 
school, has been part o f a 
couple of close BCS races. 
In 2008, Oklahoma beat 
out Texas in a close vote 
that determined which 
team played for the Big 12 
title, with a spot in the na­
tional championship game 
on the line.

“1 always felt like we 
had a very fine line to walk 
there between overtly 
campaigning and provid­
ing the type of informa­
tion that allowed us to be

viewed fairly,” he said.
Mossman and his staff 

would send email blasts 
to members of the college 
football media with stats 
and facts accentuating the 
strengths of Oklahoma’s 
resume.

Most o f the people on 
the receiving end o f those 
emails didn’t have a vote 
in either o f the BCS polls, 
but they had platforms 
that could alter the public 
debate and maybe sway a 
voter or two.

“What you’re trying 
to do is get to the influ- 
encers,” Mossman said. 
“Some may be voters and 
some may be not.”

Mossman said he would 
always consult with 
Stoops about the message.

“Ultimately, he’s the 
face o f the program and 
you don’t want to make 
him feel uncomfortable,” 
he said.

Kelly, after saying he 
would stay away from lob­
bying a week earlier, de­
cided to tout the Irish on 
Sunday. And why not?

He pointed out the Irish 
have the No. 1 scoring de­
fense in the country, and 
they are the only contend­
er that hasn’t played an 
FCS team.

“If you want style points, 
look at our defense, look 
at the schedule that we 
played: 10 FBS teams,” 
Kelly said. “We’ll just 
keep working on one at a 
time and let other people 
figure out where that puts 
us.”

The odd thing about 
Notre Dame’s BCS posi­
tion is that it belies the per­
ception among many col­
lege football fans that the 
Irish are media darlings 
and consistently overrated.

The Notre Dame brand 
isn’t going to help the

Fighting Irish in this race, 
and neither will the voters, 
no matter how much Kelly 
campaigns.

“Notre Dame is not go­
ing to jump (Oregon and 
Kansas State) without 
their help,” Palm said. 
“They’re way too far be­
hind in the polls. The vot­
ers are not on board with 
Notre Dame.”

HEISM AN WATCH
Oklahoma’s Adrian Pe­

terson finished second in 
the Heisman Trophy vot­
ing in 2004, the best result 
ever by a freshman.

Before that, Georgia’s 
Herschel Walker had the 
best showing for a fresh­
man in the Heisman vot­
ing, with a third-place fin­
ish in 1980.

Johnny Manziel isn’t a 
true freshman like those 
two great running backs, 
he’s a redshirt freshman. 
But his scintillating per­
formance in Texas A&M’s 
29-24 upset of Alabama 
on Saturday has given 
him a legitimate chance to 
make Heisman history.

Manziel has been put­
ting up Heisman-worthy 
numbers all season. He’s 
second in the nation in 
total offense at 379 yards 
per game and has account­
ed for 33 touchdowns.

But he was less-than- 
spectacular in losses to 
Florida and LSU, A&M’s 
two best opponents before 
Saturday.

Now that he has a big 
win on his resume, Man­
ziel has a clear path to be a 
Heisman finalist and earn 
a trip to New York for the 
presentation in December.

Kansas State quarter­
back Collin Klein is still 
the Heisman front-runner, 
but Johnny Football is 
closing fast.

QUICK HITS

No. 1 Oregon could be 
starting its third-string free 
safety against No. 14 Stan­
ford after Avery Patterson, 
who replaced John Boy- 
ett, went down with what 
looked like a serious knee 
injury on Saturday. The 
Ducks also played much 
o f their game against Cal 
without their five best de­
fensive lineman because 
o f injuries.

Now that the Big East has 
gained a path to automatic 
entry to the new postseason 
system, which goes into ef­
fect in 2014, the next task 
for the conference will be 
convincing BYU to join.

The winner o f the ACC 
Coastal Division could fin­
ish the regular season 6-6 
overall.
