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Obama: No evidence of security breach in scandal
■  President speaks on 
forëign policy in first news 
conference since election

WASHINGTON (AP) —  President 
Barack Obama said Wednesday he has 
seen no evidence that national secu­
rity was threatened by the widening sex 
scandal that ensnared his former CIA 
director and top military commander in 
Afghanistan.

Facing questions from reporters, 
Obama also reaffirmed his belief that the 
U.S. can’t afford to continue tax cuts for 
the wealthiest Americans, a key sticking 
point in negotiations with Republicans 
over the impending “fiscal cliff.” He said, 
“The American people understood what 
they were getting” when they voted for 
him after a campaign that focused heavily 
on taxes.

And he defiantly told critics o f U.N. 
Ambassador Susan Rice, a potential 
candidate to lead the State Department, 
that they should “go after me” —  not 
her —  if  they have issues with the

administration’s handling 
o f the deadly attacks on 
Americans in Benghazi, 
Libya. His words were 
aimed at Republican 
Sens. John McCain and 
Lindsey Graham, who 
have vowed to block 
Rice’s potential nomina­
tion.

The president addressed 
those topics and others 

for about 50 minutes in his first news 
conference since he won re-election last 
week. His party also picked up seats in

both houses o f Congress, but the presi­
dent refrained fi-om claiming a broad 
mandate, other than for protecting middle 
class families.

The tangled email scandal that cost 
David Petraeus his CIA career and led to 
an investigation of Gen. John Allen has 
disrupted Obama’s plans to keep a nar­
row focus on the economy coming out 
o f the election. And it has overshadowed 
his efforts to build support behind his 
re-election pledge to m ^ e  the wealthy 
pay more in taxes in order to reduce the 
federal deficit.

Abortion debate flares as Ireland probes death if ill woman

DUBLIN (AP) —  The debate over 
legalizing abortion in Ireland flared 
Wednesday after the government con­
firmed that a woman in the midst o f  a 
miscarriage was refused an abortion 
and died in an Irish hospital after suf­
fering from blood poisoning.

Prime Minister Ends Kenny said 
he was awaiting findings from three 
investigations into the death o f Savita 
Halappanavar, a 31-year-old Indian 
woman who was 17 weeks pregnant.

Her case highlighted the legal limbo in 
which pregnant women facing severe 
health problems can find themselves 
in predominantly Catholic Ireland.

Ireland’s constitution officially bans 
abortion, but a 1992 Supreme Court 
ruling foimd the procedure should 
be legalized for situations when the 
woman’s life is at risk from continuing 
the pregnancy.

Five governments since have refused 
to pass a law resolving the confusion, 
leaving Irish hospitals reluctant to 
terminate pregnancies except in the 
most obviously life-threatening cir-

cumstances.
The vast bulk o f Irish women want­

ing abortions, an estimated 4,000 
per year, simply travel next door to 
England, where abortion has been 
legal on demand since 1967.

But that option is difficult, if not 
impossible, for women in failing 
health.

Halappanavar’s husband, Praveen, 
said doctors at University Hospital 
Galway in western Ireland determined 
she was miscarrying within hours o f 
her hospitalization for severe pain on 
Sunday, Oct. 21.

Texting ban 
passes first 
reading
■  Commissioners vote down

The Pampa City Commission approved 
Tuesday on first reading an ordinance that 
would ban texting while driving and other cell 
phone usage that could distract drivers such as 
“Googling” for addresses or websites.

The ordinance must pass a second reading 
before it can be adopted by the city.

Mayor Brad Pingel said the ordinance would 
not ban oral communication on cell phones, 
like the ordinance in Amarillo, which has 
become very controversial.

City Manager Richard Morris said Canyon 
has recently enacted an ordinance banning 
texting.

Though commissioners and Police Chief 
Kelly Rushing agreed the ordinance will be 
difficult to enforce, they all agreed it would

Boat needed in one 
Minneapolis voting 
precinct
MINNEAPOLIS (AP) —  Not one voter 

cast a ballot in one Minneapolis precinct on 
Election Day. That’s because the only living 
species in Ward 10, Precinct 3B, is o f the 
aquatic variety.

