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Steady housing recovery boosting economy

WASHINGTON (AP) —
From purchases and prices to
builder sentiment and construc-
tion, the U.S. housing market is
making consistent gains.

The latest evidence came in

reports Monday that sales of

previously occupied homes
rose solidly in October and that
builders are more confident than
at any other time in 6% years.

New-home sales and home-
price indexes have reached
multi-year highs. And Lowe’s
Cos. on Monday reported a
surge in net income, a sign that
home-improvement retailers are
benefiting.

The housing market’s recov-

ery still has a long way to go.
But for now, it’s helping prop
up an economy that’s being
squeezed by a global slowdown
and looming spending cuts and
tax increases.

Joseph LaVorgna, an econo-
mist at Deutsche Bank, esti-
mates that the housing recov-
ery could boost U.S. economic
growth by a full percentage
point next year. That’s because a

stronger housing market would
mean more jobs, especially in
industries like construction, and
more consumer spending.

“Housing could provide a
meaningful and critical
lift to overall economic activity
when other growth drivers, like
exports, are slowing,” LaVorgna
said.

Helping drive the housing
rebound is growing confidence

among builders. An index of
builder sentiment compiled by
the National Association of
Home Builders/Wells Fargo
builder rose to 46 this month,
up from 41 in October. It was
the highest reading since May
2006, just before the housing
bubble burst

Readings below 50 signal
negative sentiment about the

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Calif. judge
denies bid for
park Nativity
display

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A federal
judge on Monday denied a Christian
group’s bid for a preliminary injunc-
tion to force suburban Santa Monica
to reopen spaces in a city park to
private, unattended displays, includ-
ing Christmas Nativity scenes.

U.S. District Court Judge Audrey
Collins formalized an earlier tenta-
tive ruling during a hearing.

William Becker, the attorney for
the Christian group, said he expects
the case will be dismissed at the next
hearing and plans to appeal.

“The atheists won and they will
always win unless we get courts to
understand how the game is played
and this is a game that was played
very successfully and they knew it,”
Becker said after the hearing

Christmas Nativity scenes had
been erected in Palisades Park for
decades. Last year, atheists over-
whelmed the city’s auction process
for display sites, winning most of the
slots and triggering a bitter dispute.

Santa Monica officials snuffed the
city’s holiday tradition this year rath-
er than referee the religious rumble,
prompting churches that have set up
a 14-scene Christian diorama to sue
over freedom of speech claims.

Under the city’s rules, the churches
can still set up an attended display
when Palisades Park is open and
erect unattended displays in 12 of
the city’s other parks with a special

popular vote, perhaps as
much as 4 percent when
all the state results are
eventually certified)

“Free contraceptives
were very big with
young, college-aged
women. And then, finally,
Obamacare also made
a difference for them,
because, as you know,
anybody now 26 years of
age and younger was now
going to be part of their
parents’ plan, and that
was a big gift to young
people. They turned out
in large numbers, a larger
share in this election even
than in 2009 ... Likewise,
with Hispanic voters,
free health care was a
big plus. But in addition
with regards to Hispanic
voters, the amnesty for
children of illegals, the
so-called Dream Act
kids, was a huge plus for
that voting group.”

But as a matter of

It 18 not as 1f the donors
he was addressing don’t
want “gifts” from gov-
ernment — such as the
big new tax breaks that
Romney had promised
them, the huge increases
in defense spending that
would swell their profits,
or the various individual
corporate favors that they
regard as their very own
“entitlements.” Just don’t
expect that kind of hon-
est introspection from
Romney or his crowd.

tion based on intelligence
that she had received, and
to besmirch her reputation
is outrageous.”

I'he indignation here 1s
more than a bit cloying
After all, Rice’s rendition
of the worst terror attack
on the U.S. since 9/11 was
utterly false

'here never was a
protest

Rice misled the nation
No one now denies that
['he question is: Did Rice
deceive us, or was she
herself misled or de-
ceived?

Far from being a con-
vincing defense, Obama’s
remarks call into question
the competence or the
truthfulness of the White
House itself

Consider again what
Obama said

Susan Rice “had nothing
to do with Benghazi.”

