L.A. port strike could be prelude for dockworker talks

LOS ANGELES (AP) —  The 
end of one labor crisis at the 
nation’s busiest port complex 
could be a prelude to another.

The resolution o f an eight- 
day walk-off by clerical workers 
at the Los Angeles and Long 
Beach harbors that stalled bil­
lions o f dollars of cargo and 
left container ships stranded off 
the California coast points to

the stakes for upcoming contract 
talks with dockworkers at west­
ern U.S. shipping terminals.

The clerical workers represent 
a sliver o f  .the membership o f 
the International Longshore and 
Warehouse Union, whose 24,000 
dockworkers handle everything 
from car parts to computers at 
ports in Washington, Oregon, 
California and Hawaii. The strik­
ers numbered only about 450, 
but thousands o f dockworkers 
refused to cross the picket lines

and halted work at the sister 
ports that handle 44 percent of 
all container traffic that arrives 
in the U.S. by sea.

“There is a linkage between 
the two,” said Gary Chaison, 
professor o f labor relations at 
Clark University in Worcester, 
Mass. The walkout in Southern 
California “increased the possi­
bility, the probability, o f a strike” 
when the dockworker contract is 
negotiated in 2 0 14.

Clerical workers walked out

Nov. 27 after working without a 
contract for 30 months.

The strike at the Los Angeles 
area ports came at a time of 
widespread labor strife around 
the nation, with public- and pri­
vate-sector workers facing pres­
sure on wages, benefits and job 
security as employers look to 
curb costs. Earlier this year in 
Oregon, a federal judge ordered 
longshoremen to end an illegal 
slowdown that disrupted ship­
ping at the Port o f Portland, and

dockworkers on the East Coast 
have fought this year overtime 
rules and royalty payments to 
longshoremen.

But take-home pay was not a 
central issue with the well-paid 
clerical workers; the union was 
worried about jobs literally van­
ishing —  outsourced to China, 
Arizona or elsewhere.

“It’s not so much about the 
money, it’s not so much about 
the hours, it’s about watching

County eyes 
new election

Peet said Gray County had previously utilized an 
Election Commission, which included a represen­
tative from the city, county and each o f the local 
school districts.

However, Peet said the commission did not oper­
ate smoothly.

Gay Washington state couples 
get marriage licenses

SEATTLE (AP) —  Two by two, dozens of same- 
sex couples obtained their marriage licenses in 
Washington state early Thursday, just hours after 
Gov. Chris Grégoire signed a voter-approved law 
legalizing gay marriage.

King County, the state’s biggest county, opened 
the doors to its auditor’s office in Seattle just after 
midnight PST to start distributing marriage licenses. 
But hundreds o f people had lined up hours earlier, 
snaking around the downtown Seattle building on 
a chilly December night. By noon, nearly 400 
licenses had been issued in Seattle.

“We knew it was going to happen, but it’s still 
surreal,” said Amanda Dollente, who along with her 
partner, Kelly Middleton, began standing in line at 
4 p.m. Wednesday.

Washington state now joins several other states 
that allow gay and lesbian couples to wed. Grégoire 
and Secretary o f State Sam Reed certified the elec-

AUSTIN -  The Texas 
Department o f Public 
Safety (DPS) today high­
lighted the success o f the 
Interdiction for the Pro­
tection o f Children (IPC) 
program, which helps of­
ficers identify and recov­
er missing or exploited 
children. In 2009, DPS 
launched the IPC pro­
gram to teach troopers 
and officers how to iden­
tify, recognize, intervene 
and remove endangered

children without 
obvious signs 
o f abuse being 
present.

“DPS identi­
fied and filled 
a law enforce­
ment void with 
an invaluable 
program that 
trains officers to 
identify children 
in danger during traffic 
stops, including human 
trafficking,” said DPS 
Director Steven McCraw. 
“This program will con­
tinue to yield results and

our officers will 
continue to protect 
innocent children, 
save lives and stop 
predatory criminals 
from committing 
the most heinous 
crimes.”

