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2 Pampa churches burglarized

into last week First Presbyterian
Church on Friday and Central Baptist
Church on Wednesday.

Though the break-ins happened only
a few days apart, Officer Stormy Mc-
Cullar of the Pampa Police Department
said there is no confirmed link between
the two incidents.

According to a press release from
the Pampa Police Department, officers
responded to Central Baptist Church
on St. Francis Street in reference to a
burglary on Dec. 12. During the inves-
tigation, detectives collected evidence

linking a suspect to the
burglary.

Police have obtained
a warrant for 19-year-
old James Hathaway
in - connection to the
burglary. As of Mon-
day morning, Hatha-
way is still at-large.
He is described as a
white male about 5
foot, 4 inches tall.

The pastor of the Central Baptist de-
clined to comment on the burglary.

Police are asking anyone who knows
Hathaway’s whereabouts to contact
them at 806-669-5700.

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Old era goes out with a bang

= Celanese Chemical Plant demolished, razed with explosives on Sunday

A Pampa landmark at the
former Celanese Chemi-
cal Plant was razed to the
ground on Sunday.

The 300-foot coal stack,
boilers and associated
structures were brought
down with explosives at
5:38 p.m.

Officials with the Pam-
pa Energy Center, who
now owns the site, told
residents who want to wit-
ness the demolition that it
would occur between noon
and 3 p.m., and vehicles

started to show up as early
as 11 a.m.

After many people left
their Sunday morming
worship services, they
came out to the demolition
site.

Most people stayed in
their cars due to the cold
weather and howling
winds.

Spectators were blocked
off from getting close to
the plant, about 3,000 feet
away. Many of the audi-
ence began to become im-
patient and started leaving
after the 4 p.m. hour.

the Pampa Energy Center
said that everything with
the demolition happened
as planned, it just took lon-
ger to occur.

“Its not an exact sci-
ence,” he said. “Once we
got in there, we realized it
was going to take longer
than we planned for to pre-
pare for the demolition.”

Scroggins said the debris
from the coal stack will
be used to fill a pit in the
coal receiving area and the
boiler will be broken down
and sold for scraps.

Due to rising fuel costs the
plant, added the coal stack
in the 1970s to produce
steam-generated electrical
power.

Until the late 1980s the
plant was known as the
Celanese Pampa Plant,

In 1987, Celanese
merged with Hoechst AG,
so the site became known
as the Hoechst Celanese
Chemical Group, Pampa
Plant.

During November of
1987, the plant had a safe-
ty incident where three
employees were killed
and a number of other
employees were injured.
An ambitious rebuilding
effort placed the site back
in service in 1989 with
significant modernization
of facilities and enhance-
ments to the overall en-
vironmental performance
of the facility. The envi-
ronmental enhancements
included an irrigated land
farm for disposal of cool-
ing tower blow down and
process waste water.

In 2008, Babcock and
Brown purchased the site
from Celanese with the
intent to convert it into
a large scale electrical
power production facil-
ity. Celanese removed the
chemical production facil-
ities and left the coal-fired
boilers and utilities infra-
structure in place for use
by Babcock and Brown.
Babcock and Brown re-
named the site the Pampa
Energy Center.

Shortly after the pur-

chase of the site, Babcock
and Brown disposed of
all assets owned in North
America as a result of a
downturn in the economy.
The Pampa Economic De-
velopment Corp. was able
to purchase the site fro $3
million, which included
the coal boilers, utilities,
railroad spurs, buildings
and the land and water
rights in 2011.

Scroggins added that en-
ergy company Enbridge
has already moved in on
the north side of the plant
and is using the rail facili-
ties. He also said that Pam-
pa Fuels will be building a
methanol plant on the site.
“We are going to continue
with clearing the old struc-
tures out and hopefully
bring new economic activ-
ity to Pampa,” Scroggins
said.

Some of the have-nots
sit on sidewalks hoping
for money from passers-
by. Sometimes, gamblers
give the beggars casino
chips. Panhandlers say
the best time for them is

after midnight when the
winners emerge from the
gambling dens. Redis-
tribution is much easier
when you’ve just run the
table.

