Las Pampas Square, formerly the Coronado 
Shopping Center, is getting more than just a face-
lift.

Right now, electricians are installing new security 
lights in the outdoor corridors, and there are plans 
to paint and extend throughout the center the new 
rust-colored awning that now decorates the front of 
Steeles and Hastings.

“A lot of the infrastructure work we are doing 
can’t be seen,” said Clay Rice, executive director 
of the Pampa Economic Development Corp.

Rice said the PEDC, which bought the 50-year-
old shopping center in June for $1.7 million, is re-
doing much of the plumbing and electrical, along 
with fi xing some of the roofs.

The PEDC acquired a $3.7 million loan from 
First Bank Southwest to remodel the square.

According to its mission statement, PEDC is a 
nonprofi t corporation governed by the Texas De-
velopment Corp. with the purpose of promoting, 
assisting and enhancing new and existing business-
es in Pampa.

The Coronado Center on North Hobart Street has 
long been anchored by Bealls Department Store, 
Hasting media store and the Cinema 4 movie the-

ater.
Another department store, Dunlap’s, closed sev-

eral years ago.
Since its purchase by PEDC last summer, dis-

count department store Steeles and energy compa-
ny Enbridge have moved in. Enbridge in Novem-
ber held a grand opening for its new offi ce, which 
houses 235 employees.

Rice said about half of the center’s 200,000 
square feet is available for leasing.

“We have two or three interested parties,” he said. 
Though he could not name the potentials, he said 

they are all good prospects. “We are talking to them 
about what we have there.”

Along with adding new stores, Rice said a few

Lefors woman 
found dead

A 42-year-old Lefors 
woman who had ties to 
Pampa was found dead in 
her home on New Year’s 
Day.

The body of Kristi Slat-
ten was found by depu-
ties from the Gray County 
Sheriff’s Offi ce, who also 
discovered evidence of 
foul play at the scene, 
according to a released 
statement from the Texas 
Department of Public 
Safety in Amarillo. 

GCSO requested the 
Texas Rangers assist with 
the investigation. Slatten 
was strangled, according 
to a preliminary autopsy 
report by DPS.

Slatten had been the 

offi ce manager at Dan-
nie Hoover State Farm 
in Pampa for the past 15 
years and worked part-
time at Easy’s Eastside 
Liquor Store on East 
Brown Street.

Authorities investigat-
ing Slatten’s home in 
Lefors determined her 
Chevrolet Avalanche was 
missing and a warrant 
was issued for the stolen 
vehicle, the release stated.

At approximately 2:27 
p.m., Tuesday, offi cers 
with the Panhandle Po-
lice Department, Carson 
County Sheriff’s Offi ce 
and the Texas Highway 
Patrol stopped the vehicle 
on U.S. Highway 60 two 
miles west of Panhandle, 
according to the state-

The Gray County 
Courthouse will receive 
multiple sets of new ex-
terior doors after the 
Gray County Commis-
sion Wednesday morning 
unanimously approved 
a contract with Drennan 
and Boyd Construction, 
of Amarillo, to provide 
engineering services.

“They were here Mon-
day making some more 
measurements,” Judge 
Richard Peet said.

The county will pay 

$5,000 as a down pay-
ment for construction 
before Jan. 15, Peet said, 
adding that construction 
begins the date the con-
tract is signed.

The new sets of doors 
at the north and south en-
trances will be electronic 
and will fold inset similar 
to the set of exterior doors 
at the Gray County Sher-
iff’s Offi ce. 

The east door of the 
courthouse will be revolv-
ing.

The next county com-
mision meeting will be 
held  at 9 a.m. on Jan. 15.

Pampa man arrested on New Year’s for DWI

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LAS VEGAS (AP) — Las Vegas 
police say a man wanted for murder 
in San Antonio, Texas, fatally shot 
himself a block east of the Las Vegas 
Strip.

Police Capt. Chris Jones says au-
thorities arrived about 9:30 a.m. 
Wednesday to a Super 8 hotel on 
Koval Lane, where the suspect was 
believed to be.

Jones says the man emerged from 
the hotel about an hour later, ran a 
short distance, and shot himself.

