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Local resident buys Pampa Mall

M Plans to reopen with
local stores, restaurants.

Jason Bagwell, owner of One Stop
Flooring in Pampa, remembers the first
time he was inside the Pampa Mall.

It was in 2002 while he still lived in
Amarillo. He was on a date with his girl-
friend, Meredith, who lived in Pampa. The
couple were with Meredith’s parents and
went to see a play at the Area Community
Theatre, which was located inside the mall.

“We came in through the back and it was
a little funny because the theater was the
only place that was open inside the mall,”

he said. “We watched a great play.”

Eleven years later, Jason and Meredith
are now married — and they now own
the very same mall where they went on a
memorable date.

On Tuesday, Bagwell closed on purchas-
ing the mall on North Hobart Street and is
reopening it as a retail center with anchor
stores, smaller specialty shops and a few
restaurants.

The mall opened in 1980 and by 1996
nearly all of its 40 stores were closed. The
only place that remains open today is the
Pampa Dialysis Center, which has its own
walk-in entrance from the parking lot.

The mall’s appearance has steadily dete-
riorated as residents have wondered wheth-
er someone will reopen it and return it to
its past glory, or buy it to tear it down and

build something new.

Bagwell said he will do the former. “I

want to reopen it just like it was with lots
of local businesses.”

Lori Byrne, executive director of the

Pampa Chamber of Commerce, said she
was pleased to hear that someone had
bought the mall.

“We are very excited about the news

and how the prospect of developing the
Shopping mall will benefit the City of
Pampa and its residents but also our sur-
rounding communities,” she said. “This
will give people another option for shop-
ping and entertainment that we have not
had in many years. We look forward to
watching this project as it develops.”

Bagwell said he has three potential ten-

County dealing
with airport
hangar issues

there were problems with
trusses, duct work.

The Gray County Commission at its
meeting Friday discussed mechanical
issues the contractor and architect have
experienced while working on the new
hangar at Perry Lefors Aiport.

Judge Richard Peet said the plumbers
contracted to perform the piping work
on site were forced to absorb $5,100 in
expenses related to issues with trusses
not matching up with the duct work that
was already in place.

“I don’t feel our local people should
have had to absorb the cost,” Peet said.

However, architect Charles Willis
failed to claim responsibility for the
defect. Willis instead claimed contractor
Jerry Reynoso and his company did not
properly coordinate the truss work with
the existing ducts.

“That fundamental step was not taken,”

PISD school superintendent
wants assessment, budget reforms

David Young, superintendent of
Pampa Independent School District,
returned Wednesday from the Texas
Association of School Administrators
winter convention in Austin.

And while the topics ranged from
everything from improving your lead-
ership skills, to new technologies in
the classroom to “digital citizenship,”
there was one issue in particular that
was on everybody’s mind at the con-
ference, Young said.

“There were sessions on every top-
ic under the sun,” he said. “But the
whole tone of the conference was the
need for reform in assessment and ac-
countability.”

Under the present state law, high
school seniors must take and pass 15
end-of-course exams to graduate.

He said the Texas Education Agen-
cy, which implements state education
codes, put the 15-test requirement
into place last year, but it wasn’t until
this year that the new policy became
known to parents.

“It took that long to figure out the
system was unreasonable,” he said.
“Parents didn’t start getting the rule
changes until this year and now you
have a lot of parent groups who are

The hubris is
gone, and triumphalism
has given way to anxiety,
apprehension, alarm.

In an essay, “The
Return of Toxic Nation-
alism,” Robert Kaplan,

a geopolitical analyst
for Stratfor, writes that
Western elites are even
yet failing to see the
larger, darker picture of
our evolving world.

These elites identify
with the like-minded in
other lands and “prefer
not to see the regressive
and exclusivist forces ...
that are mightily reshap-
ing the future.”

Egypt and the Mideast
offer “a panorama of
sectarianism and reli-
gious and ethnic divides.
Freedom, at least in its
initial stages, unleashes
not only individual iden-
tity but, more crucially,
the freedom to iden-
tify with a blood-based
solidarity group. Beyond
that group, feelings of

love and humanity do
not apply.”

This is “a signal lesson
of the Arab Spring,” and
out of it will likely come
an “Islamist-Nasserite
regime” in Cairo.

