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 Lady Harvesters season comes to an end
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Former credit union employee indicted for fraud

A former employee at Pampa
Teachers Federal Credit Union
was indicted Wednesday by a
federal grand jury in Lubbock
for making falsified credit union
entries.

Erin Dawn Trevathan is charged

with one count of fraud in con-
nection with federal institution
entries, the indictment states.
Beginning on or about 2008
and continuing until Dec. 8, 2011,
Trevathan is accused of know-
ingly making false entries in the
books, reports and statements of
the credit union as she funded
loans to credit union members by

taking funds from other members’
share accounts.

The indictment further states
that Trevathan altered the books
and records of the credit union
to conceal the manipulation and
reconciliation of accounts.

Trevathan worked as a loan offi-
cer at the institution but was let
go in December 2010, said bank

manager Betsy Lewis.

Lewis would not comment on
the allegations.

The credit union is located at
808 W. Francis Ave.

An initial hearing is scheduled
for Trevathan in federal court in
Amarillo on Feb. 21, said Christy
L. Drake, the assistant U.S.
Attorney prosecuting Trevethan’s

case.

Asked how many credit union
customers Trevathan may have
defrauded or the amount of funds
she may have falsified, Drake said
she could not comment on the
case beyond what’s in the indict-
ment.

“That information is not public
record,” she said.

Many turning to positions
as constables for work

Constable Joe Montgomery, who serves Precinct 2,
covering the northwest portion of Gray County, said
there is a critical demand for more individuals to step up
and become certified constables and deputies.

“To me, there’s a need for more deputies. We’ve got
one precinct without a constable, he said, referring to
Precinct 4, which covers McLean.

Constable Gary McFall, who serves Precincts 1 and

M & H Leasing
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3, agreed with Montgomery and said the county would
benefit from having more constables and deputies to
assist local law enforcement personnel.

“There’s a definite need for constables in every county
to assist with civil process for Justice of the Peace
courts,” he said.

Precinct 1 includes the City of Lefors and eastern
portion of Gray County; Precinct 3 covers the western
section of Pampa and runs south toward Grandview-
Hopkins and the Lake McClellan area.

The precincts are divided up by population, similar to
how election districts are drawn.

“The constable’s main purpose is to serve civil process
and bailiff for Justice of the Peace courts,” McFall said.
“They are mandated by law to do so.”

Montgomery also described some of the constables’
duties.

“We serve civil papers of all kind,” he said, adding
that constables can enforce any law and arrest offenders.

While constables are assigned to cover a specific pre-
cinct, their jurisdiction runs throughout Gray County.

Those who are interested in becoming a constable or
deputy must meet certain qualifications. For starters,
individuals cannot have a criminal record, excluding
simple traffic offenses like being cited for not wearing a
seatbelt or possibly running a stop sign — but no DUI’s

City finances
currently in
the black

M Finance director says
city’s sale tax collections
are peaking.

The City of Pampa’s sales tax col-
lections are currently running at a
15 percent surplus over the estimated
budget, a sign that the local economy
is healthy and flourishing.

The sales tax collection figures
for November and December 2012
are remitted to the city two months
later, so in December, the city post-
ed October’s totals; in January, the
November totals were released; and
December’s totals were remitted in
February. The sales tax collection fig-
ures are as follows: October 2012 —
$307,235 (12.7 percent over budgeted
amount); November 2012 — $326,937
(23.3 percent over); December 2012
— $464,748 (12 percent over).

“The vendors that collect sales taxes
pay in on a monthly or quarterly basis,”
said Finance Director Robyn Bailey.
“It’s then remitted to the state.”

The sales tax in Pampa is 8.25 per-
cent. Of that, 6.25 percent goes to
the state of Texas. Two percent stays
with the City of Pampa and 0.5 per-

Plan emerging
for Legislature
to pay IOU’s

Like a family with past due notices
piling up at the door, the Texas Legis-
lature has some current bills it needs to
pay before it can plan the state’s next
two-year budget.

