ormer Marine Corps
FCorporal Larry Ray
flew his American flag
high today in observance of
Iwo Jima Day, to honor all
of the fallen heroes who have
served in the American armed
forces, and especially those
who fought for this country
during the iconic World War II
battle in the South Pacific.

“Iwo Jima is really close to
me,” said Ray, who served
during peacetime between the
Korea and Vietnam wars. Ray
was honorably discharged in
1962.

But there’s a special reason
Ray observes Iwo Jima Day, a
very personal reason.

Ray’s wife, Lynn, had been diag-
nosed with breast cancer in the late
1990s.

They decided Lynn would
receive cancer treatment at a center
in Tulsa, Okla.

One day, while Lynn was recov-
ering from a round of chemother-
apy, Larry went for a walk around
the hospital campus. On that walk,
Larry saw a car with a personalized
license plate displaying the famous
image of the soldiers planting an
American flag on the beach at Iwo
Jima. The car had a second license
plate in the front that listed the
battles of Saipan, Tinian and Iwo
Jima, which caught Larry’s atten-

Deadline for comment on lesser prairie chicken March 11

M Information meeting
on efforts to keep bird off
threatened species lists
held in Canadian.

The deadline to submit comments to
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service on
the potential listing of the lesser prairie
chicken as a threatened species is March
11.

The bird could be designated as a
threatened species, which is one step
away from being listed as endangered,
on Sept. 30.

The bird is a member of the grouse
family and lives on open ranges in
Texas, Oklahoma, New Mexico, Kansas
and Colorado.

Ninety-six percent of the bird’s habitat
is on private land, and placing the bird
under protection of the federal USFWS
could negatively impact ranching and
the oil and gas industry, which are sta-
ples to the Panhandle economy.

Currently, a landowner seeking an

oil and gas permit goes to the Texas
Railroad Association, the regulatory
agency that oversees oil and gas in the
state, and the permitting process takes
two or three weeks.

But if the process was regulated by the
federal instead of state government, a
permit could take months to obtain, and

Pope shows true lead-

When Thurgood
Marshall retired from
the U.S.
Supreme
Court
in June
1991, a
reporter
asked
him what
were the
medical
reasons
that con-
tributed to
him leaving the bench —
and its lifetime appoint-
ment — after serving for
nearly 25 years. He was
his usual blunt self.

“What’s wrong with
me?” Justice Marshall
said at the packed news
conference. “I’'m old.
I’m getting old and fall-
ing apart.”

When the news broke
this week that Pope
Benedict XVI was step-
ping down as the spiri-
tual leader of 1.2 billion
Roman Catholics due to
his concerns about being
able to do the job, many
began to speculate that
there were other reasons
for the decision.

We have become ac-
customed to a pope dy-
ing in office. That’s not
a surprise. It has been
nearly 600 years since
the last pope, Gregory
XII, quit in 1415.

Even though the ap-
pointment of pope is a
lifetime appointment,
frankly, it is selfish of
any individual to hold on
to the job for dear life,
knowing full well they
didn’t have the capacity
to do the job.

“Strength of mind
and body are neces-
sary, strength which in
the last few months has
deteriorated in me to the
extent that [ have had to
recognize my incapac-
ity to adequately fulfill
the ministry entrusted
to me,” according to a
statement from Pope
Benedict released by the
Vatican.

Whether we want to
be honest or not, it was
sad to watch the decline
of Pope John Paul II.

He was a vibrant figure
when he became pope in
1978, traveling the world
and spreading the gospel
to anyone who would

listen. But towards the
end of his life in 2005,
he was barely able to
move or talk, clearly
worn down by signifi-
cant health challenges.

Any leader who re-
spects the organization
they serve should have
the common sense to
know when it’s time to
say goodbye. We’ve seen
countless examples of
CEOs, pastors, politi-
cians and others hanging
onto a position of power,
hurting the very people
they were elected or
chosen to serve.

It takes considerable
courage for anyone to
step away from a power-
ful position, as well as
the trappings that come
with it.

I’ll leave it to others to
try and figure out other
reasons behind the res-
ignation. But we should
at least acknowledge
the value of an ego-less
decision that reflects
humility and concern
about the very institution
to which he pledged his
life.

Any leader should be
concerned about the
institution they serve
continuing to grow and
thrive once their days
are no more. That’s why
a proper succession plan
is vitally important. Too
often we have assessed
a great leader by what
they did in the position.
But their final legacy
really is defined by how
they left a place.

Pope Benedict XVI
knows full well the
Catholic Church cannot
grow and prosper if its
leader is limited in trav-
eling and attending to
his flock. There comes a
time when one chapter
must end and another
begins. He has more
days behind him than in
front of him. He should
enjoy his last years in
peace and tranquility,
without having to worry
about trying to do the
work designed for a
younger man.

Trees in Central Park in need of help

Over the past month or so, some-
thing about Central Park has been
bugging me, so I decided to call our
parks and street director to discuss
the source of my vexation.

Actually, the park has been on my
mind for quite awile. Due to this
ongoing drought, the
trees Pampa’s forefa-
thers were gracious
enough to plant
for citizens future
enjoyment are quite
stressed.

Essentially, everything harsh that
Mother Nature can throw in our
trees direction She has done. If read-
ers will take a looksee at all the
park’s trees, many are with dead
branches that need to be taken off
before they snap due to a good mega
blow, come crashing down courtesy
Mr. Newton’s theory and possibly
hurt someone. Of late, it doesn’t
look like Mother Nature’s bad mood
She has impacted upon our region is
going to abate any time soon, and it
also doesn’t look like the city will
expend monies for watering and
pruning needs for the trees. The
future for Central Park’s trees cer-
tainly does not bode well.

What has caused more issue with
me of late in regard to Central Park
is the new kids jungle gym, squirrel
workout, or whatever the contrap-
tion is called that was erected on the

southeast corner of the park adjacent
to Duncan Street. Something was
overlooked by our Streets and Parks
Department in the installation of the
new playground equipment.

My bugginess developed as a re-
sult of a phone conversation I had
recently with Pampa’s streets and
parks director. He was gracious in
returning my call, but when I spoke
my concern, the gentleman became
quite unwavering in regard to my
issue and it’s relevance.

All trees have what the Dirt Doc-
tor (look him up on the Internet) and
arborists call a “root flare.” A root
flare is the part of a tree’s trunk that
meets the topsoil and flares out any
number of inches before descending
downward as an actual root. The root
flare is essential to a tree’s growth,
where a goodly portion of all things
benefiting the tree are absorbed.
Completely cover a tree’s root flare
and problems develop, namely
malabsorption and decay issues
which can and ultimately will lead
to a tree’s demise. That is what has
happened when the city construct-
ed the new jungle gym. Three of
the park’s trees root flares where the
jungle gym was placed have been
covered up. Per Pampa’s streets and
parks director, the cover up cannot
be corrected.

