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FRITCH — As a mandate by the National Park Ser-
vice, Arlene Wimer, Chief of Resource Management at 
the Lake Meredith National Recreation Area, must fi nal-
ize a plan to manage off-road vehicles at the park about 
45 miles west of Pampa.

As you might guess, the draft is one of those thick fed-
eral government tomes, with hundreds of pages of back-
ground and analysis, charts, graphs and maps.

In a nutshell, however, the plan can be summarized in 
one sentence: “To manage ORV (off-road vehicles) use 
in the national recreation area for visitor enjoyment and 
recreation opportunities, while minimizing and correct-
ing damage to resources.”

But even if the NPS wasn’t requiring Wimer — along 
with Chief Ranger Paul Jones — to develop a plan, she 
said it’s a good idea to have one anyway.

“Part of the mission of park service is perpetuity,” she 
said. “If we don’t do this we won’t have sustainability.

An arraignment was held during Erin 
Dawn Trevathan’s initial appearance Thurs-
day morning in federal court in Amarillo.

The construction site accident two weeks 
ago at Pampa Energy Center that left one 
man dead and another critically injured is 
still being investigated by Occupational 
Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) 
offi cials.

OSHA lead investigator Rodrigo Lopez 
could provide little information, as the in-
vestigation is still ongoing, but said the 
agency is analyzing all of the case details 
and expects to reach a decision soon.

According to police reports, Jesus J. 
Ramirez-Chavez, 44, Pampa, was killed 
after a portion of a building collapsed and 
was pronounced dead at the scene. At 2:40 
p.m., the Pampa Police Department received 
a 911 call from an employee of a company 
dismantling building components of the for-
mer Celanese Chemical Company.

The caller had advised that a portion of the 
building had collapsed causing two workers 
to fall from approximately 40 feet.

Both workers were employed by Univer-
sal Wrecking, of Pampa, which had been 
contracted by the Pampa Energy Center to 
demolish portions of the former Celanese 
plant.

It is unsure at this time how the investiga-
tion will affect development at the Pampa 
Energy Center. Pampa Economic Develop-
ment Corp. Executive Director Clay Rice 
was unavailable Friday to provide updated 
information. Pampa Fuels recently broke 
ground on the lot adjacent to the site of the 
construction accident with plans to operate a 
methanol plant.

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The Pampa City 
Commission will meet at 4 
p.m., Tuesday, to consider 
adopting, upon second and 
final reading, an ordinance 
validating a petition filed 
on Dec. 26 to call for a 
local option liquor election. 
The ordinance also provides 
notice of a general election 
to elect a mayor and com-
missioners for Wards 1 and 
3, and it provides notice of 

a special election to legal-
ize, within city limits, the 
sale of mixed beverages by 
food and beverage certificate 
holders only. The special 
election has been tentatively 
set for May 11.

A public hearing will be 
held to hear public com-
ments concerning Edward 
Losoya’s request to rezone 
property at 908 S. Wells from 
single-family-3 residential to 
commercial. Losoya plans to 
establish a landscaping busi-
ness along with a nursery.  

According to city records, 
the Planning and Zoning 
Commission voted in favor 
of the property’s rezoning. 
City staff has researched the 
zoning request and found no 
issues with spot zoning.

The commission will 
consider authorizing City 
Manager Richard Morris to 
execute a change order for 
Plains Builders Inc., con-
cerning construction of the 
new Pampa Animal Welfare 
Facility.

JOLIET, Ill. (AP) — Drew Peterson 
showed nearly no emotion during his trial, 
yet the once famously jocular ex-Illinois 
police offi cer screamed out his innocence 
before he was sentenced to 38 years in 
prison for his third wife’s death in an out-
burst that suggested reality may be settling 
in.

“I did not kill Kathleen!” Peterson shout-
ed as he leaned into a courtroom micro-
phone Thursday, emphasizing each of the 
fi ve words.

Without missing a beat, his dead wife’s 
sister, Susan Doman, shouted back, “Yes, 
you did! You liar!” before the judge or-
dered sheriff’s deputies to remove her from 
the courtroom.

For years, Peterson casually dismissed 
and even joked about suggestions he killed 
his third wife, Kathleen Savio, in 2004, or 
that he was behind the 2007 disappearance 
of his fourth wife, Stacy Peterson.

His sudden explosion of fury Thursday 
as he stepped up to address the judge who 
would sentence him for Savio’s death left 
spectators gasping. Lead state prosecutor 
James Glasgow said it exposed the real 
Drew Peterson — the one more than ca-
pable of murder.

“We all got an opportunity to see a psy-
chopath reveal himself in open court,” 
Glasgow told reporters shortly after Thurs-
day’s hearing. “That shrill ... screech. ... 
That’s the guy that killed Kathy.”

“It was scary,” Doman added later. “This 
is what my sister had to go through.”

It was a climax in a long-running drama 
that has played out in the media amid spec-
ulation that Peterson sought to use his law 
enforcement expertise to get away with 
murder.

