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GCSO makes
multiple arrests
in Pampa

Deputies with the Gray County Sheriff’s
Office on Tuesday night and early Wednesday
morning made two arrests of drug offenders,
one for an excessive amount
of marijuana and another for a
much smaller amount of sus-
pected methamphetamine.

Charles Ronald Wilhelm,
66, of Kingsboro, Calif., was
arrested Tuesday for possession
of marijuana — greater than 4
ounces and less than 5 pounds.

GCSO Lt. Terry Cox said
Wilhelm is being held in the
Gray County Jail and that his
bond has been set at $10,000.

Cox could not provide any
more details about the arrest.

The GCSO also arrested Don
Ray Howard, 40, of Pampa, for
possession of a controlled sub-
stance — more than 1 gram and
less than 4 grams.

“The arrest was made when
a deputy was dispatched to a
vehicle parked in the roadway
at (State) Highway 273 and
County Road 22,” Cox said.

Howard is being held at the Gray County Jail
and his bond has been set at $5,000.

Okla. authorities rule
Trevathan death accidental

The shooting death of
former Pampa resident Ja-
cob Trevanthan at a rela-
tive’s apartment in Sayre,
Okla., has been determined
as accidental, said Jessica
Brown, public information
director for the Oklahoma

State Bureau of Investiga-
tion.

Brown said Wednesday
authorities made their de-
termination sometime last
week.

Trevanthan was found
dead in the apartment on
Feb. 13. The shooting was
investigated as a suspi-
cious death by the OSBI.

N.J. fugitive rappels off
bridge, caught in Texas

EL PASO (AP) — A man
from Mexico wanted in
New Jersey on murder and
attempted murder warrants
has been caught in West
Texas after rappelling off a
bridge.

U.S. Customs and Bor-
der Protection officials on
Wednesday announced
the arrest of 27-year-old
Marco Antonio Miranda-
DelJesus.

Border Patrol agents
in the downtown El Paso
area on Monday night saw
a man run north from the
border with Mexico and
rappel off a bridge. Agents

caught the man following a
brief foot chase.

Records show authori-
ties in New Brunswick,
N.J., sought Miranda-
DelJesus on charges of
murder, attempted murder,
aggravated assault, gang
criminality, conspiracy and
unlawful possession of a
weapon.

Further details on the
cases weren’t immediately
available.

Miranda-DelJesus, who’s
also been charged with il-
legal entry into the U.S.,
faces extradition to New
Jersey.

USDA suspends some AG
reports due to budget cuts

MADISON, Wis. (AP)
— The U.S. Department
of Agriculture’s statisti-
cal arm says it won’t issue
some agricultural reports
this year because of the au-
tomatic federal budget cuts
taking effect.

The National Agricultur-
al Statistics Service keeps
tabs on a wide range of
agricultural industries that
generate billions of dollars
for the U.S. economy. Its
reports influence the price
and supply of many prod-
ucts that end up on Ameri-

can dinner plates.

The reports being sus-
pended this year include
the agency’s July tally of
cattle, which is used by
the beef industry, and milk
production reports.

The agency posted a no-
tice on its website Tuesday
listing the reports to be cut.
It says the decision was
not made lightly but it was
necessary given the agen-
cy’s funding.

Other reports cover cat-
fish, potatoes, rice and fruit
and vegetables.

Bill would require
drug test for benefits

AUSTIN (AP) — A law-
maker is demanding finan-
cial evidence to support a
plan for government-spon-
sored drug-testing of laid-
off-workers.

The bill came up for de-
bate in a legislative com-
mittee on  Wednesday
morning.

It targets workers who
have been on the job long
enough to qualify for un-
employment insurance
payments.

Currently, only workers
who lose their jobs through
no fault of their own quali-

fy for payments.

If the bill passes, a state
agency will perform new
drug tests on those work-
ers in certain industries.
The agency will revoke
unemployment insurance
payments to workers with
positive test results.

Republican Sen. Tommy
Williams said his bill will
make sure workers are
ready for employment.

But Democratic  Sen.
Wendy Davis asked for
statistics to show the new
program would be worth
the cost.

