The website does not provide any specif-
ics, such as where the restaurant will be lo-
cated, who the franchise owner is or when
construction will begin.

Ladd Biro with Champion Management,
a Dallas-based public relations and market-
ing firm that represents Bennigan’s, said
Tuesday a Bennigan’s in Pampa is “in the

works.”

He offered no
further details.

Austin for state gymnastics.

In 1986, she was one of eight
Special Olympic gymnasts who
were invited to the U.S. Olympic
Festival in Houston. Another Texan
was invited, along with two athletes
each from Louisiana, New Mexico
and Arkansas. Jennifer won second
place in the floor routine in front
of 14,000 people at The Summit in
Houston. The Summit was the home
of the Houston Rockets until 2005
when the city sold it. Jennifer still
takes private rhythmic gymnastics
classes at Madeline Graves Dance
and Gymnastics in Pampa.

In addition to gymnastics, Roden
has enjoyed success in Special
Olympics basketball, which she said

Texas Senate to gun
makers: ‘C’'mon down!’

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) —
The Texas Senate is send-
ing a message to gun mak-
ers across the country: the
Lone Star State wants you.

The Senate gave prelimi-
nary approval Tuesday to a
bill encouraging Gov. Rick
Perry’s office to recruit gun
manufacturers to Texas.

The bill by Sen. Craig
Estes, a Wichita Falls Re-
publican, says Perry can
use incentives, includ-
ing financial to entire gun
makers to relocate. A few
lawmakers said Perry al-
ready has that authority.

Estes said his bill sends
tells gun makers that they
are welcome in Texas, even
as other states around the
country are passing new
gun control measures. Es-
tes says those companies
could bring good jobs and
economic development to
Texas.

The bill still needs a final
vote, likely Wednesday,
before going to the House.

Man dressed as Cookie

NEW YORK (AP) — A
man dressed as the Cookie
Monster has been accused
of shoving a 2-year-old in
New York’s Times Square
and has been charged with

endangering the welfare of
a child.

Queens resident Osvaldo
Quiroz-Lopez was arrested
Sunday afternoon. He was
arraigned Monday on charg-
es including aggressive beg-
ging. He didn’t enter a plea.

A Connecticut family
posed for a photo with the
man dressed as the “Sesame
Street” character. Police
say he demanded $2 but
the family refused to pay.
A criminal complaint says
the man shoved the toddler
and yelled obscenities at the
family.

Quiroz-Lopez has no prior
arrests.

His lawyer hasn’t returned
a message seeking com-
ment.

More than a dozen
hurt in Texas
college stabbing

CYPRESS, Texas (AP)
— More than a dozen
people were wounded
when a suspect went
building-to-building in an
apparent stabbing attack
at a Texas college campus
Tuesday, authorities said.

The attack about 11:20
am. on the Lone Star
Community College Sys-
tem’s campus in Cypress
sent at least 12 people
to area hospitals, includ-
ing four people taken by
helicopter, according to
Cy-Fair Volunteer Fire
Department spokesman
Robert Rasa. He said sev-
eral people refused treat-
ment at the scene and all
the wounds were consis-
tent with stabbing.

The Harris County
Sheriff’s Department
confirmed at least 14 peo-
ple were wounded and
spokesman Thomas Gil-
liland said authorities had
one suspect in custody.

Lone Star officials ini-
tially urged people on
campus, about 25 miles
northwest of downtown
Houston, to take shelter
and be on alert for a sec-
ond suspect. But Gillil-
and said a short time later
that authorities believed
just one person was re-
sponsible. He did not say
whether the suspect is a
student.

“It was the same sus-
pect going from building
to building,” Gilliland
said.

Gilliland said the at-
tacker is believed to have
had some type of knife or
a pencil, but authorities
could not immediately
confirm the weapon used.

Student Teaundrae Per-
ryman said he was in
class when he received
a text message from a
friend and went outside to
see a young woman being
loaded into an ambulance
with what appeared to be

stab wounds to either her
neck or head. He said he
didn’t receive an email
alert from the college un-
til 11:56 a.m.

“I was concerned but
I wasn’t afraid because I
was with a large group of
people,” the 21-year-old
said, later adding, “The
police got to the scene
very quickly.”

The four people taken
by helicopter and two
others with moderate
injuries were taken to
Memorial Hermann Hos-
pital. Of those six, two
were in critical condition
and four were in fair con-
dition Tuesday afternoon,
hospital  spokeswoman
Alex Rodriguez said.

