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Pampa native killed in West plant explosion

A Pampa native serving
in the Abbott Volunteer
Fire Department who had
answered the call of duty
was killed in the devestat-
ing fertilizer plant explo-
sion last week in West.

Jerry Chapman, 26, was
born in Pampa, and had
moved to the West area to
serve as a firefighter and
EMT.

When he was younger,
Jerry attended the former
Pampa
Academy.

Former
adminis-
trator and
principal
Joann Tay-
lor remem-
bers Jerry
fondly.

“Jerry
was very
lively and a real ‘life of the

party’ kind of guy,” Joann
said.

She added that Jerry en-
joyed playing basketball
and participating in the
academy’s  conventions
which featured various
physical and mental chal-
lenges.

“He was always very
faithful to get Bible mem-
ory done every week,”
she said, referring to the
school’s assigned Bible
scriptures which were to

be memorized each week.

Joann’s son, A.J. also re-
members Jerry with warm
regards.

“I was probably the one
who had seen him the most
recently,” A.J. said, adding
that he had been stationed
at Ft. Hood, which is just
southwest of Hillsboro,
where Jerry was living.

“Jerry was always a
sweet kid but he was a bit
of a prankster,” he said.
“He was the guy trying

to see what he could get
away with.”

A.J. coached Jerry for
a few years in basketball
before moving on from the
academy.

AlJ. will miss Jerry’s
warm, friendly spirit and
kind, spiritual nature.

“Everything was a game,
everything was fun,” A.J.
said. “He definitely lived
life to the fullest.”

Visitation will be held
from 6 to 8 p.m., Wednes-

day, at Marshall & Mar-
shall Funeral Directors in
Hillsboro.

The blaze occurred at
West Fertilizer Co., locat-
ed about 20 miles north of
Waco.

At least 15 people were
killed in the explosion and
more than 160 were in-
jured.

Pepper, with help from Katrina Winkler, has installed a drip
irrigation system that not only will do a lot of the work for her,

but conserve water in the process.

Winkler, district manager for the Gray County Soil and Water
Conservation District, is assisting local churches, schools, busi-
nesses and homeowners with installing the systems, which have
been popular in desert regions like Phoenix for years. A drip sys-
tem also has been installed at Pampa Junior High School.

Drip irrigation is a method that saves water and fertilizer by
allowing water to drip slowly to the roots of plants through a

network of valves, pipes, tubing and emitters.

Pepper’s system will have a timer that will water one section
of her garden for an hour, then the next section for an hour, and

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Traffic study
showed
4-way stop
sign wasn't
needed

The Pampa City Commission earlier
this month heard a request from a citizen
who wanted the stop sign at the intersec-
tion of Kentucky Avenue and Russell
Street to be upgraded from a 2-way to a
4-way stop sign. At that meeting, Public
Works Director Donny Hooper informed
the citizen that the city had performed a
traffic, or “engineering,” study, spanning
separate 24-hour periods between Jan.
21-30. The analysis showed the intersec-
tion did not warrant an upgrade.

At the meeting, Hooper noted that in
order for the 2-way stop sign to be up-
graded, a series of criteria must have
been met, according to the Texas Manual

SO on.
The system isn’t operating yet be-
cause Pepper, like many other local
gardeners, is waiting for the weather
to finally turn warm and stay warm.
“We can’t plant until ‘Old Man
Winter’ goes away,” she said.

Pepper plans to grow a combina-
tion of vegetables, herbs and flow-
ers.

This is the church’s third year
growing a garden, and the first with
the drip system, Pepper said.

Though it’s too soon to see how
the church’s monthly water bill dur-
ing this year’s gardening season
will compare to past seasons, she
does know for certain the church
had high water bills in previous
summers.

Water was wasted when people
would come over and turn on the
hose when it didn’t need to run, she
added.

“People would turn on the water
and leave it running,” she said. “The
drip system has locks on the timers
so people won’t be able to do that.”

The system begins with a “Y”
connector attached to the outdoor
faucet. Water flows from one side
of the connector for the drip system,
while the other side is there to let
kids attach a hose, she said.

