Getting the power back on

 Tuesday’s storm was 
one of the worst for 
Xcel Energy linemen.

Galloping might be fun if 
you’re practicing for the 
rodeo.

But if you’re a lineman for the 
electric company, “galloping” — 
the up and down motion of power 
lines during strong winds — can 
be your worst nightmare.

That was what crews from Xcel 
Energy were faced with Tuesday 
as they tried to repair lines and get 
the power back on for customers 
in Pampa and surrounding areas.

The storm that began brewing 
after Monday’s pleasant, sunny 
weather was in full force by the 
wee hours Tuesday morning. The 
convergence of rapidly falling 
temperatures, a brisk north wind 
and moisture freezing on the lines 
caused the lines to fl ap up and 
down in a rolling motion, which 
in turn caused breakage in cross 
arms and conductors. 

“It is unbelievable how violent 
it gets,” said Al Ferguson, an Xcel 
service foreman at the Pampa Ser-
vice Center on South Marie Street.

Ferguson added the violent 
winds also caused the lines to 
bump together, making them short 
and trip breakers.

“In the 35 years I’ve been work-

Oil equipment 
thief booked 
Wednesday

 Horton being held in Gray 
County Jail on $15,000 bond.

Michael Eugene Horton, 51, of Pampa, 
was arrested Wednesday night by the Gray 
County Sheriff’s Offi ce on two counts of 

theft of property — greater 
than $1,500 and less than 
$20,000 and one count of 
possession of a controlled 
substance — less than 1 
gram.

According to the po-
lice report, Horton stole 
oil equipment from an oil 
fi eld located near Pampa 
with the intent to resell the 
equipment for profi t. 

GCSO Lt. Terry Cox said 
the mainstream market for steel is very high 
right now so there is a demand on the black 
market for used oil equipment like the kind 
Horton is accused of stealing. Black market 
buyers will then melt the equipment down 
to make the steel malleable again and able 
to be reused.

Cox compared the situation to thieves 
who break into vacant homes and steal the 
copper wire out of the walls to be resold for 
cash.

“All of the reported missing items have 
been recovered by the Gray County Sher-
iff’s Offi ce,” Cox said. “In this case the 
items that were recovered could be iden-
tifi ed by the owner, unlike so many other 
cases.”

Cox then shared a tip for owners on how 
they can protect their oil equipment.

“If at all practical, place some type of 
identifi ers on tools, equipment and other 
easily stolen or pawn-able items,” Cox said.

Horton is currently being held in the Gray 
County Jail on $15,000 bond.

Perry: Will he stay 
or will he go?

Every morning, people in Texas politics 
stand in front of their sinks, brushing their 
teeth, staring at someone they think could 

someday be the president of 
the United States.

It is the nature of these 
beasts.

Before they can proceed 
with those dreams, howev-
er, they need to know what 
Rick Perry, the governor of 
Texas, is going to do. He has 
said he will lay out his po-
litical plans in June.

He has made the noises 
you might make if you were 

a governor who didn’t want to become a 
lame duck while the Legislature is in town, 
saying he’s thinking about another run for 
the job he has held since late 2000, and 
would be open to another run for the Re-
publican nomination for president in 2016.

Most of the statewide offi cials in Texas 
have their hearts set on promotion, and most 
of those opportunities depend on the gov-
ernor opening a spot and triggering a civic

MOBILE, Ala. (AP) — Firefi ghters on 
Thursday extinguished a huge blaze that 
erupted hours earlier when two fuel barges 
exploded, leaving three people with critical 
burns and forcing the evacuation of crew 
from a nearby cruise ship.

The cause of the explosions remained un-
der investigation, but investigators believe it 
was likely from a spark caused by a crew 
cleaning the barges, Coast Guard Lt. Mike 
Clausen said.

Firefi ghters from Mobile and Coast Guard 
offi cials responded to the pair of Wednesday 
night explosions involving the gas barges in 
the Mobile River east of downtown. More 
explosions followed over the next few hours.

Authorities say three people were brought 
to the University of South Alabama Medical 
Center for burn-related injuries. The three 
remained in critical condition Thursday 
morning, hospital spokesman Bob Lowry 
said.

