M Program covered expected
changes to healthcare
coverage, premiums.

The national news has devoted a consider-
able amount of coverage the past few years
regarding expected changes to healthcare,
particularly the anticipated influence of the
Affordable Care Act, or what’s commonly
referred to as “Obamacare.” As such, the
Pampa Chamber of Commerce and City
of Pampa recently hosted a healthcare re-
form seminar in the Heritage Room at M.K.
Brown Memorial Auditorium that provided
valuable information for employers/health-

r

care providers, including how the changes
will affect the average employee/patient.

Guest speaker Jarrad Willis, Vice Presi-
dent of Holmes Murphy, said premiums
have continued to rise over the last few
years due to contributing factors like work-
men’s compensation, doctor “mark-ups”
and fiscal inflation.

Willis also discussed the influence of
specialist physicians, which he said usually
accounts for 80 to 85 percent of insurance
spending for the average employee/patient.

“You want to make sure you’re getting
the right service at the right time for the
right price,” Willis said.

The remaining 15 to 20 percent of con-
sumer insurance spending is comprised of
visits to a patient’s primary care physician,
who typically charges less than individual
specialists.

hosts healthcare reform seminar

Willis also shared about the disconnect
that persists between federal spending cuts
to Medicare and Medicaid in conjunction
with rising average costs for medical pro-
cedures. That disconnect forces price pres-
sure onto the private payer — the patient
— which leads to rising premiums.

Other key information and important
dates regarding the Affordable Care Act,
released by the U.S. Department of Health
& Human Services (USDH) include:

* October 2013: Consumers/employees
will be offered access to available insur-
ance plans in their area; they will be able
to enroll themselves by going online or
calling a hotline number, provided by the
USDH; representatives with the USDH
will be available to assist consumers with
any questions they may have.

The white stripe on the call log on Robert Franz’ cell phone shows repeated calls from a Jamaican area
code. Franz said the calls are coming from scammers demanding he transfer money to them before

they can send him a $1 million prize.

M Local resident forks out $250
to callers claiming he won $1 million.

Pampa resident Robert Franz said he would like to
believe the American Dream is always just around the

corner.

So when he first got a call from a company claiming
that he won $1 million plus a $10,000 bonus, he thought

his dream had come true.

There was just one string attached to receiving his
prize, the company asked him to got to Walmart, pur-
chase a Green Dot MoneyPack and put $250 credit on
the card. After doing that, he called them back and gave
them the card information. They told him the $250 pay-
ment was necessary for a “customs fee.”

Not long after he gave the so-called sweepstakes com-
pany his Green Dot card information, his $250 balance

guessed right.

quickly went to zero.

That would have been OK if they sent him his prize.
But instead, the same company has kept calling him ask-
ing him to complete the “next step.”

If you guessed it’s giving them more money, you

“They told me I had one more step and that was to
put another $475 on the card to pay for delivery of the
prize,” Franz said.

At that point, Franz, a retired truck driver, realized he
was being scammed. At first, the company sounded like
Publishers Clearing House, but Franz knows now that
the sweepstakes company popularized in TV ads never

Clean technology investors shift focus to drilling

NEW YORK (AP) — A
decade ago, large investors
in so-called clean technol-
ogy had a straightforward
goal: finance companies
that would help eliminate
the world’s dependence on
oil, natural gas and coal.

But as profits from wind,
solar, biofuels and other al-
ternatives consistently fell
short of expectations — and
as the fossil fuel business
boomed — things got com-
plicated. Venture capitalists
and other investment funds
started stretching the defi-
nition of clean technology
almost beyond recognition
in an effort to make money
while clinging to their envi-
ronmental ideals.

Today, clean technology
investment funds are not
trying to replace the fossil
fuel industry, they’re try-
ing to help it by financing
companies that can make
mining and drilling less
dirty. The people running
these funds acknowledge
the apparent hypocrisy, but
defend a more liberal defi-
nition of clean technology.

“Oil and gas will be with
us for a long time. If we can
clean that up we will do
the world a great service,”
says Wal van Lierop, CEO
of Chrysalix, a Vancouver,
Canada-based venture capi-
tal firm founded in 2001.

Chrysalix  still  backs
companies that fit the more
traditional definition of
clean energy — including
Bridgelux, which makes
more efficient light bulbs,
and Agilyx, which turns
plastic waste into fuel. But
the firm, whose website
boasts that it is “100 percent
focused on clean energy”
is a backer of MineSense,
which helps miners oper-
ate more efficiently by as-
sessing the quality of ore as
it is being scooped. It also
supports GlassPoint, which
helps drillers extract more
oil by using steam gener-
ated with solar power.

