School parking problems get temporary fix

W Travis Elementary safety issues will be looked into more this summer, officials say.

The City of Pampa and the
Pampa Independent School Dis-
trict met last week to look into a
safety issue at the Travis Elemen-
tary crosswalk. The crosswalk is
located at 23rd Avenue and Wells
Street. During pickup and drop
off hours, cars are allowed to
park on the far westbound lane
of 23rd Avenue.

This is where the problem
arose. Parents were parking in
spaces next to the crosswalk.
This forced the crossing guard to

step out past the
vehicles and into
oncoming traffic
before seeing if it
was safe to cross.

Superintendent
Dr. David Young
said that PISD
met with Pampa
Police  Depart-
ment and city of-
ficials last week
to discuss the safety issue.

“We have a great relationship
with the city,” he said. “And we
feel good knowing that we can
collaborate with the City to fix

issues that arise at school inter-
sections.”

From their meeting, Young
said that it was decided that for
the time being the two parking
spaces nearest to the crosswalk
will be barricaded. “During
the summer we might come up
with a better system. But even
still that system will only work
if people follow the rules in
place,” Young said. “We don’t
want to leave anything to chance.
We want the crossing guard to
have a clear field of vision. The
city requested the addition of the
barricades and we totally support

that.”

Young said there is a defined
traffic flow system and that if
people do not follow the system
then problems can arise at any
of the schools. He added that
he will work with principals to
make sure that staff at schools
only park in the designated staft
parking areas.

Currently at Wilson Elemen-
tary, teachers park along the road
in front of the school.

“During the summer we have
a proposed maintenance project
at Wilson,” he said. “That is to

Dale West was one of the lay people that said a
prayer Thursday at Pampa’s National Day of Prayer
Celebration held at the M.K. Brown Memorial Audito-
rium Heritage. This year, the annual holiday happened
to be on May 2, which for the past 22 years has been a
special day of remembrance for West.

The Pampa resident owns Dale’s Turf & Weed Con-
trol and his voice is heard twice a year on the radio
during KGRO’s on-air auctions.

On May 2, 1991, West’s oldest daughter was killed
in a car crash while performing mission work in Haiti.

Sonya, who was 20 at that time, was working in a
hospital near Limbe, a city on the opposite side of the
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island from the country’s capital, Port-au-Prince.
Though she had no previous medical experience, she
was setting broken bones and caring for orphaned ba-
bies, West said.
Haiti occupies the western third of the island of His-
paniola (the Dominican Republic occupies the eastern
two thirds) and is the poorest nation in the Americas. It

If the Legislature
is in town, bills
aren’t dead

No issue is really dead as long as the Legisla-
ture is in town.

Lawmakers love to take things to the brink of
legislative death and then revive them. They can
make a relatively easy thing look surprisingly
hard, then go home and recount their fantastic
and ingenious rescues of vital bills that would
otherwise have been sent to that great paper
shredder in the sky.

The last three weeks of a legislative session
are brutal. During the 20-week session, thou-
sands of bills are filed, and fewer than one in
four makes it to the finish line. In 2011, lawmak-
ers filed 6,003 bills and constitutional amend-
ments; only 1,390 passed, according to the Tex-
as Legislative Reference Library.

Over the next few weeks, the parliamentary
rules gradually remove paths to success. Most
House legislation has to be handed to the Senate
by the end of this week to survive. The rest of
the month is a minefield of deadlines like that,
all designed to limit what is written into the law

has been rife with political
instability for decades and
has a history of devastat-
ing earthquakes, the most
recent in 2010.

In the weeks preceding
Sonya’s death there was an
uprising on the island, West
said.

“Two weeks before she
died I got a telephone call
from her,” he said. “Voo-
doo was the prominent
religion on the island and
authorities had come to the
hospital that week. They
said there was going to be
a voodoo uprising (against
Christians) and they had to
move from the hospital.”

Most of the patients, doc-
tors and nurses left the hos-
pital, West said.

The only ones who stayed
were the head nurse, some
patients not safe to move
and Sonya, who remained
by her own choice, he said.

West recalled what his
oldest daughter said during
their conversation: “I came
here to help, not run, Dad.
[’m not scared to die.”

About two weeks after
their conversation, West
said he got a phone call
on a Friday night around
10:30.

His other two children,
Christa and Kurt, had al-
ready gone to bed.

“The man asked me if 1
was Sonya’s father,” West
said. “He said my daughter
had been in a car accident
and didn’t survive.”

Sonya and a young
woman from Canada were
riding in a car to Port-au-
Prince to spend the week-
end with Cecelia Man-
ness and her husband, an
American couple who had
assisted Sonya and other
American missionaries,
West said.

