They all have European accents but 
if you listen really close, you might 
detect a bit of Texas twang in their 
voices.

Among this Saturday’s graduates 
at Pampa High School are three for-
eign exchange students, Kristin Ol-
sen from Oslo, Norway; Valentina 
Hausler from Munich, Germany; and 
Ruken Yildiz from Hamburg, Ger-
many.

All three have been attending PHS 
for the 2012-13 school year.

Kristin and Ruken are staying with 
host parent Robin Abshire, who is 
the Panhandle coordinator for Inter-
national Exchange Student, the non-
profi t organization to the states.

Valentina is staying with host par-

ents Donna and Rodney West.
All three girls will return to their 

home countries in about two weeks. 
They have never studied abroad and 
after returning home will need to fi n-
ish schooling in their native coun-
tries.

Asked why they wanted to become 
exchange students, all three said it 
was for the opportunity to do some-
thing on their own and their fascina-
tion for the American way of life.

“My sister was a nanny in Califor-
nia,” Valentina said. “I had wanted 
to do something on my own for the 
self confi dence — to see what high 
school and life was like in America.”

Ruken and Kristin had similar an-
swers.

I wanted to do something on my 
own,” Ruken said. “To leave my par-
ents and be own my own for a year. 

To experience a different way of liv-
ing.” 

Kristin said. “I wanted to learn a 
new culture and see how every day 
life was for an America family and 
high school.”

All three said their American hosts 
have become like a second set of par-
ents.

“They have been really good,” 
Kristin said. “They have taken us a 
lot of places, twice to Louisiana. It’s 
been amazing.”

Asked about some of the differ-
ences between America and Europe, 
Ruken said, “Everything is bigger in 
America, especially here in Texas.”

Kristin said she was amazed by the 
size of meals in restaurants, where 
you are served salad, rolls and a meal 

Perry hails water bill, 
is evasive on his future

Gov. Rick Perry hailed legislation aimed 
at securing future water supplies on Tues-
day, but he was far less forthcoming about 
his plans for a newly called special session 

or his next political moves.
Perry spoke to reporters 

at a bill signing ceremony 
for House Bill 4, designed 
to set up a water infrastruc-
ture bank that will provide 
money for reservoirs, con-
servation programs and oth-
er projects, assuming voters 
give their approval to the 
proposed $2 billion in fund-
ing.

“It is hard to overstate the 
importance of this legislation,” Perry said. 
He spoke about how a strong supply of pota-
ble water was critical to the state’s economic 
growth as well as the quality of life of Tex-

Sunday alcohol sales passes first reading
 New city ordinance 
would be same as state law.

Establishments in Pampa that serve 
both food and alcohol may soon be able 
to serve alcohol on Sundays from noon to 
midnight.

The Pampa City Commission on Tues-
day approved fi rst reading of an ordi-

nance that would repeal the prohibition of 
the sale of alcoholic beverages on Sunday 
and add certain provisions relating to li-
censes and permits.

The reading was unanimously approved 
by the mayor and commissioners.

The new ordinance would apply to 
restaurants that serve 50 percent food or 
more and to convenience stores and gro-
cery stores that sell both food and alco-
holic beverages. Bars and liquor stores 
would still be prohibited from selling al-
cohol on Sundays.

Presently, bars and restaurants in Pam-

pa can serve alcohol on Sundays only be-
tween midnight and 1 a.m.

For local restaurant patrons, the change 
in the law would allow customers ordering 
food to also order alcoholic drinks from 
noon to midnight on Sundays. Beer, wine 
and mixed drinks would be included in the 
new ordinance. Once adopted, the city or-
dinance would be the same as state law.

The commission will hold second and 
fi nal reading on the ordinance at its next 
regular meeting, scheduled for 4 p.m., 
June 11.

In other actions, the commission ap-

proved on fi nal reading an ordinance to 
amend the current year fi scal budget — 
Oct. 1, 2012 to Sept. 30, 2013 — to pro-
vide for an additional $150,000 for the 
2013 seal coat project to improve several 
city streets.

