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Truck with extended boom blamed for Cable One outage

M Service knocked out for 3,500 customers
in Pampa, White Deer and Panhandle.

By TimoTHY P. HOWSARE
thowsare@thepampanews.com
About 3,500 Cable One cus-

tomers in Pampa, White Deer
and Panhandle were without
service for more than 12 hours
Wednesday after an extended

boom on a utility truck struck a
main fiber optic line at the inter-
section of State Road 152 (Borg-
er Highway) and Florida Street in
Borger.

The outage occurred between
11:40 a.m. and noon, said Terry

Harris, Cable One’s general man-
ager in Borger.

Television, phone and Internet
services were all tied into the fi-
ber line. Pampa was the first to
get service back at 1 a.m. Thurs-
day, followed by White Deer and
Panhandle.

Lacking phone and Internet,
The Pampa News office closed
early and residents and business-
es throughout town reported loss

of service.

Harris said he understands the
frustration to customers at a per-
sonal level.

“I know it was extremely frus-
trating for the customers in those
communities,” he said. “I live in
Pampa, both my kids live and
work in Pampa so I understand
the frustration that everyone
went through. You don’t expect
a truck to go through an inter-

section with an arm extended to
catch a fiber line.”

Harris said Xcel Energy re-
sponded to the scene immediate-
ly because of damage to its pow-
er lines. Cable One had to wait
until after Xcel finished its repair
work, which was around 2:30
p.m. Harris added it was not an
Xcel truck that struck the lines.

County
approves
new tax rate

B Commissioners hear budget
requests, approve longevity pay.

The Gray County Court of Commissioners
met most of the day Thursday conducting regu-
lar business and listening to requests on its new
yearly budget, which begins Oct. 1.

Presentations were made by groups as diverse
as Clarendon College, Gray County 4H and Le-
fors EMS.

Near the beginning of the meeting, commis-
sioners approved an effective property tax rate
of .489381. That amount is the same as the roll
back rate, which is the highest rate the commis-
sioners can approve without going to the voters
for their blessing.

Judge Richard Peet said the roll back rate is
still lower than the rate for the current fiscal
year. The motion for the roll back tax rate was
approved unanimously.

The commissioners approved a request from
Raymond Jaramillo, vice president of Claren-
don College, to maintain its tax rate of 5 percent.
Jaramillo said he plans to hire another full-time
recruiter and a part-time custodian employee.

Jaramillo said enrollment has been as high as
500, but expects around 340 this school year.

The college’s 2014 budget includes ad valor-
em, or property tax, revenues of $790,000 and
tuition and fees at $175,574.

The Gray County 4-H program requested
$5,000 to purchase a 24-foot trailer to haul
both large and small animals.

County extension agent Brandon McGinty
said 4-H has a 16-foot trailer, but it is out-
dated.

He said many kids in 4-H have access to
pickup trucks, but not trailers, and having a
new, larger trailer would benefit them as they
travel throughout the state with their animals.

McGinty said 4-H has applied for a $30,000
state grant to buy the trailer, which will cost
between $28,000 to $30,000, but expects
only $20,000 will be approved.

If the full grant amount is approved, then
the 4-H program won’t need the $5,000 from
the county.

McGinty said there are 50 to 60 young peo-
ple in Gray County in 4-H.

Commissioner Joe Wheeley said he sup-
ports 4-H in its efforts.

“I’m in favor and in support of it,” he said.
“I make a motion to include a line item with
the understanding if they get the grant it
won’t be needed.”

Lefors Volunteer Fire and EMS receives
$5,700 from the county right now but is re-
questing $17,500 for next year.

Law could be trouble for Manziel case
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Simon, LLP in Fort Worth,
Texas, writes on the firm’s
website that the state of

Flight recorders found

in UPS plane crash

BIRMINGHAM,  Ala.
(AP) — Investigators found
flight recorders on Thurs-
day that could hold impor-
tant clues about why a UPS
jet crashed at Birmingham’s
airport, killing two pilots.

