MEXICO CITY (AP)
— As Mexican children
trooped back to school on
Monday, they had already
learned one lesson: You
can’t believe everything
you read in your textbook.

Their new government-
provided books are rid-
dled with the sort of errors
that students are supposed
to be learning to avoid:
misspellings, errors of
grammar and punctua-
tion, and at least one city
located in the wrong state.

The foul-up is an em-
barrassment for a gov-
ernment that is trying to
overhaul Mexico’s much-
criticized school system.
Officials promised to give
teachers a list of the errors
so they can try to manual-
ly correct at least 117 mis-
takes. The Education De-

partment acknowledged it
found them only after 235
million elementary text-
books were being printed.

“It’s not fair. Children
are impressionable. The
moment they see the er-
ror, it stays with them,”
complained Edith Sali-
nas, a graphic designer
who had just dropped
her sixth-grade girl off at

school.
Education Secretary
Emilio Chuayffet has

called the errors “unfor-
givable,” but he blames
Mexico’s previous admin-
istration for the stumble.
He says he was faced with
the predicament of choos-
ing between stopping the
printing of flawed text-
books so they could be
corrected and making
sure the country’s 26 mil-

lion school children had
textbooks for each subject
at the start of classes.

Earlier this month, Ch-
uvayffet pledged to find
out who was responsible.
He also gave the Mexican
Academy of Language the
task of ensuring that fu-
ture editions won’t have
such errors.

“How are we going to
nurture minds with gram-
matical mistakes?” he
said when he signed an
agreement with the acad-
emy.

Still, Chuayffet’s de-
partment has been less
than transparent about
just what the errors are.

It had not released the
list of mistakes to the
public or even to the lan-
guage academy members.

The teacher’s union also

said it had seen no such
list, and teachers leaving
the classrooms on Mon-
day said they had not re-
ceived it.

The news blog Animal
Politico did an indepen-
dent review and found tha
words are misspelled in
the Spanish textbook anc
accents forgotten or mis-
placed.

There were words writ-
ten with a “c” instead of
an “s,” common mix-ups
that are taken as a sigr
you are not well educated.
They have also found toc
many commas and words
lacking the proper accen
marks.

A geography text wrong-
ly puts the Caribbean re-
sort city of Tulum in the
state of Yucatan instead o
Quintana Roo, it said.

Duncan retired from
the DBA’s board of direc-
tors last week. Kathy Cota
from the Pampa Economic
Development Corp. re-
places him as treasurer..

Duncan, who is now in
his late 80s, said the time
has come for him to step
down.

He said he enjoyed his
nearly five decades of
working with the DBA.
“I like helping the down-
town.”

ReDonn Woods, current
DBA president and pub-
lisher of The Pampa News,
said Duncan did an excel-
lent job of keeping the or-
ganization in the black.

“He was a wonderful
member and friend,” she
said. “We will really miss
seeing him at the meet-
ings.”

The Downtown Busi-
ness Association was in-
corporated in March 1967.

“There was a chamber
of commerce but at that
time they were focusing
on the Coronado Center
and North Hobart Street,”
Duncan said. “The down-
town businesses decided
we needed a unified voice.
We had major parking
problems, so we decided
to form the DBA.”

Duncan said that he and
another businessman, Bill
Monroe, contacted sev-
eral cities with downtowns
about the size of Pampa
to obtain copies of their
charters and bylaws for a
downtown business asso-
ciation.

More than 100 business-
es joined the DBA when
it organized 46 years ago.
The current membership is
between 40 and 45, Dun-
can said.

Any business can join,
Duncan said. However,
most are in the downtown
with a few out on the fring-
es.

Duncan recalled that as
late as the early ’60s, Ho-
bart Street was a dirt coun-
ty road.

Then, as the road was
paved and the population
grew, many of the retail
chains that were downtown
relocated to North Hobart
Street.

The new retail sites,
like the Coronado Center,
had more parking than the
downtown businesses, and
the parking was free.

The only parking spaces
downtown were in front
of buildings and those
spaces had parking meters.
Visitors had to pay to park
downtown and were fined
by meter maids if they
overstayed their time.

Members of the DBA
contacted a downtown ex-
pert in Dallas and arranged
a meeting with city officials
at the Pampa Country Club.

The speaker was blunt,
Duncan said. If the city
wanted to save its down-
town, there would have to
be an even playing field by
removing the parking me-
ters.

Though the city made
revenue from the meters,
eliminating them helped
the downtown immensely,

he said.

Duncan said his brother,
Kirk, did a lot for the DBA
and was president several
times.

Kirk worked on parking
control and obtaining more
parking lots, Duncan said.

