2 DPS busts in 
2 days net more 
than $350,000 

in drugs
 Drugs from both stops 
en route to Okla. City

STAFF REPORT
AMARILLO — The Texas Department of 

Public Safety made drug busts during traffi c 
stops Sunday and Saturday on Interstate 40 that 
netted more than $35,000 in illegal drugs.

In a traffi c stop Sunday on I-40, DPS arrest-
ed a driver from Mexico with more than fi ve 
pounds of methamphetamine valued at more 
than $180,000.

At approximately 12:58 a.m., a DPS trooper 
conducted a traffi c stop on a 2004 Ford Taurus 
passenger car traveling east on I-40 for a traffi c 
violation, near Conway in Carson County.

The driver of the Taurus was identifi ed as 
Daniela Gandarencinas, 28, of Los Colorado, 
Mexico. During the traffi c stop, the trooper dis-
covered four bundles of methamphetamine in 
the fi rewall.

The driver was placed under arrest for pos-
session of a controlled substance, a fi rst-degree 
felony, and booked into the Carson County Jail. 
The illegal drugs were allegedly being trans-
ported from Mexico to Oklahoma City.

On Saturday on I-40, a DPS bust during a 
traffi c stop yielded more three pounds of meth-
amphetamine, nearly three ounces of heroin, 37 
grams of oxycontin and a stolen gun. The value 
of the drugs seized was over $175,000.

At approximately 11:07 a.m., a DPS trooper 
conducted a traffi c stop on a 2012 Toyota Tun-
dra traveling east on I-40 for a traffi c violation 
near Bushland in Potter County.

The occupants of the Toyota were identifi ed 
as Jessica M Garner, 27, of Torreon, N.M., Paris 
L Castillo, 23, of Torreon, N.M., and Joseph 
Barboa, 17, of Albuquerque, N.M. During the 
traffi c stop, the trooper discovered more than-
three pounds of methamphetamine, almost three 
ounces of heroin, 37 units of oxycontin, and a 
stolen nine-millimeter handgun.

The occupants were placed under arrest for 
possession of a controlled substance, a fi rst-
degree felony, unlawful carrying of a weapon, 
a class a misdemeanor and booked into the Pot-
ter County Jail. The illegal drugs were allegedly 
being transported from Albuquerque, N.M., to 
Oklahoma City.

Congress considers 
bills targeting notarios

DALLAS (AP) — Tatiana Jimenez left her 
native Guatemala seven years ago to escape 
an abusive relationship and begin a new life in 
America.

But she endured a different kind of abuse af-
ter she arrived in Washington, D.C., and sought 
legal help on her immigration status. With little 
knowledge of the system, she turned to an un-
scrupulous lawyer who had her sign a contract 
to pay $2,800 and charged her hundreds of dol-
lars for immigration documents the federal gov-
ernment provides for free.

Several months later — after a series of can-
celed appointments from her lawyer — Jimenez 
sought help from an immigrant advocacy group 
that reviewed the matter and confi rmed her sus-
picions: She had been duped. She discovered a 
front-desk receptionist had been left in charge 
of her paperwork and little if any progress had 
been made on her case.

“They assured me this wasn’t the way things 
are, that I wasn’t fi lling out the right documents

Franciszek Kurzaj, who is Polish-born and 
president of the Father Leopold Moczygemba 
Foundation.

In the 1850s, immigrants from the European

Two-tone lobster 
shown in Maine 
PORTLAND, Maine 

(AP) — Maine has seen 
its share of blue lobsters, 
orange lobsters, albino lob-
sters and calico lobsters. 
But one on display at a 
Portland research facil-
ity has all of those turning 
green with envy.

The lobster at the Gulf of 
Maine Research Institute is 
half orange and half brown.

The lobster was caught 
by lobsterman Jeff Ed-
wards and was donated by 
Ship to Shore Lobster Co. 
in Owl’s Head.

