You see their little white buses with the big “PCS”
logo driving all over town.

Panhandle Community Services is here in the 26
counties in the Texas Panhandle to help people with-
in the federal government’s poverty level along with
those who are above the bracket but still need as-
sistance. Based out of Amarillo, Panhandle Commu-
nity Services is a nonprofit that provides assistance
to families and individuals through a wide variety of
programs.

“If they are over our income guidelines then we
start making calls and checking our resources to help
them out,” administrative assistant for Panhandle
Community Services, Lisa Poland-Martinez, said.
“It (the income guideline) varies on how many are in
the household and the government guidelines.”

One of the many services PCS offers clients is
transportation around their local towns. It costs $20 a
month, and the service runs between 7 a.m. and 4:30
p.m., with exceptions for Medicaid dialysis patients
who may need transportation after 4:30 p.m.

Although unavailable right now until further no-
tice, PCS offers a housing voucher program. Essen-
tially clients find a home which passes inspection,
and there is a formula based on income that allows
for payments to be made at a set amount.

It is not known at this time when the service will be
available again, especially with the ongoing partial
shutdown of the federal government.

Another unique service PCS offers is their family

development service, which includes a college help
service.

“Basically it is a way to evaluate individuals and
assess them on what they need to accomplish to
move out of poverty and in to the middle class,”
said Lori Covil, social worker and family develop-
ment specialist.

While many of PCS’ services are to help families
get out of a bind, Covil said the college guidance is
more of a “long-term goal” and it is a way to em-
power people and help them with some of the issues
that go along with going to college, such as computer
proficiency and licensing fees.

“We are here to serve as a life coach and a cheer-
leader,” Covil said. “This program is for those who
are motivated, ready and stable to be prepared to en-
ter the work force. This is to get them to through
college one barrier at a time.”

Covil said a perk of the program is that Pampa resi-
dents in the three-to-five year program are sent to Clar-
endon College to get career counseling, and then PCS
helps them with financial aid information.

Covil said PCS’ family development program looks
at everything from missed life opportunities, language
barriers, generational poverty, addictive and violence-
related poverty among the many other causes of poverty.

They set up action plans for short- and long-term goals
to help the residents who fall in this category.

“Unfortunately you’re not going to ‘fix’ a family in
three-to-six months,” Covil said. “This is for the fami-
lies who don’t want to have to seek help anymore.”

Shutdown leaves thousands in DC area in limbo

WASHINGTON  (AP)
— The usually bustling
District of  Columbia
will be uniquely affected
Wednesday by the first
government shutdown in
17 years, with thousands
of federal employees who
make up the backbone of
the metro area’s workforce
ordered not to report to
work.

Furloughed workers fac-
ing the prospect of an un-
certain time without work
— and without paychecks
— were offered every-
thing from free burgers,
sandwiches and cups of
coffee to admission to pri-
vate museums, pilates les-
sons and activities at com-
munity centers.

At Pork Barrel BBQ in
Alexandria, Va., just out-
side the District of Co-
lumbia, the disdain for
the stalemate in Congress
that led to the shutdown
was clear. The restaurant
gave away 275 pulled
pork sandwiches to work-
ers with a government ID
on Tuesday, though it took
pains to note in its Twit-
ter announcement that the
offer “excludes Congress-
men.”

Many workers were on
edge, unsure of how long
it may be before they
could head back to work.

“Even if it’s just shut
down for a week that’s a
quarter of your pay this
month. That means a lot to
a lot of people,” said Marc
Cevasco, 30, who works in
Congressional affairs for
the Department of Veter-
ans Affairs.

The Washington region
is expected to lose $220
million per day in federal
payroll while the govern-
ment is closed, said Ste-
phen Fuller, director of
George Mason Univer-
sity’s Center for Regional
Analysis. So federal work-
ers won’t be spending
money at small business-

es and restaurants while
they’re not being paid, he
said.

“They won’t be buying
anything,” Fuller said.
“They’re just going to
hunker down.”

