Free tax 
return prep 

now available 
across Texas

AUSTIN — An estimated $1 billion in tax 
refunds go unclaimed each year, but a service 
statewide is helping folks get back their money 
— and it’s all free of charge. Around 2,000 vol-
unteers across Texas are now offering prepara-
tion of basic federal returns through the AARP 
Foundation Tax-Aide program.

Coordinator Bart Hatfi eld said while there is 
nothing inherently fun about taxes, many fi lers 
leave happy — including a couple who saved 
thousands after coming in for help last year.

“We were doing their taxes and our preparer 
noticed that she had some IRA information 
there. She was over 70 years old and therefore 
was required to take a required minimum dis-
tribution, which she had not taken, and that’s a 
50 percent penalty. We helped her work up an 
explanation to take to the IRS, and they ended 
up waiving the penalty,” Hatfi eld said.

Twenty-one-year-old Blake Hor-
ton has been with the Pampa Fire 
Department for almost one month 
now, and it turns out he is the per-
fect fi t for the department. Origi-
nally from Wheeler, Horton knows 
the area well, and he brings with 
him more than four years of vol-
unteer fi refi ghting experience.

He has enjoyed his time here 
and said so far his experience here 
has been a positive one. 

“I like the guys I work with and 
I get along with everyone. Pampa 
is a good town,” Horton said.

He is on the B shift at the down-
town fi re station.

Before coming to Pampa, not 
only was he a volunteer fi refi ght-
er, but Horton also worked on an 
ambulance in Wheeler for one 
year.

Still waiting for his fi rst major 
fi re call, Horton is eager to learn 
more and says he has no plans to 
leave Pampa any time soon. 

“I’d like to become a captain one 
day,” he said of his future goals 
with the department. Captain is the 
highest active-duty ranking, not 
including the offi ce jobs, within 
the fi re department. Right now 
Horton’s rank is fi refi ghter. From 
there he can move up to equip-
ment manager and then captain 
after that. When he’s not work-
ing, Horton enjoys hunting, fi sh-
ing and riding horses.

Fire Chief Kim Powell is just as 
excited to have Horton on board 
as he is to be there. 

“He’s home and he gets to stay 
home,” she said, referring to the 
fact that he is from the area. She 
added that the department has 
a higher retention rate among 
young hires from the Panhandle 

because they know the area and 
feel at home. 

“He has a great personality that 
fi ts in with the culture,” Powell 
said. 

Horton was among four new 
hires from this round of testing, 
one of whom the department sent 
to the fi re academy in Kilgore. 

“We started Blake this time of 
year right after the holidays so 
that he could come in and work 
with this group of guys,” Powell 
said joking that there is a method 
to the madness. 

“He’s young and excited and 
we like those type of guys being 
here,” she added.

The work environment at PFD 
is known for being upbeat and 
fi refi ghters greet the people of 
the community with a smile and 
an occasional joke, and Horton 
fi ts in with the other fi refi ghters 
effortlessly.

is the school district’s first 
severe weather expo.

She said the idea for a 
weather expo was in re-
sponse to the obvious con-
cern that local parents had 
for the safety of their chil-
dren after the devastating 
tornadoes in Oklahoma in 
spring 2013.

“A tornado watch was is-
sued for Gray County, and 
although there wasn’t a 
cloud in the sky, numerous 
students were signed out 
of our elementary schools 
here in Pampa,” she said. 
“Pampa ISD parents were 
upset and afraid, as this 
was shortly after the Moore 

tornado.”
Scotten conducts storm 

spotter training in Amarillo 
and throughout the Panhan-
dle. She is teaching another 
class in Pampa from 9 a.m. 
to 10:30 a.m. on March 27 
on the third floor of Pampa 
City Hall.

A storm spotter is not 
the same thing as a storm 
chaser — if you decide 
to take the class you will 
not be encouraged to 
chase after violent torna-
does in a pickup truck like 
in the movie “Twister.” 
Rather, storm spotters are 
everyday citizens expertly 
trained to spot big storms 
and weather developments 
and then pass that informa-
tion along to the weather 
service or local emergency 
personnel.

