However, Massey said he wants to bring
attention to the public that Barrueta-Domin-
guez is still at-large and has been placed back
on the “Fugitive of the Week” list.

“This guy needs to be held accountable for
his actions and we are continuing to seek in-
formation about his whereabouts,” Massey
said.

“We are unsure of why he fled,” Massey
said in October. “There were no indications
at the scene that alcohol was involved, no
warrants for his arrest nor any signs of illegal
activity were discovered at the crash scene.”

Barrueta-Dominguez, 35, is a Hispanic
male with black hair and brown eyes. He is
wanted for failing to stop and render aid re-
sulting in serious bodily injury.

Nelson murder case
now in hands of DA

The Pampa Police Department on Jan. 9
completed its investigation of a fatal shoot-
ing on Dec. 28 and has forwarded its findings
to the Gray County District Attorney.

The suspect, Eddie Graham, 28, of Pampa,
was charged with murder.

At approximately 4:20 a.m.,
the Pampa Police Department
received a 911 call on a sub-
ject who had been shot inside
a residence in the 300 block of
North Faulkner Street.

Officers arrived and found
Nicholas Nelson, 28, of Pam-
pa, at the residence with a
single gunshot wound. He was
pronounced dead at the scene,
according to PPD. Graham
was still on scene and was taken into custody.

Graham was questioned by detectives and
later booked into the Gray County Jail on a
murder charge stemming from the incident.

He is still being held at the jail with bond
set at $250,000. A jail booking report shows
that Graham has 24 outstanding Class C war-
rants and three other warrants for failure to
pay fees prior to his murder arrest.

The case is now pending with the DA’s of-
fice.

The Pampa City Commission met at 4 p.m. Tuesday
and approved two requests to replat subdivisions within
the city limits.

Jim Davidson, broker/owner of Century 21 Pampa
Realty, requested to replat Block 7 of the Country Club
Heights, a small subdivision on Harvester Avenue across
from the Pampa County Club.

Open Range Development wanted approval to re-
plat Edwin Park Subdivision, which is located on the
grounds of the former Pampa Middle School. This replat
will take the designated area from five to six lots and
from 20 to 29 residential lots. The original plan to have a
cul-de-sac at the end of the community was revised and
instead, 24th Street will be paved through the develop-
ment.

The original plan also stated that the housing in the

area would be town homes, whereas now it has shifted
to garden homes with rear-entry access and an alley run-
ning through the back as well to decrease congestion.

The Commission also approved the first reading of an
ordinance granting to Southwestern Public Service Co.,
dba Excel Energy, the right, privilege and franchise to
conduct electrical lighting and power business within
Pampa.

Assistant City Manager Shane Stokes, along with a
group of local RC racers, approached the court with the
idea of using the old city pool on Kentucky for a new race
track for the sport. There will be an official reading at
the next meeting for the Commissioners to consider the
proposal, and if it is approved, the group will maintain
the land and build the track once the pool is filled. They
will also have access to the building and bathrooms on

Amarillo struggles to handle influx of refugees

For the last five years,
Titus Pa Thawng has lived
thousands of miles from his
native Myanmar in Amaril-
lo, where he is a Christian
pastor for a congregation of
fellow refugees.

“God has sent us here,”
said Thawng, 45, a married
father of three daughters.

More international refu-
gees were resettled in
Texas in 2012 than in any
other state, according to
the federal Office of Refu-
gee Resettlement. And one
of the leading destinations
is Amarillo, where mem-
bers of Thawng’s church

and other newcomers from
places like Myanmar and
Iraq often work in meat-
packing plants.

Now local officials are
worried that Amarillo’s ref-
ugee population is straining
the Panhandle city’s ability
to respond to 911 callers
who speak numerous lan-
guages and to help school-
children learn English and
adapt to a new culture.

“We’ve raised some red
flags and said this isn’t
good for some entities in
the city or for the refugees
themselves,” said Mayor
Paul Harpole.

