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Attorneys still waiting for Skinner transcripts

M Once transcripts received
defense team, AG’s office
have 21 days to submit
findings back to court.

The state Attorney General’s Office and
defense attorneys for Hank Skinner, the
death-row inmate convicted for murder-
ing Twila Busby and her two sons on New

Year’s Eve in 1993, are
still awaiting transcripts
from Skinner’s evidentia-
ry hearing on Feb. 3 and 4.

Skinner was not present
at the hearing, which was
held at the Gray County
Courthouse.

Once those transcripts
are received by both the
prosecution and defense,
each side has 21 days to file their findings
to Judge Steven Emmert of the 31st Dis-
trict Court.

Emmert will then review the advisories

from both sides and issue his own findings
to the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals.

Skinner’s attorneys say the best out-
come for their client is this: If the judge
determines that the same DNA test results
reviewed by the court in February had
been available at the time of his trial, it
is reasonably probable that the jury would
not have convicted Skinner.

Skinner’s original attorney, Harold
Comer of Pampa, did not seek DNA test-
ing at the time of his original trial, partly
out of his concern that the results would
have implicated his client.

According to Skinner’s attorneys, new

DNA test results support the inference
that Busby’s uncle, Robert Donnell, who
made sexual advances to Busby on the
night of the killings, committed the crimes
and not Skinner.

The AG’s office maintains that DNA
and crime scene evidence overwhelm-
ingly point to Skinner as the killer.

After the hearing, the media was told
attorneys would likely be filing their find-
ings in late February or March, but no ex-
planation for the delay has been given to
the local press by the district court.

There really will be a new hotel here soon.

The City of Pampa has reviewed plans and is-
sued a building permit for the La Quinta Inn &
Suites that will be constructed on the south side

of United Supermarkets store.

The three-story hotel will be built on a 1.76-
acre lot that Amarillo businessman Paresh Patel
purchased from Pampa Realty. The sale closed

on June 13.
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City spokesman Donny Hooper said all build- 7

ers are required to submit their building plans to

the city for approval.

Hooper said the city reviews the plans to en-
sure that everything is in compliance with city
codes, including the building’s structure, fire
safety, plumbing, electrical and how the utilities

will tie into the city’s infrastructure.

Hooper said he did not know when Patel plans
to start construction. Patel did not immediately
return a phone message or an email Monday
from The Pampa News asking when construc-

tion will begin.

In a July interview with the newspaper, Patel
said along with single rooms, the hotel will offer

two-room suites and extended-stay suites.

Amenities will include an indoor swimming
pool and jacuzzi, a conference room and hot

breakfasts.

Patel said in July he is from Texas and had

Toni McClendon, court
reporter for the 31st Dis-
trict, was in court Monday
and could not be reached
for comment, an employee
with the court said.

The district court has
not returned several earlier
phone messages left by this
newspaper.

Meanwhile, Skinner’s
case drags on year after
year in the courts, raising
the ire of citizens who be-
lieve Skinner should have
been executed long ago.

The total cost to Gray
County for his case is
$341,200. This includes the
cost of the original 1995
trial, the 1996 appeal and
DNA testing that was per-
formed in 2001.

Skinner has been incar-
cerated since March 31,
1995.

While a spokesman with
the Texas Department of
Criminal Justice could not
say the cost per day of hous-
ing a death-row inmate, he
said the average cost per in-
mate is around $50.

Based on that number,
taxpayers in Texas have
spent about $347,250 to
house Skinner on death-
rOW.

Father Barnabas Radke

Father Barnabas Radke, a priest of the Diocese of Ama-
rillo, passed away April 4 after a brief illness. He was 80
years old.
E T Vigil will be said at 6 p.m. at St.
Vincent de Paul Catholic Church,
2300 N. Hobart in Pampa. Funeral
Mass will be celebrated at 10 a.m.,
Wednesday, April 9, 2014 in St.
Mary’s Catholic Cathedral in Amaril-
lo with Bishop Patrick Zurek as cele-
brant. Arrangements are by Schooler
Funeral Home, 4100 South Georgia.

