In a society where big box stores dominate the
retail and pharmaceutical markets, stepping into
Heard-Jones in Pampa gives customers that down-
home feeling.

The health mart that has been a predominant fea-
ture in downtown Pampa is celebrating its 87th year
of business, 54 of which have been in Pampa. Bill
Hite’s family owns Heard-Jones, and Hite has been
the pharmacist for 46 years.

He has seen Heard-Jones evolve in several differ-
ent ways through time.

Heard-Jones was started in Tulia in 1927. They
bought their Pampa store from Cretney Drug in
1960.

“One of the ways it has changed is in photo repro-
duction,” Hite said. “Film was a big thing, and now
it’s all smart phone and digital. Our food service has
also grown. We used to just sell sandwiches, malts
and shakes. Now we have expanded to include lunch
and breakfast. We even have fresh-baked pies daily.”

Hite also said that their mail-out prescription ser-
vices have grown tremendously because of the clos-
ing of smaller pharmacies in towns such as Miami
and McLean.

As for what makes Heard-Jones unique from other
competitors? Look at its shelves.

“Our merchandise mix can’t be found in any chain
store,” Hite said. “It’s niche items and a lot of other
fill-in items. Our sugar-free candy has been expand-

Speaking of their clientele, it is not uncommon for
Hite to service multiple generations of family.

“We may have served their grandpa, their son or
daughter, then her kids and their kid’s kids,” Hite
said.

So how does Heard-Jones keep its edge in the ev-
er-competitive pharmacy market? By being strong
where many major chain stores fail: customer ser-
vice.

“We know a lot of customers more now than we
have ever known,” Hite said.

“We stress customer service at every staff meet-
ing. Find out the customers’ needs. When someone
comes into a pharmacy, they expect their pharmacist
to help them if they are looking for a certain product.
They may have a certain condition and depend on
a pharmacist for those over-the-counter medicines.”

Hite loves this community and this region of the
country. He considers himself very lucky to do busi-
ness with the people of Pampa and looks to do it for
many more years.

“Very seldom does a business anywhere live for
87 years,” Hite said. “We must be doing something
right with the customers.”

DPS releases
names of those in
officer-involved
shooting

STAFF REPORT

Texas Rangers are currently investigating a
shooting that occurred in southeast Pampa the
night of Tuesday, June 17.

According to DPS representative, trooper
Daniel Hawthorne, at approximately 7:20 p.m.
June 17, Gray County Sheriff’s Office received
a 911 call.

Two deputies, (whose names were released
on June 27) Joel Craig Skinner and Daniel De-
Herrera, responded to County Road 9, off U.S.
Highway 60 southeast of Pampa.

“Upon arrival, deputies came in contact with a
man holding a weapon,” Hawthorne said. “The
deputies feared for their lives and fired at the
subject.”

The name of the suspect (also released on June
27) involved is Waylon Howard. The weapon
was released June 19 as a glock .40 cal pistol.

The man was transported to Northwest Texas
Hospital in Amarillo.

The deputies are on administrative leave while
the Texas Rangers are investigating the incident.

Gas price average
in Texas moves
two cents higher

IRVING — The average price for a gallon
of regular unleaded gasoline in the Lone Star
State is now $3.52, according to the AAA Texas
Weekend Gas Watch. That price is two cents
higher than one week ago but 16 cents lower
than the national average of $3.68. Of the major
metropolitan areas surveyed in Texas, drivers in
Dallas are paying the most at $3.58 per gallon
while drivers in Corpus Christi are paying the
least at $3.42 per gallon.

As we move into the busy summer travel sea-
son the demand for fuel is up which can lead to
higher prices at the pump. Also, concerns over vi-

olence by the militant group
known as ISIS (the Islamic
State in Iraq and the Le-
vant) have helped increase
global oil prices, which
make it more expensive to
produce gasoline.

“There are both interna-
tional and domestic factors
that analysts will keep a
close eye on in the coming
months,” said AAA Texas/
New Mexico Representa-
tive Doug Shupe. “They’ll
be watching the situation in
Iraq and they’ll be watch-
ing for potential storms to
develop as we move further
along into the 2014 Atlantic
Hurricane Season.”

In the meantime, AAA

fuel efficiency:

Keep vehicles maintained
according to manufacturer
recommendations, includ-
ing tire pressure and tread.

Lighten the load by
not hauling unnecessary
weight.

Avoid quick starts and
sudden stops.

Cosmic caffeine: Astronauts
gefting espresso maker

CAPE CANAVERAL,
Fla. (AP) — Talk about a
cosmic caffeine jolt. The
International Space Sta-
tion is getting a real Ital-
ian espresso machine.

Astronauts of all nation-
alities — but especially
the Italians — have long
grumbled about the tepid
instant coffee served in
pouches and drunk with
straws 260 miles above
Earth. The pouches and
straws aren’t going away,
but at least the brew will
pack some zero-gravity
punch.

The specially-designed-
for-space espresso ma-
chine is dubbed [SSpresso
— ISS for International
Space Station.

Its launch early next
year from Wallops Is-
land, Virginia, is timed
to coincide with the six-
month mission of Italy’s
first female astronaut, Sa-
mantha Cristoforetti. The
37-year-old fighter pilot
and Italian Air Force cap-
tain will fly to the space
station in November
aboard a Russian capsule.

She’ll be the first out-
of-this-world barista.

“How cool is that?” she

said in a tweet earlier this
month. “I’ll get to operate
the first space espresso
machine!”

Italy’s century-old cof-
fee maestro Lavazza
teamed up with a Turin-
based engineering com-
pany, Argotec, and the
Italian Space Agency to
improve coffee condi-
tions aboard the orbiting
outpost.

Besides espresso, IS-
Spresso 1is capable of
whipping up tea and con-
somme.

What more could an as-
tronaut want?

During his 5%-month
stay on the space station
last year, Italian astronaut
Luca Parmitano repeat-
edly talked about miss-
ing espresso. (This is the
cool-as-ice test pilot who
nearly drowned during a
spacewalk last July when
his helmet filled with wa-
ter from his suit’s cooling

system.)
Argotec already was
working on a space

espresso machine. Orbital
Sciences Corp. of Virgin-
ia will make the delivery
on its Cygnus cargo ship;
the launch is targeted for

January.
NASA’s coffee-loving
astronaut Donald Pet-

tit actually offered some
ideas for ISSpresso dur-
ing its design phase. He’s
a two-time space station
resident who invented
and even patented a zero-
gravity cup for sipping his
orbital joe versus sucking
it with a straw.

No question, an espres-
so machine will be “a wel-
come addition” to space
station life, Pettit said
Wednesday from Johnson
Space Center in Houston.
The pre-measured bags of
freeze-dried coffee served
in orbit taste good —
when you’re up there on
the frontier, he said. On
Earth, any coffee lover
would go “Yeeck.”

Argotec spokesman An-
tonio Pilello has sampled
the ISSpresso espresso
and gives it a thumbs-
up. The space machine
is designed to operate
at the same temperature
and pressure as Earthly
espresso makers, accord-
ing to the company, to
guarantee taste and flavor.

“You know, coffee is
very important for Italian

people. We are really hard
to please about it!” Pilello
wrote in an email.

Certified for safety and
approved by NASA, IS-
Spresso initially will fly
with 20 coffee capsules.
Extra packets will follow
for the six-member crew,
if the trial run goes well.
The 44-pound machine
— a compact 14 inches
by 17 inches — will be
housed in the U.S. labora-
tory, Destiny. It resembles
a microwave oven, with
all the action occurring
inside.

Engineers replaced the
typical plastic tubing in
an espresso machine with
steel for robustness. They
also used buttons and
switches similar to those
already on the space sta-
tion, so the astronauts
would be familiar with
the design.

Astronaut Pettit points
out that the lack of grav-
ity will prevent the bub-
bly foam from rising to
the top. Yet even if the
space espresso falls short
by connoisseur standards,
“it would be the best cof-
fee that we’ve ever had in
space.”

Dairy ingredients plant to create
new jobs and clean water

CANYON — Lone Star
Milk Producers, Inc. an-
nounced today that it
intends to build a food
grade dairy ingredients
plant in Canyon. Once op-
erational, the plant’s an-
nual payroll will be more
than $3,500,000.00 and
employ more than 60 peo-
ple. Because of the tech-
nology incorporated into
the plant, many of these
jobs are considered high
skilled.

Jim Baird, Lone Star’s
President, said, “The
plant’s capacity is cur-
rently designed to process
approximately 2,000,000
pounds of milk each day
and will be capable of
manufacturing cream,
condensed milk, butter,
ingredients for infant for-
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mula and various premi-
um powders.” The milk
received by the plant will
come from local dairy
farmer members who live
near Canyon.

Because milk is about
87 percent water, the plant
is incorporating technol-
ogy to separate and clean
the water. Jim Baird said:
“Technology today can
take the water to potable
levels. At a time when wa-
ter is scarce, Lone Star is
proud to invest in technol-
ogy that helps conserve
our water resources.”
About 90,000 gallons per
day of clean water will be
available to the City of
Canyon to irrigate near-
by soccer fields, baseball
fields and other city or
county property.

The City of Canyon and
the Canyon EDC have
been instrumental in help-
ing Lone Star reach its
decision. Jim Baird in-
dicated that but for their
“tireless efforts Lone Star
would have likely located
in another town.” While
there are numerous de-
tails to finalize, Lone Star
hopes to break ground by
October or November of
this year.

Producers

Lone Star is a farmer
owned dairy cooperative,
based in Texas, with mem-
bership across the south-
ern and central U.S. start-
ing in the New Mexico to
Kansas area and extending
across to Florida.

Michaels has tepid return to public markets

NEW YORK (AP) — Mi-
chaels had a tepid return to
the stock market Friday, its
shares going back and forth
between small gains and de-
clines.

The arts and crafts store
operator’s shares were up 19
cents to $17.22 in midday
trading on the Nasdaq, after
falling a little over 1 percent
earlier.

The lackluster response
shows investors are wary
of retailing and the frag-
mented $30 billion arts and
crafts industry. The last IPO
from a major retailer was
The Container Store Group
Inc., which made its debut
late last year. Its shares have
fallen 19 percent and closed
at $29.41 Thursday.

Michaels Cos. Inc., which
also runs the Aaron Brothers
chain, priced an initial pub-
lic offering of 27.8 million
shares at $17 each, at the low
end of its predicted range.

