You may be stronger than your opponent, but
that’s not always true. One thing that I think we’ll pride
ourselves on is our team playing smart where the intelle-
gent play gives you an advantage over your opponents.”

regulatory process is so important,” he continued.

In March 2014, the Environment Protection Agency
(EPA) and the Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) proposed
arule that would expand regulation of the agriculture com-
munity, businesses, and other landowners under the Clean
Water Act. According to the rule, only 56 specified ac-
tivities would receive exemption from permitting require-
ments under the Clean Water Act, leaving in question the
status of all other activities being subject to further EPA
regulation. Many of the activities in question are normal
functions of daily farming and ranching routines. In order
to protect business, H.R. 5078 would invalidate the rule as
well as prohibit the EPA from exerting more federal con-
trol over waters in the United States.

The bill also requires the EPA and the Corps to seek
state and local officials’ recommendations in developing
regulatory proposals in the future. The Secretary of the
Army and Administrator of the EPA must submit a report
to Congress defining the waters under federal and state ju-
risdiction, according to the recommendations from state
and local officials.

Concerned that the fed-
eral government and the

Scientists say
the ozone layer
is recovering

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Earth’s protective but
fragile ozone layer is be-
ginning to recover, large-
ly because of the phase-
out since the 1980s of
certain chemicals used in
refrigerants and aerosol
cans, a U.N. scientific
panel reported Wednes-
day in a rare piece of
good news about the
health of the planet.

Scientists said the de-
velopment demonstrates
that when the world
comes together, it can
counteract a brewing
ecological crisis.

For the first time in
35 years, scientists were
able to confirm a statisti-
cally significant and sus-
tained increase in strato-
spheric ozone, which
shields us from solar
radiation that causes skin
cancer, crop damage and
other problems.

From 2000 to 2013,
ozone levels went up 4
percent in the key mid-
northern latitudes  at
about 30 miles high, said
NASA scientist Paul A.
Newman. He co-chaired
the every-four-years
ozone assessment by 300
scientists, released at the
United Nations.

“It’s a victory for di-
plomacy and for science
and for the fact that we
were able to work to-
gether,” said chemist
Mario Molina. In 1974,
Molina and F. Sherwood
Rowland wrote a scien-
tific study forecasting the
ozone depletion prob-
lem. They won the 1995
Nobel Prize in chemistry
for their work.

The ozone layer had
been thinning since the
late 1970s. Man-made
chlorofluorocarbons,
called CFCs, released
chlorine and bromine,
which destroyed ozone
molecules high in the
air. After scientists raised
the alarm, countries
around the world agreed
to a treaty in 1987 that
phased out CFCs. Lev-
els of those chemicals
between 30 and 50 miles
up are decreasing.

Additionally, there will
be wildlife management
sessions on white-tailed
deer, turkey, quail, fe-
ral hogs and farm ponds.
Various forage species,
including Bermuda grass
and other introduced for-
ages, native forages, small
grains, annual ryegrass and
clovers,also will be studied
by workshop attendees.

Approximately one-third
of the workshop involves
lectures and discussion,
Redmon said, with the re-
mainder consisting of field
demonstrations.

“Field  demonstrations
will include learning how
to properly calibrate a

sprayer, assess body con-
dition scores of cattle, ob-
tain proper soil and hay
samples, and assess the
fish populations in ponds,”
Redmon said.

There will also be a dis-
cussion regarding pond
weeds and a demonstration
on hog trap design.

Meals and break refresh-
ments are covered by the
registration fee, along with
a resource CD containing
more than 100 publications
covering ranch resource
management.

Exceptionally
g00d luck

After enduring lavish
praise while receiving
an award before a big
Hollywood
dinner
crowd,
Jack Benny
expertly
deflected
all the
fawning
with these
words: “I
don’t de-
serve this
honor, but then I have
arthritis and I don’t
deserve that, either.”

Jack Benny’s one-liner
reminds us that so much
of life is a roll of the
dice over which even
the most self-satisfied of
“self-made men” (you
know, the type Disraeli
identified as “very much
in love with his cre-
ator”) have next to no
control.

We all acknowledge
that none of us chooses
our race, nationality,
gender or parents. To
have been born a white,
American male between
1929-1945 was, believe
me, to win the lottery.
Scholars even have a
name for my genera-
tion. They called us the
“Lucky Few.” Because
of the low birthrate dur-
ing the Great Depres-
sion and World War 11,
we were the first Ameri-
can generation smaller
than the one before it,
which, of course, was
the deservedly heralded
“Greatest Generation.”

