Study sees even bigger longer 
droughts for much of US West
SAN JOSE, Calif. 

(AP) — As bad as recent 
droughts in California, the 
Southwest and the Midwest 
have been, scientists say 
far worse “megadroughts” 
are coming — and they’re 
bound to last for decades.

“Unprecedented drought 
conditions” — the worst 
in more than 1,000 years 
— are likely to come to 
the Southwest and Cen-
tral Plains after 2050 and 
stick around because of 
global warming, according 
to a new study in the jour-
nal Science Advances on 
Thursday.

“Nearly every year is 
going to be dry toward 
the end of the 21st cen-
tury compared to what we 
think of as normal condi-
tions now,” said study lead 
author Benjamin Cook, a 
NASA atmospheric scien-
tist. “We’re going to have 
to think about a much drier 
future in western North 
America.”

There’s more than an 80 
percent chance that much 
of the central and western 
United States will have a 
35-year-or-longer “mega-
drought” later this century, 
said study co-author Toby 
Ault of Cornell University, 
adding that “water in the 
Southwest is going to be-
come more precious than it 
already is.”

Megadroughts last for 
decades instead of just a 
few years. The 1930s Dust 
Bowl went on for more 
than 35 years, Ault said.

The study is based on 

current increasing rate of 
rising emissions of carbon 
dioxide and complex simu-
lations run by 17 different 
computer models, which 
generally agreed on the 
outcome, Cook said.

The regions Cook looked 
at include California, Ne-
vada, Utah, Colorado, New 
Mexico, Arizona, northern 
Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, 
Nebraska, South Dakota, 
most of Iowa, southern 
Minnesota, western Mis-

souri, western Arkansas, 
and northwestern Louisi-
ana.

Looking back in records 
trapped in tree ring and oth-
er data, there were mega-
droughts in the Southwest 
and Central Plains in the 
1100s and 1200s that lasted 
several decades, but these 
will be worse, Cook said. 
Those were natural and not 
caused by climate change, 
unlike those forecast for the 
future, Cook said.

I served a fam-
ily today, that broke 
through that barrier. 

As I entered the cemetery, I was 
surprised at a cluster of children’s 
graves. I saw the decedent’s grand-
mother walk up to the cluster and 
drop to her knees. Surrounded by 
these tiny graves, she reached out 
and tenderly touched each one as she 
bellowed sobs of despair.

I was burying her grandson today. 
He was her fifth grandchild being 
buried within this cluster of tiny 
graves.

As the Pastor offered words of 
comfort, tears streamed down my 
face. I could not quell the anguish 
within my heart for this suffering 
grandmother and her family. Each of 
her grandchildren died from SIDS or 
cancer except for her grandson being 
buried today. This grandson was a 
little older than the others. He was 
old enough to drive, and while driv-
ing, decided to text. This sole deci-
sion prematurely robbed him, his 
parents and his grandmother of his 
life, his future and their happiness. 
Even worse, his accident caused the 
death of the man in the car he hit.

I don’t know how this grandmoth-
er will ever recover from burying 
five grandchildren in one year. I 
don’t know how anyone recov-
ers from so much loss. My prayers 
plead for her comfort and recovery.

As I directed this tragic funeral 
today, I inwardly contemplated, “Is 
there any text so important that you 
would trade your life for it?” I could 
not think of one. Texts are more of 
a convenient method of communi-

cation rather than a necessary one. 
Please consider the consequences 
and never text while driving. Al-
though you may decide there is a 
text worth trading your life for, you 
are putting other innocent drivers at 
risk who may not be ready to die for 
your text message.

Funeral Directors are strong 
people. Every once in awhile how-
ever, a particular tragedy reaches 
into the depth of your soul and rips 
your heart in two. Today was such a 
day for me.

President Barack Obama 
inserted a jarring note in 
his speech to the an-

nual Prayer 
Breakfast 
by insulting 
Christians 
with an in-
appropriate 
reference to 
the Cru-
sades and 
charging 
that people 
“committed 

terrible deeds in the name 
of Christ.”

He ignited a firestorm by 
comparing the ISIS out-
rages to medieval history 
of a thousand years ago. 
By drawing such simplistic 
analogies, it sounded like 
he was trying to excuse or 
whitewash the recent acts 
of Islamic terrorism, in-
cluding the beheading and 
incinerating of hostages.

Obama didn’t acknowl-
edge that it was Muslim 
aggression that prompted 
the first Crusade. There 
would not have been any 
motivation for the Cru-
sades if Muslims had not 
been attacking Christian 
pilgrims who were travel-
ing to the Holy Land for 
peaceful prayer and wor-
ship.

