Homeland chief: 
Gyrocopter came in 
‘under the radar’ 

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The gyrocopter that landed 
on the lawn of the U.S. Capi-
tol “apparently literally flew 
in under the radar,” Home-
land Security Secretary Jeh 
Johnson said Thursday, as 
concerned lawmakers ques-
tioned how it was allowed to 
happen and why.

Johnson said it’s too soon 
to say whether Wednesday’s 
incident should prompt 
changes in security proce-
dures. “I want to know all the 

facts before I reach an assess-
ment of what can and should 
be done about gyrocopters in 
the future,” he said.

But lawmakers said the 
incident exposed a gap in 
security, especially amid rev-
elations that the pilot, Florida 
postal worker Doug Hughes, 
was interviewed by the Se-
cret Service almost two years 
ago. The agency apparently 
determined he did not pose 
a threat, said Rep. Elijah 
Cummings, D-Md., the se-
nior Democrat on the House 
Oversight and Government 
Reform Committee. 

Cummings spoke Thurs-
day with the Secret Service 
director.

“I think that there’s abso-
lutely a gap, and it’s a very 
dangerous gap, with regard 
to our airspace,” Cummings 
said. “I don’t want people to 
get a message that they can 
just land anywhere. Suppose 
there was a bomb or an ex-
plosive device on that air ve-
hicle? That could have been a 
major catastrophe.”

Johnson said the Secret 
Service passed along the 
information from the inter-
view with Hughes, who was 
to appear in court Thursday 
afternoon, to “all of the ap-
propriate law enforcement 
agencies.”

House Minority leader 
Nancy Pelosi, D-Calif., called 
the incident “stunning.”

“What safeguards can we 
use? We don’t want to be 
a place where we’re say-
ing ‘This is an iron-clad 
Capitol.’ And have such 
restrictions on people hav-
ing access to it,” Pelosi told 
reporters. “Nonetheless, we 
have to ensure the safety of 
those people.”

The tiny, open-air aircraft 
landed without injuries to 
anyone, but the incident 
raises questions about how 
someone could be allowed 
to fly all the way from Get-
tysburg, Pennsylvania, right 
up to the Capitol. Hughes 
has said he was making the 
flight to publicize his con-
cerns about the corrupting 
influence of money in poli-
tics, and deliver letters to all 
535 members of Congress 
on the topic.

Lawmaker seeks 
independent review of 

reserve deputy program 
TULSA, Okla. (AP) — 

A state lawmaker called 
Thursday for an indepen-
dent review of Tulsa’s re-
serve deputy program as 
more questions arose about 
the training of a 73-year-
old volunteer officer who 
says he accidentally shot a 
suspect to death while the 
man was being held down 
by others.

The Tulsa County Sher-
iff’s Office said it would 
conduct an internal investi-
gation, but Rep. Mike Shel-
ton fears a growing mistrust 
of police after a series of 
high-profile killings by law 
officers.

“There are too many vari-
ables here for me and any-
one else to believe that this 
investigation is going to be 
impartial,” said Shelton, a 
Democrat from Oklahoma 
City. “We simply cannot 
afford to have the public’s 
trust in our law enforce-
ment eroded any further. 
We need to remove the ap-
pearance of personal and 
political biases from this 
case.”

Reserve deputy Bob 
Bates has said he mistak-
enly pulled out a handgun 
rather than a stun gun on 
April 2 as Eric Harris lay 
on the ground after run-
ning from deputies con-
ducting a sting operation. 
Video from the scene cap-
tured Bates apologizing 
for shooting Harris, who 
was being detained on sus-
picion that he tried to sell 
guns to an undercover of-
ficer.

“Oh, I shot him! I’m 
sorry,” said Bates, who has 
been charged with second-
degree manslaughter.

Sheriff’s spokesman Maj. 
Shannon Clark said Harris’ 
death prompted an evalu-
ation of the reserve deputy 
system.

“As with any critical inci-
dent, we are doing an inter-
nal review of our program 
and policy to determine if 
any changes need to take 
place,” Clark said.

