The individual is important, and the essence o( Christianity 
is the importance of the individual.

I^ ep ly  coloring the history of the vxorld was that famous 
document, the Magna Charts, the first real step forward in in- 
dividual freedom. l.atei. its points w ^e  carried into the 
United States Declaration of Independence and Constitution, r 
bringing the ideal of freedom a vast distance further. These 
documents say, in effect, that Qian as an individual and a per­
son. IS important and that he has certain fundamental and 
eternal rights whurh cannot he abrogated by men in the mass 
as represented by the state.

Governments based on the theory that the state is all-impor 
tanl and the individual unimportant have inevitably destroyed 
or submerged religion and Christianity— this is not a comci 
dence. Thu kind of government has goals which are who lly 
material. Hitler knew thu when he substituted .Naiism as the 
true deity lor the German people for > hrislianity.

CHir government in the United States was based on a spirit­
ual coitcept. not a material concept, yet unprecedented material 
progress has been made here And the reason is that the man 
who u individually important as a citiren is the man who be­
comes economically important as a worker. He u thf thinking 
man. the doing man.

W e must remember that the great lesson of history is that 
all institution»— religion, industry, the arts and craft— must 
remain free or none will remain free There can be no com 
promise with oppression, no matter what form it may take. 
Government domination of the individual or business it slavery. 
The basic idea upon which our free enterprise system rests is 
the Chrutian philosophy— the importance of the individual.

In tba fae* of datmtnlned efforts 
to remove fgrm erq^t ageiiciee from 
the juiiadlcOon of the gecretary of 
Agrlcuiture, the paesage and tlgnlng 
by the Prealdent of the measure eet- 
Ung up the Partners' Home Corpora- 
Uon. Bponeored by ReiMeeentaUve 
Harold D. Cooley, le viewed
here aa a victory for Bacretary Clin­
ton P. Anderson.

ITie Secretary had vigoroutly op­
posed ail attempts to -take farm 
credit out of pnllUos- and eet It up 
as an Independent agency. The new 
law oonaolldatas farm credit acUvt- 
Ues of the govemmenl for low in­
come borrowers tnto a single agency 
under direct authority of Bacretary 
Anderson. The purpose as explained 
by Congressmen Cooley la *to give 
only one agency the powers to make 
direct loans to fartnera and to limit 
those loans to farmers who cannot 
get credit anywhere else.*

Under terms of the bill the Farm 
Bscurlty Administration Is aboilshed 
Some acUvItlm of the Farm Credit 
AdmuiUtraUon are curtailed and all 
activities of the National Housing 
Agency which pertain to property 
and other aasets formerly managed 
by F8A are curbed. The measure 
also requires liquidation of all sub­
sistence kiana made by PSA.

Aa far back as April. It was pre­
dicted that Secretary Anderson 
would win out in this ftght to separ­
ate Parm Credit from the Depart­
ment ot Agriculture. It wtU be re­
membered that the Flanagan bill 
then waa the focus of attention, 
backed aa It was by three of the fuue 
large farm organlaatlona. the Farm 
Bureau ^deration, the National 
Orange and the National Council ot 
Farmer Couperatlvcs. With the pres­
sure of these groups behind It. the 
measure, which would have set up 
an autonomous bt-partlsan board to 
govern all farm credit, sailed 
through the lower house by a vote 
of 239 to SO. In the Senate it eras 
stalled effectively In committee

Meanwhile, Repreeen.aUve Cooley, 
who usually la a staunch supporter 
of the Farm groups, plugged away 
doggedly for his Farmers Home 
Corporation Bill and finally obtained 
a priority out of the powerful House 
Rules Committee and got It to the 
floor for action. And house action 
was followed by senate action.

President Truiran. however, does 
not like one section of the law. and 
in signing the measure he expressed 
the hope that the next Congress

would repeal Ih ^  part. It It section 
nine, which próvidas that -any ooo- 
veyanoe of M il aetato by the gov- 
emment or any govenuivenlal agsn- 
cy under this act shall Include all 
mineral rights.* The Prealdent 
doesn't Ilka that

*Tt la very Important to the beat 
inferesu of the nation that flmlon- 
able materials tn landa now under 
PedaraJ ownership ba reserved for 
the control and use of the United 
sutes.* ha said. "It ts es|ually Im­
portant that the government marne 
ownership of oU. gas and other min­
erals crlUcfü In the national rtefenae 
and sconomy.*

The P^ldent pointed out that the 
recently enected Atomic Energy Act, 
which srU up control tor domasUo 
use ot atomic energy, provided for 
such reservation of flsalonabla ma­
terials tn the disposai of public 
lands.

President Truman alao signed the 
new research and marketing act. 
which previde« additional mUlkieM 
of dollars In the nature of a subsidy 
to the entire farm Industry. Thaae 
reaearch funds will be IncresMed over 
a period of five years, from Ji mil­
lion dollars In IHd to 3g milUoa dol­
lars In '47 and on up to 73 mUllan 
dollars In IH l. Intent of the ttMias 
ure la to provide financial meatM lor 
etlmulaUng reaearch Into new imcs 
for agricultural producU. both food 
and Ubre, aad then to provide, ako. 
the funds for marketing reaearch to 
get them Into the hands of the oon- 
Bumers.

Tbe Department of Agriculture has 
conducted research In marketing for 
several years, but never on a legal 
basis This measure legaUses the ex- 
pendlluree next year of 38 million 
dollars In this srork and booeu the 
expenditure to 30 mUUons In five 
years. New eeeds. for greeter yields, 
hytirld animals for greater produc­
tion, new uses for cotton, tor toy 
beens. for any of the doaens of agri­
cultural produrte. Is the goal.

The Department may now legally 
make Its appearance In freight raU 
cases and In addition may play a 
part In revamping marketing In the 
wholesale markets. More government 
"Interference.* but Important to the 
whole agricultural picture, say the 
experts here. These research pro­
grams are long range programs and 
the chief dlfflcuity In carrying them 
out la to obtain men trained to do 
the job.

Deapita tha steady increase in
