Feeds containing soyliean meal 
and cottonseed meal for protein, 
with smalt amounts of fish meal 
and meat srraps teem to be the 
best.

The addition o f choice 
alfalfa leaf meal to the mash 
you’re feeding it a good substitute 
when good range is not available.

The kind of birds that go 
into the laying house this fall will 
be largely determined by the 
treatment they get this summer, 
and concludes Moore, now Is the 
time to practice proper poultry 
range management.

iYoung People Are 
Favored Under 
Social Securitym

“ Social security is the first lif^ 
insurance that most school boys 
and girls pay for out of their own 
earnings by summer employment.’ ’ 
J. R. .Sanderson, manager o f the 
Amarillo Social Security Admin­
istration field office in the Post 
Office Building, said today.

"Very few of them, and few of 
their parents realize they are ac­
quiring insurance, because the so­
cial security card is still usually 
associated in the public mind with 
old age. •

“ The fact is that eligibility pro­
visions in the Social Security Act 
favor young people. Until a per­
son is twenty-four snd a half years 
old, earnings of as little as $50 
in as few as six different calendar 
quarters are sufficient credits in 
a social security account, to give 
the equivalent of $00.00 life in­
surance, minimum. The six calen­
dar quarters do not need to be 
consecutive. And no matter how 
young a person may be when the 
sixth quarter is earned, the in­
surance remains in force until at­
tainment of ¿4 and a half years 
of age, even if the boy or girl 
never Hoes any more work in cov­
ered empolyment after the six 
necessary quarters are completd.

“ Th $00 minimum insurance 
protection under social security is 
a small sum in terms of life in­
surance, but it is only a begin­
ning. and will increase to sub­
stantial amounts as employment 
becomes regular at larger wages, 
and when the boy or girl takes on 
the support of dependents.”

Governor Jester’s home 
town, at 11 a. m. Wednesday.

The late Governor entered pub­
lic life in 1943 when he was elect­
ed to the railroad commission. He 
ran for governor in 1940 and was 
swept into office in the second 
primary, receiving B6 percent of 
the votes, Uie most decisive vic­
tory ever obtained in a guberna- 
tonal run-off campaign in Texas.
