The Texas legislature is now 

engaged in one of its famous 
brawls, this time to provide funds 
to complete its bi-annual pro­
gram.

It seems they have completely 
run out of things to tax, but 
they continue to overlook a 
source- never yet touched. That 
is the state's most valuable na­
tural resource, water, and in 
which it has its biggest invest­
ment, in sources of lakes and 
dams, and from which it receives 
no return.

State Officer 
Asks For More 
Health Units

I’uMii health in Tera.s has re­
ceived another lioost with the 
Februnry 1 f c  niiUon ,,f flu- Fort 
Bend County Health Unit.

Estate Hi*allh Officer Geo. W. 
fox , in annoiineiiiK the commis­
sion of the Fort Bend Unit said 
Dr. John R. Turnei. a i»ublic 
health man of Ion»; experience in 
Texas ami «Isewhere, had been 
nami'd a -• din-ctor. The budjret is 
.set up to include a direitor, a 
sanitarian, a public health nurse, 
and a clerk. Their operations will 
cover Fort Bend County in its 
entirety.

Texas now has forty-nine units, 
some of them servini; more than 
one county. .Alto)c*-ther, fifty- 
seven counties within the .State 
have protection of full-time health 
units.

"W e ’ve come a lonj; way to­
ward our Koal o f raisinjf the 
standard of public health in Texas 
to a hijfh idane," Cox a.sserted. 
He cautioned: “ But we still have 
a lonit road ahead of u».”

Ideally, a local health unit is 
desiirned. accordinfr to Cox, to 
promote belter health amoni; Tex­
ans it serves by pelforminj; these 
functions:

1. By investi(fatinif cases of 
communicable diseases, and track­
ing <ic)wn, if possible, the source 
of the jferm-

2- By li-achintf i>eople, throuirh 
me. tintts and pc: oinal visits, how 
-smallpox, diphtheria, whooping 
fouyrh. and other di*-a»e.s are 
. îrta<l, and how immunization

and sanitation will prevent their 
spread.

3. By makini; studies of vener­
eal diseases (mainly syphilis and 
gonorrhea,) tuberculosis, polio- 
rflyelitis, etc., and providing for 
patient eilucation concerning the 
illness affecting them,

4. By making home visits to 
expectant mothers referred by 
private physicians, and by holding 
well-child conference- which are

designed to keep children in tip­
top health.

6 . By making periodic inspoc- 
tions o f food-handling businesses 
like dairies, slaughterhouses, gro­
cery stores, and cafes to make 
sure the operators are sticking 
close to sanitation laws. ,
