But as all this critlclam of the 
federal budget by opponents of the 
TVuman admmlatratloa went on, 
Frank Pace, Jr., a career govern­
ment man and director of the 
bureau of the budget, made a 
speech down in Raleigh. North 
Carolina, before the aouthem Dem­
ocratic conference held there re­
cently.

Pace gave the people there some­
thing to think about in connection 
with U)e federal budget and the 
criticism which la aimed at the 
present rate of federal spending.

After pointing out that 71 cents 
out of every dollar in the present 
budget goei to pay for national 
defense, international atfaira, vet­
erans' beneHU and Interest on the 
national debt. Pace said:

“ You cannot close down or cur­
tail at will the responalbiliUet and 
commitmenta of the greatest na­
tion in the world. The true 
measure, therefore, of any single 
budget la not solely whether or 
not it shows a surplus, although 
thia is of major Importance and a 
balanced budget la a prudent na­
tional goal toward which we should 
constantly strive. The budget it 
more than a statement of income 
and outgo in any one year. It la a 
statement, in financial terms, of 
national objectives and responsi* 
biUtics. In preparing it. you face 
considerations and coRunitments 
and obligations which run far 
beyond a single year.
