Austin— Due to shortattes of 
quality feod in some areas, far- 
Dcers were cautioned this week 
for a possible increase in diK«‘s- 
tive upsets and even fatal poison, 
ings in cattle, swine and other 
livestock this sprint;

“ The feed situation is tiifhter 
this year because much of last 
year's bay crop was rained on and 
a lot of wet. immature corn was j 
harv'ested,”  the American Foun­
dation for Animal Health said 
this week.

“ Feeding of moldy »Train, hay, j 
and silagv can be danirero^s P ' . 
all farm animals. Horses may iret : 
a disease similar to sleeping sick­
ness. .Another type of feed fungus : 
can cause lurapy-jaw in cattle. 
Moldy sweet clover hay may be i 
responsible for a disease, which 
cause* the blood of cattle to lose 
ita clotting ability. Ergot poison­
ing can be another problem when 
grain grown in wet seasons is fed 
A grain fungus is responsible for 
one type of pneumonia in poul­
try and calves. Several skin di 
aesaies o f animals are also due to 
grain fungi.

“ I f  moldy or inferior feed ha« 
to be fed to livestock, keep a 
abarp lookout for poisoning symp­
toms. and at the first sign of trou­
ble get a diagnosis. Sometimes - 
the symptoms are easily confus­
ed with those of .ontagiou; di- 
aea.ses, and proper treatment will 
depend  on correct and early K len - 
tification of the exact trouble,”  
the Foundation advised.

Another choice offered hy law
