Consumer Again Takes Over

For the first time in nearly two years, retail trade as a 
^hole shows signs of taking its old place in the economy pic­
ture. TTiis relationship to the nation’s overall economic activi­
ty in comparable to that prevailing before the last world war.

This is the gist of an analysis recently made by the institute 
e>f Life Insurance, and was based on Department of Commerce 
atatiatics showing the direct relationship between the annual 
yrolume of retail store sales and the gross national product 
lor the past 22 years.

The Institute said. “NXlial these ̂ figures lend to confirm is 
what has been becoming apparent for some time— that the 
war-caused era of shortages has been replaced by a more 
normal type of demand in which prices and consumer de­
vinions when and whether to buy are of primary importance.  ̂
£arring unforeseen developments, the economy has reverted 
-to its traditional competitive basin'’

The consumer can now see plenty of evidence of that fact 
by check mg stocks of merchandise displayed in stores and by 
raading the advertisements. During and for some lime after. 
the war a great many commodities were in very short supply. 
Some were almost non-existent. Anything was saleable, no 
matter how shoddy it might be. Today the situation is dif­
ferent. There is an aboundance of practically all consumer 
(oods, and in some lines supply is substantially greater than 
demand.
