bureaus, and by an insatiable appetite for more of our tax | 
money. Even worse, government-m-busineas means less free- | 
dom and opportunity for our people— and brings us closer ' 
to tyranny of total socialism. '

There is only one answer to the highway carnage and all 
the human and economic problems it creates The essence of 
it IS to pass laws that wall bar the iiKompetent and the con. 
gentitally reckless from the public highways, and to enforce 
stringent, uniform traffic lodes to the letter. The man who re- > 
fuses to drive cautiously must be punished and., if necessary,
