D rops in farm prices have been substantial, and are causing 

tllouKhtful people to re-exam ine the whole picture. The index 
in m id-D ecem ber stood at 9 6  per cent of parity, and is below 
that figure today. Ih is  com pares with IU7 a year ago, and 
122  per cent in 1946. Som e m ajor crops are selling well b e­

low  9 0  per cent of parity, and the end is not in sight.
Consum ers are becom ing more and more cost conscious, 

and  m any of them are wonderm< why they don't find sim­
ilar declines on a percentage basis in the stores. 7 he reason 
is  idmple; M ajor costs of any business today are made up of 
irreductible expenditures that are the result of 20 years of an 
inflationary trend, which has been the value of the dollar cut 
nearly  in half. Phis has put a higher value on everything. 
ITierefore, the costs of goods and services that enter into 

th e  operation of any kind of retail store have doubled and 
tripled  in some instances. And the same is true for the man- 
tifactu rer and distributor.

T axes also enter into the pictuie. In pre-inflation days they 
w ere not a burden. I oday taxes cost us mure than our food 
and  clothing com bined. Hundreds of taxes are included in the 
p rice o f everyday necessities. Fhey begin on the farm and 
accum ulate through every step of the production and distribut­
ion process. For this reason, a large part of current high prices 
fo r processed and manufactured products is due to taxes.

Then consider what has happened to wages. Those paid by 
the business man are no exception .Also they have another 
new cost— a mountain of paper work necessary to com ply with 
all the new regulations.

Current reductions in some farm prices largely evaporate in 
inflation and taxes before they can be passed along to the 
consum er.
