He said iro 
munixing shuts should he giver 
children early life, at the diacret 
ion of the family physician.

"You can't go to a doctor witn 
every little scratch." he empha» 
ixed, "so the best way to handli 
it la to take an immunixing seric' 
of shots, and keep the immunity ; 
level high with periodic 'booster' 
shots."

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Woodcock are birds of mys­
tery. Tliey sound an electric little 
whistle when flushed by dog oi 
man but do not sound it when 
they fly of their own free will 
How and why do they whiatle? 
One woodcock rises in twlstin» 
flight like a jacksnipe, another 
waver* away like a will-o'-the- 
wiip. Why this erratic flight, a.- 
if the bird does not know whan 
he is going? Other game birdi 
are found on thair feeding 
ground», except during the mid 
day hours. Why not woodcock 
alao?

Or. William J .  Long, noted 
naturaliat and writer, has some 
ideas on these questions, but 
he adds that you are quite free 
to challenge them. I.,et’a take that 
whistle first.

There are reputable ornitholo- 
gists who tell us that i t ' i s  made 
by the bird’s wings. Ixitig’s an 
awer i* I hia; “ The laat time I 
went out for womicock my set­
ter lorknl up on point at the 
edge of some poplar aaplings 
Juat within the thicket a wood­
cock crouched low in plain aight.

One way to figure the sixe, is to 
estim ate about six cubic feet per 
person. A family o f five could well 
use a 30-cubic foot freexer. I f  you 
produce much o f your food at 
home, then you would need a larg­

er stxe.
Cost of operating a home frees 

er would include the interest on 
the investment for what you con 
eider the life of the equipment, 
repairs, electricity for fraetiny 
and also fur keeping a tero teni 
perature, as well as the cost o f the 
food and packaging. The special 
ist says you can use three percent 
for figuring interest on a twelve 
year investment, two percent of 
the purchase price for repairs 
about three cents per kilowat 
hour for freesing and three cent» 
for maintaining tero temperature 
with two cents a pound for pack­
aging coats. This does not incli(le 
the coat of food.

The six cents a day for electrici­
ty to operate the box is a national

set the cost of current used for the 
freezing. '

Another economy ;>oint freezer 
owners need to understand is that

the more finid that goes through 
the freezer, the less the o;icrating 
cost per pound. I t ’s using, not sav 
ing, food in the freezer that payz 
Families who arrange to live oui 
of their freezers as much as pos- 
sible and thus have s rapid turn 
over of frozen fm*d make the most 
economical use of this appliance.

Other ways to -ave on o;>eratinR 
i-osu are lo localts the frcs'zer in 
a cool, dry, well-ventilated place 
where the motor will not have ti 
run excessively and where heat 
from the motor can escs;>c easily. 
IlaV e a sepsrsle electric circuit foi 
the freezer to avoid overloading 
wire» which strains and heaU uy 
the motor.

"The satisfsct'on of enjoying 
fresh-fisvored food of high nutri­
tive value throughout the year ir 
an item families can not over 
look." Mr* Newman says •'The 
time and energy .saved in freezing 
vs compared with other preserva 
tion methods is another important 
point in favor of the freezer.’’

pas-sed during the recent 6Sr«l 
legislative seaaion. As a result, a 
depositor has his commodities in­
sured against fire, theft, misap 
propriaiion, damage due to care- 

! less handling, or acts of God.
Also for the first time, the far- 

; mer may use his stored grain re- 
I ceipts from stale licensed ware­

houses as negotiable tecunly.
The bill is Texas’ answer to the 

grain scandals which rocked the 
nation in late ItfSI and early 1V62. 
Briefly, it requires that each pub- 

' lie warehouseman obtain adequate 
bond, secure a license of operation 
from the Texas Department of Ag­
riculture, and carry sufficient in 
surance to cover the full value of 
bulk grain stored in his bins.

Bonds are set at $6,U00 mini 
mum and $50 .1100 maximum, sub­
je ct to the decision of the Com 
missioner o f Agriculture who can 
raise or lower it as he deems fi« 
for the tiest Interests of deposit­
ors. The licenses are issued ovei 
his signature.

The law has an exception. Ware­
houses having a license from th« 
Federal Government are not re

culate about facts not in eviden 
ce.

