Radar Expected 
To Furnish Better 
Data On Moisture

A I’ .STIN Radar mea-iuremcnt^ 
of rainfall soon will give farmer> i 
and rancher» a better uiea o f how ' 
much rainfal they can depend on, 
scientists at a national conferen­
ce at the I ’ iversity o f Texas said

The electronic device, developed 
during World War II to detect 
enemy aircraft and ships, can be 
modified to rnTii.ure rain with 
much greater accuracy than stand 
ard rain gauges. Glenn E. Stout 
of the Illinois State Water Sur 
vey told the conference.

The greater accuracy and speed 
o f rain measurements hy radar 
will help engineers build more ef 
ficient dams ami will reveal flash 
florid.' quicker so reservoir level

may be lowered in time to catch 
flood waters. Stout -said.

He pointed out that a majar 
factor in improving Texas' watar 
situation could be the storage and 
use o f the 85 per cent o f  TexM 
rainfall which many engineeni aa- 
timate runs into the Gulf o f Mexi­
co.

A single rain-measuring radstf 
set can cover an area with a rad­
ius o f from 3U to lUO miles. Stout 
declared.

The cost of installing such rad­
ar equipment is expected to delaf 
for several years the establia^ 
ment o f  a national network. How­
ever, acientists expressed the hope 
that other uses of such equipmeat 
would make such a network fea­
sible.

In other conference reporta, 
•cientista told how radar aad 
other ele«'tronic devices may he 
used to detect tornadoes, huiri- 

, - anes and other major weather 
disturbances more efficiently. The
