A  great many changes have occurred the past several 
decades in the habits o l residents o f the United States, as o lder 
persona are w e ll aware. It p robab ly  w ou ld  be surprising and 
even  eye-open ing to today 's  youngsters if for a brief period , 
tune cou ld be turned back and they cou ld com pare their way 
o f  living w ith the w ay their parents lived  when they w ere 
g row in g  up

T h e  look  backw ard likely w ou ld cause the young peop le  
to  w onder how  in the w orld  their parents were able to  stand 
a life  so d evo id  o f conven iences and seem ingly so dull A s  a 
m atter o f fact, som e o f  the parents themselves, may in retro 
apect be hard put to com prehend how  they endured it.

F or changes have been many and on the grand scale 
since the turn o f  the century Back a few  decades ago. there 
w ere  p len ty o f  fam ilies w hose daily  lives d id  not include such 
com forts  as running water, g o o d  lighting, bath facilities, even  
decent houses. Ice, for keeping foodstu ffs  and for p rov id ing  
coo lin g  drinks in warm  weather, was a luxury which few  could 
a ffo rd . A n d  such things as air condition ing, conven ient clean j 
cook ing and heating facilities, radio, television , and mechani-1 
ca l refrigeration  w ere unknown Newspapers, m agazines and 
books w ere a rarity in the hom es o f  many fam ilies. O f  course, | 
there still are fam ilies w h o  lack part, and in some instances 
perhaps all. o f  these but their number is decreasing w ith each 
passing year.

A n oth er change— and one which likely  com pounded  the j 
over-a ll rate o f change— was the adven t o f  the au tom ob ile and 
the resulting road construction program . Th is com bination  
m ade it possible for the genera l public to see how  their m ore 
fortunate neighbors w ere living and w hetted  their desires for 
som e o f the same.

B efore  cars and im proved  roads arrived , places which 
w ere  m ore than 20 or )0  m iles distant were considered  foreign  
territory that most fo lks seldom  saw In those days, a trip to 
the county seat or the nearest “ tow n  ' was som ething to think 
about but rarely realized Even when such a trip becam e ne­
cessary to  pay taxes or to  lay in a stock o f m erchandise for the 
fam ily  at for some other reason, the head o f the house (and  
som etim es his w ife )  frequently wss the on ly one making the 
rough, tiresom e trip In many families, about the on ly time 
everyon e  traveled  into town was when a cirrus or som e othei 
outstanding attraction cam e through the country.

Vacations, as we know  them today, were on ly for the rich, 
with most fam ilies finding their pleasures am ong them selves 
and their neighbors Actually, not even the rich could have the 
kind o f  vacations that m illions o f Am erican fam ilies take for 
granted today because recreational facilities w ere relatively  
non-existent

A u tom ob iles and good  roads changed this M ore and 
m ore fam ilies began to expand their horizons A t first, trips 
w ere  lim ited to the surrounding counties, then to states, until 
finally, the entire nation be ame accessible fa ra w a y  places, 
bke New  York  =- ity, Chicago, f lo r id a  and Californ ia becam e 
som ething m ore than |usl names .Vlany persons for the first 
tunes in their lives saw an ocean, and the mountains, rivers and 
lakes which lay between the Atlantic and P sc iIk f.ventually.
