Instruction was started to re­
establish and improve the clerical 
skills by which she had once earn­
ed her livelihood.

In July she was able to take 
half-time secretarial work, and

Seth Henderson, the vocational 
counselor who helped Ruth get 
her start toward a new life, points 
out that the typewriter on w'hich 
she practiced in her job training 
was provided from  Christmas Seal 
funds.

Tuberculosis associations have 
supplied much o f the equipment 
on which he is showing cured TH 
patients the way back to self-sup­
port, he said. In addition to type­
writers and similar items, TR  as­
sociations equipped a basic scien­
ce laboratory at McKnight for 
use o f the patient-students in high

school and college work their dis­
ease had interrupted.

The Texas Tuberculosis Associa­
tion and its affiliated oiganisa- 
tions have also opened the door 
fo r occupational therapy, which 
he calls a prime step toward get­
ting the tuberculosis patient ready 
for job training.

By supplementing the state sal­
aries which had been too low to 
obtain registered occupational 
therapists, the TR  associations in 
the post year have seen one placed 
in each o f the state-operated hos­
pitals.

.Mr. Henderson sees this use of 
Christmas Seal funds as “ one way 
to bring the greatest good to the 
greatest number o f TR  patients.

Occupational therapy, he de­
clares, is properly named in that 
it is an actual treatment program 
to help the patient back to health 
and a safe occupation. Where it 
leaves o ff, he says, vocational 
training takes up the task o f re­
turning the cured patient to a job 
and financial independence.
