dians fashioned over 100 years 
ago make up this attraction on 
160 acres o f an old Indian bat­
tle field. From the many Indian 
tribes which once roamed the An­
adarko region, seven were selected 
fur repre.ientation at Indian City. 
We saw the Pawnee earth village, 
the Caddo houses and tribal lodge, 
the Wichita grass houses, a Com­
anche settlement, the Kiowa and 
Kiowa Apache teepee villages, 
and the s'mnle Wickiups o f the 
Apache.

The guide, Mr. Bgsin, told us 
that his father, who is 93 years 
old, after the project wa.s com­
pleted. nodded his approval and 
said, “ Just like long, long ago.”  
We thoroughly enjoyed Mr, Ba­
sin’s tales o f “ long, long ago.”  
especially how the wives used to 
do all the work, but not now —  
just like white woman.”

I A fter leaving Indian City, we 
I were served lunch at the Chris- 
I tian Center. Mm. Ralph Williams,
I an honorary member o f the Phil- 
I omathic Club, was chairman o f 
I the committee that raised the 
i money to buy the site for the 
center. This youth center was 
built fo r the eilucatlon o f the In­
dians’ education. Mrs. Susie Pe- 

I ters, an elderly lady who was 
' taken into the Kiowa tribe two 
years ago, is largely responsible 
fo r the progress that has been 
made toward preserving the nat­
ural culture and art the Indians j 
are bom srith.

The pictures are moat outstand­
ing that have been done by In­
dians who have never had a les-1 
son. the bead work, the music that ; 
they make in their heads as they | 
go, are something you have to |

see and hear to believe. I have 
never seen a person as remark­
able as Mrs. Peters —  never seen 
as much love and respect in any­
one's eyes as in the Indians as 
they speak to her or about her.

Mrs. R. L. McElhaney gave a 
very instructive talk about the 
ways and habits o f Indian.^. The 
talk was entitletl, “ The G ift Is 
Rich,”  and stre.ssed Indian cul­
ture. Mrs. McElhaney is an In­
dian woman, ths granddaughter 
o f one o f the great chiefs of 
the Kiowa tribe, Satank, better 
known as Sitting Bear. She is 
the first Kiowa Indian woman 
to receive a liberal arts degree 
from any college and graduated 
from Keuka College, N. Y. In­
cidentally her husband is mostly 
white, she said, “ too much white, 
he talks too much and never lis­
tens.”

In her talk she said, “ Your 
culture and ours together make 
one o f which we may be proud. 
There is nuich to be learned, if 
one will remain quiet and listen.”  
In closing her talk, Mrs. McKI- 
haney translated the 23rd Psalm 
in Indian wording and sign lan­
guage. It was the most beautiful 
and inspiring thing I have ever 
seen and heard.

Rev. John Tsatoke, pastor of 
the J. J. Methvin Church, grand­
son o f Hunting Horse ( a fa­
mous leader among his people), 
talked and sang a song as he 
played his grandfather’s drum. 
Mrs. McElhaney interpreteii it as 
“ I ’m rejoicing: I prayed to God

and Ha helped. I was discouraged. 
He helped.”

The well-known Indian trio, the 
Thompson Sisters, sang five num­
bers. They appeareii in full In­
dian attire, white buckskin dres­
ses. I>eade<l. etc. Very attractive 
they were, and we thoroughly en­
joyed them.

.kn Indian boy, E .erett Cosad. 
played the “ Indian Love Call." 
on the flute. Rev. Isatoke said 
that he was probably the only 
man alive capable o f playiiqr this 
type flute. He also wa.< a famous 
grandson. His grandfather was 
Balaw Cosad, a famous flute ma­
ker and player.

During our visit to the Phil- 
omatic museum, a project eur 
Mrs. WilliaiTM was very much a 
part of. we had the privilege o f 
seeing many priceless relics from 
the historical past o f Anadarko 
and vicinity. Also we saw the 
beautiful shadow boxes built by 
the Indian Art and Craft Cente* 
that we had earlier visited.

.Much to our sorrow, the day 
was ending and we were many 
miles from home and were forcetl 
to say goodbye to the many 
friends we had met and enjoyed.

he continued.

I'loneer» saw that the forest 
floor and unbroken prairie .».id 
held moisture and prevented wind 
and water erosion, y*t they did 
not »eem to think o f u»ing the 
ame principie on their field» to 

keep their soils from washing and 
blowing, he .»aid. .Much o f the 
farming in this country was and 
«till ia (^eiiig farmed under a sys­
tem o f clean tillage. At the |ires- 
ent time there are thuusaiids o f 
acres in the Hall County SoiJ 
Conservation District that arc 
teing fanned in this manner, 
.Swindle said.

However, there ia another meth- 
I od o f tillage that many farmers 
4*̂ * adapting and using. Swindle 
explained. It is known a.» sub- 
aurfaee tillage. Instead o f bury­
ing the stubble and dead sulks 
o f previous crops, subsurface Ul­
lage leaves' it on top o f the soil. 
The crop residue, made up o f 
stalks and stubble o f previou.x 
crops, fornv a mulch on top o f 
the soil. The common name for 
this practice ia stubble mulch- 

Thus, using farm equipment 
n auch a way as to leave all crop 
residue* on the surface ia called 
stubble mulch farming, he said.

Stubble mulch farming will lien- 
e fit farming operations in many 

i  ways. It provides cover for the 
j land to help control blowing dust,
I protecU against xxater erosion, 
and reduce* runoff, allow* great­
er penetration, conserves mois. 
ture by reducing toil tempera­
ture and evaporation, reduces the 
impact o f raindrop* that cause 
crusting. Swindle continued

In view o f the coming dust 
.«torma, stubble mulching would 
definitely be a wise farming prac­
tice for the Hall County Soil 
Conservation District. Wind ero­
sion is much le».» on soil that is 
covered with crop retidue than 
it bare soil, he .«aid. Residue re­
duce* the velocity o f the wind at 
the ground surface and help.- to 
prevent picking up the soil. Blow­
ing dust can be greatly reduced '• 
if a dense residue is left on the 
fields, he continued. F’armer* are 
urged to lea’ e »talk» and stubble 
on the surface o f the soil, thu- . 
helping lo control one o f our ’ 
worst fam in g  problem-. Swindle ’ 
concluded.
