Under the law the finder of 
either lost or mislaid pn>i>erty 
should m-ake a "rca.sonable" e f ­
fo rt” to find the real owner.

When article.! are le ft on a 
tram or bus, in a public hotel, or 
even when dropped on a shop 
floor, under circum stances indi­
cating that the true owner will 
la ter return to claim them, such 
item.! are not considered lost. The 
proper cu. tudian to hold them for 
the owners would be the proprie­
tor or other person in charge.

Remaining unclaimed, the pro­
perty sometime.s goes to this cus­
todian, sometimes to the finder. 
The distinction here ap|>ears to be 
whether the place it is found la 
private or semi-private, or a place 
used by the general public.
