It seems that the U. S. Army has finally carried their policy 
o f  appeasment of foreign nations to a point where the American 
|>«ople have rebelled, and justly so. I^ e  case in point is one 
o f  the American soldier who was going to be tried by a Japanese 
court for the killing of a Japanese woman on a firing range., 
Ever since the peace tready with Japan was signed several years 
mgo, American servicemen have been turned over to Japane^ 
cotuts for trial for crimes committed inside that country. This 
was one of the provisions of the agreement signed with Japan 
«und over 40 other countries around the glode.

The agreement provides that soldiers be tried in a Japanese 
court for crimes committed during duty hours. 1 he most recent 
case, that o f William S. Girard of Ottawa. 111., grew out o f the 
■hooting o f a Japanese woman who was picking up scrap metal 
inside a U. S. Military installation. A  group or these Japanese 
caunc into the firing range and began picking up the metal. Spec* 
saliat Girard placed an enpty Cartridge case into a grenade 
launcher and fired the projectile over the persons, attempting 
to  scare them away. The projectile accidently hit the woman, 
killing her

The point in question is not if Girard killed the woman, but, 
who should try him. Girard stated that he had been left at the 
tmnge by a sergeant who told him to look after a machine gun 
there. The Japanese who were in the ares picking up the scrap 
metal were actually trespassing on property leased by the U. S. 
Government and, to be very blunt, were stealing the scrap metal 
frum the U. S. Government. In our opinion, there it no doubt 
that Guard was on duty at the time It is easy to imagine what 
w ill happen if this boy is convicted A ll of the other boys on
