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Fish Hatchery,
Like Farmer,
Faces Hazards

Hatching and raising fish for

stocking is similar to plamting and
raising farm products for the mar
ket, according to the Director of
Engineering, Texas Game and Fish
Commission.

“Some years we large
quantities of fish, and others we
don't do so well,” said the direc
tor. “It all depends on the weather,
insects, diseases, and other factors
nearly like those facing the farm
er each year.”

Various types of insects attack
the eggs during spawning, many
destroy fry before they can grow,
and others cause diseases later
after the fish are old enough for
stocking.

Whean insects appear in destrue-
tive numbers, fish hatchery attend
ants treat the water with a mix-
ture of gasoline, kerosene, and oil,
which forms a surface coating. The
mttacking insects require oxygen.
When they surface the mixture

raise

enters their respiratory system and
kills them,

Weather also can be very de-
structive to fish hatching. When
the water temperature gets too
low, the male parent lometmw*
leaves the nest. Since he is need-
ed to protect and fan the eggs, his
departure means a loss of eggs {
Of course, if the water gets too
low, the eggs will freeze

Like the farmer, the fish hatch
ery people never know what kind
of a crop they will produce until
the harvest is ready for stocking
ponds and lakes across Texas.
