Soil Conservation
__  News

Last week Wayne Hutcherson

o f supervisors o f the Hall County 
.Soil Conservation District. Rosa 
Gentry has been serving at district 
supervisor for the past five years.

The SU te Soil Conservation 
I.SW o f Texas, enacted by the 
State I.,egi»lature in regular ses­
sion in 1939, places the sU te ’s soil 
conservation movement entirely in 
the hands o f landowners. The gov­
erning body, or board o f supervis­
ors, responsibility is the develop­
ment o f a program and plan o f 
work fo r the Soil Conservation 
District. In the plan o f work the 
people say in e ffec t; ‘*Thia is the 
condition that exisU. This it what 
we want done about it. This is 
who we want to do it, and this is 
how we want it done. This is why 
we want it, and this is where and 
when we want it done.

In 1950 the landowners o f Hall 
County held an election and voted 
unanimously to organise a .Soil 
Conservation District. That tame 
year Childress County held an 
election on the same iMue but fa il­
ed by one vote to carry the needed 
two-thirds majority o f the land-

, owners vote. Then Childress Coun- 
jty landowners held another elec- 
jtion and voted to Join Hall County 
(Soil Conservation District.

This gives Hall County Soil 
I Conservation District a total o f 
i 1,196,679 acres o f which approx­
imately 1,063,565 acre.s are agri­
cultural, approximately 51 per 
rent being in farms. There arc 
22,114 acres considered unusable 
becau.se o f highways, railroads, 
cities, etc. The balance is range- 
land.

Mrs. Flaine Ledbetter o f Skel- 
lytown presented the first part of 
the discussion, which dealt with 
the teacher viewpoint. She told 

(the group that the teacher can

give facts and methods, but that 
parents ran Instill the will.

“ Teachers and adults should be 
educated as to how to deal with 
the Indiviual in terms o f d iffer- 
cnrei in personality, ability, and 
potential," she said.

Kev. Don Klake o f .Shamrock 
then presented the problem from  
the ministers viewpiiint. "Schools 
should have well-organixed guid­
ance programs to help identify the 
special needa and abilities o f in­
dividual pupils, and to help chil­
dren and youth understand them­
selves," he î aid. ‘ ‘W e need to edu­
cate the overall community to the 
need for educating the whole 
child," Rev. Blake stated.

Miss Esther Sorensen o f I‘ lain- 
view then discussed the subject as 
an education supervisor saying 
that the curriculum o f the school 
reflects the express interests o f 
the community. "Evaluate careful­
ly before suggesting change," she 
said. "And when change is sug­
gested, be willing to pay fo r  it.”

A discussion from the parent’s 
viewpoint whe by Mrs. George 
Collard o f Spearman. She told the 
group that the average lay person 
may not feel qualified to help de­
termine a balanced curriculum, 
but that they should make every 
e ffo r t to find out more about it. 
"W e  ahould keep our public edu­
cation on solid ground, with the 
development o f the whole child in 
mind,”  she said. “ Don’t yield to 
public hysteria in the field o f edu­
cation. Visits to school board meet­
ings ran have a two-fold purpose 
— taking information from the 
school board to citizens and tak­
ing information from  the citizens 
to the school hoard. I’ arents 
.should l»e educated to their re­
sponsibility in society. Too many 
parent.s think that parrnthaisd is 
a g ift  from God and they do not 
have to be educated in this role.

The moderator for the panel 
was Charles Eads o f Amarillo who 
•said that at l*T A ’a increase their 
understandings o f schools in ac­
tion, they must likewise increase 
their understanding o f communi­
ty participation in accomplishing 
an improved educational program 
— not just an improved school pro­
gram.