A newly redistricted precinct map shows 3B 
is located entirely in the eastern half of Lake 
Calhoun —  the biggest lake in Minneapolis. 
City Clerk Casey Carl says the watery precinct 
is the “unintentional result o f a programming 
error” made in drawing new ward boundary 
lines.

Charter Commission chairman Barry Clegg 
tells the Star Tribune (http://tinyurl.com/bht- 
ca7n ) that the mapping software couldn’t draw 
a line around the edge o f the lake without put­
ting a census block in the wrong ward. Clegg 
says it was supposed to be cleaned up for the 
final map, but never was.

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Cold weather means extra care for pets

When temperatures 
drop, humans are not 
the only ones who feel 
the chill. Cold weather 
also can take its toll on 
animals, including dogs, 
cats and birds. Protecting 
pets when winter arrives 
involves modifying care 
tactics.

A major winter snow­
fall or simply a snap of 
cold weather can cause 
many problems for pets. 
Much like humans, dogs 
and cats can experience 
frostbite on extremities 
when subjected to cold 
temperatures. Ears, noses 
and paws all may bear 
the brunt o f cold weather, 
increasing the risk o f in­
jury.

Provide warm shelter
Although it may appear 

that pets are well insu­
lated against cold tem­
peratures, fur or feathers 
do not make pets imper­
vious to the cold. Ac­
cording to the ASPCA, 
fur wetted by snow may 
not dry quickly, putting 
animals at risk for a chill 
or even hypothermia. As 
a precautionary measure, 
keep companion animals 
inside when temperatures 
drop below 30*F.

If yours is an outside 
dog, be sure that he or 
she is equipped with dry, 
draft-free shelter. A dog 
house that is too large 
will not retain heat, so 
keep this in mind. Reduce 
wind chill by placing the 
dog house where it will 
not be in the direct line 
o f wind. You may want to

think about keeping the 
dog in an insulated shed 
or garage if  you prefer 
not to move the pet in­
side.

Cats can easily freeze 
while outdoors; therefore, 
it is safer to keep them in­
side. Also, outdoors a cat 
may seek unsafe shelter, 
such as under the hoods 
o f cars where they can be 
injured or killed if the car 
is started.

Dress warmly
A mammal’s system 

for regulating heat can 
be compromised when 
there is excessive cold. 
No matter its type o f fur, 
a dog or cat may not be 
able to tolerate long pe­
riods o f cold weather, 
unless it is a breed that 
was specifically bred for 
remaining outdoors in the 
cold, like a Malamute or 
Husky. When venturing 
outside, consider the use 
o f a sweater or vest on 
short-haired dogs, but 
keep an eye on the pet. 
Wearing a coat doesn’t 
mean he should be left 
outdoors unattended.

Cats probably will not 
tolerate any type o f cloth­
ing. If going outdoors to 
a vet appointment, use a 
carrier that is insulated 
from the cold with thick 
blankets.

Limit drafts
Address drafts around 

the house, which will in­
crease your comfort and 
that o f your companion 
animals. Dogs and cats 
lie on the ground, where 
colder air tends to collect.

It may be several degrees 
cooler near the floor 
where they reside. Check 
windows and doors for 
drafts. If  repairs or re­
placements aren’t finan­
cially possible, consider 
the use o f draft guards or 
insulating curtains.

These measures also 
will protect pet birds. 
Most birds that are kept 
as pets are from tropical 
climates and cannot tol­
erate severe colder tem­
peratures. Reduce risk o f 
illness by keeping birds 
away from drafty win­
dows and doors that open 
and close frequently dur­
ing the winter.

Keep them leashed
Many dogs like to frolic 

in the snow, but snow can 
cause a pooch to lose his 
scent on the ground and 
get lost. A dog also may 
run off and get smothered 
by tall snowdrifts or slip 
through thin ice when not 
being able to gauge its 
surroundings. It is best to 
keep dogs on leashes dur­
ing any type o f  inclement 
weather.