But if she “had noth-
ing to do with Benghazi,”
why was she sent out *“at
the request of the White
House™ to explain Beng-
hazi?

Who at the White House
programmed Rice? Did
she push back at all when
fed this bullhockey about
Benghazi? Or does she
just parrot the party line
when told to do so?

Why did the White
House not send Secretary
of State Hillary Clinton,
CIA Director David Pe-

tracus, Defense Secretary

Leon Panetta or National

Security Adviser Tom Do-
nilon? Or did they decline
to go?

I'he president says Rice
“gave her best understand-
ing of the intelligence that
had been provided to her.”

And who might be the
source of that “intelli-
gence” about the protest in
Benghazi, when there was
no protest in Benghazi?

Rice was scripted to
tell the nation it was not a
“preplanned” attack, when
that is exactly what it was.
I'he CIA knew it within
hours, because two of its
former Navy SEALSs died
in the attack, and other
CIA people survived and
got out the next morning.

Here we come to the
heart of the matter.

I'hough journalists, CIA
personnel and State De-
partment people listening
in real time all knew from
intercepts and reports
back from our people on
the ground that this was
a terrorist attack involv-
ing automatic weapons,
rocket-propelled grenades
and mortars, the fabricated
story -- that it came out
of a protest, a protest that
never happened -- was
pushed relentlessly by the
administration.

Jay Carney pushed it
two days after the attack.
Petraeus pushed it on

the Hill three days after
the attack. Rice went on
five TV shows five days
after the attack to recite it
chapter and verse. Obama
held off calling it a terror
attack for weeks in TV
interviews and mentioned
the video half a dozen
times at the U.N. on Sept.
23

Another question arises
from the press conference.

When Obama said Rice
“gave her best understand-
ing of the intelligence
that had been provided to
her,” was that also the best
intelligence the president
of the United States had?

If it is, if five days after
the attack Obama was that
clueless about what actu-
ally happened in Beng-
hazi, he ought to clean
house at his intelligence
agencies.

From the outside, it
appears everybody was
on board to describe the
attack as “spontaneous”
and attribute it to the
video.

Yet none of this was
true. And many inside
knew, during or right
after the attack, the truth
about what had happened
and were leaking it to the
press.

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Prosecutor: The children left at day
care in 2011 fire were doomed

HOUSTON — Prosecutors on Monday asked a jury to
sentence a Texas woman convicted of murder after a fire
at her home day care killed four children to life in prison,
arguing she doomed the children she was responsible
for when she left them alone to go shopping before the
deadly blaze broke out.

Defense attorneys for Jessica Tata countered she was
a good person who made a terrible mistake and asked
jurors to not be swayed by anger.

The jury began deliberating Tata’s sentence after clos-
ing arguments in the punishment phase of her trial.

Tata could be sentenced from five years to life in pris-
on. She was convicted last week of felony murder in the
death of 16-month-old Elias Castillo.

Prosecutors said the February 2011 fire that killed
Elias started after Tata, 24, left a group of children alone
with a pan of o0il cooking on a hot stove while she went
shopping at a nearby Target store. Along with the four
children who died, three were injured in the Houston
home day care fire

“That day when she made the decision to leave, she
doomed them, she doomed them,” prosecutor Connie
Spence told jurors, calling Tata’s actions “inexcusable.”

During her 40-minute closing argument, Spence talked
about each child who died or was injured, showing jurors
frozen video images of each one on TV screens in the
courtroom

“What each mom will do to hold their baby one more
time,” Spence, her voice choked by emotion, told jurors
as the mothers of the children sat in the courtroom and
“What's a child’s life worth? ... What we want is
justice.”

cried

Mike DeGeurin, Tata’s attorney, told jurors she never
intended to hurt the children, who ranged in age from 16
months to 3 years old. He said Tata should not have left
the children alone but that she went to the store for the
children, to get them juice.

“She called them her babies. She didn’t want those ba-
bies to be harmed,” DeGeurin said.