IPC is a valuable 
program that pro­
vides sophisticated 
training to help 

law enforcement officers 
identify and recover miss­
ing or exploited children 
and arrest suspects for 
sexual assault o f children, 
including possession of

child pornography.
As a result o f  this train­

ing, DPS has made 20 
criminal arrests and re­
covered 62 missing or 
exploited children since 
2010. Since the pro­
gram’s inception, DPS 
has provided the IPC 
training to its own offi­
cers as well as other law 
enforcement, including 
more than 2,600 officers 
in Texas and approxi­
mately 1,900 officers na­
tionally and internation­
ally outside o f Texas.

out for efforts by 
employers to undermine 
the future viability o f the 
union,” said internation­
al trade economist Jock 
O ’Connell.

“For the unions, this 
was an existential crisis. 
For the employers, it was 
business,” O’Connell said.

Similar issues are likely 
to color the dockworkers’ 
talks, as workers see their 
jobs potentially threatened 
by automation and compe­
tition for shippers after the 
Panama Canal expansion 
is completed.

“The union knows this: 
The industry is ready to 
go to Mexico or Canada,” 
said Port o f Long Beach 
spokesman Art Wong. 
In 2014, “hopefully they 
won’t repeat what we’ve

seen here” with the cleri­
cal workers.

After the eight-day 
strike —  which stranded 
$760 million worth of 
cargo a day and sent some 
20 ships to other ports in 
California and Mexico —  
“both sides will see how 
much damage there can 
be if one side walked out 
or one side locks out,” 
Wong said.

California has a long 
history involving dock 
labor —  a strike in the 
1930s led to the unioniza­
tion o f ports across the 
West. The western dock- 
workers reached their 
last deal with shipping 
companies and terminal 
operators in 2008, when 
both sides were worried 
that a strike or lockout 
could further damage the 
U.S. economy. A 10-day 
lockout in 2002 caused an 
estimated $15 billion in 
economic losses.

With anxiety over a

dwindling middle class, 
and with unions embold­
ened by the re-election of 
President Barack Obama, 
“there is an increasing 
amount of pushback now,” 
O ’Connell said.

The clerks returned to 
work Wednesday, jubilant 
that the strike that shut 
down 10 of the 14 termi­
nals at the ports earned 
them guarantees, at least 
for now, that their jobs 
won’t be shipped some­
where else where labor 
costs are cheaper. They 
extracted promises from 
management that, as 
workers retire or leave the 
ports during the next four 
years, no more than 14 
jobs will be outsourced, 
union officials said.

“The key issue in this 
whole strike was the out­
sourcing o f good jobs, 
and they won protections 
against outsourcing abus­
es,” said union spokesman 
Craig Merrilees.

tion on Wednesday after­
noon, as they were joined 
by couples who plan to 
wed and community activ­
ists who worked on the 
campaign supporting gay 
marriage.

Because the state has a 
three-day waiting period, 
the earliest that weddings 
can take place is Sunday. 
Same-sex couples who 
previously were mar­
ried in another state that 
allows gay marriage, like 
Massachusetts, will not 
have to get remarried in 
Washington state. Their 
marriages will be valid 
here as soon as the law 
takes effect.

“This is a very impor­
tant and historic day in the

“We had trouble getting 
quorums,” he said. Without 
a quorum, the commission 
would be unable to vote on 
any action items.

“We want good coop­
eration, good communica­
tion,” Peet said. “If there’s 
a problem, we need to get 
it out in the open and not 
let it fester.”

Whitehead said elections 
have become expensive to 
run with increased atten­
tion given to improved 
technology and digital 
voting systems.

“Elections are getting so 
costly because o f the elec­
tronic voting machines 
that have to be used by 
law,” she said.

Peet said those interest­
ed in the position can pick 
up an application at his

office. Applications must 
be returned by Dec. 14.

Interviews will com­
mence once the applica­
tion deadline has passed, 
Peet said.

Peet did stress a sense 
o f urgency in filling the 
position with the new year 
quickly approaching.

However, Whitehead 
disagreed and said the 
process may take time to 
progress.

“This is going to be a 
slow process but we’re 
going to be hands-on,” she 
said.

She added that the tax 
assessor’s office will stay 
in close contact with the 
election administrator.