President Obama
should spend some time
in Vegas. Maybe then he
would understand capi-
talism better. No matter
how many handouts the
panhandlers get, their
circumstances rarely
change. The money is
mostly used to feed their
compulsions

On the other end, the
rich | percenters hus-
tling the gambling tables
are trying to increase
their affluence by taking
chances.

Conn. teacher sacrifices own life to save her students

The massacre of 20 elemen-
tary school children along
with six adults at Sandy Hook
Elementary School in New-
town, Conn. on Friday is one of
the most senseless tragedies in
modem times.

The motives of the 20-year-
old shooter, Adam
Lanza, are still un-
explained. No one
understands why
this young man,
who was described
by neighbors as
intelligent and
polite, could do
something so hor-
rific. He seemed
to have had a bright future. Why
would he end his life and take
so many others with him?

It is even more sad that these
young lives were taken so close
to the holidays, when families
should be celebrating and ex-
changing gifts instead of mourn-

I have chosen
not to write on the political
issues that may arise from this
tragedy. Instead, I have decided
to find the goodness, if any, that
could come out of a incident
wrought with so much evil.

While Lanza was going from
classroom to classroom Friday
destroying life, there was at
least one person inside Sandy
Hook Elementary protecting it.

You may have heard the name
Victoria Soto in news stories
about the shooting. She is the
27-year-old first-grade teacher
who sacrificed her own life to
protect her students.

Members of Soto’s family and
parents of her students said they
were not surprised by Soto’s
selfless actions.

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Gun control debate
begins to simmer
after massacre

WASHINGTON (AP) — Democrats say meaningful
action in the wake of the school shootings in Connecti-
cut must include a ban on military-style assault weap-
ons and a look at how the nation deals with individuals
suffering from serious mental illness.

Several Democratic lawmakers and Independent Sen.
Joe Lieberman said it was time to take a deeper look
into the recent spate of mass shootings and what can
be done to prevent them. Gun control was a hot topic
in the early 1990s, when Congress enacted a 10-year
ban on assault weapons. But since that ban expired in
2004, few Americans have wanted stricter laws and
politicians say they don’t want to become targets of a
powerful gun-rights lobby.

Gun-rights advocates said that might all change after
the latest shooting that killed 20 children aged 6 or 7.
Police say the gunman, Adam Lanza, was carrying an
arsenal of ammunition and used a high-powered rifle
similar to the military’s M-16.

On Monday, Sen. Joe Manchin, a lifelong member of
the National Rifle Association, said it was time to dis-
cuss gun policy and move toward action on gun regu-
lation. The conservative West Virginia Democrat said
Monday he agrees with New York City Mayor Michael
Bloomberg, who has advocated banning the sale of as-
sault weapons.

Manchin is the most prominent gun rights advocate
to speak after the shooting, telling MSNBC that he is a
“proud outdoorsman and hunter, but this doesn’t make
sense.”

At a Sunday night service in Newtown, Conn., the site
of Friday’s massacre, President Barack Obama did not
specifically address gun control. But he vowed, “In the
coming weeks I'll use whatever power this office holds
to engage my fellow citizens, from law enforcement to
mental health professionals to parents and educators in
an effort aimed at preventing more tragedies like this.”

He added: “Are we really prepared to say that we’re
powerless in the face of such carnage, that the politics
are too hard? Are we prepared to say that such violence
visited on our children year after year after year is
somehow the price of our freedom?”

Sen. Chuck Schumer, D-N.Y., said the nation “could
be at a tipping point ... a tipping point where we might
actually get something done” on gun control. He and
other Democrats, as well as Lieberman, said they want
to ban the sale of new assault weapons and make it
harder for mentally ill individuals to obtain weapons.