Las Vegas police haven’t identified 
the man, who is believed to be in his 
early 30s.

Police initially described the situa-
tion as an officer-involved shooting, 
but Jones clarified that no shots were 
fired besides the one the suspect in-
flicted on himself.

Jones said he had no details on the 
underlying murder case from Texas.

NJ Gov. Christie blasts  
fellow Republican Boehner 

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — New Jer-
sey Gov. Chris Christie is blasting 
fellow Republican John Boehner 
for the House Speaker’s decision to 
delay a vote on Superstorm Sandy 
relief and says the inaction is “inex-
cusable.”

Christie said Wednesday that the 
House is playing politics with the 
$60 billion aid request and it’s hurt-

ing Northeasterners who are rely-
ing on aid to be able to repair their 
homes, reopen businesses and make 
decisions about how to rebuild after 
the October storm.

The governor, who is one of the 
nation’s highest-profile Republi-
cans, hinted that he might campaign 
against some members of his own 
party who acted to delay a storm-aid 
vote.

In the days after the storm, Christie 
frequently praised Democratic Presi-
dent Barack Obama for his response 
and attentiveness.

Ethics agency fines Texas  
billionaire’s PAC $6,500 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — State eth-
ics officials have issued a $6,450 fine 
to a political action committee of 
Dallas billionaire Harold Simmons 
over nearly $65,000 in illegal cam-
paign contributions.

The ruling by the Texas Ethics 
Commission comes nearly a year 
after a watchdog group filed a com-
plaint against WCS-Texas Solutions. 
The PAC was created by Waste Con-
trol Specialists, which is owned by 
Simmons and runs a nuclear waste 
site in West Texas.

The PAC violated a state law that 
requires at least 10 donors before 
making political contributions. Sim-
mons, one of the nation’s top Repub-

lican donors, solely funded the PAC 
when it gave money to 18 Republi-
can and Democratic state lawmakers.

The ethics commission closed the 
complaint Dec. 20. Bill Lindquist, 
the PAC treasurer, has previously 
described the violation as a mistake.

Woman dies on Texas
bound flight from Brazil 

HOUSTON (AP) — Police say an 
American Airlines jet flying from 
Brazil to North Texas has diverted to 
Houston after a 25-year-old passen-
ger died aboard the aircraft.

Houston police spokeswoman Jodi 
Silva says homicide detectives re-
sponding to George Bush Intercon-
tinental Airport just before daybreak 
Wednesday found no signs of trauma 
on the woman. An autopsy will be 
performed. The name of the female 
passenger wasn’t immediately re-
leased.

An American spokesman says 
Flight 962 left Sao Paolo, Brazil, 
just after 1 a.m. Wednesday bound 
for Dallas-Fort Worth International 
Airport.

The Boeing 777, with 220 pas-
sengers and a crew of 14, diverted 
to Houston due to the medical emer-
gency and landed shortly after 6:30 
a.m. 

The plane continued on to DFW 
airport about three hours later.

NEW YORK (AP) — The “fi scal cliff” 
compromise, for all its chaos and con-
troversy, was enough to send the stock 
market shooting higher Wednesday, the 
fi rst trading day of the new year.

All the major U.S. stock indexes 
swelled by at least 2 percent. For the 
Dow Jones industrial average, up 263 
points soon after the market opened, it 
was the biggest surge in six months.

Stocks around the world also leapt 
higher. The major indexes in Britain, 
France and Germany rose more than 2 
percent, and Greece and Spain were up 
by more than 3 percent. Stocks in Asia 
also surged.

In the U.S., the rally was extraordi-
narily broad. For every stock that fell on 
the New York Stock Exchange, roughly 
18 rose.

The Dow was up 263 at 13,369 after 
the fi rst 45 minutes of trading. The S&P 
500 was up 30 to 1,456. The Nasdaq 
composite was up 82 to 3,102.

The yield on the 10-year Treasury note 
rose sharply, to 1.84 percent from 1.75 
percent, as investors dumped safe harbor 
investments like U.S. government bonds 
and plowed money into stocks. 

The dollar fell against the euro and 
prices for oil and other commodities 
rose.