“Asia is in the midst
of a feverish arms race,”
writes Kaplan. National-
ism there is “young and
vibrant — as it was in
the West in the 19th and
20th centuries.” Having
consolidated the home-
land, China is moving to
annex her adjacent seas,
and a formerly pacifist
Japan is “rediscovering
nationalism as a default
option.”

Nationalism is “alive
and thriving in India and
Russia,” with New Delhi
building armed forces
that will be among the
world’s largest.

“Race hatred against
Muslims is high among
Russians, and just as
there are large rallies by
civil-society types, there
are also marches and
protests by skinheads
and neo-Nazis, who are
less well-covered by
Western media.”

A weakening European
Union has spawned a
“resurgence of national-
ism and extremism in
... Hungary, Finland,
Ukraine and Greece.”

“We are truly in a
battle between two epic
forces,” says Kaplan,
“those of integration
based on civil society
and human rights, and
those of exclusion based
on race, blood and radi-
calized religion.”

How should the United
States deal with this
darkening age?

“Because values like
minority rights are under
attack the world over, the
United States must put
them right alongside its
own exclusivist national
interests, such as pre-
serving a favorable bal-
ance of power. Without
universal values in our
foreign policy, we have
no identity as a nation —
and that is the only way
we can lead with moral
legitimacy in an increas-
ingly disordered world.”

But is this not itself
utopian?

America is now and
has always been about
more, much more than
abstract ideas.

A commentary on the 2nd Amendment

Everyone with an ounce of
compassion detests seeing
families destroyed, and inno-
cent children sacrificed as we
witnessed at San-
dy Hook School.
The argument
that reducing the
number of guns
produces a safer
society beguiles
the public, pro-
motes politicians
and fails to hold
wicked people ac-
countable for their actions.

While gun rights supporters
assert that the Constitutional
Second Amendment right of the
people to keep and bears arms
is an inalienable individual
right just as freedom of speech
or religion, and confirmed by
the our Supreme Court, gun
opponents assert this right per-
tains only to collective bodies
such as the militia, the military,
police or National Guard.

The Washington Post states:
“[T]he sale, manufacture, and
possession of handguns ought
to be banned...[W]e do not

believe the 2nd Amendment
guarantees an individual right
to keep them.”

Gun opponents frequently
utilize highly-publicized, tragic
instances of violence to fortify
their confiscation argument
saying that guns should be
left only in the hands of “pro-
fessionals.” U.S. Sen. Diane
Feinstein (D)-California, has
presented legislation to outlaw
157 firearms. The ACLU sup-
ports Senator Feinstein, and
has stated, “[T]he individual’s
right to bear arms applies only
to the preservation or efficiency
of a ‘well-regulated militia.””
Except for lawful police and
military purposes, the posses-
sion of weapons by individuals
is not constitutionally protect-
ed.” Yet, disarming innocent
people does not make innocent
people safer. Our founders
believed that it was the duty of
government (an inferior power)
to protect inalienable rights
from encroachment or usurpa-
tion. This was made clear by
Justice Wilson, while a serving
Justice on the Supreme Court;

he taught his law students that
the specific protections found
in our government documents
did not create new rights, rather
secured old rights — that our
documents were merely “...

to acquire a new security for
the possession or the recovery
of those rights...which we
were previously entitled by the
immediate gift or by the un-
erring law of our all-wise and
all-beneficent Creator.” Justice
Wilson asserted that “...every
government which has not this
in view as its principal object is
not a government of the legiti-
mate kind.” The Founders un-
derstood the basic concept that
government is not the source
of rights; that self-defense is
an inalienable right the Second
Amendment guarantees; that
each citizen is guaranteed the
tools necessary to defend their
life, family or property from
aggression, whether from an
individual or a government.

complaint that deserves to

We tried this once al-
ready, they say, in the 1986
immigration act.

We were told that in
return for legalization of il-
legal immigrants we would
get tough border control
and strict enforcement
against employers who
hired illegals.

We got the amnesty,
these folks say, but we
didn’t get effective border
control or workplace en-
forcement. We got instead
a huge flow of illegals,
who number 11 million
now.

Why should anything be
different this time? It’s a
reasonable question, and I
think there are reasonable
answers.

And let’s not charge any-
one with racism here. After
all, illegal immigrants
have, by definition, done
something illegal.

And legalization in-
volves some element of
forgiveness.