That’s where a supplemental budget
comes in. It is literally a second budget
added to the original one lawmakers
approved in 2011. It’s not an unusual
course for lawmakers to take to ad-
dress lingering 10Us, but this year’s
efforts are becoming more complicat-
ed and politically fraught than in the
past.

For starters, lawmakers are planning
at least three bills to address the state’s
supplemental needs instead of the usu-
al one. The first measure needs to be
signed by Gov. Rick Perry in March so

he took part in the battle of Leyte. He was wounded and
spent two months in treatment and recuperation. He re-
joined his unit just in time for the invasion and landing in
Okinawa on Easter Sunday in 1945.
After several days of fierce fighting,
he received his second wound at the
battle known as Bloody Ridge. Bill
was sent to the 145th field hospi-
tal on Saipan to spend the next two
months recovering.

The war in the Pacific had ended
by the time he rejoined the 77th. He
spent the remainder of his tour in Ja-
pan where his unit liberated a POW
camp on Hokkaido Island. Bill was
discharged from the Army on Feb. 9,
1946 at Ft. Bliss, Texas.

He was awarded two Purple Hearts,
the Asiatic Pacific Theatre medal, the
Good Conduct medal, the Philippine
Liberation medal and the Combat In-
fantryman badge.

After his discharge, he returned to
Plainview and went into business.
Bill and Naomi moved to Pampa in
1954 where he started his own con-
crete business.

cent of Pampa’s share
goes toward the Pampa
Economic Development
Corporation.

Bailey said all of the
city’s sales tax revenues
feed into the city’s general
fund. Come budget time,

those funds are distributed
to each department and are
allocated for city services.
Bailey said the 15 per-
cent surplus is a sign of a
healthy local economy.
“This is the second high-
est amount the city has
collected in our history,”
Bailey said. “I just think
it’s an increase in the oil
industry for one thing.”
She added that the high-

est total was in 2009 when
the city was experiencing
an economic boom.

The city had budgeted [

$952,426 in sales tax
collections for the first
three months of FY2013,
which ends in September.
However, the city has col-
lected $1.098 million in
that time period and is
15.4 percent ahead.

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Appeal denied for Texas
polygamous group member

SAN ANGELO, Texas
(AP) — A West Texas
polygamous group mem-
ber serving six years in
prison for marrying an
underage girl has lost his
appeal because he never
paid for the legal filings.

The San Angelo Stan-
dard-Times reports the
Third Court of Appeals
on Tuesday rejected the
appeal of 28-year-old
Keith William Dutson Jr.

A jury in 2010 con-
victed Dutson of sexual
abuse of a child. Pros-
ecutors say the member
of the Fundamentalist
Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter Day Saints in 2005
married a girl younger
than age 16 in a church-
sanctioned union, which
is not an official civil
marriage.

Dutson, who was be-
ing held Thursday in the
Wallace Unit, was noti-
fied his appeal would be
dismissed unless he paid
for preparation of court
records. The court de-
clined to declare him in-
digent.

Ex-teacher in Texas
sentenced for
improper relationship

MESQUITE, Texas
(AP) — A North Texas
jury has sentenced a
34-year-old former teach-
er to 15 years in prison for
predatory sexual behav-
ior.

The Dallas Morning
News reports the Dallas
County jury determined
Andrew Scott Lott had re-
peatedly targeted female
students. He was con-
victed of a felony count
of improper relationship
between educator and stu-
dent. He was sentenced
Wednesday and is eligible
for parole in less than four
years.

Lott had a sexual re-
lationship with a high
school student in Mes-
quite, just east of Dallas,
in 2011. He earlier had
made sexual overtures to
other students while an
educator at Dallas Acad-
emy.

With those brave, wise,
simple words, Benedict
XVI announced an end
of his papacy.

How stands the Church
he has led for eight
years? While he could
not match the charisma
of his predecessor, John
Paul 11, his has been a
successful papacy.

He restored some of
the ancient beauty and
majesty to the liturgy.
He brought back to the
fold separated Anglican
brethren.

The Church is making
converts in sub-Saharan
Africa. And in America,
new traditionalist col-
leges and seminaries
have begun to flourish.