I was told something about the
jungle gym’s completed specs that
correcting the tree issue would
violate playground statutes. I thought
about letting my fingers walk the
computer keyboard and look up
state or federal playground statutes,
but quickly thought a resounding
“you’ve got to be kidding me, I
ain’t gonna do that” because I can

well imagine the size of a regula-
tions tome, particularly after a gov-
ernment dweeb finishes writing such.

Besides, with the trees in mind it’s
plain and simple: Our parks depart-
ment did not ,first, correctly plan;
and second, perform the playground
construction correctly. Had they
done so, the trees root flares would
be visible. And quite frankly, I think
hiding behind a “we can’t correct it”
mentality is lame and typical govern-
ment reaction to a wrong.

OK, I confess there is a tree hug-
ger gene or four in my DNA make-
up. And, because of that fact, many
a reader might be thinking why am
I making such a big deal over three
trees. As I mentioned above, Central
Park’s trees are in critical need of
help and to date the city has shown
no interest in the trees’ care.

I can guarantee you if not rem-
edied, the three trees with root flares
covered will die. I can also guaran-
tee there is many a tree in Central
Park with dead branches that need to
be trimmed as soon as possible and
reiterate, they will prove Newton
correct. If our city management
is not concerned with our Central
Park’s trees, they should be so and
had better jump on the bandwagon
before things get worse for the trees.
Worse could perhaps be liability is-
sues where a branch suddenly snaps
and come crashing down on a park
goer.

with, and the group inducted
Larry as an honorary member.
Larry attended seven of the
group’s reunions.

Larry said the members, who
were getting older, had con-
sidered disbanding the group.
However, Larry offered to host
the reunion every year in Pampa.
The group had been meeting
every two years. Ultimately, the
unit voted to disband in 2011
due to health issues.

“Those guys are heroes to me,
actually being a Marine,” Larry
said.

So why will Larry fly the
American flag high today?

“Bottom line, because I am a
former Marine,” he said. “Iwo
Jima is probably the most iconic
battle ever fought by the Marine

resenting  independent
petroleum producers, ser-
vice companies and min-
eral royalty owners in the
Texas Panhandle, western
Oklahoma and southwest-
ern Kansas.

The meeting was held
to inform landowners and
other interested parties of
the potential consequences
of listing the bird on the
threatened species list and
to encourage them to write
the USFWS to request a
90-day extension on the
public comment period.

Doug Fisk, president of
PPROA, said before the
meeting he is “extremely
concerned” USFWS is
investigating listing the
bird.

Though over the years
the bird’s habitat has con-
tracted by 80 percent, state
officials and landowners
alike say that all wildlife
in the state has suffered
from the two-year draught.

Fisk and other officials
at the meeting, including
State Rep. Ken King and
State Sen. Seliger, empha-

sized that private land-
owners — not the federal
government — are the best
stewards of the state’s vast
grasslands.

“We have been working
on an industry approach
for the past three years,”
Fisk said.

Sean Kyle, a wildlife
diversity biologist with
Texas Parks & Wildlife,
said ranchers and oil and
gas producers can enter
into voluntary agreements
with the USFWS, called
Candidate Conservation

Agreements (CCA), to
manage the species on
their property.

Kyle said if a company
wants to develop a piece
of land, they would con-
tact a biologist who would
assess the quality of the
habitat.

The biologist could rec-
ommend anything from
not drilling at all if the area
was a breeding ground for
the birds to placing marker
tape on fence lines to pre-
vent the birds from flying
into them, he said.

Hughes encouraged any-
one concerned about the
potential listing to contact
the USFWS in writing. He
stressed not to make politi-

cal statements, emotional
appeals or write about how
listings the bird would
cause economic hardship.

Rather, Hughes advised
asking the USFWS for a
90-day extension to the
comment periled so any
new science on the bird’s
population can be evalu-
ated.

Two SS maximizing strategies often confused

Every single day, I get
dozens of emails from read-
ers asking me if they should
“file and suspend” their
Social ~Security benefits
— many times without re-
ally knowing what they are
asking. They maybe heard
that term from a friend or
neighbor. Perhaps they at-
tended a retirement semi-
nar and listened as some
financial advisor told them
that by employing this “file
and suspend” practice, they
could maximize their So-
cial Security benefits. They
might even have read a past
column of mine in which I
discussed two maximizing
strategies — “file and sus-
pend” and the “restricted
application” — but my ex-
planations sailed right over
their heads.

So I will try yet another
time to explain these rules
that generally help couples
that are each approaching
retirement age at about the
same time to get more bene-
fits in the long run. But first,
a bit of background:

If you take reduced So-
cial Security benefits at any
age before 66, the law says
you must file for any and
all benefits for which you
are eligible. For example, if
you are a woman who has
worked and paid into Social
Security, you cannot file for
reduced wife’s benefits on
your husband’s record at
62, and then at 66, switch
to full benefits on your own
account. (Please note that
widows are an exception.
They can make the switch at
any age.)

But everything changes
if you wait until age 66. At
that age, you can “restrict”
your Social Security ap-
plication to one benefit or
another, and put off taking
the other benefit until a later
date, usually age 70.

So that same woman we
were talking about two
paragraphs back could file
for Social Security benefits
at age 66, restricting her ap-
plication to spousal benefits
only, and continue to receive
those dependent’s benefits
until age 70, at which point
she could switch to her
own retirement rate, which
would come with a 32 per-
cent delayed retirement bo-
nus.

But many people who
should be employing this
restricted application policy
mistakenly claim they want
to “file and suspend” their
benefits. This is a complete-
ly separate Social Security
maximizing strategy. Sim-
ply put, it means you are al-
lowed to file for Social Se-
curity benefits at age 66 and
then immediately suspend
those benefits. There are
two reasons why you might
want to consider doing this.

The first reason really has
nothing to do
with a spouse.
It would ap-
ply to someone
who simply
wanted to de-
lay filing for his
or her Social
Security  benefits
until age 70 to get the 32
percent bonus described
above. You could still file
for your benefits at age 66,
and then immediately sus-
pend those benefits. Why
would you want to do this?
To protect your eligibility
for back benefits if your cir-
cumstances change before
you reach age 70. For ex-
ample, if serious health is-
sues afflict you in your late
60s, you may decide it is
no longer worth it to delay
your Social Security until
age 70. You could then “un:
suspend” your benefits and
receive back pay benefits
to age 66. (Of course, you
would no longer be due the
delayed retirement bonus.)