Savio’s death was initially ruled an ac-
cident after her body was found jammed 
into a dry bathtub at her home, a gash on 
the back of her head and her hair soaked 
in blood. It was Stacy Peterson’s 2007 dis-
appearance that prompted authorities to 
take another look and eventually reclassify 
Savio’s death as a homicide.

But the sentencing likely isn’t the end 
of the story. Prosecutors said they could 
charge Peterson in the disappearance of his 
fourth wife, who vanished when she was 
23. An appeal also awaits, and defense at-
torneys believe the conviction could eas-
ily get tossed, in part because prosecutors 
heavily relied on hearsay evidence.

“It has a good a chance of a successful 
appeal as any case I’ve ever seen,” Steve 
Greenberg, one of Peterson’s attorneys, 
said late Thursday.

Illinois does not have the death penalty, 
and the 59-year-old Peterson had faced a 
maximum 60-year prison term. Judge Ed-
ward Burmila gave him four years’ credit 
for time he has served since his 2009 ar-
rest.

Before the sentence was announced, Pe-
terson started his statement to the judge 
with a startling scream — then went on 
for 30 more minutes, continuing in mostly 
hushed tones, crying and trying to regain 
his composure at times. His voice quivered 
and his hands were shaking as he reached 
for a glass of water.

“I loved Kathy. She was a good mom,” 
he said, tearing up. “She did not deserve to 
die. But she died in an accident.”

At times, Peterson seemed to wallow 
in self-pity, telling the judge tearfully: 
“I don’t deserve this.” Another time, he 
seethed, blaming prosecutors for what he 
called “the largest railroad job ever” in his 
case.

Minutes later, Peterson glared at Glasgow 
and challenged him to look him in the eyes. 
Glasgow, who had been taking notes, laid 
down his pen, folded his arms and looked 
straight back at Peterson. “Never forget 
what you’ve done here,” Peterson said.

Glasgow later told reporters about that 
moment, saying, “I was thinking, ‘You’re 
a cold-blooded murderer and I’ll stare you 
down until I die.’”

Peterson had divorced Savio a year be-
fore her death. His motive for killing her, 
prosecutors said, was fear that a pending 
settlement would wipe him out fi nancially.

There is no intention to 
ban ORVs from the area, 
which was created in 1964 
when the federal Bureau 
of Reclamation built the 
Sanford Dam, but to create 
a written policy to enforce 
that will make everybody 
happy, officials at Lake 
Meredith said.

“We don’t have a plan so 
we need to develop one,” 
Wimer said. “But we do 
have some stipulations on 
what you can and can’t 
do.”

ORV use is limited to two 
areas within the 40,000-
acre recreation area — the 
1,900-acre Rosita Mead-
ows on the southern tip of 
the park and the 289-acre 
Blue Creek area to the 
north in Moore County.

Also, ORVs are not al-
lowed to roam out of the 
park onto private lands, 
but that often happens, 
Jones said.

“It’s getting harder to 
keep ORVs where you 
want them and not breach 
the fence and go onto pri-
vate property,” he said. 
“We are always replacing 
fence.”

Jones said in the past, 
off-roaders stayed primar-
ily in river bed because in 
the old days — the 1950s, 
’60s and ’70s — the ve-
hicles didn’t have much 
horsepower.

“But now with more 
horsepower you can get 
out of river bed and up 
the banks and do massive 
damage and cause soil ero-
sion,” he said.

Most of the ORVs he 
sees at the recreation area 
are four-wheel drive pick-
ups or “sand rails,” which 
are dune buggies with 
light, tubular frames and 
high-output motors.

He said the sand rails are 
popular among off-roaders 
at the park because the 
river beds are sandy, and 
the vehicles do well in that 
terrain.

“People will often have 
$60,000 to $100,000 into 

one of these things,” he 
said.

The NPS is proposing 
four alternatives, which 
are outlined in the sidebar 
to this story at the top of 
the page.

The NPS’ preferred plan, 
Alternative 4, includes 
charging fees for taking 
your ORV into the park, 
but Wimer believes there 
won’t be much resistance 
if they require the off-
roaders to pony up.

“People have said they 
would not object to pay-
ing the fee if they know 
the money is put back into 
park,” she said. “They re-
alize there is small minor-
ity of a bad element and 
having the fee will keep 
them out.”

Asked if hikers, horse 
back riders and other park 
users who like peace and 
quiet object to ORVs, 
Jones said no.

“We usually don’t have a 
user conflict,” he said. “We 
have 40,000 acres of prop-
erty and ORVs are only 
allowed in two relatively 
small areas.”

Jones said the primary 
user group of ORVs in the 
park is family-oriented.

“We have extended fam-
ilies that come out here 
with five different ma-
chines,” he said.

Wimer said that all NPS 
parks and recreations areas 
without an ORV plan must 
develop one in response 
to a lawsuit against the 
Department of Interior by 
Friends of the Earth Inter-
national, a network of en-
vironment groups with of-
fices in Washington, D.C. 
and Berkeley, Calif.