Judge declines to explain
recusal from crash suit

MIDLAND (AP) — A
judge is declining to ex-
plain why he’s recusing
himself from a lawsuit
that sprung from the West
Texas train crash last year
that killed four veterans
participating in a parade.

State District Judge
Rodney Satterwhite
stepped aside from the
case without explana-
tion. He said Wednesday
his policy is not to dis-
cuss any active or pend-
ing cases. A retired judge
from Big Spring, Robert

H. Moore III, has been
appointed to replace him.

Nine of the 12 couples
on the float the train hit
at 62 mph Nov. 15 have
filed suit, accusing Union
Pacific of negligence.
The railroad says Mid-
land County and city of-
ficials and the parade or-
ganizer failed to exercise
“ordinary care” in parade
plans.

The accident remains
under investigation by
the National Transporta-
tion Safety Board.

Texas convicted sex
offender caught in Longview

AUSTIN (AP) — A
fugitive on the Texas De-
partment of Public Safe-
ty’s 10 Most Wanted sex
offender list has been cap-
tured in Longview.

DPS on Wednesday
announced the arrest
of 57-year-old Michael
Wayne Hopson, who for-
merly lived in Tyler.

Hopson was wanted
for failure to register as a
sex offender in Anderson
County and for indecent
exposure in Payne Coun-

ty, Okla.

DPS agents hac
searched two homeless
shelters when they locat-
ed Hopson around mid-
day Tuesday at a souy
kitchen.

Investigators did not im-
mediately provide further
details on what led then
to Hopson but say his ar-
rest was not the result of @
tip. DPS had warned that
Hopson should be consid-
ered armed and danger-
ous.

Book returned to Estonian
library 69 years late

TALLINN, Estonia
(AP) — An Estonian man
has returned a library
book 69 years late, partly
blaming a World War II
aerial bombing that dam-
aged the library for the
late return.

Ivika Turkson of the
Tallinn Central Library
says that last week the
man in his mid-80s re-
turned the overdue book
— which was checked out
on March 7, 1944, while
Estonia was occupied by

Nazi Germany — along
with an apology and an
offer to pay a late fee.

Turkson said Tuesday
that the library waived
any penalty for the late
return of the tome, which
still contained the original
emblem and serial num-
ber, allowing librarians to
identify it.

It was not immediately
clear why the man waited
so long to return the book,
a work of fiction by Esto-
nian author Eduard Vilde.

$5B added to Texas
budget under Senate plan

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
— Budget writers in the
Texas Senate are adding
$5 billion in proposed
spending that throws
more money at every-
thing from education to
mental health.

The Senate Finance
Committee on Wednes-
day unanimously ap-
proved $94.1 billion in
general revenue spending
for 2014-15.

Chairman Tommy Wil-
liams wants the spending
bill on the floor of the
Senate chamber by next
week.

Two months after re-
vealing a budget draft
that critics slammed as
unnecessarily lean, the
Senate will now consider
$1.4 billion more in pub-
lic school spending and
another $240 million for
mental health.

GOP sends mixed signals on Obama’s outreach effort

WASHINGTON  (AP)
House Republicans
are sending mixed signals
in agreeing to meet with
President Barack Obama
for talks over the budget

. impasse, while Obama is

conceding that a political
accommodation may be
impossible.

On the one hand, many
Republicans who long
have chided Obama for
failing to engage their par-
ty on the nation’s biggest
problems are applauding
his newfound outreach —
part of a concerted effort
by the president to mend
ties with Congress in
hopes of reaching a grand
compromise on fiscal is-
sues.

On the other hand, nei-
ther side is backing down
from entrenched positions
that have prevented deals
in the past — a status
quo scenario that Obama
acknowledged could pre-

clude any agreement.

“Ultimately, it may be
that the differences are just
too wide,” he said in an in-
terview broadcast Wednes-
day on ABC’s “Good
Morning America.”

“It may be that, ideologi-
cally, if their position is,
‘We can’t do any revenue,’
or ‘We can only do rev-
enue if we gut Medicare or
gut Social Security or gut
Medicaid, if that’s the po-
sition, then we’re probably
not going to be able to get a
deal,” he said. “That won’t
create a crisis,” Obama
said. “It just means that we
will have missed an oppor-
tunity.” The issues separat-
ing the two parties are the
same as they have been all
along — fundamental dis-
agreements over whether
to pair tax increases with
budget cuts in an effort to
rein in the nation’s deficit.