One student said she
learned one of her class-
mates was stabbed af-
ter leaving the school’s
Health Science Center
building.

“I called to check on
another classmate who
was still inside the build-
ing and she said the
classroom was on lock-
down and she said one
of the classmates had
been stabbed,” said Mar-
go Shimfarr-Evans told
KHOU-TV. “It happened
in the hallway.”

Courtland  Sedlachek,
18, was in class when
his phone started buzz-
ing along with the phones
of everyone else in class.
The room was tempo-
rarily locked down, but
students were let out and
off campus a short time
later, in what Sedlachek
described as an orderly
evacuation.

He described his reac-
tion as a “little bit of ner-
vousness.”

The attack came three
months after a different
Lone Star campus was
the site of a shooting in
which two people were
hurt. The suspected gun-
man in that incident is
charged with aggravated
assault.

Newtown, Conn., fund
to distribute $4M

HARTFORD, Conn.
(AP) — The foundation
handling the largest chari-
table fund set up following
the Sandy Hook Elemen-
tary School massacre said
Tuesday that it will begin
distributing $4 million of
that money right away, re-
sponding to criticism that
it was moving too slowly.

The foundation, which
oversees an $11 million
fund, said the preliminary
disbursement will go out
within the next two weeks
to the families of the 26
people killed inside the
school on Dec. 14, the
families of 12 children
who escaped classrooms
where the massacre took
place and the families of
two people injured in the
shooting.

“The reality of the ap-
proach that we have adopt-
ed is that having a dialogue
with those impacted in the
community requires time
particularly when so many
are in the midst of re-
sponding to trauma,” said
Charles Herrick, a member
of the foundation’s board.
“The board will move as
quickly as possible to bring
relief to the families while
also ensuring decisions are
made thoughtfully for the
future.”

Newtown  Selectman
Will Rodgers, who has
been working with the
foundation, said officials
have been sensitive to con-
cerns about timing.

“The thought was that
without casting blame
around we can just address
the situation and make a
quick distribution while
still keeping to our more

deliberative processes for
the future,” he said. “Of
course what we’re afraid is
that we’ll trade one set of
criticisms for another. The
“You haven’t acted fast
enough’ criticism will be
replaced by, ‘How can you
distribute it in this way.””

The fund to support the
Newtown community was
established by the United
Way of Western Connecti-
cut and Newtown Savings
Bank in the wake of the
Dec. 14 school shooting,
in which a gunman killed
20 children and six adult
educators before commit-
ting suicide. In February
the nonprofit Newtown-
Sandy Hook Community
Foundation was created to
evaluate requests and sug-
gestions on how to use the
money.

A daughter of Dawn
Hochsprung, the Sandy
Hook principal killed in
the shooting, wrote on her
Facebook page in Feb-
ruary that families were
being asked for proof of
hardship before the small-
est disbursements were is-
sued.

“We’ve been victimized
enough,” Cristina Laf-
ferty Hassinger said in the
post. “We shouldn’t have
to fight for what is right-
fully ours, but we won’t be
taken advantage of in our
darkest hour.”

The committee tasked
with distributing the mon-
ey to the families affected
most severely by the trag-
edy will also consider pro-
viding some to address the
needs of first responders
and Sandy Hook school
personnel.

Jennifer loves music and every year
her mom takes her to Branson, Mo. for
a vacation.

“Jennifer loves going to Branson. She
loves to watch the shows, play putt-putt
and ride go-karts,” Monica said.

In March, Monica took Jennifer to
a Bon Jovi concert in Lubbock and
a Willie Nelson concert in Amarillo.
Jennifer said she also likes George
Strait, Elvis Presley and Celine Dion,
and Parnell added she is a fan of the
Monkees.

In their travels, Jennifer and Monica
also have visited Washington, D.C.,
Disney World and the Grand Canyon.

“We travel a lot,” Monica said. “We
have also been to Sedona, Ariz. and
Greer’s Ferry Lake in Arkansas to hike.”
Greer’s Ferry Lake is located about 60
miles north of Little Rock, Ark.

In Pampa, Jennifer has befriended

customers and fellow staff alike with her
warm smile and dedication to her job
every Wednesday from 2:30 to 4 p.m.
at Brandon’s Flowers on North Cuyler
Street.

She has been working at the flower
shop for about a year and a half, where
she cleans, sweeps and washes out flow-
er pots and buckets.

Owner Brandon Richards said,
“Jennifer is a joy to have in our shop.
She always makes us smile.”