The drip system is comprised of
a network of half-inch diameter
poly tubing that weaves around her
4-foot by 4-foot growing boxes.
Branching off the half-inch tubes
are quarter-inch diameter tubes that
run into the boxes.

Pepper has punched small holes
in the quarter-inch tubes where the
water drips out.

Caps at the ends of all the tubes,
whether half- or quarter-inch, pre-
vent water from running out.

The caps can be removed for the
winter, so any water in the tubing
can run out and not freeze, Winkler
said.

Common vegetables that Pepper
plans to grow include beans, beets,
bell peppers, peas, squash and
sweet potatoes. The church donates
the vegetables to the Tralee Crisis
Center and Good Samaritans.

Her garden also will produce aro-
matic favorites like mint and sage.

Along with her desire to save
water, Pepper doesn’t want to use
pesticides on her plants, so she uses
a technique called “companion gar-
dening.”

For instance, she will grow to-
mato plants using old car tires as
planters. Between the tires, she will
plant garlic, which frightens away
such enemies of the tomato plant as
red spider mites and horn worms.

Flowers not only brighten up the
garden with their beauty, but their
blooms attract bumble bees and

butterflies, which help pollinate all
of the plants.

Along the south side fence she
will plant sunflowers, which will
provide shade for plants that need
it like cucumbers, bean vines and
cantaloupes.

Winkler said gardeners can find
all kinds of information about when
and what to grow on the Internet.

Pepper said there’s nothing
wrong with the Internet, but she
relies on her trusty “Farmers’ Al-
manac.”

“The ‘Farmers Almanac’ said
Saturday would be a bad planting
day, and they were right. It was too
cold and windy,” she said.

While components to build a drip
system can be purchased at hard-
ware stores and places like The
Home Depot, Pepper likes getting
her system from Winkler’s office
because they have everything she
needs and the expertise to answer
all her questions.

Winkler said she is excited to
watch Pepper’s garden spring to
life in the upcoming weeks.

“She’s going to have a really nice
garden,” Winkler said.

tion of every street in town, every
year, to determine by condition, the
streets that need the most attention.”

Hooper added that he could not
specify which streets have been tar-
geted for this year’s seal work until
the project bid has gone out.

“The price we receive per square
yard will determine the amount and
which streets we do based on their
condition priority,” he said.

The Commission will also con-
sider, upon second and final read-

ing, an ordinance related to the
city’s “Offenses and Nuisances”
portion of its Ordinance Code re-
garding illicit synthetic and mis-
branded drugs. The Commission, at
its meeting two weeks ago, unani-
mously approved the “drug ordi-
nance” upon its first reading. The
drug ordinance restricts the use of a
lengthy list of substances, including
“Spice” and “K2,” which are two
of the most commonly abused. The
drugs mimic the effects of stronger,
typical street drugs like marijuana,
methamphetamine, cocaine, LSD
and heroin. City manager Richard
Morris had explained the synthetic
products are being marketed and

sold to adolescents, which can
leave Pampa’s younger commu-
nity members vulnerable to their
curiosities. The synthetic and
misbranded drugs can have dan-
gerous side effects, including hal-
lucinations, delusions, heart mur-
murs, strokes and even death.

Pampa Police Chief Kelly
Rushing, at the same meeting,
expressed his support for the or-
dinance.

“We feel very good about the
ordinance as it’s written,” Rush-
ing said.

Under Gen. Joseph
May Swing, the Immi-
gration and Naturaliza-
tion Service launched
“Operation Wetback”
and began rounding up
and deporting Mexican
border-crossers by ship
and bus. By the end of
Ike’s second term, illegal
entries had fallen by 90
percent.

Eisenhower, who had
tapped his nuclear hole
card twice — first, to force
the Chinese to agree to
a truce in Korea, then to
halt their shelling of the
offshore islands in 1958
— Was a no-nonsense
president.

Measured by popula-
tion and gross national
product, Eisenhower’s
America was but half the
size of today’s America.
Yet, in the 1950s, we were
in many ways a stronger
and more self-confident
country.

We had universal
military service, and few
complained. As for the
deportation of the Mexi-
cans, they had broken in,
they did not belong here,
and they were going back.
End of discussion.