Across the river, workers were evacuated 
from the Carnival Triumph, the cruise ship 
that became disabled in the Gulf of Mexico 
in February before it was towed to Mobile’s 
port for repairs.

Alan Waugh, who lives at the Fort Conde 
Inn across the river from the scene, saw the 
blasts and said throngs of Carnival employ-
ees and others were clustered on streets lead-
ing toward the river as authorities evacuated 
the shipyard.

“It literally sounded like bombs going off 
around. The sky just lit up in orange and 
red,” he said, “We could smell something 
in the air, we didn’t know if it was gas or 
smoke.” Waugh said he could feel the heat 
from the explosion and when he came back 
inside, his partner noticed he had what ap-
peared to be black soot on his face.

Carnival didn’t immediately respond to an 
emailed request for comment late Wednes-
day.

Video from WALA-TV showed fl ames 
engulfi ng a large section of the barge, and 
a video that a bystander sent to AL.com 
showed the fi ery explosions and billowing 
smoke over the river.

Trevell Taylor was at work at Delta Bonds 
when he heard the blast.

“It was so loud, I just about jumped up un-
der this desk,” he said.

Trevell said he next heard sirens from 

emergency vehicles and then a second, 
louder explosion. He turned on the local 
news and learned of the barge fi re.

“It is a scary think anytime you are talking 
about gasoline and fuel fi res. They are lucky 
more people weren’t hurt.”

The initial blast took place in a ship chan-
nel near the George C. Wallace Tunnel — 
which carries traffi c from Interstate 10 un-
der the Mobile River. 

The river runs south past Mobile and into 
Mobile Bay, which in turn fl ows into the 
Gulf of Mexico. The tunnels were still open 
and operating.

As daybreak approached, the Mobile Fire-
Rescue Department’s fi reboat Phoenix was 
moved toward the barges, checking to make 
sure their mooring lines were secured.

Mobile Fire Chief Steve Dean told 
AL.com he was confi dent the fi re wouldn’t 
spread to nearby industrial properties, in-
cluding the shipyard where the Carnival 
cruise ship is docked.

Huffman said the ship is directly across 
the river from the incident — about two 
football fi elds in length.

The barges are owned by Houston-based 
Kirby Inland Marine, company spokesman 
Greg Beuerman said. 

They were empty and being cleaned at the 
Oil Recovery Co. facility.

The barges had been carrying a liquid 
called natural gasoline, meaning there were 
no additives in the fuel. 

By mid-morning Thursday, a hazardous 
materials team sent to inspect the barges 
determined that no further hazards exist, the 
Mobile Fire-Rescue reported.

The explosion comes two months after the 
900-foot-long Carnival Triumph was towed 
to Mobile after becoming disabled on the 
Gulf during a cruise by an engine room fi re, 
leaving thousands of passengers to endure 
cold food, unsanitary conditions and power 
outages for several days. The ship is still un-
dergoing repairs there, with many workers 
living on board.

Earlier this month, the cruise ship was 
dislodged from its mooring by a windstorm 
that also caused, in a separate incident, two 
shipyard workers to fall into Mobile Bay. 
While one worker was rescued, the other’s 
body was pulled from the water more than a 
week later.

ing here I’ve only seen this 
happen four or fi ve other 
times,” he said.

Steve Pirtle, supervisor 
at the Pampa offi ce, said 
the galloping was occur-
ring on the east-west lines, 
which were perpendicular 
to the gusting north wind. 
As moisture accumulated 
as ice on the power lines, 
it created “wings,” and the 
effect of the wind blowing 
across ice-coated lines 
was much like when you 
hold your hand outside 
your car window while 
driving and tilt it back and 
forth.

Since the weather was 
windy and cold all day 
Tuesday, it was a chal-
lenge for the crews to 
make much progress. 
Pirtle said sometimes af-
ter a crew repaired dam-
age caused by galloping, 
they’d go back a half-hour 
later to check on it and 
the lines would be down 
again.

Though the power is al-
ways shut off when line-
men are working on poles 
and lines, it was still pret-
ty scary working in Tues-
day’s weather conditions, 
Ferguson said.