Environmentalists have
mixed feelings. They wel-
come technologies that
reduce the environmental
footprint of oil and gas de-
velopment. But they worry
the newfound abundance of
oil and natural gas — and
all the money that can be
made helping drillers —
has distracted clean tech-
nology backers from what
once seemed to be their
main goal: to make oil and
gas a thing of the past.

Mark Brownstein, who
runs the energy and climate
program at the Environ-
mental Defense Fund, says
“some don’t have the stom-
ach for that and are simply
going with the flow.”

The shift has made even
those who are helping to
drive it squirm.

“We’ve wrestled with it,”
says Alan Salzman, Man-
aging Partner of Vantage-
Point Capital Partners, one
of Silicon Valley’s most
prominent venture firms
focused on clean technol-
ogy. “If someone comes up
with a more benign way of
(exploiting fossil fuels), is
that a good thing or a bad
thing?”

If fossil fuels become
more palatable to society,
Salzman says, we may end
up burning more of them.

Ten years ago it seemed
as if the world was running
out of oil, and what was left
of'it was in the Middle East.
Oil and natural gas prices
spiked to alarming highs.
And scientists showed that
fossil fuels were causing
troubling changes to the
climate. Pushing for an end
of the fossil age made sense
for economic, political and
environmental reasons.

This had Silicon Valley
venture capitalists drool-
ing. “Cleantech” as they
called it, would be the next
big thing. And it was go-
ing to be very, very big.
These firms saw a chance
to profit from what many

thought would be the big-
gest economic shift in his-
tory — from fossil energy
to renewable energy.

But the new energy tech-
nologies proved much hard-
er to master than predicted.
And oil and gas drillers, us-
ing technology advances of
their own, learned how to
unlock enormous new re-
serves of fossil fuels.

Dozens of solar, biofu-
els and battery companies
failed, unable to show
enough promise to go pub-
lic or attract the attention
of bigger companies. “In-
vestors are still waiting for
their cleantech investments
to produce returns,” says
Dallas Kachan, who runs
the San Francisco clean
technology consulting firm
Kachan & Co. “Nobody’s
seen the stellar home runs
they were hoping for 5
years ago.”

Even when clean energy
companies have gone pub-
lic, they haven’t fared well.
An index of clean energy
companies is down 71 per-
cent since it began in 2005.
A similar index of tradi-
tional energy companies is
up 75 percent over the same
period.

The value of global clean
technology deals fell 29
percent last year to $7 bil-
lion, from a record $9.9 bil-
lion in 2011, according to
the Cleantech Group. But
the portion of that sum fo-
cused on conventional fos-
sil fuels nearly tripled, to a
record $556 million.

A few clean technology
investors have stayed away
from oil and gas despite the
temptation. Khosla Ven-
tures, for example, has been
a major backer of advanced
biofuels even as most of
these companies have failed
to live up to their promise.
The firm does not invest in
companies that support fos-
sil fuels.

But the drilling boom has
led to countless investments

in this gray area between
clean and dirty.

— Axine, which is backed
by Chrysalix and Royal
Dutch Shell, wants to make
the drilling process known
as fracking less dangerous
by treating wastewater pro-
duced during drilling with-
out chemicals.

— Picarro, one of the
cleantech investments of
Greylock Partners, is at-
tempting to make natural
gas production less harmful
to the climate with its leak-
detection system.

— Neos Geosciences is
backed by a “greentech”
fund at Kleiner Perkins
Caufield and Byers, where
Al Gore is a partner. The
company helps oil and gas
companies find the most
promising places to drill
for oil and gas — and avoid
drilling in ecologically sen-

sitive locations — using
sensors mounted on heli-
copters.

In 2007, a Sunnyvale,
Calif.-based company
called Liquid Robotics, Inc.
began developing a seago-
ing drone that required no
fuel. Its original purpose
was to transmit live songs
of humpback whales over
the Internet.

VantagePoint’s Alan
Salzman thought Liquid
Robotics’ technology was
great, and he had a good
idea who might agree. He
set up a meeting with Sch-
lumberger, the giant oil and
gas drilling services compa-
ny, and the two companies
have since formed a joint
venture.

Liquid Robotics’ drones
will likely be used to help
detect leaks from drilling
operations and make sure
the water is free of whales
when oil companies search
for oil. But the robots will
also help locate new depos-
its of oil and gas.