As they were driving, a
cow stopped in the mid-
dle of road and the driver
swerved to miss the cow.
When they swerved back
into the road, they were
struck by a car traveling in
the other direction.

Dad follows in
daughter’s footsteps

Twenty two years later,
West will travel to Haiti
July 18-27 with a mission
group from First United
Methodist Church, where
he attends.

His daughter Christa
Perry, a Canadian resident,
is among the 11 adults and
teenagers who are going.

FUMC youth director
David Gerhardt said along
with spreading the Gospel
they will help plant trees on

their nine-day trip.

But West and Christa
won’t be spending all nine
ofthose days with the group.

Gerhardt has made ar-
rangements for the father
and daughter to spend one
day and night at the hospital
where Sonya did her good
deeds the last four months
of her life.

They will fly to the hospi-
tal on a small plane, and the
trip is being paid for by a
church member who wishes
to remain anonymous.

West said he had to be
persuaded by Christa, Ger-
hardt and Donna Brauchi,
chair of missions at FUMC,
to make the trip.

Brauchi told him earlier
this year that Haiti was on
the radar for the church’s
summer mission trip and
that he should go.

She didn’t expect an an-
swer right away, West said,
so he avoided her for sev-

eral weeks.

Next in line to twist his
arm was Gerhardt, who
West said he also avoided.

But when daughter
Christa put on the pressure,
it was a little harder to say
no.

Christa said they needed
an answer quickly because
they all needed to buy
plane tickets. “Dad, you
are going!”

The next morning, West
said, he opened the Bible

to Acts. In the chapter he
was reading, Peter and Cor-
nelius met, and God told
Peter to take his work to the
Gentiles.

It was at that point West
knew that God was work-
ing through those three peo-
ple just as he had worked
through Peter. “God said
three times I had to go to
Haiti.”

The trip will be both a way
to remember Sonya and to
become closer to Christa, he
said. “I feel like this is such
a great honor to be able to
do this.”

Sonya’s decision
23 years ago

In 1990, Sonya was be-
tween her junior and senior
years at McMurry College
in Abilene (now McMurry
University) when she sat
down with her family and
told them she had a call-

ing to go to Haiti. But she
wouldn’t go unless she had
all of their blessings, West
said. Along with youngest
daughter Christa, West also
has a son, Kurt, and wife,
Bobbie.

West said at first he was
very apprehensive to let
Sonya go, but knew it would
be against God’s will to stop
her.

Sonya went on her own
instead of with an organized
group, getting funding from
three different churches.

She left for Haiti on Dec.
31, 1990, and, upon arrival,
stayed with the Mannesses,
who owned a compound in
Port-au-Prince where Amer-
ican missionaries could stay.

The mission hospital in
Limbe was owned and oper-
ated by an American doctor.
His last name was Hodges,
but West said he can’t re-
member his fist name.

“His wife, children and
grandchildren  were  all
working there,” West said,
adding that the doctor is now
deceased and that the hospi-
tal is being run by one of his
grandchildren.

Sonya had planned to stay
in Haiti for a year, West said,
then after that her dream
was to come home and raise
a family.

He described her as a per-
son who truly loved every-
body, young and old.

try and add to or expand
the existing parking lot at
Wilson so that teachers can
park in the lot rather than
on the street. It might cost a
good bit for the project, but
safety is safety.”

Young described the gen-
eral lack of parking at all
of the elementary schools.
“All of these buildings
were built a long time ago.
Parking was not a concern
then like it is now. We have
to retrofit parking to meet
today’s standards. Some
schools have more space
readily available to add
parking than others do.”

Young said that PISD
hopes people will under-
stand where to park and
will do so in designated
areas in order to maximize

safety and efficiency.
Donny Hooper, Pampa
public information officer,
said that the City received
complaints from concerned
parents about people park-
ing immediately next to the
crosswalk on 23rd Avenue
when school is letting out.
“City directors have dis-
cussed this with administra-
tors of the PISD, and both
feel that, though it may be
inconvenient for some, the
need to take every pre-
caution to avoid an acci-
dent with a child or cross-
ing guard is paramount,”
Hooper said in a released
statement. “Drivers are en-
couraged to always proceed
with extreme caution in any
and all school zones for the
safety of our children.”
Pampa Police Chief Kel-
ly Rushing said, “We un-
derstand that parking is at a
premium at this school, but
believe that people will un-

books.

Headline issues get the
full dramatic treatment.
When the Texas House
knocked down $2 billion
in financing for water last
week, the author, state
Rep.

He befriended a pretty,
quiet Haitian woman who
was about 40, which would
have been Sonya’s age if she
was still alive.

As it turned out, her name
was Sonya.

“He knew right then why
God had sent him over
there,” West said. “It was to
give him peace.”