The commission also approved another 
ordinance to amend the current budget to 
included $1.4 million in bond money ap-
proved to build four new city water wells, 
a glass wall on the ground fl oor of City 
Hall that would act as a fi rewall, addition-

A world away from home



Rep. Bachmann 
says she won’t run 

for re-election
ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) 

— Michele Bachmann, the 
Minnesota congresswoman 
whose sharply conservative 
views on social and fi scal is-
sues elevated her to a leader 
of the tea party movement, 
announced Wednesday she 
will not seek a fi fth term but 
insisted the decision was 
unrelated to ethics inquiries 
or her near-loss last fall.

It was a sudden turn for 
the foster-mom-turned-
politician. She left the door 
open to other, unspecifi ed 
political options.

Bachmann was traveling 
in Russia as part of a con-
gressional delegation and 
was not available for inter-
views. In a lengthy video 
message to supporters, she 
said her decision “was not 
infl uenced by any concerns 
about my being re-elected.”

Ron Carey, a former chief 
of staff to Bachmann, said 
he suspects she was antici-
pating a tough battle ahead 
and seemed to be stuck in 
place in Congress.

“This is a great chance to 
exit stage right rather than 
have a knockdown, drag-
out re-election fi ght,” said 
Carey, also a former state 
GOP chairman. “The reality 
also set in that she is not a 
favorite of Republican lead-
ership, so she is not going to 
be rising up to a committee 
chair or rising up in leader-
ship.”

Her departure next year is 
part of a larger shift involv-
ing the leading personalities 
of the tea party. Stalwarts 
like former Alaska Gov. 
Sarah Palin, former Rep. 
Allen West of Florida and 
former South Carolina Sen. 
Jim DeMint have left elect-
ed offi ce to move into con-
servative organizations and 
commentary roles.

They’ve been replaced by 
a new round of tea party-
backed lawmakers such as 
Sens. Ted Cruz of Texas and 
Mike Lee of Utah and Rep. 
Raul Labrador of Idaho.

“The movement had 
moved past her to a new 
round of leaders in Con-
gress and the states around 
the country,” said Dick 

Wadhams, a Colorado-
based Republican strategist. 
“In a short period of time, a 
new generation has stepped 
forward since the last elec-
tion.”

Bachmann also said her 
decision “was not impacted 
in any way by the recent in-
quiries into the activities of 
my former presidential cam-
paign” last year. In January, 
a former Bachmann aide 
fi led a complaint with the 
Federal Election Commis-
sion, claiming the candidate 
made improper payments to 
an Iowa state senator who 
was the state chairman of 
her 2012 presidential run. 
The aide, Peter Waldron, 
also accused Bachmann of 
other FEC violations.

Bachmann had given few 
clues she was consider-
ing leaving Congress. Her 
fundraising operation was 
churning out regular pitches 
for the small-dollar dona-
tions that she collected so 
well over the years. She 
also had an ad running on 
Twin Cities television pro-
moting her role in opposing 
President Barack Obama’s 
health care overhaul. The 
early timing of the ad sug-
gested she was preparing 
for a tough fi ght against 
Democrat Jim Graves, a 
hotel chain owner who nar-
rowly lost to Bachmann in 
November.

Without the polarizing 
Bachmann on the ticket, 
Republicans could have an 
easier time holding a dis-
trict that leans more heavily 
in the GOP direction than 
any other in Minnesota. A 
parade of hopefuls was ex-
pected.

By Wednesday morning, 
state Rep. Matt Dean, a for-
mer House majority leader, 
said he was inclined to run.

“It is something I have 
thought about in the past 
if Michele were to not run 
again,” Dean said. “It’s not 
something that I just started 
thinking about this morn-
ing.”

Graves said he thought 
Bachmann had “read the tea 
leaves.”