The voice and flight
data recorders were found
among the wreckage of the
plane that went down as it
was attempting to land in
Birmingham early Wednes-
day. The plane slammed
into a hillside just short of
the runway.

Workers in white cov-
eralls focused Thursday
on the tail section of the
aircraft where the devices
are typically found. In the
late morning, one of them
emerged from the partially
burned section carrying one
of the recorders and put it
on an all-terrain vehicle.

Other debris remains on
the ground and hasn’t been
moved.

The search of the tail area
had been delayed because
it was still smoldering late
Wednesday.

The A300 jet headed from
Louisville, Ky., to Birming-
ham, Ala., landed in a field
near the Birmingham-Shut-
tlesworth Airport around
daybreak Wednesday, kill-
ing the two pilots on board
and scattering wreckage
over a wide area. The air-
craft rained pieces of metal
into front yards and sheared
off a piece of one family’s
back deck.

The crash happened in a
grassy field where a neigh-
borhood stood until several
years ago, when airport of-
ficials began buying up and
then razing houses to clear
the area near the end of the
runway.

But such offers, which
began in 1986, weren’t
made on some of the nearby
homes, including that of
Cornelius and Barbara Ben-
son, who live in a two-story,
split-foyer home just a short
walk from the crash site.

“Hopefully we can get
out of here now,” said Cor-
nelius Benson.

The jet clipped trees
around the Bensons’ yard,
leaving  broken plastic
and twisted metal on the
ground, and took a piece of
their deck before slamming
into a hill.

“It was on fire before it

hit,” said Jerome Sanders,
who lives directly across
from the runway.

A preliminary investiga-
tion indicated the pilots did
not make any distress calls,
NTSB board member Rob-
ert L. Sumwalt said.

UPS spokesman Jeff Waf-
ford said the jet was carry-
ing a variety of cargo. He
did not elaborate.

The pilots’ names were
not immediately released.
But a man who identified
himself as a family member
said one of the pilots was
Shanda Fanning, a woman
in her mid-30s from Lynch-
burg, Tenn.

Wes Fanning, who said
he was the woman’s broth-
er-in-law, said Shanda Fan-
ning had been flying since
she was a teenager.

He said officials contact-
ed her mother and that UPS
representatives were with
the family.

Ryan Wimbleduft, who
lives just across the street
from the airport property,
said the crash shook his
house violently. Standing
in his driveway, he and his
mother could see the burn-
ing wreckage.

“l ran outside and it
looked like the sun was
coming up because of the
fire on the hill,” he said.
“Balls of fire were rolling
toward us.”

Wimbleduff said it can
be unsettling to live so near
low-flying, big aircraft.

“We’ll sometimes be out-
side and joke about being
able to throw rocks at them,
they’re so close,” he said.

Cornelius Benson, 75,
said planes routinely fly so
low over his house that a
few years ago, the airport
authority sent crews to trim
treetops.

James Giles said the
plane missed his home by
a couple of hundred yards,
judging from tree damage
and debris. He was at work
at the time but said it was
clear from the scene that
the plane was attempting to
land on the north-south run-
way that is typically used
by much smaller aircraft.
Large planes such as the
A300 typically aim for the
bigger east-west runway, he
said.

“They were just trying to
get to a landing spot, any-
where,” he said.

The plane was built in
2003 and had logged about
11,000 flight hours over
6,800 flights, Airbus said in
a news release.

The A300, Airbus’ first
plane, began flying in 1972.
Airbus quit building them
in 2007 after making a to-
tal of 816 A300 and A310s.
The model was retired from
U.S. passenger service in
2009.

Wednesday’s crash
comes nearly three years
after another UPS cargo
plane crashed in the United
Arab Emirates, just outside
Dubai. Both pilots were
killed.