“When White Auto store
burned, he was instrumen-
tal in buying their vacant lot
which is next to the VFW
building,” Duncan said.
“He was also instrumental
in selling it for a nice prof-
it. This was the source of
our money market account
which was originally over
$15,000.”

With that account, the
DBA helped First Baptist
Church pave its parking lot
across the street from the
church and fund several
other parking lot projects.

Another one of the
DBA’s big projects was
planting trees in the down-
town. The DBA agreed to
spend $6,000 for the trees,
and the city agreed to break
tree wells and plant them,
he said.

“The trees have greened
up the area and made
downtown a more pleas-
ant place to shop,” Duncan
said.

The DBA also has paid

for planter barrels with
flowers on each block and
paid for lighting the trees at
Christmas time.

“The Christmas tree
lights are a big draw for
Pampa and area people,”
Duncan said. “The city and
other firms now help us
with this sizable expense.”

Duncan said he is con-
fident the DBA’s strong
leadership, which along
with  Woods includes
Ken Rheams and Ronnie
Holmes, will carry on the
organization’s good work.

“The DBA has been of
great value in keeping our
downtown viable,” he said.
“I hope the DBA will al-
ways actively promote and
improve our downtown.”

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The Rolex gene

Former Rep. Jesse
Jackson Jr., D-I11., was
given two and a half
years in
prison
for, in the
words of
the U.S.
federal
judge who
sentenced
him, us-
ing his
campaign
treasury as
a “personal piggy bank.”

I have only met Jesse
Jackson Jr. a couple of
times. But I liked him
and found him, unlike
more than a few of his
congressional colleagues,
actually interested in
events and issues that
did not directly involve
him. I knew Jesse Jr. had
a real problem when I
learned that he had the
Rolex gene, however.

The Rolex gene is basi-
cally, but not exclusively,
a male disorder that
clouds men’s minds into
believing that if they pay
several thousand dollars
for a big wrist watch,
other people will recog-
nize them as successful
and important. Jackson
raided his campaign fund
of $43,000 to buy an
especially pricey Rolex.

This gene is bipartisan.
Virginia’s Republican
Gov. Bob McDonnell, af-
ter admitting that he had
embarrassed his state, has
returned all the “tan-
gible” gifts an influence-
seeking businessman
had bestowed on him
and his family — includ-
ing $25,000 in wedding
expenses to two of the
governor’s daughters, a
$15,000 shopping trip for
Mrs. McDonnell at New
York’s Bergdorf Good-
man and, for the ‘Gov’
himself, a $6,500 Rolex
wristwatch.

It could be just a crazy
coincidence that Bernie
Madoff, the architect and
engineer of his own $65
million Ponzi scheme,
had in his townhouse,
count ‘em, 17 Rolexes,
including the Oyster
chronograph, which sold
for only $63,500. This
is obviously not about

Museum Musings

A Pampa school teacher who made a difference

The third teacher of the Pampa
school was John V. Thomas, who
came to Pampa in 1902. Thomas was

7 the great-great uncle of
Bart and Zach Thomas.
Both were Texas Tech
football players and
Zach an NFL player.

When John Thomas
began his career
teaching in Pampa his
' * salary for the eight-
COURTNEY  month session was $75

OXLEY a month. Two weeks

before school was to

begin, Thomas found only six pupils
of school age. He persuaded three
overage children to enroll and found
mothers of three underage children
willing to send their children. The
1905-06 school year opened on the
first Monday of September in 1905
with 12 pupils.

During the last month of the eight-
month session, the school enrollment
increased to 43 and Mrs. Thomas was
employed to help her husband with the
younger children. During the summer
of 1906, Hobart had two rooms added
to the original one-room building.
This made a T-shaped building of
three rooms. The 1906-07 school year
began with 150 pupils and a third
teacher, Miss Tat Worthington.

The school day was from 9 a.m. to 4
p.m. with one hour for lunch and two
recesses. Thomas checked attendance
by using tallies, round pieces of tin
with numbers for each child. As pupils
entered the room, they removed their

B

tallies from hooks hung on boards
beside the windows and dropped the
tallies in a box. Tallies left on the
hooks showed which pupils were
tardy or absent, which was considered
a serious offense.

There was no cafeteria; lunches
(“dinner buckets”) were kept on
shelves placed around the room. Wa-
ter was brought from a community
well and Thomas and the older boys
attended to the stove, which heated
the room.

The school day began with a
prayer and the singing of a religious
song or sometimes “America.”
Some of the books used were Mc-
Guffey’s Reader, Butler’s Grammar
and Language and the Blue Backed
Speller.