Research Institute 
spokesman Steven Pro-
faizer says it’s being kept 
in a tank used by the Lab-
Venture education experi-
ence. For the program, the 
institute transports about 
10,000 students each year.

As for the lobster, it is 
indeed rare. The Lobster 
Institute at the University 
of Maine tells WMTW-TV 
this type of two-tone lob-
ster is one in 50 million. 
Only albino lobsters are 
rarer.



and the amount of money (I 
paid) wasn’t right, either,” 
Jimenez said, breaking 
down in tears.

Such deception has long 
existed in the U.S. and of-
ten fl ies under the radar of 
authorities targeting high-
er-value fraud cases. Con-
gress may address the issue 
as part of proposed immi-
gration reforms that could 
expand protections against 
con-artists offering help to 
those seeking citizenship.

“This is a foreseeable 
problem,” said Rep. Bill 
Foster, D-Illinois, who in-
troduced a House bill that 
calls for a fi ne and up to 10 
to 15 years in federal pris-
on for fraudulently offering 
immigration legal services.

There is no federal statute 
that specifi cally addresses 
the unauthorized practice 
of immigration law, though 
the U.S. Department of Jus-
tice said federal authorities 
are able to prosecute using 
other statutes. The DOJ 
would not address whether 
Foster’s legislation as well 
as a related Senate-ap-
proved bill would spur it to 
pursue more cases — many 
of which don’t involve 
more than a few hundred 
dollars.

Experts say putting a 
specifi c federal law on the 
books would be an effective 
deterrent in places where 
local authorities don’t have 
the resources to handle the 
extra workload. They say 
these non-lawyers who at-
tempt to handle complex 
cases can consequently 
ruin the singular opportu-
nity an immigrant has for 
immigration benefi ts, and 
in worst cases can get their 

clients deported.
“Every time we have (de-

bates) on immigration reform 
we have those individuals 
who try to prey on the disad-
vantaged,” said Doug Stump, 
president of the American 
Immigration Lawyers Asso-
ciation. “And many of these 
people are non-lawyers — or 
notaries — who just kind of 
come out of the woodwork at 
a time when it seems conve-
nient.”

A federal database alerts 
state authorities about 
crooked attorneys or non-
lawyers who advertise them-
selves as notarios — the 
Spanish word for notary 
public that in Latin America 
implies authorization to prac-
tice law. Some states go after 
the lawyers using consumer 

laws.
The Federal Trade Com-

mission started keeping 
track of such complaints in 
2006 and gradually saw an 
increase of annual cases re-
ported by private consum-
ers and the Department of 
Justice. The FTC’s database 
has nearly 3,000 complaints 

— but experts and federal of-
fi cials agree the scope of the 
problem is much bigger.

FTC lawyer Michael 
Waller said many cases go 
unreported because immi-
grants living illegally in the 
U.S. fear legal repercus-
sions if they report the 
fraud to authorities.

region of Upper Silesia, 
now Poland, came to Tex-
as. Following the leader-
ship of Father Moczygem-
ba, they left their homeland 
and entered the United 
States through the gates of 
Galveston and Indianola, 
Miss.

They started many settle-
ments in Texas, including 
one in Panna Maria in the 
hill country.

“Father Moczygemba 
was a missionary from Po-
land,” said Carolyn Raps-
tine, parishioner and one of 
the event’s organizers. “He 
came to Texas and saw all 
the open land.”

Rapstine, who is de-
scended from one of the 
settler families, said many 
Poles were suffering — op-
pressed by Germans one 
side and Russians on the 
other.

Rapstine’s maiden name 
is Anderwald, which 
sounds German instead 
of Polish. She said it was 
not uncommon for Poles 
to change their last names 
to sound German to avoid 
persecution.

As the Polish communi-
ties in the hill country grew 
in population, Rapstine 
said, there wasn’t enough 
space for all of them to live. 
Plus, the hill country was 
rocky and not well suited 
for farming.