The effect on tourism al-
ready was being felt. Barri-
cades were erected around
some of the nation’s most
cherished monuments,
from the Lincoln Memo-
rial to the World War II
Memorial. More than 100
veterans passed the bar-
riers at the World War II
with help from several
federal lawmakers. But
most visitors could only
admire landmarks from
afar and found themselves
staring at locked doors and
“CLOSED” signs at the
Smithsonian Institution’s
popular museums.

On Wednesday morn-
ing, traffic was still heavy
on 16th Street heading to
downtown  Washington,
and buses in the area were
full. Some Metro rail lines
were far less crowded,
however. At the Gallery
Place-Chinatown  Metro
station downtown, nor-
mally packed train cars
had empty aisles and seats.

Elizabeth Eide, a geolo-
gist, said cars were about
half their usual weekday
capacity. She worried
whether Metro would have
to change its schedules for
a time if ridership dropped
dramatically during the
shutdown.

“If you have several
hundred thousand people
not using Metro, I have a
feeling Metro will have to
change its operations,” she
said.

The city government
is beholden to Congress,
which has yet to sign off
on a spending plan for the
District. But the D.C. City
Council approved an emer-
gency measure Tuesday to
keep tens of thousands of
municipal workers on the

job, including everyone
from trash collectors to
librarians. City officials
expect an emergency fund
to cover about two weeks
of operations if Congress
can’t reach agreement on
the budget.

Nationwide, about
800,000 federal employ-
ees were sent home — a
number greater than the
combined U.S. workforces
of Target, General Motors,
Exxon and Google. The
effects played out in a va-
riety of ways, from scaled-
back operations at federal
prosecutors’ offices and
the FBI to closures at na-
tional parks.

Campers and hikers at
the Grand Canyon, Yo-
semite, Yellowstone and
other national parks were
given two days to pack
up and leave, and new
visitors were being turned
away. St. Louis’ landmark
630-foot-high ~ Gateway
Arch was off-limits as
well.

In Philadelphia, Paul
Skilling of Northern Ire-
land wanted to see the
Liberty Bell up close but
had to settle for looking
at the symbol of democ-
racy through glass. And
he wasn’t optimistic about
the chances of visiting any
landmarks in Washington,
the next stop on a weeks-
long visit.

“Politics is fantastic,
isn’t it?”” he said ruefully.

In New York, tourists
who had hoped to see the
Statue of Liberty were in-
stead offered an hour har-
bor cruise.

“There has to be better
ways to run the govern-
ment than to get to a stand-
still like this,” said Cheryl
Strahl, a disappointed visi-
tor from Atascadero, Calif.
“Why take it out on the na-
tional parks?”

The government clos-
ings did not stop the
launch Tuesday of the

enrollment period for the
online insurance market-
places established under
President Barack Obama’s
health care overhaul — the
program at the very heart
of the dispute that pro-
duced the shutdown.

The two federal employ-
ees in orbit around the
Earth — NASA astronauts
Karen Nyberg and Mi-
chael Hopkins — carried
on as usual aboard the In-
ternational Space Station,
with essential employ-
ees at Mission Control in
Houston supporting the
lab and its six inhabitants.

There were no TV or
web updates, however, as
most of NASA’s work-
force was furloughed.

The IRS suspended au-
dits for the duration of the
shutdown, and call centers
were left unmanned. In
St. Paul, Minn., the voice-
mail warned callers they
“should file and pay their
taxes as normal.”

The 12 million people
who got six-month exten-
sions must still file their
returns by Oct. 15. But the
agency will not issue tax
refunds until the govern-
ment resumes normal op-
erations.

In northern Michigan,
David Zorn and Jennifer
Li were looking forward to
a few days of camping at
Sleeping Bear Dunes Na-
tional Lakeshore. Instead,
their visit was cut short
Tuesday as the park closed
because of the partial gov-
ernment shutdown.

“It’s a bummer,
said as he and Li ate
a hurried breakfast of
scrambled eggs and baked
beans, heated over the dy-
ing embers of their camp-
fire. “It’s something we
were not closely follow-
ing, but we didn’t think it
would actually affect us.
It’s one of those things
that doesn’t hit home until
you’re booted out.”