The classes run about 

an hour and a half to two 
hours.

The basics of storm spot-
ter training include: the ba-
sics of thunderstorm devel-
opment, fundamentals of 
storm structure, identifying 
potential severe weather 
features, what information 
to report and how to report 
that information and the 
basics of severe weather 
safety.

For a complete sched-
ule of storm spotter 
classes in the Panhandle, 
visit www.srh.noaa.gov/
ama/?n=spottertalks. Most 
classes are free and open 
to the public but a few are 
limited to TxDOT employ-
ees.

The free assistance is 
being offered at about 300 
sites in Texas including 
senior centers and librar-
ies.

While the tax return 
preparation is available to 
all, Hatfield said, the main 
focus is helping older 
Texans and those who are 
low-income and thus may 
qualify for various deduc-
tions.

“They may be eligible 
because of the earned in-
come credit, and if they 
have children, the addi-
tional child tax credit,” 
Hatfield explained. “With 
three children and the 
right income, that can give 
them $9,000 — even if 
they don’t owe any taxes. 

So there’s significant in-
centives in there to help 
low-income people, and 
if they don’t know about 
it and don’t file their taxes 
the correct way, then they 
don’t get those incen-
tives.”

Last year alone, around 
160,000 Texans received 
help through the AARP 
Foundation Tax-Aide pro-
gram. Their refunds com-
bined totaled more than 
$100 million.

IRS loses appeal on new rules for tax preparers
McLEAN, Va. (AP) — 

The IRS on Tuesday lost 
a federal appeal in a legal 
battle over its effort to in-
stitute competency exams 
and other new regulations 
for as many as 700,000 
paid tax preparers.

A three-judge panel of 
the United States Court 
of Appeals for the District 
of Columbia unanimously 
upheld a lower court’s rul-
ing last year that the IRS 
lacked authority to impose 
the new rules without con-
gressional authorization.

The regulations were 
challenged by the Insti-
tute for Justice in Arling-
ton, Va., a libertarian legal 
group that has filed a va-

riety of lawsuits challeng-
ing occupational licensing 
laws. It argued that the 
proposed regulations for 
tax preparers were onerous 
and would have put thou-
sands of mom-and-pop tax 
preparers out of business.

Dan Alban, a lawyer for 
the institute who argued 
the case in front of the D.C. 
circuit, called the ruling “a 
clear win both for tax pre-
parers and taxpayers” and 
said it could have broad 
implications for federal 
agencies that attempt to is-
sue regulations without a 
mandate from Congress.

“Congress never gave 
the IRS the power to li-
cense tax preparers, and 

the IRS cannot give itself 
that authority,” Alban said.

The IRS has said the 
rules are needed to weed 
out ill-trained and incom-
petent tax preparers. It said 
it had the authority to im-
pose the regulations under 
an 1884 law passed to help 
Civil War soldiers seek-
ing compensation for dead 
horses.

That law authorizes the 
IRS to “regulate the prac-
tice of representatives of 
persons before the Depart-
ment of the Treasury” but 
the appellate judges said 
it should not be stretched 
to give the IRS regulatory 
dominion over tax prepar-
ers.



Republicans set stage for raising debt limit
WASHINGTON (AP) 

— Unwilling to risk 
spooking the markets, and 
leading a fractured GOP 
majority, House Speaker 
John Boehner on Tuesday 
stepped back from a con-
frontation with Democrats 
to let Congress vote on in-
creasing the government’s 
borrowing cap without try-
ing to extract any conces-
sions from the White House.

The move risks more 
displeasure from the tea 
party but came after most 
Republicans in the House 
made clear they had no 
taste for another high-stakes 

fi ght with President Barack 
Obama over the nation’s 
debt ceiling, which must be 
raised so the government 
can borrow money to pay 
all of its bills.