Amarillo, the state’s 14th
largest city, with 195,000
residents, receives a higher

ratio of new refugees to the
existing population than
any other Texas city, ac-
cording to 2007-12 State
Department data from U.S.
Rep. Mac Thornberry, R-
Clarendon. And the only
Texas cities that receive a
larger number of refugees
than Amarillo (which re-
ceived 480 in 2012) are also
the state’s largest: Houston,
Dallas, Fort Worth, Austin
and San Antonio.

But those numbers show
only a refugee’s initial
placement and do not ac-
count for secondary mi-
gration, Thornberry said.
Many refugees who initial-
ly settle elsewhere relocate
to Amarillo for jobs or to

join family members.

The State Department de-
cides how many refugees
are resettled in an area, and
states review those recom-
mendations.

Last fall, the department,
the Texas Health and Hu-
man Services Commission
and refugee placement or-
ganizations agreed that for
2014, placements in Ama-
rillo should be limited to
family reunifications, said
Stephanie Goodman, a
spokeswoman for the com-
mission.

“We cannot keep going at
the rate we’ve been going,”
Thornberry said.

For Thuraya Lohony,
who came to Texas seeking

political asylum from Iraq,
learning she was going to
Amarillo came as a shock.
She had never heard of the
city.

“It’s  totally different
from my country,” she said.
“We have mountains, riv-
ers and hills, and it’s green.
But when we came, we
found everything was just
plains.”

Even so, she soon con-
sidered Amarillo her home,
and 17 years later, she’s
still there. She is now in-
terim director of refugee
resettlement at Catholic
Charities of the Texas Pan-
handle, which helps people
who have fled war and per-
secution find homes and

jobs. Many find work at
area meatpacking plants,
which often pay $14 an
hour, Lohony said.

But Harpole said demand
for workers at the plants
was declining. “We just
think it’s going to be more
difficult for the refugees to
do well here,” he said.

For schools, challenges
include educating students
who sometimes cannot read
in English or in their native
language, Thornberry said.

“You look at the bur-
den you’re placing on the
school system not only to
meet the testing require-
ments but to help integrate
these kids into modern
American life,” he said.

U.S. Federal judge strikes down Texas

AUSTIN (AP) A
federal judge declared
Texas’ ban on gay mar-
riage  unconstitutional
Wednesday, but left it
in place until an appeals
court can rule on the
case.

Judge Orlando Gar-
cia issued the prelimi-
nary injunction after two
gay couples challenged

a state constitutional
amendment and a long-
standing law.

He said the couples are
likely to win their case
and the ban should be
lifted, but said he would
give the state time to ap-
peal to the 5th Circuit
Court of Appeals before
doing so.

“Without a rational

relation to a legitimate
governmental purpose,
state-imposed inequality
can find no refuge in our
United States Constitu-
tion,” Garcia wrote.
“These Texas laws
deny plaintiffs access
to the institution of
marriage and its nu-
merous rights, privi-
leges, and responsibil-

Today O’Reilly opines,
“The cyberspace addic-
tion rate among American
children is off the charts
... they don’t learn coping
skills! ... In China, young
people are encouraged to
compete, be disciplined,
live in the real world. Not
here.”

Even if that were true,
what have Chinese young
people invented lately?
Any companies? What
music and art did they
compose?

O’Reilly worries about
“America going to pot ...
If you use any intoxicat-

ing agent, your goal is to
leave reality. You’re not
satisfied with your current
state of mind, you want to
get high, buzzed, blasted,
whatever.”

I say, so what?

Some people like the
sensation of getting
“buzzed.” Some are not
satisfied with their cur-
rent state of mind. Good.
That’s what gets people to
learn new things.

Altering our minds is a
most basic right. We alter
our minds — often for the
better — every time we
read a book, fall in love or
watch a TV show, includ-
ing O’Reilly’s.

But old people worry
that young people are
exposed to sexual imagery.
It’s true the Web brings
pornography to children’s
computers, and that cul-
ture is often coarse.

Even Frank
Sinatra said his kind of
music is “deplorable, a
rancid, smelling aphrodisi-
ac (that) fosters destructive
relations in young people.”