Robert Oliver Radke was born in
Cleveland, Ohio on Feb. 7, 1934,

Father

raised a non-Catholic with a Luther-
Barnabas an emphasis. After completing high
Radke school, he decided to join the Navy in

1951. It was during his military ser-
vice that he met his Godfather, Edward Arnold.

Shortly after that meeting, Radke joined the Catholic
Church and was baptized on April 4, 1953 at St. Rita’s
Church in San Diego. He would receive the Sacrament
of Confirmation less than a month later, on May 1, at St.
Joseph’s Cathedral, also in San Diego.

After the completion of his military obligation, Radke
felt the desire to become a priest and became fascinated
with the Benedictines. In 1954, he was admitted to Im-
maculate Conception Diocesan Seminary in El Cajon,
Calif. After additional discernment, Radke felt a deeper
calling to religious life and was transferred and accepted
as a postulant at the Congregation of the Sacred Heart in
Great Barrington, I1l. It was in 1964 with this congrega-
tion that Radke received his habit and also the name of
Barnabas.

His discernment led Radke to desire marriage and on
Nov. 25, 1965, he and Patricia Kay Walsh were united
in marriage. But the discernment to religious life was far
from over.

In 1987, Radke was approached by his pastor at Holy
Angels Church in Globe, Ariz., who along with a number
of religious women encouraged him to pursue a vocation
as a Permanent Deacon. The encouragement became re-
ality on June 11, 1989, when Radke was ordained a Dea-
con for the Diocese of Tucson by then-Bishop Manuel
Duran Moreno. Deacon Radke’s assignments in Arizo-
na included stints at Holy Angels Church in Globe; St.
Helen’s Mission in Oracle; Blessed Sacrament Church in
Mammouth; and, St. Francis de Sales Mission in Marico-
pa. He was also involved with Prison Ministry and Food
Bank Ministry. He also served a term as President of the
Deacon Council.

After 38 years of marriage, Patricia Radke passed away
in 2003. Three years later, Deacon Radke moved to the
Diocese of Amarillo, settling in Pampa to be closer to his
family there. While in Pampa, he was assigned to St. Vin-
cent de Paul Church and School. In 2007, following a pe-
riod of discernment, then-Bishop John W. Yanta accepted
Deacon Radke as a candidate for the priesthood for the
Diocese of Amarillo. He entered Assumption Seminary
in San Antonio in September 2007.

Deacon Radke was ordained to the priesthood for the
Diocese of Amarillo on Feb. 21,2009 by Bishop Patrick
J. Zurek at St. Laurence Cathedral (now St. Laurence

Radke was assigned to Sacred Heart Church, White Deer.
Subsequent assignments included St. Francis of Assisi
Church, Amarillo. He was also involved in Hospital and
Prison Ministries. At the time of his passing, Father Rad-
ke was parochial vicar at St. Hyacinth’s Church, Ama-
rillo; and, Immaculate Conception Church, Vega.

He was preceded in death by his bride, Patsy Radke,
and his parents Alexander and Myrtle Radke.

Survivors include his daughters, Katherine Wariner and
husband Jamie, and Suzanne Jones and husband Clint,
his sons Alexander Radke and wife Elizabeth and Barn-
abas Radke. His sister Jeanie Reynolds of West Lake,
OH; 11 grandchildren, Gregory, Jacob, Kylee, Robert,
Myrannda, Dinah, Joseph, Joshua, Kelby, Zachary, and
Clint Jr; and all his brother priests.

there were nails there were
hammers. It wasn’t a costly
item; it was kind of “com-
mon.” But it was one of the
most important tools in the
box of implements used by
the Roman crucifixion de-
tail.