Private equity firms Bain
Capital LLC and The Black-
stone Group LP bought Mi-
chaels in a $6 billion lever-
aged buyout in 2006.

Michaels, which was in a

sweet spot during the Great
Recession when homemade
goods gained new currency
as people tried to save mon-
ey, has faced increasingly
tough competition. That’s
coming from discounters
— Wal-Mart Stores Inc., for
example, recently brought
back its fabric offerings —
and online king Amazon.
com.

Michaels has been late to
the online party, launching
its e-commerce business
only this year.

In an interview with The
Associated Press on Friday,
Chuck Rubin, who was ap-
pointed CEO of Michaels in
March 2013, dismissed the
market’s response. He said
he’s focusing on long-term
opportunities, and that in-

Bouncin’ Around

My experience as a crossing guard

I don’t know whose idea it was,
but I agreed to take the job of school
crossing guard when we lived in

= northern Illinois. Our
daughter was two at
the time, and I wasn’t
working, so I thought
that this was ideal,
and I only had to walk
around the block to
get to “my corner.”

My husband wasn’t
JUDITH pleased with the idea
SMITH of my standing out on

a busy street corner in
all kinds of weather, and he made a
point of saying he’d better not hear
me complain about the weather.

My first challenge came right after
school started in September, and the
weather turned unusually hot and
humid. There was very little shade
on my corner, and [ was required
to wear a bright orange vinyl vest,
sort of my own personal sauna. |
brought our little daughter along in
her stroller and parked her and our
Siberian Husky, Laika, in the only
shady spot. Since we were there for
only 45 minutes in the morning and
afternoon, it wasn’t too bad, and the
kids all loved seeing the dog.

In the winter, I would bundle the
little one up in her snowsuit and pull
her along in her sled. On the cold-
est days, I’d drop Catherine off at
my mom’s and return for some hot
chocolate later. I learned how to
dress for warmth that first winter,
and every one of the nine succeeding
winters. A thermal shirt, sweatshirt,
and down jacket kept me warm on
top, while sweatpants over jeans, and
two pairs of heavy socks inside my
“moon boots” took care of the lower

half.

As the years passed, I watched my
daughter walk happily off to school
with her friends, and I was alone at
my corner. I learned that most par-
ents have no clue how their children
act when the kids are walking to
school without their parents. One
little boy consistently disobeyed me
and tried to run past me across the
street.

One afternoon he darted past me
just as a car decided to turn the
corner, and I grabbed the kid by the
hood of his jacket and pulled him to
safety. His mother called me later
and complained that I had ripped her
son’s jacket and I needed to replace
it. Her tone changed considerably
when I explained her son’s behav-
ior and invited her to watch him
from a place where he couldn’t see
her. Strange, but that boy was very
obedient from then on. I think he’s a
lawyer now.

I think the strangest thing I ever
saw (and fortunately there were no
children there at the time) was the
car that pulled up to the traffic light,
and when I glanced at the car I saw
that the driver and his passenger
were completely in the buff! The in-
tersection was a busy one, on a main
east-west street. At times the wind
blew off Lake Michigan so hard that
I could almost lean into it without
falling over. Locals refer to “The
Lake” as “The Great Air Condition-
er” and with good reason.

There were times when the tem-
perature would drop 40 degrees in a
matter of minutes, changing a warm
April day to a polar vortex. On one
occasion, we started getting rain
at the rate of two inches an hour,

sending rushing water across all the
streets and flooding the school yard.
For some reason, the principal of the
grade school near my crossing de-
cided to send the kids home an hour
early due to the rain.

Unfortunately, she didn’t call par-
ents or the crossing guards first. For-
tunately, a mother who lived near the
school saw kids leaving and called
me. The water was rushing across the
sidewalk near the school at a depth
that would have swamped most
of the kids, so I ended up walking
through hip-deep water carrying kids
across until all of them were safe.

About a month later, I received
quite a few boxes of chocolates on
the last day of school, and I felt like a
million dollars! On Valentine’s Day, I
was all in red. On St. Patrick’s Day, I
wore all green under my orange vest.

Just before Christmas vacation,

I wore my Santa hat and gave the
kids small candy canes. Most drivers
were courteous and law-abiding, but
I always had to watch for the ones
who were so intent on getting to
work that they ran the red light. One
driver, however, constantly made a
right turn on the red light, trapping
me with the kids in the intersection.

When I yelled at him once, he said
he was going to come back and “get”
me. That was when I decided that I
was through being a crossing guard,
and I hung up my flag for good at
the end of my ninth year. It was a
joy to watch the kids grow over the
years, and [’'m sure my husband was
surprised that I never did complain
about the weather.

News poll, 55 percent of
Americans now rate Clinton
“knowledgeable and experi-
enced enough to handle the
presidency.”

This is a rare political
strength. From Republican
pollster Bill McInturff,
who, with Democratic poll-
ster Peter Hart, conducts
this Wall Street Journal-
NBC survey, comes this:
“Never underestimate how

and Goliath. Democratic
primary voters, as Clinton
painfully learned in 2008,
regularly reject the power-
ful, better-known favorite,
falling head over heels
instead for some previously
unknown long shot.

Only twice in more than
half a century has a Demo-
cratic presidential nominee,
in the year preceding the
election, been the front-
runner for the nomination in
the Gallup poll: former Vice
President Walter Mondale
in 1984 and sitting Vice
President Al Gore in 2000.
Consider the track record of
the first Democratic presi-
dent since FDR to win two
White House terms — Bill
Clinton. Just 13 months be-
fore he would defeat Presi-
dent George H.W. Bush,
Clinton was running fifth
among primary candidates,
the choice of a thumping
6 percent of Democrats.
President Jimmy Carter did
not even register in any of
the Gallup polls conducted
the year before he was
nominated and elected. Be-
fore they were nominated,
Michael Dukakis, George
McGovern, John Kerry and
Barack Obama were all
political “Davids.”

There will be, you can
bet, at least one 2016 long-

incredibly powerful it is

to (be able to ) say you're
knowledgeable and experi-
enced enough to handle the
presidency. To start a race
with that is an extraordinary
compliment.”

Anyone harboring White
House ambitions (a group
that almost surely includes
a majority of U.S. senators)
would kill to have Clinton’s
numbers and standing. But,
believe me, inevitability
is not a winning campaign
strategy. In 1971, I was the
political director for the
presidential campaign of an
exceptional public servant,
Sen. Edmund Muskie of
Maine. He was the strongest
challenger in all polls, the
only Democrat consistently
defeating President Richard
Nixon. To discourage other
Democratic opponents and
to demonstrate Muskie’s
breadth of appeal, we rolled
out an impressive array
of public endorsements
from dozens of governors,
senators, and leading party
conservatives and liberals.

In the United States, we
no longer deliver milk or
bread, and nobody deliv-
ers votes. Democrats,
admittedly, are not publicly
religious, but most party
members seem to cherish
the Bible story of David

shot underdog candidate
who captures both headlines
and emotions, and excites
Democratic primary voters.
It’s in our DNA: Americans
root for the underdog.

For Hillary Clinton, the
road ahead is tricky. With
only 25 percent of vot-
ers seeing the country as
“headed in the right direc-
tion,” there is no popular
groundswell for a third
Obama term. Clinton must
—without being disloyal —
credibly establish daylight
between herself and the
incumbent administra-
tion in which, voters will
be reminded, she was an
important actor.

The strong temptation,
understandably when her
husband’s eight years are
widely regarded as “the
good ol’ days,” could be
to invoke a “Back to the
Future” theme. But Ameri-
can presidential campaigns
are ultimately about the
future. Yes, Hillary Clin-
ton’s position is dominant.
But inevitability is never a
winning strategy, and it’s
not fun being Goliath.

Texas Democrats pushing
optimism amid long odds

DALLAS (AP) — The
Texas Democratic Party
hopes to prove at its state
convention that though its
candidate slate isn’t exact-
ly star-studded, it can still
be enough to end the par-
ty’s 20-year losing streak
in statewide elections.

Addressing  delegates
Friday night in Dallas
are state Sen. Wendy Da-

vis, the party nominee
for governor, and Senate
colleague Leticia Van de
Putte, who’s running for
lieutenant governor.
Neither is favored in No-
vember, and other Demo-
crats seeking statewide
posts face even longer
odds. Still, the party hopes
to impress independents
and young voters with

a “more inclusive” plat-
form than the state GOP’s.
Also by contrast, a lead-
ing convention voice will
be Houston Mayor Annise
Parker, who is gay.

At their convention, Tex-
as Republicans approved
a hard-line immigration
stance and endorsed ther-
apy to turn gay people
straight.

A rash of scripted sum-
mer thrillers cautions
viewers to batten down
the hatches. Watch out
who you let nibble on
your neck!

Hold your loved ones
tight before they vanish
into thin air! And with all
the deadly viruses at large,
you better bathe in Purell!

A certain brand of TV
drama has always kept its
audience on high alert, at
least as far back as “The
Twilight Zone.”

But these days, with
agencies hacking your
email, new diseases crop-
ping up, ice caps melt-
ing and drones overhead,
viewers are sitting ducks
for the titillation of dra-
matized threats to offer
welcome distraction from
the real thing.

The message is clear:
Danger lurks everywhere.
On your airline flight,
you might get something
even worse than the food,
resulting in a plane that
lands at JFK full of pas-
sengers-turned-corpses.

That’s the big start of
“The Strain,” premiering
July 13. And things quick-
ly worsen.

Side effects for each
victim on this FX series
include rapid hair loss and
a blood-sucking probos-
cis.

This apocalypse has
been loosed by evil forc-
es. The only hope for hu-
manity’s salvation is Dr.
Ephraim Goodweather
(played by series star
Corey Stoll). He vows to
save the day.

Same with the pandemic
on TNT’s new “The Last
Ship” (airing Sundays).
By chance, an Arctic-

stationed Navy destroyer
has evaded this mass out-
break, leaving the crew
with the duty of saving
what’s left of humanity.
Good thing they just hap-
pen to have onboard a
renowned paleomicrobi-
ologist, Dr. Rachel Scott
(played by Rhona Mitra).
She’s humanity’s only
hope for salvation. She
vows to save the day.

This virus of unknown
origin has already killed
80 percent of the world’s
population.

By contrast, a relatively
meager 2 percent have
disappeared on “The Left-
overs,” abracadabra, with
no warning. But the 98
percent left behind are
reeling from the mass ex-
odus.