Because of the De-
pression, which led
many educated males
seeking work into the
classrooms, and because
of unenlightened social
attitudes that essentially
limited the profes-
sional opportunities of
the nation’s smartest
women to either nurs-
ing or teaching, we, as
children, were taught
by remarkably tal-
ented and accomplished
public school teach-
ers. Because the GI
Bill enabling returning
WWII veterans to go
to college, universities
expanded to meet the
increased demand. This
meant that by the time
the vets had graduated
and our smaller gen-
eration finished high
school, the colleges
were almost begging for
enrollees. A 1950s male

SHIELDS

high school grad — who
wasn’t under indict-
ment or detox — was all
but guaranteed college
admission.

The share of the male
population of the Lucky
Few generation, who
graduated from college,
doubled over the nation-
al rate. This is not, let
me emphasize, because
we were smarter or
more conscientious than
those who had preceded
us. No — it is only
because we just hap-
pened to be at the right
place at the right time.
Let it also be noted the
enormous good fortune
my generation had by
being born into and
growing up in time of
the most stable, intact,
two-parent families the
country has known.

Yes, we did have the
obligation of military
service through the
draft, which resulted
in the great majority of
my generation’s males
serving. But unlike the
Greatest Generation be-
fore us, we did not suf-
fer the same volume of
casualties, because most
of our time in uniform
was in peacetime.

By the time school
and service were com-
pleted and we went
looking for work, the
U.S. economy was
booming in a post-war
economic expansion
and employers were
hiring. But because the
demand for workers was
so strong, and because
we were so few, wages
went up and in many
cases included pensions
with defined benefits
.By 1969, nearly 95 per-
cent of the males in my
generation held a paying
job. That remains the
highest employment rate
ever for any generation
in the entire century.

So when any of us
geezers in my crowd
gets a little too smug
or self-congratulatory
about all he’s accom-
plished, do all of us
a favor and remind
everyone what lucky
SOB’s we were to have
been born in the USA
between 1929-1945.

Mourning Sept. 11

Sadly, we face another
9/11 anniversary this week.
Has it really been 13 years
since Amer-
ica was
attacked? To
me it seems
as though
it were last
week. That
day, Sept.
11, will
forever be
imprinted
into my
brain. I can remember
exactly what I was doing at
the very instant the break-
ing news flash appeared
on my television screen. It
was a horrific loss, frozen
in time.

This past week, my hus-
band and I were at our den-
tist’s office for our annual
check-ups. We needed ad-
ditional appointments, so
the receptionist proceeded
to engage us into booking
the necessary follow-up
visits. As I finished book-
ing my follow-up, she
turned her attention to my
husband. As I walked out
into the lobby, I heard her
suggest Sept. 11 as the day
he should return. My hus-
band hesitated for a mo-
ment, and then called out
to me, asking if that would

be a satisfactory date.

I, as my husband, was
taken aback. Although both
the dentist and her recep-
tionist are young adults,

I know they are both old
enough to have witnessed
Sept. 11. I found my voice
quickly and gave a de-
finitive “No that will not
do. We will observe and
mourn the loss of innocent
life suffered on that tragic
day. Sept. 11 will not be a
routine day for us. It never
will be ever again.”

As we left the dental of-
fice, I was lost in thought.
I saw the expression on
the receptionist’s face
when she realized that |
was offended down to my
core at her suggestion. |
was disturbed that many in
our nation look at Sept. 11
as just another day. I felt
sorrow in my heart for the
families that lost so much
on that horrific and dread-
ful day.

When a loved one has
been lost, grief is a power-
ful emotion to overcome.
When a loved one has
been viciously lost, grief
is complicated and can
become almost impossible
to overcome. I do not think
13 years is too long to ask

Reengage with your family
and express your love and
commitment for each oth-
er. Doing so will improve
the quality of your life and
your happiness. Remem-
ber, none of us knows the
day of our death and one
day, someone we love
will be gone. Make your
moments count be creating
memories and strengthen-
ing your bonds together.
Do it because one day, may
just be too late.