Obama’s insults to 
Christians weren’t any slip 
of the tongue. His aides 
confirmed that his words 
were deliberately chosen.

Deputy press secretary 
Eric Schultz said that 
Americans “need to be 
honest with ourselves.” 
The problem with Obama 
is that he needs to be hon-
est with the fact that Islam 

is at war with us, and he 
just won’t admit it.

“Lest we get on our 
high horse and think this 
is unique to some other 
place, remember that dur-
ing the Crusades and the 
Inquisition, people com-
mitted terrible deeds in 
the name of Christ. In our 
home country, slavery and 
Jim Crow all too often was 
justified in the name of 
Christ.”

The Crusades were 
800 to 900 years ago; the 
Inquisition was 500 to 600 
years ago; and slavery in 
the United States ended 
150 years ago. Even Jim 
Crow, which means not 
letting blacks and whites 
eat at the same lunch coun-
ter, ended 50 years ago.

Former Virginia Gov. 
Jim Gilmore called 
Obama’s remarks “the 
most offensive I’ve ever 
heard a president make.” 
Gilmore charged that 
Obama “has offended 
every believing Christian 
in the United States.”

In the first week of 
February, the Islamic State 
released a video showing 
a Jordanian pilot being 
burned alive in a steel 
cage. The next day, the 
United Nations issued 
a report describing hor-
rific details of the Islamic 
State’s “mass executions 
of boys, as well as reports 
of beheadings, crucifixions 
of children and burying 
children alive.”

And the next day after 
that, President Obama 
publicly and deliberately 
criticized the “terrible 
deeds” committed “in the 

name of Christ.” Quite a 
week, wasn’t it?

Obama presumed to lec-
ture us how to react to Is-
lamic atrocities. He urged 
us to get off “our high 
horse” and “remember 
that during the Crusades 
and the Inquisition, people 
committed terrible deeds 
in the name of Christ” and 
“justified” slavery and 
Jim Crow “in the name of 
Christ.”

It makes no sense to try 
to downplay the horrific 
act of burning someone 
alive in a steel cage by 
analogizing it to other 
conduct that Americans re-
jected long ago. But that’s 
how he is trying to excuse, 
or at least minimize, ISIS 
atrocities.

According to Bernard 
Lewis, a reliable historian 
of Islam, the Crusades 
were an attempt to recover 
territories that had been 
taken from the Christians 
by the Muslims. The cru-
saders risked their lives to 
save Christian people and 
regain Christian lands that 
the Muslims had stolen.

The Spanish Inquisition 
killed a couple of thousand 
people in the aftermath of 
a war to drive out Muslim 
invaders 500 years ago. 
That’s fewer than the num-
ber put to death by Muslim 
killers today in only a few 
months.

Speaking on the Fox 
News Channel last week, 
the African-American 
Bishop E. W. Jackson 
called out the president: 
“Sir, you just gave them a 
gigantic propaganda tool. 
They called us Crusaders, 

and you’ve just confirmed 
it. ... He’s basically justi-
fied exactly what Osama 
bin Laden was saying.”

Continuing, Bishop 
Jackson said: “Mr. Presi-
dent, we’re not on our 
‘high horse.’ What we are 
on is high alert, and the 
American people would 
like for once to know that 
you’re willing to defend 
Christianity and defend 
America instead of defend-
ing Islam.”

Bishop Jackson, who 
served in the Marine Corps 
and earned a law degree 
from Harvard Law School 
before entering the min-
istry, concluded that “this 
president does everything 
he possibly can to defend 
Islam and does almost 
nothing to defend the 
honor of this country. And 
yes, once again he’s giving 
them exactly what they 
want. And they’re laugh-
ing at us, because they see 
it as a sign of weakness.”

Christianity is not the 
problem today, and Jim 
Crow’s not around any-
more. Islamic Jihad, and 
its political manifestation 
in Sharia law, is the pres-
ent-day threat to individual 
and civil liberties all over 
the world.

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A mixed papal 
blessing

When the Gallup poll 
last asked, Pope Francis 
was rated favorably by 

76 per-
cent of 
Americans 
(including 
78 percent 
of Protes-
tants and 
73 percent 
of those 
with no 
religious 
affilia-

tion) and unfavorably by 
only 9 percent, a better 
than 8-1 favorable rating. 
These are numbers that 
almost any political can-
didate would die for.