But Shelton suggested 
that the Oklahoma State 
Bureau of Investigation and 
the state attorney general’s 
office should step in to help 
assure Harris’ family and 
the public that any probe is 
unbiased.

Bates, an insurance ex-
ecutive, has been a volun-
teer reserve deputy since 
2007 or 2008 and served 
as Sheriff Stanley Glanz’s 
re-election campaign 
manager in 2012.

day, April 15, 2015, at his home.

Ohio man accused of plot to 
attack US military base, prison

COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) — An 
Ohio man traveled to Syria and 
trained alongside terrorists, then 
returned to the U.S. with plans 
to attack a military base or a 
prison, according to a federal 
indictment announced Thursday.

Abdirahman Sheik Mohamud 
wanted to “kill three or four 
American soldiers execution 
style,” according to the indict-
ment. 

Attacking the prison was part 
of a backup plan if that didn’t 
work, the charges said.

The indictment also says 
Mohamud’s brother, Abdifa-
tah Aden, fought with a terror-
ist group in Syria until he was 
killed in battle in June 2014.

Mohamud, 23, of Columbus, is 
charged with providing material 

support to terrorists and provid-
ing material support to a desig-
nated foreign terrorist organiza-
tion, the laws most commonly 
used by the government since 
the Sept. 11 attacks to prosecute 
terror suspects.

Mohamud is also charged with 
making a false statement involv-
ing international terrorism. He 
faces up to 38 years in prison if 
convicted.

Mohamud was arrested in Co-
lumbus in February on state 
terrorism and money launder-
ing counts. Thursday’s charges 
were expected, and Mohamud 
will enter a not-guilty plea at his 
arraignment, said his attorney, 
Sam Shamansky. 

He said it was too early to talk 
about the specific charges.

Mohamud, originally from So-
malia, became a U.S. citizen in 
February 2014, according to the 
government.

The indictment says Mohamud 
provided support to Jabhat al-
Nusrah, a State Department des-
ignated terrorist group. 

It also says he lied to an Ohio 
FBI agent by saying he didn’t 
leave Istanbul during an April 
2014 overseas trip; prosecutors 
say he was in Syria from April 
through June.

Mohamud’s brother also fought 
for al-Nusrah, according to the 
indictment. 

Mohamud told a colleague in 
the U.S. he was happy about his 
brother’s death and said he “was 
next and would join Aden soon,” 
the indictment said.

O Rubio, Rubio, 
wherefore art 
thou Rubio?

“We must change 
the decisions we are 
making by changing the 
people who are mak-
ing them,” Sen. Marco 

Rubio, R-
Fla., pro-
claimed in 
his presi-
dential 
campaign 
kickoff 
Monday. 
It was 
impos-
sible not 
to think 

of when Barack Obama 
in 2008 — a freshman 
senator with an impres-
sive personal story 
— chose to challenge 
presumptive nominee 
Hillary Clinton. She 
had supported President 
George W. Bush by vot-
ing in 2002 to authorize 
the use of force in Iraq. 
By 2008, most Demo-
crats opposed that war.

Rubio seemed espe-
cially Obama-esque 
when he took a swipe 
at former Florida Gov. 
Jeb Bush, the erstwhile 
presumptive GOP 
front-runner.

Like Sen. Ted Cruz, 
R-Texas, who also is 
a freshman senator 
and Cuban-American, 
Rubio tells an upbeat 
story of his immigrant 
parents’ embracing of 
the American dream. 
“He’s an optimistic, 
positive Republican 
voice,” opined Ruben 
Barrales of the Latino-
GOP group Grow Elect. 
And: “Republicans 
need to focus on not 
being perceived as the 
party of ‘no.’”