You should not mention or dis 
cusi your own personal experien 
ces. or any knowledge that you 
may have of similar transactions. 
If you should disclose such infoi. 
mation to others serving on a 
jury, the court would have to grant 
a m-w trial.

When in douht ask the judge 
If you ,pre in doubt about your ■ 
righU or duties as a juror, you 

. should not osk anyone but th« 
j judge for information.

heart diseoae. First, as in othei 
disea.ses, th«, medlcul history and 
phy*ical examination are of ut­
most importance; the patient's 
complaints contribute much to a 
correct diagnosis.

Several machines give precise 
infoiniaion about the heart. The 
- lectrocardiograph traces a pat 
tern of the heart's action. With 
the x-ray niaciiine may be seen 
the aixe and shape of the heart 
appearance of the heart's cham 
bers and valve*, and perhap.s de 
fecis of the heart oiul nearby 
blcod vessels. Dyes or opaque sub- 
.*tum-e that will cast an x-ray 
• hadow can lie injected into the 
vein*, when they reach the heart 
its parts can l>e seen clearly and 
in great detail.

Iiiterpietiiig the lesulta of th< 
many varieties of tests made with 
these machines requires mud 

kill. .Some diagnostic methiMls can 
he la iried  out only with the use 
of special equipment aud medica' 
teams that include heart special 
isis (cardiologists).

1  wo chief causes of heart dis- 
<-ase are rheumatic fever and high 
blood pieiisurr (hypertension) 
The former attackv chiefly child 
len and young adults; the latler 
more niatuie pei-ons, usually 3n 
years,and uMer.

In the .'south, rheumatic fever 
less cnnimon and usually strike 
in a milder form. In fact, its mild, 
ness may cause ils early symptom 
to be overlooked completely, with 
the first evidence lying in a dam 
aged heart. All victims do not hav< 
this complication, however.

Doctor* have noticed that iheu 
matic fever almost always follow.- 
a "*ti*ep” infectioit, such at 
“slrep” throat, tonsilliti.*, erysipe­
las, scarlet fever, or middle eai 
infection. If the attack is mild 

: the usual symptoms of hot, awol 
. len joints may easily he taken fot 

"growing pains."
t'hiblren who have one attack 

of rheumatic fever are highly 
susceptible to subsequent attack* 

'when exposed again to the "strep ” 
I germ. Therefore, medical advict 

is to guard them in every way pns 
sible by isolating them from thos« 
who may have "s lre p " infections.

High blood pressure usually 
yields to conservative medical 
measures, such as dirt, rest, and 
drug*. Many new safe and effect 
ive drugs have been (»erfected.

Several operations fierforme*' 
on carefully selected patiente 
have given good results. One is 
the removol of a diseased or de 
formed kidney which is known de 
finitely to be res|>onsiblc for the 
hypertension Another, c a l l e d  
"sympaothectomy," ia removal of 
part of the sympathetic nervous 
system, two chains of nerves run 
ning along each aide of the spinai 
column. Not entirely eisrntial Ic 
life, these nerves supply the heart 
glands, immith muscles, and small 
blood vessels of the iMidy.

Early detection of heart diaeas. 
and correct treatm ent means that 
most patient« with heart ailment- 
can look forward to a longer, mor* 
satisfying life.

W 
Cox, State Health O fficer, to pre 
vent a possilde increase in the 
number of heat victims as the T e x ­
as iremometer hits 05 degrees and 
above.

l.aborers, mechanics, farm er 
and white collar workers whos« 
work causes them to sweat pro­
fusely, are in danger o f having 
their body salt content become 
deficient with resulting heat 
cramps or heat fag. Salt is a prom­
inent constituent of sw eat; the 
*>ody may loose as high as 40 to 
50 grams of salt during hot days

In industry, a method of pre 
venting heat cramps is to take • 
tablet of pure salt or a mixture 
of salt and dextrose with each 
■ Irink o f  water. Workmen whose 
duties require muscular exertion 
should t>c especially careful to asld 
more than the usual amount of 
salt to what they rat and drink.

Salt deficiency may be prevent­
ed by taking salt in various ways 
Where prepared tablets are not 
available, table salt may be addr«' 
to each drink of water Milk is s 
source o f salt and will help t« 
make up for the deficiency caus 
rd by sweating. .Alcoholic drinkr 
should he avoided.