Be mindful o f pets 
young and old

Puppies and kittens as 
well as older dogs and 
cats may be less tolerant 
o f colder weather. Young 
animals are lacking the 
fat stores and thick coats 
of their adult counterparts 
that can help protect them 
against the cold. House­
breaking a puppy during 
the cold weather could be 
challenging.

Senior dogs may feel 
aches and pains from the 
cold, which can irritate 
existing conditions like 
arthritis. Limit their time 
outdoors to bathroom 
breaks.

Remove chemical poi­
sons

Antifreeze and special-

ized nonicing window 
cleaners used in automo­
biles are commonly used 
in winter. These chemi­
cals are often sweet to the 
smell and taste and very 
attractive to curious pets. 
But only a few laps o f an­
tifreeze can be deadly.

Keep any dangerous 
winterizing chemicals 
— even salt used to melt 
snow “  away from pets 
to avoid accidental inges­
tion.

Provide extra food and 
water

Pets need extra calo­
ries in order to keep their 
bodies warm in the cold 
weather. You may need 
to feed them a little ex­
tra during the winter. 
Extra water may also be 
necessary when the pet’s 
metabolism is working 
harder.

If  a pet is kept outdoors, 
be sure to check if  its wa­
ter has frozen and replace 
it frequently.

Watch for symptoms of 
hypothermia

Even well-meaning 
pet owners may be un­
aware if their pet is suf­
fering from the effects of 
too much cold. Here are 
some symptoms o f hypo­
thermia.

• violent shivering, fol­
lowed by listlessness

• weak pulse
• lethargy
• muscle stiffness
• problems breathing
• lack o f appetite
• rectal temperature be­

low 98*F
• coma
• cardiac arrest

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Healing storm  
damaged trees

You may not have been 
in the path o f one of the 
recent hurricanes, but 
you can still learn some 
tree planting and tree 
maintenance lessons from 
the areas that have been 
hit. Wind damage from 

hurricanes

is less fre­
quent than 
thunder­
storms; so 
potential 
tree prob­
lems go 
unnoticed 
for longer 
periods of 
time. When 

the winds
finally do come, they have 
larger trees to destroy.
The damage comes in two 
broad categories; trees 
either get broken apart or 
blown down.

Trees with more than 
one trunk or that have 
rotting wood in a trunk 
are the most susceptible to 
wind damage. Once one 
trunk breaks, the rest of 
the tree is at greater risk. 
Many trees planted in re­
cent years have an upright 
growth pattern. They fit 
better in smaller yards 
and street areas, but they 
often have many vertical 
branches growing close 
to the trunk that offer 
no support for branches 
that lean outward. When 
the wind blows a branch 
outward, it snaps off and 
it often breaks off a whole 
trunk.

Whenever a multi­
trunked tree’s trunks are 
so close together that 
the bark from one trunk 
is touching the bark of 
one or more of the other 
trunks there is a strong 
potential for a split tree 
during a storm. It doesn’t 
matter if the two trunks 
are touching at ground 
level or if they don’t 
start touching until they 
grow together ten feet off 
the ground, this is a tree 
with a strong potential to 
break.

Trees that have been 
cut in half or have huge 
chunks missing because 
o f power line pruning will 
have a strong potential 
for failure in high winds. 
The top of a tree needs 
to stay balanced in shape 
to help it remain stand­
ing. Tall trees should not 
be planted under power 
lines. When the trees 
were there first, installing 
power lines underground 
is better for the trees and 
the area is not susceptible 
to trees causing a power

outage.
It is amazing how many 

large trees are planted 
in locations that can’t 
possibly sustain them 
for the long term. Most 
forest trees should not be 
planted in small un-irri- 
gated parking lot islands, 
in concrete sidewalks 
with metal grates, in the 
five foot space between 
the curb and sidewalk and 
in the medians between 
streets. The roots o f a 
healthy strong forest tree 
grow several times farther 
than the branches. So, 
if the book says the tree 
grows to fifty feet across, 
the branches grow 150 to 
200 feet across. A ten by 
ten parking lot island will 
stunt the trees growth and 
the roots will not be able 
to support the top in a 
windstorm.