DeGeurin said Tata also mourns for the children who
died and asked jurors to not decide on an excessive sen-
tence.

“Don’t let your emotions be whipped up. Don’t let
your anger be whipped up,” he said.

Spence argued Tata was an irresponsible day care own-
er who had left the children she cared for alone on mul-
tiple occasions. The fire “wasn’t an aberration, it was an
inevitability,” she said.

Tata fled to Nigeria after the fire but was captured after
about a month, returned to the U.S. in March 2011 and
has remained jailed since. She was born in the U.S. but
has Nigerian citizenship.

Surveillance video shown during the trial showed her
shopping at Target just before the fire. A former Target
manager told jurors Tata did not seem to be in a hurry
after realizing she had left the stovetop burner on.

Neighbors testified they heard the children crying as
they tried to rescue them from the blaze. Parents of the
children who died or were injured told jurors they had
trusted Tata, believing she was qualified.

Defense attorneys presented expert testimony to ar-
gue that faulty kitchen equipment may have sparked the
fire.

Tata still faces three more counts of felony murder in
relation to the other children who died, and three counts
of abandoning a child and two counts of reckless injury
to a child in relation to the three who were hurt.

Many businesses
reported selling out of
Twinkies within hours and
the spongy yellow cakes
turned up for sale online
for hundreds of dollars.

Even if Hostess goes
out of business, its popu-
lar brands will likely find
a second life after being
snapped up by buyers.
The company says sev-
eral potential buyers have
expressed interest in the
brands. Although Hostess’
sales have been declining
in recent years, the compa-
ny still does about $2.5 bil-
lion in business each year.
Twinkies alone brought
in $68 million so far this
year.

Supervisor Scott Wiener’s proposal would make it il-
legaj for a person over the age of 5 to “expose his or her
genitals, perineum or anal region on any public street
sidewalk, street median, parklet or plaza” or while usiné
public transit.

A first offense would carry a maximum penalty of
a $100 fine, but prosecutors would have authority to
charge a third violation as a misdemeanor punishable by
up to a $500 fine and a year in jail. Exemptions would
be made for participants at permitted street fairs and pa-
rades, such as the city’s annual gay pride event and the
Folsom Street Fair, which celebrates sadomasochism
and other sexual subcultures.

Wiener said he resisted introducing the ordinance, but
felt compelled to act after constituents complained about
the naked men who gather in a small Castro plaza most
days and sometimes walk the streets au naturel. He per-
suaded his colleagues last year to pass a law requiring a
cloth to be placed between public seating and bare rears,
yet the complaints have continued.

“I don’t think having some guys taking their clothes off
and hanging out seven days a week at Castro and Market
Street is really what San Francisco is about. I think it’s a
caricature of what San Francisco is about,” Wiener said.

The proposed ban predictably has produced outrage, as
well as a lawsuit. Last week, about two dozen people dis-
robed in front of City Hall and marched around the block
to the amusement of gawking tourists and high school
students on a field trip.

Because clothes are required to enter City Hall itself,
demonstrators who try to disrobe at the Board of Super-
visors meeting will be escorted out by sheriff’s deputies.
That is what happened last Monday when Gypsy Taub
removed her dress at a committee hearing where the ban
had its first public hearing. Taub, a mother of two, said
she got her start as a nudist while hosting a local cable
program devoted to the theory that the government was
behind the Sept. 11, 2001 terrorist attacks.

“I thought if I take my clothes off, I bet they are going
to listen,” she said.

San Francisco lawyer Christina DiEdoardo filed a fed-
eral lawsuit last week on behalf of Taub and three men
that seeks to block Weiner’s ordinance, if it passes and is
signed by Mayor Edwin Lee. The complaint alleges that
the ban infringes on the free speech rights of nudists and
discriminates against those who cannot afford to obtain
a city permit.

While it may seem strange that going out in the buff
is not already illegal in San Francisco, most California
cities do not have local nudity laws, Wiener said. In-
stead, they are adequately covered by state indecent ex-
posure laws and societal mores. But indecent exposure
technically only applies to lewd behavior, so city of-
ficials have had to craft a local solution, he said, adding
that the cities of Berkeley and San Jose already have
done so.