“The tax office is going 
to be a part o f that pro­
cess,” she said. “Anything 
within our power, we’re 
going to do what we can 
to keep errors from hap­
pening.”

Whitehead said she’s

excited about the new 
position and how it can 
help make the voting pro­
cess more efficient.

“We just know it’s in the 
best interests o f the county 
and we will support it,” 
she said.

Partial funding for the 
election process comes 
through the Help America 
Vote Act, which was 
passed in 2002 and then 
amended in 2006.

“HAVA provides funds 
through the state,” Peet 
said, adding that the funds

would cover the costs of 
equipment and training for 
part-time election work­
ers.

The act required aU 
states and counties, on Jan. 
1, 2006, to begin operat­
ing a single, unified state­
wide voter registration list. 
Texas’ system is known 
as the Texas Election 
M anagem ent System 
(TEAM). The TEAM sys­
tem replaced the Texas 
Voter Registration System, 
which was considered 
noncompliant with the

act’s new, more stringent 
guidelines regarding voter 
registration.

Part o f the election 
adm inistrator’s duties 
would be to help manage 
the Gray County TEAM 
system.

The legislation also 
mandated that an Election 
Standards Board be cre­
ated to oversee the fed­
eral Election Assistance 
Commission. The Board is 
comprised of 55 state elec­
tion officials and 55 local 
election officials.

nia, two border states 
with .similar immigrant 
populations. Texas is a 
no-income-tax, right-to- 
work, business-friendly 
state with substantially 
less regulation than the 
Obama-like high-tax (es­
pecially on the “the rich” 
and on business), forced 
unionism, heavily regu­
lated state of California. 
Texas also has one of 
the lowest per-capita 
spending rates, while 
California has one of the 
highest.

The result? Accord­
ing to Investor’s Busi­
ness Daily, state gross 
domestic product growth 
in Texas was 3.3 percent 
in 2011 and 5.2 percent 
in 2010, while California 
was 2 percent in 2011 
and 1.'7 percent in 2010. 
Texas has created more 
than twice as many new 
jobs as California and 
has a below-the-nation- 
al-average jobless rate of 
6.8 percent. California’s 
unemployment rate is 
10.2 percent.

From 2008 to 2011, 
Texans’ median hourly 
wages rose 8 percent, 
while Californians’ rose 
5.7 percent. And per- 
capita personal income 
during those years rose 
1.3 percent in Texas,

That Boehner did not 
throw the offer back in 
Geithner’s face and tell 
him, “Give me a call, Tim, 
when you’re serious,” 
suggests that the speaker 
feels he is holding a losing 
hand.

He wants a deal where 
the GOP agrees to higher 
revenues and the White 
House agrees to cuts in 
future entitlement outlays. 
But the Obamaites are 
looking to dictate terms. 
They want a triumph.
If that means casting 
Boehner as the Neville 
Chamberlain of the GOP, 
so be it.

What explains their 
hubris?

Two years ago, Obama 
had to eat crow and 
extend the Bush tax cuts. 
Now it’s payback time.

The federal tax rate 
on capital gains will rise 
from 15 percent to a maxi­
mum 24.7 percent, a jump 
of 60 percent.

— The federal tax rate 
on interest and dividends 
will triple from 15 percent 
to a maximum 44.7 per­
cent.

—  Where $5 million 
of an estate can now be 
passed on to one’s heirs 
non-taxed, that will be 
cut to $I million. And the 
death tax rate would shoot 
from 35 percent to a neo- 
Marxist 55 percent.

Even Senate Democrats 
fear this would force 
a .selloff or breakup of 
family farms and fWiily 
businesses at death. Yet 
somewhere, the radical 
socialist Saul Alinsky, 
who inspired the young 
community organizer, is 
smiling.

Why does Obama see 
him.self in the catbird .seat, 
though his demands are 
intolerable to the GOP 
and, absent a deal, he risks 
taking the country over 
the cliff Jan. I?

Obama believes that if 
we go into the abyss, he

can paint the Republican 
Party as having imperiled 
the economy and im­
posed tax increases on the 
middle class, just to spare 
America’s top 2 percent 
from a modest increase 
in its contribution to debt 
reduction.