An ‘easy fix’ that is neither easy nor a fix

Q: If Congress ever does
get around to reforming
Social Security, I’ve got an
easy fix that should solve
all of the program’s financ-
ing problems. And I don’t
think I’ve ever heard any-
one discuss the issue. Sim-
ply make everyone pay into
Social Security, including
members of Congress. Why
should they have a Cadillac
pension plan and the rest of
us are stuck with Social Se-
curity?

A: Sorry, but your “easy
fix” isn’t easy and it’s not
a fix. And it has been dis-
cussed many times, espe-
cially in this column. How-
ever, | guess it never hurts to
go over this very misunder-
stood topic again. Before |
do, let me correct one mis-
statement you made. Mem-
bers of Congress, the presi-
dent and all top government
officials do pay into Social
Security. But there are some
groups of employees in this
country who are not cov-
ered by Social Security. To
understand why, I've got to
start out with a bit of a his-
tory lesson.

When Social Security
first started in the 1930s,
most people in this country
didn’t have pension plans,
s0 a government-sponsored
retirement program like So-
cial Security was a welcome
relief for them. Just about
everyone who worked for
wages was covered by So-
cial Security from day one.
(Self-employed people
came under Social Secu-
rity’s umbrella a decade or
so later.)

But some groups of em-
ployees already had pension
plans in place. The two larg-
est were railroad workers,
who were covered by the
railroad retirement system
and federal government em-
ployees (including the presi-
dent, members of Congress,
etc.), who were covered by
the civil service retirement
system. Both of those pen-
sion plans had been around
long before Social Security
started. So it was decided
to exclude these two large
groups from Social Secu-
rity -- simply because they
didn’t need it.

In addition, Congress felt
that it would be unconsti-
tutional to force a federal

So,
employees of
state and local
government enti-

ties were given the option
of joining Social Security
or not. Most did. About 80
percent of all such public
employees became part of
Social Security.

So that’s what happened
when Social Security start-
ed in the 1930s. Nobody
thought twice about any of
these decisions because they
made sense. But over the
years, people started griping
about the fact that members
of Congress and other high
level government officials
were not covered by Social
Security. Stories began to
spread that Congress had
specifically excluded itself
from Social Security in or-
der to set up its members
with a better pension system
(e.g., the alleged “Cadillac”
plan you complained about).
Eventually there was simply
too much political pressure
on Congress to remain out-
side of Social Security.

So in 1983, as part of a
package of major Social
Security reform legislation,
they passed a law mandat-

ing that all members of

Congress, the president, the
vice president and all other
high-level government lead-
ers, as well as all federal
employees hired after 1983,
would be covered by Social
Security.

Today, that leaves railroad
workers as the only major
nationwide group of em-
ployees still not covered by
Social Security.

And at the state and local

level, there are thousands of

groups around the country
not under the Social Secu-
rity umbrella. They could be
anything from a small sewer
district in Washington State
of maybe 10 employees to a

SHO

large group of thousands of
employees like California
teachers. In fact, the largest
groups of non-Social Secu-
rity covered workers tend to
be teachers -- in states like
California, Texas and Ohio.
Also many law enforcement
agencies in these same (and
some other) states are not in
Social Security.

Today, around the country
as a whole, about 93 percent
of workers are covered by
Social Security.

People like you still gripe
about members of Congress
and their pensions.

They do get a pension
that supplements their So-
cial Security. But that’s the
way the system is supposed
to work. For example, my
wife was a county librarian
in a state that was covered
by Social Security.

She gets Social Secu-
rity, and she gets a pension
from the county where she
worked to supplement it.
My neighbor worked for a
large national corporation.
He gets Social Security,
and he gets a nice pension
from his former employer
to supplement it. But as we
all know, most company
pensions are getting to be

a thing of the past, replaced
(if they are replaced at all)
by 401k plans. That’s not
the way things were sup-
posed to work -- but it’s the
way this country’s retire-
ment systems have evolved.

And one final point. The
Social Security “fix” that
you propose, making ev-
eryone in the country pay
into the Social Security sys-
tem, something commonly
referred to as “universal
coverage,” doesn’t really
do that much to negate the
program’s long-ranging fis-
cal woes.