Late Tuesday night the U.S. House 
of Representatives passed a budget bill 
meant to ward off the “fi scal cliff.” Many 
House Republicans balked at voting for 
the bill because they wanted a deal that 
did more to cut government spending.

Because lawmakers didn’t have a 
budget compromise in place when the 
new year started on Tuesday, the U.S. 
technically did go over the “fi scal cliff,” 
meaning tax increases and government 
spending cuts automatically kicked in 
that day. 

Some analysts worried that the com-
bination would kick the U.S. back into 
recession. But the bill passed Tuesday 

night by the House will prevent the 
“cliff” from taking hold. It already has 
Senate approval, and now awaits a sig-
nature from President Barack Obama.

Some investors, even as they watched 
the stock market leap higher, cautioned 
that the euphoria could be short-lived. 
The deal leaves a host of questions un-
resolved. 

Notably, the core issue of the “fi scal 
cliff” standoff in Washington has been 
the country’s long-term plan for trim-
ming its debt, and the deal doesn’t in-
clude any signifi cant defi cit-cutting 
agreement.

Next up is what could turn into a vi-
cious fi ght over the debt ceiling, or how 
much the government is allowed to bor-
row. 

And the U.S. could still get its debt 
rating downgraded by one of the ratings 
agencies. 

The stock market plunged in August 
2011 after Standard & Poor’s cut the 
U.S. government’s credit rating.

Some investors also noted that the “fi s-
cal cliff,” which has dominated headlines 
for weeks, is only masking serious prob-
lems punctuating the world economy, 
including the still-unsolved European 
debt crisis and middling growth for the 
U.S. economy. Wednesday, the president 
of debt-wracked Cyprus said he’d refuse 
to sell government-owned companies, a 
provision that the country’s bailout deal 
says it must at least consider.

Among stocks making big moves, 
Zipcar shot up 48 percent, or $3.96, to 
$12.20 after the company said it had 
agreed to be acquired by Avis. Avis rose 
$1.16 to $20.98. 

Zipcar has a business model that’s 
popular with drivers, allowing them to 
rent cars for just a few hours at a time. 

The company has struggled to win 
over investors, however, and its stock 
plunged nearly 39 percent in 2012. Avis 
rose 84 percent in the same period.

Everyone is waiting for 
the fi scal cliff problem to 
be solved — or to see what 
happens if we don’t solve it 
and face higher taxes and 
government spending cuts. 
There’s nothing you can do 
about that. 

But don’t let that anxiety 
paralyze you and keep you 
from making sensible plans 
for the New Year. 

Here are some tips: 
— Organize your check-

book. Of course, you may 
not use a checkbook any-
more, preferring to do all 
your banking online. But 
this is the moment to go 
over your check payments 
for the year and fi gure out 
which are tax deductible 
for your 2012 return. 

You may have written 
checks to charities, or to 
pay for business expenses 
and travel. Get it sorted out 
now.

Or better yet, down-
load the latest version of 
Quicken from Quicken.
com. Download your en-
tire year’s checking activ-
ity into the program with 
the stroke of a key — and 
you’ll be able to categorize 
all your spending, includ-
ing tax-deductible items. 
And tax time will be a lot 
less harried if you organize 
now, and set up a folder 
for the year-end statements 
and 1099 notices of income 
from your bank accounts 
and brokerage accounts, as 
well as your W-2 from your 
employer. 

— Check your insurance 
policies. Your agent is ei-
ther on vacation — or sit-
ting waiting for your call!

What’s this? Joe 
Biden in weekend con-
versation with Mitch

Not much came, re-
portedly, of the Biden-
McConnell negotia-
tions. 

One is struck anyway 
by an infinitely larger 
question — how did 
we as a society, as a 
nation, get to this point: 
wrapped in suspense 
while the government 
of the United States 
works out, or tries to, 
the solutions to our 
greatest problems?

The government? Joe 
Biden? The Senate? 
The House? The presi-
dency? The courts? 

What has a structural 
arrangement devised 
for the maintenance of 
ordered liberty got to 
do, legitimately, with 
all it’s got to do with?