The argument for grant-
ing legal status is that
we as a nation have been
complicit in tolerating a
situation in which it’s easy
and profitable to violate the
law. The price of changing
that is granting legal status
to otherwise unobjection-
able illegals, since we can’t
deport 11 million people.

So what are the reasons
to think such legislation
would produce different
results from those of the
1986 law?

Border enforcement.

It’s clear that we’ve been
doing better and can do
better still. Fences at some
portions of the border have
stopped illegal crossings,
and we have unmanned
aerial vehicles unavailable
25 years ago.

The eight senators’
framework called for an
“entry-exit system that
tracks whether all persons
entering the United States
on temporary visas via
airports and seaports have
left the country as required
by law.”

That suggests something
feasible now that wasn’t
back then: an identity card
linked to a database with
biometric identification.
India is now creating such
a system for its 1.2 billion
people.

Why can’t we do that for
many fewer immigrants
and visa holders?

High-skill immigration.
The 1986 law left intact
a system with more slots
for collateral relatives like
siblings than for high-skill
graduates. Today, there’s a
big demand for the latter.

The senators’ framework

calls for green cards for
those with U.S. advanced
science, math and tech
degrees. Why keep these
people out? Why tie them
to one employer?

Employment verifica-
tion. The 1986 law didn’t
prevent illegals from
getting fake identification.
Americans on both left
and right hated the idea of
anything like a national
identity card.

Americans today feel dif-
ferently. Most of us seem
content to carry cellphones
that enable others to track
our whereabouts at any
time.

And we have the E-
Verify system for employ-
ers to check the legal
status of job applicants. It’s
working well after initial
glitches, and in states with
high E-Verify usage, like
Arizona, illegal numbers
have declined.

It could be even more
effective to require identity
cards with biometric links.

Making it hard for il-
legals to get jobs would
hugely reduce the incentive
for illegal immigration.

Source of illegal immi-
grants. Nearly 60 percent
of illegal immigrants come
from Mexico, with which
we share a 2,000-mile
border.

But net migration from
Mexico appears to have
been zero since the hous-
ing bubble burst in 2007.

We don’t know whether
it will resume again. But
we do know (as we didn’t
in the decade after our
free trade agreement) that
Mexico’s economy can
grow faster than ours, as it

Better tools for immigration reform than in 1986

1S now.

Mexico is becoming
a majority middle-class
country, which reduces
incentives to emigrate. I
predict we’ll never again
see Mexican immigration
of the magnitude we saw
between 1982 and 2007.

If that’s right, it means
we won’t see a wave of
illegals as we saw after the
1986 law.

There were potentially
significant differences
between what Obama and
Rubio said yesterday.

Obama wants a faster
path to citizenship for
illegals. Rubio insists that
legalization only be trig-
gered when enforcement is
strengthened.

Putting together a com-
prehensive bill requires
tradeoffs and compromis-
es. Obama’s 2007 Senate
votes for what John Mc-
Cain and Edward Kennedy
called killer amendments
helped defeat an immigra-
tion bill when the political
stars seemed more in align-
ment than they do today.

Obama now could de-
mand provisions Repub-
licans won’t accept and
blame them for killing
reform.

It depends on whether he
wants a political issue or
a law.

ants for the mall stores and
one potential tenant as an
anchor store. The four orig-
inal actors were JCPenney,
Country General, Bealls
and Homeland.

Bealls is now located in
Las Pampas Square, but
the other three are gone
from the city.

When asked, Bagwell
would not say now much
he payed for the property.

“I can’t say how much
we paid but it will run in
the $3 million range when
we redo it,” he said.

The old mall will need
a lot of “redoing,” but not
as much as Bagwell first
expected for a building

that sat vacant for so many
years.

He assumed all or most
of the roofing would need
to be replaced, but there is
only one area that is par-
ticularly bad with severe
water damage.

“With a lack of any
maintenance it’s held up
pretty well,” he said.

Right now, his crew is
doing a lot of cleaning
up indoors, and new land-
scaping is in the works for
the outside.

There is also electrical,
heating, air conditioning
and plumbing work that
needs to be done, he said.

“A lot (of the renova-
tion work) will depend on
the tenants that go in,”
Bagwell said.

He expects the first
stores, with frontages to

the parking areas, could be
open within a few months.