That is looking back
eight years. Looking
back half a century, to
that October day in 1962
when Pope John XXIII
declared the opening of
Vatican II, the Church
appears to have been in
a decline that, in parts of
the world, seems to be
leading to near extinc-
tion.

At Vatican II, the Rev.
Joseph Ratzinger, the
future Benedict X VI,
was among the reformers
who were going to bring
the church into the mod-
ern world. The encounter
did not turn out well.

In 1965, three in four
American Catholics
attended Sunday mass.
Today, it is closer to one
in four. The number of
priests has fallen by a
third, of nuns by two-
thirds.

Orders like the Chris-
tian Brothers have
virtually vanished. The
Jesuits are down to a
fraction of their strength
in the 1950s.

Parochial schools
teaching 4.5 million chil-
dren in the early 1960s
were teaching a third of
that number at the end

of the century. Catholic
high schools lost half
their enrollment.

Churches have been
put up for sale to pay
diocesan debts.

And the predator-priest
sex-abuse scandal, with
the offenses dating back
decades, continues to
suppurate and stain her
reputation and extract
billions from the Sunday
collections of the abiding
faithful.

The highest-ranking
Catholic politicians, Vice
President Joe Biden and
House Minority Leader
Nancy Pelosi, support
same-sex marriage and
belong to a party whose
platform calls for fund-
ing abortions to the day
of birth.

Catholic teaching on
contraception, divorce
and sexual morality is
openly mocked.

Yet, while colleges
like Georgetown appear
Catholic in name only,
others — like Chris-
tendom in Front Royal,
Va., St. Thomas More in
Merrimack, N.H, and St.
Thomas Aquinas near
Los Angeles — have
picked up the torch.

Among Catholics,
there has long been a
dispute over the issue:
Did Vatican II cause the
crisis in the Church, or
did the council merely
fail to arrest what was an
inevitable decline with
the triumph of the coun-
terculture of the 1960s?

In Christianity’s
cradle, the Holy Land
and the Near East, from
Egypt to Afghanistan,
Christians are subjected
to persecution and po-
groms, as their num-
bers dwindle. In Latin
America, the Church has
been losing congregants
for decades.

In Europe, Christian-
ity is regarded less as
the founding faith of the
West and the wellspring
of Western culture and
civilization, than as an
antique; a religion that
European Man once
embraced before the
coming of the Enlighten-
ment.

And when faith dies,
the culture dies, the
civilization dies, and the
people die. So historians
and poets alike have
written.

Common sense about the prairie chicken problem

I was born in 1929 and raised
north of Glazier on what is now
the Steve Rader residence on
Highway 305. Grain was raised
on this place and all other
places during that time. Shocks
of feed were on all farms and it
the 1930s, *40s and ’50s, about
100 to 200 chickens came to
feed every evening.

The Walker Ranch under
Dave Wright had an estimated
800 to 1,200 chickens and all
adjoining places had similar
counts.

The top of the shock grain
was available in snow storms,
but as everyone quit the feed,
chickens moved to the next
farm. George Tubb had the
last feed in this area and Sam
Detrixhe had feed south of Hig-
gins, where they moved to last.

In the fall of the year, we
moved the thresh machine with
a high stacking spout on it

into the field and the chickens
would fly in and around it to
feed off it. In 20 years on this
place, we never saw a dead
one from hitting the fence.
The snow and ice storms in the
early 1990s that stayed on for
several days caused the chick-
ens to weaken and freeze to
death because they could not
feed. The population has never
recovered.

The drought and hot seasons
for the past two seasons have
ruined nests for quail, turkey
and the prairie chicken. Due to
the drought, there are very few
to no bugs or grasshoppers, not
to mention weed seed for food.

Also, when everyone fed
feed bundles to their cattle, the
chickens would feed on the
grounds from those bundles.

All we hear is “restore habi-
tat.” The grass and sage coun-
try is still there, the chickens do

not like CRP Bluestem (a type
of field grass); it is too thick to
move their chicks in and they
like to move around freely and
it has no food value.