Had you not filed for
your Social Security ben-
efits (and then suspended
them) at age 66, you would
not have been able to claim
the retroactive benefits once
you changed your mind.

And under this “file and
suspend” plan, if you re-
main healthy or your cir-
cumstances don’t otherwise
change, you simply “unsus-
pend” your benefits at age
70 at which point you will
be credited with the full de-
layed retirement bonus.

The second reason you
might want to “file and sus-
pend” at age 66 involves a
spouse — and this is where
all the confusion creeps in.
It can apply if you have a
spouse who has not worked,
and thus has no Social Se-

curity benefits on his or her

Social

Seelrity

own record. Or as is more
often the case, you have a
spouse who has worked and
is due a smaller benefit on
his or her own account.

The simplest example
involves the former. Bill
is turning 66 but wants to
keep working until 70 to
get his full Social Security
benefit and the 32 percent
bonus. His wife Mary is 62
and hasn’t worked enough
to get her own benefit. Bill
can file for his Social Secu-
rity at age 66 so Mary can

- start getting reduced wife’s

benefits on his record. Then
Bill suspends his benefits,
but Mary continues to re-
ceive her spousal check. At
70, Bill “unsuspends” his
Social Security and starts
getting full benefits and the
bonus. Mary continues to
receive her reduced spousal
rate.

But things get more con-
fusing if we have a spouse
who has worked and has her
own Social Security. Let’s
follow an example.

Joe is 66 and is due $2.,400
per month from Social Se-
curity. His wife, Jill, is 62.
Her full retirement rate on
her own record is $1,800,
but she is due $1,350 in re-

duced benefits at 62. In this
case, Joe can do one of two
things. He can “file and sus-
pend” or he can restrict his
application. (Please note
that you can’t do both: You
can choose one maximizing
strategy or the other!)

If he files and suspends,
that means he would file
for his own Social Security
at 66 and immediately sus-
pend those benefits until age
70, at which point he would
“unsuspend” and collect his
full benefit plus the 32 per-
cent bonus. Jill is out of the
picture in this “file and sus-
pend” scenario. She would
simply start getting her own
reduced retirement benefits
at 62.

Joe’s better option in this
case would be to employ
the restricted application
policy. This means that at
age 66, Joe would file for
Social Security but restrict
his application to husband’s
benefits only (assuming Jill
had filed at age 62.). Joe
would collect a husband’s
benefit on Jill’s record (50
percent of her age 66 rate)
until age 70. At that point,
he could terminate his hus-
band’s benefits and start get-
ting his full retirement rate,
which would come with that
32 percent bonus.

His verbal strokes give life
to a cold, chilling picture of
a spotless white coffin; so
beautiful on the outside, but
full of a rotting corpse. They
placed so much emphasis
on minor spiritual externals
that major league qualities
in character that concerned
God so much were left un-
touched. They completely
missed God’s cruise liner;
it left them at the dock and
sailed away.

Then suddenly, in the
midst of this blistering of the
scribes and Pharisees, Jesus
could hide His love no longer
and burst out in these words.
“... how often I have longed
to gather your children to-
gether, as a hen gathers her
chicks under her wings, but
you were not willing.”

Married for 82 years,
La. couple still going strong

NEW ORLEANS (AP)
Together, Norman
and Norma Burmah went
through much of the Great
Depression, World War 11,
the social upheavals of the
1960s and seeing the New
Orleans Saints win a Super
Bowl.

To mark their 82 years
of marriage, Gov. Bobby
Jindal honored them on
Valentine’s Day as Louisi-
ana’s longest known mar-
ried couple. He also rec-
ognized nine other couples
married 73 years or longer.

The Burmahs — Nor-
man is 102, Norma 99 —
exchanged wedding vows
on Jan. 26, 1931, and are
believed to be the longest-
living married couple in
the United States. Guin-
ness World Records lists
Herbert and Zelmyra
Fisher, of North Caro-
lina, as holding the record
for the longest marriage.
They were married May
13, 1924 — 86 years, 9
months and 16 days as of
Feb. 27,2011, the day Her-
bert Fisher died at age 105.

In a telephone interview
Thursday with The Asso-
ciated Press, the Burmahs
said making any relation-
ship last as long as theirs
takes patience and a lot of
love.

“And trust,” she added.

“And attention,” he said.

When asked how she and
her husband had managed
to stay together for such a
long time, Norma Burmah
said: “To tell you the truth,
we are Catholics and we
don’t believe in divorce
and separation. That’s one
reason.”

Norman Burmah said it
was love at first sight when
he met his wife for the first
time at church one Sunday
morning. Asked whether
she felt that way as well, he
said, “I think so.”

Later, Norma Burmah
echoed his sentiment. “Yes,
yes it was,” she said, softly.

The Burmahs live in-
dependently though they
get a “little help” from an
aide who comes in daily,
Norman Burmah said, but
he added that his wife still
cooks for him sometimes.

“She often gets up and
makes coffee and she’ll
sometimes poach an egg or
fix French toast,” he said.

The Burmahs once
owned a private catering
company in New Orleans
where they spent most of
their lives until Hurricane
Katrina  destroyed their
home in eastern New Or-
leans. Now, they live near
their daughter in Marks-

ville.

Norman Burmah said
sustaining a marriage is
not always easy. “But it’s
what I promised to do so
many years ago and I prac-
tice it every day. It’s noth-
ing extra, it’s just normal.
It takes love, attention and
patience.”

He said he doesn’t often
give young people advice
on keeping their marriages
strong, mainly because
women have become so
independent and younger
generations aren’t always
willing to work to get the
results.

“When they (women)
started working at the be-
ginning of World War II
and put on those pants, I
think now they don’t de-
pend on a man like they

used to. In fact, I think the
man is now depending on
them,” he said.

He said younger couples
often have made up their
minds about whether to
continue a marriage.

“But by tomorrow,
they’ve  changed their
minds again,” he said. “I
say ‘Give it a try, don’t
stop and you’ll find it’s all
worthwhile.””

The Burmahs were un-
able to attend Thursday’s
reception at the Governor’s
Mansion in Baton Rouge,
where Jindal presented
the couples with procla-
mations recognizing their
marriage achievement
and gifts, including a bou-
quet of flowers, books and
stuffed “bride and groom”
teddy bears.