“They’re not suing Lake 
Meredith directly but we 
have become part of that 
because they are suing 
other parks,” she said.

Lake Meredith officials 
will hold public meet-
ings next week on Feb. 26 
and 27 seeking input on 
the ORV plan. The pub-
lic meetings will be held 
Feb. 26 from 5:30 -7:30 
p.m. at the Ashmore Inn 
and Suites, located at 2301 
East I-40 (Grand Street 
exit) in Amarillo and on 
Feb. 27, from 5:30-7:30 
p.m. at the Sanford-Fritch 
schools business office, lo-
cated at 540 Eagle Blvd. 
in Fritch. Recreation area 
staff will be available to 
answer questions during 
the meeting. The input re-
ceived at the public meet-
ings and during the public 
comment period will be 
used to help develop the 
final plan.

Alternative A represents the continua-
tion of current ORV use. Under this al-
ternative, ORVs are allowed below the 
3,000-foot elevation line in Rosita Flats 
and from cutbank to cutbank at Blue 
Creek. 

Alternative B manages ORV use 
through a zone system. At Rosita Flats, 
two ORV areas would be established and 
a number of routes would be designated. 
At Blue Creek, ORVs would only be al-
lowed on the sandy bottom areas and on 
designated routes. ORV users would be 
required to obtain a free permit for educa-
tional purposes. 

Alternative C manages ORV use 
through a fee permit system and user lim-
its. Permits would include a fee and stud-

ies would be required to determine the ap-
propriate use limit. ORV routes and areas 
would be designated. 

Alternative D is the NPS preferred 
alternative. Under this alternative, ORV 
use would be managed through a zone 
system. At Rosita Flats, two ORV ar-
eas would be established and a number 
of routes would be designated. At Blue 
Creek, ORVs would only be allowed on 
sandy bottom areas and on designated 
routes. ORV permits would be required 
and a fee would apply. 

Permit fees would be used to recover 
costs associated with ORV management. 
New and current education and outreach 
efforts would also continue under alterna-
tive D.

Reader praises vet for sharing war experiences

Insanity is doing the 
same thing over and 
over again but expect-
ing different results. The 
Ronald Reagan amnesty

But there 
is one big difference 
today; this time we know 
the cost, and that’s truly 
scary.

Robert Rector of the 
Heritage Foundation es-
timates that this amnesty 
plan will cost the U.S. 
taxpayers “$2.5 Trillion 
above any taxes paid in” 
because the majority of 
illegal aliens who would 
eventually be legal-
ized by the proposal are 
uneducated and poor. At 
least 60 percent are high 

school dropouts, so they 
live below the poverty 
level and will be eligible 
to receive many of our 
79 varieties of welfare 
handouts.

The entire plan should 
be illegal because it vio-
lates an explicit tenet of 
federal law that anyone 
granted entry into the 
U.S. must be fi nancially 
self-supporting and 
not likely to become a 
public charge. Of course 
President Obama is not 
shy about issuing illegal 
executive orders.

Republican Senator 
Jeff Sessions of Alabama 
pointed out, “We know 
already that the adminis-
tration refuses to enforce 
existing law restricting 
immigrant welfare use, 
and in fact promotes 
expanded welfare use 
to immigrants, includ-
ing food stamps, public 
housing and Medicaid. ... 
What good are promises 
of future enforcement 
when the administration 
covertly undermines 
those laws now in 
place?”

There is no way that 
supporting amnesty 
will give Republicans 
the Hispanic vote, and 
amnesty advocates are 
plainly dishonest when 
they assert the contrary. 
In the election follow-
ing the Reagan amnesty, 
George H.W. Bush got 
only 30 percent of the 
Hispanic vote in 1988 
and only 25 percent 
when he ran for reelec-
tion in 1992.

We’ve been told that 
George W. Bush was 
well liked by the Hispan-
ics, but he got only 35 
percent of the vote when 
he was elected in 2000. 
There is no evidence 
that any plan can give 
Republicans 50 percent 
of the Hispanic vote. 

When Hispanics are 
asked what issues they 
care most about, im-
migration usually ranks 
only fi fth. 

Hispanics who come 
from countries where 
big government is a 
permanent fact of life 
and where the economic 
systems are based on 
bribery are unlikely 
prospects for the Re-
publican message of 
limited government and 
restraints on government 
spending.

The hypocrisy of
amnesty advocates

Many conservatives 
point to great modern men 
and leaders, such as Ron-
ald Reagan, as models we 
can follow, and I concur 
with their sentiments. But 

I think the 
best leaders 
lived long 
ago, during 
the found-
ing of our 
republic, 
away from 
the lime-
light and 
luster of 
today’s 

politics and 
Washington drama.

With Feb. 18’s being 
Presidents Day and Feb. 
22’s being the actual 
day George Washington 
was born, I thought there 
would no better time to 
honor the man I consider 
to be one of the greatest 
leaders ever born. And 
I’m going to take a few 
weeks (columns) to do it.

Let me begin by high-
lighting a few background 
notes for some who might 
not be so familiar with 
this pillar of American 
life beyond the basics, as 
documented by the Uni-
versity of Virginia and the 
History channel.