Exhibit A: the House
GOP’s new budget pro-

posal, crafted by House
Budget Committee Chair-
man Paul Ryan, R-Wis.,
who ran against Obama
as the 2012 Republican
vice presidential nominee
but broke bread with him
last week as the president
initiated his congressional
“charm offensive.” Ryan
and House Republicans,
who were to meet with
Obama at the Capitol on
Wednesday, put forward
their 2014 budget fully
mindful that it would
be dead on arrival at the
White House and in the
Democratic-controlled
Senate.

The plan, which the
White House immediately
panned, doubles down on
longstanding Republican
proposals to slash funding
for programs Obama and
Democrats sorely want to
protect. It includes a repeal
of Obama’s health care
law — a major component

of his legacy — and Medi-
care changes that woulc
shift more of the cost tc
future patients.

The president, who was
returning to Capitol Hil
Wednesday for more dis-
cussions, said in the net-
work interview that he was

searching for the “com-
mon-sense caucus.”
Earlier, White House

press secretary Jay Carney
told reporters, “We’re no
naive. There are disagree-
ments and obstacles. Bus
the president is at the heac
of this effort because he
believes deeply in it.” Ir
interviews and on Sunday
talk shows, many Republi-
cans on the receiving enc
of Obama’s overtures have
praised the president for
making an effort — evern
if they feel it’s too little.
too late. But other Repub-
licans are refusing to give
Obama the benefit of the
doubt.

His story begins here
in town where he gradu-
ated from Pampa High
School in 1944. Soon
after, he enlisted in the
U.S. Army and complet-
ed basic training at Camp
Walters at Mineral Wells.
His basic training was cut
short a month because
the country needed
replacement soldiers at
the Belgium Bulge.

Hernandez joined the
78th Division and was
sent to the front line at
Schmidt, Belgium.

Facing heavy artillery
attack, he served as a run-
ner, carrying important
messages to and from the
front line.

In March
Hernandez’ division
advanced toward the
Rhine River while fighting
off the German resistance.
Joe was wounded there
while his troop attempted
a siege and he was sent to
Paris for three weeks to

1945,

recover.

He then returned to fight
with the 78th, which was
ordered to strike against
28 divisions of Germans
along the Sieg River.
To accomplish that feat,
Hernandez and his fellow
soldiers marched 20 miles
a day for a week while bat-
tling encroaching enemy
forces.

Once German Gen.
Alfred Jodl surrendered in
April, Hernandez’ division
began occupation duties.

Coming home

In November 1945,
Hernandez was awarded
a Combat Journal and
received various med-
als, including a Purple
Heart, Infantryman’s
Combat Badge, European
Theatre Ribbon with
two Bronze Stars, the
Occupation Ribbon, the
Victory Ribbon and the

Good Conduct Ribbon and
Medal.
Hernandez drew a

45-day furlough and left
the 78th on Thanksgiving
Day, 1945. After his fur-
lough ended, he report-
ed to Fort Sam Houston

and, from there, was sent
to Fort Hood in Kileen.
Hernandez was honorably
discharged in June 1946.
After returning to Pampa,
Hernandez worked for the
railroad and later for the
U.S. Postal Service.

In 1952, he married
Eblan Macias. The cou-
ple have four children,

nine grandchildren and
three great-grandchildren.
Hernandez retired from
the USPS in 1989.

A round of honors

State Rep. Mac
Thornberry (R-Clarendon)
wrote a letter of grati-
tude to Hernandez and
Paul Simpson, one of

Thornberry’s staffers, read

the letter at Tuesday’s cer-
emony.
“After reviewing

the exploits of the 78th
Division and your own per-
sonal actions in Belgium,
I feel especially honored
to represent you in the
United States Congress,”
Simpson said, on behalf of
Thornberry. “Your story is
another example of why
we call your generation
the ‘Greatest Generation.’
Fresh out of high school
in 1944, you selflessly
answered our nation’s call
to service.