One of Jennifer’s co-workers, Donna
Caskey, agreed: “Jennifer is always
willing to help anybody, but her favorite
thing to say is, ‘How about some team-
work?” She loves teamwork.”

Jennifer said she enjoys her work, and
the folks at Brandon’s are great to work
with.

Before working at the flower shop,
Jennifer worked at the Pizza Hut on
North Hobart Street in Pampa from
December 1991 to June 2010.

Monica said Jennifer’s former man-
ager at Pizza Hut told her that Jennifer
was the best stuffed crust pizza maker
they had.

Despite her own challenges as a spe-
cial-needs person, Jennifer is always

gan’s in Pampa are the Pampa Mall or the
Edwin Park Subdivision, which is the site
of former Pampa Middle School. The old
school is being demolished for a planned
residential and commercial development.

Jason Bagwell, who is redeveloping
the mall and recently signed a lease with
one local business, said he has not been
in contact with anyone from Bennigan’s.

Edwin Park is being developed by Open
Range Development of Pampa, which is
selling five commercial lots along the Per-
ryton Parkway. The lots are suitable for
restaurants and retail businesses, Open
Range representatives have said in previ-
ous newspaper articles.

According to its website, Open Range
has sold one of those five commercial
tracts. The website does not provide de-

tails about the 1.4 acre sale. However, the
sale appears to be recent, since the web-
site did not indicate any of the lots were
sold when Open Range held a ground-
breaking for the development on March
23.

Open Range spokeswoman Stephanie
Nelson said she could not comment on
the property sale. Stephen Nelson, a part-
ner with Open Range Development, con-
firmed the lot was sold and said the com-
pany should be able to release details on
the sale in about two weeks.

Calls to the Bennigan’s Franchising cor-
porate office in Dallas were not returned
by press time.

Bennigan’s has neither applied for a city
business license nor a building permit,
said city spokesman Donny Hooper.

The nearest Bennigan’s to Pampa is in
Borger, which opened in May 2010.

The restaurant is owned by Subhir Pa-
tel, who also owns the Holiday Inn Ex-
press in Borger, according to the Borger
Chamber of Commerce.

Each candidate will
be given two minutes to
speak about himself or
his position.

The audience will be
given an opportunity to
write questions that they
would like to ask the can-
didates. The questions
will then be presented
to the candidates by the
moderator of the forum.

The big-ticket item in
the May 11 election is
the mixed drink referen-
dum. In December, the
City of Pampa received

more than 1,300 verified
signatures in support of
serving mixed drinks at
restaurants in town.

Those against the refer-
endum have argued that
allowing mixed drink
sales is a social taboo that
could lead to more de-
structive social ills, such
as drunk driving.

Jana Vinson, president
of the Top O’ Texas Re-
publican Club, said she
has lined up a speaker to
address each side of the
issue. Audience members
will be given the opportu-
nity to ask those speakers
questions, Vinson said.

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Filling the
D.C. circuit

The United States
Court of Appeals for the
District of Columbia Cir-
cuit is widely considered
the second most pow-
erful court in the land

because,
among
other
things,

it is the
court that
reviews
decisions
of key
govern-
ment
agencies,
from the
Federal Trade Commis-
sion to the Federal Com-
munications Commis-
sion. It is the court where
key challenges to federal
law are often brought
and where knotty issues
of executive privilege
and constitutional law
are decided. And among
judges, it has long been
the “feeder” court to the
United States Supreme
Court. And that is cer-
tainly the reason it is so
empty. Of the 11 seats on
the court, four are empty.
No nominee has been
confirmed since 2006.

Highly qualified nomi-
nees — most recently,
former federal prosecu-
tor Caitlin Halligan —
are regularly rejected.
Halligan’s nomination
languished for two and
a half years before a
Republican filibuster led
the president to with-
draw her name in late
March.

All of this makes the
letter sent last week by
six former solicitors
general of the United
States, including three
Republican superstars,
all the more important.
In the letter, Paul Clem-
ent (who argued against
Obamacare and gay
marriage), Ted Olson
(the nation’s top appel-
late lawyer under George
W. Bush) and Ken Starr
(who led the investiga-
tion of President Clin-
ton) joined with their
Democratic colleagues
to support the “swift
confirmation” of Sri
Srinivasan, currently the
principal U.S. deputy
solicitor general, to fill
the seat on the D.C.
circuit vacated in 2005
by now Chief Justice
John Roberts. Accord-
ing to the bipartisan
group, Srinivasan has a
“first-rate intellect, an

open-minded approach
to the law, a strong work
ethic, and an unimpeach-
able character,” is “one
of the best appellate
lawyers in the country”
and is “extremely well
prepared to take on the
intellectual rigors of
serving as a judge on the
D.C. circuit.”