Contrast the rigorous
response of Ike’s America
to an invasion across our
southern border to the
hand-wringing moral
paralysis of our political
elite in dealing with 11-12
million illegal aliens in our
midst.

We are to stop using
terms like illegal aliens,
we are told. For it shows
insensitivity. And compas-
sion commands that we
bring these folks “out of
the shadows™ and “put

them on a path to citizen-
ship.”

One understands Demo-
crats’ motives in pushing
this amnesty. Perhaps nine
of 10 illegals are from
Third World countries,
and folks of Asian, African
and Hispanic descent
voted 4-to-1 Democratic
in 2012.

Sen. Chuck Schumer
and Democrats are writing
an immigration bill that
will create millions of new
citizens who will vote to
bury the Party of Ronald
Reagan forever.

But why are Repub-
licans collaborating in
erecting the scaffolding on
which their party is to be
hanged?

A year ago, the GOP
platform declared, “We
oppose amnesty because
it would have the effect
of encouraging illegal
immigration and would
give an unfair advantage
to those who have broken
our laws.”

What has changed since
then?

Yet, today, with Cuban-
American Sen. Marco
Rubio providing cover
— a “very positive force,”
purrs President Obama —
Republicans are about to
trash their platform and
vote an amnesty for 11-12
million illegals. Why?

One reason is the fear,
bordering on panic, since
Mitt Romney lost the
Hispanic vote 71 to 27.
Republicans attribute their
unpopularity among Lati-
nos to their opposition to
amnesty, rather than their
commitment to peel back
the social programs on
which minorities heavily
depend.

Another force for am-
nesty is corporate Amer-
ica. Thousands of busi-
nesses have hired illegals
in violation of U.S. law.
Amnesty for their illegal
workers means, de facto,
amnesty for them.

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Will Boston attack kill immigration reform?

As news came out Fri-
day on the background of
the suspects in the Boston
Marathon
bombings,
TV com-
menta-
tors were
speculating
that the two
young men
had been
“radical-
ized.”

The more
salient
question is whether they
will radicalize us.

Twelve years ago, in
the traumatic aftermath
of 9/11, one cartoonist
wrote that there were
“3,000 dead, 300 million
wounded.” And wounded
people can do self-de-
structive things.

We invaded Afghani-
stan. We invaded Iraq.
We spent hundreds of bil-
lions of dollars on home-
land security and national
defense. Scaled back
civil liberties. Adopted
policies of torture. Dis-
graced ourselves at Abu
Ghraib. Made the country
more hostile to visitors.
Offered undue deference
to political leaders who
pushed through huge tax
cuts at a time of war.

On the death of Osama
bin Laden, Daveed Gar-
tenstein-Ross, an expert
on al-Qaida, pointed out
that bin Laden’s strategy
against America was
similar to the strategy he
and the Afghans had used
against the Soviet Union
— bleed them until they
go bankrupt. Bin Laden
couldn’t do that on his

own; he needed our help.

It’s 12 years later now.
We’re older and wiser,
and this attack was light-
er. Will it have the power
to distort U.S. policy?

One day after the ter-
rorist attack in Boston,
Rep. Steve King of lowa,
a tea party favorite,
seized on the tragedy to
try to slow down work in
Congress on immigration
reform.

King said: “Some of
the speculation that has
come out is that yes, it
was a foreign national
and, speculating here,
that it was potentially a
person on a student visa.
If that’s the case, then
we need to take a look
at the big picture. ... We
need to go far deeper
into our border cross-
ings.”

King’s attempt to use
the terror attack against
immigration drew a
rebuke from another tea
party favorite, Marco
Rubio, the Cuban-
American Republican
senator from Florida
who co-authored the im-
migration bill now in the
Senate and has become
the face of immigration
reform.

“We should really be
very cautious about us-
ing language that links
these two things in any
way,” Rubio said. “We
know very little about
Boston other than that it
was obviously an act of
terror.”

Now that the media
are reporting that the
suspects are two young
Muslim men of Chechen

origin, how will this
affect the immigration
debate and the bitter
divisions between the
two sides?

This comes at an
excruciating time for
Republicans, who are
trying to broaden the
party’s appeal to Hispan-
ics. The most recent time
Republicans tried to pass
immigration reform, in
2007, the hostile op-
position from the right
wing killed the bill and
set back relations with
Hispanics even further.