On Wednesday, as the 
temperatures warmed 
and winds calmed down, 
outage restoration was 
wrapped up in the eastern 
and northeastern Texas 
Panhandle around 6 p.m.

“Our goal was 5 p.m. 
Wednesday and we nearly 
met it except for a few 
stragglers,” he said.

Pirtle said the fi rst pri-
ority during an outage is 
to get power back to the 
main feeders out of the 
substations, then they 
move onto the tap lines, 
which are closer to indi-
vidual customers.

That’s not easy to do in 
the Panhandle, Pirtle said.

“The logistics of getting 
power back on here are 
diffi cult because we are so 
open and spread out,” he 
said.
The phones 
start ringing

Pirtle was in Denver on 
company business when 

he started getting outage 
calls around 3 a.m.

Xcel’s dispatch offi ce in 
Lubbock also was moni-
toring the call volume, he 
said.

As the calls increased, 
Pirtle said he contacted 
Wallace Hall, service di-
rector for Southwestern 
Public Service’s Panhan-
dle district.

“I called him and said, 
‘We need some help,’” 
Pirtle said. 

Southwestern Public 
Service is Xcel’s subsid-
iary for the Panhandle.

Another supervisor was 
called in for Pampa until 
Pirtle got back from Den-
ver, where he said it was 
“snowing like crazy.”

Pirtle oversees 16 work-
ers, and an additional 42 
were brought in from oth-
er Xcel sites to assist with 
power restoration. 

Many came from Ama-
rillo, but there also were 
linemen from Plainview, 
Lubbock, Hobbs, N.M. 
and Carlsbad, N.M. work-
ing out of the Pampa of-
fi ce on South Marie Street 
Tuesday and Wednesday, 
he said.

The crews started work-
ing around 4 a.m., Tuesday 
and most put in a 16-hour 
day. 

Then many were back to 
work at 8 a.m., Wednesday. 

Typically, Pirtle said, 
his linemen work from 8 
a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday 
through Friday with some-
one always on call during 
the off hours.
Power comes back

At 8:45 p.m., Tuesday, 
about 1,350 Pampa custom-
ers were still without power. 
Outages in nearby cities to-
taled 850 in Perryton, 250 in 
Borger and eight in Dumas.

Twenty four hours later, 
Ferguson was checking the 
computer screen in his of-
fi ce.

“There wasn’t a single 
outage on the screen, so 
I went home at 9:30,” he 
said.

Pirtle said it’s days like 
Tuesday that truly test the 
mettle of a lineman. 

“This is the time when 
your job skills really come 
out,” he said. “You are put 
in situations where you 
really have to be on your 
game.”

version of the fracking 
boom.

If he stays, the calcula-
tions are different, with 
those ambitious — and 
in several cases, aging 
— politicians considering 
challenges to incumbents 
instead of races for open 
seats.

The governor himself 
could be ripe for a chal-
lenge. Change has been 
known to work as a politi-
cal slogan. Other Republi-
cans — Attorney General 
Greg Abbott and Lt. Gov. 
David Dewhurst — have 
the money to run if they so 
choose.Speculation about 
Perry’s plans has made it 
clear that while he might 
leave, he will probably not 
be forced out by political 
circumstances. It’s up to 
him.

The arguments?

He is running
He says he might. That’s 

been the early sign every 
year since 1997, when 
Perry was the agriculture 
commissioner and initi-
ating a run for lieutenant 
governor. Maybe he won’t 
this time, but it would be 
a fi rst.

He remains popular 
among Republicans. The 
governor can raise money 
and has not given his vot-
ers a reason to turn him 
out. As he told WFAA-TV 
recently, “Why would you 
want to change?”

He needs a victory. This 
is the idea that a governor 
coming off a failed presi-
dential run needs to show 
national Republicans that 
he is politically viable, 
popular at home and ca-
pable of raising the money 
it takes to run a state race, 
much less a national one.

It’s better to run for pres-
ident from the Governor’s 
Mansion. It worked for 
George W. Bush, didn’t 
it? Important people re-
turn calls from governors 
that they might not return 
from former governors.