“We are not philosophi-
cal purists,” Salzman says.
“We’re investors.”

asks for cash up front.

Franz said for the past
three weeks one or two
men with an Indian ac-
cent have been calling him
daily. Sometimes they call
in the early morning and
once they called as late as
11 p.m., he said.

“Businesses just don’t do
that,” he said.

Franz said the callers
tell him the name of their
business is “International
Sweepstakes ~ Company”
and their names are “Larry
Gold” and “James Peter-
son.”

The calls to his cell phone
are coming from both a Ja-
maican area code and the
806 area code.

The callers are often rude
and very demanding, order-
ing him to “go to Walmart
and get that card,” he said.

Franz said he’s asked if
there really is a prize, why
can’t they just take the
$475 from that money and
send him the balance?

The callers never agree to
that, always insisting they
must have their fees up
front, Franz said.

Franz said he has report-
ed the callers to the Pampa
Police Department, and an
officer has called the com-
pany telling them to stop.

Once when they called,
Franz said he had his friend
answer who told the caller
he was Franz’ lawyer and
demanded that they stop.

Franz also has demanded
the business cease calling
him and no longer takes its
calls.

“I always hang up on

them now when they call.
You’d think they’d get the
hint by now,” he said.

Along with scamming
him over the phone, Franz
thinks the callers could be
setting him up for a rob-
bery.

“They keep asking me,
‘Are you alone?’” he said.
“I think they might be
setting me up to rob my
place.”

Franz is a disabled senior
citizen living alone. But
with 30 years of studying
martial arts, he is not some-
one who will back down
from a fight, he said.

“I stand up for myself,”
he said.

Stormy McCullar, pub-
lic information officer for
PPD, said there is little the
police department can do
about scammers who are
calling from overseas.

McCullar said the depart-
ment is aware of the “Green
Dot” scams.

She said if you give the
information on your pack
to scammers, you will lose
your money.

If you are a victim of
a scam, go to www.ic3.
gov to file a complaint,
she advised. The Internet
Crime Complaint Center
(ic3) website is a combi-
nation of the Federal Bu-
reau of Investigation and
the National White Collar
Crime Center. Also, if you
received a call, text or in-
formation in the mail you
believe to be a scam, go to
www.ic3.gov, www.fbi.gov
(type SCAMS in the search
box) or go to www.bbb.org
to verify that it is a scam.

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ing to be represented by Austin Elementary,” Zemanek
said. “We just don’t want anybody to be scammed for
large amounts of money — or small amounts of money.”

PISD deputy superintendent Eddie Gage said district
officials faced a similar issue last fall when a salesman
falsely claimed to be represented by the district.

“We had a salesman claiming to represent one of the
campuses selling books door-to-door,” Gage said. “But
the bottom line is...if a campus or the district were to need
that, we would publicize it or we’d give them some type
of credential.”

This “Shawn” character has not been authorized by
PISD officials to conduct business on behalf of the dis-
trict.

“That’s just not our practice,” Gage said about the anti-
bullying scammer. “We have very vibrant parent-teacher
organizations and booster clubs who will do that. We just ’

don’t have outside solicitors. It’s not a good business . .
practice.” C o | W o |

Allie Stark, administrative assistant at the Chamber,
also shared about “Shawn.”

“We at the Chamber cannot tell you to support this com-
pany, but they are not working with Austin as they say,”
Stark said. “A company from somewhere else called one
of our Chamber members saying they’re working on be-
half of Austin.”

Bullying is a critical issue facing students of all ages.
However, local officials want the public to know that
someone out there is looking to steal your money, or, at
the very least, using false info to pad their thieving pock-
ets. So be careful if someone calls you asking for finan-
cial contributions to support an anti-bullying campaign
— it is a scam.

This character
also admits that his first
reaction to the World
Trade Center attacks
wasn’t outrage, but awe
— an admiration of the
audacity of the attack on
America.

(FCC) announced it is considering dropping cur-
rent broadcast decency standards that ban explic-
it profanity and “nonsexual” nudity.

The education blob’s revenge

I wrote recently how
teachers unions, parent-
teacher associations and
school bureaucrats form
an education “Blob” that
makes it hard to improve
schools.
They
also take
revenge
on those
who work
around the
Blob.

Here’s
one more
sad exam-
ple:

D Ben
Chavis, founder and
principal of the American
Indian Public Charter
Schools, got permission
to compete with the Blob
in Oakland, Calif. Chavis
vowed, “We’ll outperform
the other schools in five
years.” He did. Kids at the
three schools he runs now
have some of the highest
test scores in California.