West hopes he will find
that the same peace during
his trip to Haiti.

The really good news
from April’s employment
report is that all the pessi-
mistic, end-of-the-world,
spring-
swoon
forecast-
ers were
wrong. It
wasn’t a
fabulous
report. But
it handily
beat Wall
Street ex-
pectations.
— Stock mar-
kets soared on the news.

The bad news, howev-
er, is that the U.S. contin-
ues to fall further behind
its own long-term trends
for jobs and economic
growth. And lately, hours
worked — a key labor
measure — have begun
to fall.

First the good: Non-
farm payrolls rose by
165,000 last month,
with private payrolls up
176,000. And the prior
two months were revised
higher by a net 114,000.
The unemployment rate
fell slightly, from 7.6
percent to 7.5 percent.
And with all the hysteria
over the economic evils
of the sequester cuts,
government jobs have
fallen only by an average
5,000 over the past three
months — dwarfed by
private job gains.

Keynesians should
weep. So might President
Barack Obama. The se-
quester doom and gloom
has not come to pass.

In fact, 4 percent real
growth in the private
economy in the first
quarter far outstrips the
slippage in government
spending.

The 10-year, $1 trillion
spending cut launched
in 2011 and the 10-year,
$1 trillion sequester cuts,
which began this year,
are bright spots in eco-
nomic policy.

As a share of gross
domestic product, federal
spending is now less than
23 percent, down from a
peak of 25 percent. That
helps take the govern-
ment’s boot off the neck
of the free enterprise
economy.

But as good as it is
that more Americans are
working, they may be
working fewer hours. Not
a good trend.

worked are declining.
They fell 0.4 percent in
April, with manufactur-
ing hours dropping 0.2
percent. And aggregate
hours worked for all
employees also fell 0.4
percent. Those are wor-
risome trends for the
future.

It may be a harbinger
of the ill effects of the
job-killing Obamacare
program, in which rising
tax, mandate and regula-
tory costs penalize the
50th worker hired and
the 30th hour worked in
small business.

Fearing Obamacare,
profitable business is
reluctant to invest in the
kind of capital projects
that create jobs.

That is one reason job
growth is falling short
by at least 100,000 per
month. Nonfarm payrolls
remain 2.6 million short
of the peak, reached in
January 2008. What’s
more, the number of
people who are effective-
ly unemployed — those
who are not working,
underemployed or forced
to work only part time —
is roughly 22 million.

And partly because
people are dropping
out of the labor force or
collecting government
benefits instead of work-
ing, the employment-to-
population ratio, which
peaked at 64.6 percent in
April 2000, has dropped
to 56.8 percent.

That translates to a loss
of roughly 10 million
jobs from the long-term
trendline.

It’s a huge waste of hu-
man capital and talent, as
well as economic growth.

What’s more, the
anemic 2.1 percent real
GDP recovery of the past
15 quarters (compare
that with the 4.4 percent
post-World War II aver-
age) has thus far created
an output gap of roughly
$3 trillion, according to
RDQ economist John
Ryding.

This country will need
to grow at more than 5
percent yearly for more
than a decade if that
economic gap is to be
closed.

Brown recluse not a stranger to Pampa

Thrash metal band “Slayer”
co-founder and guitarist Jeff
Hanneman died last Thursday
in a Los Angeles
hospital. I bet
you’re thinking
I listen to thrash
metal music, aren’t
you? Well, slow
_. down amigos y

Al amigas, [ do not
DENNIS  listen to thrash

PALMITIER metal, and I use
— the term “music”
loosely whenever hearing such
bilge, thinking in stead it should
go right where it’s name im-
plies. But I digress. It’s what is
purported to have caused Mr.
Hanneman'’s death that caught
my immediate attention.

While soaking in a hot tub a
few years back, Mr. Hanneman
was bitten by a brown recluse
spider enjoying the same spa.
Evidently, it took the guitarist a
rather long time to opt for neces-
sary healthcare treatment, for
over that time frame he devel-
oped necrotising fasciitis on his
arm where the spider chomped
down, and once that occurred,

Mr. Hanneman’s quality of life
proceeded to get rather tedious
to endure. For those of you not
in the know, I’'m here to tell you
a brown recluse spider’s bite will
quite frankly, mess you up! For
clarity’s sake, necrotising fasci-
itis grabs a hold when treatment
of a brown recluse spider bite is
not treated post haste, and in re-
gard to Mr. Hanneman’s plight,
no telling what other healthcare
hazard was floating in the warm
water of that hot tub?