“The district is chang-
ing,” the Democrat said in 
an interview Wednesday 
with Minneapolis television 
station KARE. “They want 
somebody who really does 
have some business back-
ground and understands the 
economy and can get things 
done in Washington and 
back in the district.”

Andy Aplikowski, who 
has long been active in the 
district’s Republican Party 
chapter, said he expected 
Bachmann to run again but 
can understand why she 
didn’t.

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Engineering students use 
dance to solve problems 
EVANSTON, Ill. (AP) 

— Engineering students 
at Northwestern Univer-
sity are getting a leg up 
on the competition. 

They’re learning to 
swing dance in a four-
credit class called Whole 
Body Thinking.

Joe Holtgreive, an as-
sistant dean at the Mc-
Cormick School of Engi-
neering, started the class 
to help future engineers 
break outside their com-
fort zone.

Holtgreive says the 
course, led by North-
western University Pro-
fessor of Dance Billy 

Siegenfeld, is teaching 
students known for left-
brain thinking to use 
more of the right side of 
their brains.

The students include 
biomedical, mechani-
cal and chemical engi-
neering majors who say 
they’re learning more 
than dance. 

They say the class is 
teaching them to think on 
their feet and work col-
laboratively with dance 
partners — skills they 
say will help make them 
better engineers.



— all at once.
Though she had been to a 

Walmart when she was 13, 
Kristin said she forgot just 
how big they are, describ-
ing them as like a mall all 
inside one store.

Other differences they 
mentioned have to do with 
guns, cops, cars and alco-
hol.

In their home countries, 
the police do not carry 
guns on their persons. They 
can keep a firearm in their 
squad cars, but must have 
permission from a supervi-
sor to use it, they said.

The girls agreed that po-
lice in America tend to be 
stricter at enforcing laws, 
where you can get pulled 
over for only driving a few 
miles per hour over the 
speed limit.

In America, we can’t le-
gally drink alcohol until 21, 
but in Germany the drink-
ing age is 16 and in Norway 
it’s 18.

In both Germany and 
Norway, getting a driver’s 
license can cost you or your 
parents a small fortune.

Valentina said the cost for 
a first-time license in Ger-
many is $2,300; the price in 
Germany, Valentina said, is 

a whopping $5,000.
And along with those high 

costs, there are lots of hours 
of behind the wheel train-
ing with an instructor. Kris-
tin said if you fail the test 
in Norway, it’s a two-week 
wait before you can even 
reapply.

Filling your tank in Eu-
rope can be a big drain on 
your wallet as well.

The girls said Ameri-
cans complain every time 
the price of a gallon of gas 
hits $4, but in Germany it’s 
around $11 per gallon.

None of the girls can 
say they have made lots of 
friends in Pampa, but all 
agreed the friendships they 
have made here will be last-
ing ones.

They all plan to stay in 
touch with their American 
friends.

Kristin said as a gradua-
tion gift, the parents of one 
of her PHS friends gave that 
friend a trip to Europe next 
year to visit her.

Aside from soccer, all 
three said there isn’t much 
opportunity for students 
to play sports at their high 
schools.

But here at PHS, Ruken 
has played softball for the 
junior varsity team and 
Valentina and Kristin have 
played for the tennis team.

Though they were all new-
bies to those sports, the girls 

said the coaches gave them 
all the help they needed.

Asked if any students from 
PHS have been exchange 
students, Abshire said no, 
but she is looking for any 
students who are interested.

The girls said being an 
exchange student was a tre-
mendous experience that 
made them more mature and 
independent.

However, they advised 
that before becoming an 
exchange student, a young 
person needs to consider 
whether they can spend that 
much time away from their 
families.

Abshire, who never hosted 
students before, said being a 
host parent has its rewards.

Abshire said her own 
children are grown, and she 
wanted to open her home as 
well as her heart.

“If you have love in your 
home, it’s like bringing your 
kids back home,” she said. 
“You are sharing your life 
with someone from another 
country.”