Authorities there blamed
the Sept. 3, 2010, crash on
the jet’s load of 80,000 to
90,000 lithium batteries,
which are sensitive to tem-
perature.
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The presentation was
made by director Julie
Sims and EMT Chuck
Williamson.

They said they want
to increase their service
in McLean, which would
lessen trips for Pampa
EMS when there are

“Once they (Xcel) got
done we sent our crews to
remove all the damaged
fiber, and then we had to
wait for new fiber to be de-
livered,” Harris said.

The new fiber arrived,
and so did the rain clouds.

Around 7:15 p.m., a
thunderstorm with hail and
lightning slammed Borger
and the crews had to wait
until 9:30 p.m. before they
could go back to work, he
said.

“We already had the
strand up but it had to be
safe for our crews (to go
back to work),” Harris said.

Harris said at that inter-
section the main fiber line
splits into three smaller
lines — one going to Pam-
pa, another to White Deer
and a third to Panhandle.

If the same thing would
have happened along the
Borger Highway in Skel-
lytown, for instance, only
Pampa would have lost ser-
vice, Harris said.

Harris said Borger is the
location of Cable One’s
“head end” for the Panhan-
dle communities it serves.

“The head end is the lo-

cation where we have all of

satellite dishes, receivers,
the main hub for Internet
and phone service,” he said.

Harris said just one piece
of equipment there can run
around $500,000, so using
fiber optic lines to con-

nect all their communities
to one head end creates an
economy of scale.

“Instead of one (head
end) in each city we have
fiber optic lines to connect
everybody together,” he
said.

Harris said Cable One is
evaluating the incident to
determine how it can re-
store service more quickly
if an outage this widespread
should happen again.

He said the company
does bury some fiber op-
tics underground, and will
consider that option for the
intersection in Borger.

However, burying the
lines doesn’t always protect
them from damage, he said,
because they have had un-
derground fibers that have
been cut by people digging.

“We are sorry that it hap-
pened and are looking at
ways to restore service fast-
er for something like this,”
he said.

calls from that city.

Williamson said the
part of the county where
they serve is seeing more
wrecks, especially on In-
terstate 40.

If House Republicans
had somehow erased
chunks of the Afford-
able Care Act — the
employer mandate, the
ability
to screen
who gets
subsidies
and the
annual cap
on out-
of-pocket
costs for
a year
— the
Democrats
would have blasted
those moves as un-
conscionable acts of
sabotage. But the GOP
didn’t sneak in those
changes. President
Barack Obama did.

The New York Times
reported this week
that the administration
didn’t even announce its
decision to delay a cap
on copayments in many
health care plans.

“The grace period
has been outlined on
the Labor Department’s
Web site since February,
but was obscured in a
maze of legal and bu-
reaucratic language that
went largely unnoted,”
the Times reported.

Democrats argue that
because Republicans
don’t like Obamacare,
they shouldn’t complain
when the White House
delays provisions.

This week, Health and
Human Services Secre-
tary Kathleen Sebelius
slammed Republicans
who want to overturn
Obamacare. She said:
“It was passed and
signed three years ago.
It was upheld by the
Supreme Court a year
ago. The president was
re-elected. This is the
law of the land.”

OK, then, who made
Obama king, and how
does he get to override
a law passed by Con-
gress?

Now, I don’t agree
with the GOP rump that
is willing to risk shut-
ting down the federal
government in an un-
winnable bid to defund
Obamacare, but at least
those Republicans are
trying to defund Obam-
acare through the legis-
lative process.

Obama didn’t bother.

At a news conference
Friday, Fox News’ Ed
Henry asked Obama,
“If you pick and choose
what parts of the law

to implement, couldn’t
your successor down the
road pick and choose
whether they’ll imple-
ment your law and keep
it in place?”

The president and for-
mer constitutional law
professor answered that
“in a normal political
environment,” it would
be casier to call up the
speaker of the House
to introduce technical
changes into the law.
But there is no normal
on Obamacare, Obama
continued, and besides,
he has executive author-
ity to make the change.