Spelling and geography were
recited by pupils who stood up and
turned each other down. The pupils
who stood the longest received gold
and silver stars. At certain times, the
children with the most stars were
given some sort of entertainment,
such as bobbing for apples.

Pupils took slates and sponges to
erase the slates, but later they had
tablets to take notes (or to write
notes when the teacher wasn’t look-
ing). They had two big tests, one just
before Christmas and one just before
the close of school in May.

It was considered a privilege to
stay after school and clean the build-
ing and the boy who went for water
was the model of good behavior.
Another privilege, which appealed

especially to the girls, was to be in
charge of the younger grades when
the teacher had to leave the room.

Pupils had very little play equip-
ment, but some of them would bring
balls, bats and marbles from home
and organize teams. A favorite game
played at noon was “King, King Ca-
nesco.” Other games included Blind
Man, Follow-no-Follow, Miller Boy,
Dare Base and London Bridge. In
the winter throwing snow balls was
the most popular sport. Thomas
always played with the children at
noon and recess because he believed
that teaching them to play was an
important part of his duties.

A student, Beryl Wynne Vicars,
remembered his card system that
really worked. At the close of each
day, each child who had behaved
received a little card with the words
“one merit.” At the end of the month,
any child with 4 merit cards could
stay after for a treat. In those days, it
did not take much to please a young-
ster— perhaps popcorn, candy, an
apple or an orange. Once there was a
picture show that Thomas had made.

“A better teacher never taught. He
was strict but always just, a man one
could respect.” Said Vicars.

After all, Newt Gingrich
will be one of the show’s
two conservative hosts.

This is after he ran and
lost the 2012 GOP presi-
dential primary by taking
on the news media, most
notably CNN’s John King.
When King moderated a
January 2012 debate in
South Carolina, he opened
by asking Gingrich about
an ABC report that the
Newter’s second wife,
Marianne, claimed Gin-
grich had asked her to
agree to an open marriage
in 1999.

Gingrich cheated on his
second wife with his now
third wife; nonetheless,
the former speaker of the
House was in high dud-
geon at the very suggestion
that he would propose an
open marriage.

“I think the destructive,
vicious, negative nature of
much of the news media
makes it harder to govern
this country, harder to
attract decent people to
run for public office,” he
railed.

And: “I am frankly
astounded that CNN would
take trash like that and use
it to open a presidential
debate.”

Now Gingrich is working
for CNN. And I am frankly
astounded that CNN would
take a huckster like him
and use him to open “Son
of Crossfire.”

In 2008, Gingrich sat
on a love seat with Nancy
Pelosi for an ad that urged
Washington to “take action
against climate change.”
Two years later, when it
served his presidential
aspirations, Gingrich was
railing against carbon taxes
and talking up the benefits

of cheap gasoline. He will
say anything.

Likewise, liberal
co-host Stephanie Cut-
ter, the former Barack
Obama spokeswoman
who claimed to have no
knowledge of a negative ad
campaign — even though
she had set up a conference
call with the ad’s star, a
disgruntled former em-
ployee of Mitt Romney’s
— will say anything.

“Crossfire” lasted on
television for 23 years
because it featured hard-
charging hosts with real
chops — Pat Buchanan
and Michael Kinsley, Bob
Novak and Bill Press —
and core convictions. The
new version’s other two
hosts — S.E. Cupp on the
right and Van Jones on the
left — could well fill those
shoes.

For their part, Gingrich
and Cutter represent the
very qualities that helped
lead to the 2005 cancella-
tion of “Crossfire.” Months
earlier, comedian Jon
Stewart appeared on the
show with co-hosts Tucker
Carlson and Paul Begala.
To my mind, Carlson and

Begala were credible hosts,
but Stewart drew blood
when he faulted the show
for “hurting America” with
its “partisan hackery.”

When CNN canceled
the show in 2005, its then
president, Jonathan Klein,
told The New York Times
that Stewart’s criticism
was a factor. CNN wanted
to move away from “head-
butting debate shows.”

These days, the problem
with cable debate isn’t the
head-butting so much as
the feel that this is showbiz
head-butting.

Gingrich accuses CNN
of running a gutter debate.
CNN hires Gingrich. Does
that mean Gingrich was
right?

The problem with
political discourse these
days isn’t that it’s too
adversarial; it’s that it isn’t
adversarial at all. It’s just
show business.

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Creditors file objections to Detroit bankruptcy

DETROIT (AP) — The
city’s biggest employee
union, retirees and even a
few dozen residents filed
objections Monday to De-
troit’s request for bank-
ruptcy protection, the larg-
est municipal filing in U.S.
history and a move aimed
at wiping away billions of
dollars in debt.