They had heard that the 
White Deer Land Compa-
ny in Pampa had set aside 

land for an ethnic group. 
Thirteen Polish families 
from Panna Maria moved 
to what is now White Deer 
and bought land north of 
the railroad tracks.

“They came here on the 
very same railroad that 
goes through White Deer 
today,” Rapstine said. 
“The land here was ideal 
for farming because it had 
no rocks or trees. Thirteen 
families came and brought 
their children, pigs and 
cows. They bought parcels 
and all lived in a grainery 
until their houses were 
built. As they grew they 
built a church in 1913.”

At Saturday’s celebra-
tion, sandwiches, side dish-
es and chips were served. 
There was ice tea and lem-
onade to drink, along with 
“piwo,” which is the Polish 

word for beer.
An entire table was dedi-

cated just for desserts.
A new book was unveiled 

that details the history of 
the church and Polish set-
tles. Called “Sto Lat: 100 
Years of Family Favorites,” 
it was sold at a table for 
$17.

Polish dancers, both chil-
dren and adults, performed 
traditional dances.

The Rev. Mieczyslaw 
Przepiora (Father Mitch) 
led the singing of a blessing 
in both Polish and English.

Przepiora is pastor of 
both Sacred Heart in White 
Deer and St. Theresa in 
Panhandle.

The blessing goes like 
this:

Conjoined boys separated
DALLAS (AP) — 

The mother of twins 
successfully separated 
after being born joined 
at the chest says she’s 
looking forward to 
holding the babies she 
once thought had no 
chance of survival.

“I’m just so happy that 
they’re here and they’re 
alive and thriving. It’s 
the best feeling in the 
world,” Jenni Ezell said 
Thursday during a news 
conference at Medical 
City Children’s Hospi-
tal in Dallas, where she 
was joined by husband 
Dave and a doctor.

Owen and Emmett 
Ezell were separated 
Saturday at the hospital 
after being born joined 
from just below the 
breast bone to just be-
low the belly button on 
July 15. 

The babies shared a 
liver and intestines and 
had an about 3 inch by 5 
inch area on their lower 
stomach that wasn’t 
covered by skin or mus-

cles.
“The whole pregnan-

cy was very frighten-
ing. I didn’t know what 
would happen.”

 I didn’t know if they 
would make it. It’s hard 
as a mom to know that,” 
Ezell said tearfully.

Dr. Clair Schwende-
man, a neonatologist, 
said that once the boys 
were born, tests were 
done to determine ex-
actly how many con-
nections they had. 

During the nine-hour 
surgery, a team of sur-
geons separated the liv-
er and intestines, with 
the most difficult part 
being the separation of 
a shared blood vessel in 
the liver.

“At this point they’re 
as stable as we could 
hope for post-opera-
tively,” Schwendeman 
said.

Conjoined twins are 
rare, occurring in about 
one in 50,000 to one in 
200,000 deliveries, the 
doctor said.

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Pampa needs more affordable housing
When Mayor Brad 

Pingel brought forth the 
motion of the $34,500 

fee waiver 
requested 
by Brett 
Johnson of 
Overland 
Property 
Group at last 
Tuesday’s 
City Com-
missioners 
meeting, 
the com-
missioners 

(for the lack of a better 
word) conduct was rather 
unbecoming. Brett Johnson 
was simply performing his 
chosen endeavor. Whether 
each commissioner was 
pro or con in regard to the 
fee waiver request doesn’t 
matter. 

What does matter to a 
number of Pampa citizens 
was how disrespectful they 
felt our commissioners 
were to Mr. Johnson over 
how the motion proce-
dure was carried out. The 
question fl oating about 
is: Could Mayor Pingel 
and Pampa’s city com-
missioners have chosen a 
less insulting way to have 
turned down Mr. Johnson’s 
request? 