This Land Is Our Land

Congress: It’s time to Stop this Chicanery

For most Americans, our
elected members of Con-
gress are just a name on
a piece of
paper or, as
in the case
of Sen. Ted
Cruz (R-
Texas), the
subject of
crude jokes
on late night
television.

Even those
who take
the time to vote (typically,
a paltry 10% of the voting
population in Texas — for
all elections, local, state
and national) know very
little about the name they
check off in the voting bal-
lot. But that does not mean
we can’t hold them ac-
countable for their idiocy.

Congress has forced a
partial shutdown of the
federal government and the
initial blame lies squarely
on the shoulders of people
who work for you.

When given the pro-
posed budget for the 2014
fiscal year that began on
Oct. 1, Republican lead-
ers in the House made
the deliberate decision
to attach measures tying
government funding to an
attempt to delay Obama’s
landmark healthcare law.

The Democratic-
controlled Senate then
moved quickly to quash
the amended House budget
plan.

And here we are now,
with a partial government
shutdown and no end in
sight since neither side is
willing to find common
ground.

The question in my mind
is: How fast can we fire all
these punks?

In a way, there’s nothing
new with the ongoing ideo-
logical stalemate between
Congressional Republicans

and Democrats surround-
ing the new fiscal budget.
Every year, since 1994,
Congress has failed to
approve the budget before
the start of the new fiscal
year.

There is also noth-
ing new about a partial
government shutdown (one
that initially affects only
“non-essential services
like payments of govern-
ment contracts or access
to national parks). We’ve
had 10 partial government
shutdowns since 1981.

What is different this
time around is the deliber-
ate disregard of our elected
members of Congress for
providing a safety net for
the sake of the common
American people.

In the past, ALL failed
budgets were sent back for
further deliberations with
resolutions to continue to
fund basic operations until
a budget agreement was
passed. Not this time.

In terms of the previous
government shutdowns, all
lasted only over a weekend
(except for one, in 1996
when it went on for 26
days), and took place when
the majority of federal of-
fices were due to be closed
regardless of the shutdown.

U.S. Sen. John McCain
(R-Ariz.) voiced concern
and disgust over this situ-
ation.

“It’s very important that
we understand that Ameri-
cans don’t like govern-
ment. But they don’t want
it shut down,” he told Piers
Morgan on Tuesday.

“When we shut down
the government last time,”
he continued, “we had
already passed a number
of appropriations bills. So
the impact of a shutdown
of'a government, since we
haven’t passed a single
appropriations bill, will be

more immediate and will
be more impactful.”

If this situation continues
into late October, we will
face appalling consequenc-
es. In the domestic arena, a
long shutdown will cause
delays on benefits for the
elderly and for war vet-
erans. In the global arena
the United States is facing
the calamitous possibility
of being unable to make
payments on our loans —
the first time in our long
history that this would
happen.

The irony of it all is that,
regardless of how adamant
House Republicans are
to defund and delay the
Affordable Care Act, that
battle has come and gone.
It was signed into law back
in 2010 and, something
that most Americans don’t
know is that its operating
funds for Obamacare do
not depend on the 2014
fiscal budget that Congress
currently is debating.

So, no matter how long

this Congressional fight
takes or even how it ends,
Obamacare will go on. In
fact, people began to sign
up for it yesterday.

This fight in Congress is
preposterous, ill-guided,
political chicanery.

Obamacare is NOT
popular. According to a
CNN poll from this past
Monday, 57 percent said
they oppose the healthcare
law, but 60 percent said
“it is more important for
Congress to avoid a shut-
down than to make major
changes to the new health
care law.” Just one-third
said it was more important
for Congress to block the
healthcare law by cutting
its funding, the survey
showed.

Last week I castigated
President Obama for the
hubris he displayed in
formulating his foreign
policy. Today I am doing
the same with Congress.

I have no problem with
Congressmen and women

making an ideological
stand for their constitu-
ency, particularly in the
House of Representatives
where, regardless of party
affiliation, they have only
2 years per election cycle.