A vote was scheduled 
for Tuesday evening, with 
Democrats lined up to pro-
vide the bulk of support to 
pass the measure; the Senate 
was expected to pass the bill 
and send it to Obama by the 
end of the week.

The vote comes four 
months after Washington 
diffused a government shut-
down and debt crisis that 
burned Republicans politi-
cally — an experience they 
did not want to repeat.

Tuesday’s developments, 
which many Capitol Hill in-
siders saw coming, marks a 
major reversal of the GOP’s 
strategy of trying to use the 
debt limit to force spending 
cuts or other concessions 
on Obama. The president 
yielded to such demands in 
2011 — before his re-elec-
tion — but has since boxed 
in Republicans by refusing 

to negotiate.
Boehner, R-Ohio, made 

the announcement after 
conservatives failed to rally 
around his latest plan, fl oat-
ed Monday, to tie lifting the 
debt ceiling to a measure 
to reverse cuts to military 
pensions that were enacted 
less than two months ago. 
Earlier plans to tie a debt 
cap increase to approval of 
the Keystone XL pipeline 
or repeal of part of the new 
health care law failed as 
well, stymied by a group of 
hard line conservatives who 
vowed never to vote for in-
creasing the government’s 
debt, which stands at more 
than $17 trillion.

The measure does not 
raise the debt limit by a set 
amount but would suspend 
it through March 15 of next 
year to allow Treasury to 
borrow the money it needs 
to pay bills like Social Se-
curity benefi ts, payments 
on government debt, and 
checks for federal workers.

The move refl ects a re-
turn to the old ways of han-

dling the politically tricky 
debt ceiling vote in which 
the president’s party is ex-
pected to carry most of the 
load to pass it.

“We’ll let the Demo-
crats put the votes up,” the 
speaker said. “We’ll put a 
minimum number of (GOP) 
votes up to get it passed.”

“That’s how it’s sup-
posed to work,” said Vice 
President Joe Biden at the 
Capitol after swearing in 
the newest senator, John 
Walsh, D-Mont.

Boehner said his inability 
to assemble 218 GOP votes 
— enough to win a fl oor vote 
— for any debt limit plan left 
him no alternative but to turn 
to Democrats.

“When you don’t have 
218 votes, you have noth-
ing,” Boehner said. “We’ve 
seen that before and we see 
it again.” He said House 
Minority Leader Nancy Pe-
losi, D-Calif., promised him 
sweeping Democratic sup-
port in the vote. More than 
180 Democrats have signed 
a letter pledging to vote for 
a clean increase in the debt 
cap.

The White House applaud-
ed the move. Gene Sperling, 
director of the White House’s 
National Economic Coun-
cil, said the administration 
hopes Tuesday’s develop-
ment means “that the tac-
tic of threatening default or 
threatening the full faith and 
credit of the United States 
for budget debates is over.”

A story of Valentine’s Days past
Saint Valentine, who lived in the 

late 3rd century A.D., was a Chris-
tian martyr killed during the reign 

of Emperor Claudius. 
He has always been 
considered the patron 
saint of lovers, but 
the custom of sending 
valentines on his feast 
day (Feb. 14) is not 
connected to the saint.

The ancient Romans 
hosted a festival (Lu-
percalia) that was at 
the same time as Saint 

Valentine’s feast day. For this festi-
val, that honored a pastoral god, the 
Romans sent anonymously missives 
that were sentimental or ludicrous. 
In the late Middle Ages, there was 
a belief that birds began to mate on 
February 14. This notion probably 
suggested that lovers should ex-
change messages and gifts that day.

At one time it was the custom 
for young people to meet the night 
before Saint Valentine’s Day. Each 
person drew a name of the opposite 
sex from a number of names. Each 
gentleman got a lady for his valen-
tine and he became the valentine of a 
lady. The gentlemen remained bound 
to the services of their valentines for 
a year.