Somehow, America
survived Elvis.

“Moral panics are one of
our favorite things,” says
Moynihan.

“If there’s nothing to be
panicked about, what do
you write about?”” Being
outraged is part of the
media circus.

The danger is that the
outrage undermines per-
spective. It creates a false
impression of how risky
the present is, and it fuels
unnecessary, freedom-
killing regulations.

Old people always talk
about the good old days.
But the good old days
were not so good. When
I was young, more kids
were intolerant, racist, sex-
ist and homophobic. They
had little knowledge of
life beyond their neigh-
borhoods. Today, thanks
to the Web and other
innovations, life is better,
not worse.

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The hollow argument against higher wages

In the midst of a crucial
political debate that plainly
favored proponents of a
higher mini-
mum wage,
the Con-
gressional
Budget Of-
fice dropped
a bombshell
headline this
week. In-
creasing the
minimum
to $10.10
an hour — as demanded
by President Barack
Obama and Democrats
on Capitol Hill — would
“cost 500,000 jobs.” At
a moment when employ-
ment still lags badly, this
assertion was potentially
devastating.

Almost lost in much of
the predictable media cov-
erage was the CBO report’s
estimate that a minimum-
wage increase would lift at
least 900,000 workers and
their families out of poverty
— and boost incomes for at
least 15 million more.

But as top economists
have repeatedly pointed
out, such damning employ-
ment numbers are fuzzy
and unreliable, while the
CBO poverty numbers
probably underestimated
the positive impact of a
higher minimum.

Moreover, those
500,000-jobs-lost headlines
were highly misleading,
with the strong implication
that more than half a mil-
lion actual people would be
laid off — which is wrong.
In fact, the CBO number
is meant to estimate the

number of jobs employers
might not fill when workers
leave, or the number of jobs
employers might not create
as quickly if they must pay
a higher wage. It doesn’t
mean that people will lose
their current jobs, but that
those people seeking low-
wage jobs may have to look
slightly longer to find them.

What about that nice
round number of 500,000?
Naturally it is rounded to
the nearest hundred thou-
sand, but more to the point
is that the headlined num-
ber is simply the midpoint
of an estimated range from
“slight impact” or zero lost
jobs on the low end to one
million on the high end.

Such a million-job spread
represents substantial
uncertainty. Skeptics may
consider the uncertainty
even greater because the
CBO report relied heavily
on disputed assumptions
by conservative econo-
mists — and diverged from
the consensus of top U.S.
economists, who expect
that moderate increases
have a vanishingly small
impact on employment.

But even if 500,000 fewer
jobs are created in the short
run, that somewhat no-
tional cost must be weighed
against the indisputable
benefit to low-wage work-
ers. As economist Dean
Baker explains:

With 25 million people
projected to be in the pool
of beneficiaries from a
higher minimum wage, this
means that we can expect
affected workers to put in
on average about 2 percent

fewer hours a year. How-
ever when they do work,
those at the bottom will see
a 39.3 percent increase in
pay.

While overstating the
negative effect of raising
the minimum wage on jobs,
the CBO study understated
the positive effect on fami-
lies living in poverty. Its es-
timate of 900,000 families

lifted above the poverty line

is based solely on computer
simulations. But historical
research into the effect of
previous minimum-wage
increases suggest a much
more robust benefit to the
working poor.

According to University

of Massachusetts economist

Arindrajit Dube, who has
studied the effects of min-
imum-wage increases in
recent decades, the impact
on poverty is much more
powerful than the CBO
suggests. He quotes a study
by The Hamilton Project,

a centrist economic think
tank based at the Brookings
Institution, which suggests
that as many as 35 mil-
lion families will benefit
from an increase to $10.10
an hour due to “spillover
effects” raising income
among workers who
already make slightly more
than the minimum.

Dube’s studies of the
historical effect of past
minimum-wage increases
indicate that raising the
federal minimum to $10.10
would lift somewhere
between 4.6 and 6 mil-
lion households above the
poverty line.