When the head of the
hammer was forged, black-
smiths had no idea what it
would be used for. Most
were either used for build-
ing or fighting. No doubt
many a blacksmith dreamed
about the great things that
might be accomplished us-
ing the fruit of his labor.
Maybe it would be used in
the construction of some
large coliseum, governmen-
tal facility, a palace for Cae-
sar or a religious temple.
And if it wasn’t used for the
construction of some fine
facility, then maybe one
of the Roman legionaries
would carry it in his arse-
nal of weapons to defend
Rome’s honor, help expand
her borders and crush her
enemies. If so, then maybe
this hammer would travel
all over the world. The
pleasant daydreams no
doubt helped pass the hours.

However, crucifixions
were so common that ev-
ery blacksmith stationed in
Jerusalem could regularly
hear the echo of hammers
driving the nails through
the bodies and into the
crosses. Surely they some-
times wondered if the ham-
mer they had made was the
one being used for such an
excruciating purpose. Some
may even have been haunt-
ed by those thoughts.

Are there possible Lenten
lessons for me wrapped up
in this hammer? I think so.
Am I God’s hammer--His
willing hammer? When I
am, He uses me and I feel
like a million bucks. But
am | there every time He
reaches to use me? I wish
I could say YES, but again
I would be lying. I Some-
times I don’t even return to
His toolbox. Sometimes the

thing I desire out-muscles
my will to return to the tool-
box. It is like I just choose
to take some time off with-
out ever asking Father God
first. That needs to stop.

But that isn’t the worst of
it. What I really need to face
up to during Lent is that
there have been times when
I not only left God’s tool-
box, but I let Satan use me
to destroy, to hurt, to break.
And when I did, it wasn’t
a piece of lumber or some
other building material that
I injured. In those times it is
another person. God forbid.
God, help me.

Prayer: Father God, I am
so sorry for the times when
You reached for me and 1
was missing.

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hand. Everybody has two of
them.” And on the surface
that is true.

Then all of a sudden
appreciation fills every cor-
ner of our body. What was
SO unimportant now moves
to the top of the list.

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Obama to headline civil

rights summit in Texas

AUSTIN (AP) — Lyn-
don Johnson’s presidency
has long been viewed in the
shadow of the Vietnam War,
a conflict that saw American
soldiers die in jungles half a
world away while anti-war
demonstrators chanted in
the streets back home.

Johnson’s library is trying
to change the focus of future
conversations and scholarly
work surrounding his time
in office by shifting toward
the landmark civil rights
legislation Johnson signed
into law.

The LBJ Presidential Li-
brary at the University of
Texas is hosting a three-day
Civil Rights Summit this

| week to mark the 50th an-

niversary of the passage of
the Civil Rights Act, which
banned widespread dis-
crimination against racial
and ethnic minorities and
against women. President
Barack Obama is scheduled
to give the keynote address
on Thursday, and former
presidents Jimmy Carter,
Bill Clinton and George W.
Bush also will speak during
the week.

“I'm  hopeful Lyndon
Johnson gets recognition
for the remarkable legisla-
tion he ushered in,” library
director Mark Updegrove
said. “In 100 years, we will
be studying the civil rights
movement of the 1960s.
That will be of far greater
historical consequence than
the war in Vietnam.”

it’ll become less relevant to
Americans as time passes.
But the civil rights legisla-
tion, he said, will continue
to guarantee equality and be
Johnson’s lasting contribu-
tion.

“Civil rights was the rea-
son that LBJ got into politics
to begin with, to help peo-
ple,” Nugent said. “What he
was focused on, and what he
always wanted his presiden-
cy to be about, was trying to
make America a better place
for everybody.”

The summit will both
look back at the civil rights
movement and address is-
sues still lingering in the
U.S. and globally. Panel dis-
cussions will feature politi-
cal and civil rights leaders
and academics discussing
topics from immigration
and gay marriage to the role
of sports in the civil rights
movement.