Shia LaBeouf arrested for  Review: How to follow World
disrupting Broadway show

NEW YORK (AP) —
Shia LaBeouf was released
from police custody Friday
after he
was escort-
ed from a
Broadway
theater for
yelling ob-
scenities
and contin-
ued to act
irrationally
while being
arrested,
authorities said.

After his court appear-
ance, the actor, wearing a
ripped blue T-shirt, skinny
jeans and boots, walked
several blocks to The Lon-
don NYC Hotel on West
54th Street. He declined to
comment.

The 28-year-old, who
starred in the first three
“Transformers”  movies,
was arrested on charges of
disorderly conduct, crimi-
nal trespass and harass-
ment Thursday night at the
Broadway show “Cabaret.”

According to police,
security  guards  asked
LaBeouf to leave the Stu-
dio 54 theater at about
8:45 p.m., but he refused,
used obscene language
and physically interfered
with employees. Police
said he made aggressive
statements and threats to
security guards and police
officers.

He was acting irratio-
nally, continued to make
aggressive statements and

used foul language after
he was removed from the
theater and throughout the
arrest process, police said.
Officers said he appeared
intoxicated or under the
influence of some kind of
drug.

A spokesman for “Caba-
ret” says LaBeouf was
“disruptive during Act 17
and was escorted out of the
theater at intermission.

LeBeouf, who was repre-
sented by a Legal Aid attor-
ney Friday, was due back in
court July 24.

On Friday, as the pack of
reporters trailed him to the
hotel, a reporter fell out of
her shoe. LaBeouf stopped
to help her get back into it.

LaBeouf’s other films in-
clude “Indiana Jones and
the Kingdom of the Crys-
tal Skull,” “’Disturbia” and
“Wall Street: Money Never
Sleeps.”

Last year, LaBeouf pulled
out of what would have
been his Broadway debut in
“Orphans,” a play starring
Alec Baldwin. LaBeouf left
the production over what
was described as “creative
differences” and was re-
placed by Ben Foster.

LaBeouf has been arrest-
ed previously.

In 2008, he was taken
into custody on suspicion
of drunken driving after an-
other driver crashed into his
vehicle in West Hollywood,
California, but prosecutors
later concluded there was
insufficient evidence to file

a formal charge.

In 2007, he was arrest-
ed for refusing to leave a
downtown Chicago drug-
store. Prosecutors dropped
the case after store officials
said they didn’t want to
continue it.

In February, the actor
participated in a perfor-
mance-art oddity at a Los
Angeles art gallery wear-
ing a bag over his head
with the words “I AM NOT

FAMOUS ANYMORE”
scrawled in black ink
across it.

The stunt came days after
he posed on the red carpet
at the Berlin Film Festival
in the same getup. At the
same festival, he walked
out of a news conference
after answering a report-
er’s question by saying:
“When the seagulls follow
the trawler, it is because
they think sardines will be
thrown into the sea. Thank
you very much.” The line
was Dborrowed from a
French soccer player who
baffled reporters with it in
the mid-1990s.

Last year, LaBeouf came
under fire for borrowing
the storyline and dialogue
for his short film “How-
ard Cantour.com,” which
closely resembled the 2007
graphic novel “The Death-
Ray” by Daniel Clowes.
LaBeouf apologized on
Twitter in a series of posts
that were directly lifted
from other famous mea
culpas.

ESPN station, tune in at
game time and let the dra-
ma unfold. Sirius requires
a satellite radio subscrip-
tion.

This is handy if you
are watching the game
on Univision but want to
hear  English-language
commentary, though In-
ternet streams can run a
minute or so behind the
broadcast.

Apps
There is a wide array of

smartphone apps to help
World Cup fans.

The official FIFA app
for Apple and Android
phones gives you real-
time updates of all games,
updated rankings, photos
and video highlights and
selected tweets from FIFA
and others.

If you’re looking for a
source outside the sport’s
governing body, check
out Forza Football, Vu-
booo’s World Cup 2014
and World Soccer Finals
for Apple and Android de-
vices, and in some cases
Windows phones as well.
You don’t get live video,
but the apps offer lineups,
game statistics, live up-
dates, rankings and video
highlights.

These apps offer simi-
lar information, but they
are all free so you can try
them all and see which

you like best.

Media sites

ESPN’s  website is

chock full of stats and
video highlights that you
can access even if you
don’t have cable. Many
news sites, including The
New York Times and The
Wall Street Journal, of-
fer live blogs of all of the
games, offering insights
and commentary. This can
be a useful way to keep
up, especially now that
two games are going on at
the same time.

My favorite live blog
is from The Guardian.
It provides an insight-
ful running commentary,
along with a heavy dose
of snarkiness and an on-
going debate about which
country’s national anthem
is the best.

Facebook has an official

Google has been doing
a different Google Doodle
on its main search page
each day. One memorial-
ized Paul the Octopus,
an octopus that predicted
World Cup winners until
his death in 2010.

Google also has spe-
cial Street View pages
that highlight the painted
streets of Brazil and the
inside of all World Cup
stadiums.

Even if you have a TV,
the best way to watch the
World Cup is with other
fans.

In
Minneapolis, for example,
the Riverview Theater
showed the June 16 U.S.-
Ghana game for free. In
New York, games are be-
ing shown outdoors at The
Archway under the Man-
hattan Bridge.

If you don’t have a
cable or satellite TV sub-
scription, this is about the
only way you can watch
live video with English
commentary in the U.S.
ABC television stations
are showing 10 of the 64
games, including the fi-
nal, over the air for free.
But streaming is through
ESPN, so you still need
the subscription.

So do your research,
and you might find some
unexpected places nearby
showing the games —
and find out which neigh-
bors are fellow fans.

“We’ll absolutely come
back,” said Tyszkiewicz, a
44-year-old school district
administrator from Canton
Township, Michigan. “It
was a great event for a fam-
ily and a lot of fun.”

His family’s inaugural
FootGolf round was played
at Fox Hills Golf & Ban-
quet Center in nearby Sa-
lem Township, which start-
ed offering the sport at its
Strategic Fox par-3 course
in May.

Fox Hills added larger
FootGolf holes — 21 inch-
es in diameter — but other
than that, the course looks
the same.

The rules are largely the
same as well.

Players tee off by kicking
a soccer ball from the tee
box. They follow the basic
rules of golf, advancing the
ball until it drops into the
oversized hole.

What is different is who’s
playing.

Most FootGolfers who
play at Haggin Oaks Golf
Complex in Sacramento,

California, are “teens, kids,
20-somethings — heavier
on the Hispanic side —
lots of families,” said Mike
Woods, PGA director of
golf at Haggin Oaks, which
started offering FootGolf
last summer.

“It’s kind of everything
golf’s not,” in terms of de-
mographics, Woods said.
“And we’re really happy
about that.”

Haggin Oaks averages
700 to 1,000 FootGolf
rounds per month at its Ar-
cade Creek course. Com-
paratively, Arcade Creek
hosts 3,000 to 4,000 golf
rounds over the same pe-
riod.

“This year, (FootGolf)
will have about a $75,000
positive impact on our bot-
tom line,” said Woods. He
said an informal survey
of players at the first hole
shows that 60 percent of
FootGolfers never had been
to a golf course before.

The uptick in FootGolf
interest domestically can
be traced to 2011 when
Roberto Balestrini found-
ed the American FootGolf

League, which is the gov-
erning body for the sport in
the U.S.

The Palm Springs, Cal-
ifornia-based AFGL has
accredited 160 courses in
32 states and does so at no
charge.

FootGolfers bring a dif-
ferent energy to the course,
said Woods, who added
that it’s not unusual to see
them high-fiving after a big
shot or doing cartwheels
down the fairway.

While there were no acro-
batic maneuvers involved,
a threesome playing behind
the Tyszkiewiczes at Fox
Hills generated excitement
during their round.

When 20-year-old Josh
Maxam’s long, winding
putt found the bottom of
the cup, his two playing
partners roared.

“That was money,” Philip
Taucher yelled, referring to
his friend’s birdie putt.

But Taucher, the club-
house manager for Fox
Hills’ FootGolf course, just
as easily could have been
referencing the financial
impact FootGolf has had
during its month-and-a-half
stay.

“It’s changed our busi-
ness. ... Eventually, every-
body is going to see this is
a win-win,” he said.

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Van Dyken staying positive
on social media

SCOTTSDALE,  Ariz.
(AP) — Not long after Amy
Van Dyken-Rouen had sur-
gery for a
life-threat-
ening spine
injury,
while she
still wasn’t
completely
out of dan-
ger, her
husband
placed a
cellphone
in her

Amy

hands.

The decorated Olympic
swimmer had always en-
joyed sharing her life and
thoughts on social media,
so Tom Rouen figured it
might do her some good
when she awoke.

It worked more than he
could have imagined, pro-
viding Amy a therapeutic
tool as she makes the tran-
sition from elite athlete to
possibly spending the rest
of her life in a wheelchair.

“She sends stuff out there
and gets so much positive
energy and positive feed-
back that I really think it
helps her a whole lot,” said
Rouen, a former punter for
the Denver Broncos. “It’s
also been good to be able to
have a distraction with ev-
erything that’s going on.”

Before the advent of so-
cial media, information on
athletes had to be dissemi-
nated: Through agents,
teams or hospital represen-
tatives, interviews with the
media, carefully worded
statements by teams of
publicists.

Now, athletes provide
updates freely and instan-
taneously with a few key-

strokes on their phones or
computers.

Being unfiltered doesn’t
always go so well.

Dallas Mavericks owner
Mark Cuban was fined
$50,000 by the NBA for
criticizing officials on Twit-
ter and numerous athletes
were chastised for some of
their negative posts at the
2012 London Olympics.

Miami Dolphins safety
Don Jones and former Mis-
sissippi  basketball player
Marshall Henderson also
took some heat this year for
tweets critical of Michael
Sam, the first openly gay
player drafted in the NFL.

Social media can have
a positive impact, how-
ever, when athletes use it
to express their personali-
ties more fully, give fans a
window into their lives and
have a personalized inter-
action with them.

“We do get to see them
as real people living their
lives,” said Kelli Burns,
associate professor for the
school of mass communi-
cations at the University
of South Florida. “It may
make her fans feel like
they’re right there with
them and seeing a lot of
what’s happening. People
are interested in knowing
more about a celebrity than
just their professional ac-
complishments.”