Holidays, birthdays, an-
niversaries and especially
the yearly loss anniversary,
are extremely stressful for
survivors of loss. The an-
ticipation of these impor-
tant dates may sometimes
be worse the day itself. If
you have a close friend or
relative, it may be a good
idea to let them know that
you might need extra un-
derstanding and support on
these days.

Cowboys need Romo
to bounce back

IRVING (AP) — Tony
Romo made plenty of bad
decisions and bad throws
before he was a 34-year-
old quarterback in the first
real test for his surgically
repaired back.

It’s just that his three in-
terceptions in a disastrous
return for Dallas raised
all sorts of questions that
haven’t come up before.

Was he ready or rusty?
Can he still make all the
throws coming off a herni-
ated disk? Will he ever be
the same?

Maybe the more im-
portant issue is how he
bounces back from a 28-
17 loss to San Francisco
with the Cowboys needing
the good Romo more than
ever because of big ques-
tions about their defense.

“I think that it’s easy to
be critical because of those
turnovers there, the early
turnovers,” owner Jerry
Jones said after Romo
threw all three picks in the

first half Sunday.

“I don’t know if the turn-
overs hurt us any worse
than when we had turn-
overs in the years when
he didn’t have back prob-
lems.”

Romo had issues beyond
the interceptions. He was
jumpy in the pocket at
times, and a relatively easy
target on all three sacks
for the 49ers. He wasn’t
in sync with his receivers
several times, and missed
badly on some throws.

Watching him struggle
made it difficult to forget
that he didn’t get any com-
petitive work in the offsea-
son and took frequent days
off during training camp.
Most starters get three pre-
season games, even if for
just a handful of snaps in
the first one. Romo only
played in two exhibition
games this year.

Still, coach Jason Garrett
isn’t a big believer in the
rust factor.

True
freshman Justin  Stock-
ton broke-off a 75-yard
touchdown run to tie the
game. | don’t know why
Tech didn’t just take the
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lead with the extra point,
but they went for two with
a “swinging gate” play,
which hasn’t worked since
the 1950s. Ryan Bustin
made a field goal and Da-
vis Webb connected with
Bradley Marquez for a
touchdown. Marquez only
had three catches for 33
yards, but they all went
for touchdowns.

Texas Tech held a 23-13
lead, and had made a de-
fensive stop at midfield.
Another touchdown
probably would have
been the knockout punch,
but the Texas Tech coach-
ing staff picked up two
inexcusable  penalties.
First they were called for
“illegal numbering” for
having two players with
the same number on the
field. Then the were called
for sideline interference.
This breathed life back
into UTEP, they scored
two straight touchdowns
to take a 26-23 lead.

The Red Raiders ul-
timately won thanks to
game-winning drive and
defensive stand, but the
game shouldn’t have

come down to that. Tech
had 10 penalties for 90
yards. However, only four
of those came after the
first quarter, and two were

Before I get accused

But the issues with the
Cowboys go deeper than
even these blows. The
trickle down effect starts
from the top and moves
down. Jones as a GM is a
horrible decision. He has
already admitted to almost
drafting Texas A&M star
Johnny Mangziel, who is
holding the clipboard for
Browns’ quarterback Brian
Hoyer. Cowboys fans need
to be sending Stephen
Jones a gift basket for
Christmas.

Then he extends the con-
tracts of either washed up
players or unproven talent.

Extending Tony Romo
(although I do have a
couple of issues with that
contract) and working on
extending wide receiver
Dez Bryant are the first
smart moves (outside of
rebuilding his offensive
line) I have seen from
Jones since cutting Terrell
Owens.

I have often said owners
own and GMs/coaches do
football stuff. Look at the
Oakland Raiders during
the last 10 years of legend-
ary owner Al Davis’ life
to see what happens when
owners do too much.

All of these
teams went from a losing
record to a winning record/
playoff berth and, in the
case of the 49ers, three
straight NFC Champion-
ship game appearances.

If this Cowboys franchise
is going to improve, they
should refresh the coach-
ing staff, followed by the
defense. I am not ready to
give up on Tony Romo,
whose back surgeries have
comically been caused by
him carrying a sub-par team
into a position to make the
postseason three straight
years (albeit in vain).

I haven’t given up on the
Cowboys, but [ have al-
ways felt like the NFL was
a better league when the
Cowboys were good. The
way this season is shaping
up, it could be a long year
for Cowboys fans.