Politicians, being hu-
man, enjoy being seen in 
the company of popular 
heroes, which may ex-
plain why the Republican 
speaker of the House, 
John Boehner, with full 
support from leaders of 
both parties on Capitol 
Hill, invited the Holy 
Father to address a joint 
meeting of Congress. On 
Sept. 24, when Francis 
becomes the first pope to 
address Congress, you 
can be sure that every pol 
in shoe leather, liberal 
or conservative, will be 
enthusiastically applaud-
ing while angling for a 
personal photo op with 
the charismatic pontiff.

But there is a problem: 
Pope Francis insists on 
speaking the uncomfort-
able truth to the power-
ful and the pompous, 
both clerical and secular. 
Democrats cheered the 

pope’s criticisms of 
“trickledown theories,” 
which have “never been 
confirmed by the facts.” 
He said, “We can no lon-
ger trust in the ... invis-
ible hand of the market.” 
When the pope stated 
that climate change is 
“mostly” man-made and 
denounced “the global-
ization of indifference” 
in the mistreatment of 
immigrants, Dems were 
confident he was on their 
side.

Until, that is, Pope 
Francis indicted the 
“throwaway culture” 
that reduces people to 
“mere cogs in a ma-
chine” and “treats them 
as items of consumption 
to be exploited.” He said, 
“Whenever a human life 
no longer proves use-
ful for that machine, it 
is discarded with few 
qualms, as in the case of 
the terminally ill, the el-
derly who are abandoned 
and uncared for, and 
children who are killed in 
the womb.” Most liberals 
would agree that this 
pope makes great sense 
on the economy but that 
he knows nothing about 
sex, whereas the majority 
of conservatives would 
give him high marks on 
sexual morality but find 
him hopelessly naive on 
economics.

– Dr. Jim Ansley, a Texas 
A&M AgriLife Research 
rangeland ecologist at Ver-
non, has been named a Re-
gents Fellow by the Texas 
A&M University System 
Board of Regents.

The board established 
the Regents Fellow Service 
Awards in 1998 to recog-
nize exceptional service by 
professionals in the seven 
Texas A&M University 
System agencies.

The presentation was 
made during a Regents Pro-
fessor and Fellow Service 
Awards banquet at College 
Station on Feb. 11.

Ansley, also a professor 
in the Texas A&M depart-
ment of ecosystem sci-
ence and management, has 
established a worldwide 
reputation as a vegetation 
ecologist, based on his ex-
tensive research experience 

in semiarid rangelands and 
grasslands dominated by 
woody plants such as mes-
quite and juniper, accord-
ing to his nomination.

His research emphasis 
has been to generate in-
formation that provides 
a better understanding of 
the function of these plant 
communities and to de-
velop management strate-
gies that can sustainably 
yield products from range-
lands and restore degraded 
rangelands, the nomination 
continued.

Earning his bachelor’s 
degree at Hastings College 
in Nebraska, his master’s at 
Utah State University and 
his doctorate at the Univer-
sity of Wyoming, Ansley is 
recognized as an expert in 
plant ecophysiology and 
the way managing natu-
ral resources affects plant 
communities.

He conducts research 

on shrub and grass com-
petition, management of 
woody plants with herbi-
cides and prescribed fire, 
woody plant water use, 
wildlife predation of mes-
quite seeds and the poten-
tial of rangeland shrubs and 
trees for bioenergy.

Ansley also directs nu-
merous graduate students 
at Texas A&M and teaches 
biology at Vernon College. 
He has won six awards for 
technical articles or posters 
and is associate editor of 
the Rangeland Ecology and 
Management Journal.

Dr. John Sweeten, AgriL-
ife Research center director 
for both Amarillo and Ver-
non, said for more than 20 
years Ansley has conducted 
a respected research pro-
gram that addresses prob-
lems related to agricultural 
production and ecological 
sustainability.

His research is defined 

by addressing complex 
ecological interactions in a 
structured scientific meth-
od approach that yields in-
novative and insightful re-
sults, which are relevant to 
the scientific community as 
well as society in general, 
Sweeten said.

“Dr. Ansley’s work dem-
onstrates he cares deeply 
about proper management 
and sustainability of our 
rangelands,” Sweeten said. 
“Jim is willing to present 
his results and his under-
standing of the issues to his 
peers in the scientific arena, 
agricultural businesses, lo-
cal clubs and groups, un-
dergraduate students from 
other universities, and stu-
dents ranging from kinder-
garten to high school. He 
is an advocate for sustain-
able ecosystem science and 
management.”