In that spirit, Rubio 
tried to compromise 
when he got to Wash-
ington. He became a 
member of the Gang 
of Eight — a rump of 
four Democrats and 
four Republicans who 
collaborated on a big 
immigration legislative 
package that included a 
path to citizenship for 
many of the 11 million 
immigrants living in 
America illegally. The 
Senate passed an 844-
page bill in 2013 — but 
it never made it out of 
the House, and Rubio 
had stuck his neck out 
for nothing.

Even before the Sen-
ate passed the package 
with his vote, Rubio 
had begun to distance 
himself from it. He felt 
the heat of tea party 
conservatives who were 
angry that the bill of-

fered what they called 
“amnesty.” He began to 
argue that Washington 
could not pass a big im-
migration bill because 
the public does not trust 
Washington to enforce 
it.

Advertisement
Congress should 

first pass enforce-
ment measures. Then 
it can create a path 
to legalization. In his 
announcement speech, 
Rubio mentioned im-
migration once, and he 
said he would work not 
to reform the system 
but to “modernize” it.

Hard-core advocates 
for the undocumented 
see Rubio’s evolution 
as a betrayal. Others 
are more forgiving. 
Barrales has worked to 
elect Republicans who 
support a comprehen-
sive immigration bill, 
yet he is sympathetic 
with what many would 
call Rubio’s flip-flop on 
the Gang of Eight bill. 
“History proved he was 
right,” Barrales told 
me. Supporters could 
not get the bill through 
the House. “He’s now 
trying an approach that 
he thinks would be 
more successful.”

On the other side of 
the issue, Rubio may be 
forgiven, as well. Mark 
Krikorian of the Center 
for Immigration Stud-
ies, which opposed the 
big immigration bill, 
thinks the “immigration 
debacle was damaging 
for Rubio, but he could 
overcome it.” 

After all, Rubio was 
a rookie in Washing-
ton. Besides, enforce-
ment hawks such as 
Krikorian understand 
the lay of the land. “I 
don’t trust any of these 
guys on this issue,” he 
said of the GOP field. 
“They’re all looking 
for a way to finesse 
and keep the money 
people, donors and 
voters happy.”

Rubio has this much 
going for him: GOP 
primary voters won’t 
be happy if they pick 
a nominee who cannot 
win in November. And 
they know they need to 
bump up their share of 
the Latino vote to get 
there.

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Gas price average moves slightly 
higher over the past week

COPPELL — Drivers 

in Texas are now paying 
$2.23 for a gallon of regular 
unleaded fuel, according to 
the AAA Texas Weekend 
Gas Watch.  

That’s one cent more 
than last week and $1.25 
less than last year.  Of the 
major metropolitan areas 
surveyed in the Lone Star 
State, drivers in Dallas are 
paying the most on average 
at $2.30 per gallon while 
drivers in Beaumont are 
paying the least at $2.13 per 
gallon.  Across the nation 
drivers are paying an aver-
age of $2.41, which is one 
penny more than one week 
ago and 18 cents more than 
the statewide average.

The price at the pump 
remains heavily influenced 
by the global price of crude 
and the ability of domes-
tic refineries to manage 
scheduled and unscheduled 
maintenance.  Analysts say 
any changes in the global 
price of crude or refinery 
issues will cause the price 
at the pump to fluctuate; 
however it is estimated that 
even with varying prices 
common during this time of 
year, drivers are expected 
see prices move lower lead-
ing up to the peak summer 
driving season in July and 
August.

Global supply continues 
to outpace demand, and 
news of sustained produc-
tion from OPEC along with 

high-cost production coun-
tries like the U.S is expect-
ed to keep downward pres-
sure on global crude prices.

“As many people begin 
to consider summer travel 
destinations, long road trips 
may be a great option as 
fuel costs will likely be less 
this summer than in previ-
ous years,” said AAA Tex-
as/New Mexico Represen-
tative Doug Shupe.  “Today 
drivers in Texas are paying 
about $17.50 less to fill up 
their gas tanks compared to 
one year ago.”

right with them. They’ll 
sell her in any way she 
wants.