If a large tree has lots 
o f space to grow roots in 
only one direction and 
the winds come from the 
other direction, there is 
a strong potential for the 
tree to blow over. Large 
trees need large root sys­
tems balanced in size and 
shape with the top.

If you do have a tree 
with broken branches, 
either have it profession­
ally pruned by a licensed 
arborist or learn how to 
do it properly yourself. 
Never over prune a dam­
aged tree. During the 
next growing season it 
will need as many leaves 
as possible to produce 
enough food to heal its 
wounds. Don’t waste your 
time keeping an old, heav­
ily damaged tree when 
a new smaller properly 
planted tree would be bet­
ter, but also don’t remove 
trees in fear o f  future 
windstorms.

During storms, many 
trees will lose a lot of 
small dead branches. If 
they leave subs larger than 
an inch in diameter, cut 
the stubs off so they don’t 
allow watering and fungi 
into the tree trunk. Trim 
the ragged edges around 
any branches that ripped 
the bark as they fell from 
the tree. This will allow 
the rip to heal faster.

Do not coat the wound 
with any black stuff or 
paint. Research shows 
that all o f these coverings 
slow the healing process 
and protect decay organ­
isms and insects, not the 
tree.

just a quarter, and there is 
no service charge on the 
kids accounts,” Sells said. 
“ It’s a learning experience 
and we’re wanting to teach 
them to save.”

The bank is open from 
7:30 a.m. until 8 a.m. ev­
ery Wednesday.

The fifth grade student 
tellers take the money, fill 
out the deposit slips and 
sees that the money gets 
to the bank through the 
staff member helping each 
Wednesday morning.

Three o f this year’s tell­
ers at Wilson Elemen­
tary, Josie Fields, Fer­
nando Perez and Kameron 
O ’Dell, are enjoying the 
responsibility o f working 
as bank representatives 
even though it means a 
little less sleep one morn­
ing a week.

“Yes, I’d do it again,” 
teller Kameron Odell said.

“I’m really good at math, 
and this has taught me 
more about math. I like 
handling money and get­
ting better at math.”

Fields, who hasn’t yet 
set up her own savings ac­
count also likes monetary 
endeavors.

be a good law because if  
it makes one person think 
twice before texting, then 
everyone on the streets is 
a little safer.

Rushing said the city

In another action, the 
com m issioners voted 
against allow ing re si­
dents to drive go lf carts 
on city streets. Because 
the motion failed on first 
reading, it will not come 
up for a second vote.

A new state law per-

mits go lf carts on city 
streets with speed limits 
o f  35 mph or less.

G olf carts are not per­
mitted on state highways, 
although the carts are 
allowed to cross high­
ways.

However, it is up to 
each m unicipality  to 
decide whether to adopt 
the law as part o f  their 
city codes.

Obama said he hoped the scandal would 
be a “single side note” in Petraeus’ oth­
erwise extraordinary career.

Petraeus resigned as head o f the CIA 
last Friday because o f an extram ari­
tal affair with his biographer, Paula 
Broadwell, who U.S. officials say 
sent harassing emails to a woman she 
viewed as a rival for the former gen­
eral’s affection.

The investigation revealed that that 
woman, Jill Kelley, also exchanged 
som etim es-flirtatious messages with 
Allen.

Obama brushed aside questions about 
whether he was informed about the 
FBI investigations that led to the dis­
closures quickly enough. White House 
officials first learned about the inves­
tigations last Wednesday, the day after 
the election, and Obama was alerted 
the following day.

“My expectation is that they fol­
low the protocols that they’ve already 
established,” Obama said. “One o f  the 
challenges here is that w e’re not sup­
posed to meddle in criminal investiga­
tions and that's been our practice.”

Turning back to the economy, 
the president vowed not to cave to 
Republicans who have pressed for tax 
cuts first passed by George W. Bush 
to be extended for all income earners. 
Obama has long opposed extending 
the cuts for families making more than 
$250,000 a year, but he gave into GOP

demands in 2010 when the cuts were 
up for renewal.

That won’t happen this time around, 
he said Wednesday.