“I suspect there are a lot of places that maybe don’t
currently have a local law (and) that if people started
getting naked every day would quickly see a local law,”
Wiener said.

In the past, the council
has focused on regional pi-
racy outbreaks such as off
the coast of Somalia, in the
Gulf of Guinea off West Af-
rica and in Southeast Asia.

The debate was called by
Indian Ambassador Hard-
eep Singh Puri, who holds
the council presidency this

month. Seven percent of

countries fighting piracy
need better coordination
and information sharing,
and he called for stronger
prosecution of apprehended
pirates. He also called for
an international agreement
on rules for posting private
armed security guards on
merchant ships.

U.S. Ambassador Susan
Rice told the council that no
ship carrying armed guards
has been successfully at-

have fired on and killed
fishermen off Somalia, mis-
taking them for pirates ap-
proaching to board.

The Kuala Lumpur-based
International Maritime Bu-
reau, which tracks pirate at-
tacks, reported 252 attacks
worldwide for the year as
of late October. Nine ships
were being held for ransom
off Somalia, with 154 hos-
tages.

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Obama to speak at Myanmar
campus scarred by violent past

YANGON,
(AP) — The soldiers be-
gan to shoot students
at Rangoon University
at 6:30 p.m. Hla Shwe
watched, cowering in a
nearby building, as his
friends died. “I heard the
shouting,” he recalled.
“They shot whoever they
saw.

It was July 7, 1962, the
day rage at the military’s
recent coup boiled over
and a date now seared into
the memory of Hla Shwe,
who is 75.years old.

“I got the idea that if they
used the gun against stu-
dents, why shouldn’t we
use guns to fight them?”
he said.

When President Barack
Obama speaks at Hla
Shwe’s alma mater Mon-
day, he will be treading on
ground heavy with politi-
cal and historical signifi-
cance.

Since colonial times, the
fight for change in Myan-
mar has begun on this
leafy campus. It was a cen-
ter of the struggle for inde-
pendence against Britain
and served as a launching
point for pro-democracy
protests in 1962, 1974,
1988 and 1996. Myan-
mar’s former military jun-
ta shut the dormitories in
the 1990s fearing further
unrest and forced most
students to attend classes
on satellite campuses on
the outskirts of town.

Today, few students
walk the broken pathways
of what was once one of
Asia’s finest universities.
Birdsong fills the halls
of cracked buildings. For
many, the school — which
was renamed University
of Yangon in 1989 has

today become a symbol of

gn o

the country’s ruined edu-
cation system and a monu-
ment to a half century of
misrule.

“Obama knows very
well ‘about the history
of Yangon University, I
think. This is an enemy
place for the authori-
ties,” said Hla Shwe, who
fought with Communist
insurgents and spent 25
years as a political prison-
er. “The American govern-
ment is trying to show in a
delicate way that they are
not only working for the
government but will also
take care of the Burmese
people.”

A movement has been
building within Myanmar
to reclaim the university’s
history and restore it to its
former glery. Opposition
leader Aung San Suu Kyi
has repeatedly stressed the
importance of upgrading
the country’s feeble school
system and has been fight-
ing in Parliament to re-

pair the campus as part of

sweeping educational re-
forms. U Myint, an advis-
er to Myanmar’s reformist
president, Thein Sein, in
May wrote an open letter
urging the government to
fill the campus’s empty
classrooms with students,
reopen the dormitories and
reconstruct the Student
Union building, which the
junta blew up the day af-
ter Hla Shwe watched his
friends get shot.

“For those who have
reservations about our stu-
dents and young people
forming associations like
other members pf our so-
ciety, the question we need
to ask ourselves is: when
we are striving sn‘ﬂmrd for
reconciliation on many
fronts, even with foreign-
ers who have not been par-
ticularly kind to us, then
why not also with our own

“Myanmar’s uni-
versity system has been
decimated after fifty years
of army rule. American
universities are still sec-
ond to none. There’s no
better way for the U.S. to
project its soft power than
through a real partnership
to educate Myanmar’s
brightest students.”