And Obama has a hole 
card.

If those tax hikes hit 
Jan. 1, he will be able to 
posture as the rescuer of 
the 98 percent by propos­
ing to the new Congress 
an Obama tax cut that 
restores the Bush rates for 
all couples earning less 
than $250,000.

He will also be able to 
dictate to Boehner & Co. 
the tax rate on estates, 
dividends and capital 
gains that he will accept 
or not accept. The Bush 
tax cuts would be replaced 
by the Obama tax cuts, as 
the GOP is cursed from 
coast to coast for taking us ' 
over the cliff.

Obama believes he will 
then be seen as pulling 
the nation out o f the pit 
into which the GOP had 
plunged it, simply to 
spare its fat cats a needed 
haircut.

In “Rules for Radicals,” 
the Alinsky rulebook and 
Obama playbook, the first 
rule is, “Power is not only 
what you have, but what 
an opponent thinks you 
have.”

Clearly, many Repub­
licans think that if  they 
do not yield, Obama will

while falling almost 1 
percent in California. 
California’s poverty rate

a report on what would 
happen to the economy if 
Congress fails to retain the 
Bush-era tax rates. Keep­
ing the Bush-era rates for 
all but the rich, the CBO 
says, adds 1.25 percentage 
points to GDP. Retaining 
tax rates for all, including 
the rich, however, adds 1.5 
percent to the economy.
In other words, raising 
taxes on the rich lowers 
economic output. Does 
a quarter of a percentage 
matter? The CBO says 
it will “only” reduce job 
growth by about 200,000 
jobs —  although other 
reputable studies put the 
number at 700,000 jobs.

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Pearl Harbor Raid, 7 December 1941

The 7 December 1941 Japanese raid on Pearl Harbor was one of the great defining moments in history. A single carefully-planned and well- 
executed stroke removed the United States Navy’s battleship force as a possible threat to the Japanese Empire’s southward expansion. America, 
unprepared and now considerably weakened, was abruptly brought into the Second World War as a full combatant.

Eighteen months earlier. President Franklin D. Roosevelt had transferred the United States Fleet to Pearl Harbor as a presumed deterrent to Jap­
anese aggression. The Japanese military, deeply engaged in the seemingly endless war it had started against China in mid-1937, badly needed 
oil and other raw materials. Commercial access to these was gradually curtailed as the conquests continued. In July 1941 the Western powers 
effectively halted trade with Japan. From then on, as the desperate Japanese schemed to seize the oil and mineral-rich East Indies and Southeast 
Asia, a Pacific war was virtually inevitable.

By late November 1941, with peace negotiations clearly approaching an end, informed U.S. officials (and they were well-informed, they be­
lieved, through an ability to read Japan’s diplomatic codes) fully expected a Japanese attack into the Indies, Malaya and probably the Philip­
pines. Completely unanticipated was the prospect that Japan would attack east, as well.

The U.S. Fleet’s Pearl Harbor base was reachable by an aircraft carrier force, and the Japanese Navy secretly sent one across the Pacific with 
greater aerial striking power than had ever been seen on the World’s oceans. Its planes hit just before 8 am on 7 December. Within a short time 
five of eight battleships at Pearl Harbor were sunk or sinking, with the rest damaged. Several other ships and most Hawaii-based combat planes 
were also knocked out and over 2400 Americans were dead. Soon after, Japanese planes eliminated much of the American air force in the Phil­
ippines, and a Japanese Army was ashore in Malaya.

These great Japanese successes, achieved without prior diplomatic formalities, shocked and enraged the previously divided American people 
into a level of purposeful unity hardly seen before or since. For the next five months, until the Battle of the Coral Sea in early May, Japan’s 
far-reaching offensives proceeded untroubled by fruitful opposition. American and Allied morale suffered accordingly. Under normal political 
circumstances, an accommodation might have been considered.

However, the memory of the “sneak attack’’ on Pearl Harbor fueled a determination to fight on. Once the Battle of Midway in early June 1942 
had eliminated much of Japan’s striking power, that same memory stoked a relentless war to reverse her conquests and remove her, and her 
German and Italian allies, as future threats to World peace.