Actuaries estimate that it
would solve only about 10
percent of the funding prob-
lem.

I will grant you this: it’s
an easy political fix because
it impacts only a relatively
small group of people (the
seven percent of the popu-
lation not covered by So-
cial Security). Folks who
work for state and local
government agencies not
participating in Social Secu-
rity are worried that they’ll
be dragged kicking and
screaming into the federal
pension system.

To ease their minds a bit,
I would wager that any push
for “universal coverage”
will impact only newly-
hired employees.

They were especially the
rule at inns/motels.

Pa. prosecutor: Steroids found in Reid’s room

EASTON, Pa. (AP) An investiga-
tion into the fatal heroin overdose of Gar-
rett Reid, the oldest son of Philadelphia
Eagles coach Andy Reid, revealed there
were steroids in his room the day he died,
a Pennsylvania prosecutor said Monday.

Northampton County District Attorney
John Morganelli said that anabolic ste-
roids were found in the room where Gar-
rett Reid was staying when he overdosed
on heroin Aug. 5 during Eagles train-
ing camp. Reid was helping the team’s
strength and conditioning coach at the
time of his death

Morganelli said there was no evidence
that Reid was giving the steroids to any
Eagles players, and that investigators
could not determine if the drugs were for
Reid’s own use or for distribution.

Morganelli also said that steroids had
nothing to do with Reid’s death.

Garrett Reid’s body was found in his
dorm room at Lehigh University in Beth-
lehem. A coroner said the 29-year-old
died of an accidental heroin overdose.

Lehigh University police were called to
the dorm room around 7:20 a.m. on Aug.
5, arriving after Eagles team physician Dr.
Omar Elkhamra had tried to revive him
with a defibrillator

Investigators searching his room found
a used syringe and spoon, along with a
gym bag filled with dozens of syringes
and needles, many of them unopened, as
well as 19 vials of an unknown liquid.

Testing revealed the vials contained
four types of anabolic steroids, Morgan-
elli said

But said he did not have any evidence
that Reid was distributing steroids to
players

Asked how aggressively his office and
Lehigh University’s police department
pursued the question, Morganelli said:
“Lots of interviews were conducted by the
police. And I can’t go into all of them, but
all I can say is that we could not provide
any evidence or substantiate that anybody

in the Eagles organization was involved
in this, or whether or not this was for his
personal use. It was just undetermined.”

He acknowledged the quantity found
could have been intended for distribution,
“but what I’'m saying is | have no evidence
of that, that there was any distribution by
Mr. Reid, either here or anywhere else.”

The prosecutor said he had not been in
touch either with the NFL or the Eagles
organization.

It wasn’t clear if Reid had steroids in his
system at the time of his death. Northamp-
ton County Coroner Zachary Lysek did
not immediately return a phone call

Once the corner determined that Reid
had succumbed to heroin, investigators
focused on learning who had supplied him
with it, combing through Reid’s phone re-
cords to see who he was calling and tex-
ting before his death. But Morganelli said
that probe ran into a dead end.

“It cannot be determined whether Mr.
Reid obtained heroin here in the Lehigh
Valley or brought it with him to training
camp from elsewhere,” Morganelli said,
adding that Lehigh University police has
closed the investigation.

Reid seemed to have rebounded from a
long struggle with drug abuse.

He was sentenced to nearly two years
in prison for a 2007 high-speed car crash
that injured another driver. Police said
Reid was high on heroin, and they found
the drug and more than 200 pills in his
car.

More recently, exercise and training
had become his passion and he aspired
to make it a career. At the time of his
death, he had been helping strength and
conditioning coach Barry Rubin. But an
autopsy revealed his body showed signs
of chronic drug use.

Reid’s younger brother, Britt, has also
struggled with drug use and was arrested
on the same day as Garrett in 2007 after a
road-rage incident.

Police discovered weapons and drugs in
Britt Reid’s vehicle.

He now works as a graduate assistant
coach at Temple.