On Monday morning, 
the talk in Washington, 
D. C. — a city named 
for a president with 
entirely modest aspi-
rations when it came 
to power — revolved 
around more than late-
night negotiations.

Matters such as in-
come levels, “chained 
CPI,” alternative-min-
imum tax patches and 
Medicare payments, 
swam before the eyes of 
our elected representa-
tives who, understand-
ably, looked goggle-
eyed as they rehearsed 
their arguments or 
recounted their labors. 
The New York Times 
highlighted Illinois 
Democrat Richard J. 
Durbin’s account of the 
proceedings: “It looks 
awful.”

That might be be-
cause it is : predictably 
so. Americans have 
had a good if unsettling 

look at the number of 
patch jobs necessary 
to make the pistons of 
modern government 
move with anything 
resembling regularity.

It was no wonder on 
Monday morning noth-
ing was getting done. 
To switch metaphors, 
the pieces of the puzzle 
scattered on the respec-
tive floors of Congress’ 
two Houses are infinite 
in size, variety and 
configuration. 

Who’s able to assem-
ble so great a number 
of pieces in the manner 
best suited to the needs 
of a diverse nation?

The trouble here is 
obvious. Anyway, it 
becomes so with a little 
thought. 

The bigger the policy 
questions at stake be-
come, the more numer-
ous the stakeholders be-
come; thus, the dimmer 
grow the prospects for 
reconciliation of variant 
viewpoints. Everybody 
wants his piece of the 
action. In a democracy, 
that means, everybody 
gets it.

If you’ve gathered by 
now this is an anti-big 
government sermon, 
you have certainly 
gathered correctly. 
Americans perenni-
ally bat back and forth 
the arguments over big 
government’s costs and 
who ought to pay them. 
How about introducing 
into the mix the topic of 
big government’s basic 
unworkability? Too big 
to pay for equals too 
big to work. Can there 
be any doubt of it?

What’s been happening 
the past decade or so in 
Washington — not just 
since the election — is 
the slow-paced screen-
ing of a disaster flick, 
“The Government That 
Ate America,” in which 
demands that Congress 
and the president do a 
bit of everything finally 
overload the machinery 
of government.

Orange and red lights 
start to flicker. YOU 
CAN’T HAVE EVERY-
THING YOU WANT! is 
the message the control 
system flashes.

Dear Reader, 
Estate planning in 
a second marriage 
can be tricky, es-
pecial when there 
are children from 
different mar-
riages involved.

To a black ESPN 
sports analyst, this is 
the critical question: Is 
Robert Griffin III, aka 
RG III, the black rookie 
sensation Washington 
Redskins quarterback, 

“a brother, 
or is he a 
cornball 
brother?” 
What has 
RG III 
done or 
said to 
raise a 
suspicion 
about his 
bona fides 

as a black person? More 
importantly, what does 
this have to do with ap-
preciating — or choosing 
not to appreciate — Grif-
fin as an athlete?

Turns out RG III fan-
cies himself as a quarter-
back who happens to be 
black — as opposed to a 
black quarterback. When 
asked for the millionth 
time about his status as 
a “black quarterback,” 
Griffin responded: 

“I don’t play too much 
into the color game, 
because I don’t want 
to be the best African-
American quarterback, 
I want to be the best 
quarterback.” 

And, when asked at a 
press conference about 
Martin Luther King Jr., 
RG III said: “For me, 
you don’t ever want to 
be defined by the color 
of your skin. 

You want to be defined 
by your work ethic, the 
person that you are, your 
character, your personal-
ity. 

That’s what I’ve tried 
to go out and do. I am 
an African-American in 

America. That will never 
change. But I don’t have 
to be defined by that.”

Holy color-blindness!
Such an attitude 

doesn’t cut it with ES-
PN’s Rob Parker, who in 
addition to the “cornball 
brother” comment, said: 
“OK, he’s black, he kind 
of does the thing, but 
he’s not really down with 
the cause. He’s not one 
of us. He’s kind of black, 
but he’s not really, like, 
the guy you want to hang 
out with because he’s off 
to something else. ... We 
all know he has a white 
fiancee. 

Then there was all this 
talk about him being a 
Republican.”