Along with retailers big
and small, Bagwell hopes
to bring in kid-oriented
places like a bounce house
or a Mr. QGatti’s Pizza,
which was a past tenant.

The pizza place had an
arcade and movie room,
and Bagwell wants to have
something like that when
the mall reopens.

“There’s nothing for
kids in Pampa to do in the
winter,” he said.

Bagwell said reopening
the old mall was some-
thing he and his wife had
thought about for a long
time.

He is aware that Pampa’s
economy can either be
boom or bust, and right
now it’s swinging through
a boom.

He believes, however, if
growth in Pampa slows
they can still “make
it through the storm”
because of their close ties
to the community.

“The previous owner
was from New Jersey,” he
said. “We want to make
money, but we don’t have
to make a certain amount
of money to stay open like

The Harvester baseball team is prepar-
ing for another season under head coach
Kaleb Snelgrooes. Last year the Harvest-
ers went 10-16 overall and 5-4 in district,
which was good enough for a third place
finish and playoff berth.

It was the second consecutive year the
Harvesters made the playoffs and the first
time that has happened since the 2006 and
2007 seasons.

In addition to the returning starters,
Snelgrooes gave a few players to watch
and they are the Powell brothers: senior
infielder Tyler Powell and his brother, ju-
nior infielder Ryan Powell.

“It is a small district but a very competi-
tive district,” added Snelgrooes. “We are
going to have our hands full with Borger,
Perryton, Dalhart and River Road. But
anytime you have two returning all-dis-
trict pitchers you feel good about that.”

The Harvesters have their first scrim-
mage at 4 p.m., Monday against Palo
Duro. Pampa will also scrimmage Chil-
dress, Caprock and Dumas before offi-
cially opening their season at 3 p.m. on
Feb. 21 against Fritch as part of the 2013

The Hustlin® Harvesters hosted the Dalhart Golden
Wolves in a pivotal game for the playoff race.

Pollard fouled out with 5:22 left in the ballgame. He
would finish with nine points, including one three-point-
.

The Wolves would go on a 10-3 run to pull within 10
at 46-36, before a timeout was called by Pampa Coach
Matt Embry with 2:31 left. The closest Dalhart would
get in the game was seven at 46-39 with 2:30 left in the
game.

An intentional foul was called on Dalhart with 1:18
left; the intentional turned out to be the difference in
the ball game. Pampa’s Romel Lee sank both of the in-
tentional foul shots and Pampa regained possession of

the ball thanks to the intentional. Pampa led 49-39 at
that point. Tyler Powell and Engle would sink three free
throws combined in the final 30 seconds of play to ice
the game for Pampa.

Pampa sent the seniors packing with a smile on their
face with the final score Friday night, Pampa 53, Dalhart
42.

“We held on. This game was all about heart. I chal-
lenged the players all week to play for the Pampa tradi-
tion,” Embry said. “The good start fueled our crowd.

Embry said the fans were awesome. “If we can get the
community in these games, the kids will thrive and feed
off of the crowd.”

He added that it was great to see the team hold on,
even after losing Pollard with 5 minutes left in the ball
game. “That double technical was a bad deal for us. Pol-
lard got called for a taunting technical, when he was just
telling the player to stop pushing him. The refs let the
game get out of control a little bit in the third quarter,
but they did a great job at keeping it under control in
the fourth.”

Embry finished his conversation by saying it was
overall a great team effort by everyone.

Hutto led Pampa with 14 points. He also sank four
three-pointers. Engle finished with 12 points, including
4-8, or 50 percent, from the free-throw line. Engle also
hit two threes. Cox added 10 points and hit two three-
pointers.

Pampa's Lady Harvesters hosted the Dalhart Lady
Wolves on Senior Night, Friday, in their final game of
the season.

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CASA of the High Plains advocates travel to Texas Capitol

Submitted
AUSTIN, Texas — Five
volunteers, staff and

board members from
CASA of the High Plains
joined about 300 chil-
dren’s advocates from
around the state at the
Texas Capitol on Wednes-
day, Jan. 30, to speak up
for children in the foster
care system.

Last year, more than
47,000 children were
in the care of the Texas
Department of Family
and Protective Services
because of evidence of
abuse and neglect.

The number of children
in care is expected to in-
crease to nearly 50,000
by 2015.