I would think a program to
help landowners with, would
be acreage planted to grain
and let it got down in the field
for winter. Twenty or so acres
scattered across the area would
carry the chickens through the
storms.

There is too much baloney
from people that may have
never seen a prairie chicken. In
the 1930s and ’40s, I ate more
chickens than a lot of you have
ever seen.

I will debate this with any
experts and would gladly take
you to every area to show you
where farmland used to be.

When
this malicious comment
was reported by Busi-
nessweek, Rove tried to
pass it off as a joke, but
suggesting the murder of a
Congressman is not funny.

After Christine
O’Donnell won the Dela-
ware primary in 2010,
Rove tried to defeat her
by publicly accusing her
of saying “nutty things.”
Now we know who says
the nuttiest things.

There are two reasons
why Rove and his rich do-
nors don’t like grassroots
Republicans and Tea Par-
tiers. The Establishment
can’t order them how to
vote, and the Establish-
ment wants candidates to
talk only about economic
issues, never about social,
moral or national-security
issues.

Karl Rove spent his
big PAC money buy-
ing expensive TV ads
instead of on getting out
the vote for Republicans.
Obama’s strategists were
smarter and didn’t make
that mistake; they spent
their money on Get Out

The Vote projects, which
enabled them to win.

We’d like to know how
much money Rove and his
associates pocketed from
buying millions of dollars
of worthless TV ads. Tele-
vision stations rebate a
percentage of the price of
TV ads to whoever places
the ads.

Rove is supposed to be
so savvy about politics,
but let’s test that. On elec-
tion morning, he released
his final predictions
that “Romney will win
Florida, North Carolina,
Virginia, New Hampshire,
Ohio, Iowa and Colora-
do.” Obama carried all but
one of those states.

Rove built his reputa-
tion on his role in elect-
ing George W. Bush, but
President Bush and his
phony “Compassionate
Conservatism” did almost
nothing for conservative
goals. Bush tried hard to
put the U.S. in an open
borders “North American
Union” with Mexico and
Canada, and he inflicted
our school kids with fed-
eral control over educa-
tion called “No Child Left
Behind.”

Establishment candi-
dates should be called
“me-too” Republicans, a
label coined to describe

The Sundays during Lent
are to be a time of CEL-
EBRATION because all
Sundays are a time of cel-
ebration. No Sunday can
ever be about anything
dark because the greatest
event in all of human his-
tory occurred on a Sunday
— THE BODILY RESUR-
RECTION OF JESUS.
Therefore, get your devo-
tional for the Sundays of
Lent at church, when you
gather with your church
family. And if you haven’t
gotten yourself a church
family, then it really is
time for you to REPENT
and GET ONE!

Note 2: The scripture
quotations are from Ker-
mit ’s The Gospels Inter-
woven, a blended account
of all 4 Gospels.

Day 1 — Ash Wednesday

Scripture: Mt 21:1-7;
Mk 11:1-7; Lk 19:29-3;
Jn 12:12-15

The next day, as they
approached Jerusalem
and came to Bethphage
and Bethany at the hill
called the Mount of OI-
ives, Jesus sent two of
his disciples, saying to
them, “Go to the village
ahead of you, and just as
you enter it, you will find
a donkey tied there, with
her colt by her, which no
one has ever ridden. Un-
tie them and bring them
here to me. If anyone asks
you, ‘Why are you doing
this?’ tell him, ‘The Lord
needs them, and he will
send them back here right
away.’”

Maybe words
like common, ordinary or
mundane came to mind,
but nothing more. But

on the back of this burro
is how Jesus chose to en-
ter His final week. His
choice.

Why?
Why not
a power-
ful  stal-
lion? Why
not some-
thing more
equal to
His true
standing
and posi-
tion? Be-
cause this donkey was the
exact image He wanted
everyone to see and re-
member. Even though He
was the most special be-
ing who ever walked this
earth, He wanted every-
one to remember Him as
the servant God, the com-
pletely approachable one.