Patrick is first woman ever to win NASCAR pole

DAYTONA BEACH,
Fla. (AP) — Danica Pat-
rick is at her best in the
spotlight. Good thing, too,
because she’s going to be
there all week. Patrick
won  the
Daytona
500 pole
Sunday,
becoming
the  first
woman
to secure
the top
spot  for
any  race
in  NAS-
CAR’s
premier circuit. It’s by far
the biggest achievement of
her stock-car career. She’s
braced for the attention
that will follow.

“I think when pressure’s
on and when the spotlight’s
on, I feel like it ultimately
ends up becoming some
of my better moments and
my better races and better
results,” Patrick said. I
just understand that if you
put the hard work in be-
fore you go out there that
you can have a little peace
and a little peace of mind
knowing that you’ve done
everything you can and
just let it happen.”

Danica

Patrick, who taped inter-
views Sunday with CNN,
ESPN and Good Morn-
ing America, was the first
woman to lead laps in the
Indianapolis 500. She fin-
ished third in 2009, the
highest finish in that illus-
trious race for a woman.
And she became the only
woman to win an IndyCar
race when she did it in Ja-
pan in 2008.

Her latest stamp in the
history books came with a
lap at 196.434 mph around
Daytona International
Speedway. Patrick went
out eighth in the qualify-
ing session, then had to
wait about two hours as
37 fellow drivers tried to
take her spot. Only four-
time Cup champion Jeff
Gordon even came close
to knocking her off the
pole. Gordon was the only
other driver who topped
196 mph in qualifying. He
locked up the other guar-
anteed spot in next week’s
season-opening Daytona
500. “It’s great to be a part
of history with Danica
being on the pole,” said
Gordon, who joked that
at least he was the fastest
guy. “I think we all know
how popular she is, what

this will do for our sport.
Congratulations to her.
Proud to be on there with
her.” The rest of the field
will be set in duel qualify-
ing races Thursday.

However the lineup un-
folds, all drivers — in-
cluding boyfriend Ricky
Stenhouse Jr. — will line
up behind Patrick’s No.
10 Chevrolet SS. “I was
brought up to be the fast-
est driver, not the fast-
est girl,” she said. “That
was instilled in me from
very young, from the be-
ginning. Then I feel like
thriving in those moments,
where the pressure’s on,
has also been a help for
me. I also feel like I've
been lucky in my career
to be with good teams and
have good people around
me. I don’t think any of it
would have been possible
without that.

“For those reasons, I've
been lucky enough to
make history, be the first
woman to do many things.
I really just hope that I
don’t stop doing that. We
have a lot more history to
make. We are excited to do
it.” Even before her fast
lap, Patrick had been the
talk of Speedweeks. Not

only did she open up about
her budding romance with
Stenhouse — Patrick of-
ficially filed to end her
seven-year marriage to
47-year-old Paul Hospen-
thal in January — but she
was considered the front-
runner for the pole after
leading practice sessions
Saturday. Now, she will
garner even more hype.

“That’s a huge accom-
plishment,” team owner
and fellow driver Tony
Stewart said. “It’s not like
it’s been 15 or 20 years
she’s been trying to do
this. It’s her second trip
to Daytona here in a Cup
car. She’s made history in
the sport. That’s stuff that
we’re proud of being a
part of with her. It’s some-
thing she should have a
huge amount of pride in.

“It’s never been done.
There’s only one person
that can be the first to do
anything. Doesn’t mat-
ter how many do it after
you do, accomplish that
same goal. The first one
that does always has that
little bit more significance
to it because you were the
first.”

The result surely felt
good for Patrick, especial-

She switched solely
to stock cars last season
and finished 10th in the
Nationwide standings.
She made the jump to
Sprint Cup this season and
will battle Stenhouse for
Rookie of the Year honors.
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Starting out front in an
unpredictable,  500-mile
race doesn’t guarantee any
sort of result, but securing
the pole will put her in the
limelight for at least the
rest of the week.

“I don’t think about
Danica as a female race-
car driver,” defending Cup
champion Brad Kesel-
owski said.

Patrick won the pole
at Daytona for last year’s
Nationwide race. But this
is considerably different,
significantly bigger.

Lakers owner Jerry Buss dies at 80

LOSANGELES (AP)—
Jerry Buss, the Los Ange-
les Lakers’ playboy owner
who shepherded the NBA
team to 10 championships
from the Showtime dynas-
ty of the
1980s to
the Kobe
Bryant
era, died
Monday.
He was
80.

He died
at Cedars-
Sinai
Medical
Center in Los Angeles,
said Bob Steiner, his as-
sistant.

Buss had been hospital-
ized for most of the past
18 months while undergo-
ing cancer treatment, but
the immediate cause of
death was kidney failure,
Steiner said. With his con-
dition apparently wors-
ening in recent weeks,
several prominent former
Lakers visited Buss to say
goodbye.

“The NBA has lost a
visionary owner whose
influence on our league is
incalculable and will be
felt for decades to come,”
NBA Commissioner Da-
vid Stern said. “More im-
portantly, we have lost a
dear and valued friend.”

Under Buss’ leadership
since 1979, the Lakers
became Southern Califor-
nia’s most beloved sports
franchise and a worldwide
extension of Hollywood
glamour. Buss acquired,
nurtured and befriended a
staggering array of talent-
ed players and basketball
minds during his Hall of
Fame tenure, from Magic
Johnson and Kareem Ab-
dul-Jabbar to Bryant, Sha-
quille O’Neal and Dwight
Howard.

“Condolences to the
Buss family,” tweeted
James Worthy, the Lak-
ers’ Hall of Fame forward.
“Dr Buss was not only the
greatest sports owner, but
a true friend & just a re-
ally cool guy. Loved him

dearly.”

Few owners in sports
history can approach
Buss’  accomplishments

with the Lakers, who made
the NBA finals 16 times
through 2011 during his
nearly 34 years in charge,

winning 10 titles between
1980 and 2010. The Lak-
ers easily are the NBA’s
winningest franchise since
he bought the club, which
is now run largely by Jim
Buss and Jeanie Buss, two
of his six children.

“We not only have lost
our cherished father, but a
beloved man of our com-
munity and a person re-
spected by the world bas-
ketball community,” the
Buss family said in a state-
ment issued by the Lakers.

“It was our father’s of-
ten-stated desire and ex-
pectation that the Lakers
remain in the Buss family.
The Lakers have been our
lives as well, and we will
honor his wish and do ev-
erything in our power to
continue his unparalleled
legacy.”