On Feb. 22, 1732, 
George Washington was 
born to a family of mid-
dling wealth in Westmore-
land County, Va., the sec-
ond son from the second 
marriage of a Colonial 
plantation owner.

In 1752, Washington 
joined the British army 
and served as a lieutenant 
in the French and Indian 
War.

In 1759, he married 
Martha Dandridge Custis, 
a wealthy widow, and 
adopted her two children.

In 1775, at age 43, 
Washington became the 
commander in chief of the 
Continental Army, and in 
1783, he led America to 
victory over the British 
after eight years of war.

As far as his political 
career goes, Washington 
served as a member of 

the Virginia House of 
Burgesses from 1759 until 
1774. He was also a mem-
ber of the fi rst and second 
Continental Congresses in 
1774 and 1775. But while 
others were signing the 
Declaration of Indepen-
dence, Washington was 
already on the battlefi eld, 
fi ghting for independence. 
As the president of the 
Constitutional Convention 
in 1787, however, Wash-
ington was the fi rst signer 
of the U.S. Constitution.

In 1789, Washington 
became the fi rst president 
of the United States of 
America.

 He was elected unani-
mously by the 69 presi-
dential electors to serve 
his fi rst term, which was 
from 1789 to 1793. He 
was elected unanimously 
again for his second term, 
from 1793 to 1797. He 
declined a third term.

So here are my top 10 
reasons I wish George 
Washington were still 
alive and why I believe 
the model of his life is still 
worthy to shadow today. 

(These are also the 
reasons I often cited in 
my New York Times 
best-seller “Black Belt 
Patriotism,” which has 
an expanded paperback 
edition.)

10) Even as a youth, 
Washington was a role 
model for many. At just 
14, George wrote out in 
freehand by his own voli-
tion “110 Rules of Civility 
& Decent Behavior in 
Company and Conversa-
tion.” At 17, George’s fi rst 
offi cial job was as the offi -
cial surveyor of Culpeper 
County, Va.

9) Washington epito-
mized courage. While 
others were frightened 
by their signing of the 
Declaration of Indepen-
dence, Washington was 
on the front lines, battling 
for its tenets. He faced 
his fears, endured grave 
hardships and even stared 
death in the eyes while 
helping others to do the 
same. Who can forget 

the severe conditions of 
Valley Forge? And what 
about the repeated threat 
of personal injury?

Washington even 
dodged bullets on several 
occasions. The University 
of Virginia documented 
a few of them: “at Brad-
dock’s Defeat where two 
horses were shot under 
him and he had four 
bullets in his clothes; 
at the fi nal skirmish of 
the Forbes expedition, 
on November 12, 1758, 
where he rushed between 
two parties of British who 
were fi ring at each other; 
at Kip’s Bay skirmish 
on September 15, 1776, 
where he rashly exposed 
himself in an attempt to 
rally the militia; at the 
battle of Princeton, Janu-
ary 3, 1777; and when 
making a reconnaissance 
of the British after the 
landing at the Head of Elk 
on August 26, 1777.”

8) Washington wasn’t 
afraid of public opinion 
or challenging the status 
quo. As History’s website 
explained, “he struggled 
with advisors over what 
sort of image a presi-
dent should project. He 
preferred one of dignity 
and humility and stumbled 
when encouraged to act 
out of character or monar-
chical. ... A member of the 
Virginia planter class, he 
grew increasingly uncom-
fortable with the hypoc-
risy of owning slaves, 
yet publicly he promoted 
a gradual abolition of 
slavery. 

In his will he requested 
that his slaves be freed 
upon Martha’s death.” As 
far back as 1786, Wash-
ington wrote, “There is 
not a man living who 
wishes more sincerely 
than I do, to see a plan 
adopted for the abolition 
of (slavery).”

7) Washington was a 
man of integrity and char-
acter yet just as human 
as the rest of us. History 
explained: “Washington 
possessed that intangible 
quality of a born leader 

and had earned a reputa-
tion for coolness under 
fi re and as a strict discipli-
narian during the French 
and Indian campaign. ... 
An extraordinary fi gure 
in American history and 
unusually tall at 6’3”, 
Washington was also an 
ordinary man. He loved 
cricket and fox-hunting, 
moved gracefully around 
a ballroom, was a Free-
mason and possibly a 
Deist, and was an astute 
observer of the darker 
side of human nature. 
His favorite foods were 
pineapples, Brazil nuts 
(hence the missing teeth 
from cracking the shells) 
and Saturday dinners of 
salt cod. He possessed a 
wry sense of humor and, 
like his wife Martha, tried 
to resist the vanities of 
public life. Washington 
could also explode into a 
rage when vexed in war 
or political battles. Loyal 
almost to a fault, he could 
also be unforgiving and 
cold when crossed. 