“You made great sac-
rifices to stop an evil
tyranny advance during
that time, and our nation
will never be able to
repay you for those sac-
rifices.” Thornberry went
on to write that veterans
like Hernandez serve
as an inspiration for all
Americans and that Joe’s
story is a reminder of the
extraordinary sacrifices
that have been made in
the name of freedom by
American military veter-
ans.

Simpson said that an

American flag was flown
over the state Capitol
on Tuesday in honor of
Hernandez and that he
would soon receive that
flag.

Pampa VFW post com-
mander Danny Martin
then pinned a Purple Heart
and Bronze Star onto
Hernandez’ chest.

“You sacrificed a lot for
us,” Martin said. “I’m hon-
ored to death that you can
sit here today and receive
these medals. Joe, thank
you very much for your
service to this country.”

Those in attendance
afforded Hernandez mul-
tiple standing ovations out
of respect, gratitude and
admiration.

“I accept this medal on
behalf of myself and on
the honor of my com-
rades,” Hernandez said at
the ceremony.

In a phone interview
Wednesday morning,
Hernandez shared about
his pride and his legacy.

“I’'m very proud of our
military,” he said. “I'm
glad I have some memo-
ries to leave to my chil-
dren.”

NJ stringing up dead birds
to get rid of buzzards

BRIDGEWATER, N.J. (AP) — The dead vulture’s
feathers snap and crack, breaking apart as its frozen
wings are spread for one last flight.

It will soon soar gracefully — albeit briefly — into
a tree in this hilly New Jersey suburb, hoisted to a
branch where it will hang, upside down, until spring.

Wildlife officials say it’s a sure-fire way to get an
estimated 100 black and turkey vultures from roost-
ing in the neighborhood, leaving behind foul-smelling
and acidic droppings on roofs and lawns, creeping out

residents and even their pets.

Before the black vulture’s carcass is strung up, near-
ly a dozen vultures glide over Bridgewater on a cool,
gray Monday morning. Some perch in trees. One rests

on a chimney-top.

Neighborhood residents watched as wildlife special-
ist Terri Ombrello launched a weighted fishing line
over a branch with a sling shot. She took turns with
partner Nicole Rein tying the bird’s legs with another
line then pulled the bird about 30 feet off the ground.

Vultures may like to eat road kill but it turns out they
don’t like the sight of their own dead upside down.

“They don’t like seeing their own in that unnatural

position,” Rein said.

Bridgewater, a town of 45,000 about 40 miles west
of New York, became at least the seventh New Jersey
community this winter to turn to the wildlife services
unit of the U.S. Department of Agriculture for buzzard-
beating help. Black and red turkey vultures are protect-
ed species and cannot be killed without a permit.

The birds roost from November to April, settling
down as it gets dark, when they are most visible.

Jim Van Allen, 69, lives across the street where the
carcass was strung up in Bridgewater. He’s lived in the
neighborhood practically his entire life. He said it isn’t
unusual to see vultures there in this community but not

this many.

Frack to
the future

Celebrities are now
upset about fracking, the
injection of chemicals
into the ground to crack
rocks to release oil and
gas. With everyone say-

ing they
want al-
ternatives
to foreign
oil, I'd
think
celebri-
ties would
love
fracking.

I’d be

wrong.
Lady
Gaga, Yoko Ono and
their group, Artists
Against Fracking, don’t
feel the love. Yoko sang,
“Don’t frack me!” on
TV.

Stopping fracking is
the latest cause of the
silly people. They suc-
ceeded in getting scien-
tifically ignorant politi-
cians to ban fracking in
New York, Maryland and
Vermont.

Hollywood gave an
Oscar to “Gasland,” a
documentary that sug-
gests fracking will shove
gas into some people’s
drinking water, so the
water will burn. It’s true
that some water contains
so much natural gas that
you can light it.

But another documen-
tary, “FrackNation,”
shows that gas got into
plumbing long before
fracking came. There’s
gas in the earth. That’s
why it’s called “natural
gas.”

Some gets into well
water. Environmental
officials investigated
the flames shown in
“Gasland” and con-
cluded that the pollution
had nothing to do with
fracking.