But that, for the past
seven years at least, has
not been enough to get
anyone confirmed. There
was a time, not so long
ago, when the confir-
mations of nominees
such as Srinivasan were
almost routine votes
devoid of politics. No
longer. The more impor-
tant the court the more
politicized the process.

Highly qualified law-
yers resist even having
their names put up in the
first place. For those in
private practice, the big
deterrent is not necessar-
ily the 90-plus percent
cut in pay (judges on the
D.C. circuit make less
than young associates at
big firms like mine), but
the prospect of years of
purgatory while await-
ing confirmation. How
do you tell your clients
and partners that you
are about to be hung out
to dry, with no certain
result, and that you may
or may not be there to
handle their cases?

Those who do seek
to serve (and this is
public service) learn
how to fudge all of
their answers. “Balls
and strikes,” nominees
now routinely respond
when asked how they
will decide cases. Just
an umpire, they explain
with a straight face; my
background will have
nothing to do with it.

No serious student of
the law believes this. But
honesty is by no means
the best policy. God help
the would-be nominee
who has written pro-
vocative articles or given
provocative speeches —
even decades earlier. If
you want to be a judge,
much less a justice,
beware what you say in
your law review note.

Where have all the workers gone?

That America cre-
ated only 88,000 jobs in
March, less than half the
number anticipated, was

jolting news, indicat-
ing the recovery that the
White House has boasted
i about may
not be at
hand.

But in that
March jobs
report, there
was more
disturbing
news. While
unemploy-
ment fell to
— 7.6 percent,

the reason it fell is alarm-
ing.

Half a million U.S.
workers (495,000) disap-
peared from the labor
force. They dropped out.
They are no longer even
looking for a job.

Worse, this appears to
be an inexorable trend.
The participation rate of
eligible workers in the
United States has fallen to
63.3 percent, a level un-
seen since Jimmy Carter
gave his malaise speech in
1979.

These folks, who have
quit working and quit
looking, who are they?
How do they support
themselves? What does
this surging dropout rate
from the workforce por-
tend for America’s future?

Disproportionately, the
dropouts are young, black,
Hispanic, female, work-
ing class. Some have gone
home to live with their
parents and may have
re-enrolled in school to
re-enter the job market
better prepared. But other
indices are troubling.

Though we have been

creating jobs for two
years, even if at a torpid
pace, the food stamps rolls
have soared to 47 million
at a cost of $80 billion.
When George W. Bush de-
parted, 31 million Ameri-
cans were on food stamps.
Fifty years ago, there was
no food stamp program.
Yet, now more than one in
seven Americans is fed by
government.

In another shocking
number, almost 9 million
Americans ages 20 to 64
years old — nearly 5 per-
cent of the working-age
population — is receiving
disability pay. Among
workers 55 to 64, 10 per-
cent are on disability. Few
of those folks will ever
enter the job market again.

In 1971, only 1.5
percent of U.S. workers
were on disability. Yet,
today’s workplace is a
less hazardous and safer
place than it was back
when manufacturing was
a far larger factor in the
economy.

Other questions are
raised by the Friday
numbers released by the
Bureau of Labor Statistics.

Why is Asian unem-
ployment 5 percent, while
the Hispanic rate is more
than 9 percent and the
African-American rate
more than 13 percent?

Do Asian-Americans
and Asian immigrants
have a superior work ethic
or superior capacities for
work and success in a
post-industrial economy?

And with 14 percent of
the U.S. labor force unem-
ployed, underemployed
or having quit looking for
work, why is Congress
about to grant amnesty to

12 million illegal aliens
who are taking and doing
jobs that might otherwise
go to unemployed Ameri-
cans?

Patriotism argues that
we enforce the laws
against businesses that
hire illegals and declare a
time-out on handing out a
million green cards every
year to foreign folks to
come here and work, until
our own fellow country-
men are fully employed.

As to why so many are
dropping out of the U.S.
labor force, politically
incorrect thoughts come
to mind. Have we made
idleness so appealing
we are killing the work
incentives of millions, and
perhaps tens of millions,
who would prefer not to
work, if they don’t have to
work?