This time, early reac-
tions from conservatives
were somewhat muted,
an encouraging sign for
immigration advocates.
But if King’s comments
after the bombing are
any indication, the anti-
immigration forces will
exploit the identity of
the bombing suspects to
stir up opposition to the
bill.

The key thing to watch,
in my view, is Rubio’s
response.

Rubio already has taken
a big personal and po-
litical risk in becoming a
leading advocate for im-
migration reform. If, as in
the past, the immigration
debate makes opponents
angry, they will be angry
with him. If people come
to hate the bill, they are
going to hate him.

This may be an ordi-
nary hazard for most
politicians, but not
for a Republican with
presidential ambitions.
Leading the effort to pass
immigration reform will
make it much harder for

Rubio to win his party’s
nomination. Republican
primary voters are so hos-
tile to immigration that in
2012, a calculating Mitt
Romney played the part
of an anti-immigration
extremist.

If Rubio can help pass
immigration reform and
then still win the support
of Republican primary
voters in 2016, he will
have done more than
change immigration law;
he will have changed
the laws of Republican
politics.

That is what his party
is asking him to do —
not only to help pass a
bill but to do it in a way
that can help heal the rift
between his party and his
fellow Hispanics.

This is a big deal.

This is entirely different
from Republican tacti-
cal approaches to victory
— such as getting more
money from corporations.
creating more voting bar-
riers for minorities, catch-
ing up with the Demo-
crats on technology, and
stirring up the base. This
is a strategic effort by
Republicans to embrace a
new policy that will bring
new voters into the party.

This is a historic mo-
ment for democracy in
America. Whatever any-
one thinks of Rubio, we
all ought to keep watch-
ing. He won’t be the same
person when this is over,
and we won’t be the same
country.

Q: It really gets my goat
when I hear politicians re-
fer to Social Security as
an entitlement. I worked
all my life and paid Social
Security taxes all my life.
How can they call that an
entitlement?

A. They can call it that
because Social Security is
an entitlement — literally.
And I think you’ve got to
blame popular culture, not
politicians, for abusing the
term.

Social Security is an en-
titlement in not only the lit-
eral but also the legal sense
of the term. Social Security
is Title II of the Social Se-
curity Act. Medicare is Ti-
tle XVIII — and other pro-
grams make up other titles
of the Social Security law.
So that’s where the root
word “title” comes from.

Once you meet all the
qualifications for Social
Security benefits (having
enough work credits, being
the right age, etc.) then you
are considered eligible for
benefits. But when you ac-
tually file a claim for ben-
efits and get approved, you
are legally entitled to those
benefits.

So that is what makes So-
cial Security an entitlement
program. And for that mat-
ter, any other government
program for which you
have to meet certain eligi-
bility criteria and then sign
an application and get ap-
proved for benefits is also
an entitlement program.

But popular culture,
frankly mostly Fox News
and the Tea Party folks,
have given the term a bad
name. They have started
using the word to imply
some kind of government
handout, like welfare or
food stamps. Actually, wel-
fare and food stamps are
also entitlement programs
because you have to meet

certain eligibil-
ity criteria and
file a formal ap-
plication to be-
come entitled to
those benefits,
too.

It’s just too
bad the name has
been given such a stigma.
There is nothing wrong
with being an entitlement
program. It’s just a legal
term.

Q: I got an email from a
fellow Tea Party member
that proved that had I been
able to invest, at a simple
5 percent interest rate, all
the money they took out
of my paycheck in Social
Security taxes for the 40
years | worked, I’d almost
be a millionaire today.
In fact, I would have had
$892,919.88 in accumulat-
ed savings.

A: I get emails like yours
all the time. If you want to
delude yourself into think-
ing that you, and hundreds
of millions of past, current
and future retirees in this
country would all be mil-
lionaires were it not for
that nasty old government
program called Social Se-
curity, well then you just
can keep sending your do-
nations to Tea Party can-
didates and hope they get
that they eventually get big
brother off your back!

But here is some food for
thought. You must remem-
ber that Social Security
was never set up to be an
investment scheme. One of
the original objectives of
Social Security was to try
to strike a balance between
what you get out of the pro-
gram and what the country
gets out of it.