He’s not running
It would be an election 

with an asterisk. Texans 
might ask why they are 
electing a governor to a 
term that he wants to end 
in two years with another 
presidential run. In the 
alternative, they might 
wonder why anyone in his 
right mind would want to 
be governor for 18 years, 
which is the mark Perry 
would hit at the end of an-
other term. Maybe he will 
call for a change before 
the voters do.

Losing an election in 
2014 would pop the bal-
loon. The governor, if he 
wants to run for president 
again, starts at a disadvan-
tage because of his previ-
ous showing. A loss in his 
home state after 24 years 
as a statewide offi cial 
would be a hard sell, espe-
cially if the other Republi-
can candidates mention it 
every fi ve minutes or so.

It is better to run for 
president without the bur-
den of a job. Leaving of-
fi ce at the beginning of 
2015, when this term is 
over, would free the gov-
ernor to go on the paid 
speaking circuit, putting 
money in his own bank 
account while mingling 
with people who might 
consider supporting his 
next campaign for the 
presidency. It would also 
remove any risks associat-
ed with a 2015 legislative 
session, from bad bills to 
political fi ghts to budget 
problems.

The team has disbanded. 
Most of the people who 
have helped Perry win 
that string of six statewide 
elections have dispersed. 
They run agencies, work 
as lobbyists or do politi-
cal consulting. The tight 
teamwork that has marked 
successful Perry cam-
paigns is in question, and 
that might be a sign that 
2010 was the governor’s 
last statewide run.

There’s something for 
everybody else to think 
about, while they’re 
brushing their teeth.

DALLAS (AP) — To-
gether on stage, the two 
families who have domi-
nated American politics for 
the past two decades joined 
Thursday to pay tribute to 
the opening of George W. 
Bush’s presidential center. 
Whether the families will 
have another act — in 2016 
— was the unspoken sub-
text.

President George H.W. 
Bush, frail and seated in a 
wheel chair, beamed with 
pride, thanking the audi-
ence for honoring “our 
son.” President Bill Clin-
ton, who defeated the el-
der Bush twenty years ago, 
joked that he had become 
the “black sheep son” of 
the Bush family.

George W. Bush, stand-
ing before his gleaming 
new center, observed that it 
was the “fi rst time in Amer-
ican history that parents 
have seen their son’s presi-
dential library.” Bush said 
his father taught him “how 
to be a president. Before 
that he showed me how to 
be a man.”

The baby-faced 
bomber

Sometimes a picture 
speaks volumes. Some-
times it’s outright decep-
tive. The picture of “Bomb-

er No. 2” 
didn’t look 
a bit like 
a mass 
murderer. A 
sweet-faced 
college kid, 
the former 
lifeguard, 
the nice 
young man 
described by 

classmates 
and friends. It couldn’t 
be. There must be some 
outside organization calling 
the shots. An international 
conspiracy, perhaps. Brain-
washing.

Or maybe it was just a 
deceptive picture of a cold-
blooded murderer.

He and his brother put 
bombs next to children. 

One of those children 
was murdered. 

In a court of law, in-
nocence is presumed. 
That is a rule of law, not a 
fi nding of fact. For those of 
us who watched, watched 
over and over, the proof 
appears to be nothing less 
than overwhelming. Others 
may have been involved. 
Further investigation is 
absolutely required.

But I for one have no 
doubt that the defendant 
is not a baby-faced col-
lege student, that he is no 
one’s victim, that he is 
responsible for heinous 
crimes. Responsibility is 
not an exacting standard in 
criminal law. Did he know 
what he was doing? Did he 
understand that there was a 
bomb in that backpack, and 
that bombs kill people and 
terrorize cities? Whatever 
other pressures may have 
been at work, however in-
fl uenced he was by religion 
or his brother or anyone 
else, if he knew what he 
was doing, if he understood 
the nature of his conduct, 
that is enough to make him 
responsible. But that does 
not make him an enemy 
combatant. 