His schools excel even
though the government
spends less on them.

But Chavis paid his wife
to do accounting work,
rented property to his
schools and didn’t follow
all of the Blob’s rules. So
last month, the Oakland
School Board said it might
close the schools.

Parents and students
begged the Blob — par-
don me, the school board

— not to. One sobbing
mother pleaded with the
board: “As soon as (my
son) goes to this school,
he’s a top student. ... And
now you guys want to take
that away from me.” Many
students implored, “Please
don’t close down our
school!”

The school board voted
to close the schools any-
way.

The students will now
probably have to go to
Oakland’s government-run
schools, which are not as
good. We asked to talk to
members of the Oakland
School Board, but they
refused.

Chavis, though, ex-
plained how working with
his wife and renting space
to the schools — regarded
by the board as too inces-
tuous — saved government
money.

“Yes. Some of the money
did go to me,” he told me.
“Someone had to step up
and get space. We had 34
kids when I started. Today,
we have 1,200.”

And those kids got a
better education for less
tax money. Who cares if
Chavis kept some?

The Blob cares. The
school board will get about
$10 million back if they
are no longer obliged to
send pupils to Chavis’
schools.

They’ll be hard-pressed

to beat Chavis’ academic
results, though. U.S. News
& World Report says his
schools are No. 1 in Oak-
land. The Washington Post
this month said American
Indian is No. 1 on the

list of most challenging
high schools in America.
Over the past three years,
100 percent of Chavis’
high school seniors were
accepted to four-year col-
leges.

By contrast, in New York
City, where I live, a third
of high school students
don’t even graduate in four
years.

Chavis says that if the
board thinks he stole
money, they should arrest
him instead of shutting
down his schools.

“If I did steal anything ...
punish me. Don’t punish
the students.”

And while options for
kids in Oakland shrink, the
Blob grows.

Over the past six de-
cades, as the number of
students in public schools
doubled, the Friedman
Foundation reports that the
number of non-teaching
staff got eight times as
large. Non-teaching staff
means assistant principles,
associate principals, sec-
retaries, social workers,
etc. Twenty-one states now
have more school adminis-
trators than teachers.

Despite all that new staff,

test scores stayed flat.

At least there are a few
signs of hope. Remember
the union protests at the
Wisconsin state capitol two
years ago? The union there
eventually lost its fight to
stop Wisconsin Gov. Scott
Walker from limiting col-
lective bargaining. Now
they can bargain over pay
but little else. Contracts
negotiations that used to
take years are sometimes
resolved in 15 minutes.

Union membership is no
longer automatic but has to
be renewed annually by in-
dividual members, volun-
tarily. The result: Teachers
unions lost about a third of
their members.

I expected that but had
no idea that some of the
savings in Wisconsin
would come from end-
ing the union’s monopoly
on health insurance. The
union had demanded that
its members buy insurance
from a company the union
created.

Allowing other insurers
to compete lowered insur-
ance costs so much that
Wisconsin has saved tens
of millions of dollars.

Good for Scott Walker.
Less money for the Blob
means more money, and
freedom, for the rest of us.

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More to watering your lawn than turning on the sprinkler

From 50 to 75 percent of a home’s total water use during the growing season may be
for outdoor purposes.

It is important to know how much water your irrigation system is putting out, and
understand how much water your turf requires or needs.

First, knowing how much or how long to irrigate your lawn to wet the soil to a depth
of 6 inches with each watering. Shallow watering produces weak, shallow-rooted grass
that is more susceptible to drought stress. A combination of soil type, sprinkler type/
style and water pressure determine how much water is needed to wet the soil to a depth
of 6 inches and how long a sprinkler must run.

The following steps can help determine how long to run your sprinkler or irrigation
system:

* Set five to six open top cans randomly on the lawn (cans with short sides such as
tuna or cat food cans work best). Turn the sprinkler system on for 30 minutes and then
measure and record the depth of water caught in each individual can. You can calcu-
late the average depth of water from all of the cans by adding the depths together and
divide by the number of cans. This will give you the amount of water applied in a 30
minute time.

» Use a garden spade or soil probe to determine how deeply the soil was wet during
the 30-minute time period. From the amount of water that was applied in the 30-minute
cycle and the depth that it wet the soil, you can determine how long the sprinkler must
run to wet the soil to a depth of 6 inches. In some soils, especially heavy clay, it is dif-