Shortly after my father died,

I was cleaning out the requisite
back yard tool shed of some
sixty years plus accumulation
of stuff. Many of us have been
down that road, eh? What had
to be 48 or so hours after clean-
ing the shed and while drying
myself after a shower, I noticed
a sizable red, rashy ring on my

left thigh along with a finger nail
sized black mark exactly in the
bull’s eye of the ring. I knew in-
stantly what I was seeing, which
was the resulting consequence of
a brown recluse spider’s bite.

I immediately dressed, headed
straight to our local ER where
the poison created necrosis was
dug away, received a healthy
number of steroid shots in and
around the wound along with
a mega dose slug of antibiotic
injection in one butt cheek. It
took close to eight weeks for the
site to heal and now I am blessed
with the scar in my leg courtesy
the little hellion.

Before I was bitten by the
brown recluse, I was not afraid
of spiders. You’re reading the
words of a man who to this very
day will still tease a rattlesnake
if confronted by one. Yellow
jacket wasps — I cannot tell
you how many times over my
lifetime I have been stung by the
buzzers for messing around with
their nests. I’ve teased alligator
snapping turtles with sticks just
to see one snap the thing in two,
and they can. Ever “play” with a
cornered badger? In other words,
nature still fascinates me to this
very day. Before my experience
due to the brown recluse spider,
I was not afraid of arachnids
either. In the past when encoun-
tering any spider save for a
brown recluse or black widow in
the home, I would simply catch
it and release the thing outdoors.
Not anymore.

Pampa happens to be square
in the middle of brown recluse
spider habitat. Aren’t we lucky.
The arachnid, at the most about
a fifty cent piece in size, en-
joys dark places like under
beds and furniture, inside shoes
and clothes in a closet, in at-
tic storage space, in basements,
under pier and beam foundation
structures, inside jam packed
tool sheds. It’s web, if you want
to call it such, does not resemble
a “normal” spider’s web. Rather
than the geometric beauty of a
garden spider’s web, the brown
recluse’s is a mishy mash of a
silk creation going all direc-
tions, as if the little killer built
the thing while smoking crack.
It’s egg sacs are somewhat round
with a hairy like appearance,
with a few to several placed
inside the nest. One other point.

The brown recluse spider is
quite aggressive and when get-
ting in close proximity to one,
you can be easily bitten on a fin-
ger, hand, toe, foot, leg, or body
and not realize anything until
later, like my situation entailed.

I’ve written about a nasty crit-
ter of which most Pampans are
well aware. If you are not or per-
haps new to our fair burg, take
my advice and call your favorite
exterminator muy pronto and
have your house and any exterior
buildings treated routinely. The
brown recluse spider is thriving
here quite nicely!

If bitten by one or recognize
the post-bite rashy red ring
that I had, seek medical atten-
tion forthwith. The resulting
treatment will still make for a
lousy healthcare experience, but
even more so the situation Jeft
Hanneman opted to put himself
in.

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A short history of Social Security amendments since 1935

Social

Almost every year since
the Social Security Act
was passed in 1935, there
have been amendments to
that original law. Many
years, they are simply
minor technical adjust-
ments. But some years,
they include major chang-
es to the program. Here is
a brief summary of how
the Social Security pro-
gram has evolved over the
years.

The Social Security Act
of 1935

The original law pro-
vided benefits only for a
retired worker age 65 or
older.

The 1939 Social Security
Amendments

Even before the first
monthly benefits were
paid in 1940, these amend-
ments added many provi-
sions to the original law.
They included benefits for
a dependent wife 65 and
older and for the minor
children of a retiree. They
also added the first sur-
vivor’s benefits: for a
widow age 65 or older,
for the minor children of
a deceased worker, for a
widowed mother of any
age caring for those chil-
dren and for dependent
parents of a deceased
worker.

The 1950 Social Security
Amendments

Congress must have real-
ized the 1939 amendments
were sexist because this
year they added benefits
for a dependent husband of
a retired woman and for a
dependent widower age 65
or older. They also provid-
ed benefits for a retiree’s
dependent wife of any age
as long as she was caring
for his minor child. And
for the first time, Congress
realized that not all mar-
riages last forever. They
included benefits for a

of a deceased
worker,  but
only if she was
married at least
20 years.

The 1956
Social Security
Amendments

These amend-
ments added a major new
Social Security program:
disability benefits. This
first law offered monthly
benefits only for disabled
people over age 50. But
in a few years, disabil-
ity benefits were made
available to people of all
ages. Provisions were also
added to pay monthly
benefits to disabled adult
children of retired, dis-
abled and deceased work-
ers. And for the first time,
Congress recognized that
not all senior citizens
wanted to wait until age 65
to claim benefits. Initially,
they offered earlier ben-
efits only to women. They
provided reduced retire-
ment benefits for women
between ages 62 and 64
and reduced spousal ben-
efits for dependent wives
and widows between ages
62 and 64.