Abshire said when she 
was young there was an ex-
change student at her high 
school, and finally had the 
opportunity to fulfill her 
dream of being a host par-
ent.

She said there is a mis-
conception that being a 
host parent is a big ex-
pense, but that’s not true.

She said the PHS ex-
change students all came 
to America with their 
own health insurance and 
spending money.

“You provide them with 
a place to sleep, to study, 
three meals a day and what 
you do beyond that is up to 
you,” she said.

She said she treated Kris-
tin and Ruken just like her 
own children.

“There were consequenc-
es when they did something 
wrong, just like with my 
own family,” she said.

Though they’ve been here 
nine months, Ruken said it 
feels just like yesterday 
when they landed here.

Kristin said it was kind 
of tough leaving home not 
knowing the person she’d 
being staying with, but Ab-
shire has become like a sec-
ond mom.

“I know I will always be 
able to talk to her even af-
ter I leave,” she said.

Perry ordered lawmakers to 
take up redistricting in a 30-
day special session that be-
gan about an hour after the 
regular 2013 session ended 
Monday.

Legislature awards Medal 
of Honor to Cameron man

AUSTIN(AP) — Texas lawmakers have awarded the 
Legislative Medal of Honor to a Cameron man killed in 
Afghanistan.

The Texas Legislature gives out the award to one per-
son every two years and on Memorial Day gave it to U.S. 
Army 2nd Lt. Darryn Deen Andrews Of Milam County. 
He was originally from White Deer.

Andrews was serving his second tour in Afghanistan 
with 1st Battalion, 501st Parachute Regiment in Septem-
ber 2009 when his unit was ambushed.

The unit was fi rst struck by an improvised explosive 
device and then by small arms fi re, including a rocket-
propelled grenade.

When I talk with her, she 
tells me she has the feel-
ing he doesn’t want to be 
married anymore.

DEAR CAUGHT: Step 
back and keep your 
mouth shut. You are in a 
no-win situation. 

It is Grant’s job to find 
the courage to tell his 
wife he made a mistake 
by marrying her. While 
it may be painful for 
her to hear, it probably 
won’t come as a shock, 
from what she’s telling 
you. 

You help neither of 
them by letting them dis-
cuss their marital prob-
lems with you instead of 
with each other. So do 
them both a favor and 
remove yourself from 
the middle.

DEAR ABBY: When I 
was 15, I was diagnosed 
with bi-polar disorder, 
severe anxiety and social 
phobia. I am now 20 and 
have been on countless 
medications and tried dif-
ferent forms of therapy. 
I wish for nothing more 
than to be a fully func-
tioning adult, but I am 
exhausted from trying my 
hardest to feel better inter-
nally only to find myself 
where I started.

What’s your best advice 
for young adults dealing 
with crippling mental ill-
ness? How can we live 
our lives without fear of 
being rejected or shunned 
for our illness? — FRUS-
TRATED IN WASHING-
TON

DEAR FRUSTRAT-
ED: There is still igno-
rance, stigma and fear 

about mental illness 
mostly because it is mis-
understood. However, 
50 percent of adults will 
have a diagnosable men-
tal illness at some time in 
their lives — including 
the ones you have. 

I discussed your letter 
with Dr. David Baron, 
psychiatrist in chief at 
the University of South-
ern California hospi-
tal. He suggested that I 
stress to you the impor-
tance of finding a mental 
health professional you 
can trust and confide in, 
and have another thor-
ough evaluation done. 

In recent years new-
er drugs and therapies 
are being used which 
may help you, so you 
shouldn’t give up. In a 
case like yours, a com-
bination of medication 
and talk therapy can be 
helpful.

DEAR ABBY: I am a 
7-year-old boy in the sec-
ond grade. There is a girl 
named “Kate” in my class 
and she wants to marry 
me. She sits next to me 
and she is really annoy-
ing. What should I do? — 
NOT READY TO SET-
TLE DOWN

DEAR NOT READY: 
Start running. And if 
she appeals to you when 
you’re about 14, slow 
down.