David Applegate,
legal affairs adviser for
the right-leaning Heart-
land Institute, disagrees.

The Constitution
clearly stipulates that
Congress has the power
to write laws, which the
president must faithfully
execute.

What would be the
response, Applegate
asked, if a “President
Romney” simply an-
nounced that he wasn’t
going to administer
Obamacare?

Though the president
calls his delays tweaks,
they are also an admis-
sion that the Affordable
Care Act is not particu-
larly workable.

The employer mandate
discourages job creation
and encourages employ-
ers to cut back employ-
ees’ weekly hours.

The lowering of veri-
fication standards for
subsidies is a backdoor
way to buy the business
of young people who
otherwise might not
qualify. Delaying the
copayment cap should
keep health care premi-
ums from shooting up in
2014.

These delays, how-
ever, don’t fix the
inevitable problems;
instead, they string out
the gloom of uncertainty
that has cast a pall over
the American economy.

They just put off the
day of reckoning until
2014, a midterm elec-
tion year.

So what do you think
the president will do
then?

In it, I not only vindi-
cate many of America’s
Founding Fathers’ views
on marriage and fam-
ily — without condoning
their wrongdoing — but
also discuss what I be-
lieve we can do to restore
and strengthen the tradi-
tional family unit today.

Our founders were not
faultless politicians, patri-
ots, fathers or husbands.

How often is it echoed
that they had mistresses
or infidelity misgivings
rather than pointed out
that they had commit-
ments to preserve the role
of family in America,
including their own?

(But if I can find value
in our president’s private
time with his family,
the least that my liberal
friends can do is redis-
cover the value that our
founders had in their
families, too.)

The fact is that most of
America’s founders were
passionately concerned
with honoring the role
of the traditional family
in our culture. Though
they weathered their own
particular familial storms,
the founders treasured

civility.

For example, William
Penn, the founder of
Pennsylvania, wrote: “(A)

another; and teach their
Children to be unnatural
by their own Example.”

In 1799, two years
before his two terms as
president, Thomas Jef-
ferson wrote to his wife,
Mary, and compared the
political climate to his
home by saying, “Envi-
roned here in scenes of
constant torment, malice,
and obloquy, worn down
in a station where no ef-
fort to render service can
avail anything, I feel not
that existence is a bless-
ing, but when something
recalls my mind to my
family or farm.”

Jefferson also wrote to
the renowned explorer
William Clark, “By a law
of our nature, we can-
not be happy without the
endearing connections of
a family.”

Benjamin Rush — a
physician, educator and
signer of the Declaration
of Independence — wrote
to his wife, Julia, saying,
“I shall be better satisfied
if the same can be said
of me as was said of the
prophet of old, ‘That I
walked in the fear of the
Lord, and begat sons and
daughters’ (Genesis 5:22),
than if it were inscribed
upon my tombstone that
I governed the councils
or commanded the arms
of the whole continent of
America.”

You know the statistics
today. You see the prob-

Dell’s 2Q earnings fall
72% amid PC sales slide

ROUND ROCK (AP) —
Dell’s earnings plunged 72
percent during its fiscal sec-
ond quarter as the slumping
personal computer maker
struggled to cope with
technological upheaval and
shareholder unrest.

The disheartening results
announced Thursday could
help Dell Inc.’s board per-
suade more of the com-

pany’s stockholders that
they’re better off accepting
a buyout offer from a group
led by CEO Michael Dell
rather than risk further fi-
nancial deterioration in the
months ahead.
Shareholders are sched-
uled to vote on Michael
Dell’s $24.8 billion bid
on Sept. 12. The proposal
faces fierce resistance from

two major Dell stockhold-
ers, billionaire Carl Icahn
and investment fund South-
eastern Asset Management.

Dell earned $204 million,
or 12 cents per share, in the
quarter, down from $732
million, or 42 cents per
share, last year.

Revenue remained level
at $14.5 billion.