The filing by the Ameri-
can Federation of State,
County & Municipal Em-
ployees Michigan Council
25 also came before ex-
pected objections from two
city pension systems, bond
holders, banks and others
who hope to convince fed-
eral Judge Steven Rhodes
not to allow the Chapter 9
petition by Detroit emer-
gency manager Kevyn Orr.

Rhodes set Monday as
the eligibility objection
deadline. Attorneys for
large creditors have until
just before midnight to file
objections electronically.
Individual creditors who
fear losing their pensions
and paying more for health
care began filing objections
Monday in person at the
court.

Since 1954, 29 of 62 mu-
nicipal bankruptcies pur-

sued in the U.S. have been
dismissed.

The AFSCME, the AFL-
CIO and city retirees claim
in their objection that Mich-
igan’s emergency manager
law — which gives Orr his
authority — impairs vested
pension rights violating the
state Constitution. They
also claim Orr did not ne-
gotiate in good faith with
city creditors and that he
has not yet proved Detroit
is insolvent.

“The city, led by its un-
elected, politically appoint-
ed emergency manager ...
hastily commenced this un-
constitutional, unlawfully
authorized Chapter 9 pro-
ceeding seeking the haven
of bankruptcy to illegally
attempt to slash pension
and other post-employment
benefit obligations and
cram such reductions down
the throats of current and
former city employees such
as the AFSCME Detroit
Employees,” read their ob-
jection.

Orr, hired in March by
the state to fix Detroit’s
finances, has said there
are no other options for
Detroit. The city’s budget
deficit has hovered near or

above $300 million during
the past few years,

He filed for bankruptcy
on July 18, claiming the
city has at least $18 billion
in liabilities, from under-
funded pensions and health
care costs to bonds that lack
city revenue to be paid off.

Orr also stopped payment
on $2.5 billion in debt in
June.

Michigan Attorney Gen-
eral Bill Schuette, who
earlier joined the battle
on behalf of city pension-
ers, wrote in a 20-page
statement filed Monday in
federal court that constitu-
tional protections cannot be
stepped on.

“No reasonable person
can disagree that the city
of Detroit is bankrupt and
that federal bankruptcy
proceedings under the lead-
ership of emergency man-
ager Kevyn Orr is the only
avenue to rebuild the Mo-
tor City,” Schuette, a Re-
publican, said in a release.
“However, throughout this
bankruptcy process, pro-
tections enshrined in the
Michigan Constitution ...
must be honored, respected
and followed.”

That contention also will

be part of the objections that
will be filed by the city’s
two employee pension sys-
tems, said Bruce Babiarz,
spokesman for Detroit’s
Police and Fire Retirement
System and General Retire-
ment System.

The systems are the city’s
two largest unsecured cred-
itors.

Detroit has about 21,000
retired workers who are
owed benefits, with un-
derfunded obligations of
about $3.5 billion for pen-
sions and $5.7 billion for
retiree health coverage.

Mary Dugans, one of
those retirees, filed an in-
dividual objection Mon-
day.

“I need my pension for
basic human neceds,” she
wrote in her one-page fil-
ing. “Additionally, I'm 80
years old with age related
medical conditions. There-
fore, I have to pay for med-
ical co-pays as well as for
prescribed  medications.
Please consider my situa-
tion as you approach this
important matter. Thanks.”

Monday’s deadline for
objections drew protest-
ers outside federal court in
Detroit.

Mosquitoes are worse this summer in parts of US

WASHINGTON  (AP)
— The tiny mosquito all
too often has man on the
run. And this summer, it
seems even worse than
usual.

“You can’t get from the
car to inside our house
without getting attacked,
it’s that bad,” high school
teacher Ryan Miller said
from his home in Arling-
ton, Va. Minutes earlier,
he saw a mosquito cir-
cling his 4-month-old
daughter — indoors.

Experts say it’s been
a  buggier-than-normal
summer in many places
around the U.S. because
of a combination of
drought, heavy rain and
heat.

It may be worst in the
Southeast, which is get-
ting hit with three years’
worth of bugs in one
summer, said Jonathan
Day, who studies insects
at the University of Flor-
ida.

Two years of drought
were followed by incred-

ibly heavy rain this year.
During dry spells, mos-
quito eggs often didn’t
get wet enough to hatch.
This year’s rain revived
those, along with the nor-
mal 2013 batch.

In parts of Connecticut
this summer, mosquito
traps had double the usu-
al number of bugs. Min-
nesota traps in July had
about triple the 10-year
average. And in central
California, traps had five
times as many of one key
species as the recent av-
erage.