Compared to $5.2 mil-
lion, $34,500 in fee waiv-
ers is chump change. Had 
the motion for the $34,500 
passed at last Tuesday’s 
session, some mostly in-
come restricted apartments 
would have been built on 
the city’s northeast side. 

I fi nd it highly unusual 
that a requisite for devel-
oper Overland Property 
Group to have received 
the $5.2 million was a 
stipulation by our state 
government that some sort 

of community good faith 
involvement had to be 
met in order for this type 
project to start. 

Unusual in the aspect 
that I maintain just a tad’s 
worth of pessimism about 
any government using 
checks and balances when 
it comes to taxpayers’ 
monies. Score one for the 
taxpayer.

Ever since Overland 
Property Group let it 
be known their wishes 
to construct Section 42 
housing, citizens liv-
ing on streets next to the 
proposed construction site 
have been in an uproar. 

Much innuendo and 
false information has been 
spread around in regard 
to their concerns over the 
apartments, and some was 
spouted at last Tuesday’s 
commissioners’ session. 

How could the citi-
zens be concerned about 
increased crime and 
drug activity when that 
concern was nothing but 
hypothetical? 

Increased vehicle traffi c 
was another of the citi-
zens’ concern. If that is 
the case, citizens already 
living in houses on that 
side of town use 23rd and 
25th avenues for their 
personal race ways. 

If you don’t believe 
me, park your auto on 
one of the intersecting 
tree streets, sit back and 
take note of the excessive 
amount of speeders going 
to and fro on the two east-
west thoroughfares. 

In my humble opinion 
and that of a few others, 
the city needs to erect 
some well-placed stop 
signs to slow the  speed-
ing traffi c. 

Another citizen taking 
the podium and micro-
phone before the mayor 
and commissioners said 
Pampa “does not need 
more housing.” Sir, if 
you please, tell that to 
the many families with 
husbands and wives em-
ployed in the oil and gas 
industry who cannot fi nd 
affordable housing here in 
Pampa.

Another concerned 
citizen said the apart-
ments would “adversely 
affect my quality of life 
and my children’s” and 
went on to add “although 
the apartments would like 
nice to begin with, they 
will deteriorate and that is 
depressing.” 

How would that be? I 
guess if pessimism reigns 
supreme in that particular 
citizen’s home, well, that 
statement is correct. How-
ever, check out some of 
the houses on streets close 
to where the construction 
would have been and you 
will see where homeown-
ers have let their proper-
ties deteriorate. 

Another misnomer was 
when the same person 
stated, “Everybody else 
who’s built (apartments) in 
Pampa has had to pay their 
own fees.” Considering 
some Section 8 apartments 
on Pampa’s west side and 
the Hampton Village con-
struction, that is not true. I 
had to laugh over another 
citizen’s remark, the lone 
citizen in support of the 
development when he said 
that “people getting older 
are not going to have a 
place to live.” Well, where 
are they living now? Is 
there some law or situa-
tion that takes hold when a 

person gets older that they 
cannot continue living in 
their homes?

As this Overland Prop-
erty Group scenario has 
taken shape over the past 
months, and if you cannot 
discern by my comments, I 
have grown to where I was 
sitting atop the ambivalent 
fence on this issue. 

But now, even my 
ambivalence is moot, for 
there will be no Section 
42 housing on Pampa’s 
northeast side unless some 
$34,500 benefactor steps 
forward in a hearty good 
faith to aid Overland Prop-
erty Group’s plan. 

I’m still concerned in 
regard to the aspect that 
Pampa does need some af-
fordable housing or apart-
ments for income strapped 
individuals and families. 

With inappropriate 
decorum from citizens 
in attendance along with 
mum-with-arms-on-table 
city commission, one can 
only imagine the uproar 
had the motion been made 
and carried. However, 
inspite of the melodrama, 
the prior turndown of 
Overland Property Group’s 
$105,000 loan request to 
Pampa’s EDC, the will 
of the people was consid-
ered and met, and when 
it comes to government 
doing such that is always a 
good thing.