But this current stand-off
instigated by House Re-
publicans is a poor politi-
cal choice and manipula-
tion of political realities in
Congress.

The initial bill placed on
the floor was purely a fis-
cal budget. The decision to
add amendments to the bill
to delay Obamacare made
it into more than it needs
to be.

Moreover, as I men-
tioned before, the disputed
health care act already
went into effect and will
be funded regardless of the
government shutdown.

During his 21-hour long
oratory, one of the (many)
things that Ted Cruz said
during his time on the floor
of Congress was, “I would
not, could not with a goat,”

which landed him in late
night comedy shows all
across America.

It’s one thing for Cruz to
end up as the punch line of
a joke. It’s another thing
altogether for my govern-
ment to do so.

It’s time for all of us to
get to know our elected
members of Congress a
little bit better. For us, here
in Pampa, they are:

Senators: John Cornyn,
806-472-7533 and Ted
Cruz, 214-599-8749.

District 13 U.S. Repre-
sentative: Mac Thornberry,
806-371-8844.

Give them a call and tell
them to get back to work
and stop the shutdown.

There are better ways to
fight Obamacare than this.

The story revolved
around the life of William
(Billy) Dixon and how his
life contributed to placing
the Panhandle of Texsas on
the map.

Dixon was born in Ohio
County, West Virginia on
Sept. 25, 1850. He came
from European and Native
American parents. He was
orphaned when he was 12
years old.

He lived with an uncle in
Missouri until he was 13, at
which point he decided to
set out on his own. He was a
skilled marksman and scout-
ed for the railroads. He was
an oxen driver, mule skinner
and a buffalo hunter.

The buffalo hunters moved
into the Texas Panhandle in

The
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1874 and they hunted along
the Canadian River.

Billy Dixon was the hero
of “The Battle of Adobe
Walls.” He made “The
Shot of the Century.” Three
months later, he won the
Medal of Honor (for Gallant-
ry in Battle) for his heroics
during the Buffalo Wallow
Fight, but the government
took away this medal be-
cause he was not a soldier.
They asked him to return
the medal and he refused.
The government reinstated
the medal to Mr. Dixon and
it is now on display at the
Panhandle Plains Historical
Museum in Canyon.

Dallas schools to provide free breaktast, lunch

DALLAS (AP) — All
of the Dallas school dis-
trict’s 159,000 students
will now get free break-
fast and lunch after the
U.S. Department of Agri-
culture announced it will
no longer link the cost of
meals to students’ family
income, district officials
announced.

The district will become
one of the nation’s largest
districts to provide both
meals under the depart-
ment’s federally funded
meal program.

The changes apply to
every student regardless
of family income. Snacks
are not included.

The Dallas Morning
News on Wednesday re-
ported that the district de-
cided to make the change
— it had considered the
move in recent years —
after 89 percent of its stu-
dents qualified for a free
or reduced-price meal last
year. To qualify, a family
of four must earn less than
$30,615 a year.

“It’s a wonderful ben-
efit,” Dora Rivas, the dis-
trict’s executive director
of food and child nutrition
services, told the newspa-
per.

“It’s about paperwork
and efficiencies, but I
think the biggest winners

in this are going to be stu-
dents.”

District officials hope
the overhaul saves money
by eliminating 40 jobs
and paperwork.

The district has spent
about $300,000 annually
on application processing
and on public informa-
tion.

Several Texas school
districts have already
qualified for the free-
meal program, which the
USDA launched in 1980.

There is also a risk of
lost revenue. The 11 per-
cent of students who were
required to pay full lunch
price, $2.93, will now pay

nothing.

However, Rivas said
there’s a potential for in-
creased revenue as stu-
dents will now have extra
money to buy snacks.

The district will contin-
ue this year to collect stu-
dent applications for those
meals.

The USDA will reim-
burse the district for the
new free program based
on the number of appli-
cants this year and their
family incomes.

The federal government
reimburses Dallas ISD
$3.01 per free meal and
$2.61 for a reduced price
meal.