After postal systems were orga-
nized, the practice of mailing home-
made valentine messages became 

common. The greeting card industry 
in the United States now prints mil-
lions of valentines each year. Present 
day valentines are associated with 
lace-trimmed red hearts, flowers and 
chocolate, but the White Deer Land 
Museum has on display a valentine 
which shows none of these objects. 
It is the valentine that Phillip Claude 
Ledrick had made for Fannie May 
White in 1896.

Claude Ledrick and his brother, 
Lee Ledrick, were the sons of Henry 
Ledrick and Amanda Jane “Jenny” 
(Lard) Ledrick. The family came 
from Young County to Roberts 
County in 1886 and established the 
Ledrick Ranch on a league of school 
land located on Chicken Creek. 
(State Highway 70 runs through the 
Ledrick Ranch.) Although many In-
dians still roamed the country at that 
time, the Ledricks got along with 
them. Fannie White, daughter of 
Isaac White and Elizabeth Doherty 
White, was born in 1878 near 
Abilene, Kan. The Isaac White fam-
ily came to Roberts County in 1888 
and settled on Wolf Creek. Claude 
Ledrick and Fannie White were mar-
ried in 1901. For several years they 
lived on the Ledrick Ranch, but in 
1907 they moved to Pampa and built 
a home at 421 East Kingsmill. They 
had no children. Claude continued 
to ranch, but both he and his brother, 
Lee, took part in Pampa’s growth 

and became directors of Gray Coun-
ty State Bank. Claude (P.C.) Ledrick 
was on the school board when the 
tan brick school building was con-
structed at 126 West Francis. Mrs. P. 
C. Ledrick was a charter member of 
El Progresso, a study club organized 
in 1923. Claude Ledrick died in 
1943 and Fannie White Ledrick died 
in 1959.

If you would like to see the 1896 
Valentine, visit the White Deer 
Land Museum. It is homemade and 
very unique. A drastic difference to 
today’s valentines.

High school 
confidential

As my savvy precinct 
committeewoman used 
to say, “A month is a 

lifetime in 
politics, 
and six 
months is 
an eter-
nity.” On 
Jan. 9, the 
Quinnipiac 
Poll stated: 
“New 
Jersey Gov. 
Christopher 

Christie is the hottest 
politician in the country.” 
Democrats were openly 
nervous the Republican 
Party might have an 
unexpected attack of 
pragmatism and actu-
ally nominate Christie in 
2016. Less than a month 
later, after Christie’s of-
fice was revealed to have 
been directly involved 
in a scandal that had for 
days deliberately tied 
up commuter traffic on 
the George Washington 
Bridge, the CNN-ORC 
national poll, which, in 
December, had shown 
Christie leading Demo-
crat Hillary Clinton 48 
percent to 46 percent, 
now indicated that Clin-
ton would crush Christie, 
55 percent to 39 percent.

And all these polls 
were taken before we 
got a full, if unwelcome, 
look at what I can only 
call the “unappealing 
smallness” of Christie. In 
his marathon two-hour 
press conference in the 
second week of January 
when he testified that he 
had neither involvement 
in nor knowledge of his 
appointees closing the 
bridge, Christie went 
back 30 years to distance 
himself from his man at 
the Port Authority, David 
Wildstein, who had been 
a year ahead of him at 
Livingston (N.J.) High 
School and who received, 
and allegedly executed, 
the order from the gov-
ernor’s office to snarl 
bridge traffic:

“David and I were not 
friends in high school. 
We were not even 
acquaintances in high 
school ... We didn’t travel 
in the same circles in 
high school. You know, 
I was the class presi-
dent and athlete. I don’t 
know what David was 
doing during that period 
of time.” These are the 
words of a small man 
who brags, I was the 
popular jock who had an 
assigned seat of honor at 
the exclusive cool guys 
table in the school caf-
eteria while David was 

nowhere to be seen, let 
alone included.