Raising the minimum

wage will also reduce
profiteering by large, highly
profitable employers, like
Wal-Mart and McDonalds,
whose workers rely on gov-
ernment benefits — such

as the Earned Income Tax
Credit and food stamps —
to supplement inadequate
paychecks. Survey after
survey reflects the strong
public appetite for higher
wages at the low end. But
popular approval is not the
only way companies can
actually benefit from im-
proving workers’ earnings
and livelihoods.

The Gap clothing chain
just announced that its
workers will soon receive
better pay to bring them
above the current federal
minimum. Announcing that
his company will volun-
tarily raise its lowest-paid
workers to $9 this year
and $10 next year, Gap
CEO Glenn Murphy said
he regards the expense as
a “strategic investment”
that would pay for itself
many times over in better
productivity and morale (as
well as lower job turnover
and training costs).

When the clear social
benefits of raising wages
are contrasted with the du-
bious warnings of lost jobs,
there is no real argument.
If we intend to address
poverty and reduce inequal-
ity, higher wages across
the workforce are impera-
tive — but especially at the
bottom.

NEW ORLEANS (AP)
— A federal judge on
Wednesday delayed a law-
suit against a Texas lawyer
accused by BP of falsely
claiming to represent thou-
sands of deckhands who
lost money in the 2010
Gulf oil spill.

U.S. District Judge Carl
Barbier agreed that the law-
suit should be put on hold,
at least temporarily, while
the criminal case against
attorney Mikal Watts is on-
going. Watts’ lawyer said
Watts expects to know by
June whether he will be in-
dicted.

Barbier also heard ar-
guments on whether he
should halt future distribu-
tion of money from a $2.3
billion fund for seafood
industry workers until the
court can determine the ex-
tent of the alleged fraud. It

BP claims that more than
half of the Social Security
numbers on Watts’ client
list were fake. The oil giant
argues the money it agreed
to put into the seafood com-
pensation fund was inflat-
ed, based on the belief that
Watts — a former member
of a steering committee
of attorneys representing
plaintiffs suing over the oil
spill — represented more
than 40,000 clients.

BP said it has already
paid out more than $1 bil-
lion from the fund under a
two-tiered payment plan.
Under the settlement, a
second round of claims and
payments was to begin if
there was money left over
after the first round, accord-
ing to BP court filings. The
date for the second-round
payments has not been set.
Barbier noted it was likely

ond-round payments un-
til the fraud allegations
against Watts are more ful-
ly investigated, BP attorney
Kevin Downey said.

Jim Irwin, attorney for
the class suing BP and oth-
ers over the oil spill, said
it was BP’s duty to inves-
tigate whether claims were
legitimate.

And people who may be
due legitimate payments
should not have claims de-
layed or denied because of
allegations against Watts,
he said.

“Proper restitution is to
go after the people who
committed the fraud,” Ir-
win said.

Although BP has publicly
raised questions about the
validity of some seafood
industry claims, the focus
of Wednesday’s hearing
was not specific fraudulent
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Behaviorists insist dogs
lack shame. The guilty
look — head cowered, ears
back, eyes droopy — is a
reaction to the tantrum you
are throwing now over the
damage they did hours ear-
lier.

“Just get over it and re-
mind yourself not to put
temptation in the way next
time,” said Dr. Bonnie Bea-
ver, a professor at Texas
A&M University’s College
of Veterinary Medicine and
executive director of the
American College of Vet-
erinary Behaviorists.

But scientific findings
have not put a dent in the
popularity of online dog
shaming sites like dog-
shaming.com and shamey-
ourpet.com or videos like
those posted on youtube.
com/crackrockcandy.  In
the photos and videos, dogs
wear humorous written
“confessions” and often are
surrounded by the remnants
of their misdeeds. There is
no question that in some
photos, they look guilty of
eating, drinking, chewing,
licking or destroying some-
thing they shouldn’t have.

Dogshaming.com was the
first and is among the most
popular sites. Since Pascale
Lemire started it in August
2012, it has received more
than 58 million page views
and more than 65,000 sub-
missions. A submission has
to come with a photo show-
ing the dog’s guilty look.