Among those scheduled to
participate are San Antonio
Mayor Julian Castro, former
congressman and United
Nations ambassador An-
drew Young and Bernice A.
King, the youngest daughter
of civil rights leader Martin
Luther King Jr., and chief
executive of The King Cen-
ter in Atlanta.

The library also has a
“Cornerstones  of  Civil
Rights” exhibit that features
the original Civil Rights Act
of 1964 and Voting Rights
Act of 1965, both signed by
Johnson, and a copy of the
1863 Emancipation Procla-
mation signed by President
Abraham Lincoln that de-
clared all slaves in Confed-
erate states free.

Updegrove said having
Obama, the nation’s first Af-
rican-American president,
visit the civil rights sum-
mit speaks to the success of
Johnson’s initiatives, partic-
ularly the Voting Rights Act,
which protected the voting
rights of millions of minori-
ties across the country.

“You have in (Obama)
one who likely would not
have ascended to the na-
tion’s highest office if not
for the civil rights legisla-
tion Lyndon Johnson put
forth,” Updegrove said.

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Sunday: Darvish returns as Rangers beat Rays 3-0

ST. PETERSBURG,
Fla. (AP) — Yu Darvish
showed no rust after miss-
ing three
weeks.

Darvish
allowed
seven hits
over seven
innings in
his season
debut, El-
vis Andrus
hit a two-
run homer,
and  the
Texas Rangers avoided
a three-game sweep by
beating the Tampa Bay
Rays 3-0 on Sunday.

“He was in control of
the game,” Rangers man-
ager Ron Washington
said. “He was using his
pitches. He was throwing
strikes. And that’s what
he does.”

Darvish (1-0) struck out
six and walked one. Side-
lined by neck stiffness, it
was his first outing since
a spring training game on

Yu
Darvish

March 16.
“I didn’t feel anything
unusual,” Darvish said

through an interpreter.

Darvish got his 500th
career strikeout, coming
in 401 2-3 innings, by
fanning David Delesus
and Wil Myers in the first.
According to the Rangers,
it is the fewest innings
for a starter to reach 500
strikeouts in major league
history.

Andrus put the Rangers
up 2-0 with his homer off
Joel Peralta (0-1) in the
eighth. Donnie Murphy
made it 3-0 on an RBI in-
field during the ninth.

“He’s going to get five
a year, and today was one
of them,” Washington
said of Andrus’ homer. “It
was huge. We needed it.
Today, he drove the bus.”

Neal Cotts replaced
Alexi Ogando for the
Rangers with two on and
two outs in the eighth,
and struck out Matt Joyce
on a 3-2 pitch. Joakim So-

ria pitched the ninth for
his first save.

Alex Cobb scattered
three hits, walked one and
struck out six in seven
shutout innings for the
Rays.

“Unfortunately for us,
he was really on,” Cobb
said of Darvish.

Only one runner reached
second against Cobb.

“He didn’t give up any
pitches,” Andrus said.
“I thought he was paint-
ing the whole game. I’'m
really glad that we had Yu
out there. He was doing
the same thing for us.”

Tampa Bay had runners
on second and third with
one out in the fifth, but
failed to score when My-
ers hit an infield pop fly
and Ben Zobrist flew out.

Darvish got three con-
secutive outs after allow-
ing Evan Longoria’s dou-
ble to lead off the sixth.
He also worked out of a
jam during the seventh
after Ryan Hanigan hit a

leadoff double.

“We just did not get the
knocks when we needed
it,” Tampa Bay manager
Joe Maddon said.

The Rays were hitless
in 10 at-bats with run-
ners in scoring position
against Darvish, and 0 for
11 overall.

“As usual, you’ve got
a team over there that
fights forever,” Washing-
ton said. “They put them-
selves in some good posi-
tions to score some runs,
but Yu made the pitches
when he had to.”