Social media have be-
come a conduit of informa-
tion in an area that was once
taboo: Athletes’ health.

Teams still try to hide
players’ injuries like they’re
guarding state secrets, but
now the athletes are freely
providing information on
their own.

Kobe Bryant, Alex Ro-
driguez, Bryce Harper and
Mark Teixeira are among
the athletes who have post-
ed updates on their surger-
ies or rehabilitation.

Most of the posts are su-
perficial.

Van Dyken-Rouen seems
to have taken it to a new,
open-book level.

The six-time Olympic
gold medalist was involved
in an all-terrain vehicle ac-
cident on June 6, severing
her spine and leaving her
with no feeling in her legs.

A day after surgery, Van
Dyken-Rouen posted pho-
tos on Instagram of her
family in the hospital room
and a drawing from her
niece and nephew.

The next day, she posted
a selfie in her hospital bed
and later put up a shot of
her sitting up for the first
time. She even posted im-
ages of her X-rays; one
showing her dislocated ver-
tebrae, another of the pins
and rods holding her spine
together after surgery.

Van Dyken-Rouen con-
tinued to be active on social
media throughout her stay
in intensive care and after
she moved to a Colorado
hospital to continue rehab.

The striking part about

Van Dyken-Rouen’s posts
are they’re just as open,
positive and sarcastic as
before her injury:
Just thinking out
loud..Now I will get really
good seats at @dbacks and
other favorite sports teams.
#awesome #bringMyOwn-
Chair #goodParking2

— Was in MRI until
4:00am today (started at
11:30pm) did whole spine

and brain, and so far, so
good. Yes, I have a brain!
LOL #BabySteps

— Happy Friday! No
more surgeries for this girl,
so I celebrate with Froot
Loops... SHHH, don’t tell!.

— Well this is about a
week late for me (with a
photo of a TV story about
national ATV safety week).

“She’s doing it in such a
positive and upbeat way,
it’s almost breathtaking
how inspiring it is,” said
William Ward, professor of
social media at Newhouse
School at Syracuse Univer-
sity.

“I don’t know if most
people are that upbeat on
any given day much less
after going through some-
thing that traumatic, but
here she within days of it
is talking and interacting,
really doing it in an upbeat
way, inspiring people.”

It’s been a two-way
street.

Before social media, well
wishes came in the form
of notes and cards, maybe
signs outside the hospital.

Now, athletes and celeb-
rities not only get instant
messages from their family
and friends, they can inter-
act with them, adding an-
other layer to their therapy.

“It’s blowing me away.
It truly is,” Van Dyken-
Rouen said before boarding
a medical flight to Colo-
rado last week. “I’ve gotten
a lot of messages sending
me thoughts, prayers, posi-
tive vibes. I feel them. It’s
helping me and I just want
to say thank you to every-
one.”

And she has — on social
media of course.

What if your pet goes missing during 4th of
July Fireworks? There’s an app for that.

NEW YORK - Near-
ly one-in-five pets goes
missing after being scared
by the sound of fireworks,
thunderstorms or other
loud noises according to
recent survey findings.

Because having the
right information at your
fingertips is key when the
unthinkable happens, the
ASPCA@ (The American
Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals@)
has developed its first-ev-
er interactive smart phone
app to help pet parents
find their lost animals.

Developed by the ASP-
CA and utilizing the latest
field research, the free tool
provides users with an in-
dividual search plan based
on their pet’s behavior and
individual circumstances
so they can search quickly
and effectively to recover
their lost pet.

“Whether your pet goes
missing as a result of fire-
works or a bad storm, the
best, most proven tactics

to recover that pet may
not be as obvious as you
might think,” said Dr.
Emily Weiss, vice presi-
dent of shelter research
& development for the
ASPCA.

“When lost, a shy dog
may behave very dif-
ferently from a bolder,
friendlier dog. And a gre-
garious cat may be found
in a completely different
location than an indepen-
dent cat.

Searching for your miss-
ing pet the right way is
vital, and could make the
difference between reunit-
ing with your beloved pet
and never seeing them
again.”

The app — available for
download starting today
— will provide pet own-
ers with a personalized re-
covery kit, including step-
by-step instructions on
how to best search for and
recover a lost animal in a
variety of circumstances.
Users will also be able

to easily build a digital
lost pet flyer that can be
shared instantly on social
media networks.

In addition, the app pro-
vides news, tips and ad-
vice on ensuring a pet’s
safety before, during and
after a storm or natural di-
saster.

It also allows owners to
store their pet’s vital med-
ical records ? shaving off
precious minutes during
an emergency.

You may think that it
could never happen to you
but in fact, nearly two-
thirds of those surveyed
who lost pets (64 percent)
said they had never antici-
pated losing a pet the way
they did.

For the nearly one-in-
five lost pets (19 percent)
who went missing after
being scared by the sound
of fireworks or other loud
outside noises, 70 percent
of their owners were com-
pletely caught off guard
that their pet was lost in

that way.

Losing a pet is not only
heartbreaking for a family,
but also very dangerous
for the animal, especially
if the dog or cat ends up
roaming busy streets.

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Year after firefighter deaths, town moves forward

PRESCOTT, Ariz. (AP)
— Reminders of the Gran-
ite Mountain Hotshots are
spread throughout Station
7

Around the crew’s former
firechouse, their pictures
surround a quilt hanging on
the wall, their names are in-
scribed on a wooden table
and the vehicles they drove
to their final wildfire sit
parked in the garage, with
slips of paper marking their
seat assignments.

Over the past year, the
station in Prescott has be-
come a source of solace
and heartache.

People have parked their
cars outside, sharing stories
of loss and pride in the 19
Hotshots who died on June
30, 2013, in the deadli-
est day for U.S. fire crews
since 9/11. Families have
sunk into the seats of the
crew’s vehicles, imagining
the final ride.

The tragedy has seen the
community go from an
outpouring of support in
the days after the deaths to
animosity over survivors’
benefits to blaming fire of-
ficials for mismanaging the
blaze. Through it all, the
community has balanced
how to mourn and honor

the men with how to move
forward.

“We’ll never move on,”
said Darrell Willis, chief
of the Prescott Fire Depart-
ment’s Wildland Division.
“They will always be in our
mind.”

Nowhere is that more ap-
parent in the northern Ari-
zona town than at Station 7.

A chore list posted on the
inside door of one of the
crew vehicles, or buggies,
lists Clay Whitted’s job as
“Bossin Like A Boss.” One
of the steering wheels has
a mustache-shaped sticker
that reads “STASHTAS-
TIC” — a reference to An-
drew Ashcraft, who’d sit in
the driver’s seat.

A magazine clipping
above a flat-screen TV
where they watched movies
like “Smoke Jumpers” and
“Dumb and Dumber” while
on the road asks: “What’s
the worst that could hap-
pen?”

The day they died, af-
ternoon thunderstorms
and erratic winds caused
a fire they were fighting
near Yarnell to shift direc-
tions, turning on them and
trapping them in a brush-
choked canyon. They de-
ployed their fire shelters in

a last-ditch effort to save
themselves.

When the buggies re-
turned without the men,
thousands of people lined
the streets of Yarnell,
Prescott and surround-
ing communities to salute
them.

Since then, the healing
process hasn’t been easy.

One widow led a success-
ful campaign to secure full
survivors’ benefits. A father
is trying to develop a bet-
ter fire shelter. A family set
up a fund to help aspiring
firefighters learn the basics.
Baseball scholarships are
named for one of the Hot-
shots.

“You have to make
friends with the uncom-
fortable feeling of missing
them every day, because
if you don’t, it’s going to
destroy you,” said Danny
Parker, whose son Wade
was killed in the fire. “The
No. 1 thing that we believe
is we’ve got to have the
faith that God has a bigger
plan than us.”

For Gayemarie Ekker,
whose son Joe Thurston
was killed, her saving
grace is the support from
firefighters and the com-
munity, and conversations

with her daughter-in-law
and two young grandsons.
“We’re all doing the best
we can,” she said.

The losses were felt
deeply in the firefighting
community, too.

Firefighters helped re-
move the thousands of
items from a memorial
fence outside Station 7,
but some of them avoided
the cataloguing “afraid it
would rip them to shreds
emotionally, and some-
times that happened,” said
Katie Cornelius, who put
together an exhibit for the
anniversary.

The firefighters now find
levity in a log illuminated
with lights for each of the
Hotshots, understanding in
an oil painting that shows
19 hearses heading up the
mountain and deep appre-
ciation for a child’s simple
words: “I sorry for your
loss.”

In Yarnell, where flames
destroyed 127 homes, resi-
dents struggled with looters
during evacuations, dis-
placement, resentment that
the community was being
overshadowed by the fire-
fighters’ deaths and anger
over what some viewed as a
slow firefighting response.

Geisinger study finds diabetes care
‘bundle’ produces better health outcomes

PLAINSBORO, N.J.,—A
study published Friday in
The American Journal of
Managed Care found that
an all-or-none or “bundled”
approach to primary care,
deployed by Geisinger
Health System for patients
with diabetes, produced
better health outcomes, and
that the benefits happened
quickly.

More so than most chron-
ic conditions, diabetes of-
fers a window into the na-
tion’s general health. That’s
because persons who de-
velop type 2 diabetes typi-
cally have multiple health
issues at once, and many
of them are tied to lifestyle.
Treating this disease, then,
requires health care pro-
viders to look at the big
picture, not just tackle in-
dividual symptoms. That
means tracking what actu-
ally happens to patients,
and not just recording their
weight or glycated hemo-
globin (A1C).

That’s what Geisinger did
when it created an “all-or-
none” bundled measure for
providing care to these pa-
tients.

“By doing this bundled
management and improv-
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ing this reliable diabetes
system of care, we im-
proved patients’ outcomes
— not just their numbers,
but their health outcomes
— in three years,” said
Thomas Graf, M.D., chief
medical officer for Popu-
lation Health at Geisinger
Health System, an author
of the study.

The study, which mea-
sured hazard ratios (HRs)
for 4,095 patients enrolled
in the Diabetes System of
Care, compared with 4,095
patients not enrolled in the
program.

Adjusted HRs for myo-
cardial infarction (0.77),
stroke (0.79), and reti-
nopathy (0.81) were all
significantly lower among
patients in the diabetes care
group.

The study found that most
of the risk reduction oc-
curred during the first year,
which suggests that efforts
to change health care deliv-
ery to improve quality can
work quickly.