The media also avoid

Strong first, fourth innings drive Lady 
Harvesters above .500 in District play

The Pampa Lady Harvesters (9-13, 3-2) fin-
ished their sweep of the Dalhart Lady Wolves 
on Wednesday with a 16-1 win in a game that 
was delayed from Saturday due to the rain 
Pampa received that morning.

“I felt like the girls had a goal in mind com-
ing into this game and that was to play error-
free and to play as a team and to back up the 
pitcher on the mound and make routine plays. 
I felt like they did that,” head coach Bobbi Gill 
said. 

“The run earlier was earned, it was on base 
hits and they came out swinging and aggres-
sive at the plate, and we shut that down and 
didn’t allow that to happen anymore. We were 
tuned with our pitches and made sure we 
didn’t put the ball in the middle of the plate.”

Trailing 1-0, the Lady Harvesters wasted 
little time getting on the board, scoring seven 
runs alone in the bottom of first inning. 

Junior Cameron Schaub led the Lady Har-
vesters off in the frame with a bunt to get on 
base. Junior Brittney Gonzalez singled on a fly 
ball to right field to get on base, while Schaub 
used her speed to score the first run for the 
Lady Harvesters. 

Junior Kassie Jerome doubled to left field, 
setting Gonzalez up in scoring position at third 
base, who scored on a throw in play to make 
it 2-1. After sophomore Kaylee Arzen reached 
first on an error but Jerome was called out at 
third, junior Jacie Studebaker hit a fly ball to 
center field Dalhart couldn’t field and first and 
second were loaded.

After some miscues by Dalhart’s pitcher 
and catcher, Arnzen and Studebaker were situ-
ated at second and third respectively. Arnzen 
scored on a passed ball next, setting Studebak-
er up at third with a 3-1 lead and junior Shiann 
Regalado up to bat.

Regalado nailed a ground ball past the 

pitcher, plating Studebaker and making the 
lead 4-1.

Junior Ally Roberson was walked, followed 
by senior Cheyene Lockhart reaching on er-
ror by Dalhart’s shortstop. Next up was fresh-
man Gracee Gill, who doubled to left field and 
scored Roberson and advanced Lockhart to 
third, increasing the lead to 5-1. 

Lockhart advanced to home on an errant 
throw during Schaub’s at-bat which, by the 
way, was her second at bat of the inning as 
Pampa had batted around with a 6-1 lead. 
Schaub ended up being walked, followed by 
a Gonzalez single to right field, loading the 
bases with Gill at third, Schaub at second and 
Gonzalez at first.

Gill advanced to home on a throw to extend 
the lead to 7-1 during Jerome’s at bat. Jerome 
was struck out to finally end the inning.

“The offensive side of it 
was putting your mind to 
what happened,” Gill said. 

“If they committed an error 
we were going to make them 
pay for it by putting the ball 
in the ground and executing 
some things like bunt-n-runs, 
some steals, hit-n-runs, some 
slap-n-runs and just moving 
base runners around and be-
ing aggressive on the plate 
and being aggressive on the 
bases and I felt like that’s what 
we did today.”

Both teams went 1-2-3 in 
the second inning, and Dalhart 
continued the trend in the top 
of the third. Gill was the start-
ing pitcher for the game and 
she went the full five innings 
of run-rule only allowing one 
run on two hits, two walks 
and three strikeouts. Gill was 
touched for one earned run in 
the first, but went on to pitch 
four shutout innings.

Roberson was the lead-off 
hitter in the bottom of the 
third and hit a base hit to third. 
Lockhart bunted and reached 
and Roberson was able to ad-
vance to third. During Gill’s 
at bat, Lockhart advanced to 

second on a defensive indifference. Gill was 
walked on a passed ball, which allowed Rob-
erson to score, Lockhart to advance third and 
Gill to second. 

Schaub was walked on her third at bat, load-
ing the bases with Lockhart at third, Gill at 
second and Schaub at first.

With two outs and Gonzalez positioned at 
first, senior Tori Robles reached first on an 
error. Gonzalez stole third during Arnzen’s at-
bat, and a base hit by Arnzen brought home 
Gonzalez as the Lady Harvester’s last run.