“Two years ago the economy was 
in a different situation,” Obama said. 
“ But what 1 said at the time was what 
I meant. Which was this is a one-time 
proposition.”

The president and Congress are also 
seeking to avoid across-the-board 
spending cuts scheduled to take effect 
because lawmakers failed to reach 
a deal to reduce the federal deficit. 
Failure to act would lead to spending 
cuts and higher taxes on all Americans, 
with middle-income families paying 
an average o f about $2,000 more next 
year, according to the nonpartisan Tax 
Policy Center.

Obama said he was “open to new 
ideas” but would not allow current tax 
rates to continue for the top 2 percent 
o f wage earners, drawing a line for 
Republicans who say they will not tol­
erate any tax rate increases.

Asked if the tax rates for the rich had 
to return to Clinton-era levels, Obama 
indicated he was open to negotiations.

Looking ahead to his second-term 
agenda, Obama pledged quick action 
on comprehensive immigration reform, 
but said climate change would be a 
tougher slog. There was little action on 
either issue during his first term.

Obama said he expected that a com ­
prehensive immigration reform bill 
would be introduced “very soon after 
my inauguration.” The White House is 
already engaged in conversations with 
Capitol Hill.

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Stocks slide after 
gloomy report on 
retail sales

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Stock indexes moved low­
er in light trading on Wall 
Street Wednesday. Strong 
earnings from Abercrom­
bie & Fitch were offset by 
a gloomy report on retail 
spending from the govern­
ment.

Ihe Dow Jones indus­
trial acerage was down 56 
points at 12.692 shortly af­
ter noon. The Standard & 
Poor's 500 index slipped 
four points to 1,370 and 
the Nasdaq composite was 
down four points at 2,879.

Abercrombie &  Fitch, 
the purveyor o f apparel 
to teenagers, was among 
the standout stocks. Ab­
ercrombie jumped $8.76 
to $39.94 after reporting 
that its international busi­
ness was thriving and that 
its net income soared 40 
percent in the most recent 
quarter, more than ana­
lysts were expecting.

fhe strong results from 
.Abercrombie were tem­
pered by a report from the 
Commerce Department 
saying that Americans cut 
back on spending in Octo­
ber, suggesting that many 
are still cautious about the

“fiscal cliff." Unless law­
makers hammer out a deal 
to cut the budget deficit 
by Jan. 1, a series o f tax 
increases and revenue 
cuts will be implemented 
that will likely push the 
U.S. back into recession.

“Investors’ hopes that 
the election would end
uncertjiinty remain un­
fulfilled,” said Lawrence 
C^reatura, a portfolio man­
ager at Federated Inves­
tors in Rochester, New 
York. " Investo rs are still 
grasping for visibility.... 
it's very tough to deter­
mine what happens next.”

The S&P 500 has 
slipped 3.7 percent since 
Obama won re-election 
Nov. 6, and has dropped 
6.5 percent from Sept. 
14, when it hit the highest 
point o f the year.

Stocks had risen over 
the summer before the 
Federal Reserve an­
nounced Sept. 13 that it 
would extend its so-called

economy.
Sales dropped 0.3 per­

cent last month after three 
months of gains. That's 
worse than analysts had 
been expecting, according 
to FactSet. The govern­
ment also said auto sales 
fell 1.5 percent, the most 
in more than a year. Sales 
may have been hurt by 
Superstorm Sandy.

Investors will be closely 
watching a press briefing 
later Wednesday by Presi­
dent Barack Obama.

Stocks were roiled in 
the immediate aftermath 
of last week's presidential 
election on concern that 
the U.S. will fall over the

quantitative easing pro­
gram by mortgage-backed 
securities with the inten­
tion of holding down bor­
rowing costs.

Market participants are 
also awaiting the release 
of minutes from the Fed­
eral Reserve’s October 
meeting on Thursday for 
more insight into how the 
U.S. economy is doing. 
The notes are scheduled 
to be released at 2 p.m. 
Eastern.

The yield on the 10-year 
Treasury note rose to 1.61 
percent from 1.59 percent.