Some repair work on
campus began about six
months ago, but it is noth-
ing compared with the
frenzy of preparations for
Obama’s arrival.

Inside the school’s
Convocation Hall, where
Obama will deliver his
speech, is a riot of staple
guns, buzz saws, sandpa-
per, hammers, spackle,
drills, brooms, and fresh
paint. But the facade of the
building remains cracked
with a black crust. Lo-
cal superstition holds that
scrubbing the building
clean would unbalance
the resigned calm that has
settled on the campus and
spark another round of un-
rest.

the main road to the hall
have been covered with
fresh paint, but elsewhere

Teachers in bright blue sa-
rongs walk past buildings
sprouting weeds, Stray
dogs nap in dilapidated
corridors.

“This is a prominent
place which taught stu-
dents to love the truth and
to fight for it,” said Zaw
Zaw Min, who partici-
pated in the 1988 student
demonstrations and, like
his father and his son,
served time as a political
prisoner. He said before
the recent renovations, the
state of the campus made
him deeply sad. “It was
like a damaged city,” he
said.

There is a real hunger
for learning among many
young people in Myan-
mar.

Aung Kaung Myat,
19, studies English at
Yangon’s University of
Foreign Languages. “Ev-
erything is messed up,”
he said. “I don’t want to
blame my teachers. They
are just the things in the
system.”

Literature class involves
reading out loud and po-
etry is mastl}' memoriza-
tion, he said. For books
in English, he heads to
the well-stocked library
of the American Center,
a cultural outpost of the
U.S. Embassy in Yangon.
He got so frustrated at the
poor syllabus and teachers
who seemed to know little
about their subjects that
he wrote an angry letter
to the Ministry of Educa-
tion, which he convinced
a bunch of his friends to
sign. His professor found
out before he could send
it, called his parents and
threatened to expel him,
he said.

show a catalytic future for mother earth? Mars is a planet consisted mainly of Iron oxide (FeO) which is
the cherrical reaction of Iron beginning to Oxidize. This chemical product is formally known as “Rust”. That means that Mars
must have had a large amount of water once upon a time which had a large reaction to the intense iron core of the planet. One
other similarity is that Mars use to have a strong atmosphere, which is now weak. Let’s now look at earth. Our Atmosphere works
moderately well, keeping moisture in and allowing sunlight to break through. Another similarity is that Earth’s core is mostly
made of iron (along with other rock mixtures). Earth is covered in 71% water, 69%-70% of which would be our salt water ocean.
Now, looking at this evidence, we know that it is plausible for Earth to have massive amounts of Iron Oxide, yet I'm not finished
there. The massive amount of water pressure from our ocean forces water into the pores of rocks and into our core. This means
that our iron core is actually really damp and wet. Now we look at our main source in our solar system, our sun. Our sun gener-

ates the heat and reactions needed for life on Earth. Also, the sun is a ticking time bomb, possible of launching large solar flares
that can strip the atmosphere from our Earth. Mars is located about 207millionKm or 1.38AU. Earth averages about 150millionKM or 1AU from the sun. If a massive solar
flare was the reach mars, strip away its atmosphere, cosmic radiation and extreme heat would super heat the planet. This intense heat would cause the massive amounts of
water to evaporate, and without the atmosphere, the surface of mars would be stripped. Now remaining would be the iron core of the Red planet along with the water stored
inside. Now, if you recall setting a glass of tea down on a hot day that has ice, you know that the glass will sweat. Well, rocks will work the same way. The rocks possess a
moist inside after the water pressure forced water into the rocks pours. Now due to the cosmic radiation and no protection from the suns heat, the water will be forced out
of the planet to evaporate. Leaving nothing but the once Iron core red with “rust”. A similar situation could happen to our own earth. If a large Solar flare was to pass right
into Earth, we would lose our atmosphere and gravitational pull. The next step would be the massive amounts of radiation and heat that would cause our iron core to sweat,
creating the chemical reaction that causes rust. So in turn, Mars might have once been like Earth, and Mars might show us a clue on how Earth might end.