Griffin is a winner so 
popular his jersey set a 
single-year NFL record 
for sales. 

Elected high school 
class president, RG 
III ranked seventh in 
his class, graduated a 
semester early and began 
college at 17. 

He graduated from 
Baylor University in 
three years with a degree 
in political science, a 
3.67 GPA and two ap-
pearances on the Dean’s 
List. 

He took graduate 
courses during his fourth 
year. 

He is the youngest of 
three children — his 
mother and father both 
sergeants in the Army. 
He’s had the same girl-
friend since college.

Yep, RG III’s practi-
cally a degenerate.

Parker’s comments 
got him suspended for 
30 days. He wrote this 
apology: “I blew it and 
I’m sincerely sorry. I 

completely understand 
how the issue of race in 
sports is a sensitive one 
and needs to be handled 
with great care. This 
past Thursday I failed to 
do that. I believe the in-
tended topic is a worthy 
one. 

Robert’s thoughts 
about being an African-
American quarterback 
and the impact of his 
phenomenal success 
have been discussed in 
other media outlets, as 
well as among sports 
fans, particularly those 
in the African-American 
community. 

The failure was in how 
I chose to discuss it on 
‘First Take,’ and in doing 
so, turned a productive 
conversation into a nega-
tive one.”

But what Parker said 
about RG III is standard 
operating procedure for 
the hosts and pundits 
on MSNBC and other 
outlets, who question 
the “blackness” of “in-
authentic blacks” like 
Herman Cain, Allen West 
and Clarence Thomas.

Where’s the apology 
from, let alone suspen-
sion for, the following?
n MSNBC contribu-

tor Karen Finney, who 
said about Republican 
Herman Cain: “I think he 
makes that white Repub-
lican base of the party 
feel OK, feel like they 
are not racist because 
they can like this guy. 
I think he is giving that 
base a free pass, and 
I think they like him 
because they think he is 
a black man who knows 
his place.”
n MSNBC’s Martin 

Bashir, who said: “Mr. 

Cain was supposed to 
attend the dedication of 
the Martin Luther King 
Memorial on Sunday ... 
but he failed to attend. 

Now there’s been some 
surprise at his absence. 
But being honest, isn’t 
this consistent for a man 
who really doesn’t want 
to be overtly associated 
with African-Ameri-
cans?”
n MSNBC’s Chris 

Matthews, who told 
black former Republi-
can National Committee 
Chairman Michael Steele 
that his party was “the 
Grand Wizard crowd.”
n HBO’s Bryant 

Gumbel, who on his 
“Real Sports” program, 
said that he wouldn’t 
watch the Winter Olym-
pics: 

“Try not to laugh when 
someone says these are 
the world’s greatest ath-
letes, despite a paucity 
of blacks that makes the 
Winter Games look like a 
GOP convention.”

It took the bigoted 
treatment of RG III to 
make some people wake 
up and smell the ideo-
logical totalitarianism. 
Maligning a black person 
for “not being black 
enough” is a hideous 
form of bigotry, the 
antithesis of what Martin 
Luther King Jr. stood for.

Will ESPN send Parker 
to “sensitivity training,” 
where many companies 
send their white bigots?

of the existing businesses 
could move to new spaces 
within the center.

Kathy Cota, PEDC ad-
ministrative assistant, said 
the PEDC is removing the 
old brick planters and doing 
a lot of clean up.

Continued From Page 1 BILLINGS, Mont. (AP) — De-

lays in Exxon Mobil Corp.'s re-
sponse to a major pipeline break 
beneath Montana's Yellowstone 
River made an oil spill far worse 
than it otherwise would have 
been, federal regulators said in a 
new report.

The July 2011 rupture fouled 
70 miles of riverbank along the 
scenic Yellowstone, killing fish 
and wildlife and prompting a 
massive, months-long cleanup.

The damage could have been 
significantly reduced if pipeline 
controllers had acted more quick-
ly, according to Department of 
Transportation investigators.

The report, provided to The 
Associated Press by the office of 
Montana U.S. Sen. Max Baucus, 
marks the first time federal regu-
lators have highlighted specific 
actions by Exxon as contributing 
to the severity of the spill.