Representatives  from
CASA of the High Plains
joined other child ad-
vocates from around
the state to advocate for
funding and reforms of
the child welfare system.

“Our volunteers speak
up for the best interests
of abused and neglected
children in our courts,”

tive director of CASA
of the High Plains. “We
wanted to make sure these
children’s voices are also
heard at the Capitol.”

“We believed it was
necessary to go to Austin
and share stories about
the children we stand up
for who have suffered in
ways we don’t want to
think about. We want our
elected officials to know
that there are vulnerable
children, more than half
who are under the age of
6, who will be directly
affected by their deci-
sions,” said Watts.

“The safety of our chil-
dren must be a priority
for our state.”

“We understand that
legislators have difficult
choices to make for our
state,” said Watts. “But
we think that at a time
when every eight min-
utes a child is abused in
the state of Texas we have
an obligation to protect
our children and see that
they are not traumatized
further by the system that
is supposed to protect

“In partnership with
CASA of the High Plains,
we are speaking up for
foster children’s needs
and adequate funding
to meet those needs —
enough caseworkers, ser-
vices, and CASA volun-
teers to keep children safe
and placed in permanent
homes as soon as possi-
ble,” said Spriggs. CASA
of the High Plains met
with Representative Drew
Springer and Represen-
tative Ken King to share
concerns about funding
for foster children and
CASA programs.

CASA of the
Plains recruited, trained
and supported 40 vol-
unteers who spoke up in
court for 200 children in
foster care in the Gray,
Donley, Hansford, Hemp-
hill, Lipscomb, Ochiltree,
Roberts and Wheeler
counties last year. CASA
volunteers are specifi-
cally trained to advocate
for children in foster care.
Volunteer advocates get to

others.

The information they
gather and their recom-
mendations help the judge
overseeing the  cases
make informed decisions.
CASA volunteers commit
to a child until the case is
closed and the child is in a
safe, permanent home.

Statewide, 7,260 CASA
volunteers and programs
advocated for 22,970 fos-
ter children last year.

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Statewide gas price average inches higher

SuBMITTED BY AAA TEXAsS

The statewide average
for a gallon of regular
unleaded fuel in Texas
is now $3.24, which is
eight cents more than
one week ago, according
to the AAA Texas Week-
end Gas Watch. Drivers
in the Lone Star State
are paying an average
of 18 cents less than the
national average which
is now $3.42.  People
in Dallas are paying the
most on average at $3.30,
and people in El Paso are
paying the least at $2.99.

Prices have risen large-

ly because of higher oil
prices impacted by posi-
tive economic news and
recent regional refinery
issues in Illinois, New
Mexico, Texas, Cali-
fornia and Washington
State. Also, a refinery
in New Jersey will close
permanently by the end
of February.  Analysts
say that refinery accounts
for 7.5 percent of North-
east production and its
closure will likely further
squeeze already tight gas
supplies in the Northeast
and require additional
product to be brought to
the region from the Gulf

Coast and overseas.

Over the last week av-
erage gasoline prices
have gone up in almost
every state. Retail prices
in the Central U.S. have
increased most dramati-
cally, as the price of crude
products used by refiners
supplying these regions
have risen.

“Although it appears as
though gas prices are on
the upswing, we’re still
paying less today than
one year ago,” said AAA
Texas/New Mexico Rep-
resentative Doug Shupe.
“In fact, the price we’re
paying at the pump in

Texas is 13 cents less than
last year at this time.”

staff members to a blood
drive at Oklahoma Pan-
handle State University
in Goodwell, Okla., hit
a patch of black ice and
rolled onto its side into
the center median.

She said the five people
in the truck were trans-
ported to Northwest Tex-
as Hospital, but none was
seriously injured.

“We are so thankful
that none of the staff sus-
tained serious injuries,”
she said.

Talley said the blood
center at 7500 Wallace
Blvd. draws about 100
units every day. She said

the blood drive at OPSU
was expected to bring in
approximately 40 to 50
units.

Talley said the staff on
the bloodmobile Wednes-
day made up more than
a quarter of the center’s
mobile staff, and they
would be out of work for
at least Wednesday and
Thursday.

Talley said she does not
know when the truck will
return to service.

She said mechanics
are evaluating whether it
would be more cost ef-
ficient to repair the truck
or to purchase a new one.