If that was so with our
Savior when He stared at
the cross less than a week
away, how much more so
with His followers as I be-
gin this Lenton season. I
will need the Lord’s help
to make these 40 days
what they are supposed
to be: days of remorse,
sorrow, conviction, con-
fession, repentance, even
mourning. Or else 1 will
begin to rely on our own
spiritual might and be so
distracted with day to day
events that special mo-
ments of humility with
my Redeemer will pass
right on by without me
even noticing. God for-
bid!

or any traffic tickets listed as Class B or above.

“To run for a constable position, if you have no prior
law enforcement experience, you have to have at least an
associate’s degree,” McFall said. He added that one must
also complete the Law Enforcement Academy program,
with the closest office being in Amarillo, within 270
days of being elected.

Behind the badge

Both McFall and Montgomery were elected to their
constable positions in the Nov. 7 General Election. They
both began at their post on Jan. 1.

McFall has more than 20 years of law enforcement
experience, having served 16 years as a reserve deputy
with the Donnelly County Sheriff’s Office; he also
worked in the security division at PanTex and was a jail
administrator in Gray County in the late 1990s, under
Sheriff Randy Stubblefield.

Montgomery is no rookie, either.

He was elected constable for Wheeler County five
times and worked with the Brady Police Department and
Gray County Sherift’s Office.

“I’ve always been interested in law enforcement,”
Montgomery said.

Montgomery’s great-grandfather, John Lee Pope, was
a Texas Ranger in the late 1800s.

“My dad, G.A. Montgomery, would tell stories about
my great-grandpa,” including some memorable ones
about hunting down outlaws across the open plains.

McFall said he finds a sense of fulfillment serving as
a constable.

“I’m just enjoying what I’'m doing,” he said.

Training days

There were 148 new constables elected or appointed
within the last two years through the Law Enforcement
Management Institute of Texas (LEMIT) at Sam Houston
State University. Each constable is mandated by the
Texas Legislature to participate in a training program
every two years covering the roles and duties of a con-
stable, including: issuing citations, evictions, writs and
protective orders. The training also involves studies in
liability and office management.

“The program is an opportunity for the constables of
Texas to learn from the instructors and from each other,
and how their role is so important in the community they
serve,” Dr. Rita Watkins, executive director of LEMIT,
said in a news release.

According to the LEMIT website, in Texas, constables
and their deputies are fully empowered peace officers
with countywide jurisdiction. Their responsibilities may
include serving civil process, executing warrants issued
by Justice of the Peace (JP) courts, providing bailiff ser-
vices to JP Courts and offering patrol, investigation and
security services.

House tightens rules on Medicaid bill

AUSTIN (AP) — Republicans
in the Texas House have tightened
the rules on an emergency spend-
ing bill for Medicaid that will
make Democrats wait on trying to
force a quick vote on public school
funding. The rule overwhelmingly
passed Thursday means that a $4.8
billion bill the House will likely
take up next week will stay fo-
cused on paying a Medicaid hole.

educators dead.

Capitol Police estimate that
5,500 people are participating in
the rally organized by the group
March for Change. Gov. Dan-
nel P. Malloy and state legislators
are among them. Malloy told the
crowd that the shooting has forev-
er changed the public debate over
guns and “we will not rest” until
laws such as universal background

checks are passed.

in upcoming health care
bills on time.

budget, nearly all of it re-
lated to Medicaid and pub-
lic education, according
to the Legislative Budget
Board. Lawmakers plan to
use most of the extra $8.8
billion the Texas comp-
troller reported collecting
from this biennium to pay
those costs. The House
Appropriations Commit-
tee passed its first supple-
mental bill on Monday,
and Pitts plans to bring
it to the House floor for
a vote early next week.
The bill, House Bill 10,
has “emergency” status, a
parliamentary designation
that allows legislators to
vote on the measure dur-
ing the first 60 days of the
session if Pitts can get the
support of 120 of the 150
House members.

“It’s the first time I’ve
ever had an emergency
supplemental,” Pitts said.
The emergency stems
from the last Legislature’s
decision to fund Medicaid
and the Children’s Health
Insurance Program for
only 18 out of 24 months
in the budget cycle.