Buss always referred to
the Lakers as his extended
family, and his players
rewarded his fanlike ex-
citement with devotion,
friendship and two hands
full of championship rings.
Working with front-office
executives Jerry West, Bill
Sharman and Mitch Kup-
chak, Buss spent lavishly
to win his titles despite
lacking a huge personal
fortune, often running the
NBA’s highest payroll
while also paying high-
profile coaches Pat Riley
and Phil Jackson.

Always an innovative
businessman, Buss paid
for the Lakers through
both their wild success
and his own groundbreak-
ing moves to raise rev-
enue.

He co-founded a basic-
cable sports television
network and sold the nam-
ing rights to the Forum
at times when both now-
standard strategies were
unusual, further justifying
his induction to the Pro
Basketball Hall of Fame
in 2010.

“Dr. Jerry Buss was a
cornerstone of the Los
Angeles sports commu-
nity and his name will al-
ways be synonymous with
his beloved Lakers,” Los
Angeles Mayor Antonio
Villaraigosa said. “It was
through his stewardship
that the Lakers brought
‘Showtime’ basketball and
numerous championship
rings to this great city.

Johnson and fellow Hall
of Famers Abdul-Jabbar
and Worthy formed life-
long bonds with Buss
during the Lakers’ run to
five titles in nine years in
the 1980s, when the Lak-
ers earned a reputation as
basketball’s most exciting
team with their flamboy-
ant Showtime style. The
buzz extended throughout
the Forum, where Buss
used the Laker Girls, a
brass band and promo-
tions to keep Los Angeles
fans interested in all four
quarters of their games.

Jackson then led O’Neal
and Bryant to a three-peat
from 2000-02, rekindling
the Lakers’ mystique, be-
fore Bryant and Pau Gasol
won two more titles under
Jackson in 2009 and 2010.

Although Buss gained
fame and fortune with
the Lakers, he also was a
scholar, Renaissance man
and bon vivant who epito-
mized California cool —
and a certain Los Angeles
lifestyle — for his entire
public life.

Buss rarely appeared in
public without at least one
attractive, much younger
woman on his arm at USC
football games, boxing
matches at the Forum,
poker tournaments — and,
of course, Lakers games
from his private box at
Staples Center, which was
built under his watch. In
failing health recently,
Buss hadn’t attended a
Lakers game this season.

Buss earned a Ph.D. in
chemistry at age 24 and
had careers in aerospace
and real estate develop-
ment before getting into
sports. With money from
his real-estate ventures
and a good bit of creative
accounting, Buss bought
the then-struggling Lak-
ers, the NHL’s Los Ange-
les Kings and both clubs’
arena — the Forum —
from Jack Kent Cooke in
a $67.5 million deal that

Mikey’s Liquor Store

was the largest sports
transaction in history at
the time.

Last month, Forbes es-
timated the Lakers were
worth $1 billion, second
most in the NBA.

Buss also helped change
televised sports by co-
founding the Prime Ticket
network in 1985, receiv-
ing a star on Hollywood
Walk of Fame in 2006
for his work in television.
Breaking the contempo-
rary model of subscrip-
tion services for televised
sports, Buss’ Prime Ticket
put beloved broadcaster
Chick Hearn and the Lak-
ers’ home games on basic
cable.

Buss also sold the nam-
ing rights to the Forum
in 1988 to Great Western
Savings & Loan — anoth-
er deal that was ahead of
its time.

Born in Salt Lake City,
Gerald Hatten Buss was
raised in poverty in Wyo-
ming before improving his
life through education.

A copy of the agency’s by-
laws should also be pro-
vided to the United Way.

2. Offers human
service programs.

Explanation: The United
Way of America Service
Identification System de-
fines various human ser-
vices and programs that
may qualify for funding.
Many communities may
limit “human service
programs” to specifically
health, welfare, and youth
guidance programs. Unit-
ed Way funded agencies
should meet the tests of
accessibility (e.g., loca-
tion of the facility) and
availability (e.g., fre-
quency and times of op-
eration). The entity ap-
plying must be in service
for two full years.

3. Provides
community services.
Explanation: The agen-
cy/program should ad-
dress itself to an identifi-
able current need, demand,
or problem in the commu-
nity. Services which are
supported by voluntary
dollars should be clearly
defined and their impact
documented by the orga-
nization. They should be
offered to a target popu-
lation or geographic local
not presently served by
existing programs.

4. Non-discriminatory

Explanation: Discrimi-
nation by race, creed,
color, sex, age or religion
should be prohibited in
programs, service, staff-
ing and volunteer areas. A
written affirmative action
plan for employment of
staff would reinforce com-
pliance with the Equal
Employment Opportunity
Act of 1972.

5. Has an active, rotat-
ing volunteer leader-
ship that represents
diverse elements of
community.

Explanation: The agen-
cy’s board of directors of
governing body should
consist of volunteers who
participate in the policy-
making processes, repre-
sent the diverse elements
of the community, and
periodically rotate off the
board and meet, at least,
quarterly. ~ Members of
the volunteer structure
should not receive finan-
cial remuneration from the
program(s) or service(s)
they oversee.

6. Has sound

financial and program

management.
Explanation:  Demon-

strated ability to man-
age the finances of the
programs/services in ac-
cordance with generally
accepted accounting pro-
cedures. The organization
should provide copy of its
annual audit using an in-
dependent certified public
accountant or accounting
firm, where feasible. A
determination should be
made as to the convincing
likelihood that the organi-
zation can or will meet its
stated program objectives.

If the above guidelines
are satisfied, the United
Way may be reasonable
assured that the applying
organization is eligible for
voluntary support. Eligi-
bility determination does
not necessarily result in
United Way funding. The
amount of available dol-
lars, the urgency of exist-
ing needs, and other key
variables are important
to the United Way bud-
get allocation process and
the final funding decision.
Many United Ways require
additional information
from agencies as condi-
tions for funding. These

the United Way funding
relationship and are often
included in formalized
agreements.

9. Informs and seeks
approval from United
Way for all significant
program/staff expan-
sion or reduction.

Explanation: The United
Way should not be ex-
pected to assume financial
responsibility for any ex-
pansion or discontinuation
of the agency’s operations
or facilities without prior
approval and discussion of
how this action will affect
the agency’s allocations, if
at all.

10. Obtains prior ap-
proval from United Way
before engaging in any
supplemental fund
raising.

Explanation: Agencies
must obtain prior approval
from the United Way re-
garding their capital and
supplemental fund raising

needs. Efforts by agen-
cies to develop sources of
income should be carried
out in such a manner as to
assure that:

* The United Way giving
base in the community will
not be adversely affected.

e Agency financing ef-
forts are consistent with
mutually agreed upon pol-
icies between the United
Way and the agency.