When Republican 
Thomas Jefferson ad-
mitted to slandering the 
president in an anony-
mous newspaper article 
for his support of Federal-
ist Alexander Hamilton’s 
policies, Washington cut 
Jefferson out of his life. 
On at least one occasion, 
Washington’s stubborn-
ness inspired John Adams 
to refer to him as Old 
Muttonhead.”

Next week, I will discuss 
a few more controversial 
aspects about Washing-
ton’s life, such as his 
family values. For more 
on the monumental fi gure, 
I recommend the amazing 
book “George Washing-
ton’s Sacred Fire,” by 
Peter Lillback and Jerry 
Newcombe.

10 reasons I wish George Washington were still alive — part one
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SALT LAKE CITY (AP) 
— During her 10 years as 
a Utah state trooper, Lisa 
Steed built a reputation as 
an officer with a knack for 
nabbing drunken motor-
ists in a state with a long 
tradition of teetotaling and 
some of the nation’s strict-
est liquor laws.

Steed used the uncanny 
talent — as one super-
visor once described it 
— to garner hundreds of 
arrests, setting records, 
earning praise as a rising 
star and becoming the first 
woman to become trooper 
of the year.

Today, however, Steed 
is out of work, fired from 
the Utah Highway Patrol, 
and she — and her former 
superiors — are facing a 
lawsuit in which some of 
those she arrested allege 
she filed bogus DUI re-
ports.

“If we don’t stand up to 
Lisa Steed or law enforce-
ment, they just pull people 
over for whatever reason 
they want,” said attorney 
Michael Studebaker.

Steed declined to com-
ment, but her attorney 
Greg Skordas said she de-
nies the allegations. She is 
trying to get her job back.

The people snared by 
Steed say the arrests dis-
rupted their lives and were 
costly to resolve.

Michael Choate, a now-
retired aircraft logistics 
specialist at Hill Air Force 
Base, said he nearly lost 
his security clearance and 
job.

Steed stopped him be-
cause he was wearing a 
Halloween costume and 
booked him even though 
three breathalyzers tests 
showed no alcohol in his 
system. Choate said he 
spent $3,800 and had to 
take four days off of work 
to get his DUI charged 
dismissed.

The 49-page lawsuit 
includes two defendants, 
but Studebaker said doz-
ens of others are lined up 
and willing to tell their 
stories. He said they are 
requesting the lawsuit be 
broadened into a class ac-
tion lawsuit.

Every one of her DUI 
stops back to at least 2006 
should be under suspi-
cion, he said, adding that 
could be as many as 1,500 
people.

The lawsuit, filed in De-
cember, also accuses the 
Utah Highway Patrol of 
ignoring Steed’s patterns 
of higher-than-normal 
DUI bookings and waited 
too long to take her off pa-
trol. The agency declined 
to comment.

Steed joined the agency 
in 2002, and during her 
first five years, she earned 
a reputation as a hard-
worker whose efficiency 
led to high arrest totals. 
By the time she ascended 
to trooper of the year in 

2007, she was held up as 
one of the agency’s top 
stars.

In 2009, Steed became a 
member of the DUI squad. 
Her 400 DUI arrests that 
year were thought to be 
a state record, and more 
than double the number 
made by any other high-
way trooper. She earned 
special recognition at the 
state Capitol.

“With her training and 
experience, it’s second 
nature for her to find 
these people who are driv-
ing under the influence 
of drugs or alcohol,” her 
DUI squad boss at the 
time, Lt. Steve Winward, 
told the Deseret News.

During a ride-along with 
the newspaper, Steed said 
it was simply a “numbers 
game,” noting that one in 
every 10 drivers stopped 
for a violation is driving 
impaired. “It’s a lot of 
hard work, but you make 
a ton of stops, and you’re 
going to run into them,” 
she said.

Steed’s career, however, 
turned. In 2012, while on 
the stand in a DUI court 
case, Steed acknowledged 
purposely leaving her mi-
crophone in her patrol car 
so that superiors wouldn’t 
know she was violating 
agency policy.

By April 2012, her 
credibility had come into 
question so much that a 
prosecutor said he would 
no longer prosecute DUIs 
if Steed’s testimony was 
the only evidence.

In October, the Salt 
Lake Tribune obtained 
a memo written in May 
2010 in which Utah High-
way Patrol Sgt. Rob Nix-
on flagged Steed’s “pat-
tern” of questionable DUI 
arrests. He wrote that the 
bulk of Steed’s arrestees 
had no signs of “impairing 

drugs” in their systems.
The memo said she 

based most of her arrests 
on signs of impairment 
such as dilated pupils and 
leg and body tremors.

Steed was taken off road 
patrol in April 2012 and 
fired in November. She 
was accused of violating 
department policies, fal-
sifying police reports and 
using questionable prac-
tices when making DUI 
arrests.

The lawsuit is based on 
two defendants: Thomas 
Romero and Julie Tapia.

Romero was stopped 
after Steed said he was 
swerving, according to 
the lawsuit. After Romero 
said he wasn’t drinking, 
Steed gave him a roadside 
sobriety test anyway. She 
booked him for DUI even 
though his blood alcohol 
content was 0.00. Charges 
were dismissed.