“FrackNation” director
Phelim McAleer tried
to confront “Gasland”
director Josh Fox about
this, but Fox wouldn’t
answer his questions.
Instead, he demanded to
know whom McAleer
works for. He also turned
down my invitations to
publicly debate fracking.
Many activists don’t like
to answer questions that
don’t fit their narrative.

Even some homeown-
ers who filed a lawsuit
claiming that their water
was poisoned by frack-
ing weren’t happy to
learn that their water
is safe. I’d think they

would be delighted, but
“FrackNation” shows

a couple reacting with
outrage when environ-
mental officials test their
water and find it clean.

The real story on
fracking, say scientists,
is that the risks are small
and the rewards im-
mense. Fracking lowered
the price of natural gas
so much that Ameri-
cans heat our homes for
less, and manufacturing
that once left America
has returned. For those
concerned about global
warming, burning gas
instead of oil or coal
reduces CO2 emissions.

“Skeptical Environ-
mentalist” author Bjorn
Lomborg points out that
“green” Europe prom-
ised to reduce emissions,
but “only managed to cut
half of what you guys
accidentally happened to
do when you stumbled
on fracking.”

Still, the process
sounds dangerous. It
requires chemicals and
explosions. So fracking
is now scapegoated for
the usual litany of things
that peasants feared
when threatened with
curses centuries ago:
livestock dying, bad crop
yields, children born
with deformities.

None of it is backed
by scientific evidence.
Even environmental-
ists who usually are too
cautious (by my stan-
dards) see little danger.
President Obama’s first
EPA administrator, Lisa
Jackson, told Congress
that the EPA cannot
show “that the frack-
ing process has caused
chemicals to enter
groundwater.”

So far, most regula-
tors outside New York,
Maryland and Vermont
have ignored the silly
people. So thanks to
fracking, Americans pay
less for heat (and every-
thing else), the economy
is helped, new jobs get
created, we create less
greenhouse gas, and for
the first time since the
19th century, America
may become a net ex-
porter of energy.

Good things happen
if the silly people can’t
convince all politicians
to ban progress.

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Spare the hype of ‘budget armageddon’

“Kids without vaccines,
schools without teach-
ers and massive airport
delays — we’ll show you
the worst-case scenario
for government spending
cuts,” CBS morning host
Charlie Rose read off the
Panic Prompter.

It sounded a little like
Bill Murray in “Ghost-
busters” when he was
whimsically warning:
“Fire and brimstone com-
ing down from the skies!
Rivers and seas boiling!
Human sacrifice, dogs
and cats living together ...
mass hysteria!”

Media Research Center
analysts reviewed all
of the 88 sequestration
stories on ABC, CBS
and NBC from Feb. 14
through March 1 when
the “cuts” took effect
and found 58 (66 per-
cent) were dominated by
panic nonsense, without a
second of rebuttal of com-
mon sense. Another 10
stories offered the same
hyperbole but at least
included a few seconds
of the skeptical view that
the sequestration reduc-
tions weren’t huge and
their effects were being
overhyped.

“The good news is the
world doesn’t end March
2. The bad news is, the
world doesn’t end March
2,” liberal lobbyist Em-
ily Holubowich told the
Washington Post. “The
worst-case scenario for us
is the sequester hits and
nothing bad really hap-
pens.”

There is no daylight be-
tween the views of liberal
lobbyists and the national
news media.

Today, politicians stopped
their paychecks. In
Oklahoma City’s Social
Security office, they’re
being ordered to work
for nothing. ... The bomb
broke Beverly Rankin’s
ankle. Politics is breaking
her bank.”

They called this a
“newscast.” It sounded

more like CBS started a
super PAC to run negative
ads against Newt Gin-
grich. They wonder why a
strong majority now tells
pollsters that the media

is guilty of favoring one
side. The favoritism isn’t
just obvious it’s com-
pletely shameless.

We’ve lived through
four years of Obama, and
as the federal government
overspent us into trillion-
dollar deficits every year,
no reporter hit a panic
button. The Federal Re-
serve is printing money
like it’s making Monopo-
ly games, and no journal-
ist is reporting with their
hair on fire. The tax bur-
den on most Americans
went up this year, and no
one took a camera and a
microphone to interview
someone who’ll get by on
a few less thousand dol-
lars this year.