In the 19th century, the
phrase was “root, hog or
die.” Raise crops, farm an-
imals or starve. From the
Jamestown colony to the
20th century, America was
a self-sufficient society in
which all understand St.
Paul’s epistle to the Thes-
salonians, “He who does
not work, neither shall he
eat.”

During Depression
days and World War 11
up through the 1950s, the
necessities of life were
provided by the individual
himself or herself or by
the family.

Today, however, govern-
ment provides for almost
all of the needs of those
who claim they cannot
provide for themselves.

There is the welfare pro-
gram Temporary Aid for
Needy Families. Medicaid
pays the health care costs.

Head Start, free public
schools K-12, Pell grants
and student loans take
care of education from
cradle through college.

School breakfasts,
lunches and food stamps
take care of feeding folks
who say they cannot feed
themselves. So successful
are these programs that
obesity is most preva-
lent among food stamp
recipients. Then there are
the unemployment checks,
rent and energy subsidies
and endless tax credits for
taxes never paid.

The impolitic questions
that arise are these:

Has the welfare state
killed the work ethic for a
rising share of the Ameri-
can people? If you can
live a comfortable life
with your food, shelter,
health care, education anc
income paid for or sub-
sidized, why work when
you don’t have to?

Today, the top 1 percent
of Americans in income
pays 37 percent of all
income taxes. The top
half of wage earners pays
98 percent of all income
taxes. How long can one-
half of America carry the
other?

With the Baby Boomers
going on Social Security
and Medicare at a rate
0f 300,000 a month, and
scores or hundreds of
thousands going on dis-
ability rolls and quitting
the labor force every
month, what kind of fu-
ture are we looking at?

M They didn't forget
the head cover.

You may have spotted fellow
golfers swinging their Metal-
woods with the head cover still on.
It’s usually during
a brief warm-up
before teeing off
or hitting balls
on the range. You
may also have
wondered wheth-
er they have sim-
ply forgotten to
remove the cover,
or if there was
some method to
this. I’m sure some just haven’t
thought to remove the cover, but
there is a reason to do this.

The benefit of taking a few
swings with the head cover on (or
with any light weight attached to
the head of the club) is essentially
that it helps you focus your mind
on exactly where the club goes

during your motion.

Most often the weight reminds
you to think about the transition
from backswing to downswing.
More specifically, this is a useful
way to work on maintaining the
90-degree angle between your
front arm and the club shaft. Bet-
ter players keep this shape until
the hands are almost in line with
the back hip.

Of course, the precise angle and
how long you keep it for is a per-
sonal thing — no two swings are
alike. If you’d like to find out how
to improve these important facets
of your technique, why not put me
to the test?

Rutgers to look deeper
at problems with coach

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) —Rut-
gers University is pledging to get
to the bottom of how a basketball
coach who kicked and shoved
players and used gay slurs as he
yelled at them was allowed to
stay on the job — and to make
sure the same thing isn’t happen-
ing in other sports.

The university said Monday
that the school’s Board of Gover-
nors would meet Thursday to dis-
cuss hiring an adviser to report on
what went wrong with Mike Rice.

University President Robert
Barchi said that employees are
going through video of practice
sessions from other sports to see
if any other troubling behavior
needs to be rooted out.

The scandal has had far-reach-
ing implications on the univer-
sity’s athletic department.

Rice was fired on April 3, a day
after a video of him at practice
was made public. Athletic Direc-
tor Tim Pernetti later resigned, as
did an assistant basketball coach
and the university’s top in-house
lawyer.

On Monday, the university
chose former dean Carl Kirschner
to serve as acting athletic direc-
tor while a search is conducted
for someone to fill the job perma-
nently.

There’s been widespread anger
over the video, which was pre-
sented to university officials in

November by a former basketball
program employee who last week
sued the university, claiming he
was let go because he was a whis-
tle-blower.

A person with knowledge of the
situation by who requested ano-
nymity because the investigation
has not been made public, has
told The Associated Press that the
FBI is looking into whether the
ex-employee, Eric Murdock, un-
lawfully asked for money in ex-
change for not making the video
public. Gov. Chris Christie said at
a news conference Monday that
Rice needed to be fired promptly
and that his antics cost him cred-
ibility with athletes and their
families.

“What parent would let this ani-
mal back into their living room to
try to recruit their son after this
video?” he asked.

Christie also said that he wants
to know why Rice was not fired
even before the university knew
about the video of his behavior at
practice.

That’s a question that the inves-
tigation being commissioned by
the university could look at.