The first goal is obvious
and, frankly, it’s the one
in which most people are
interested. You pay taxes
into the program and even-
tually you get something

and you

out of the system. That’s
your own equity in Social
Security. At the end of this
column, I’ll get into this a
little more.

But it’s the second goal
that is actually more im-
portant and a major reason
Social Security was estab-
lished in the first place. For
example, one of the social
goals of “Social” Security
is to raise the standard of
living of lower income
workers. This is accom-
plished through a retire-
ment benefit formula that
is skewed to give lower
income workers a higher
rate of return (when com-
paring taxes paid to benefit
received) than that received
by their more well-to-
do counterparts. This has
helped lift millions of se-
niors out of poverty. When
the program started in the
1930s, something like 80
percent of senior citizens in
this country lived below the
poverty level. In large part
because of Social Security,
that figure is less than 10
percent today.

Q: I paid maximum Social
Security taxes from the time
I started working in 1971
until I retired at age 66 at
the end of 2011. I've always
been curious: How much
did I pay in Social Security
taxes? My Social Security
benefit is about $2,400 per
month. How long will it
take me to get that back?

A: There are all kinds of
ways these payback num-
bers can be presented. For
example, some insist the
employer’s share of So-
cial Security taxes should
be factored into the equa-

is an entitlement

tion. I disagree. After all,
it’s not like your employer
was sending YOUR money
to the government. The
employer’s share of Social
Security is simply another
tax a business pays. But if
you disagree with my take
on this, then simply double
the number I give you when
I present the amount of So-
cial Security taxes you’ve
paid.

I also must point out that
I fully understand I am pre-
senting the payback times
for someone who works
for wages. A self-employed
person pays twice as much
in Social Security taxes —
although over the years, that
rate has been reduced by
various tax write-offs.

And finally, I must make
it clear that in adding up the
taxes paid column, I used
the Social Security tax,
which varied from 4.6 per-
cent when you first started
working in 1971 to 6.2 per-
cent in 2011. When some
people attempt to do these
payback times, they mistak-
enly add in Medicare taxes
paid. Medicare is a com-
pletely separate program
and is entirely separately
funded. It makes absolutely
no sense to factor in Medi-
care taxes when trying to
figure out Social Security
payback times.

OK, so here are the num-
bers. Assuming, as you said,
that you paid Social Securi-
ty taxes on maximum earn-
ings from 1971 to 2011, you
will have paid $132,740 in
Social Security taxes during
those 40 years. At $2,400
per month in retirement
benefits, you will recoup all
the taxes you paid in about
55 months, or a little more
than 4 1/2 years.

Itis
considered a French film
even though it was shot
mostly in Hollywood with
a couple scenes in down-
town Los Angeles.

It was nominated for 10
Oscars and won five. Jean
Dujardin who plays the
lead George Valentin is
the first Frenchman ever
to win an Oscar for best
actor.

“The Artist” is the
first silent film to win
since 1927 when How-
ard Hughes released
“Wings” and the first
black-and-white film to
win since “Shindler’s
List” won in 1993. It is
now the most awarded
French film in History.

The movie starts out in
1927 where we find silent
film star George Valen-
tin at the pinnacle of his
career. He’s backstage/
behind the screen at the
world famous Orpheum
Theater. As soon as his
latest film ends to ap-

plause he jumps out

on stage and greets the
audience, introducing his
dog Jack over his costar...
which annoys her but
pleases the crowd. And
please the crowd he does.
The man can do no wrong.
He has hit after hit after hit.

Outside of the theater the
police hold back the throng
of adoring fans and George
poses for photos. A beauti-
ful young lady stumbles. At
that moment the police line
moves past her, she stands
up and is inches away from
George.

Her picture gets snapped
and the headlines want to
know “Who’s that girl?!”
next to George... some-
thing that does not please
George’s wife very much,
but delights the world.

The young lady, Peppy
Miller, played by Berenice
Bejo parlays her instant
fame into an extra role as
a tap dancer at Kinograph
films, Georges home turf
and, with George’s kind in-
tervention, Peppy is started
on a path towards a career
in film.