The calls by politicians 
to treat him as one, led by 
Sen. Lindsey Graham, a 
lawyer who should know 
better, demonstrate the 
triumph of politics over 
law. According to Graham, 
speaking on the Senate 
fl oor, Dzhokhar Tsarnaev’s 
“ties to radical Islamic 
thought” and his Chechen 
heritage should justify 
holding him as an “enemy 
combatant” subject to trial 
by a military tribunal.

Ties to “radical Islamic 

thought” do not make a 
person an enemy combat-
ant. Ties to thought are, in 
fact, at the core of the pro-
tection afforded by the First 
Amendment. Actions are 
another matter. But there is 
absolutely no evidence that 
this man was a member of 
al-Qaida or the Taliban, or 
that his acts were directed 
by foreign enemies. He is 
an American citizen who 
(allegedly) killed innocent 
people and would have 
(absent the brilliance of 
the Boston hospital trauma 
system) killed many more 
-- on American soil using 
devices made in America. 

Indeed, even Graham 
acknowledges this. He just 
wants him to be treated 
as an enemy combatant 
until proved otherwise. 
Nothing in the law or the 
Constitution supports 
this. It is totally unneces-
sary.  The evidence against 
Tsarnaev is overwhelm-
ing. He wouldn’t need to 
say a word to government 
authorities to be convicted 
in an American court. The 
only consequence off not 
giving him Miranda rights 
is that his statements might 
not be admissible in a crim-
inal trial, which, frankly, 
won’t matter. Anyone who 
thinks a Boston jury will 
be unduly sympathetic 
(unlike military offi cers) is 
just plain wrong. Indeed, 
for my money, military 
offi cers -- who are more 
accustomed to seeing death 
on the fi elds of battle than 
the rest of us are to seeing 
destruction and devastation 
in Copley Square -- might 
have an easier time focus-
ing solely on the evidence 
admitted at trial.

In our ridiculously polar-
ized media and political 
culture, we have a tenden-
cy to see everything in ex-
tremes, which means that 
more often than not we’re 
wrong.  Dzhokhar Tsarnaev 
is not a baby-faced in-
nocent, even if that is how 
he looks in the pictures that 
fl ashed on the screen every 
minute. He placed a bomb 
in the middle of hundreds 
of innocent people, chil-
dren included.  He is also 
not an enemy combatant by 
any defi nition, nor do we 
need to treat him as one in 
order to ensure that justice 
is done.

Remembering Howard Phillips
Howard (“Howie”) Phil-

lips was unique.
The year was 1987 and 

the Reagan administra-
tion had announced the 

INF Treaty 
to limit 
short-range 
nukes. Many 
conserva-
tives were 
opposed. I 
elected to 
host a press 
conference 
to make that 
point pub-
licly.
The night 

before, we met privately. As 
ringleader, I issued a direc-
tive: No attacks on Ronald 
Reagan. Our beef was with 
the treaty, not with the 
Gipper. My co-conspirators 
agreed unanimously. But 
while we were meeting 
President Reagan was sitting 
down for an interview with 
Tom Brokaw and said about 
conservative opposition, 
“Some conservatives just 
believe in the inevitability of 

nuclear war.”
Bad choice of words. The 

next morning conservatives 
were furious, none than than 
the late Senator Malcolm 
Wallop, who broadsided the 
president from the Senate 
fl oor. 

As we assembled for our 
press conference, I with-
drew my edict. Anyone who 
felt the need to respond to 
Reagan had the right to do 
so. It was decided that three 
of us would speak on behalf 
of everyone.

Now here’s a little bit of 
inside baseball about press 
conferences. It matters 
not a whit what you say. 
Reporters cover events but 
transcribe only soundbites. 
For speakers vying for cov-
erage, the rule is pretty solid 
as well: He with the best 
one-liner wins.

I led off, and my statement 
contained the sentence that 
I delivered with brio and 
knew was sure to stick. Very 
satisfi ed, I sat down, but not 
before introducing Richard 
Viguerie, the patriarch of 

the “New Right” re-birth of 
the conservative movement. 
He didn’t have a statement, 
just a little card containing 
one sentence. His attention-
grabber line was twice as 
good as mine, which he 
delivered with double the 
brio. Advantage: Viguerie. 
We turned the podium over 
to Howie Phillips. 