The 1961 Social Security
Amendments

Finally, Congress autho-
rized reduced retirement
benefits to men. These
changes also provided
for reduced benefits for
dependent widowers
between ages 62 and 64.

The 1965 Social Security

Amendments
For the first time, ben-
efits were offered to

divorced wives if they
were at least 62 years old
and if they had been mar-
ried for at least 20 years.
(The 1950 amendments
had provided benefits only
for divorced widows.)
The 1965 amendments
also added the Medicare
program. But Medicare
is NOT a Social Security
program and an entirely

these health care benefits,
so I am not including
Medicare changes in the
rest of this column.)

The 1972 Social Security

Amendments
The concept of a
“delayed retirement

bonus” was added for the
first time to offer an incen-
tive to workers who wait
to file for retirement ben-
efits until beyond age 65.
Over the years, this bonus
has been liberalized.

The 1977 Social Security
Amendments

Congress closed a big
loophole in Social Security
law. A Social Security
retirement pension had
always offset any spou-
sal benefits a retiree might
be due on a husband’s
or wife’s Social Security
record. But folks getting
non-Social Security retire-
ment pensions (like many
teachers and government
employees) were still able
to get such spousal ben-
efits. Congress changed
the law to treat teacher
and government pensions
in the same way as Social
Security retirement pen-
sions. Also this year, the
length of marriage require-
ment for divorced spouses
was lowered to 10 years.

1983 Social Security
Amendments

The retirement age was
bumped up -- in gradu-
al steps. It is currently
planned to reach age 67
by 2027. In a rare move
to actually cut a Social
Security benefit, payments
to children over age 18
were eliminated. Also,
for the first time, Social
Security benefits became
taxable.

caring for the minor child nism was established for Amendments
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The earnings penalty
provisions were eliminat-
ed for anyone over Full
Retirement Age and were
liberalized for people
between age 62 and the
FRA. Provisions in these
amendments also led to

the “file and suspend” and
“restricted application”
rules (discussed many
times in this column) that
allow folks over age 66
to maximize their Social
Security benefits.

As 1 said at the begin-

ning, these are just SOME
of the highlights of Social
Security changes over the
years.

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Teen immigrant angst — a factor in bombings?

CHICAGO (AP)
Anna Tabakh didn’t know
a word of English. At age
5, a stranger in a strange
land, she was en route with
her parents from the Soviet
Union to a new home in
Kansas City, Mo. But she
understood the intent when
security guards at a New
York City airport suspi-
ciously eyed her stuffed an-
imal, a rather rotund plush
toy pig.

“They thought we were
smuggling diamonds in my
stuffed animal friend,” Ta-
bakh, now 27, says, recall-
ing how her mom, pleading
in broken English, persuad-
ed the guards not to tear
apart the toy to search its
contents.

Tabakh still has the pig in
her New York apartment,
“to remind me how far
I’ve come since those first
days.” The beginning was
traumatic, she says, but the
transition to American life
was relatively smooth — a
result that some social sci-
entists would say was part-
ly due to her age.

There is, in fact, a term
researchers use to describe
young people who, like Ta-
bakh, were born in other
countries but came to the
U.S. between the ages of 5
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and 12 and have a foot in
two worlds. They call them
“Generation 1.5.”

They remember the plac-
es they came from but come
of age in their new home —
and research shows that,
while they may struggle at
first, many end up adapting
better than immigrants who
arrive as teenagers.

It is a dynamic that could
help explain why the two
brothers suspected in the
Boston bombings had seem-
ingly different experiences
in this country, in terms of
how well they adapted.

Dzhokhar Tsarnaev, the
younger brother, was about
9 when he came to the Unit-
ed States from the Russian
Caucasus region. He was
more integrated in daily
American life, according to
accounts from friends and
relatives.

By comparison, they say
older brother Tamerlan
Tsarnaev — who came to
this country in his mid-
teens and died in a gunfight
with police after the bomb-
ings — had a more difficult
time fitting in.

He once told a journalist
that he had no American
friends. And yet when he
returned to his homeland
last year, relatives said he

had trouble fitting in there,
too — that he seemed more
American than Chechen.

Experts say that inability
to fit into either world is a
common predicament for
immigrants who came here
as teens, though many of
them eventually adapt much
more successfully than Ta-
merlan Tsarnaev did.

“Being a teenager itself
is such a hard journey. That
coupled with being an im-
migrant is very, very diffi-
cult,” says Barbara Green-
berg, a clinical psychologist
who ran an inpatient ado-
lescent psychiatric unit at
a hospital in New York for
many years and whose pa-
tients included young im-
migrants.