FOXBOROUGH, Mass.
(AP) — Tom Brady walked
off the field under his own
power. Several teammates
didn’t think he was hurt bad-
ly when he grabbed his left
knee after being knocked
down.

Yet the possibility that
the New England Patriots
might lose their star quar-
terback caused a scare at the
team’s joint practice with
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers
on Wednesday.

A person with knowledge
of the injury said an MRI
was negative and Brady was
day-to-day with a left knee
sprain. Asked if Brady might
play Friday night in an exhi-
bition game against the Buc-
caneers, the person said he
didn’t know.

The person spoke on con-
dition of anonymity because
the Patriots didn’t make an

announcement.

The two-time league
MVP had a season-ending
injury to the same knee
in the 2008
opener.

Brady
was injured
midway
through
practice
Wednesday
when  left
tackle Nate
Solder was
pushed into
him by Tampa Bay defensive
end Adrian Clayborn. Brady,
entering his 14th NFL sea-
son, fell, rocked backward
on the ground and held his
left knee.

He went to the sideline
then returned for a few more
plays before talking with
coach Bill Belichick and
leaving the field toward the

team’s indoor practice facil-
ity next to it.

“You’ve always got to stay
away from the quarterback
(in practice),” Clayborn said.
“You got a guy on his heels
and my instinct is to keep go-
ing, so that’s what I did.”

The contact came just
as Brady threw a long in-
completion down the right
sideline toward rookie Aaron
Dobson.

“We’re always working
to protect,” Solder said. “T’ll
have to see what happened
on the film. I screwed some
things up here and there.”

In 2008, Brady tore the an-
terior cruciate ligament in his
left knee. The Patriots missed
the playoffs that season. He
has played every game since
then and the team reached
the playoffs in all four sea-
sons.

New England is favored

to win the weak AFC East
for the 10th time in 11 years.
Losing Brady would have
made that much tougher.

After Brady left the field,
third-year pro Ryan Mallett
played with the first offen-
sive unit and Tim Tebow,
on his 26th birthday, played
with the second team. Mal-
lett threw an interception
soon after taking over.

“I’'m just trying to do my
job,” Mallett said. “I'm sure
Tom will be fine and we’ll
just go on.”

In his first series after
Brady left, Tebow completed
three of seven passes and
looked fairly sharp. One of
his passes was dropped.

Tebow left practice with-
out speaking with reporters.

“Anytime anybody, es-
pecially a teammate, goes
down it’s a dark cloud. It’s
unfortunate,” Patriots run-

(AP) — Less than three
weeks before  Okla-

Stoops gave no indi-
cation that his decision
will come any time soon
and he told reporters
he hasn’t ruled out us-
ing both Blake Bell and
Trevor Knight when the
Sooners host Louisiana-
Monroe on Aug. 31, say-
ing “there’s always that
chance.”

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Kan. voters’ limbo shows
hitch in citizenship law

TOPEKA, Kan. (AP) —
A few weeks after mov-
ing to suburban Kansas
City from the Seattle area,
Aaron Belenky went on-
line to register to vote. But
he ended up joining thou-
sands of other Kansas resi-
dents whose voting rights
are in legal limbo because
of the state’s new proof-
of-citizenship rule.

Starting this year, new
voters aren’t legally reg-
istered in Kansas until
they’ve presented a birth
certificate, passport or
other document demon-
strating U.S. citizenship.
Kansas is among a hand-
ful of GOP-dominated
states enacting rules to
keep noncitizens from vot-
ing, but the most visible
result is a growing pool
of nearly 15,000 residents
who’ve filled out registra-
tion forms but can’t cast
ballots.

Critics of the law point
out that the number of
people whose registrations
aren’t yet validated — and
who are thus blocked from
voting — far outpaces
the few hundred ballots
over the last 15 years that
Kansas officials say were
potentially tainted by ir-
regularities.  Preventing
election fraud was often
cited as the reason for en-
acting the law.