Humans have been bat-
tling the blood-drinking
bugs for thousands of
years, and despite man’s
huge advantages in tech-
nology and size, people
are not getting the upper
hand. Just lots of bites on
the hand.

“We have to keep fight-
ing just to hold our own,”
said Tom Wilmot, past
president of the Mosqui-
to Control Association
and a Michigan mosqui-

to control district chief.
And in some places, he
said, the mosquitoes are
winning.

In southwestern Flor-
ida around Fort Myers,
Lee County mosquito
control was getting more
than 300 calls per day
from residents at times
this summer, a much
higher count than usual.
But the more impressive
tally was the number of
bugs landing on inspec-
tors’ unprotected legs:
more than 100 a minute
in some hotspots, said
deputy director Shelly
Radovan.

Across Florida near
Vero Beach, Roxanne
Connelly said there have
been some days this
month when she just
wouldn’t go in the back-
yard. It’s been too bad
even for her — and she’s
a mosquito researcher at
the University of Florida
and head of the mosquito
association.

Many communities

fight back by spraying
pesticides, but mosqui-
toes are starting to win
that battle, too, develop-
ing resistance to these
chemicals. Soon many
places could be out of
effective weapons, Con-
nelly and other mosqui-
to-fighters said.

Miller, who teaches
environmental sciences,
said he normally would
oppose spraying but has
been lobbying for the
county to break out the
pesticides this year. The
county told him there
was no money in the bud-
get and recommended he
hire a private pest control
business, he said.

Climate change is also
likely to worsen mos-
quito problems in gen-
eral because the insects
tend to do better in the
hotter weather that ex-
perts forecast, said Chet
Moore, a professor of
medical entomology at
Colorado State Univer-
sity.

Kidnap suspect leaves money to victim’s family

SAN DIEGO (AP) — A
man who died in a shoot-
out with FBI agents after
kidnapping a 16-year-old
girl and killing her mother
and brother named a mem-
ber of the victims’ fam-
ily as his life insurance
beneficiary, a spokesman
for the man’s family said

Monday.

James Lee DiMaggio
left $112,000 to Han-
nah Anderson’s paternal
grandmother, said Andrew
Spanswick.

He didn’t know why but
believes it was for the ben-
efit of Hannah, the girl he
abducted.

Hannah was rescued in
the FBI shootout on Aug.
10 in the Idaho wilderness
and returned home to San
Diego.

DiMaggio, 40, had been
like an uncle to the Ander-
son children and the fa-
ther’s best friend.

DiMaggio named Ber-

nice Anderson as the bene-
ficiary of his employer-is-
sued life insurance policy
in 2011, substituting her
for his sister Lora Rob-
inson, the lone survivor
of his immediate family,
Spanswick said. DiMag-
gio once lived with Ber-
nice Anderson, he said.

Some in a group of about
30 people amassed outside
the building said in their
filings that there are no
provisions in Chapter 9
that gave Orr authority to
file the bankruptcy petition
and that it was done with-
out consent of the city’s
elected representatives.

“Hopefully, we’ll have
the opportunity to ar-
gue why Detroit should
not be allowed to go into
bankruptcy,” said the Rev.
Charles Williams 11, Mich-
igan chapter president of
the National Action Net-
work, a grassroots orga-
nization that opposes the
state’s emergency law.

But only creditors hold-
ing accepted claims likely
have standing to object to
Orr’s petition, according
to James McTevia, a turn-
around expert and manag-
ing member of McTevia &
Associates.

“While there is no doubt
that ... residents are seri-
ously affected by the city
of Detroit’s problems and
the ultimate resolutions, it
is my opinion that they are
not either individually or
collectively creditors,” he
wrote Monday in an email

Face

to The Associated Press.

Monday’s deadline is
just one of several steps
that could lead to federal
Judge Steven Rhodes al-
lowing Detroit into bank-
ruptcy protection while it
restructures.

Some bankruptcy ex-
perts say it can be difficult
for objections to stop a
bankruptcy, but they have
proved successful in a few
cases. Boise County, Ida-
ho, failed to go into bank-
ruptcy after objections that
the county was not insol-
vent.

Harrisburg, Pa., failed
the garner protection be-
cause its bankruptcy fil-
ing was not authorized by
state law.

The city has until Sept. 6
to file its responses to any
objections by creditors.
A multi-day hearing on
the eligibility question is
scheduled to start Oct. 23.

“Objecting creditors
are individual parties in
interest in the Chapter 9
bankrupt estate,” McTevia
wrote.

“It is doubtful that the
judge will render a blanket
ruling either accepting or
rejecting all objections.”