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New traffic, criminal laws take effect Sept. 1
SUBMITTED BY DPS

AUSTIN — The Texas 
Department of Public 
Safety (DPS) today high-
lighted notable traffi c and 
criminal laws that went 
into effect on Sept. 1.

“As a result of these new 
provisions, Texans now 
have additional protection 
while traveling our road-
ways, and individuals who 
disregard our laws will 
face tougher penalties for 
a variety of crimes,” said 
DPS Director Steven Mc-
Craw. “DPS encourages 
all residents to educate 
themselves about the laws 
affecting their lives and 
to do their part in keeping 
Texas safe.”

Please note that the fol-
lowing is not a compre-
hensive list of all new laws 
passed by the Texas Legis-
lature.

HB 347 expands the cur-
rent limitations on wire-
less communication device 
(cell phone) use in an ac-
tive school crossing zone 
to include the property of a 
public elementary, middle, 
or junior high school for 
which a local authority has 
designated a school cross-
ing zone. The use will only 

be restricted during the 
time a reduced speed limit 
is in effect for the school 
crossing zone. Further, it 
will not apply to vehicles 
that are stopped, or drivers 
using a hands-free device 
or making an emergency 
call.

HB 1174 amends current 
statute to increase the min-
imum fi nes for the misde-
meanor offense of passing 
a stopped school bus load-
ing or unloading children. 
The minimum fi ne increas-
es from $200 to $500, and 
the maximum fi ne for such 
an offense increases from 
$1,000 to $1,250. 

The bill also enhances 
the penalty for a second 
or subsequent conviction 
of that offense committed 
within fi ve years to a mis-
demeanor punishable by a 
minimum fi ne of $1,000 
and a maximum fi ne of 
$2,000.

SB 181 allows a motor 
vehicle operator the option 
of using a wireless com-
munication device (such 
as a cell phone) to display 
motor vehicle fi nancial 
responsibility (proof of 
insurance) information as 
evidence of fi nancial re-

sponsibility. The display 
does not constitute effec-
tive consent for a law en-
forcement offi cer, or any 
other person, to access the 
contents of the wireless 
communication device ex-
cept to view the fi nancial 
responsibility information. 
*This bill is effective im-
mediately.

SB 510 requires driv-
ers to move over or slow 
down (as required de-
pending on the roadway) 
when approaching a sta-
tionary Texas Department 
of Transportation vehicle 
with its lights activated 
and not separated from the 
roadway by a traffi c-con-
trol device. 

This provision expands 
the state’s Move Over/
Slow Down law, which 
already requires drivers 
to yield to tow trucks, po-
lice, fi re and emergency 
vehicles. Violators would 
commit a misdemeanor of-
fense punishable by a fi ne 
of up to $200; punishable 
by a fi ne of $500 if prop-
erty damage occurs; or 
a Class B misdemeanor 
if the violation results in 
bodily damage.

HB 2304 lowers the pop-
ulation requirement from 

2.2 million to one million 
for counties where sheriffs 
or deputy sheriffs can be 
certifi ed by DPS to enforce 
federal commercial motor 
vehicle regulations. This 
will open the opportunity 
to Bexar, Tarrant and Tra-
vis counties.

HB 625clarifi es that the 
penalty for operating a ve-
hicle on a public highway 
without displaying the two 
license plates assigned 
to the vehicle is a misde-
meanor offense punish-
able by a fi ne not to exceed 
$200.

HB 3668 amends current 
statute to require the oper-
ator of a vehicle involved 
in an accident that results 
or is reasonably likely 
to resulting the injury or 
death of a person to imme-
diately determine whether 
a person is involved in the 
accident, and if so, wheth-
er the person requires aid, 
in addition to other exist-
ing statutory requirements.