But that was gentle 
treatment compared to 
what the governor’s of-
fice unloaded on Feb. 1 
after Wildstein’s attorney 
wrote that there existed 
evidence, contrary to 
what the governor had 
unequivocally asserted, 
that Christie knew about 
the bridge lane closings. 
Proving he and his team 
were totally unready for 
the prime-time pressures 
of a national campaign, 
Christie charged in an 
email to supporters, 
which was made public, 
that “as a 16-year-old 
kid, (Wildstein) sued 
over a local school board 
election” and that “he 
was publicly accused by 
his high school social 
studies teacher of decep-
tive behavior.” What? No 
charges that Wildstein 
failed to use the revolv-
ing door or, in defiance 
of federal law, tore the 
tag off his mattress, or 
chewed gum during the 
national anthem? Christie 
managed to “raise” petti-
ness to a new low!

Remember this is the 
same Wildstein Christie 
appointed to a $150,000 
a year position on the 
powerful Port Authority, 
where he was called the 
governor’s “eyes” and 
“ears,” and defended by 
the governor’s press sec-
retary against criticism 
that he had alienated 
some colleagues at the 
Port Authority.

High school is where it 
all began. Because they 
happened to be quarter-
backs or student council 
officers or homecoming 
queens, or because adults 
told them they were spe-
cial, individuals of very 
ordinary talents burst 
with self-confidence, 
totally unconnected to 
their actual achievements 
or abilities, and went 
through life receiving 
recognition they haven’t 
earned. And how many 
people of genuine tal-
ent do you know who, 
prisoners in the shadow 
of their own self-doubt, 
fearing the risk of rejec-
tion they learned so 
painfully in high school, 
never scale any heights? 
Maybe this time, having 
been king of the cool 
guys table will not be 
enough.

Winter storm wallops the 
South; 4 killed in Texas

ATLANTA (AP) — In 
a dire warning Tuesday, 
forecasters said a poten-
tially “catastrophic” winter 
storm threatened to bring a 
thick layer of ice to Geor-
gia and other parts of the 
South, causing widespread 
power outages that could 
leave people in the dark 
for days.

Many people heeded 
the advice to stay home 
and off the roads, leav-
ing much of metro Atlanta 
desolate during what is 
typically a busy morning 
commute. While only rain 
fell in the city, places 40 
miles northwest saw 2 to 
3 inches of snow. The rain 
was expected to turn to 
sleet and freezing rain and 
the ice coating was forecast 
for Wednesday.

When asked to elaborate 
on the “catastrophic” warn-
ing, Brian Hoeth, a me-
teorologist at the service’s 
southern regional head-
quarters in Fort Worth, Tex-
as, said forecasters were 
talking about an ice storm 
that happens only once ev-
ery 10 to 20 years for the 
area. Forecasters predicted 
crippling snow and ice ac-
cumulations of as much as 
three-quarters of an inch in 
an area from Atlanta to cen-
tral South Carolina. Wind 
gusts up to 30 mph could 
exacerbate problems.

Aaron Strickland, emer-
gency operations director 
for Georgia Power, said 
the utility is bringing in 
crews from Florida, Texas, 
Oklahoma and Michigan. 
Strickland, who has spent 
35 years with Georgia 
Power, said he’s never seen 
an inch of ice in metro At-
lanta.

“I’ve seen people fore-
cast it, but it’s never come,” 

Strickland said. “And I’m 
hoping it don’t this time.”

President Barack Obama 
declared an emergency in 
Georgia, ordering federal 
agencies to help with the 
state and local response.

The quiet streets were a 
stark contrast to the scene 
just two weeks earlier when 
downtown roads were 
jammed with cars, drivers 
slept overnight in vehicles 
or abandoned them on high-
ways. Students camped in 
school gymnasiums.

“It looks like this time 
it’s not going to be bad un-
til everyone’s home,” said 
Dustin Wilkes, 36, of At-
lanta, who was one of the 
few people headed to the 
offi ce.