Lemire, who Ilives in
Vancouver, British Colum-
bia, also published a book
called “Dog Shaming,”

know what, but he seems to
calm down when I give him
the sad face, so let’s try that
again.””

She thinks the online dog
shaming memes are all in
good fun.

“People come for a laugh
and camaraderie,” Lemire
said. “They see that their
dog isn’t the only one who
does awful things. People
don’t shame their dogs out
of anger, they do it out of
love.”

Another dog  owner
helped get celebrities into
the trend. In late 2011, Jer-
emy Lakaszcyck of Boston
started putting shaming
videos of his lemon beagle,
Maymo, on YouTube. Four
months later, Ellen DeGe-
neres ran one of them on
her show and comedian
Ricky Gervais tweeted it.
The popularity of the vid-
eos soared, Lakaszcyck
said.

He also submitted photos
to Lemire for dogshaming.
com, which made Maymo
even more famous.

Maymo has a natural-
ly sad or guilty face and
senses something is wrong
if Lakaszcyck speaks in a
stern voice. “They know
when their owners are an-
ery.

“Maymo can sit for quite
awhile looking sad because
he’s a ham. It’s natural, and
he knows a treat is com-
ing. His tail usually wags
through the wait. It’s like
he’s happy on one end and
sad on the other,” he said.

One of the first scientific
studies on the “guilty dog
look” was conducted in

a treat. When the owners
returned, sometimes they
knew what the dogs had
done and sometimes they
didn’t and sometimes the
dogs had eaten the treats
and sometimes they hadn’t.

“I found that the ‘look’
appeared most often when
owners scolded their dogs,
regardless of  whether
the dog had disobeyed or
did something for which
they might or should feel
guilty. It wasn’t ‘guilt’ but
a reaction to the owner
that prompted the look,”
Horowitz said.

“l am not saying that
dogs might not feel guilt,
just that the ‘guilty look’ is
not an indication of it,” she
added. She also believes
there is a difference be-
tween guilt and shame.

Dogs can certainly learn
from bad behavior, but re-
wards or punishment are
most effective right after
the wrongdoing, said Bea-
ver, the veterinary profes-
sor. “The farther it gets
from that, the less connec-
tion is made with the be-
havior,” she said.

At some point, your dog
will probably cower, wait-
ing for you to complete
your meltdown, ditch the
negative voice and lose the
nasty body language, Bea-
ver said.

But you do wonder what
other emotions dogs lack
besides guilt.

“Humans have a natural
desire to know what an ani-
mal is thinking, and yet we
are limited to reading body
language and measuring
physiological  reactions,”
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Beaver said. The bottom
line is: “We will never truly
know because we cannot
ask them.”

Couple stumbles upon
$10 million in rare coins

LOS ANGELES (AP)
— A Northern California
couple out walking their
dog on their property
stumbled across a modern-
day bonanza: $10 million
in rare, mint-condition
gold coins buried in the
shadow of an old tree.

Nearly all of the 1,427
coins, dating from 1847
to 1894, are in uncircu-
lated, mint condition, said
David Hall, co-founder of
Professional Coin Grad-
ing Service of Santa Ana,
which recently authenti-
cated them.

Although the face value
of the gold pieces only
adds up to more than
$28,000, some of them are
so rare that coin experts
say they could fetch nearly
$1 million apiece.

“I don’t like to say once-
in-a-lifetime for anything,
but you don’t get an op-
portunity to handle this
kind of material, a trea-
sure like this, ever,” said
veteran numismatist Don
Kagin, who is represent-
ing the finders. “It’s like
they found the pot of gold
at the end of the rainbow.”

Kagin, whose family has
been in the rare-coin busi-
ness for 81 years, would
say little about the couple
other than that they are
husband and wife, are mid-
dle-aged and have lived
for several years on the ru-
ral property in California’s
Gold Country, where the
coins were found. They
have no idea who put them
there, he said.

The pair are choosing to
remain anonymous, Kagin
said, in part to avoid a re-
newed gold rush to their
property by modern-day
prospectors armed with
metal detectors.