How Geisinger achieved
these results is as important
as what was achieved.

“We did not add extra
staff. We just redesigned
the roles and responsibili-

ties within the primary care
office to have the staff work
more together as a team to
help the patients accom-
plish their goals,” Dr. Graf
said. “In this team-based
model, the physician is
still in charge as the quar-
terback of the team, but
this system uses other team
members to perform other
tasks so the physician can
focus on making complex
medical decisions and mo-
tivate the patients to meet
their goals.”

Change, however, is not
easy, as the authors note.
They report that creating
system-wide change re-
quires constant evaluation,
and improvements must be
scalable across a variety of
practice settings.

Accountability is key, ac-
cording to their findings.
Payment must be prompt
to ensure ongoing progress
and buy-in.

“This study is important
because if a health system
or health plan is going to
invest in this system, they
want to know the benefits
of those investments,” Dr.
Graf said.

The Geisinger results
are important in light of

soaring incidence rates of
type 2 diabetes, which the
study notes skyrocketed
40 percent between 2007
and 2010. According to the
American Diabetes Asso-
ciation, 26 million Ameri-
cans have the disease, with
most of them suffering
from type 2.

As the first houses rose
from the ashes, people saw
recovery as a real possibil-
ity.

“We feel the best way to
honor those 19 is to make
this a vibrant, alive com-
munity, and that’s what
we’re doing,” said resident
Chuck Tidey.

A recovery group has
taken in nearly $1.6 million
in donations, a figure Tidey
said wouldn’t have been as
large without the link to the
Hotshots.

Station 7 is now home
to a new crew of firefight-
ers who do the work the
Granite Mountain Hotshots
were built upon — clearing
brush from around homes
in Prescott and teaching
people what it means to be
fire wise.

“This was their second
home, you respect it,” said
27-year-old Ronnie Gam-
ble.

These crew members,

however, aren’t Hotshots
and don’t aspire to be.
They pay their tributes
in small ways. As part of
tradition, they do push-ups
if they lay a foot on a se-
ries of tiles with the initials
“GMIHC” at the firechouse
entrance, only now they
do 19. Their black T-shirts,
which resemble the Hot-
shots’, will be replaced
with blue ones featuring an
orange “19” on the sleeve.
Colleen Turbyfill, whose
son Travis was among the
dead, visited the firchouse
recently for the first time
since the days after the
tragedy. She climbed into
the passenger seat of one
of the buggies, rubbing her
hands across a sticker with
his name taped to the dash-
board and sobbed.
“Did he talk on this?” she
asked, pointing to the radio.
Pressing down the call
button, she said: “I love
you, Travis.”
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King writes for new season of ‘Under the Dome’

WILMINGTON, N.C.
(AP) The fictional
Maine town of Chester’s
Mill is “Under the Dome”
for a sec-
ond sea-
son, and
author Ste-
phen King,
on whose
novel the
popular
show is
based, has
written the
first  epi-
sode for this summer’s
run.

The CBS miniseries
that led the ratings much
of last summer returns for

another 13 episodes be-
ginning Monday (10 p.m.
EDT), with King telling
viewers that no one in
Chester’s Mill is assured
of making it through the
season alive.

“It’s an interesting
challenge” picking up a
plot after other writers
have taken it in new di-
rections, King said dur-
ing a March interview on
the set.

“l went back and
looked at the last epi-
sode twice and I looked
at the last scene about 15
times,” he said. “Here is
where Joe and the other
teenagers are outside the
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church. Here is Barbie
on the scaffold with Big
Jim and Junior. What is
going to happen to these
people?”

Working with other
writers is different from
writing a book that you
do yourself, King said.
“It’s a really collabora-
tive effort and you have
to be willing to give up
some of your ideas for
the other ideas and try to
get something everyone
is happy with.”

In “Under the Dome,” a
dome suddenly encapsu-
lates a small Maine town,
cutting off its residents
and in the show’s

opening, cutting a cow in
half — from the rest of
the country, leaving them
to their own resources to
survive.

King has touched on the
theme of isolation in the
past, from early novels
such as “The Shining” to
his 1999 TV miniseries,
“Storm of the Century.”

“People underestimate
the power of nature and
overestimate the organi-
zation and infrastructure
of the world,” he said.
“Those things fascinate
me. We live in a fragile
society and the infra-
structure that holds a lot
of it up is very fragile.”

He mentioned the ice
and snowstorm that para-
lyzed Atlanta last Janu-
ary, trapping motorists in
their cars, some for hours,
as thousands of vehicles
clogged the highways.
Some people abandoned
their vehicles and sought
refuge in private homes,
fire stations, shelters and
supermarkets.

“That is an under-the-
dome situation, and you
are thrown on your own
resources and may have
to be 18 or 19 hours in-
side the cab of a semi-
truck,” King said. “I like
to see how people react
when they are put into a

situation — not necessar-
ily a survival situation —
but where you don’t have
the resources of the gov-
ernment and the outside
world.”

King sees the mystery
as part of the attraction
of “Under the Dome.”

Who lowered the dome?
Aliens? Or was it some
type of government ex-
periment that went awry?

And there’s the isola-
tion from the rest of the
world.

“I think people like to
watch something like
‘Under the Dome’ and
imagine how they would
react,” King said.

Phil Collins donates
revolution artifacts to Alamo

SAN ANTONIO (AP)
— Remember the Alamo?
Phil Collins sure does.

The British 1980s mu-

sic icon was
at the 1836
Battle of
the Alamo
and Texas
Revolution-
ary shrine
in down-
town San
Antonio on
Thursday,
announc-
ing the donation of his
collection of related ar-
tifacts — one so vast it’s
considered the world’s
largest such private col-
lection.

Collins, the 63-year-old
Genesis singer-drummer,
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joked he’d spent “all the
money that I made from
music” on 200-plus pieces
related to the battle where
1,500 Mexican troops laid
siege to 200 Texans. He
said he wanted to ensure
the collection was better
cared-for in the future.

“Some people would
buy Ferraris, some peo-
ple would buy houses, I
bought old bits of metal
and old bits of paper,”
Collins said. “It’s at my
home, in my basement in
Switzerland. I look at it
every day, but no one else
was enjoying it.”

Collins has been an
Alamo aficionado since
growing up in London and
watching actor Fess Park-
er portray Davy Crockett
in a 1950s Disney mini-
series.

“I’ve had a love affair
with this place since I
was about 5 years old,”
said Collins, who sweat-
ed in a button-down shirt
and spectacles before a
cheering crowd of dig-
nitaries and tourists who

-
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gathered in front of the
Alamo for the occasion.
“It was something that I
used to go and play in the
garden with my soldiers.”

Collins said his favorite
artifact was also his first,
purchased for him in the
1990s by his then-wife: a
receipt for the sale of the
saddle of John W. Smith,
an Alamo messenger who
rode through Mexican
lines and pleaded for re-
inforcements before the
battle.

The collection also in-
cludes a rifle owned by
Crockett, his leather shot
pouch and a pair of pow-
der horns Crockett is be-
lieved to have given to a
Mexican officer before
his death — as well as
muskets and musket balls
that belonged to Mexican
soldiers.

Texas Land Commis-
sioner Jerry Patterson
said Collins would pay to
ship the artifacts to Texas
with the understanding

that the state would use
public funding and pri-

vate donations to eventu-
ally spruce up the Alamo
site — including erecting
a building to house the
collection. In the mean-
time, some items will be
displayed as soon as Oc-
tober.

The collection is worth
millions but Collin said,
“Being British, we don’t
talk about that kind of
thing.” He promised to
keep buying artifacts
and “once [I’'ve lived
with whatever I buy for
a month, I’ll ship it over
here.”

Collins mostly retired
from music in 2011 but
first came to the Alamo
in 1973, while on his first
U.S. tour with Genesis.
He, singer Peter Gabriel
and the tour manager had
three days off and each
got to pick a destina-
tion. Gabriel picked Hot
Springs National Park
in Arkansas and Collins
chose San Antonio.

“I was just spellbound
when I first saw it in per-
son,” he recalled. “Hav-
ing lived all my life, to
see it in books and movies
and the pictures in maga-
zines, it was really quite
extraordinary.”

new museum opening in

+ New York City this week-

end promises a fascinating
journey into the dark side.

The Morbid Anatomy
Museum opens Saturday in
Gowanus, Brooklyn.

The ribbon-cutting will
include a “spirit photo
booth” and traditional
mourning food from a
cookbook titled “Death
Warmed Over.”

But creative director Jo-
anna Ebenstein tells The
New York Times the mu-
seum’s mission is serious.
It grew out of Ebenstein’s
private collection of over
2,000 books on death ritu-
als, the human body and
esoterica.

People sometimes ask
me who got the first
Social Security card. And
they are also curious to
know what the lowest
Social Security number
ever issued was -- and
who got it. They usually
assume that the person
who got the first Social
Security card and the per-
son who got the lowest
number are one and the
same. But that’s not the
case. The history of the
SSN makes for an inter-
esting story. (I researched
much of the informa-
tion for today’s column
from the history section
of the Social Security
Administration’s web-
site.)

When Social Security
numbers were first issued
in 1936, SSA did not yet
have a network of field
offices. So the agency
contracted with the U.S.
Postal Service to distrib-
ute and assign the first
batch of Social Security
numbers through its
45,000 local post offices
around the country. Of
these 45,000 post offices,
1,074 were also desig-
nated as “typing centers”
where the cards them-
selves were prepared.

History of the Social Security number

Social

The best SSA can
say with certainty is
that the first SSN was
issued sometime in mid-
November 1936 from
one of those 1,074 post
offices to someone whose
identity and SSN are
unknown. Thousand of
Social Security numbers
and cards were probably
issued on that day, so
there is simply no way to
tell who got the first one.

SSA does know, how-
ever, who received the
Social Security card with
the lowest number. They
tried to make a bit of a
public relations fuss over
it, but it didn’t work out
as the agency’s flacks
planned.