Cameron Schaub went 1-2 with two walks 
and two runs scored; Brittney Gonzalez 2-3 
with three runs scored, two RBIs and one 
walk; Kassie Jerome went 2-3 with a run 
scored and two RBIs; Kaylee Arnzen went 
3-4 with two runs scored and two RBI; Jacie 
Studebaker had a run scored and an RBI; Shi-
ann Regalado had a run scored and two RBIs; 
Ally Roberson went 1-1 with two runs and 
two walks; Cheyenne Lockhart went 2-3 with 
two runs and an RBI and Gracee Gill went 1-2 
with two runs, an RBI and a walk. 

The Lady Harvesters return to action on 
Saturday at Perryton where they will look to 
sweep their second straight opponent. Varsity 
plays at noon and junior varsity will follow.

Late in the first round of the 2010 

NFL Draft, the Denver Broncos selected 
Georgia Tech’s wide receiver Demaryius 

Thomas at No. 22 while the 
Dallas Cowboys selected 
controversial wide receiver 
Dez Bryant out of Okla-
homa State at No. 24. In 
my opinion, the two are 
somewhat linked and could 
easily be argued at 1-2 as 
the best wide receivers in 
the league.

The Broncos likely 
passed on Bryant because 

of the controversy of Bryant 
eating dinner with Hall-of-Fame corner 
Deion Sanders. Bryant has also shown to 
have trouble with attitude as well.

With Bryant being the best remaining 
wide receiver available in the draft, the 
Cowboys selected him and the rest, is of 

course, history.
Both players were scheduled to be free 

agents this summer, and both got slapped 
with the franchise tag, which they haven’t 
signed (the deadline is not until July 15 at 
3 p.m. local time).

Thomas already has, and will continue, 
to skip offseason workouts in hopes of 
getting a long-term deal. Thomas has 
even skipped the annual workouts held 
by quarterback Peyton Manning at Duke 
University.

Bryant hasn’t said he is skipping work-
outs, but it wouldn’t surprise me if he isn’t 
at Valley Ranch when workouts begin on 
Monday.

Both players have put up great numbers 
in their careers. Thomas, who was riddled 
with injuries his first two seasons, and 
played in an offense with quarterback 
wanna-be Tim Tebow in 2011, has played 
in 69 games with 351 receptions, 5,317 

yards and 41 touchdowns.
Bryant, who has only missed five games 

in his career, has played in 75 games, 381 
receptions, 5,424 yards and 56 touch-
downs.

So what’s taking so long to sign these 
two stud wideouts. They both make even 
the most average quarterbacks look like 
all-pros. Again, look at what Thomas did 
with Tim Tebow at quarterback (11 games, 
551 yards and four touchdowns).

Bryant has had to play with Cowboys 
fill-ins Brandon Weeden, Kyle Orton and 
Jon Kitna at quarterback.

As of March, Cowboys owner Jerry 
Jones has said that Dez will be playing for 
the Cowboys in September, whether he is 
tagged or a long-term deal is reached.

I think a deal is reached because the 
Cowboys are doing what they can to free 
up the cap space for him, not Adrian Peter-
son like many talking heads believe.

Broncos president of football operations 
and Hall-of-Fame quarterback John Elway 
has said he believes a long-term deal will 
get done for Thomas, the question is when.

Historically for the Broncos, the past two 
players to get tagged, linemen Ryan Clady 
and kicker Matt Prater, signed long-term 
deals before the next training camp opens. 
I bet thats what the Broncos do. 

I imagine they are waiting to see what 
Dallas does with Bryant and see what they 
pay him, and then they will make a deal 
with Thomas. 

But wouldn’t it just be nice if one of 
these guys just said, “I don’t care what 
the other guy is going to make, I will take 
substantially less. I am just grateful to be 
able to play.”

Unfortunately, even the most humble, 
quiet and least arrogant athletes have a hint 
of greed.