Among other stocks 
making big moves:

Cisco Systems, the
world’s largest maker
o f computer networking 
equipment, gained $L05 
to $17.89. Cisco said late 
Tuesday that its earnings 
rose 18 percent in the lat­
est quarter and that U.S. 
companies are starting to 
spend again.

I 
disagree.

I’m an LPN and special­
ize in Alzheimer’s. I have 
been doing this for more 
than 25 years, and have 
headed Alzheimer care 
units. One of the things 
we strive for is some sense 
of normalcy. These people 
lose their short-term mem­
ory at first. But many have 
strong, vivid memories of 
years ago.

Going to church every 
Sunday is probably one 
of the few things Blanche 
actually remembers, and it 
most likely brings her a 
sense of comfort. Most of 
the parishioners probably 
have known her for years. 
This isn’t walking through 
a mall full of strangers; it 
is enjoying fellowship with 
old friends. I’m sure they 
are not “gawking.”

Nursing homes are often 
frightening to Alzheimer’s 
patients — full of strange 
sounds and people. Church, 
however, is full of beloved 
hymns and friends.

Unfortunately, there will 
come a time when her 
disease will progress to 
the point that these trips 
will become stressful for 
her, and possibly that her 
behavior will become too 
difficult for church. But 
until that time comes, I 
hope this dear friend con­
tinues to do such a wonder­
ful thing for this woman. I 
only hope that I have such 
caring friends in my later 
years. — JENNIFER IN 
CARTHAGE, MO.

DEAR JENNIFER: I 
would like to thank you 
and the many readers 
who urged me to change 
my answer to that letter. 
Some pointed out that 
Blanche had elicited the

promise when she was a 
“different person,”  far 
different from the woman 
she is today. However, I 
am torn.

While I think it’s bru­
tal for older people who 
suffer from dementia to 
be treated as pariahs and 
isolated (and many are), 
and clearly this friend is 
well-meaning, I also feel 
strongly that a person’s 
wishes stated in advance 
should be respected. 
Blanche may have want­
ed to be rem embered 
as the person she was, 
and entrusted her friend 
to carry out her wishes 
“after she reaiAcd a cer­
tain point.”

Gabe Garcia and 
Romel Lee both added 
six points. Derrek Pol­
lard, Ryan Powell and

Cade Engle all added 
four points. Patterson Al- 
vey and Jon Cox added 
three points each. Jake 
Green, Oliver Cabrales, 
Tyler Powell and Ty 
Hutto would all add two 
points for the Harvesters.

MIAMI —The Marlins swapped high- 
priced talent for top prospects, trading 
All-Star shortstop Jose Reyes, left-hander 
Mark Buehrle and ace right-hander Josh 
Johnson to the Toronto Blue Jays, a per­
son familiar with the agreement said.

The stunning agreement came less than 
a year after the Marlins added Reyes, 
Buehrle and closer Heath Bell in an un­
characteristic $191 million spending 
binge as they rebranded and moved into 
a new ballpark. The acquisitions raised 
high hopes, but the Marlins instead fin­
ished last in the NL East.

Salary-paring actiially began in July, 
when the Marlins part­
ed with former NL bat­
ting champion Hanley 
Ramirez, second baseman 
Omar Infante and right­
hander Anibal Sanchez, 
among others. Bell, the 
team’s high-profile bust, 
was traded to Arizona last 
month.

Under owner Jeffrey 
Loria, long the target of 
fan acrimony, the Marlins 
have usually been among 
baseball’s thriftiest teams.
Management pledged that 
would change with the 
new ballpark, but team of­
ficials were disappointed 
with attendance in 2012,

and revenue fell far short of their projec­
tions.

Even so, the blockbuster deal came as 
a shock. The players involved must un­
dergo physicals before the trade becomes 
final.

The swap was easier for the Marlins to 
swing because of their longstanding poli­
cy o f refusing to include no-trade clauses 
in contracts.

The deal gave an immediate boost to the 
Blue Jays, who have not reached the play­
offs since winning their second consecu­
tive World Series in 1993. Toronto went 
73-89 this season and finished fourth in 
the AL East for the fourth straight year, 
again falling short in a division that in­
cludes big spenders.