An Exxon spokeswoman said 
Wednesday the company was re-
viewing the findings.

The spill released about 63,000 
gallons of crude into the river 
near the city of Laurel. 

That damage would have been 
reduced by about two-thirds if 
controllers in Houston isolated 
the rupture as soon as problems 
emerged, investigators said.

Instead, as Exxon person-
nel weighed the appropriate re-

sponse, crude drained from the 
severed, 12-inch pipeline for an-
other 46 minutes before a control 
valve was finally closed.

Exxon spent $135 million on 
its response to the spill, including 
cleanup and repair work.

Spokeswoman Rachael Moore 
said the company will continue 
to cooperate with Pipeline and 
Hazardous Materials Safety Ad-
ministration and "is committed to 
learning from these events."

The report chalks up the imme-
diate cause of the spill to flood-
waters that damaged the pipeline 
and left it exposed. Debris wash-
ing downriver piled up on the 
line, increasing pressure until it 
ruptured.

The "volume would have been 
much less" and the location of 
spill "would have been identi-
fied far more quickly" if Exxon's 
emergency procedures had called 
for the immediate closure of up-
stream valves, investigators said.

The report also faulted Exxon 
for lacking a plan to notify pipe-
line controllers that the river was 
flooding.

Exxon's field observations and 
"depth of cover survey took rea-
sonable precautions to address 
the flooding of the Yellowstone 
River it the spring and early sum-
mer of 2011," the investigators 
wrote.

City officials in Laurel had 
warned Exxon that the river-
bank was eroding. The company, 
however, continued to run crude 
beneath the Yellowstone after 
finding that a section of pipeline 
leading away from the river was 
still buried more than 6 feet deep.

The report did not address con-
cerns raised by Baucus, a Demo-
crat, and other lawmakers over 
whether existing pipeline regula-
tions do enough to prevent spills 
at river crossings.

Under current rules, companies 
must bury pipelines 4 feet be-
neath a riverbed and inspect them 
periodically.

Those rules are being reviewed, 
and Baucus said Wednesday that 
"transparency and oversight are 
critical to making sure we never 
have to go through the devasta-
tion of the Yellowstone River oil 
spill again."

Landowners along the river 
have sued Exxon, saying the 
company didn't do enough to 
prevent the spill and should have 
shut down the line during flood-
ing. Exxon is fighting the law-
suits.

Father, son killed in  
Austin motorcycle wreck 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Po-
lice say a man and his juvenile 
son have died after their motor-

cycle hit a parked car in a Cen-
tral Texas neighborhood.

Austin police Lt. Doug Dukes 
says the victims were not wear-
ing helmets in the crash late 
Tuesday afternoon.

Police say the father was dead 
at the scene. 

Authorities say the boy was 
transported to an Austin hospi-
tal, where he died.

Their names and further de-
tails weren’t immediately re-
leased.

Expansion of Interstate  
35E to begin this year 

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) 
— Beginning this year, Interstate 
35E will be expanded between 
Dallas and Denton.

Work should begin by mid-
year. Officials say motorists can 
expect about 3½ years of con-
struction on I-35E between LBJ 
Freeway in the Dallas area and 
the I-35E/35W split in Denton. 
The work is scheduled to be com-
plete in 2016.

The project is centered in Dal-
las and Denton counties.

The Fort Worth Star-Telegram 
reports that AGL Constructors 
was selected for the roughly $1 
billion project, which includes 
adding a free lane in each direc-
tion, reversible toll lanes and 
improved frontage roads.

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LOS ANGELES (AP) — The son of 
Los Angeles Clippers owner Donald 
Sterling was found dead of an apparent 
drug overdose at his Malibu home, au-
thorities said Wednesday.

The body of Scott Ashley Sterling, 
32, was found shortly after 11:30 p.m. 
Tuesday, Los Angeles County coroner’s 
Lt. Larry Dietz said.

Deputies dispatched to check on Ster-
ling’s welfare found his body. A friend 
of Scott Sterling said he hadn’t been 
heard from for several days, according 
to a statement from the county Sheriff’s 
Department.

Paramedics pronounced him dead at 
the scene.