Install high-quality weatherstripping

Dear Pat: The doors in my par-
ents’ old house had interlocking
weatherstripping, and it sealed
very well. Is it still available, and
how can I install this type of seal
on the doors in my newer home?
— Karen C.

Dear Karen: Before plastics and
other synthetic materials were avail-
able, metal interlocking weather-
stripping was commonly used on
entry doors. It still is the most du-
rable and best-sealing type of weath-
erstripping for doors, even consider-
ing all the newest synthetic materials
available. It is a wise choice for ar-
eas prone to severe and high-wind
weather conditions.

Metal interlocking door weather-
stripping is available at most home
center stores. Your parents’ door
probably used weatherstripping
made from bronze. Bronze weather-
stripping is still available today, but
it costs about three times as much as
zinc weatherstripping, which holds
up almost as well as bronze.

Interlocking weatherstripping does
not require a difficult installation
procedure for an existing door, but it
does require precision. If done prop-
erly, the door will open and close
easily with a super-tight seal. If it is
off just a little, it will still seal fairly
well, but you will notice the pieces
do not interlock smoothly.

There are two types of interlocking
metal weatherstripping available.
Simple interlocking metal channels
are the easiest to install, and they seal
almost as well as J-strips, which are
more difficult to install. The advan-
tage of J-strips is they are recessed
into the edge of the door. This makes
them less susceptible to damage
from children or when large objects
are moved through the door opening.

The channel-type weatherstrip-
ping is nailed to the face of the door
near its edges, and the mating piece
is nailed to the door frame jamb. The
male half of the interlocking channel
is mounted on the door along the top
and the lock sides. On the hinge side
of the door, the male half is mount-
ed on the doorjamb. This results in
smoother movement as the door
closes.

In order to install J-strip or any
other type of recessed metal weath-
erstripping, it helps to have a power
saw to create the recess (rabbet). A
router can be used, but it may cause
more tear-out on certain types of
wood doors.

Another option is to use a hand-
saw, which was how they are were
installed many years ago. The best
type to use is a kerfing handsaw.
Since you may not use this for many
other projects, try renting one at a
tool rental shop. If you want to buy
one, they are available from Metal
Weatherstripping at 800-536-6043.
The portion of the interlocking
weatherstripping that mounts in the
doorjamb is not recessed.

‘When making the recessed saw cut
in the edge of the door, tilt the blade
so there is about a 25-degree under-

cut. This provides clearance for the
interlocking mating piece when the
door closes. Make a second saw
cut slightly deeper to provide a nice
pocket for the strip.

If this sounds like more than you
can handle, but you still want du-
rable metal weatherstripping, con-
sider installing a spring strip. This is
a V-shaped metal strip with one leg
longer than the other. The long leg
is nailed in the doorjamb with the
V pointing indoors. When the door
swings shut against it, the short leg
springs against the edge of the door.

Before installing weatherstripping,
first adjust the door if it has fallen
out of alignment. Reset and shim
hinges to even out the gaps around
the door, making the door casier to
weatherstrip.

Older thresholds lack the built-in
weatherstripping that newer ones
have. To replace an old threshold,
protect the floor, cut through the
threshold with a hacksaw, then pry
out the pieces. Clean out the area
beneath it. Attach a new door
bottom with an integral sweep.

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Dear AbBy‘ .

DEAR ABBY: Please use your wide
reach to educate well-meaning parents
about how their children should behave
when visiting cemeteries. I'm a funeral
professional who takes pride in helping
families honor their heritage and transition
from grief to recovery. I especially enjoy
helping to allay children’s fears about
death and cemeteries.

Often parents allow their children to
roam the cemetery as if it were a play-
ground or public park. I have seen kids
pull up expensive flowers on other graves
and “take them to Mommy.” Naturally, the
family who bought the flowers come back
a few days later and accuses US of trash-
ing them.

I have seen mourners leave precious
personal mementos on their loved ones’

graves only for kids to take them as play-
things. I have seen kids deface grave
markers, entertain themselves by bouncing
rocks off headstones or open up brass and
bronze cameos, exposing the photos to the
elements.