* The United Way is ful-
ly informed and supports,
in advance, special financ-
ing efforts undertaken by
the agency.

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Nigerian extremists claim abduction of 7 foreigners

BAUCHI, Nigeria (AP)
— A little-known Islamic
extremist group claimed
responsibility Monday for
the kidnapping of seven
foreign  workers  from
northern Nigeria, threaten-
ing their safety if anyone
tried to intervene and free
them.

The group that calls it-
self Ansaru issued a short
statement, obtained by
The Associated Press, in
which it said its fighters
kidnapped the foreigners
Saturday night from a con-
struction company’s camp
at Jama’are, a town about
200 kilometers (125 miles)
north of Bauchi, the capi-
tal of Bauchi state.

Authorities said those
kidnapped include one
British citizen, one Greek,
one Italian, three Leba-
nese and one Filipino, all
employees of a Lebanese
construction company
called Setraco.

The statement said An-
saru committed the ab-
duction “based on the
transgression and atroci-
ties shown to the religion
of Allah by the European
countries in many places

such as Afghanistan and
Mali.”  Currently, the
French military is con-
ducting operations with
the Malian army to rout
Islamic fighters who took
over that country’s north
in the weeks after a mili-
tary coup there last year.

“It is stressed that any
attempt or act contrary
to our conditions by the
European nations or by
the Nigerian government
will” endanger the hos-
tages, the statement read.
The statement offered no
conditions, suggesting the
group would later contact
authorities to make a ran-
som demand.

Police and security of-
ficials in Nigeria did not
immediately respond the
statement. Greek and Ital-
ian diplomats have con-
firmed their citizens were
abducted. Britain’s For-
eign Office said Monday
it is aware of reports that
a number of foreign na-
tionals including a British
national were abducted. It
said the Foreign Office is
in contact with the Nige-
rian authorities.

The U.S. Embassy in
Nigeria’s capital, Abuja,
issued a statement earlier
Monday saying none of
those taken were U.S. citi-

zens.

In January 2012 Ansaru
declared itself a break-
away group from Boko
Haram, the north’s main
terrorist group, analysts
say. Boko Haram, whose
name means “Western
education is sacrilege,”
has launched a guerrilla
campaign of bombings
and shootings across Nige-
ria’s predominantly Mus-
lim north. Boko Haram
is blamed for at least 792
killings last year alone, ac-
cording to an AP count.

Ansaru’s aims are un-
known — but they have
a different message from
Boko Haram, according
to Raffaello Pantucci, a
senior research fellow at
the Royal United Services
Institute in London.

“They seem to disagree
with some of Boko Ha-
ram’s strategies — in
particular, they disagreed
with Boko Haram’s ten-
dency to kill Muslims,”
Pantucci said. “They seem
to be more internation-
ally focused, they talk a lot
more in global jihad terms
and they seem very eager
to cultivate that side of
their image. It makes them
more dangerous.”

An analysis published
Monday by Stratfor, a

U.S.-based private global
intelligence firm, suggest-
ed Ansaru had stronger
ties with al-Qaida in the
Islamic Maghreb, the Afri-
ca branch of the terror net-
work. It warned that there
likely will be more attacks
by Ansaru targeting West-
erners and Western inter-
ests in Nigeria, as well as
neighboring nations.

“Kidnappings in north-
ern Nigeria probably will
become more frequent,”
Stratfor ~ warned.  “As
al-Qaida in the Islamic
Maghreb comes under
more pressure in northern
Mali, it will use all avail-
able means, including its
affiliate groups, to contin-
ue its insurgency.”

The attack Saturday in
Jama’are saw gunmen
first assault a local prison
and burn police trucks,
authorities said. Then the
attackers blew up a back
fence at the construction
company’s compound and
took over, killing a guard
in the process, witnesses
and police said.

The gunmen appeared
to be organized and knew
who they wanted to tar-
get, a local construction
worker who witnessed the
attack told the AP. He said
the Nigerian household

staff members at the resi-
dence were left unharmed,
while the foreigners were
quickly abducted. The
worker spoke on condi-
tion of anonymity as he’s
not authorized to speak to
journalists.

Nigerian President
Goodluck Jonathan, in a
statement issued Monday
through his office, con-
demned the attack and said
he ordered security agen-
cies to “take all necessary
action” to locate and res-
cue the abducted construc-
tion workers.

“He assures the rela-
tives of the kidnapped
foreign workers as well as
the governments of their
countries that the federal
government and its se-
curity agencies are doing
everything possible to find
their abductors and ensure
the safe release of all those
they abducted,” the state-
ment issued by spokesman
Reuben Abati read.

The Ansaru statement
hinted that it would kill
the hostages and vaguely
referenced a previous kid-
napping. The group earlier
claimed the kidnapping
in December of a French
national working on a re-
newal energy project in
Nigeria’s northern Katsina

state.

Britain also linked An-
saru to the May 2011 kid-
napping of Christopher
McManus, who was ab-
ducted with Italian Franco
Lamolinara from a home
in Kebbi state. The men
were held for months, be-
fore their captors killed in
March 2012 them during
a failed Nigerian military
raid backed up by British
special forces in Sokoto,
the main city in Nigeria’s
northwest.

Authorities initially
blamed Boko Haram for
the kidnapping, something
that it denied. That appar-
ently represented the pub-
lic’s first brush with the
group, whose motivations
remain murky, but whose
threat is increasingly real
for foreigners in northern

Nigeria.
In  November, Brit-
ain’s  interior  ministry

announced that a parlia-
mentary order that makes
membership in or support
of Ansaru a criminal of-
fense.

A look at the murder case facing ‘Blade Runner’ Oscar Pistorius

JOHANNESBURG
(AP) — South Africa’s
prosecutors will begin ex-
plaining Tuesday why they
accuse Olympian Oscar
Pistorius of committing
murder in the Valentine’s
Day shooting death of his
girlfriend Reeva Steen-
kamp.

Pistorius hasn’t entered
a plea in the case, though
his family has said they
strongly deny the 26-year-
old double-amputee run-
ner committed murder.
They have not, however,
denied outright that Pis-
torius shot Steenkamp, a
29-year-old model and law
school graduate who is
featured in a South African
reality television show.