Tapia went to pick up 
her ex-husband, who had 
been drinking. Steed ap-
proached Tapia as she got 
out of her car at her house, 
saying Tapia had been 
speeding, the lawsuit said. 
Steed said she could smell 
alcohol, and Tapia told her 
it was coming from her 
ex-husband.

Tapia was arrested for 
a DUI; her ex-husband 
for public intoxication. 
Tapia’s blood test showed 
no alcohol. Charges were 
dropped.

Choate, who hopes to 
join the lawsuit, said the 
entire agency should be 
held responsible for the 
damage Steed caused

DPS: 19 arrested in 
TX-based cocaine ring 

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) 
— Officers have arrested 
19 suspects in a Central 
Texas-based cocaine and 
cash smuggling ring with 

ties to Mexico.
The Texas Depart-

ment of Public Safety on 
Thursday announced the 
arrests in a multi-agency 
investigation dubbed Op-
eration Treasure.

Authorities have seized 
$1 million and more than 
120 pounds of cocaine in 
a criminal network op-
erating from the Austin 
area. Investigators say 
cocaine was also trans-
ported to Houston and 
Dallas, along with Ken-
tucky, Georgia, North 
Carolina, Florida and 
Alabama.

A federal indictment 
returned Tuesday and un-
sealed Thursday charges 
the suspects with con-
spiracy to possess with 
intent to distribute co-
caine. Six individuals 
also face charges of bulk 
cash smuggling.

Prosecutors say pro-
ceeds from cocaine sales 
were transported back to 
Austin and eventually to 
Mexico.

Lawyer charged with 
bribery takes stand 

CORPUS CHRISTI, 
Texas (AP) — A Texas 
attorney charged with 
bribery and racketeering 
in cases linked to a dis-
graced judge has testified 
he enjoys taking big cases 
against corporations.

The Valley Morning 
Star reports Marc Rosen-
thal of Austin was sched-
uled to return to the stand 
Friday in Corpus Christi.

Rosenthal faces 13 
corruption-related alle-
gations linked to former 
state District Judge Abel 
Limas of Brownsville. 
The judge who lost in his 
2008 re-election bid later 
pleaded guilty to rack-
eteering and awaits sen-
tencing.
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sentative with the clerk’s 
office said.

TULSA, Okla. (AP) — 
Cliff Pace of Petal, Miss., 
and 2003 Bassmaster 
Classic champ Michael Ia-
conelli of Pittsgrove, N.J., 
tied for the first-day lead 
at the world championship 
of bass fishing on Grand 
Lake O’ the Cherokees.

They both brought 21 
pounds, 8 ounces to the 
scales at Tulsa’s BOK 
Center on Friday, the first 
of three days of competi-
tion for the $500,000 top 
prize of the Bassmaster 
Classic.

Pace pulled off his big 
weight in the last few 
hours of competition by 
adding a 6-pound, 8-ounce 
bass. That big one and 
another fish came after a 
nerve-racking lull of al-
most two hours without a 
bite.

“I don’t know if I just 
wasn’t around them, or 
they weren’t in the right 
frame of mind to bite. But 
then I caught two pretty 
good fish in the last couple 
of hours,” he said.

If Pace can keep his mo-
mentum and win, it would 
be his first Classic victory. 
For Iaconelli, his 21-8 on 
Friday showed him a path 
to a possible second Clas-
sic crown.

“It’s the kind of start you 
have to have to win the 
Classic,” he said.

Iaconelli, and other Clas-
sic competitors, weren’t 
bothered by a passing cold 
front and the chilly tem-
peratures.

“A lot of time after a 
very, very cold night like 
we had, the fishing gets 
better,” he said.

In third place after the 

first round was a Classic 
rookie, Hank Cherry of 
Maiden, N.C. He brought 
in 20-15, trailing the lead-
ers by 9 ounces.

In fourth place with 19-
12 was four-time Bass-
master Classic champion 
Kevin VanDam of Kalam-
azoo, Mich. Just 2 ounces 
behind VanDam was Tra-
cy Adams of Wilkesboro, 
N.C., who had 19-10. Lo-
cal favorite Jason Christie 
of Park Hill, Okla., was 
sixth with 18-12.

The Carhartt Big Bass 
of the day was a 7-pound, 
4 ounce largemouth by 
Mark Pierce of Clarks-

ville, Tenn. The biggest 
bass brought to the scales 
over three days of Clas-
sic competition could be 
worth a $2,500 bonus 
from Carhartt.

After Saturday, the field 
will be cut to the top 25 
anglers. They’ll return 
Sunday to Grand Lake for 
the final day of competi-
tion. The Classic champ 
will be crowned at the 
BOK Center on Sunday.

Classic competitors will 
launch their boats Satur-
day and Sunday at Wolf 
Creek Park in Grove, 
Okla. The anglers will 
leave the docks at 7 a.m.