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53-year-old musher becomes oldest Iditarod champ

NOME, Alaska (AP)
— A 53-year-old former
champion has won the Idi-
tarod Trail Sled Dog Race
to become the oldest winner
of Alaska’s grueling test of
endurance.

Mitch Seavey and 10
dogs crossed the Nome fin-
ish line to cheering crowds
at 10:39 p.m. Alaska time
Tuesday.

“This is for all of the gen-
tlemen of a certain age,” he
said on a live stream posted
to the Iditarod website after
completing the race in tem-
peratures just above zero.
His race time in the 1,000-
mile race was nine days, 7
hours and 39 minutes.

Seavey’s victory came af-
ter a dueling sprint against
Aliy Zirkle, last year’s
runner-up, along the frozen,
wind-whipped Bering Sea
coast. Zirkle crossed the fin-
ish line 24 minutes after her
rival, who greeted her after
a while.

“You did a good job,”
Seavey told Zirkle as a
camera crew filmed them.

“You’re going to win this
thing, probably more than
once.”

At a news conference
after the race Zirkle gave
credit to her rival’s strategy.

“Mitch has this ability to
sit on the sidelines and re-
fuel because he knows he
needs to refuel, while every-
one else is zooming by,” she
said. “It’s smart, and that’s
probably why you won.”

Immediately after finish-
ing, both mushers rushed to
pet their dogs, with Seavey
singling out his main leader,
6-year-old Tanner, posing
for photos with the dog
and another leader, Taurus,
wearing yellow garlands.

Zirkle’s dogs wagged
their tails as she praised
them. “My dog team is my
heart,” she said.

The pair jostled for the
lead, with Zirkle never more
than a few miles behind, in
the final stretch.

“I just now stopped look-
ing over my shoulder,”
Seavey said after winning.

Also trailing by a dozen

or so miles was four-time
champion Jeff King, who
was followed by a clus-
ter of contenders, includ-
ing Seavey’s son, Dal-
las Seavey. The younger
Seavey at age 25 last year
became the youngest Idi-
tarod winner ever, beating
Zirkle to the finish line by
one hour.

Mitch Seavey first won
the Iditarod in 2004. Be-
fore his Tuesday night win,
King had been the oldest
Iditarod champion, winning
his fourth race at age 50 in
2006.

The oldies were still stel-
lar performers in a race that
ended last year with a top
field featuring many finish-
ers in their 30s, noted Iditar-
od race spokeswoman Erin
McLarnon.

“Last year, we saw a lot
of those youngsters in the
top 10,” McLarnon said.
“Some of those 45-plussers
are taking back the lead this
year. They are showing the
young ‘uns what they can
really do out there on that

trail.”

Zirkle, 43, had hoped to
be only the third woman
to win the race and the
first since Susan Butcher
won her fourth Iditarod in
1990. Before this year’s
race, Zirkle noted the long
time that had passed since a
woman won.

“This is my 13th year, and
I’'ve wanted to win every
year,” she said before the
race, which began March 2
with 66 teams at a ceremo-
nial start in Anchorage.

The competitive part of
the race began the follow-
ing day in Willow 50 miles
to the north. Since then,
the race changed leaders
several times. Those at the
front of the field included
four-time champions Lance
Mackey and Martin Buser,
who later fell behind.

En route to Nome, the
race turned into an aggres-
sively contested run among
veterans along an often pun-
ishing trail.

Judge rejects request
to delay Tuberville trial

MONTGOMERY, Ala.
(AP) — A federal judge in
Alabama has denied a re-
quest to delay a trial involv-
ing college football coach
Tommy Tuberville in a civil
lawsuit filed by investors
seeking to recover money
lost in business deals.

Attorneys for Tuberville
and his former business
partner, John David Stroud,
have denied the allegations.

The Lubbock Avalanche-
Journal reported that Tuber-
ville’s lawyers sought the
delay because they said it
would be an extreme hard-

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Mo. golfer survives fall into Ill. course sinkhole

ST. LOUIS (AP) —
Mark Mihal was having a
good opening day on the
links when he noticed an
unusual depression on the
14th fairway at Annbriar
Golf Club in southern II-
linois. Remarking to his
friends how awkward it
would be to have to hit out
of it, he went over for a
closer look.