Questions of who knew what
about Rice’s behavior and when,
and what they did about it, are
likely to loom large as the inves-
tigations continue.

On Monday, Christie said any-
one who knew about the behavior
previously and did not act to oust
Rice was in the wrong.

Maybe the best week a coach ever had

ATLANTA (AP) — Some-
day soon, Rick Pitino is going
to have to explain the tattoo to
his grandkids.

But first, he's
going to tell
them the story
of how getting
into the Hall
of Fame might
have been only
the second best
thing that hap-

Rick pened to him
Pitino on a serendipi-
tous Monday in April.

Because barely 12 hours af-
ter Pitino became a member of
one of the most exclusive clubs
in sports, he did something no
college basketball coach had
ever done. He won a second
national championship as Lou-
isville beat Michigan 82-76, a
victory that made him the only
coach to take two different
schools to the top of the heap.

It came 17 years after Pi-
tino's 1996 Kentucky team, a
squad loaded with nine future
pros, won in a walkover. This
team was less about pure talent
and more about grit.

Their story begins with Luke
Hancock, who recovered from
a devastating shoulder in-
jury and made all five of his
3-point attempts to earn the
final game's most outstanding
player. In what was only its
latest display of unity, the team
rallied around Kevin Ware,
whose season ended 10 days
with a gruesome broken leg
as he came down at the edge
of the court trying to block a
shot in last weekend's regional
final.

Ware was the first guard
off the bench and his absence
put more pressure on starting
guards Peyton Siva and Russ
Smith, who already log plenty
of minutes making Louisville's

press so effective.

"Probably the 13 toughest
guys I ever coached," Pitino
said afterward.

Now, we'll find out if the
coach is as tough as his guys.
As payback for the title, Piti-
no promised to commemorate
their tenacity by getting a tat-
too.

"They said if you win the
national championship, coach,
you are getting a tattoo. I said,
'Hell yeah," the 60 year-old
coach laughed. "I'm getting a
tattoo. I owe them."

And there's no chance they'll
forgive the debt.

"I told some reporters he
should get a lower back tat-
too. He said, 'Does it sting?' |
said, 'I don't know, I don't have
any tattoos," said Siva, who is
heavily inked.

"I don't have any tattoos, ei-
ther," Hancock chimed in. "But
we have a couple ideas. I don't
think he knew what he was
getting into when he signed up
for that one."

Frankly, deciding which of
the events of the last week of
Pitino's life to etch into his skin
won't be easy. He's on such a
run at the moment that you'd
be tempted to tell him to rush
out and bet on a horse.

But hold that thought, be-
cause Pitino has already done
that — and naturally, his horse
won that race, too.

Just last Saturday, a thor-
oughbred he owns by the name
of Goldencents captured the
Santa Anita Derby, one of the
most important prep races on
the road to the Kentucky Der-
by. And just a few days before
that, his son, Richard, moved
into the top flight of his father's
profession, leaving Florida In-
ternational to take over at Min-
nesota.

So when Pitino blinked be-
neath the confetti splashing
down from the roof of the
Georgia Dome and said, "I've

had the greatest life," you got
the sense he wasn't kidding.

"I knew this game would be
a great game. Two great of-
fensive teams doing battle.
Two great backcourts, great
front courts, great talent. I was
so happy to see that because I
knew it would be a great game.
Didn't know we'd win," he
said, "but I knew it would be a
great game."

This latest stretch, like so
much of what Pitino accom-
plished, wasn't about luck or
simply finding great players.
It was Pitino's ability to knit
this group together into a re-
lentless defensive unit, to con-
vince them the only way to run
opponents ragged was to run
themselves ragged first. If you
want to know how successful
a salesman he is at selling the
team concept, ask Ware.

"You would think we all
came out of the same womb,"
he said.

Ware's absence meant every-
body had to log more minutes,
but their commitment never
wavered. Louisville's constant-
motion defense Monday night
enabled the Cardinals to crawl
back from 12 points down in
the first half against the Wol-
verines, one of the best offen-
sive teams in the game. That
was after Louisville came back
from 12 down against Wichita
State in the semifinal just two
nights ago. But they've been
doing that to plenty of oppo-
nents this season, closing defi-
cits of 10 points or more an in-
credible seven times in all.

"It's just amazing," Siva said.
"Kevin was playing such a big
part. For him to go down and
everyone to rally around him
turned out to be a blessing."

But only one of many in a
week that Pitino will never for-
get.

Just in case he does, well,
there's always going to be that
tattoo to remind him.