All is well for a while,
George continues to kill at
the box office and Peppy is
slowly rising thru the ranks,
getting bigger and better
roles.

As you know, sound, or
“talkies,” came into being
in the summer of 1928,
shaking up the movie
industry and completely de-
stroying the careers of most
of the box office giants up
to that point. Precious few
actors were able to make
the transition from silent
movies into the talkies.

George’s career takes a
dive as Peppy’s catches a
wave. George’s wife Doris,
played by Penelope Ann
Miller, throws him out. He
moves into a small apart-
ment with his dog Jack
and devoted and unpaid
chauffer, Clifton.

The home team lost 12-7 to the Indianapolis Indians,
but Jake became the star of the afternoon — delivering
the game ball to the pitcher, retrieving bats, taking bottled
water to the umpires between innings and otherwise enter-
taining the 6,248 fans on hand.

“Nothing away from the other batboys, but we love
Jake,” Hilliard resident Melinda Brant, 35, said as she
stood in line for his “autograph” with her young son.
“When Jake goes out and gets the bats, that’s our favor-
ite.”

The dog is hardly a minor league rookie: “Jake” has vis-
ited ballparks nationwide with his owner — Jeff Marchal,
55, of Lima, Ohio — for 2 2 decades and Clippers games
for the past seven years.

The appearance grew out of a trick that Marchal taught
his first golden retriever, Jericho: Twenty-five years ago,
as a resident of Pompano Beach, Fla., Marchal would put
money in a basket for the dog, who would trot to a nearby
store to fetch a six-pack of beer.

After gaining attention for that stunt and others, the duo
made Fort Myers, Fla., its home — where Jericho was
named a full-time mascot for the Fort Myers Miracle, a
Minnesota Twins affiliate.

The first official “Jake the Diamond Dog” — the second
Marchal-trained golden retriever (real name: Jake) — was
prepped to take over for Jericho before Jericho died in
1994.

A year later, the dog and owner moved to Lima,
Marchal’s hometown, to extend their entertainment to
other teams. Jake represents one of several acts that the
Clippers will showcase during the season.

Marchal has since had two other golden retrievers:
Homer, who died in 2009; and his latest pup, Deuce (with
“Jake the Diamond Dog” as their pseudonyms).

“I’m with them 24/7,” he said. “Their vocabulary is very
wide, so, in order for them to understand you, you have to
be with them. You have to teach them right and wrong.”

Marchal is committed to quality: He once ripped up
a check after a game, he said, because he thought Jake

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hadn’t performed well.

“I didn’t feel my dog worked up to par...?. The majority
of the time, he does great.”

The biggest challenge seemed to involve the bottled wa-
ter.

Jake, making his rounds from the umpire at home plate
to those in the outfield, sometimes sat down and let the
men in blue approach him to get a bottle out of the basket.
Another time, he took the basket away before an umpire
had finished his drink.

“Sometimes it’s funnier when he doesn’t do something
he’s supposed to,” said Mark Galuska, director of market-
ing for the Clippers. “That’s when the fans seem to get a
bigger kick out of it.”

Jake did a little better in the first inning when he de-
livered flowers to his “ballpark sweetheart” of the game:
Patti Wogan, 38, of Columbus.

When not performing his duties, catching Frisbees or
propping his front paws on the baseline walls to meet the
crowd, Jake was perched in his blow-up doghouse next to
the Clippers dugout.
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South Texas youth adopted after decades of waiting

EDINBURG, Texas
(AP) — Anthony Gon-
zalez Harris had spent a
decade in state foster care
following the death of his
mother, and as his 18th
birthday drew near, he lost
hope he’d ever be adopted.

But there he was
Wednesday, surrounded
by a mix of some of life’s
golden moments in the
93rd state District Court
with Judge Rudy Delgado.

With beaming parents
Polly and Alex Harris by
their new son’s side, Del-
gado officially granted the
adoption on the same date
the judge himself was born
60 years ago.

The formation of the
new family also happened
to be the 17-year-old Mis-
sion youth’s most sincere
birthday wish.

It came true about two
weeks early, allowing the
teen to avoid the challenge
of aging out of foster care
upon turning 18. With a
broad smile, he acknowl-
edged his senior gradua-
tion and prom are on the
horizon, too.