Within a minute he had 
delivered his sound bite. 
Viguerie and I, seated at the 
head table on either side of 
the lectern, leaned our chairs 
back, looked at each other 
and silently nodded. We 
knew Phillips had scored 
the knockout. “Reagan is a 
useful idiot.”

Serious and worried, 
we told our friend it was 
time for serious damage 
control. The options: One, 
apologize. Whatever your 
intent, this is perceived as a 
personal insult and no one, 
most especially Ronald 
Reagan, should be insulted 
by us.

Two, clarify. We know 
what you meant. Lenin 

called Soviet sympathizers 
overseas “useful idiots.” 
What you meant was that 
Reagan unwittingly is doing 
the bidding of the Soviets 
now. Call it a bad choice 
of words. Re-phrase your 
point. We should have 
known better. Phillips met 
our worried disposition with 
a beaming, crooked smile 
and twinkling eyes. “Or 
three, stand by my words!” 
he said before erupting in 
laughter.

Most amazing, this merry 
band of brothers was just 
that -- a band. By today’s 
standards, the New Right 
was never really a move-
ment. 

It was a dozen or so 
leaders, with a dozen or so 
organizations, with maybe 
two-dozen dollars to spend. 
What should have been 
a blip became a seismic 
explosion.

If I’m going to drink, I’d 
rather do it in the comfort of 
my own home, where there 
aren’t any obnoxious, boisterous 

drunks spilling drinks on me as 
they stumble back to their bar 
stools. I love movies but I just 
don’t have it in my budget to 
pay fi rst-run movie ticket prices. 
Especially not when I can go 
online and fi nd a copy to watch 
for free that someone has up-
loaded.

She inquired about 
what Dubstep was, as well as 
Drum’n’Bass, and I explained 
that while I was very pleased 
she was interested, she prob-
ably falls outside the range of 
the target demographic. Dubstep 
and Drum’n’Bass are fairly 
aggressive, loud styles of dance

concrete basements. Man, I miss 
those basement parties.

But 
I’ve always had a dual nature — 
chalk it up to being born a cusp 
kid (April 19 falls right on the 
edge of Aries/Taurus) or it could 
be my bi-polar disorder. Who 
knows? I just know what I am, 
not necessarily who, yet.

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Authorities: Pickens’ grandson died of heroin use 
ASSOCIATED PRESS

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — 
Authorities say the grandson of bil-
lionaire T. Boone Pickens died of 
heroin intoxication after an evening 
of drug use at a friend’s apartment.

The Tarrant County medical ex-
aminer’s office announced Wednes-
day that the Jan. 29 death of Thom-
as “Ty” Boone Pickens IV was 
accidental.

Medical officials had to wait 
weeks to receive toxicology and 
other test results before announcing 
the cause of death for the 21-year-
old, who was a junior at Texas 
Christian University.

The younger Pickens died at a 
hospital after being taken there by 
private vehicle.

Another TCU student was 
charged with tampering with evi-
dence after police said he removed 
items from the apartment and hid 
them from authorities. Police say 
the evidence included heroin, drug 
paraphernalia and marijuana.

Police arrest protesters  
outside Bush library 

DALLAS (AP) — Police have 
arrested at least three people dur-
ing a protest march in Dallas near 
the dedication site of the George W. 
Bush Presidential Center.

The three people were placed in 
patrol cars Thursday as about 200 
people marched and chanted near 
the campus of Southern Methodist 
University. Police Lt. A.W. Wil-
liams says the three were charged 
with being a pedestrian in a road-
way, a misdemeanor. They were 
taken to the Dallas County jail.

Demonstrations were restricted to 
a zone cordoned off by barricades 
and separated from the center by a 

highway.
Other protesters included ex-talk 

show host Phil Donahue, who was 
executive producer of the anti-war 
documentary “Body of War.”

Dozens of others wore signs list-
ing the names of those who died in 
wars launched by the Bush admin-
istration.

Charter school pledge bill 
clears House hurdle 

AUSTIN (AP) — Charter schools 
in Texas would have to offer the 
pledge of allegiance or a moment of 
silence each day under a bill given 
preliminary approval by the House.