She says the teen years
are a particularly difficult
time to fit in because social
groups have formed, and
cliques are tougher to break
into.

“When you’re a little kid,
social groups are more in
flux,” says Greenberg, who
still specializes in adoles-
cents in private practice in
Connecticut.

The movie’s star, Johnny
Depp is a fine actor. He has
a reputation for taking on
odd characters and mak-
ing them fuzzy and lov-
able in spite of themselves.
Capt. Jack Sparrow, The
Mad Hatter, Edward Scis-
sorhands and Rango are a
few examples that immedi-
ately come to mind. I now
have another that I like tre-
mendously; Gilbert Grape.

This dramatic romance is
supposed to be happening
in the fictional town of En-
dora, Iowa but from the very
first frame you’ll know that
it was filmed deep in the
heart of Texas. Depp turns
in a solid performance as
Gilbert Grape — a young

man trying to hold his dys-
functional family together.
His father committed sui-
cide and his mother hasn’t
left the house since that day
eight years ago. Mom now
weighs about a quarter of
a ton and is the jerkwater
town spectacle. Gilbert has
two teenage sisters — one
is self absorbed, the other
is long suffering and sacri-
ficing. The main dynamic
in the family is Gilbert’s
autistic younger brother,
Arnie, played by Leonardo
DiCaprio, in a performance
that should have been re-
warded with an Oscar. Leo
was nominated for best
supporting actor but lost
out to Tommy Lee Jones
who won for “The Fugi-
tive.”

Gilbert has a minimal job
as a clerk in a small fam-
ily owned grocery store,
the existence of which, is
threatened by the new gi-
gantic food store out by
the interstate. Grape gives
and sacrifices for everyone
else including Betty, a local
housewife played by Mary
Steenburgen, who is bored
with her husband, bored
with her kids, and most
likely bored with herself.

Betty is persistent in call-
ing the little grocery store
for special deliveries as
long as that special deliv-
ery is delivered by Gilbert.

One day a caravan of
RV’s passes through town.

The last RV in line has
trouble and pulls off the
road with a sputtering en-
gine. Teenager Becky and
her grandmother are now
stranded. Becky, played by
Juliette Lewis, and Gilbert
become interested in each
other. The greater part of
the movie happens during
this time while waiting for
truck parts to arrive so that
Becky and Grandma can
get back on the road.

There is great contrast
here, Gilbert and family are
stuck in one place; never
moving. Becky, who lives
in a truck-pulled camper,
is free and always moving.
That isn’t just their living

conditions; it’s also their
frames of mind.
Depp, DiCaprio and

Steenburgen turn in some
of the best performances
in their careers. Kudos go
out to Ms. Steenbergen. In
one of my favorite scenes
of the movie, she and her
two young boys come
into the store.

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' Bride, four others die in limo fire on Calif. bridge

SAN FRANCISCO (AP)
— A newlywed bride was
celebrating a night out with
friends when the limousine
they were in erupted in
flames on a San Francisco
Bay bridge, Kkilling the
bride and four other wom-
en who were trapped inside
and injuring four who es-
caped, authorities and her
family said Sunday.

The driver, who was not
hurt, told investigators he
was driving the women on
the San Mateo-Hayward
Bridge Saturday night
when one of them com-
plained of smoke inside the
passenger  compartment,
San Mateo County Coroner
Robert Foucrault said.

He said he pulled over,
got out, and saw the back of
the 1999 Lincoln Town Car
fully engulfed in flames,
Foucrault said.

By the time firefighters
rushed to the scene and
put out the fire, authorities
found five badly burned
bodies huddled near the
partition that separates the
driver from the passengers.

“My guess would be they
were trying to get away
from the fire and use that
window opening as an es-
cape route,” Foucrault said.

He said other motorists
helped three women get out
of the rear right door, and a
fourth woman managed to
squeeze through the parti-
tion.

Investigators didn’t re-
lease details about the acci-
dent Sunday, but scheduled
anews conference Monday.

The San Mateo Fire De-
partment was looking into
the cause of the fire, while
the coroner’s office was
working with the Califor-

Relatives told the San
Francisco Chronicle and
the San Jose Mercury News
that one of the dead was
Neriza Fojas, 31, a regis-
tered nurse from Fresno
who recently wed and was
planning to travel to her na-
tive Philippines next month
to hold another ceremony
before family.

Her friends in the limou-
sine were fellow nurses.

The driver said he picked
the women up in Oakland
and was taking them across
the bridge to the Crowne
Plaza Hotel in Foster City.
Fojas’ sister, Rosalyn Ber-
samin, told the Chronicle
that after a night out on the
town, Fojas and her friends

were heading to the hotel to
party with her husband.

“She was a hard worker,
a loving sister,” a sobbing
Bersamin said.