Belenky, a 39-year-old
computer programmer, has
his birth certificate and a
passport but said he’d have
to open and riffle through
boxes in his Overland Park
apartment to find them and
comply with a rule that
doesn’t exist across most
of the rest of the nation.

And now, the prospec-
tive Kansas Democrat is
irritated enough that he is
ready to join a legal chal-
lenge.

Rather than respond to
a July letter from election
officials, Belenky allowed
the American Civil Lib-
erties Union to list him
as one of three aggrieved
voters in a notice sent this
week to Kansas Secre-
tary of State Kris Kobach
threatening a federal law-
suit unless the state stops
enforcing the proof-of-
citizenship  requirement.
Kobach dismissed the
ACLU’s criticism as un-
founded and promised that
the state wouldn’t relent.

“I don’t like anybody
putting up barriers be-
tween me and a very basic
right,” Belenky said. “It’s
the state government say-
ing that they don’t believe

me when I say I'm a citi-
zen. I’m offended by that.”

Arizona enacted the na-
tion’s first proof-of-citi-
zenship law in 2004, but
the U.S. Supreme Court
struck down key parts of
it in June. Georgia, Kansas
and Alabama followed, but
only Kansas has compiled
solid statewide numbers
on blocked registrations.

Even though Kansas
has nearly 1.8 million
registered voters, anoth-
er 15,000 is significant
enough to decide a tight
statewide race and typical-
ly more the total in a state
House race.

The ACLU contends
that Kansas is violating a
longstanding federal elec-
tion law requiring states
to allow people to register
at driver’s license offices.
It and groups such as the
NAACP and the League
of Women Voters con-
tend that requiring proof
of citizenship suppresses
registrations among poor,
minority and student vot-
ers who are more likely to
support Democrats.

Kobach strongly dis-
agrees that Kansas is vio-
lating federal law and said
if the proof-of-citizenship
rule is voter suppression,
then “so is having regis-
tration in the first place.”
He said the ACLU and its
allies oppose efforts to en-
sure “that only citizens are
registered to vote.”

Kansas election officials
say many of the people on
the “suspense” list filled
out registration forms at a
driver’s license office but
didn’t have the papers to
prove their citizenship.

Critics of the law and
some local election of-
ficials question whether
state computer problems
are preventing driver’s
license offices from pro-
cessing information about
people who have the cor-
rect documents. The De-
partment of Revenue says
there’s no problem.

Kobach said the federal
law led to a large number
of people registering even
though they never intend
to vote and don’t respond
to entreaties to produce
papers. Kobach said Kan-
sas is lenient in allowing
people to fill out registra-
tion forms but document
their citizenship later.

“You have to create a
suspense list if you’re go-
ing to allow voters to take
their time,” he said.

Some prospective vot-
ers don’t mind complying

with the proof-of-citizen-
ship rule.

Maj. Shawn Plankinton,
who arrived from Wash-
ington in June for an as-
signment at Fort Leav-
enworth with the Kansas
Army National Guard,
said he’s “100 percent in
support.”

The 42-year-old regis-
tered at a Topeka-area ad-
dress as a Republican and
responded within a few
days to a letter from the lo-
cal election office.

He took in his birth cer-
tificate, normally kept in a
home safe.

He wasn’t offended, he
said. “I'm more a little
relieved that there’s some
due diligence.”

In seeking tighter elec-
tion laws, Kobach sug-
gested that reports of a few
hundred irregularities over
the previous 15 years rep-
resented a fraction of those
that actually occurred.

Still, prosecutions
main uncommon.

Keesha Gaskins, senior
counsel for the Democra-
cy Project at the Brennan
Center for Justice, a New
York University-based
institute critical of such
laws, said they’re enacted
“on a wave of enthusiasm”
without being properly
vetted.

“The cure is worse than
the disease,” she says.

In Arizona’s Maricopa
County, home to about 1.9
million registered voters,
more than 6,000 people on
its registration rolls didn’t
have driver’s licenses au-
thenticated as of late July,
which is usually attributed
to not having proven their
citizenship.