SB 275 increases the 
penalty for leaving the 
scene of a motor vehicle 
accident resulting in the 
death of a person and fail-
ing to render aid from a 
third-degree felony to a 
second-degree felony. 

Captain America: from scrawny man to 3 1/2 star hero
In the year 1942 Steve 

Rogers, played by Chris 
Evans, is a scrawny and 
sickly man, weighing in 
at about 90 pounds. He 
wants to fi ght Nazis but 
he can’t pass the medical 
exam. While he and his 
buddy Bucky have a heart-
to-heart chat Dr. Abraham 
Erskine, project manager 
for a secret experiment to 
build super-soldiers, eaves-
drops. Erskine is moved by 
Steve’s sense of right and 
wrong and gets Rogers ad-
mitted into the program.

Steve wins the chance to 
be the fi rst injected with an 
experimental serum when 
during training he throws 
himself on a grenade to 
save his buddies. One of 
my favorite lines from the 
movie is soon after deliv-
ered by Dr. Erskine, “…a 
strong man, who has known 
power all his life, may lose 
respect for that power, but 
a weak man knows the val-
ue of strength, and knows 
compassion.”

After his transformation, 
Rogers is given a set of 
leotards and relegated to a 

travelling show as “Cap-
tain America” with a bevy 
of chorus girls to help sell 
war bonds.

 He is humiliated and 
taunted by combat soldiers 
but, when he hears that 
Bucky may be held with 
about 400 other prisoners-
of-war as slave labor in a 
weapons factory 30 miles 
from where he is preform-
ing, Steve Rogers/Captain 
America decides that he 
must do something.

Col. Chester Phillips, 
played by Tommy Lee 
Jones, thinks that Captain 
America is a waste of time 
and British Strategic Scien-
tifi c Reserve agent Peggy 
Carter, played by Hayley 
Atwell, is the reluctant love 
interest. The villain, Red 
Skull, aka Johann Schmidt, 
who injected himself with 
the serum before it was 
ready for human consump-
tion, is played by Hugo 
Weaving, best known as 
Agent Smith in the Matrix 
movies.

The movie cost $140 
million to make and made 
$368.6 million at the box 

offi ce. That 
production 
budget pro-
duced some 
remarkable 
movie mag-
ic; Steve’s 
transforma-
tion from 
scrawny to 
hulking sol-
dier is noth-

ing short of 
amazing. 

To make Chris Ev-
ans appear skinny and 
sickly each scene had to 
be filmed a minimum of 
four times against green 
screens. He was then 
digitally shrunken or, 
in a few scenes his head 
was digitally placed on a 
body double. Pre-trans-
formation, other actors 
were required to stand on 
apple boxes so that Evans 
seemed shorter.

I asked 10 filmmaker 
and actor friends to rate 
“Captain America” on the 
five-star scale.

 I also asked 10 non-
filmmaker friends and 
family members to rate 

the movie. My movie 
making friends all rated 
the movie higher at four 
stars while non-movie 
people rated it at 3 ½ 
stars out of 5. One fam-
ily member moaned that 
it was “sometimes cheesy 
and formulaic yet enter-
taining and inspiring.”

Usually, it’s my film-
maker friends who take 
points off anything that 
is pro-American, pro-tra-
ditional, pro-family, pro-
Christian, etc. This movie 
is certainly pro-Ameri-
can, although the director 
Joe Johnston, made clear 
efforts to not be jingois-
tic. 

I thought Johnston 
struck the right balance. 
I also thought this movie 
was perfectly cast, Atwell 
as the love interest rubbed 
me slightly wrong on my 
first viewing, but grew on 
me for the second. Oh, and 
Red Skull’s car, as cool as 
cool can be, is actually 
based on two pre-WWII 
Mercedes-Benz cars, the 
540K and the G4. I’d buy 
a Red Skull Hydra Coupe 

if they were making them. 
Be sure to watch the end 

credits; the artwork alone 
is worth it. There is a se-
quel in the works to which 
I am looking forward. It 
is “Captain America: The 
Winter Soldier.”