Atlanta has a painful past 
of being ill-equipped to 
deal with snowy weather. 
Despite offi cials’ promises 
after a crippling ice storm 
in 2011, the Jan. 28 storm 
proved they still had many 
kinks to work out.

Georgia Gov. Nathan 
Deal indicated Monday 
that he and other state of-
fi cials had learned their les-
son. Before a drop of freez-
ing rain or snow fell, Deal 
declared a state of emer-
gency for nearly a third of 
the state and state employ-
ees were told they could 
stay home. He expanded 
the declaration Tuesday to 
more than half the state’s 
counties.

Schools canceled class-
es, and Deal urged people 
who didn’t need to be any-
where to stay off the roads. 
Tractor-trailer drivers were 
handed fl iers about the 
weather and a law requir-
ing chains on tires in cer-
tain conditions.

“We are certainly ahead 
of the game this time, and 

that’s important,” Deal 
said. “We are trying to be 
ready, prepared and react 
as quickly as possible.”

Tony Hardy said he was 
trying to get out of the in-
coming weather. He lives at 
a homeless shelter and said 
he fell three times on ice 
during the last storm. This 
time, he said he planned to 
shelter in his sister’s house.

“It’s going to last for a 
couple of days,” he said.

The storm is as far west 
as Texas. In North Texas, 
at least four people died 
in traffi c accidents on icy 
roads, including a Dal-
las fi refi ghter who was 
knocked from an Interstate 
20 ramp.

Firefi ghter William Scott 
Tanksley died Monday 
night after being struck by 
a vehicle and falling more 
than 50 feet, according to a 
police report.

In northeastern Alabama, 
slick roads were also caus-
ing wrecks. Michelle 
Owen, of Mt. Pleasant, 
Tenn., was driving north 
on Interstate 65 near Cull-
man, Ala., when she hit an 
icy patch on a bridge. Her 
sport-utility vehicle and a 
trailer it was pulling fi sh-
tailed, sending her 18-year-
old son Tyler through the 
rear window and on to the 
car that was atop the trailer.

“He wound up on top of 
the Mustang we were haul-
ing,” Owen said. He suf-
fered only minor injuries.

Northeast Mississippi 
expected as much as 4 
inches of snow and South 
Carolina, which hasn’t 
seen a major ice storm in 
nearly a decade, could get 
a quarter to three-quarters 
of an inch of ice and as 
much as 8 inches of snow 
in some areas.

Happy Valentine’s Day
Every Feb. 14, across the United 

States, candy, flowers, and gifts are giv-
en to loved ones, all in the name of St. 
Valentine. Who is this saint? One record 

tells us that Valentine was 
a priest who served during 
the third century in Rome. 
It seems that Emperor 
Claudius II decided single 
men made better soldiers 
than those with wives and 
families, therefore he out-
lawed marriage for young 
men of military age. 
Valentine, believing the 
sacredness of marriage, 

defied Claudius and continued to marry 
young lovers. When Claudius discovered 
Valentine’s actions, he ordered him put 
to death.

Valentine’s greetings were popular as 
far back as the Middle Ages, but it was 
not until 1400 that written Valentines 
appeared. The oldest known Valentine 
was a poem written in 1415 by Charles, 
Duke of Orleans to his wife while he 
was imprisoned in the Tower of London. 
It is part of the British Library collec-
tion in London, England today. By 1690, 
printed cards began to replace written 
letters due to improved printing capabil-

ity. Americans began exchanging Val-
entine’s in the early 1700s. In the 1840s 
Esther Howland began selling mass-pro-
duced Valentine cards in America. She is 
known as the “Mother of the Valentine.” 
According to the Greeting Card Associa-
tion, one billion Valentine cards are sent 
each year. This makes Valentine’s Day 
the second largest card-sending holiday. 
The largest day is Christmas, when an 
estimated 2.6 billion cards are sent out 
to celebrate the birth of God’s Son, Jesus 
Christ.