They also don’t want to
be treated any differently,
said David McCarthy,
chief numismatist for Ka-
gin Inc. of Tiburon.

“Their concern was this

would change the way ev-
eryone else would look at
them, and they’re pretty
happy with the lifestyle
they have today,” he said.

They plan to put most
of the coins up for sale
through Amazon while
holding onto a few keep-
sakes. They’ll use the
money to pay off bills and
quietly donate to local
charities, Kagin said.

Before they sell them,
they are loaning some to
the American Numismatic
Association for its Na-
tional Money Show, which
opens Thursday in Atlanta.

What makes their find
particularly valuable, Mc-
Carthy said, is that al-
most all of the coins are
in near-perfect condition.
That means that whoever
put them into the ground
likely socked them away
as soon as they were put
into circulation.

Because paper money
was illegal in California
until the 1870s, he added,
it’s extremely rare to find
any coins from before that
of such high quality.

“It wasn’t really until the
1880s that you start seeing
coins struck in California
that were kept in real high
grades of preservation,”
he said.

The coins, in $5, $10
and $20 denominations,
were stored more or less
in chronological order in
six cans, McCarthy said,
with the 1840s and 1850s
pieces going into one can
until it was filed, then new
coins going into the next
one and the next one after
that.

The dates and the meth-
od indicated that whoever
put them there was using
the ground as their per-
sonal bank and that they
weren’t swooped up all at
once in a robbery.

Although most of the
coins were minted in San
Francisco, one $5 gold

piece came from as far
away as Georgia.

Kagin and McCarthy
would say little about
the couple’s property or
its ownership history,
other than it’s located in
Gold Country, a sprawl-
ing, picturesque and still
lightly populated section
of north-central Califor-
nia that stretches along the
western slope of the Sierra
Nevada.

The discovery of gold
at Sutter’s Mill, about 50
miles northeast of Sacra-
mento, set off the Califor-
nia Gold Rush of 1848.

The coins had been bur-
ied by a path the couple
had walked for years. On
the day they found them
last spring, the woman had
bent over to examine an
old rusty can that erosion
had caused to pop slightly
out of the ground.

“Don’t be above bend-
ing over to check on a
rusty can,” Kagin said she
told him.

They were located on a
section of the property the
couple nicknamed Saddle
Ridge, and Kagin is call-
ing the find the Saddle
Ridge Hoard. He believes
it could be the largest such
discovery in U.S. history.

One of the largest previ-
ous finds of gold coins was
$1 million worth uncov-
ered by construction work-
ers in Jackson, Tenn., in
1985. More than 400,000
silver dollars were found
in the home of a Reno,
Nev.,, man who died in
1974 and were later sold
intact for $7.3 million.

Gold coins and ingots
said to be worth as much
as $130 million were re-
covered in the 1980s from
the wreck of the SS Central
America. But historians
knew roughly where that
gold was because the ship
went down off the coast of
North Carolina during a
hurricane in 1857.

Justin Bieber jail video

MIAMI (AP) — Video
of Justin Bieber at a South
Florida police station after
his January arrest is ex-
pected to be made public,
with some sensitive parts
omitted.

Miami-Dade County
prosecutors said DVDs of
about 10 hours of video will
be made public Wednesday

afternoon. The video was
sought by The Associated
Press and other media or-
ganizations under Florida’s
public records law.

The Pampa Harvesters’
junior varsity team took
down the Dons from Palo
Duro 12-6 Tuesday night
at Harvester Field.

“Yu is the kind of
guy that doesn’t show a
whole lot of emotion. He
was excited in what he
said, he’s going to work
his tail off to make cer-
tain that he does a good
job,” Washington said.
“Sometimes he gets ex-
cited, but he does a good
job of tempering his ex-
citement.”

Tabbing Darvish the
opening day starter was
one of the easiest deci-
sions Washington will
have all spring.

Darvish is 29-18 with a

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Review: An epic battle gets blockbuster treatment

Big screen. Big effects.
Big budget. Big box office.