SSNs were grouped by
the first three digits of the
number (called the area
number) and assigned
geographically  start-
ing in the northeast and
moving down the east-
ern seaboard and then
across the country to the
west. Although instead
of starting in Maine (the
most northeasterly state),

they gave
“001” num-
bers to New
Hampshire.
That’s
because the
plan was to
give  card
number 001-01-0001 to
John G. Winant, who was
a former governor of New
Hampshire and was at the
time the chairman of the
Social Security Board (the
forerunner of the Social
Security Administration).
But Winant turned down
the honor. Then it was
offered to the head of
the agency’s regional
office for the northeast-
ern United States, but he
also said no. They tried to
designate a couple other
officials for the alleged
honor, but with no luck.
In frustration, the agen-
cy’s PR people nixed
their plans for a ceremo-
nial first “official” SSN
recipient. So instead, they
just decided to issue card
number 001-01-0001 to
the first Social Security
number applicant from
New Hampshire. This
proved to be Grace D.
Owen of Concord, New
Hampshire, who applied
for her number on Nov.
24, 1936.

There is one more lit-
tle twist to this story. If

you do some research
into old press reports,
you may find a story that
says the very first Social
Security card was issued
to John Sweeney of New
Rochelle, New York.
What actually happened
is this. All of the SSN
records prepared by post
offices were shipped to
SSA’s headquarters in
Baltimore. One of their
first jobs was to create
an official Social Security
record (primarily to track
earnings) for each SSN
issued. When the first
batch of SSN records
came in from the postal
service, the agency’s head
of accounting operations
pulled the top card off the
pile, and declared it to be
the official first Social
Security record. It hap-
pened to be card number
055-09-0001 belonging to
the aforementioned Mr.
Sweeney. The next day,
newspapers around the
country announced that
Sweeney had been issued
the first SSN. That wasn’t
quite right. It would be
more accurate to say that
the first Social Security
“earnings record” was
established for John
Sweeney. But because
those records were invis-
ible to the public and the
Social Security card was

US stocks drift toward a weekly loss; DuPont sinks

NEW YORK (AP) —
The stock market drifted
lower in light trading Friday,
putting major indexes on
track for their second weekly
loss this month. Reports of
sluggish economic growth
have weighed on the market
this week.

KEEPING SCORE: The
Dow Jones industrial aver-
age fell 29 points, or 0.2 per-
cent, to 16,817 as of 12:29
p.m. EST. The Standard &
Poor’s 500 index fell two
points, less than 0.1 percent,
to 1,955, while the Nasdaq
composite rose eight points,
or 0.1 percent, to 4,387.

LOOK BACK: After
dropping three days this
week, the S&P 500, the most
widely used benchmark for
stock funds, is on course for
a weekly loss of 0.5 percent.

Many investors have been
waiting for the market to
take a pause from its long
climb. The S&P 500 has
gained 5.8 percent in three
months and reached its latest
all-time high on June 20, one
week ago.

WHAT, NO WOR-
RIES? “The fact is, it’s
the summer, and there isn’t
much happening,” said Jack
Ablin, chief investment offi-
cer at BMO Private Bank in
Chicago.

Turmoil in the Middle
East, however, could eas-
ily rattle U.S. markets, espe-
cially if the fighting in Iraq
drives oil prices up too high.
Rising tensions between
Ukraine and Russia remain
a concern.

“The risk in the summer
typically isn’t financial, it’s

political,” Ablin said. “This
summer it’s geopolitical:
Iraq and Ukraine.”

FORECAST CUT: Du-
Pont dropped $2.62, or 4
percent, to $65.11, the big-
gest decline among the 30
big companies in the Dow.
The company cut its profit
forecast because of weaker
sales of corn seeds.

THE BUSINESS OF
SPORT: Nike gained $1.45,
or 2 percent, to $78.31 af-
ter reporting earnings late
Thursday that beat Wall
Street’s expectations. Stron-
ger worldwide sales off-
set marketing costs for the
World Cup soccer tourna-
ment. Nike provided the
outfits for 10 national teams,
including Team USA, for the
World Cup in Brazil.

HOW  CONFIDENT:

The Thomson Reuters/Uni-
versity of Michigan read-
ing of consumer confidence
edged up to 82.5 in June, a
slight increase over the pre-
vious month and better than
economists had predicted.

WORLD MARKETS:
Asian indexes closed lower.
In Europe, France’s CAC
40 slipped 0.1 percent while
Germany’s DAX edged
up 0.1 percent.

US to ask China to restart cyber working group

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The United States wants
to restart a cybersecurity
working group that China
shut down after the U.S.
indicted five Chinese mil-
itary officers on charges
of hacking into American
companies’ computers to
steal trade secrets.

Assistant Secretary of
State Daniel Russel told
The Associated Press the
U.S. is ready to resume
those discussions, which
he described as “useful
and important,” if China
is. Russel said officials

would raise it at the an-
nual U.S.-China Security
and Economic Dialogue
in Beijing in two weeks.
The dialogue will be at-
tended by Secretary of
State John Kerry and
Treasury Secretary Jacob
Lew.

After the indictments
against the five officers
were unsealed in May,
Beijing pulled the plug on
the group.

It had been set up a
year ago in what Wash-
ington viewed at the time
as a diplomatic coup after
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President Barack Obama
and China’s President Xi
Jinping held a summit in
California aiming to set
relations between the two
global powers on a posi-
tive track.

Those ties have also
come under growing
strain because of China’s
assertive actions in the

disputed South and East
China seas. Russel, the
top U.S. diplomat for
East Asia, reiterated those
concerns in an interview
Thursday, saying the U.S.
views it as essential that
China show greater re-
straint and use diplomacy
to manage its differences
on territorial issues.

In 1938, a wallet man-
ufacturer in New York
decided to promote its
product by showing how
the still relatively new
Social Security card
would fit into its wal-
lets.
the company thought it
would be a bright idea
to insert a sample for
display purposes in each
wallet. His next not-so-
smart idea was to put a
real Social Security num-
ber on the display card.
The number shown on
the card, 078-005-1120,
actually belonged to the
president’s  secretary,
a woman named Hilda
Witcher.

The wallets were sold
by Woolworth stores all
over the country. Even
though the card was
only half the size of a
real card, was printed
all in red, and had the
word “specimen” writ-
ten across the face, many

The president of

purchasers of the wallet
adopted the SSN as their
own! In the peak year of
1943, 5,755 people were
using Hilda’s number.
SSA acted to eliminate
the problem by voiding
the number and publiciz-
ing that it was incorrect
to use it. (Whitcher was
given a new number.)
However, the number
continued to be used for
many years. In all, over
40,000 people reported
what became known as
the “Woolworth number”
as their SSN. In fact, as
late as 1977, 12 people
were found to still be try-
ing to use Hilda’s origi-
nal SSN.

By the way, some of
you may be wonder-
ing how I could be giv-
ing real names and real
Social Security numbers
in this column. First, the
people mentioned have
all long since passed
away. Second, SSA has
flagged those SSNs (and
other famous or infamous
numbers) so that if any-
one ever tried using them,
they would be instantly
investigated.

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Sponsorship of gay pride parades on the rise

SALT LAKE CITY (AP)
— In between muscular
men in speedos gyrating to
thumping dance music and
drag queens decked out in
formal gowns, Salt Lake
City’s gay pride parade
also featured a few, more
conventional participants:
Some of America’s most
well-known companies.

From Starbucks to eBay
to Macy’s, the increasing
visibility of corporations
at the parade in Utah and
at others across the coun-
try in recent years comes
as same-sex marriage bans
fall in the courts and polls
show greater public accep-
tance of gay marriage.

In that climate, compa-
nies are finding that the
benefits of sponsorship
outweigh the risks of stay-
ing away, giving them a
chance to make a statement
in support of diversity and
use it to help recruit and
retain top talent who want
to work for a business that
supports LGBT rights.

“We understand there
are people who might have
different points of view on
that,” said spokesman Mi-
chael Palese at Chrysler,
which has been a sponsor
of the Motor City Pride
Festival and Parade in De-
troit, Michigan, for years
and became a primary
backer this spring.

“We respect their point of
view as long as they respect
ours,” Palese said.

This weekend, some of
the largest gay pride events
are scheduled, including
ones in New York, San
Francisco and Chicago.

They come just days after a
federal appeals court ruled
for the first time that gay
couples have a constitu-

tional right to marry.

At many companies, sup-
port for pride parades and
festivals is being fueled
by internal Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual and Transgender
councils who are given
small budgets and freedom
to spend that money where
they choose.

The continued transfor-
mation of the parades from
small, defiant, sexually
daring protests to family-
friendly, mainstream cel-
ebrations has been on full
display this summer as new
companies join businesses
that have been supporting
the cause for years.

In Salt Lake City, Ameri-
can Express Co. workers
carried giant letters that
spelled, “Love=Love,” the
theme of the parade. JPM-
organ Chase marchers wore
T-shirts that said, “just be
you.” A Budweiser’s semi-
truck festooned with rain-
bow flags drove slowly
through the parade, honk-
ing its horns.

At the 43rd Motor City
Pride Festival in Detroit,
banners were adorned with
corporate logos, includ-
ing those of General Mo-
tors, Ford, Comerica bank,
Kroger and Whole Foods
Market. Delta Air Lines
employees handed out day
packs, luggage tags and the
same cookies that passen-
gers get.

“They’re recognizing that
there’s a loyal, reliable cus-
tomer base,” said Gregory
Varnum of Equality Michi-
gan, a group leading the
fight for same-sex marriage
rights in the state. “Adver-
tising to the LGBT com-
munity is working. They
wouldn’t keep coming if it
wasn’t working.”

The purchasing power of
the U.S. gay and lesbian
population was estimated
to be $830 billion last year,
up from $610 billion in
2005, according to a study
by Witeck-Combs Commus-
nications, a marketing firm
specializing in the gay mar-
ketplace.

Some years ago, Ford re-
sisted a pushback from the
American Family Associa-
tion against its support of
gay groups, Varnum said.

There have been no re-
ports of organized boy-
cotts against companies.
Overstock.com, which was
a first-time sponsor with
a float in the Utah parade
this year, has seen a bit of
criticism in Facebook posts
but no coordinated boycott,
said Stormy Simon, the
company president.

“It was important for us
to show the support in the
civil rights movement that
every person is equal,” Si-
mon said.

The number of corporate
sponsors and cash dona-
tions has doubled in the last
seven years for the Utah
festival. This year, cash do-
nations reached $97,300,
with much of that coming
from 36 corporate donors,
said Jen Parsons Soran,
sponsorship director for the
Utah Pride Festival.

In Boston, more busi-
nesses sponsor each year,
leading to $143,000 in cash
donations this year, a rise
over recent years, but still
less than the $186,000 in
2004, when there were few-
er sponsors but larger dona-
tions, said Sylvain Bruni of
Boston Pride, a group that
organizes the parade.