“Sheriff’s homicide and Los Angeles 
County coroner’s personnel at this time 
believe that Sterling died of an apparent 
drug overdose,” the statement said.

Dietz said the death appeared to be 
accidental, but an autopsy was planned 
to determine the exact cause of death.

Messages left for Donald Sterling and 
a Clippers spokesman were not imme-
diately returned.

In 1999, Scott Sterling, then 19, was 
arrested for shooting his friend with a 
shotgun. Beverly Hills police said Phil-
ip Scheid was shot in the legs during 
an argument at Donald Sterling’s man-
sion. Scheid said he was shot from be-

hind while running away. Sterling said 
he fired in self-defense after Scheid ap-
proached him with a knife. The county 
district attorney’s office declined to 
file criminal charges, citing credibility 
problems with the victim.

AP source: Price, Rays  
agree on 1-year deal 

ST. PETERSBURG, Fla. (AP) — Da-
vid Price got a hefty raise for winning 
the AL Cy Young Award.

A person with knowledge of the deal 
said Tuesday night that the three-time 
All-Star and the Tampa Bay Rays have 
agreed to a one-year contract worth just 
over $10 million, avoiding arbitration.

The person spoke on condition of 
anonymity because the team had not 
yet made a formal announcement. Price 
earned $4.35 million last season, when 
he went 20-5 with an American League-
low 2.56 ERA.

The hard-throwing left-hander barely 
beat out Detroit’s Justin Verlander to 
become Tampa Bay’s first Cy Young 
winner. He tied Jered Weaver for the 
league lead in wins and winning per-
centage and was sixth in strikeouts with 
205 in 211 innings.

The Rays are expected to announce 
the deal with 27-year-old later this 
week.

On Saturday, Pampa will host its first wrestling tour-
nament since the early 1990s. The tournament will be a 
dual format. That means it will be a round robin format 
where each team wrestles five times. 

The tournament will start at 9 a.m. and go until ev-
eryone finishes wrestling. Matches will be held in the 
Dennis Cavalier Activities Center and in the McNeely 
Fieldhouse. 

Pampa Wrestling Coach Michael Stovall is in his 
second year coaching the Pampa wrestling program. 

He said that the boys team will face some of the top 
teams in the Panhandle in Hereford, Vernon and Palo 
Duro. Stovall also said the girls’ will face some of the 
top teams in the state in Palo Duro, Caprock and Tas-
cosa. 

“This is huge for us to be hosting a tournament. A 
couple of years ago the wrestling program was very 
lacking. Numbers have since tripled,” Stovall said. 
“The support these kids get from the administration 
and boosters is second to none.”

“We are still trying to get more community support. 
The kids put in hard work to show their appreciation 

for the support,” Stovall added.
The district tournament is only one 

month away for Pampa. 
There are eight teams in Pampa’s dis-

trict and only the top four wrestlers go 
to regionals. 

After that, the top four from regionals 
will go to state. 

“We have the toughest district in 
the panhandle and toughest region in 
the state. Teams like Randall, Dumas, 
Caprock and Hereford are very tough,” 

Stovall said. 
“It is going to be tough from here on out. How much 

work we put in will determine how well we do in dis-
trict,” he said.

Stovall said that last year Pampa sent 11 wrestlers 
to regionals but none made it to state. “That goes to 
show you how tough our region is. If you can make it 
to state from our region, you’ll have a pretty good shot 
at placing in state.”

He added that the last state qualifiers from Pampa 
were Kristin Miller in 2010 and Steven Botello in 
2009.

The girls team is 3-2 in duals and the boys team is 

1-4 in duals this season. 
“The guys have played some tough teams. We will 

put it together for district. We are a better tournament 
team than a dual team,” Stovall said. 

“Pampa’s girls wrestling program is in its second 
year of existence and they are facing teams that have 
established programs,” Stovall added. 

“They are working to emulate teams like Caprock 
and Tascosa. It will be interesting to see where we win 
this year.”

Stovall said he likes to wrestle as many matches as 
possible instead of traveling for just one dual. 

This makes for a lot of tournaments the wrestling 
teams head to. “The program is growing in leaps and 
bounds,” Stovall added. 