The worst is unsupervised kids running
off in packs and gathering up the little
colored flags that are placed to assure a
grave gets dug and set up in time for a
pending service. Imagine flying in for the
burial of a loved one and the grave isn’t
ready because some child grabbed the
marking flag while the parents stood idly
by.

Pampa’s Lady Harvesters were supposed
to play the Levelland Loboettes on Tues-
day night. Due to the impending snow-
storm, school officials attempted to move
the game to Monday night and Levelland
was unwilling.

On Tuesday, heavy snowfall forced the
postponement of the game until Wednes-
day night. The game was played in Canyon
at West Texas A&M in the First United
Bank Center.

It was a defensive struggle in the be-
ginning with many turnovers and missed
shots early on from both ends of the floor.
Pampa trailed by as many as five at 7-2
in the opening period. Hannah Baker hit
a three-pointer late in the quarter to make
the score 7-5 and that was the score after
the first quarter.

It looked as though Pampa was going to
stay in the ballgame when Madison Brown
stole the ball and Hayley Burnett hit a
three-pointer early on in the second quar-
ter to give Pampa their first lead at 8-7.
Unfortunately, that was the only lead for
Pampa and it did not last long as Levelland
answered quickly on their next possession
with a three of their own. The Loboettes
would go on a 10-0 run before a timeout by
Pampa coach Gene Valentine with 5:34 left
in the quarter. After the break in the action,
Levelland increased the run to 12-0 and
took a 19-8 lead. Taylor Morgan stopped
the bleeding with a three-pointer at the
2:20 mark, but just as Burnett’s three was
answered quickly so was Morgan’s. Pam-
pa trailed at the half 22-11. The 11-point
lead for Levelland was the largest of the
ballgame thus far. Pampa did hit three first
half three-pointers. There were four lead
changes and one tie in the opening half.

Burnett came out of the locker room not
wanting her season to end as she success-
fully recorded a traditional three-point
play with 6:50 to go in the third to bring
Pampa within eight. The Loboettes called
a timeout with 3:42 left in the quarter and
at that point Pampa had outscored Level-
land 5-4 so far in the period. Burnett added
another three-pointer to pull Pampa within
seven with 1:30 to go in the quarter. Lev-

elland would take a 29-19 lead going into
the fourth.

Levelland started the fourth quarter with
an 8-0 run to give them their largest lead
of the game at 18 points. Casey Sark came
in late in the game and quickly hit a deep
three-pointer and sank two free throws in
her limited playing time. The final score
from Canyon on Wednesday night was
Levelland 41, Pampa 26.

“Talent wise we are just as good as Lev-
elland. We were trying to hurry and make
stuff happen and not let it happen,” said
Valentine. “They are a good team and I
don’t know if it was nerves or what it was
but we just didn’t play like we are capable
of.”

Valentine added that he didn’t think
the long layoft had anything to do with
the performance by Pampa. “We played
a good, hard second half.” Valentine also
wanted to mention his thoughts on the sea-
son. “I think progressively we got better
as the season went on. We won six of our
last eight games. We played together and
played hard through a lot of adversity this
season. We accomplished more than some
thought we would this season after gradu-
ating so many players from last year’s
team.”

Burnett led Pampa with nine points,
hit two three-pointers and made her lone
free throw attempt. Sark added five points
from one three and she sank both of her
free throws. Allison Ceyanes scored four
points.

Baker and Morgan each hit one three
and finished with three points apiece. Ra-
chel Andrews hit both of her free-throws to
end the game with two points. As a team,
Pampa shot 5-6, or 83 percent, from the
free-throw line.

Pampa’s season comes to an end and
Levelland will face Abilene Wylie in the
next round of the playoffs. The Lady Har-
vesters did great things this season finish-
ing second place in the district after start-
ing the season projected to finish third.
Their final record was 5-3 in district and
11-19 overall.

Best of luck to the seniors Baker, Cey-
anes, Morgan and Andrews in all of their
future endeavors and congratulations to all
the Lady Harvesters for a great season.