Here are some facts
about the case that has
shaken a nation that idol-
ized the runner:

The Blade Runner
Pistorius made history
in the London Games last
year when he became the
first double-amputee track
athlete to compete in the
Olympics. He’s known
as “the Blade Runner,” a
nickname that plays off
the high-tech carbon-fiber
blades that he races on.
Pistorius had both legs
amputated below the knee
before his first birthday be-
cause of a congenital con-
dition, and campaigned
for years to be allowed
to compete against able-
bodied athletes. He was

initially banned because of
his blades — which crit-
ics said gave him an unfair
advantage — before being
cleared by sport’s highest
court in 2008. In 2011, he
won a silver medal at the
world championships hav-
ing been the first amputee
runner to ever compete
there.

The model girlfriend
Steenkamp is a local
celebrity in South Africa,
known for appearing in
both domestic and inter-
national commercials.
She’s also known for her
vampy, bikini-clad photo
spreads in men’s maga-
zines. She was named one
of the world’s 100 Sexi-
est Women for two years
running by FHM maga-
zine. She met Pistorius in
November at a race track
near Johannesburg and
ended up accompany-
ing him to a sports award
show the same night, a
mutual friend has said. She
also was a contestant on
“Tropika Island of Trea-
sure 5,” a reality television
show sponsored by a milk-
fruit drink now being aired
on South Africa’s national
broadcaster SABC.

The Valentine’s

Day Killing

In the predawn hours of
Feb. 14, police officers
arrived to Pistorius’ home
in a gated community

in the suburbs of South
Africa’s capital, Pretoria.
There, police say they
found paramedics trying

to resuscitate Steenkamp,
whose body lay in a pool
of her own blood. Police
say officers found a 9

mm pistol and arrested
Pistorius, who they say
was the only other person
in the home at the time

of the shooting. Pistorius
later underwent DNA test-
ing and had samples of his
blood collected. Investi-
gators also conducted an
autopsy on Steenkamp’s
body, though police de-
clined to give any infor-
mation about what they
found. They have said she
was shot multiple times
in the attack. Police have
not offered a motive for
the killing and Pistorius’
uncle Arnold later said
that “the state’s own case,
including its own foren-
sic evidence, strongly
refutes any possibility of
a premeditated murder or
murder as such.”

Pistorius’ past

Pistorius has had trou-
bles in the past in his
personal life. In February
2009, he crashed a speed-
boat on South Africa’s
Vaal River, breaking his
nose, jaw and several
ribs and damaging an eye

socket. He required some
180 stitches to his face.
Witnesses said he had
been drinking, and officers
found alcoholic beverages
in the wreckage, though
they did not do blood tests.
In November, Pistorius
was involved in an alterca-
tion over a woman with a
local coal mining million-
aire, South African media
reported. The South Afri-
can Police Service’s elite
Hawks investigative unit
became involved before
the two settled the matter.
Pistorius had a fondness
for guns and once tweeted
about him searching his
house once with a pistol,
looking for an intruder.

The bail hearing

The bail hearing Tues-
day and Wednesday in
Pretoria will see prosecu-
tors offer Chief Magis-
trate Desmond Nair evi-
dence about the killing to
bolster their arguments
that Pistorius should be
denied bail and held un-
til his trial. That evidence
likely will include specific
details about the killing
and why they believe the
athlete killed Steenkamp
— things that police have
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been hesitant so far to re-
lease publicly. Pistorius
likely will offer a plea in
the case, as he didn’t in
a brief court appearance
Friday. Pistorius’ lawyers
will likely try to show that
he is not a flight risk and
represents no danger to the
community if he’s free un-
til trial. Prosecutors have
said they’ll pursue a pre-
meditated murder charge
against Pistorius, which
could make it more diffi-
cult for him to be granted
bail. Nair will hear both
the prosecution and the
defense, then issue a ruling
about whether Pistorius
will be allowed bail. That
could include Nair asking
Pistorius to put up cash
for his release, as well as
the athlete giving up his
passport and setting other
restrictions. If Pistorius
is held without bail until
trial, he will be transferred
from the local police sta-
tion he’s currently being
held in to prison, likely in
Pretoria.

Justice in
South Africa

South Africa is one of a
few countries in the world
that that has a court system
that takes root in Roman-
Dutch law. Because of
this, those appearing in
criminal trials do not have
the option of a jury trial,
common in the United
States and other countries.
Instead, a single judge
will hear the entire case
and then rule on a per-
son’s guilt or innocence.
The judge can be assisted
by two advisers during
the trial. Typically, those
advisers offer assistance
in looking at the more
technical aspects of the
evidence given at trial. If
found guilty, a person can
later appeal the ruling or
the sentence they receive.
A premeditated murder
charge carries a minimum
sentence of life in prison.
There is no death penalty
in South Africa.
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Singer Mindy McCready dies in apparent suicide

HEBER SPRINGS, Ark.
(AP) — Perhaps there was
one heartbreak too many
for Mindy McCready.

country
star appar-
ently took
her own
life on
Sunday at
her home
Mindy in Heber
McCready Springs,

Ark. Au-
thorities say McCready
died of a suspected self-in-
flicted gunshot to the head
and an autopsy is planned.
She was 37, and left be-
hind two young sons.

McCready had attempt-
ed suicide at least three
times since 2005, as she
struggled to cope amid a
series of tumultuous pub-
lic events that marked
much of her adult life.

Speaking to The Asso-
ciated Press in 2010, Mc-
Cready smiled wryly while
talking about the string
of issues she’d dealt with
over the last half-decade.

“It is a giant whirlwind
of chaos all the time,” she
said of her life. “I call my
life a beautiful mess and
organized chaos. It’s just
always been like that. My
entire life things have been
attracted to me and vice
versa that turn into chaotic
nightmares or I create the
chaos myself. I think that’s
really the life of a celeb-
rity, of a big, huge, giant
personality.”

This time it seems the
whirlwind overwhelmed
McCready.

Her death comes a
month after that of David
Wilson, her longtime boy-
friend and the father of her
youngest son. He is be-
lieved to have shot himself
on the same porch of the
home they shared in Heber
Springs, a small vacation
community about 65 miles
north of Little Rock. His
death also was investigat-
ed as a suicide.

It was the most difficult
moment in a life full of
them. McCready issued a
statement last month la-
menting his death. And
she called him her soul
mate and a caregiver to her
sons in an interview with
NBC'’s “Today” show.

“I just keep telling my-
self that the more suf-
fering that 1 go through,
the greater character I’ll
have,” she said, according
to a transcript of the inter-
view.

Like so many times be-
fore, McCready showed
a little toughness in the
midst of a personal storm,
again endearing herself to
her fans. But as usual, the
brave face for the camera
hid a much more compli-
cated internal struggle that
surfaced publicly time
and again over the last 10
years.

This time, along with
her remembrances of find-
ing Wilson as he lay dying,
she also answered ques-
tions about whether they’d
argued earlier that evening
about an affair and if she’d
shot him.