The much debated ban 
on “anchoring” during 
the putting stroke is one 

of the 
h o t t e s t 
topics in 
golf to-
day. But 
it’s some-
w h a t 
m i s u n -
derstood. 
I hear 
v a r i o u s 
s t a n c e s 

on the topic and an array 
of interpretations. I do 
come across some excel-
lent takes on the issue, 
but there are plenty of 
misinformed statements. 
Here are the bare bones 
you need to know.

The proposed change 
is to rule 14 of the uni-
versally accepted laws of 
golf endorsed by both the 
R&A and the USGA. The 
90-day consultation pe-
riod announced is set to 
close at the end of Febru-
ary and, if the governing 
bodies have their way, the 
ban will come into play 
on the fi rst day of 2016. 
That’s in line with their 
four-year cycle of main-
taining the rules.

The legislation may 
sound complex, but there 
is a simple principle that 
guides the entire change: 
there should be no an-
choring of the Putter 
or arms to the body at 
any stage of the putting 
stroke. That leaves plenty 
of unconventional strokes 
outside the scope of the 
proposed change. All of 
the following would be 
unaffected and remain le-
gal: the claw grip, broom 
handle Putter, holding the 
elbows against the body, 

grip resting against the 
forearm. Any form of an-
choring of the grip to the 
body is very much a part 
of the proposed ban, as is 
forming an anchor point 
between the forearm and 
the body.

Is this written in stone? 
In short, no. Plenty of 
Tour players are strongly 
opposed to the ban. Four-
time major winner Ernie 
Els has become a ma-
jor voice for this group. 
“Hopefully they don’t 
ban it,” he says, “because 
I really don’t think there’s 
any data that really con-
fi rms that they have to 
ban it.”

Manufacturers are also 
likely to enter the battle. 
They will argue that an-
choring is one option to 
help Amateur and Profes-
sional players alike. And 
that makes it a good thing 
for golf - more fun, more 
players, more business.

I’d be very interested 
to hear your views. Have 
you ever tried anchoring 
your Putter? Are you in 
favor of the ban?

A wool rug hooking exhibit is on-

going at the Carson Country Square 
House Museum.  

The Panhandle Rug Hookers in-
clude 15 rug hookers from Amaril-
lo, White Deer and Floydada.

 Sixty-seven hooked rugs, foot-
stools, chair pads and purses are on 
exhibit through the month of Febru-
ary. 

The Square House Museum staff 
said this ss one of the best exhibits 
the museum has had. 

Hundreds of people have viewed 
the exhibit and said it is one of the 
most unusual arts in the area.

Wool used in the making of the 

rugs can be purchased new or  from 
used wool clothing. It must be felt-
ed (washed in cool water), dried in 
a dryer and cut into strips. 

The width of the strips depends on 
the type of rug to be hooked. Small 
strips are used for fi ne rug hooking 
to make objects shaded and with 
more details. Wider strips are used 
for primitive folk art hooked rugs. 

A pattern is  put on linen. The lin-
en is stretched on a frame. 

A hook is used to pull up the strip 
of wool to make a loop on the top of 
the fabric. Different colors of wool 
make the design.

The Panhandle Rug Hookers have 
attended rug hooking classes in 

Missouri, Colorado and Pennsylva-
nia. The Star of Texas Rug Hook-
ing camp in Fredericksburg, Texas, 
is held each September and many 
ladies from this area attend that 
rug camp where fi ve teachers have 
workshops and teach different rug 
hooking techniques.

Sen. Seliger files higher
education legislation

AUSTIN — With bi-
partisan support State Sen. 
Kel Seliger (R-Amarillo) 
fi led Senate Bill 15 earlier 

this which 
c l a r i f i e s 
the role of 
Boards of 
Regents.

S e l i g e r 
represents 
Pampa in 
the Texas 
S t a t e -
house.

As fi led, 
SB 15 requires that all ap-
pointees to Boards of Re-
gents be confi rmed by the 
Senate and receive the stat-
utorily mandated training 
prior to voting on budget-
ary or personnel matters. 
Additionally, it ensures 
that ethics must be part 
of the training appointees 
receive and more specifi -
cally defi nes the substance 
of the training.

This legislation also ad-
dresses allegations of mi-
cromanagement by amend-
ing statute to clearly state 

that all duties and respon-
sibilities not specifi cally 
stated in law for Univer-
sity Systems or Governing 
Boards are reserved for the 
institutions. By defi ning 
the rights and responsibili-
ties vested to Regents and 
systems, this language is 
intended to protect insti-
tutional autonomy in the 
same way that we all ex-
pect the 10th Amendment 
to protect state sovereignty 
from government over-
reach.

“It was made clear on 
Monday that university 
governance and allega-
tions of micromanagement 
by Regents is an issue the 
Senate takes very serious-
ly,” Seliger said. “Accord-
ingly, I have fi led SB 15 as 
a starting point for discus-
sions on the proper role, 
duties and responsibili-
ties of governing boards, 
systems, and institutions. 
I look forward to working 
with my Senate colleagues, 
including the nine joint-au-
thors, to ensure our public 
universities remain fi rst 
class.”