One step onto the pocked
section and the 43-year-old
mortgage broker plunged
into a sinkhole.

He landed 18 feet down
with a painful thud, and
his friends managed to
hoist him to safety with a
rope after about 20 min-
utes. But Friday’s experi-
ence gave Mihal quite a
fright, particularly after
the recent death of a Flori-
da man whose body hasn’t
been found since a sink-
hole swallowed him and
his bedroom.

“I feel lucky just to come
out of it with a shoulder in-
jury, falling that far and not
knowing what I was going
to hit,” Mihal, from the
St. Louis suburb of Creve
Coeur, told The Associ-
ated Press before heading
off to learn whether he’ll
need surgery. “It was ab-
solutely crazy.”

Annbriar general man-
ager Russ Nobbe de-
scribed the sinkhole as
“an extremely unfortunate
event, an event we feel is
an act of nature.”

“We don’t feel there is
any way we could have
foreseen this happening,”
he told a Tuesday news

conference.

Mihal said it was a real
downer on what had been
a fine outing.

With winter finally near-
ing an end, “it was the first
day to get to play in a long
time,” he said. “So I wasn’t
expecting too much.”

Golfing with buddies,
Mihal was waiting to hit
his third shot, some 100
yards from the pin on the
par 5, when he noticed a
bathtub-looking indenta-
tion about knee deep just
behind him on the fairway.
At just one over par for the
round, the golfer with a 6
handicap was on a roll.

Then the ground gave
way beneath him.

“It didn’t look unstable,”
Mihal said. “And then I
was gone. | was just freef-
alling. It felt like forever,
but it was just a second
or two, and I didn’t know
what I was going to hit.
And all I saw was dark-
ness.”

His golfing buddies
didn’t see him vanish into
the earth but noticed he
wasn’t visible, figuring he
had tripped and fallen out
of sight down a hill. But
one of them heard Mihal’s
moans and went to inves-
tigate.

“He just thought it was
some crazy magic trick or
something,” Mihal said.

Hardly.
Getting panicky and
knowing his shoulder

“was busted,” Mihal as-
sessed his dilemma in
pitch darkness as he rested
on a mound of mud, won-
dering if the ground would
give way more and send
him deeper into the pit that
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was 10-feet wide at the
opening, then broadened
out into the shape of a bell
below the surface.

“I was looking around,
clinging to the mud pile,
trying to see if there was a
way out,” he said. “At that
point, [ started yelling, “I
need a ladder and a rope,
and you guys need to get
me out of here.””

A ladder hustled to the
scene was too short, and
Mihal’s damaged shoul-
der crimped his ability to
climb.

“At some point, [ said,

‘I need to get out of here.
Now,””” Mihal recalled.
One of his golf partners,
a real-estate agent, made
his way into the hole,
converted his sweater into
a splint for Mihal and tied
a rope around his friend,
who was pulled to safety.
While disturbing, such
sink-holes aren’t uncom-
mon in southwestern Il-
linois, where old under-
ground mines frequently
cause the earth to settle. In
Mihal’s case, the culprit
was subsurface limestone
that dissolves from acidic

rainwater, snowmelt and
carbon dioxide, eventu-
ally causing the ground to
collapse, said Sam Panno,
a senior geochemist with
the Illinois State Geologi-
cal Survey.

That region “is riddled
with sinkholes,” with as
many as 15,000 recorded,
Panno said.

Nobbe told the AP other
golfers are not in danger
and the Annbriar course
will remain open while
officials seek geologist
recommendations for
what to do about the 14th

hole’s sinkhole.

“Every geologist we’ve
talked to says it is un-
reasonable and unneces-
sary” to survey the entire
grounds for other sink-
hole threats, he added.

Mihal, meanwhile, is
debating a return to An-
nbriar.

“It’s a great course. I
love the course,” Mihal
said, having played Ann-
briar a couple dozen times
during the past decade.
“But I would have a tough
time probably walking
down that hole again.”