The road to Wednesday’s
court hearing has been
“unbelievable,” he said,
following the struggle that
affected his schooling as
he tried to cope with his
mother’s death in 2002.

“I look at myself 10
years ago and I look at
myself now and I’m like,
‘Who is this? Who was
this Anthony?’”” Gonzalez
Harris told The Monitor.
“If my mom would have to
pick anybody to take care
of me, it would be them.”

When asked in court if
he wanted to be adopted,
the teen earnestly respond-
ed:

“I wouldn’t want to be

anywhere else.”

There are dismal truths
about children who, like
Gonzalez Harris, must
wait to find their “forever
families.”

Adoption proves more
elusive for children who
come from large sibling
groups, who have a dis-
ability, or who are older.
Gonzalez Harris was 7
when he entered foster
care and was the middle
child in a group of eight.

Seven Hidalgo County
foster care children were
adopted last fiscal year,
according to data from
the Texas Department of
Family and Protective Ser-
vices.

That amounts to less
than 1 percent of the 963
children from here under
such care.

Youths who age out of
foster care are without a
close support system and
may face homelessness;
among them, many lack a
high school diploma and
just a small number go on
to earn college degrees,
according to advocacy
groups.

However, the state does
offer post-foster care help.
So-called emancipated
youths are not charged
tuition at public colleges
and they are given limited
transitional living and af-
tercare allowances.

In some cases, youths
may sign an agreement to
remain in foster care until
age 22.

The state also requires
all youths on the verge of
aging out to go through its
Preparation for Adult Liv-
ing program.

In court Wednesday, a
birthday banner hung from
Judge Delgado’s dais and

Polly Harris led a rendi-
tion of “Happy Birthday
to You” as several DFPS
caseworkers in attendance
sang along.

Given his jurisdiction
over criminal and family
law, the judge said that it’s
often the darker side of
life that is discussed in his
court.

So Wednesday was a
breath of fresh air.

“Every once in a while
1 get to do something that
brings joy to my heart,” he
said.

The hearing was “only
a formality,” though, he
said, because it was obvi-
ous the three before him
were already a family.

Polly and Alex Har-
ris, a couple in their early
60s from Corpus Christi,
thought rearing a child in
their own home again was
behind them.

The couple has had an
empty nest since 1999.
Each of them has two adult
children and they share
three grandchildren.

For five years, Polly
Harris, a retired educator
and insurance business
owner, worked to help co-
ordinate informal picnics
where foster children, in-
cluding those finding it
difficult to become adopt-
ed, could meet families al-
ready qualified to become
parents. It was a picnic in
November where the cou-
ple spotted their future son
— shyly standing alone,
dressed in a suit.

“I never, ever, thought it
would be me, really,” she
said of adopting. “To be
honest, he got the best deal
and so did we.”

The family remembers
the exact date she ap-
proached the teen to chat:

“Judge, he just touched
our heart,” Harris said.

Gonzalez Harris, who is
a legal permanent resident,
works as a lifeguard and
will celebrate his birthday
April 30.

He plans to attend Del
Mar College to study com-
puter technology after
high school.

His life today is a far
cry from the time when
his father’s parental rights

were terminated, eventu-
ally separating him from
three of his brothers, who
were adopted by a Hous-
ton family, and his three
sisters, who stayed in the
Rio Grande Valley.
“Every other word is
‘Mom’ and ‘Dad,’” he said
with a grin and a laugh. “I

love them. What’s the best
way to show gratitude than
to call them my own?”

The teen believes God
brought the family to-
gether, adding that he feels
blessed and hopes other
foster children can find
what he found.
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Group kicks off planting
of ancient tree clones

COPEMISH, Mich. (AP) — A
team led by a nurseryman from
northern Michigan and his sons has
raced against time for two decades,
snipping branches from some of the
world’s biggest and most durable
trees with plans to produce clones
that could restore ancient forests and
help fight climate change.

Now comes the most ambitious
phase of the quest: getting the new
trees into the ground.

Ceremonial plantings of two doz-
en clones from California’s mighty
coastal redwoods were taking place
Monday in seven nations: Australia,
New Zealand, Great Britain, Ireland,
Canada, Germany and the U.S.