The measure overwhelming 
passed Thursday but not without 
friction. Republican state Rep. 
David Simpson wanted to soften 
the language from asking students 
to “recite” the pledge to doing so 
“freely without coercion.”

Simpson is among the most 
prominent tea party members in the 
Legislature. 

He told the House that although 
he supports students saying the 
pledge, the U.S. Constitution “re-
quires that we not compel people.”

Lawmakers quickly lined up to 
block Simpson’s amendment. Re-
publican Marsha Farney said her 
bill doesn’t compel charter-school 
students to say the pledge but mere-
ly gives them the opportunity.

Senate wants new limits  
on Major Events Fund 

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas Sen-
ate has voted to place new restric-
tions on spending from the state’s 
Major Events Trust Fund, which is 
typically used to help stage large 
sports events such as car races or 
Super Bowls.

The Senate bill would bar the state 
comptroller from pledging money 
from the fund before all program 
requirements are met. The bill also 
prevents money from being spent 
before the event is held.

It also limits how much could be 
spent on structural improvements 
to stadiums, such as a new roof or 
scoreboard.

Lawmakers have been scrutiniz-
ing the fund since Comptroller Su-
san Combs pledged to spend $250 
million to help stage the Formula 
One car race in Austin, which began 
in 2012.

The bill by Sen. Bob Deuell, R-
Greenville, now goes to the House.

Singer found shot dead  
in South Texas 

MISSION, Texas (AP) — Au-
thorities say a South Texas singer 
well known for his ballads, in-
cluding some about the exploits 
of Mexican drug cartels, has been 
found dead.

Hidalgo County Sheriff Lupe 
Trevino says irrigation workers 
found the body of Jesus “Chuy” 
Quintanilla early Thursday in a 
rural road north of Mission sur-
rounded by citrus groves.

Trevino said Quintanilla ap-
peared to have been shot at least 
twice in the head. His vehicle was 
left beside him. Quintanilla’s fam-
ily filed a missing person report 
Thursday morning after investi-
gators were already on the scene. 
Quintanilla’s family last had con-
tact with him the previous night.

A man who would only give 
his name as Ramiro said he was 
friends with Quintanilla and said 
the singer was noted for his norte-
na music and ballads, known as 
corridos.

Mississippi courthouse has 
sneaky snake invasion

JACKSON, Miss. (AP) — Non-
venomous snakes are slithering 
into a Mississippi courthouse this 
spring, posing no threat but giving 
workers the creeps.

Five of the brown DeKay’s 
snakes — sometimes called earth 
snakes — have been found in the 
Hinds County circuit clerk’s base-
ment office since April 8.

A deputy clerk, Kelly Phillips, 
said Thursday that the largest was a 
big around as her finger and a few 
inches long. She didn’t stop to mea-
sure it. She said the smallest looked 
like an overgrown earthworm.

Former zookeeper Percy King, 
who does reptile shows at local 
schools, went to the courthouse 
to identify the serpents. He said 
DeKay’s snakes, which eat lizards, 
worms, crickets and other small 
bugs, have soft teeth that probably 
couldn’t even break a human’s skin.

It’s not unusual for DeKay’s 
snakes to sneak into buildings dur-
ing the springtime as they wake up 
from hibernation, he said: “A snake 
that size could squeeze through any 
little hole.”

The Art Deco-style courthouse 
in downtown Jackson was built in 
1930 and is topped by a statue of 
Moses with the Ten Command-
ments. The basement has windows, 
but Phillips said they’re tightly 
sealed.

Phillips said the first time she saw 
a snake in the office, her brain didn’t 
immediately register what it was.

“It was trucking across the floor,” 
she said, pointing in a diagonal to-
ward rows of heavy rolling cabinets 
where paper files are stored.

She said she screamed “Snake!” 
and several co-workers scattered.

But dur-
ing baseball season, many 
of you might not have seen 
me around. That is because 
coach Snelgrooes was kind 
enough to let me join the 
team in the dugout this sea-
son. This was great because 
I didn’t have to worry about 
pictures having netting or 
fencing in the way and I 
can take clear shots of the 
game.

Before I knew it, baseball 
was right on the doorstep.