Aerial video shot after
the incident showed about
one-third of the back half
of the limousine had been
scorched by the fire.

Its taillights and bumper
were gone and it appeared
to be resting on its rims,
but the remainder of the
vehicle didn’t appear to be
damaged.

A photo taken by a wit-
ness and broadcast on
KTVU-TV showed flames
shooting from the back of
the limo.

The driver — 46-year-old
Orville Brown of San Jose
— was the only person to
escape unhurt.

Brown’s  brother told
the Chronicle the flames

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Obama dares graduates to reject cynical voices

COLUMBUS, Ohio
(AP) — A year to the day
after kicking off his victo-
rious re-election campaign
on this college campus,
President Barack Obama
returned to Ohio State Uni-
versity and told graduates
that only through vigorous
participation in their de-
mocracy can they right an
ill-functioning government
and break through relent-
less cynicism about the na-
tion’s future.

“I dare you, Class of
2013, to do better. I dare
you to dream bigger,”
Obama said.

In a sunbaked stadium
filled with more than 57,000
students, friends and rela-
tives, Obama lamented an
American political sys-
tem that gets consumed by
“small things” and works
for the benefit of society’s
elite. He called graduates to
duty to “accomplish great
things,” like rebuilding a
still-feeble economy and
fighting poverty and cli-
mate change.

“Only you can ultimately
break that cycle. Only you
can make sure the democra-
cy you inherit is as good as

we know it can be,” Obama
told more than 10,000 cap-
and-gown-clad  graduates
gathered for the rite of pas-
sage. “But it requires your
dedicated, informed and
engaged citizenship.”

The visit to Ohio State
— the first of three com-
mencement addresses
Obama will give this sea-
son — was a homecoming
of sorts for Obama, who
has visited the campus five
times over little more than
a year, starting with his first
official campaign rally here
last May.

He made many more
stops elsewhere in Ohio
as he and Republican Mitt
Romney dueled for the
Buckeye State, and its 18
electoral votes were piv-
otal to Obama’s victories in
both 2008 and 2012.

There was little direct
mention of party politics
Sunday, but ample allusion
to the partisan battles that
cramped many of Obama’s
legislative efforts in his first
term and have continued
unabated into his second.

In an apparent reference
to his failed push on gun
control, he bemoaned that a

small minority in Congress
find excuses to oppose
things that most Americans
support.

“This is a joyous occa-
sion, so let me put it chari-
tably: I think it’s fair to say
our democracy isn’t work-
ing as well as we know it
can,” Obama said.

Invoking the end of the
Cold War, 9/11 and the eco-
nomic recession, Obama
said this generation had
been tested beyond what
their parents could have
imagined.

But he said young Ameri-
cans have responded with
a deep commitment to
service and a conviction
that they can improve their
surroundings. He urged
graduates to run for office,
start a business or join a
cause, contending that the
health of their democracy
“requires your dedicated,
informed and engaged citi-
zenship.”

“You’ve grown up hear-
ing voices that incessantly
warn of government as
nothing more than some
separate, sinister entity
that’s at the root of all our
problems,” Obama said.

“You should reject these |

voices. Because what these

suggest is that somehow =

our brave, creative, unique
experiment in self-rule is
just a sham with which we
can’t be trusted.”

Among the 10,143 stu-
dents receiving diplomas |

at this sprawling state uni-

versity Sunday were 130 |

veterans, including the first
class to benefit from the
new GI Bill that Congress =
passed after 9/11, univer-

sity officials said.

Ohio State also bestowed :

an honorary doctorate on
Obama, applauding his
“unwavering belief in the
ability to unite people
around a politics of pur-
pose.”

Also honored was pho-
tographer Annie Leibovitz,
whose images of Obama
and his family have become
iconic reflections on the na-
tion’s first black president.

Obama’s other two com-
mencement speeches this
season will be later in May
at the U.S. Naval Academy
in Annapolis, Md., and at
Morehouse College, an all-
male school in Atlanta.

Pittsburgh Marathon run amid tightened security

PITTSBURGH (AP) —
James Kirwa of Kenya has
won his second straight
Pittsburgh Marathon on
Sunday amid heightened
security following the Bos-
ton Marathon bombings
and with a contingent of
runners unable to finish the
Boston race.

About three dozen par-
ticipants in Sunday’s race
were expected to be run-
ners who had been unable
to finish last month’s Bos-
ton Marathon. A marathon
spokesman said the race’s
sponsor was paying trans-
portation and lodging costs
to help the 37 runners par-
ticipate.

Support for Boston was
evident throughout, with
runners sporting pro-Bos-
ton T-shirts. One runner
crossed the finish line car-
rying a large American flag.