Registration =~ Manager
Jasper Altaha said only
hundreds of registra-
tions typically remain in
suspense for six months.
Then, Arizona officials
can delete them.

“Usually, when a voter
registers and really wants
to register, they’ll follow
up,” Altaha said.

But Kansas election of-
ficials can’t delete regis-
trations in suspense. In
northeast Kansas, Doug-
las County Clerk Jamie
Shew said his mailings
are getting only a handful
of responses. Neighboring
Johnson County also uses
robocalls, but registration
forms don’t require tele-
phone numbers.

And Election Commis-
sioner Brian Newby wor-
ries, “These people are go-
ing to be there forever.”

Lead prosecutor in Fort
Hood case keeps close eye

FORT HOOD, Texas
(AP) — Col. Michael Mul-
ligan stood up and whis-
pered to a fellow prosecu-
tor who had just finished
questioning a witness in the
Fort Hood shooting trial,
prompting the military law-
yer to stand back up and
ask how many bullet holes
the gunman left behind.

When Mulligan saw that
frustrated jurors couldn’t
hear another witness’ testi-
mony, he asked the judge
overseeing Maj. Nidal
Hasan’s military trial to tell
the witness to slow down
and speak up.

The lead prosecutor in
the case against Hasan,
who is accused of killing
13 people at the Texas mili-
tary base in 2009, has been
something of a quality-con-
trol specialist, watching for
any mistakes or oversights
that could bolster a future
appeal.

Taking the trouble to con-
firm the number of bullet
holes and making sure ju-
rors can hear every witness
may seem superfluous in a
trial where the suspect has
already told jurors he was
responsible for the worst
mass shooting ever on a
U.S. military base.

But Mulligan and other
prosecutors know that their
biggest hurdle likely isn’t
securing a conviction and
death sentence, but rather
making it though the mili-
tary’s appeals courts —
which have overturned
most  death  sentences
they’ve reviewed.

Mulligan, an experienced
prosecutor with distinctive
round glasses and a carry-
ing voice, did not deliver
the prosecution’s opening
statement and has ques-
tioned fewer than half of
the 70 witnesses who have
testified so far. He has oc-

casionally spoken up to
make sure procedures are
being followed, and twice
this week, his fellow pros-
ecutors asked more ques-
tions after he quietly spoke
to them.

“Remember that Mul-
ligan is not just a lawyer,
he’s an officer and a leader,
and he’s in the Army,” said
Geoffrey Corn, a professor
at the South Texas College
of Law who taught Mul-
ligan at the graduate level.
“One of the fundamental
responsibilities of a leader
in the Army is to prepare
your subordinates to do
your job.”

Mulligan’s appointment
was a sign of how seriously
the Army takes the Hasan
case, Corn said. Mulligan
has served in high-level
Army positions in Iraq,
Germany and the United
States, according to an of-
ficial biography.

He is also a rarity in the
military justice system: a
prosecutor who has suc-
cessfully put a soldier on
death row. Mulligan pros-
ecuted Hasan Akbar, a sol-
dier condemned for killing
two in an attack on fellow
soldiers in Kuwait during
the 2003 Iraq invasion.

Such sentences are rare in
the military justice system.
Only 16 death sentences
have been handed down
during court-martials, or
military trials, over the last
three decades — and 11
of those have been over-
turned, most on appeal
due to errors made at trial.
No active-duty soldier has
been executed since 1961.

Just last week, an Air
Force appeals court over-
turned the sentence of Air
Force airman Andrew Witt,
condemned in 2005 for kill-
ing two people at Robins
Air Force Base in Georgia.

Corn speculated that such
case are on Mulligan’s
mind.

“He knows probably bet-
ter than most people wear-
ing uniform today ... that
the trial has to be done as
perfectly as humanly pos-
sible,” Corn said.