I give “Captain Ameri-
ca” 3 ½ stars.

I frequently tell folks 
that despite the subject 
matter, my column gener-
ally isn’t really for senior 
citizens. Once you are 
getting a Social Security 
check, I really don’t have 
too much news or infor-
mation for you. But if you 
are approaching retire-
ment age (somewhere in 
your late mid 50s to early 
60s) then I have tons of 
advice to help you decide 
when and why and how to 
take your Social Security 
checks. 

But this week, if you 
are under 85, you can stop 
reading the column right 
now. (However, if you 
have a much older parent 
or relative, you may want 
to keep reading because 
today’s column refers to 
him or her.)

That’s because I’m 
going to trot an updat-
ed version of the time-
worn “notch” column. 
My email inbox has been 
filled lately with emails 
from elderly readers who 
keep bringing up this tired 
old issue. My hunch is an 
article about the so-called 
“Social Security notch” 
must have appeared in 
a national publication 
and it has incensed older 
folks who will go to their 
graves convinced the gov-
ernment has cheated them 
out of Social Security 
benefits that are rightfully 
theirs.

For those readers who 
don’t have a clue what 
I am talking about, the 
“notch” refers to a time 
period when corrections 
were made to the Social 
Security benefit formula 
— corrections that were 
necessary to ensure that 
all Social Security recipi-
ents were paid properly, 
but corrections that were 
misconstrued by many to 
be a way of bilking them 
out of benefits they felt 
they were due. Here’s the 
story.

In 1972, Congress 
passed a law mandating 
automatic annual cost-
of-living adjustments — 
or COLAs — to Social 
Security checks. Those 
COLAs were to be based 
on increases in the gov-
ernment’s official infla-
tion measuring stick: the 
consumer price index. 
(Before 1972, COLAs 
were not automatic. They 
were sporadic and hap-
pened only if Congress 
specifically authorized a 
yearly increase.)

As part of the new pro-
cess, the Social Security 
Administration had to 
come up with a formula 
for calculating increas-
es to people’s Social 
Security checks — which 
they did. But after COLAs 
were paid for a couple of 
years, someone noticed 
the formula was wrong. 
Social Security beneficia-
ries were getting increases 

that were slightly higher 
than justified by the actu-
al increase in living costs. 

Once the mistake was 
discovered and SSA 
notified Congress, sev-
eral decisions had to be 
made. For one, they had 
to figure out what to do 
about all of the Social 
Security beneficiaries 
who received the overly 
generous COLA adjust-
ments. Congress quickly 
decided to let them keep 
the money. (It would have 
been political suicide to 
send overpayment letters 
to every senior citizen in 
the country demanding 
repayment of the incor-
rectly paid funds.)

The second choice 
Congress had to make 
was to decide where to 
draw the line — to figure 
out which people would 
have their benefits figured 
using the proper COLA 
formula. And they drew 
that line at 1918. In other 
words, they said everyone 
born in 1918 and later 
would have his or her 
Social Security benefit 
figured using the correct-
ed formula.

Sounds simple enough, 
doesn’t it? But sometimes 
Congress can’t leave well 
enough alone. In this 
case, they bowed to pres-
sure from senior citizen 
groups who demanded a 
transition period from the 
old (incorrect) formula to 
the new (proper) formula. 
After lots of haggling, 
what they eventually 
decided is that everyone 
born between 1918 and 
1921 would have his or 
her benefit figured using 
a special formula.

So, we ended up with 

the follow-
ing scenarios: 
People born 
after 1921 had 
their benefits 
figured using 
the proper (and 

lower) COLA for-
mula; people born 

before 1918 had their 
benefits figured using 
the incorrect (and higher) 
formula, and people born 
between 1918 and 1921 
had their benefits figured 
with a special formula not 
quite as generous as the 
one used for the pre-1918 
crowd but more generous 
than the one used for the 
post-1921 crowd. 