This is the great love gift of all times. 
The Bible says, “For God so loved the 
world, that He gave His only begotten 
son, that whosoever believeth in Him 
should not perish, but have everlasting 
life” (John 3:16). And only the love of 
God gives us hope in the face of disap-
pointment and despair. God desires to 
give you His gift of love. God loves you, 
always has loved you, and always will 
love you. But this is a gift that must be 
received.

As you think of Valentine’s Day, think 
of God’s love and gift to you.

Monday: Pistons beat Spurs 
109-100 in Loyer’s debut 

AUBURN HILLS, 
Mich. (AP) — With interim 
coach John Loyer hoarsely 
shouting instructions, Bran-
don Jennings and the De-

troit Pis-
tons ran 
away from 
the San 
A n t o n i o 
Spurs in 
the third 
quarter.

Jennings 
f i n i s h e d 
with 21 
points, and 

the Pistons beat San An-
tonio 109-100 on Monday 
night in Loyer’s fi rst game 
at the helm.

Detroit abruptly fi red 
Maurice Cheeks on Sun-
day after only 50 games as 
coach, but although they’ve 
been unimpressive for the 
most part this season, the 
Pistons have played better 
lately. The comfortable win 
over the Spurs was Detroit’s 
fi fth in seven games.

“I told them it was going 
to be an emotional day,” 
Loyer said. “I told them I 
thought we can play, collec-
tively, for longer periods of 
time better than we have.”

Rodney Stuckey scored 
20 points for the Pistons, 

and Greg Monroe added 15 
points and 10 rebounds.

Marco Belinelli led the 
Spurs with 20 points.

Detroit pulled even with 
Charlotte for the fi nal play-
off spot in the Eastern Con-
ference, and the Pistons 
have shown fl ashes recently 
of the potential they thought 
they’d have this season. Af-
ter signing Josh Smith and 
trading for Jennings in the 
offseason, Detroit is barely 
ahead of last season’s pace 
in terms of wins and losses.

Jennings has been terrifi c 
lately, though. After scor-
ing 35 points with 12 assists 
Saturday against Denver, he 
orchestrated another strong 
offensive effort Monday.

San Antonio, meanwhile, 
turned the ball over eight 
times in the third quarter, 
when Detroit pushed its 
lead from 11 to 20. The 
Spurs fi nished with 19 turn-
overs, giving the Pistons all 
the help they would need.

“We lost the game be-
cause we probably played 
the worst defense we’ve 
played all season, especially 
in the fi rst half,” San Anto-
nio coach Gregg Popovich 
said. “We didn’t bring it 
mentally or physically, and 
the Pistons did.”

Loyer’s sideline demean-
or was quite a change from 
Cheeks’ more calm ap-
proach. At one point, Loyer 
came all the way across 
midcourt to give instruc-
tions as the Pistons were 
trying to hold on.

“They’re both two differ-
ent coaches,” Jennings said. 
“One is loud, the other one 
is kind of laid back. They’re 
both great guys — especial-
ly Cheeks. He’s like a father 
fi gure to me, so he’s defi -
nitely going to be missed. 
But this is the NBA, so I 
know how that goes.”

The Pistons went on a 
12-2 run in the third to take 
a 73-52 lead, then added a 
few more highlights later 
in that quarter. Smith threw 
down a one-handed dunk 
after a turnover by San An-
tonio, and Jennings made a 
layup after Detroit’s Andre 
Drummond blocked Aron 
Baynes’ shot emphatically 
off the glass.

Jennings missed from the 
perimeter, then stole the 
ball near midcourt and went 
in for a three-point play to 
make it 84-62.

“I told the guys today, 
just when we were in the 
locker room, I’m so proud 
of them,” Loyer said.

vesters were able to mus-
ter up a 7-0 run, led by a 
2-pointer from Burnett 
which was complemented 
by free throws from ju-
niors Ty’Randa Johnson 
and Caragan Niccum. 
This cut the score to 15-

“What got us was in the