It’s clear that Russian di-
rector Fedor Bondarchuk
was going for something,
well, big, with “Stalin-
grad,” the first-ever Rus-
sian film in IMAX 3D.

And in a sense, that’s
perfectly apt, because it
would be hard to over-
state how large the Battle
of Stalingrad looms in the
Russian psyche. The cru-
cial Soviet victory over the
Nazis in the battle, which
lasted six months and was
one of the bloodiest in
modern warfare, was a key
turning point of World War
[T — or what the Russians
call the Great Patriotic
War.

And the rewards for
Bondarchuk have been,
yes, big, so far. “Stalin-

grad,” with a reported $30
million budget, is a giant
hit in Russia — the studio
calls it the highest-gross-
ing Russian movie of all
time — and also has done
huge box office in China.
Now, it’s coming to IMAX
3D screens in the United
States for a week, during
which the filmmakers hope
to spark further interest.
The only problem is that
the film, while certainly
impressive in its effects
and a few rock-em sock-
“em battle scenes, is sorely
lacking in crucial areas,
namely  characterization
and narrative. Perhaps it
wouldn’t matter, if the
film didn’t attempt to be
not only a blockbuster but
a heart-tugging, intimate
story about bravery, endur-
ance, sacrifice and love. To

accomplish that, you need viet men fight on, though Meanwhile,

a compelling script and
complex characters.

The movie begins in a
peculiar way. Why, you
might ask, are we in Ja-
pan? Turns out we’re at
the scene of the Fuku-
shima earthquake in 2011.
Among the international
rescuers is a Russian doc-
tor, working to save young
German tourists trapped in
the rubble.

Flash back some 70 years
to the autumn of 1942, and
the raging battle for Stal-
ingrad, the industrial city
(now called Volgograd)
that lies on the Volga Riv-
er. In a spectacular scene,
the Germans ignite their
fuel supply and pour it
down onto Red Army sol-
diers advancing from the
river banks. But the So-

they’re being burned alive.

From macro to micro:
the focus shifts to an apart-
ment building devastated
by Nazi air strikes. There,
a ragtag band of Soviet
soldiers has established
an outpost. Keeping the
strategically located build-
ing in Soviet hands is cru-
cial to stopping the Ger-
mans. There are five men,
and one young woman:
18-year-old Katya (Mariya
Smolnikova), who lives
there and defiantly refuses
to leave.

In this building — based
loosely on a real one that
became known as the Pav-
lov House — relationships
form. The men first want
Katya to leave, but a few
wind up falling in love
with her.

the Nazis
are trying to finish off the
battle. An evil commander
is bedeviled by head lice
even as he murders wom-
en and children. The only
vaguely sympathetic char-
acter is the officer Kahn
(Thomas  Kretschmann),
who is handsome and ap-
parently conflicted about
what he is doing. He takes
up with a local beauty
named Masha (Yanina
Studlina). He’ll fall in love
with her, but the way he
treats her before that will
frankly make viewer sym-
pathy rather implausible.

With the two women
serving to humanize the
narrative, the war pro-
ceeds. At times, you’ll be
reminded the film is in 3D,
as when a bullet comes fly-
ing through space.

We end up back in Japan,
where the Russian doctor
has been telling his story to
the young Germans — he’s
connected in a key way to
that house in Stalingrad —
and now we realize why
we’re there. War is behind
us. Nations are connected
now in different ways.

It’s rather heavy-handed,
as is the movie. But if Bon-
darchuk’s impressive visu-
als will lure some young
people in to learn about
an episode of history they
know little about, maybe
that’s not the worst crime.

“Stalingrad,” a Colum-
bia Pictures release, is rat-
ed R by the Motion Picture
Association of America
for “sequences of war vio-
lence.”

DETROIT (AP) — To
deliver bouquets in and
around Washington, D.C.,
Karin’s Florist has two big
vans, two small ones and
a boxy little wagon that’s
clinging to life.

“We’ve got it sewn to-
gether with rubber bands
and paper clips,” said Maris
Angolia, president of the
family owned business
named after her sister.