TD Bank has been spon-
soring gay pride parades

and festivals in various cit-
ies since 2009. The compa-
ny said it spends nearly $1
million annually on LGBT
events and initiatives in the
U.S. and Canada. This year,
the company is sponsoring
20 gay pride parades.

“Having corporate spon-
sors out there at the fore-
front and seeing them
provides greater opportu-
nity and visibility to get the
message out that it’s OK to
be gay,” said Robert Pom-
pey, a senior vice president
and co-chair of TD Bank’s
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual,
Transgender Allies panel.

Wal-Mart is joining in,
too, sponsoring the New
York parade — a decision
made by stores in New Jer-
sey, said spokesman Randy
Hargrove.

The uptick in support
comes as corporations in-
creasingly display their
backing for gay rights on
social media and in ad cam-

paigns.

Marriott  International
put pictures of well-known
LGBT spokespeople

wrapped around hotels in
its #LoveTravels campaign.
Macy’s is selling T-shirts,
hats and accessories with
the slogan, “I stand on the
right side of history” with
sales going to help make
gay marriage legal.

Some long-time festival-
goers have bristled at how
mainstream and corporate
the parades have become,
but Nick Morris of Utah
said he welcomed them be-
cause the corporations are
showing acceptance of the
gay community.

“We need to be open and
willing to accept them as
they’ve accepted us,” he
said.

US ready to take on
Belgium in World Cup

RECIFE, Brazil (AP)
— Now that the U.S. has
survived the so-called
“Group of Death,” it’s
time for sudden death:
the knockout phase of the
World Cup.

The Americans play
Belgium on Tuesday night
in the round of 16, hop-
ing to show they’re better
than the U.S. team that
lost in overtime to Ghana
in the second round four
years ago.

“By no means are we
satisfied with just getting
out of the group,” mid-
fielder Graham Zusi said
Sunday after the Ameri-
cans advanced despite a
1-0 loss to Germany. “We
want to keep going and
make some history.”

Belgium eased past the
Americans 4-2 in a May
2013 exhibition at Cleve-
land on two goals by
Christian Benteke (cur-
rently sidelined with a
torn Achilles tendon), and
one each from Marouane
Fellaini and Kevin Mi-
rallas. Two years earlier,

sels on Nicolas Lombaer-
ts’ half-volley in the 55th
minute in Jurgen Klins-
mann’s first road game
with the U.S.

“They’re a top team.
Everyone around Europe
will tell you how good
they are,” American goal-
keeper Tim Howard said.
“They’ve got so many
good players, young play-
ers, strong, fast, good on
the ball. I actually think
because of that we match
up well with them, but
we’ll see.”

Howard was a team-
mate at Everton last sea-
son with Belgium’s Rom-
elu Lukaku and Mirallas,
and played on the Tof-
fees with Fellaini before
the bushy-haired forward
transferred to Manchester
United last summer. The
Red Devils, seeded in De-
cember’s draw and ranked
11th, are at their first ma-
jor tournament since the
2002 World Cup, where
they lost in the second
round to eventual cham-
pion Brazil.

Ghana 2-1 and drew Por-
tugal 2-2 to advance on a
goal-difference tiebreaker
against the Portuguese,
Belgium beat Algeria 2-1,
Russia 1-0 and South Ko-
rea 1-0.

“It gives us so much
confidence to get those
nine points with only 10
men and prepare for the
Americans in that mood,”
defender Jan Vertonghen
said Sunday after scoring
the only goal as Belgium
finished a man short.

The U.S., which reached
the knockout stage of con-
secutive World Cups for
the first time, returned to
its Sao Paulo base Thurs-
day night and looked for-
ward to four days off be-
fore playing the Belgians
in Salvador. The winner
advances to a quarterfi-
nal against Argentina or
Switzerland.

“We’re excited about
trying to go further than
we did last World Cup
and getting past this first
game (of the knockout
rounds),” captain Clint

A
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Algeria to next round

CURITIBA, Brazil (AP)
— For the Algeria squad,
this has been a tournament
of breaking new ground.

First, Algeria won its first
World Cup match since
1982 — a 4-2 victory over
South Korea, and then on
Thursday it qualified for
the knockout stages for the
first time.

Islam  Slimani’s 60th
-minute headed equalizer
was enough to gain his
team a 1-1 draw against
Russia and the one com-
petition point it needed to
place second in Group H
behind Belgium.

Now, Algeria has anoth-
er 32-year anniversary on
its radar.

On Monday, the Algeri-
ans will meet Germany in
the Round of 16 in Porto
Alegre.

The teams haven’t met
since 1982 when Algeria
beat West Germany, one of
the tournament favorites,

with Lakhdar Belloumi
memorably stroking home
the winner. Though it went
on to win another game in
that tournament, Algeria
failed to qualify for the
second round of the World
Cup after West Germany
and Austria played out a
result that suited both of
those teams.

The European teams,
meeting a day after Alge-
ria had won its last group
game, knew that a 1-0 win
for West Germany would
put both through to the
second round at Algeria’s
expense.

Qualification for the sec-
ond round in Brazil finally
allows the team from north
Africa to move on from
one of the World Cup’s
most contentious episodes.

And the relief was cer-
tainly evident in the cel-
ebrations on the pitch.

Qualification prompted
mass celebrations in the

packed Algerian section
in Arena da Baixada in
Curitiba, and on the pitch
among the players. Even
the combative coach, Va-
hid Halilhodzic, was hug-
ging staff and players and
shaking his head in appar-
ent disbelief.

“I’m very proud of what
we achieved tonight,”
Halilhodzic said. “I think
Algeria played a heroic
match and our qualifi-
cation is perfectly de-
served.”

Algeria had to come from
behind to get through. Rus-
sia, needing a win to ad-
vance, went on the attack
from the start and domi-
nated the first half with its
intricate and swift passing
movements through mid-
field. The Russians took
the lead in the 6th minute
when Alexander Kokorin
powerfully headed in a
left-foot cross from Dmi-
try Kombarov.

Cleveland takes Wiggins

NEW YORK (AP) —
Seems basketball is mak-
ing inroads on hockey up
north.

For the second straight
year a native of Canada
was the overall No. 1 pick
in the NBA draft by the
Cleveland Cavaliers.

Andrew  Wiggins  of
Kansas was taken first on
Thursday night. Last year,
Anthony Bennett of UNLYV,
like Wiggins a native of
Ontario, was taken No. 1
by the Cavaliers.

Wiggins was the 11th in-
ternational player to be se-
lected No. 1 overall and the
third in the last four years.
Kyrie Irving, a native of
Australia who played at
Duke, was the No. 1 over-
allin 2011, again by Cleve-
land.

Wiggins was one of four
international players se-
lected in the lottery. Kan-
sas teammate Joel Embiid,
a native of Cameroon, was
taken No. 3 by Philadel-
phia, while Dante Exum of
Australia was selected No.
5 by Utah. Nik Stauskas,
a native of Canada who
played at Michigan, was
taken No. 8 by Sacramento
and Dario Saric of Croatia
was taken 12th by Orlando.

There were 10 interna-
tional players taken in the
first round, tied with 2011
for the second-most ever
behind the 12 last season.

Last year there were
three international play-
ers taken in the lottery,
Bennett, No. 12 Steve
Adams of New Zealand,
who played at Pittsburgh,
and No. 13 Kelly Olynyk
of Canada, who played at
Gonzaga.

SILVER SHINES:
Adam Silver had quite a
first night in charge of the
NBA draft.

The league’s commis-
sioner since David Stern
retired on Feb. 1, Silver
made a big impact on
the sports world with

his every word. One year
some fans showed up with
Adam Silver masks.

On Thursday, Silver re-
ceived cheers that got even
louder when he announced
between the 15th and 16th
picks that the NBA had
selected Isaiah Austin of
Baylor, who learned last
week after a physical for
the draft that he had Mar-
fan syndrome, which end-
ed his playing career.

Silver’s ceremonial pick
allowed Austin to take the
walk across the stage and
shake hands with the com-
missioner just as every
draft pick in attendance
gets to do.

“For Commissioner Sil-
ver to even invite me here
was a tremendous bless-
ing and it just shows how
much class that man has,”
Austin said.

The move made Silver
even more popular with the
crowd. And when the com-
missioner was done an-
nouncing names and dep-
uty commissioner Mark
Tatum took over Silver’s
old second-round duties, he
spent time shaking hands
with some of the people in
the crowd and even posed
for a selfie or two.

FATHERS AND SONS:
It didn’t take long for one
of the coolest streaks in
sports to reach 13 years.

Andrew Wiggins was
taken by the Cleveland
Cavaliers with the No.
1 overall pick Thursday
night in the NBA draft,
meaning at least one son of
a former NBA player has
been selected every year
since 2002.

Wiggins, whose father
Mitchell played six sea-
sons in the NBA, left Kan-
sas after just one season.
He is the first son of a for-
mer player to be taken No.
1 overall in the draft.

Jabari Parker of Duke,
who was taken second by

the Milwaukee Bucks, is
the son of Sonny Parker,
who played six seasons in
the NBA.

Mike Dunleavy started
the father-son streak in
2002. There were three
sons of former players
taken last year: Tim Hard-
away Jr., Glen Rice Jr,
and Erik Murphy.

TOP THREE TEAM-
MATES: When Kansas
teammates Andrew Wig-
gins and Joel Embiid were
taken in the top three picks
of the NBA draft Thursday
night it was the fourth time
that happened since 1980.

Wiggins was the No. 1
overall pick by the Cleve-
land Cavaliers and Em-
biid was taken No. 3 by
the Philadelphia 76ers.
Duke’s Jabari Parker was
taken second by the Mil-
waukee Bucks.

Kentucky’s Anthony
Davis and Michael Kidd-
Gilchrist were taken 1-2 in
2012.

The other college team-
mates taken in the top
three since 1980 were
Emeka Okafor and Ben
Gordon of Connecticut in
2004, and Jay Williams
and Mike Dunleavy of
Duke in 2002. They were
selected second and third.

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With South Korea’s loss,
Asia out of World Cup

SAO PAULO (AP) —
With South Korea’s 1-0
loss to Belgium Thursday,
the last Asian team bowed
out of the World Cup —
leaving the continent with-
out any representatives in
the knockout stages.

The result caps a dismal
campaign for South Korea,
Japan, Australia and Iran,
the continent’s four repre-
sentatives in Brazil.