“We have 45 in the high school program, 25 in the ju-
nior high program and about 20 in the Harvester Take-
down Club,” Stovall said.

After the tournament this weekend Pampa will have 
five more tournaments or duals. 

Those tournaments and duals include the Caprock 
girls, Hereford, Vernon, Borger, River Road, Amarillo 
High and Caprock again. 

The district tournament is Feb. 2. Regionals and State 
will follow the district tournament later in February.

AKRON, Ohio (AP)

Program to build 
Ospreys in Amarillo

AMARILLO, Texas 
(AP) — The Navy has 
added $1.4 billion to a 
Bell-Boeing contract to 
build 22 V-22 Ospreys in 
Texas.

The Amarillo Globe-
News reported Tuesday 
that the contact modifica-
tion includes fiscal 2013 
funding for 17 MV-22s, 
the Marine Corps Osprey 
version, and four CV-22s 
for Air Force Special Op-
erations.

Bell-Boeing is a joint 
venture between Textron 
Inc.’s Bell helicopter 
business and Boeing Co. 

The U.S. military plans 
to use the tilt-rotor air-
craft to replace older 
CH-46 helicopters.

More than 10 percent 
of the work will be per-
formed in Amarillo, 
where Bell Helicopter 
also assembles utility 
and attack choppers for 
the military. 

Navy officials say 
about 25 percent of the 
work will be done in Fort 
Worth.

The deal also provides 
funding to help build 19 
MV-22s and 18 CV-22s 
in fiscal 2014.

Congress extends 
wind, biofuels credits 

DES MOINES, Iowa 
(AP) — The bill Con-
gress approved Tuesday 
night providing tax re-
lief for most taxpayers 
also helps wind energy 
and ethanol producers by 
extending tax credits de-
signed to encourage con-
tinued development.

States like Texas, the 
nation’s leading wind en-
ergy producer, and Iowa, 
the leading ethanol mak-
er, should benefit from 
the incentives. 

Many of the credits had 
expired in 2012.

The bill extends to the 

end of the year a produc-
tion tax credit for wind 
energy on any facility 
under construction be-
fore the end of 2013.

The bill also extends 
a $1.01-per-gallon tax 
credit for cellulosic 
ethanol made from corn 
plants, grasses, algae, 
and sources other than 
corn kernels. 

The bill allows etha-
nol makers to depreciate 
equipment for new plants 
placed in service in 2013 
and extends biodiesel 
production tax incentives 
for two years.

Man swept to sea 
trying to save dog 

POINT REYES, Calif. 
(AP) — A man has been 
swept to sea and drowned 
while trying to save his 
dog hit by a rogue wave 
on a Northern California 
beach.

The Coast Guard says 
the man and his wife 
were walking on the 
beach near Point Reyes 
on New Year’s Day when 
a wave overtook the dog. 

Point Reyes is a popu-
lar tourist destination 
about 30 miles north-
west of San Francisco.

The San Francisco 
Chronicle reports the 
couple went into the wa-
ter to rescue the dog but 
the man was swept away.

His body was found 
about three hours later.

The wife and dog made 
it safely to shore.

Names haven’t been 
released.

In November, three 
people drowned in roil-
ing surf while trying to 
save their dog at Big 
Lagoon state beach near 
Arcata.

Love tryst leaves two 
women dead in Texas

HOUSTON (AP) — 
Houston police say a do-
mestic dispute has left 
two women shot to death 
in an apparent murder 
and then a suicide at their 
house.

Police on Wednesday 
identified the pair as 
24-year-old Ana Flores 
and 29-year-old Belinda 
Espinoza. 

Both were dead at the 
scene of the New Year’s 
Day argument.

A police statement says 
Flores called 911 before 
she was fatally shot late 
Tuesday afternoon, al-
legedly by Espinoza.

Espinoza then turned 
the gun on herself. Of-
ficers who responded 
to the emergency call 
forced their way into the 
residence and found the 
bodies.

Police say the women 
were in a romantic rela-
tionship. 

Further details on what 
prompted the domestic 
disturbance were not im-
mediately released.