“Oh, my God,” the “To-
day” transcript reads. “No.
Oh, my God. No. He was
my life. We were each oth-
er’s life.”

It’s unclear what circum-
stances led to McCready
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taking her own life, but it
appears she was struggling
again with twin issues that
have persisted for years —
substance abuse and the
custody of her children.
She checked into court-
ordered rehab and gave
her children up to foster
care earlier this month af-
ter her father asked a judge
to intervene, saying she’d
stopped taking care of her-
self and her sons and was
abusing alcohol and pre-
scription drugs.

A deputy stationed out-
side McCready’s home
Sunday night referred
questions to the Cleburne
County sheriff, who was
unavailable. Yellow crime-
scene tape cordoned off
the front yard and a dark-
colored pickup truck sat in
the driveway.

News of McCready’s
death spread quickly Sun-
day night on Twitter, with
major country stars paying
their respects to the one-
time Nashville darling.

“Too much tragedy to
overcome. R.I.LP Mindy
McCready,” wrote Nata-
lie Maines of The Dixie
Chicks.

And Carrie Underwood
added: “T grew up listen-
ing to Mindy McCready...
so sad for her family to-
night. Many prayers are
going out to them...”.

Melinda Gayle Mec-
Cready arrived in Nash-
ville in 1994 still in her
teens with tapes of her
karaoke vocals and earned
a recording contract with
BNA Records. She had a
few memorable moments
professionally, scoring her
first No. 1 hit almost im-
mediately.

“Guys Do It All the
Time,” a self-assured dig
at male chauvinism, en-
deared her to female fans
in 1996. She also scored
a hit with “Ten Thousand
Angels,” and her album
of that title sold 2 million
copies.

Beyond that, though,
she’s mostly remembered
for a string of dramatic
moments as she spent the
next 15 years chasing an-
other huge hit. Her prob-
lems included a custody
battle with her mother
over one of her sons, ar-
rests, overdoses and dis-
cord in her love life.

She made headlines
in April 2008 when she
claimed a longtime re-
lationship with baseball
great Roger Clemens. Pub-
lished reports at the time
said she met the pitcher at
a Florida karaoke bar when
she was 15 and he was 28
and married. Clemens has
denied the relationship.

On Monday, Clemens
handed a written statement
to reporters at the Houston
Astros spring training fa-
cility in Kissimmee, Fla.,
where he is serving as a
special instructor for the
team.

“Yes, that is sad news. 1
had heard over time that
she was trying to get peace
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and direction in her life.
The few times that I had
met her and her manager/
agent they were extremely
nice.”

A decade earlier she was
engaged to actor Dean
Cain, but the two never
married.

She also had a turbulent
relationship with  Billy
McKnight, a country sing-
er who is the father of her
oldest son. McKnight was
arrested in 2005 on charg-
es of attempted murder af-
ter authorities say he beat
and choked her.

McKnight was unavail-
able for comment Mon-
day morning, but a pub-
licist said he’d been told
by authorities his son and
McCready’s other child
remained in foster care in
Arkansas. McKnight was
seeking custody of Zander
in light of McCready’s re-
cent troubles.

McCready pleaded
guilty to obtaining the
painkiller OxyContin

fraudulently at a pharmacy
in 2004 and got probation.
She violated the proba-
tion with a drunken driv-
ing arrest in May 2005, a
few days before McKnight
was arrested. And in July
2007, she was arrested in
her hometown of Fort My-
ers, Fla., on misdemeanor
charges of scratching her
mother, Gayle Inge, on the
face during a scuffle and
resisting sheriff’s depu-
ties.

Less than a year later,
McCready was arrested
and charged with violat-
ing her probation by fal-
sifying  her community
service records relating to
the 2004 drug charge. A
month later, she entered
an extended care facility
for undisclosed treatment,
and followed that with a
60-day jail sentence. Inge
took custody of Zander.

There were at least three
suicide attempts between
July 2005 and December
2008.

She tried to get help in an
unusual way, joining the
cast of “Celebrity Rehab
3” with Dr. Drew Pinsky.
McCready came off as a
sympathetic figure dur-
ing the show’s run. Pinsky
called her an “angel” and
in an interview in 2010
said it appeared McCready
was doing “rather well.”

Pinsky helped treat Mc-
Cready for love addiction
on the show and said he’d
referred her to profession-
als who could continue to
help her afterward.

“A love addict basically
is somebody that really
didn’t have a good model
for intimacy in their child-
hood, often times trau-
matized in one way or
another, thereby intimacy
becomes a risk place,
becomes an intolerable
place,” Pinsky said.

McCready suffered
a seizure in one of the
show’s scarier moments.
Tests showed she had suf-
fered brain damage, some-
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thing she attributed to her
abusive relationship with
McKnight.

McCready is the fifth ce-
lebrity to pass away since
appearing on Pinsky’s
show and the third from
Season 3. Alice in Chains
bassist Mike Starr and
“Real World” participant
Joey Kovar both died of
overdoses.

In the months after her
stint, McCready said she
found some peace, telling
The Associated Press in
early 2010 that she hoped
to get her career restarted,
write a book about her
experiences and begin
production on a reality
show with her brothers.
She’d just met Wilson and
talked openly about their
relationship, although the
producer and musician
declined to speak on the
record.

With a publicist, report-
ers, cameras, makeup art-
ists and musicians swirling
around her during a press
day for her last album,
“I’m Still Here,” Mc-
Cready fended off ques-
tions about a sex tape and
said she and Wilson start-
ed out as friends.

“And I’ve never had a
relationship like that be-
fore where we started
completely as friends,” she
said. “It turned into friends
really caring about each
other and then it turned
into love and I’ve never
had that happen before.”

At the time, Pinsky
thought the relationship
was on the right track:
“She’s an easy person to
like and to care about and
we hope she does well. So
far so good as far as I can
tell.”

McCready said her
main goal in 2010 was to
pull her family back to-
gether: “I would like my
son back with me and for
my brothers and I and he
to be able to go and do
this (TV reality show),
and I think after that I will
be a pretty happy girl.”

The new album debuted
at No. 71 and failed to
gain radio airplay. Mc-
Cready’s plans never
materialized and she
soon was in legal trouble
again, this time fighting
for custody.

McCready took her old-
er son from her mother,
the boy’s legal guardian,
in late 2011. She fled to

Arkansas without permis-
sion over what she called
child abuse fears. Au-
thorities eventually found
McCready hiding in a
home without permission
and took the boy into cus-
tody.

She and Wilson had

their son in April 2012.