Texas lawyer charged
with bribery takes stand
CORPUS CHRISTI, 

Texas (AP) — A Texas 
attorney charged with 
bribery and racketeering 
in cases linked to a dis-
graced judge has testifi ed 
he enjoys taking big cases 
against corporations.

The Valley Morning Star 
reports Marc Rosenthal of 
Austin was scheduled to 
return to the stand Friday 
in Corpus Christi.

Rosenthal faces 13 cor-
ruption-related allegations 
linked to former state Dis-
trict Judge Abel Limas of 
Brownsville. The judge 

who lost in his 2008 re-
election bid later pleaded 
guilty to racketeering and 
awaits sentencing.

Rosenthal took the stand 
late Thursday and said he 
loves “representing David 
against Goliath.” The law-
yer testifi ed that he likes 
representing common, ev-
eryday families against big 
companies — especially 
when the corporations “are 
really wrong.”

Prosecutors say Rosen-
thal conspired to bribe the 
judge and witnesses in 
state and federal cases.

DEAR ABBY: I’m a 15-year-
old student who reads your column 
every day, and I hope you can help 
me. 

I want to be closer to my parents. 
They yell at my siblings and me 
and call us names. It hurts me very 
much. If we make a mistake — even 
a little one — or forget our chores, 
we can expect to be insulted, yelled 
at, etc. I have learned to tune them 
out, but I don’t understand how such 
intelligent people like my parents 
can act this way.

Years ago, I decided to talk to 
them about it, but that was seen 
as an act of defiance. My parents, 
especially my father, can’t take con-
structive criticism and respond with 
more yelling. 

Each of our arguments leaves me 
upset for days. But I still believe I 
need to do something. I want to be 
close to them before it’s too late, but 
I have lost so much respect and trust 
for them, and they probably feel the 
same. 

Please, Abby, I don’t know what 
to do. I would greatly appreciate 
your advice, although I know you 
are very busy. Thank you for tak-
ing the time to read my letter. — 
HOPEFUL IN NEW YORK

DEAR HOPEFUL: You have 
my sympathy. Harsh words can 
leave wounds that last longer 

than physical bruises. Some par-
ents develop hair-trigger tempers 
when they are under financial 
pressure. Others, without realiz-
ing it, model their behavior on the 
way their parents raised THEM 
and overreact when their children 
make mistakes.

Because you haven’t been able 
to get through to your father, talk 
to a trusted adult relative about 
the fact that you would like to be 
closer to your parents but don’t 
know how. If they hear it from 
another adult, they might be more 
open to the message.

DEAR ABBY: I am a 26-year-old 
mother of a 13-month-old daughter, 
“Lissa.” I am a “by-the-book” mom. 
I’m still breastfeeding and I am 
strict about what I allow my daugh-
ter to eat. She has just barely started 
to eat table food. 

I don’t want my child to have bad 
eating habits, so I try to give her 
only healthy items at dinnertime. 
Her dad, on the other hand, thinks 
it’s funny to give her junk, including 
sugar. When she was only 2 months 
old, I caught him giving her licorice. 
The other day, it was soda and ice 
cream. I don’t agree with this, and 
it’s causing us a lot of fights.

When we sit down to dinner, I 
have Lissa’s meal set aside. But 
before I can sit down, her dad starts 
giving her things off his plate and 

then she won’t eat her dinner. I 
have told him I don’t like it, but he 
doesn’t understand that I want to 
teach her good eating habits. 

Am I wrong in trying so hard? Or 
should I just give up and let her eat 
junk? — TRYING MY BEST IN 
CALIFORNIA

DEAR TRYING: Parenting is 
supposed to be a team sport and 
I’m more concerned about the 
fact that Lissa’s dad is undercut-
ting you than what’s going into 
her mouth right now. If he con-
tinues, in another year or two, 
your little girl will regard him as a 
pushover and you as a big meanie. 

You may need an impartial 
mediator to get through to Lissa’s 
father, and the perfect person to 
do that is your child’s pediatri-
cian. Let the doctor tell Daddy 
that the more she is given sweets, 
the more she’ll crave them.

The only thing about your 
approach that might be of con-
cern to me is your calling yourself 
a “by-the-book” mother. A con-
scientious parent not only goes by 
the book and is consistent, but she 
also uses her head and listens to 
her heart. I hope you will remem-
ber that.

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — NFL senior vice presi-
dent Adolpho Birch says the league and players as-
sociation need to reach agreement soon on HGH 
testing.

The NFL and the union agreed in principle to 
HGH testing when a new 10-year labor agreement 
was reached in August 2011. But protocols must be 
approved by both sides and the players have ques-
tioned the science in the testing procedures, stall-
ing implementation.

Speaking at the scouting combine Thursday, 
Birch says the NFL has full confidence in the test 
and “should have been a year into this by now.” He 
calls the delays “a disservice to all of us.”

On Tuesday, the union said in a conference call it 
favors HGH testing, but only with a strong appeal 
process. Otherwise, NFLPA spokesman George 
Atallah said, “it’s just a nonstarter.”