Although measuring just 18-inches
tall, the laboratory-produced trees
are genetic duplicates of three giants
that were cut down in northern Cali-
fornia more than a century ago. Re-
markably, shoots still emerge from
the stumps, including one known as
the Fieldbrook Stump near McKin-
leyville, which measures 35 feet in
diameter. It’s believed to be about
4,000 years old. The tree was about
40 stories high before it was felled.

“This is a first step toward mass
production,” said David Milarch, co-
founder of Archangel Ancient Tree
Archive, a nonprofit group spear-
heading the project. “We need to re-
forest the planet; it’s imperative. To
do that, it just makes sense to use the

largest, oldest, most iconic trees that
ever lived.”

Milarch and his sons Jared and
Jake, who have a family-owned
nursery in the village of Copemish,
Mich., became concerned about the
condition of the world’s forests in
the 1990s. They began crisscross-
ing the U.S. in search of “champion”
trees that have lived hundreds or
even thousands of years, convinced
that superior genes enabled them to
outlast others of their species. Scien-
tific opinion varies on whether that’s
true, with skeptics saying the survi-
vors may simply have been lucky.

The Archangel leaders say they’re
out to prove the doubters wrong.
They’ve developed several methods
of producing genetic copies from
cuttings, including placing branch
tips less than an inch long in baby
food jars containing nutrients and
hormones. The specimens are culti-
vated in labs until large enough to be
planted.

In recent years, they have focused
on towering sequoias and redwoods,
considering them best suited to ab-
sorb massive volumes of carbon di-
oxide, the greenhouse gas primarily
responsible for climate change.

“If we get enough of these trees
out there, we’ll make a difference,”
said Jared Milarch, the group’s ex-
ecutive director.

Archangel has an inventory of

several thousand clones in various
stages of growth that were taken
from more than 70 redwoods and gi-
ant sequoias. NASA engineer Steve
Craft, who helped arrange for David
Milarch to address an agency gath-
ering, said research shows that those
species hold much more carbon than
other varieties.

The challenge is to find places to
put the trees, people to nurture them
and money to continue the proj-
ect, Jared Milarch said. The group
is funded through donations and
doesn’t charge for its clones.

“A lot of trees will be planted by
a lot of groups on Arbor Day, but
90 percent of them will die,” Da-
vid Milarch said. “It’s a feel-good
thing. You can’t plant trees and walk
away and expect them to take care of
themselves.”

The recipients of Archangel red-
woods have pledged to care for them
properly, he said. The first planting
of about 250 took place in Decem-
ber on a ranch near Port Orford, Ore.
Others were being planted during
Earth Day observances Monday at
the College of Marin in Kentwood,
Calif., and in parks and private es-
tates in the other six countries.

“T know the trees will thrive here,”
said Tom Burke, landscape manager
at the College of Marin. “We’ve had
redwoods in this area since God
planted them.”

on Uniform Traffic Con-
trol Devices.

The traffic study re-
vealed that no greater than
one reported accident at
the intersection occurred
in any calendar year in the
six years preceding the re-
port, which did not satisfy
the manual’s requirements.
There was one accident
in 2013, one accident in
2011 and one accident in
2007. The manual dictates
that at least five traffic ac-
cidents be reported for a
given intersection during a
12-month period.

The traffic study also
tabulated the total traffic
count for the intersection,
both during the mornings
and evenings. The study
showed that northbound-
southbound traffic aver-
aged 175 vehicles per day,
or almost 11 vehicles per
hour. The manual’s criteria
mandates that the average
must be more than 300 ve-
hicles per hour so that por-
tion was also not met. The
second part of the traffic
count portion showed that
eastbound-westbound traf-
fic, which does not cur-
rently have stop signs,
averaged only 45 vehicles
per hour, which was con-
siderably less than 200
vehicles per hour as the
manual dictates.

“Therefore, because
none of the criteria govern-
ing the placement of multi-
way stops is met, it is the

finding of this engineering
study that an all-way stop
at the intersection of Rus-
sell Street and Kentucky
Avenue is not warranted in
accordance with the Texas
Manual on Traffic Control
Devices,” the study reads.