Pittsburgh police were
aided by Pennsylvania
Emergency Management
Agency staff and other
area police departments in
providing security. Police

spokeswoman Diane Rich-
ard said a few people had
received a few calls about
people acting suspiciously,
but they proved to be un-
founded

Authorities said a runner
collapsed and died during
the half-marathon compe-
tition.  Pittsburgh Public
Safety Director Michael
Huss said the 23-year-old
man collapsed near para-
medics at the 12-mile mark
near Duquesne University.
Officials said he was pro-
nounced dead at UPMC
Marcy Hospital.

His name was not re-
leased. An autopsy by the
Allegheny County coro-
ner’s office was scheduled
Monday.

“This is a loss for the en-
tire marathon family and
our hearts and prayers go
out to his family at this
time,” race director Patrice
Matamoros said on the
marathon’s website.

Kirwa, finishing among a
group of half-marathon par-
ticipants, beat his time of a

year ago with an unofficial
mark of 2:13:37, becoming
the first back-to-back male
winner since Abel Gisemba
in 1993-94.

“I’'m really happy, and I
am coming back next year,”
said Kirwa, who added that
knowing the course made
for a better time.

Stephen  Njoroge  of
Flushing, N.Y., was second
on 2:14:10.

Mary Akor of Hawthorne,
Calif.,, won the women’s
marathon, collapsing in ex-
haustion after crossing the
finish line of 2:37:35. Hirut
Beyene Guangal of Ethio-
pia was second in 2:38:05.
She was third last year.

“I put a surge on Hirut
at 23 miles on the down-
hill and never let up. I was
determined to run hard and
win,” Akor said.

Marathon officials said
more than 22,700 runners
took part in men’s and
women’s marathons and
half-marathons, a record
for the event.

Collector keeps his 29 boa constrictors — for now

SALT LAKE CITY (AP)
— A Utah snake collec-
tor who says his rare boa
constrictors are getting a
bad rap has won at least a
temporary reprieve from
an order to remove more
than two dozen of the ex-
otic pets from his home.
Cottonwood Heights police
cited Thomas Cobb a week
ago for failure to have an
exotic pet permit and told
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him he had until Friday to
get rid of all but one of his
29 boa constrictors.

Cobb values the snakes at
$12,000 apiece and said he
spent $100,000 on a special
room in his basement with
top-of-the-line cages. Some
of the snakes are as long as
7 feet. Police officers noted
in their report the setup was
clean and well-kept.

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Rain brings muddy slopes
for Calif. fire crews

CAMARILLO,  Calif.
(AP) — Firefighters build-
ing  containment lines
around a huge Southern
California wildfire strug-
gled in muddy and slippery
conditions as rain moved in
Monday.

Ventura County Fire
spokesman Tony McHale
said the wet weather sig-
nificantly reduced fire ac-
tivity but also caused crews
to work more slowly and
methodically on steep rain-
slicked hillsides. The blaze
was 80 percent contained.
Officials expect full con-
tainment late Tuesday.

Investigators ruled out
arson as the cause of the
fire that charred 44 square
miles at the western end of
the Santa Monica Moun-
tains.

Instead, they believed it
was started by a small, “un-
determined roadside igni-
tion of grass and debris” on
the edge of U.S. 101 near
Thousand Oaks, said Tom
Piranio, a spokesman with
the California Department
of Forestry and Fire Pro-
tection. The area near an
uphill incline is considered
a collection point for fuel
and ignition sources, and
it’s possible a piece of de-
bris fell into the tinder-dry

brush early Thursday and
sparked the fire, Piranio
said.

“The topography plus the
hot, windy weather created
a perfect storm for the fire
to spread fast,” he said.

Atits peak, the fire threat-
ened some 4,000 homes as
it moved through neighbor-
hoods of Camarillo Springs
and Thousand Oaks. It
damaged 15 homes. The
blaze was one of more than
680 wildfires in the state so
far this year — about 200
more than average. East of
Los Angeles in Riverside
County, a fire that burned
510 acres south of Banning
was fully contained Sun-
day.

In Northern California, a
fire that has blackened 11
square miles of wilderness
in Tehama County was a
threat to a pair of com-
mercial properties near the
community of Butte Mead-
ows, according to Cal Fire.

Thunderstorms were
expected to bring erratic
winds but little rain to the
area about 200 miles north
of San Francisco.

Nearly 1,300 firefight-
ers were on the lines and
the blaze, which started
Wednesday, was 60 percent
contained.

Led Zep-
pelin’s surviving members
Robert Plant, John Paul
Jones and Jimmy Page
were in Washington just
before the Sandy concert
for the Kennedy Center
Honors.

Led Zeppelin last played
publicly at a one-night re-
union in London in 2007.