An overturned sentence
for Hasan would be an em-
barrassment for Army of-
ficials, as the death penalty
was a key reason for even
having an expensive, long-
delayed trial. Hasan wanted
to plead guilty but wasn’t
allowed because a death
sentence was on the table.

Hasan has put up almost
no defense so far, letting
almost every prosecution
witness pass without ques-
tions or objections. Hasan,
who is acting as his own
attorney during the trial,
acknowledged the prosecu-
tion’s overwhelming ad-
vantage in his brief opening
statement: The evidence
against him, Hasan said,
would clearly show he was
the shooter.

But appeals are automat-
ic in death row cases. That
means appellate judges,
who are accustomed to
overturning more death
penalty cases than they let
stand, will pore through the
trial record and evidence if
they get the case.

While prosecutors clearly
have an advantage in how
much evidence is on their
side, the 13-officer jury
must be unanimous in con-
victing Hasan of premedi-
tated murder and for ap-
proving a death sentence.

That’s when Mulligan’s
experience will be particu-
larly crucial, Corn said.

“Proving guilt was not
particularly significant,” he
said. “It was going to be in
sentencing ... and it was go-
ing to be on appeal.”

New mammal

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Imagine a raccoon with a
teddy bear face that is so cute
it’s hard to resist, let alone
overlook. But somehow sci-
ence did — until now.

Researchers  announced
Thursday a rare discovery
of a new species of mammal
called the olinguito. It be-
longs to a grouping of large
creatures that include dogs,
cats and bears.

The raccoon-sized critter
leaps through the trees of
mountainous forests of Ec-
uador and Colombia at night,
according to a Smithsonian
researcher who has spent the
past decade tracking them.

But the adorable olin-
guito  (oh-lihn-GEE’-toe)
shouldn’t have been too hard
to find. One of them lived in
the Smithsonian-run Nation-
al Zoo in the Washington for
a year in a case of mistaken
identity.

“It’s been kind of hiding in
plain sight for a long time”
despite its extraordinary
beauty, said Kristofer Hel-
gen, the Smithsonian’s cura-
tor of mammals.

The zoo’s little critter,
named Ringerl, was mis-
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taken for a sister species, the
olingo. Ringerl was shipped
from zoo to zoo from 1967
to 1976: Louisville, Ky.,
Tucson, Ariz., Salt Lake
City, Washington and New
York City to try to get it to
breed with other olingos.

It wouldn’t.

“It turns out she wasn’t
fussy,” Helgen said. “She
wasn’t the right species.”

The discovery is described
in a study in the journal
ZooKey.

Helgen first figured olin-
guitos were different from
olingos when he was look-
ing at pelts and skeletons in a
museum. He later led a team
to South America in 2006.

“When we went to the field
we found it in the very first
night,” said study co-author
Roland Kays of the North
Carolina Museum of Natural
Sciences. “It was almost like
it was waiting for us.”

It’s hard to figure how
olingos and onlinguitos were
confused for each other.

“How is it different? In al-
most every way that you can
look at it,” Helgen said.

Olinguitos are smaller,
have shorter tails, a rounder

face, tinier ears and darker
bushier fur, he said.

“It looks kind of like a
fuzzball ... kind of like a
cross between a teddy bear
and a house cat,” Helgen
said.

It eats fruit, weighs about 2
pounds and has one baby at
a time. Helgen figures there
are thousands of olinguitos
in the mountainous forest,
traveling through the trees at
night so they are hard to see.

While new species are
found regularly, usually they
are tiny and not mammals,
the warm-blooded advanced
class of animals that have
hair, live births and mam-
mary glands in females.

Outside experts said this is
not merely renaming some-
thing, but a genuine new
species and a significant
find, the type that hasn’t hap-
pened for about 35 years.

“Most people Dbelieve
there are no new species
to discover, particularly of
relatively large charismatic
animals,” said Case Western
Reserve University anatomy
professor Darin Croft. “This
study demonstrates that this
is clearly not the case.”