You’d think everyone 
would be happy, right? 
Well, what happened next 
was pretty bizarre. Social 
Security recipients born 
in 1918 and later start-
ed to complain that they 
weren’t getting quite as 
much as folks born 1917 
and earlier. Someone 
should have splashed 
some cold water in their 
faces and said, “Duh, you 
are being paid correctly. 
It’s the folks born before 
1918 who are getting 
overly generous benefits.”

Instead, mobs of angry 
senior citizens around the 
country started to form 
into groups demand-
ing justice. Even Ann 
Landers got into the fray, 
labeling people born 
between 1918 and 1921 
“notch babies.” They 
mistakenly thought they 
were singled out for lower 
benefit adjustments than 
everyone else. To repeat 
the facts: They were get-
ting slightly lower bene-
fits than people born 1917 
and earlier, but they were 
getting higher benefits 
than everyone born from 
1922 on. 

Then lobbying groups 
got into the mix and real-
ly muddied things. They 
sent letters to folks born 
in the so-called “notch 

years” telling them they 
were being cheated out of 
Social Security benefits 
and asking for donations 
to fight this injustice. And 
to help fill their coffers 
even more, the lobby-
ists craftily expanded the 
definition of those notch 
years to include every-
one born through 1926. 
Some inexplicably even 
pushed the “notch” cut-
off into 1930s! So, senior 
citizens of all ages started 
sending in tens of mil-
lions of dollars — money 
that paid for many over-
priced lobbyists and some 
pretty nice office space on 
K Street in Washington, 
D.C. — but money that 
accomplished nothing 
else. After all, there really 
was no injustice to fight.

Sadly, millions of 
seniors born between 
1918 and 1926 or even 
later went to their graves 
bitter and disappointed 
— including my own 
mother! Those still alive 
believe to this day that 
they are being cheated out 
of Social Security ben-
efits. Shame on all those 
folks who perpetuate this 
myth.

Two men linked to 
immigrant smuggling ring
A L B U Q U E R Q U E , 

N.M. (AP) — Two men, 
including an active mem-
ber of the U.S. Army, have 
been linked to a “transna-
tional criminal organiza-
tion” involved in smug-
gling immigrants through 
New Mexico, according to 
federal court documents.

A criminal complaint 
recently fi led in U.S. Dis-
trict Court said Carlos 
Vives Feliciano and Albu-
querque resident Gerald 
Espinoza helped transport 
groups of Mexican immi-
grants suspected of being 
in the country illegally 
from Columbus, N.M., to 
other locations.

Court documents said 
the men participated in 
different stages of the 
smuggling operation.

According to court doc-
uments, Feliciano is an 
active member of the U.S. 
Army and is stationed at 
Fort Bliss in El Paso, Tex-
as, and admitted to help-
ing at least fi ve groups of 
immigrants for $2,500 a 
trip. The documents didn’t 
identify Feliciano’s rank 

in the Army.
The criminal complaint 

said Feliciano was re-
cruited by a known smug-
gler whose “transnational 
criminal organization” 
specializes in smuggling 
immigrants based in Palo-
mas, Mexico.

The documents said the 
men participated in dif-
ferent stages of the smug-
gling operation.

Documents show that 
Feliciano was arrested by 
Border Patrol agents in 
June after being stopped 
at a checkpoint in Truth 
or Consequences, N.M. 
Authorities said Feliciano 
had with him three im-
migrants who were in the 
country illegally.

Feliciano identifi ed Es-
pinoza as the man who 
connected the immigrants 
to their fi nal destina-
tions, according to the 
complaint. Espinoza was 
released from jail in mid-
July.

Neither man has been 
indicted.

No attorneys are listed 
for them.