The stats columns cer-
tainly didn’t provide en-
couraging reading: Games
Played — 12; Wins — 0;
Draws — 3; Losses — 9.

South Korea has been
to nine World Cups, more
than any other Asian team,
and is regarded as one of
the two flagship representa-
tives of the Far East. But it
has regressed considerably
since reaching the semifi-
nals when it co-hosted the
2002 tournament with Ja-
pan.

The  Japanese  also
reached the second round
in ‘02, Australia reached
the second round in 2006
— after qualifying through
Oceania and before switch-
ing to the Asian confed-
eration — and Japan and
South Korea both advanced
to the knockout rounds in
2010.

South Korea coach Hong
Myung-bo, who was cap-
tain in 2002 when the team
made its run to the semifi-
nals, thinks Asian football
is going through a “transi-
tion period” with individu-
al players improving drasti-

cally but national teams not
yet enjoying the results.

“I think that each team
played in different styles
but overall there were a lot
of deficiencies in the Asian
teams,” he said through
a translator. “We weren’t
up to the standard ... we
weren’t good enough.”

Aside from the remark-
able South Korean cam-
paign a dozen years ago,
Asian teams have not ex-
perienced much success on
the world stage.

A relatively small num-
ber of Asian players are in
the top European leagues
and the sport didn’t estab-
lish mass appeal across the
continent until much later
than Europe, South Amer-
ica and Africa.

The lack of high-level
competition between them
has also contributed to the
teams’ FIFA rankings hav-
ing steadily dropped in the
last year.

Asia’s top ranked team
ahead of the tournament
was Iran, at No. 43 —
hardly impressive in a
tournament comprising 32
teams.

Australia was the lowest-
ranked team in the tourna-
ment, at No. 62.

While some of the per-
formances were encour-
aging, the stark reality is
not one of the Asian teams
could manage a win. Japan
and South Korea entered
the tournament as strong
contenders to progress
from their groups, and to

Li Na eliminated
at Wimbledon

LONDON (AP) — Aus-
tralian Open champion
and second-seeded Li Na
was eliminated 7-6 (5), 7-6
(5) on Friday by Barbora
Zahlavova Strycova in the
first major upset at Wim-
bledon.

Li looked out of sorts
for most of the third-round
match on Court 1 and blew
a set point in the second set.

In men’s play, top-seeded
Novak Djokovic overcame
a hard fall in the third set to
advance to the fourth round
with a 6-4, 6-2, 6-4 Centre
Court win over Gilles Si-
mon.

Leading 3-2 in the third
set and with Simon serving,
Djokovic lunged for a fore-
hand shot and fell hard to
the grass, rolling over and
grabbing his upper left arm
and grimacing in pain.

But after taking a medical
timeout and receiving treat-
ment by a trainer, he recov-
ered to play out the final
four games of the match,
breaking Simon’s serve in
the final game, his seventh
break in the match.

“It was a sharp pain,”
Djokovic said. “It was an
awkward fall. 1 was just
hoping there is nothing
really bad with the joint.
Luckily there is nothing
damaged. I could play. Just
the muscle was quite sore
because of the impact. All
in all I’'m just glad to get
through.”

Djokovic will play Jo-
Wilfried Tsonga, who beat
Jimmy Wang of Taiwan
6-2, 6-2, 7-5, in the fourth
round on Monday. Due to
rain delays, Tsonga has
played on all five days of
the tournament.

“There is two days off,
[’m going to try to recover
and get ready,” Djokovic
said.

Zahlavova Strycova
called her win over Li the
biggest of her career. Li
won the first of her two
Grand Slam titles at the

French Open in 2011 and
had reached the quarterfi-
nals at Wimbledon three
times.

“When you go on court
you have to believe in
yourself,” the 43rd-ranked
Zahlavova Strycova said.
“I thought I could do it and
[ was pushing myselfa lot.”

The Czech player thought
she had won the match and
went to the net to shake
Li’s hand after a forehand
was called out. But Li chal-
lenged the call and the ball
was ruled in, continuing the
match — until Li double-
faulted on match point.

“I was so happy already
that the match is over, and
then suddenly she took the
challenge and I had to get
back to my concentration,”
Zahlavova Strycova said.

In other matches, French
Open finalist Simona Ha-
lep and former No. 1 Caro-
line Wozniacki won their
matches after rain delayed
the start of play for about
30 minutes.

Halep, who lost the Ro-
land Garros final to Maria
Sharapova, advanced with
a 6-3, 4-6, 6-4 win over
Lesia Tsurenko of Ukraine
in a second-round match.

at the highest level.

By contrast, three of the
four qualifiers from North
and Central America ad-
vanced to the second stage
and, for the first time, two
African teams reached the
knockout stages.

Australia had some good
moments against some
stronger opponents but ulti-
mately lost all three games
to Chile, the Netherlands
and Spain. Iran had a 0-0
draw with Nigeria and
managed to hold and occa-
sionally threaten Argentina
for 90 minutes, only to lose
1-0 to an injury-time goal
by Lionel Messi. The Ira-
nians, heavily criticized for
a defensive system, then
dropped their last game 3-1
to Bosnia-Herzegovina.

Japan lost 2-1 to the
Ivory Coast, after taking a
first-half lead, and then was
held 0-0 by 10-man Greece
before being destroyed 4-1
by Columbia. Japan and
Iran are already looking for
new coaches.

South Korea was Iucky
to get its single point as
well, thanks to Russian
goalkeeper Igor Akinfeev’s
blunder in the opener when
he let a routine save from a
shot of about 30 yards slip
through his grasp. South
Korea couldn’t hold the
lead, though, and finished
with a 1-1 draw. Next they
were soundly beaten by Al-

geria 4-2 before dropping
the finale to Belgium.

Its lone bright spot
Thursday was the play of
Sunderland midfielder Ki
Sung-yeung, who had sev-
eral quality shots including
one long-distance drive that
forced Belgian goalkeeper
Thibaut Courtois to make a
great diving save.

After the game he said
his nation, and continent,
still had a lot of work to do
to catch up with the estab-
lished World Cup heavy-
weights from Europe and
South America.

“We need to try more to
be a better team and we
have to be realistic. We
are not better than the Eu-
ropeans or South America
or whatever,” he said.
“We need to improve our-
selves more and this shows
that we are not better than
them.”

Asian Football Confed-
eration President Shaikh
Salman bin Ebrahim Al
Khalifa said the Asian
teams were young on av-
erage “so they can only
get better.”

“Asia must acknowl-
edge its shortcomings, but
at the same time we must
believe in our own abili-
ty,” he said in a statement.
“We must bring our game
to the next level and there
is no time to wait.

“Football will not slow
down and nor will the rest
of the world. Our brand
new initiatives are planned
with progress in mind.”

HBO film explores
marriages from their start

NEW YORK (AP) — later, they were getting left it out of the film be-

As filmmaker Doug Block
sat in a coffee shop talking
about his “112 Weddings”
documentary, a stranger
interrupted him to talk —
at great length — about
the state of her marriage.

She wasn’t even aware
of the film, which debuts
Monday on HBO (9 p.m.
EDT). The conversation
she eavesdropped on en-
thralled her. As Block gets
more exposure for “112
Weddings,” during which
he revisits couples for
whom he shot wedding
videos to ask how mar-
riage has gone, he’d better
get used to such interac-
tions.

The New York-based
Block has made wedding
videos to earn extra mon-
ey, and sensed from the
beginning there was a film
there. He made sure to
retain ownership of wed-
ding footage, although he
doesn’t use it without per-
mission of the couples.

“I loved the idea of start-
ing a movie where most
Hollywood movies end,
which is the bride com-
ing down the aisle,” said
Block, who has delved
into personal topics for
his work before. He made
a film about his parents’
marriage and  another
about the empty nest syn-
drome when his daughter
left for college (she’s now,
at 24, back home).

He knew the time was
right when he called Jan-
ice and Alexander Caillet
of Newton, Massachu-
setts, who talked at length
about why they didn’t
need the official sanction
of a marriage when Block
filmed their “commitment
ceremony.” Thirteen years

married.

Janice and Alexander
believed their word to each
other was a strong enough
commitment for many
years. Once they had chil-
dren, the legal advantages
became apparent. “We
wanted to make sure that
nothing was going to keep
us apart,” Janice said. “We
didn’t need anything to
keep us together.”

Some of the marriages
ended in divorce. One
couple has struggled to
care for a sick child, an-
other has hung on through
the wife’s depression.
Children and job pres-
sures take a toll, and the
relationships ebb and flow.
Block focuses on 10 cou-
ples, including No. 112
as they prepared for their
wedding.

When he called the
couple from his first wed-
ding video, Sue Odierna
of Mamaroneck, New
York, had filed for di-
vorce the day before. The
clips from the wedding
seemed to foreshadow
trouble: Sue seemed a lot
more excited than Steve,
who later grew distant and
found someone new. The
more weddings he shot,
though, Block said he was
less able to predict which
couples would last.

Most  couples  were
filmed as they sat side-
by-side talking about their
marriages, an interesting
dynamic in itself. Block
tried not to take advantage
of the intimacy involved.
When he asked one couple
what they would say now
if they rewrote their vows,
there was a 22-second
pause before the woman
said, “next question.” He

cause it felt like a cheap
shot.

Interestingly, he asked
all the couples if they felt
they’d married their soul
mates, and none said yes.
Some joked about it, say-
ing it was a lovely con-
cept. Clearly, the dewy-
eyed days are over.

“The film stresses that
marriage is hard, that it
takes work,” Block said.
“People see that as a nega-
tive, that it’s a bad thing.
But it’s not.

“Life is going to throw
things at you,” he said.
“People get old and die.
Kids are born and grow up
and leave. You face lay-
offs or success. There are
all sorts of challenges that
you come up against to-
gether, and how you deal
with them as a couple de-
termines whether you’re
going to make it or not.
The idea that it’s going to
be an easy path is ridicu-
lous.”

The Caillets believe that
“112 Weddings” should
be required viewing for
couples approaching their
own wedding.

“It’s a pretty sobering
wake-up call for so many
people,” said Alexander
Caillet. “You’re so en-
thralled from dating, but
it’s really a commitment.”

Hard work, challeng-
es, commitment — it all
sounds like buzzkill for
someone young and in
love.

The film ultimately cel-
ebrates marriage and the
passing of time. And it
renewed Block’s appre-
ciation for his wife of 28
years.

“I am one lucky dude,”
he said.
